2. Background

The EXBS Program and the Office of Overseas Prasgau Development,
Assistance and Training (OPDAT) of the US Departimeh State and Justice invited
export control experts and representatives frorariational organizations to share
their experiences in this area with Indonesiarcifs.

The EXBS Program “seeks to prevent the proliferatiof weapons of mass
destruction (WMD) and advanced conventional weafyniselping to build effective
national export control systems in countries thagsess, produce, or supply strategic
items as well as in countries through which suetni are most likely to transit”

The workshop took place, having as a background ahgoing discussions in
Indonesia concerning comprehensive strategic wadaol legislation.

3. Highlights of presentations and discussions

The presentations reflected on international expontrols as well as border security
and different examples of how States have adagted tegal and administrative
framework to respond to the challenges derived fstnategic trade management.

Regional speakers presented the experiences ofy8aland Singapore leading
toward the adoption of comprehensive strategicettadislation.

Participants from Estonia, Japan, Republic of Kotha United States and Taiwan,
Province of China and the European Union also npmdsentations on their export
control systems, including their licensing procssseontrol lists, the “catch-all
clause”, industry outreach programmes and expairabenforcement.

Speakers focused on the benefits for their countifehe development of a strategic
trade policy.

During his presentation, the 1540 Committee expefigrred to the background of
resolution 1540 (2004), highlighting the obligasoderived from it as well as from
subsequent resolutions, in particular those relatezkport controls. He also referred
to the role of the 1540 Committee, as well as thwwlémentation trends and
challenges.
