MINERAL LEASE NO. 1, BIG SPRING BRINE PRODUCERS, INC. - TERMINATION
OF LEASE.--The Board of Regents at its meeting of January 23, 1960 approved
Mineral Lease No. 1 to Salt Water Sales, Inc. covering 2.27 acres in the SW/L
of the SW/4 of Section 1, Block 35, Ector County for a 5-year period, February 1,
1960 through January 31, 1965 at a royalty of $0.02 per barrel or 12-1/2% of
price at loading dock, whichever is greater, plus a minimum royalty of $100 per
month. There was delay in getting the instruments prepared and signed and the
effective date of the lease, as executed, was made March 1, 1960, and the name
of the lessor changed to Big Spring Brine Producers, Inc., the latter being
ratified by the Board at its meeting of May 14, 1960. Minimum royalty for
March, 1960 in the amount of $100 was received but no further remittances were
sent and no drilling or production was carried out under the contract.

Amendment to the contract to defer until production payment of
royalty set out above and assigmment to still another company was requested in
May, 1960 but after full consideration by the University staff, the lessee was
advised the assignment could be recommended to the Board, but not the amendment
to the contract. The lease has never been activated and after negotiations with
the present owners of the Company it is recommended that the lease be terminated
as of June 30, 1960 after payment of $300 by the lessor, which sum has been
received, making the total amount received under the lease the minimum royalty
for the period March 1, 1960 through June 30, 1960.

M. D. ANDERSON HOSPITAL AND TUMOR INSTITUTE - GIFT FROM MRS. -
BLANCHE BENDER - RECOGNITION OF LEASE FROM MRS. BENDER ET AL TO SOCONY /?*"i
MOBIL OIL COMPANY, INC.--By deed dated February 25, 1950;, Mrs. Blanche 5"
Bender of Houston conveyed to the M. D. Anderson Hospital and Tumor In- i
stitute 50 acres of land in Montgomery County, Texas, reserving all of
the interest which she owned in the minerals during her lifetime. Mrs.
Bender's interest in the minerals was an undivided one-fourth which will
pass upon her death in fee simple to the Board of Regents for M. D. Ander-
son Hospital and Tumor Institute. In 1954, the Board of Regents ratified
an oil, gas and other minerals lease made by Mrs. Bender covering this
tract, acknowledging Mrs. Bender's right to receive during her lifetime
all of the rents, royalties and bonuses under the lease. Mrs. Bender and
her attorney have now requested that the Board of Regents recognize an-
other lease dated September 26, 1961, from Mrs. Bender et al to Socony
Mobil 0il Company, Inc. and acknowledge Mrs. Bender's rights to the rents,
royalties and bonuses during her lifetime. It is requested that the Board
of Regents so recognize this lease and authorize its Chairman to execute
evidence of this recognition when approved as to form by the Land and Trust
Attorney and as to content by the Endowment Officer.

TEXAS WESTERN COLLEGE - FRANK B, COTTON TRUST - REPORT OF

HOGG FOUNDATION: VARNER PROPERTIES - RECOMMENDATION RE NOTE PAY- AiiA L
ABLE TO MISS IMA HOGG.--The principal consideration to be paid to Miss Ima }q‘cfffc)o
Hogg by the Board of Regents as Trustee of the Hogg Foundation: W. C. Hogg
Memorial Fund for her stock and notes of Varner Company acquired in 1952
was evidenced by & note in the amount of $1,950,000 payable in semi-annual
installments of $50,000 each beginning January 1, 1953. The note bears no
interest and does not provide for pre-payment. Present balance is $1,050,000.

This is the only purchase money obligation still outstanding
against the Varner properties and is responsible for the payment of Federal
income taxes on unrelated business income from certain of the properties,
depending on the leases in effect. From time to time, there has been dis-
cussion about the advisability of exploring with Miss Hogg the pre-payment
of the entire note at a reasonable discount whenever cash might be avail-
able without liquidation of securities. With $1,000,000 received just
recently from the sale of the Walker Avenue property, it seems appropriate
to bring the matter to the attention of the Board of Regents. It appears
that Miss Hogg would prefer to leave the note to be paid according to its
terms. The last payment would be made on January 1, 1972.

The Federal income taxes have been a significant factor in the
past and amounted to $23,412.2k for the fiscal year ended July 31, 1961.
However, due in part to the sale of the Walker Avenue property, these
taxes should decrease steadily during the remaining term of the note, and
it is estimated that the total of such taxes from now until final payment
on the note will be approximately $76,500. If the note should be dis-
counted at 5% for pre-payment in full, the amount to be paid to Miss Hogg
would be approximately $809,000.

It is recommended that the Board of Regents authorize the staff
to make no efforts for pre-payment and to continue payment of the note
according to its terms.

OF LIEN ON PORTION OF PAPPAS BUILDING PROPERTY.--In 1954 the Board of / égi‘
Regents, as Trustee of the Hogg Foundation: Varner Properties, sold to V\’
Pappas Company, Inc. the property known as the Varner Building in Houston,
fronting the entire block on Louisiana Street and extending back approxi-

mately 100 feet on Preston Avenue and on Prairie Avenue, for $550,000,

$100,000 cash and $450,000 payable in monthly installments over a term of

25 years with interest at 4% per annum for the first five years and 43%

per annum for the remaining 20 years. Monthly payments at $2,376 for the

first five years and $2,478.67 for the remaining 20 years, including

interest, are being made promptly. The present principal balance of the

note is $366,670.72,

In 1959, Pappas Company, Inc., proposed that the Board of Regents
subrogate its lien on the south part of the property amounting to about
10,200 square feet of ground and 22,000 square feet of floor space, out of
total ground area of 26,000 square feet and floor area of 137,000 square
feet, to enable them to finance the construction of a parking garage on
this part of the property. It developed that the parking garage was not
economically feasible, and the authorization given by the Board of Regents
for subrogation was revoked on September 24, 1960.

The owners have done extensive remodeling on most of the property,
except the south portion, at a cost of approximately $300,000, according to
their statements, and now have an 8-year lease proposal on the south portion
for total gross rental of $304,000. Cost of necessary improvements for the
lease to be made will amount to approximately $150,000, and Pappas Company,
Inc., requests that the Board of Regents again authorize subrogation of its
lien as to this portion of the property so that the improvements can be
financed by means other than short-term bank loans. It is believed that the
proposed improvements and occupancy will be of benefit to the entire prop-
erty, and that the note held by the Board of Regents will be adequately
secured after subrogation as to the south portion of the premises. There-
fore, it is recommended that the Board of Regents authorize subrogation of
its lien as to the south portion at the appropriate time when commitments
for the lease and remodeling have been made. |

AT CAPITOL AND FANNIN, HOUSTON, TEXAS, TO HOUSTON FIRST FEDERAL SAVINGS :
AND LOAN ASSOCIATION.=--The authorization by the Board of Regents on July 22,
1961, for a lease to be effective January 1, 1963, to Houston First Federal
Savings and Ioan Association on the Mitchell Property at Capitol and Fannin
in Houston for a primary term of 25 years and an option in favor of the
lessee for another 25 years directed that the option must be exercised by
the lessee during the last year of the primary term and prior to the pro-
cedure for appraisement and agreement as to rental for the second 25 years.
Rental, to be not less than $60,000 annually, which is the rental during
the primary term, for the second 25 years was to be determined by the
appraisal procedures "both as to value of the property and as to return on
value”. Due in part to the difficulties of drawing a provision in the
lease as to the "return on value" and also to the fact that $60,000 minimum
annual rental will be set in the lease;, it is recommended +that the Board of
Regents authorize the substitution of a provision for the rental for the
second 25 years to be a net return of 6% on the value. This is the rate
used in arriving at the rental for the primary term of the lease and is
agreeable with the lessee.

MATN UNIVERSITY - BRACKENRIDGE TRACT - PROPOSALS FROM THE CITY
OF AUSTIN.--The City of Austin proposes that the Board of Regents dedicate,
for street and road purposes, a strip of land comprising 2.15 acres out of
the tract of approximately 88 acres of Brackenridge Land lying west of the A G

Colorado River. The roadway will run approximately 1700 feet on the fyﬁ’ X
Brackenridge ILand in the form of an arc, will be 60 feet in width for L =M
approximately one-half that distance, widening to a width of 140 feet for "

the remaining distance, and will connect Stratford Drive with Red Bud Trail.
Construction of this street is not yet included in authorized bond funds. /
The urgency for the City is the need for laying a 24-inch water line down
this roadway to serve areas west of the River and allow removal of a water
line which crosses the River around Deep Eddy so that dredging of the River

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can be accomplished according to plans. There will be no cash consideration
paid by the City, but it is believed the street and the water line will more
than offset damage to the University from the dedication of the strip of
land.

The City has been in touch with the University, first in September,
1960, regarding plans for dredging the Colorado River from the Low Water
Bridge at Red Bud Trail to the Low Water Bridge recently constructed down
the River at the new power plant. The City wishes to widen and deepen the
Colorado River in the area of the Brackenridge Tract to provide approximately
8500 square feet of flow area, or an approximate average of 500-foot width
and 17-foot depth. This will, in the opinion of the City and Iower Colorado
River Authority, provide additional flood protection and at the same time
provide a more useful and attractive body of water for the City. The City
has arranged with H. B. Zachry Company for the dredging with the City to
receive a royalty of 10¢ per yard on material removed from the bed of the
River. In order to accomplish this work, the City proposes to enter into
a toundary agreement with the University, together with related conditions
and agreements as may be determined by the attorneys, under which the
Brackenridge Tract on the east side of the River can be removed in the
dredging operation in order to afford the desired width and depth of the
River. Approximately 4,600 feet of the Brackenridge Tract river frontage
will be dredged out or cut back to a depth of approximately 17 feet, or to
rock or clay, ranging from O back to a maximum of 130 feet from water's
edge. Most of the ground involved is low riverbottom. The City first
proposed to retain the royalty on the dredged material from the University's
land but now agrees that the royalty of 10¢ per yard will be paid to the
University, or, in lieu of royalty, the University may be able to arrange
for stockpiling some of the better dirt for its own use. No accurate
estimate of total royalty to be received is presently available, but it
appears it may run upwards of $20,000.

It is recommended that the Board of Regents accept both proposals

MAIN UNIVERSITY - BRACKENRIDGE TRACT - APPROVAIL OF ADDITIONAL T(\’M
IMPROVEMENTS TO BOAT TOWN FACILITIES.--The current lease running from July 1,
1959, to December 31, 1969, on the boat dock facilities on Lake Austin was
made to W. W. Bennett and then assigned to Twin Star Industries and then to
J. H. Frost, Jr., who is doing business as Boat Town of Texas, all with /
approval of the Roard of Regents, and the lease provides that additional
improvements or significant alterations will be approved by the Board of
Regents. Mr. Frost now wishes to construct at his own expense additional
shop space to consist of a pre-fabricated sheet metal building approximately
30 x 75 feet to contain a monorail with electric hoists. All of the im-
provements except for hoists and motors will remain on the property at the
expiration of the lease. Cost will be approximately $13,500 for the building
and equipment. It is recommended that the Board of Regents approve this
installation and authorize its Chairman to execute an appropriate instrument
when approved as to form by the Land and Trust Attorney and as to content by
the Endowment Officer.

In her deed dated February 26, 1958, to the Board of Regents as Trustee of
the Hogg Foundation: W. C. Hogg Memorial Fund covering certain mineral and
royalty interests in the West Columbia Field, Brazoria County, Miss Ima Hogg
reserved her interest as to all minerals below the bases of the deepest sub-
surface strata then producing. By agreement dated March 16, 1960, the Board
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of Regents and Miss Hogg set out the deepest producing stratum, as of the
effective date of the deed; as to each of the 13 tracts covered by the deed.
That agreement recites, as had been determined by that time, that there was
no production, at effective date of the deed, or since, on Tracts 11, 12,
and 13. Two of these tracts comprise 5 acres each, and the other amounts

to one-half acre. Mrs. Hanszen and Miss Hogg now have a lease proposal on

4,300 acres of land in the H. B. Littlefield Survey and the S. C. Bundick e o,

League in Galveston County "for the use and benefits of a museum, which it g

is contemplated by said Board of Regents is to be established in connection ﬁjb

with said University of Texas." Beginning in 1941, the Board of Regents has A7
sold in 9 separate sales approximately 716 acres,; at prices ranging from $50 /f~\
to $2,000 per acre, depending on location and size of tracts, for a total d
of $417,040. These sales proceeds, surface lease rentals, oil and gas lease

bonuses and rentals, and income from investment of principal and income funds,
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all in U. S. Treasury Bonds, account for present holdings of cash and bonds
in the amount of $837,000. The Board of Regents has appropriated $671,400
from this Fund for the construction, in conjunction with the new Art Build-
ing, of the first unit of the Archer M. Huntington Museum. Of this amount,
payments of $26,500 have already been made, leaving a balance of $644,900
yet to be transferred from the Fund.

The remaining acreage, though not surveyed on the ground, amounts
to approximately 3,550 acres and is carried on the University's books at
about $23,000. This remaining acreage extends generally from the principal
industrial area of Texas City south to Virginia Point in Galveston Bay, and
practically all of it is now included in the corporate limits of Texas City.

The last sale was made in March, 1957. In November, 1958, the
Land and Investment Committee considered an offer amounting to approximately
$760 an acre on 270 acres just south of the Texas City Industrial Barge Canal,
but not adjoining the canal, and instructed the staff to notify the offering
prarties that the Board of Regents would accept $2,000 per acre. This counter
offer was declined. In considering that offer, the Land and Investment Com-
mittee expressed the opinion that future sales of the land should be made in
comparatively large tracts to industrial users, and that sales of smaller
tracts should be made only at prices considered definitely attractive.

Following earlier discussions with their representatives, the
University has received by telephone on November 1k, to be confirmed by
letter, a proposal from Union Carbide Corporation for purchase of approxi-
mately 450 acres out of the H. B. Littlefield Survey at $1,500 per acre for
200 acres held under lease by Carbide and $600 per acre for an unsurveyed
tract estimated to contain approximately 250 acres extending eastward to
Galveston Bay from the leased tract. All minerals would be retained by the
University, subject to some mutually satisfactory restriction of drilling
sites. Total consideration, all cash, would be approximately $450,000, de-
pending on survey. The proposal includes the 270 acres, part at $1,500 and
part at $600, on which offer was received from other parties and counter offer
made in 1958.

The lease mentioned above to Union Carbide Corporation is for 50
years from July 1, 1952, at fixed annual rental of $4,000 throughout the
term. The purpose of residue deposit is recited, and contemplated use of
the 200 acres in 10 separate tracts is outlined. As each tract is filled by
residue to a height of 8 feet above sea level, from original elevations of
3 to 5 feet, it is to be topped with 1 foot of soil and released to the
University without reduction in rental. The first of these tracts should be
finished off and returned to the University within the next year. Thereafter,
the tracts might be finished and returned to the University at the rate of
one every 3 or U4 years.

A current appraisal shows a value for the entire 450 acres, surface
only and without consideration of the lease held by Carbide, of $800 per acre.
The same appraiser gave a value of $750 per acre in 1953. Three appraisers
acting jointly gave a value of $500 per acre in 1955.

The area not under Carbide’s lease is largely coastal marsh land
with maximum elevation of 2.5 to 3.5 feet. None of the 450 acres is on deep
water or on the barge canal, but the tract is the nearest to these facilities
of any of the Huntington land still owned by the University.

The acreage under consideration is covered by an oil, gas, and
mineral lease dated December 27, 1960, and it appears that some reasonable
drilling site agreement with the lessee, The British-American 0il Producing
Company, would be necessary in order for a sale to be made to Union Carbide
Corporation.

It is recommended that the offer of Union Carbide Corporation be-de="

clined to the extent that the Board agree to sell the 200-acre leased area to
them at $1,500 per acre and the unsurveyed tract of approximately 250 acres
at $800 per acre, subject to acceptance by Carbide on or before Deeember 20,

RENTAL OF SPACE FOR UNIVERSITY LANDS, GEOLOGY

Comptroller Sparenberg submits the following recommendation for ratifica-
tion by the Board of Regents:

On the basis of appropriate requisition and approval by Vice-Chancellor
Dolley and Endowment Officer Stewart, the State Board of Control has made an
award of lease for space and drawn up a rental agreement as follows: /?]

These fellowships shall
be offered to physicians who are Residents at The University of Texas
Medical Branch Hospitals, and who, in the opinion of their Sponsor and of
the Committee, should be encouraged to pursue original research in in-
fection and immmity because of their exceptional qualifications. The
Sponsor shall be a full-time member of the Faculty of the Medical Branch,
holding the rank of Assistant Professor or higher.

The duration of these fellowships shall be one year, subject to con-
ditions stated below. Application for renewal will be considered annually
for no more than two additional years. It is expected of the Fellow that
he will devote one full day or the equivalent per week exclusively to
research in infection and immunity. The stipend shall be one third of
that awarded to full time Predoctoral Fellows, but shall include no
allowances for dependents, travel or other expenses, except a modest
award for supplies required in the course of the research when this is
specifically requested at the time of application for a fellowship. In
no case shall this award for supplies exceed forty percent of the stipend.
The stipend shall not take the place of stipends normally paid the
Resident, but shall be in addition thereto. Stipends are granted subject
to .the tax regulations that are applicable.

The Committee will regard favorably applications by Fellows and their
Sponsors for reasonable allowances to cover travel expenses to scientific
meetings for the purpose of presenting the results of the Fellows' research.
No Fellow shall be eligible to receive more than one such travel award
during the entire tenure of his fellowship.

In no figeal year shall the combined expenses for stipends under this
program exceed those for one full time predoctoral fellowship, exclusive
of other allowances for which full time Fellows may be eligible. The
Committee shall have the prerogative to recommend discontinuance of any
fellowship at any time if, in its opinion, the aims of the program are
not met. Failure to submit progress reports as required, or submission
of unsatisfﬁctory reports, or submission of reports indicating deficien=-
cies in the progress or merits of the research of the Fellow, shall be
considered sufficient cause for discontinuance of further support.

The policy with regard to progress reports in the case of these
fellowships shall differ from that stated in the Terms and Conditions
for other fellowship classifications, in that reports shall be required
at six month intervals even when application for renewal is made. However,
no report need accompany the application for renewal, and the new award
shall not be activated until the appropriate progress report has been
filed with and approved by the Committee. Reports may be brief, but
should be a summation of all the significant research carried out by the
Fellow, and should be presented in sufficient detail to permit the Com-
mittee to assess the progress and merits of the Fellow's research.

Applications for these fellowships may be made at any time, but in
any case not later than three months before the requested date of
activation of the fellowship. Applications shall follow the general
form employed in applications for Postdoctoral Fellowships. They must
include a description of planned research in sufficient detail to permit
the Committee to assess its merits, and a statement regarding the length
of time the Resident anticipates remaining at the Medical Branch in that
capacity. The Committee shall, in consultation with the Sponsor where
necessary, decide whether the available time is adequate for the pro-
Posed research project.
