Vice President and University Library Director Kyushu University

After completing his studies in Archeology at Kyoto University's Graduate School of Letters, Professor Miyamoto taught at Kyushu University's Graduate 

School of Humanities, and since 2014 he has served as Kyushu University’s Vice President, University Library Director, and University Archives Director. He 

has also served as head of the Japan Archaeological Association and the Japan Society for Chinese Archeology. In 2003, he was awarded the "Hamada 

Seiryo Prize", which is given to researchers and organizations in recognition of outstanding contributions in the �eld of archeology. He is serving as 

Convention Chairman for the World Social Science Forum 2018, the world's largest social sciences conference.

Kazuo Miyamoto

President, Institute of Systems, Information Technologies and Nanotechnologies (ISIT)

Professor Yamada has served as Director of the Kyushu Branch of The Spectroscopical Society of Japan and as Vice-Chairman of The Japan Society for Analytical 

Chemistry. He is currently the Chairman of the Japanese Society for Engineering Education and the Director of The Engineering Academy of Japan. He specializes 

in organic dyes, nanoparticles, and polymers, and is well-versed in a wide range of �elds including medicine, pharmacology, and agriculture. In March 2018, he 

left his post at Kyushu University to be appointed President of ISIT, a leading institution for the research and development of advanced scienti�c technologies. ISIT 

is an international industrial-academic-government cooperative body active mainly in the Asia-Paci�c region. It performs research and development and 

coordinates and collaborates with related institutions, and provides consulting and human resources development for supporting advanced scienti�c industries 

in Kyushu to promote the region's socioeconomic development. Expectations are high for Professor Yamada in his new role as this organization's President.

Sunao Yamada

  Professor, Fukuoka University Faculty of Medicine Department of Orthopaedic Surgery

After graduating from Kyushu University's Faculty of Medicine and completing his studies at the University's Department of Surgery in the Graduate School 

of Medicine, Dr. Yamamoto studied in the Hospital for Special Surgery in New York. Then, he was a lecturer at Kyushu University's Department of 

Orthopaedic Surgery and Associate Professor at Kyushu University's Department of Rehabilitation Medicine. Since 2016, he has been a Professor at the 

Department of Orthopaedic Surgery at Fukuoka University's Faculty of Medicine. Professor Yamada specializes in hip joint diseases (such as Idiopathic 

Osteo Necrosis, Acetabular Dysplasia, and fragility fractures), joint conservation techniques, and sports injuries. In 2017, he took part in joint research with 

the Bone and Joint Disease Research Team at the RIKEN Center for Integrative Medical Sciences, which led to the discovery of the gene "LINC01370" related 

to the occurrence of Idiopathic Osteo Necrosis.
