During 1952, these seven labels
released a total of 2.868 sides,
Only 81 of these have appeared
on The Billboard best seller
charts, for industry-wide hit per-
centage of 2.8.

— In a
wvear-end statement, Brig. General

NEW YORK, Dec. 27.—There is
a tremendous potential video film
market in South America in the
future, according 1o James Valen-
tine who recenﬁy returned after
mstalling equipment at LR3-TV,
Buenaos Ailres. He also helped ad-
vise on the management of the
station during the past year.

Valentine reports that because
of exchange difficulties. import
restrictions and language differ-
ences the market needs carefu)
cultivation before its full crop of
dollars ean be harvested. e
present market is limited because
of the few South American sta-
tions telecasting, but the need for
film is obviocus, the excc belicves.
Valentine advises that TV film
producers set up affiliations with
distributors of the
product in South Amcrica. They
are aware of distrihution prob-
lems there and would naturally
be better organized to market the
product than outside firms.

Valentine also points out that
not all American TV film is ac-
ceptable to South American view-
ers. They llke adventure films,
Westerns and any other series
which accent action.

Harder to Sell

The wusual dialogue - ridden,
slower paced TV film programs
might be harder to sell, he main-
tains. The exec recommends that

TV film oaimed at the Latin-
American market should use
either Spanish or Portuguese
dubbed-in dialogue, instead of

titles. Because of the smallness
of the TV screens, he believes
titles are not as effective.
Valentine’s vision of the future
of TV film in South America is
solidified by his belief that live
networks will be impractical at
the present time. The distances

The elements of the Civil War
form a more distinet dramatic
pattern as Laughton has arranged
them. than does the inspired con-
versation of “Don Juan In Hell.”
Power does the best work of his
career. ranging from the fury of
the battle of Gettysburg to the
mysticism of a young man in
love. Massey returning to his
characterization of Lincoln.
creates some wonder(ully moving
moments while Miss Anderson
has all the timing and emotional
power of a distinguished carcer
at her hand.

It adds up to another success
for produecer Paul Gregovy, but a
greater one for Laughton. The
latter has transitioned the written
word to an eloquent and patriotic
theater form that speaks to all
America Bob Taylor.

ARA Refuses to
On List; Plans B

NEW YORK, Dec. 27.—All the
88 Chicago Clubs plus the per-
formers who have kept working
in them have been placed on the
natlonal unfair list by the Ameri-
ean Guild of Variety Artists, ac-
cording to Jack Irving, AGVA
topper.

Such placing on the unfair list
will immediately be followed by
action by the Artists Representa-
tives Association, who under
their agreement with AGVA, will
not book any act or permit any of
the acts belonging to their mem-
bers 1o work in a club or estab-
fishment that is marked unfair.

Jack Katz, attorney for ARA,
which has among its members
the Morris office, Music Corpora-
tion of America, General Artists
Corporation and the more impor-
tant independent  agents, said
that under ARA's agreement with
AGVA, all performers working in
the varicty field must be mem-
bers in good standing of that un-
ion. If the union disciplines its
members, or any club where its
members are regularly employed,
ARA will go along with the un-
ion, said Katz. “Insofar as the
new performers’ union formed in
Chicago is concerned,” said Katz,
‘we have nothing to do with
them—we have no deal with
them. Our deal is with AGVA."”

Katz was asked about the
Chicago agents who pulled away
from ARA and what ARA in-
tended doing about it. Would
ARA membecs continue to do
business with them?

Danny Graham
Retires at 55

Graham, head of Music Corpora-
tion of America's act department
here for the past 10 years, is re-
tiring under the provisions of
MCA’s profit-sharing trust Janu-

This is the first waxing to be released in the United States
of the controversial Prokofiev oratorio "On Guard far Peace”
which was wrilten by the compeser in 1950, and presented in
Russia last year. Since it has never been performed here, and
since Prokofiev is a major composer. this disking 15 somewhat
of an event. Reason for the controversy is the fact that iy-
rically the work projects the official Russian propaganda Bne,
calling the US.S.R. the country that desires peace. The ora-
torie, which was made from Russian tapes, is sung in Russian,
but the liner notes and the titles of the movements give some
indieatlon of the meaning of the lyrics. Musically it is not up
to Prokofiev's best work, tho it is worth attentson. At times
plodding and bombastic, especially in the last movement, It
contains many seclions of lvric tenderness and haunting
beauly, including “Lullaby,” “To Those Who Are Ten Years
0l1d.” and “Doves of Peace.”” The work is a mixture of colorful
effects, in wbich the composer uses the chorus as additional
instrumental timbre. and speaking passages are used with the
same effect. It is really a large tome poem with voices. The
story tells of rebuilding Russia after the war, and the desire
of the people for peace. Mezzo-soprano Zara Dolkhanove Is
superb as the lcad singer, and boy alto, E. Talanov, docs an
effective job. The choirs are uniformly goed, and the erchestra
work is capable. Recording is also good.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 27—All
show train cars musl be cquipped
with power brakes by June 30,
1953, according to latest informa-
tion from the Interstate Com-
merce Commission.

This means most railroad car-
nivals and both railroad circuses
will have to install new brake
systems prior to that date. In the
case of Ringling Bros. and Bar-
pum & Bailey Circus, the cost
might be as much as $1.000 per

car.

The 1CC ruled in 1945 that all |
cars in intcrehange service, being |
used on more than one line. must |
be equipped with the more pow-
erful brake systems. Since that
time, various railroads have ob-
tained extensions on the deadline
time.

Howevcr, the ICC now has de-
clined further extensions. Re-

June 30 deadline apparently is|

4. Industry leadership: Ameri-
cans are looking for lcadership
and industry can help. The 75,000
candy industry employees on the
production end and the thousands
of salcsmen constitute a vital
force in promoting the welfare
of the candy industry.

Powdered Coffee Boom Seen
Aid to Coffee Vending Trade

NEW YORK. Dce. 27.—The high
price of coffce in bags and vacu-
um-packed tins, which has given
powerful impetus to the sales of
solubie colfees, may prove of con-
siderable help to the automatic
coffec vending trade, according to
industry spokesmen herc.

One by onc major coffee roast-
ers are going into the powdercd
coffec field, with the three major

roducers of solubles—Chase & |

nborn. Nestle and G. Washing-|
ton—all sclling to the vending
trade.

Oddly enough, the makers of
solubles have split into two
camps—thase producing “purc
coffee, or powders that contain
nothing but coffee, and those|
which make the 1ype with carbo-
hydrates. The latter group points
out that “purc” also applies to its
product, which contains all pure
ingredients, and that *“100 per

cent” would be a better term to
apply to the other type.

. Most of the coffece sold in vend-
ing machines is of the powdered
type. altho some is concentrated
liguid.

In Linden. N. J. 10 roasters
have jolned forces to make as
many 100 per cent solubles ‘in' a
jointly owned plant. The plant,
opcrated by Tenco, Inc., operates
around the clock, except for six
hours a weck when it closes down
for cleaning.

Fach voaster provides his own
raw materials, with the overhcad
kept down because the aperating
nut is cut 10 ways. At least on¢
of these 10 roasters sells to the
vending trade.

As public acceptance of pow-
dered coffee increases. public ac-
ceptance of powdered coffee thru
vending machines will increase,
according to a leading manufac-
turer.
