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In an effort to test the existing market for downloadable music, the Warner Music Group
(WMG) is making music by 23 of its artists on its roster available for digital download through var-
ious online outlets. Atlantic Records is offering free downloads of four songs through CDnow: “Man
With The Hex” (Atomic Fireballs), “Candy” (Martin Sexton), “Not Today” (Jump Little Children)
and a previously unreleased live version of Sugar Ray’s hit “Every Morning.” The songs, available in
Microsoft’s Window Media Technology 4.0 format, have been programmed to expire 15 days after
they are downloaded. This set of downloads marks the first time that CDnow has offered major-label
digital downloads through its Web site. Like Amazon.com’s free music download area and
BarnesandNoble.com’s newly launched music space (see story on page 4), CDnow plans to launch
its own free music download site by the end of the month. CDnow CEO Jason Olim told News.com
that his company will soon “take the lead in terms of digital transactions and downloads.”
CDnow.com’s long-term plan is to make everything on its site available for (Continued on page 13)

Since 1994, when Los Lobos's
chief songwriters David Hidalgo
and Louie Pérez began the Latin
Playboys, their extracurricular
affair with producers Mitchell
Froom and Tchad Blake, the music
of Los Lobos has only continued to
evolve and flourish.

This
Time is a prime example of how
Los Lobos has masterfully
crossbred the deep roots of rock,
Tex-Mex and R&B. The blistering
“Viking” is essentially a simple
blues song, but Hidalgo’s
overdriven riffs and Steve Berlin’s
tight, greasy horn playing make
the track as devilishly funky as any
Latin Playboys experiment. But the
band doesn’t always need to reach
beyond its usual grasp to get the
job done; much of This Time is just
solidly grooving rock music that
shows off the skills of its master
craftsmen. From the mellow R&B
statement of the title track to Cesar
Rosas’s sliky “Cumbia Raza,” This

Fear 0Of Fours
(Fontana/Mercury-IDJMG)
Of all the bands that came

crawling out of the trip-hop
canyon created by Portishead’s
groundbreaking sampler-and-a-
siren methodology, Britain’s Lamb
may be the movement’s least
imitative, and most interesting
entity. Fusing the sweet, pixie-like
demeanor of vocalist Louise
Rhodes with the restless percussive
textures of programmer Andy
Barlow, Fear Of Fours sounds like a
meeting between two considerably
disparate personalities — like Joni
Mitchell being produced by Tricky,
let’s say. The results are
surprisingly organic, however,
thanks to Barlow’s sinuous, jazzy

approach to inconspicuously
arranging live sounds (stand-up
bass, strings, horns) around

fluttering drums and darkly
suggestive digital accents. Just as
vital are Rhodes’s strangely
pinched vocals, which glide over
and caress the instrumental tracks
like an ethereal firefly.
Occasionally her singing shapes
Barlow’s more abstract
meanderings into deliriously
strung-out soul, while at other
times, her silky coo leads the tracks
into pop territory. In both cases,
Barlow’s trackmaking remains
wisely open-ended, allowing
Rhodes to cater her performance
to the emotional whims of the
melodies and samples. Post-3 a.m.

So why does a band, after three
albums, decide to get all
eponymous on its fourth? In the
case of the Verve Pipe, the self-
titled release is being used as a new
launch pad. The pride of East
Lansing, Michigan’s second major-
label album is an attempted and
successful reinvention of its
reputation — these guys want
people to view them not as some
one-hit wonder, but as evolving
musicians who are worthy of a little
studio indulgence (see also
Radiohead). Producer Michael
Beinhorn (Soundgarden, Hole)
does more for the Verve Pipe than
just bring up the drums on such
radiofriendly tracks as “Hero.”
This richly detailed effort’s perfect
measure of excess (note the
Mellotron on “In Between”) allows
Brian Vander Ark’s dramatic songs
to sound as deep, as emotional and
as prog-rock as he would like.

On his latest full-length
endeavor, Michael Paradinas
(a.k.a. p-Ziq) brings his disjointed
alien sonatas a bit closer to Earth.
While most of his past efforts came
across as erratic opuses of
“bedroom electronica” with few
reference points that could
be mistaken as human, Royal
Astronomy draws its inspiration
from the delicate hum of chamber
strings and the street-smart
swagger of turntable-worshipping
b-boys. Tracks such as “Scalling,”
“Slice” and “Scrape” boast nary a
hint of electronic manipulation. A
chorus of strings takes the helm,
trading in digital blips for a merry
symphonic overture. With their
synthetic melodies and hints of
hyper-kinetic techno/drum ’'n’
bass, “Carpet Muncher” and
“Autumn Living” are closer to
expected, instrumental p-Ziq
territory, while “The Fear” does
the unthinkable by basing itself on
bona fide singing.

Barnes & Noble Opens Online Music Store

Retail giant Barnes & Noble has added a music store to its online retail operations,
at www.barnesandnoble.com. Although the site, which opened in May 1997, has been
selling a small selection of music, it will now expand its offerings to thousands of titles
by artists in a multitude of genres, among them classical, world and alternative. The site
will contain artist biographies from the All-Music Guide, an archive of 50,000 reviews,
interviews with artists such as Pavement and Cassandra Wilson, editorial commentary
and links to related information and books. The site is offering an inaugural download
of “Deep Water,” a previously unreleased live track by Jewel. The company will expand
its download area in the future.

Barnes & Noble is the latest online retailer to enter the digital download arena. The
superstore will be competing with music retailers CDnow, Borders.com, Tower Records
and online music leader Amazon.com. But Jonathan Bulkeley, CEO of BarnesandNo-
ble.com, isn’t feeling any heat from his competitors. “We are not the first,” he told the
AP. “But we aren’t too late. This party will go on for the next thirty or forty years...if not
longer.”

Black Crowes Keyhoard Player Rejoins
Bandmates On Tour

Black Crowes keyboard player Ed Hawrysch, who, as a
result of emergency surgery on a twisted intestine, missed
eight shows on the group’s European tour, has rejoined the
band’s tour. Hawrysch, who hadn’t missed a show since he
joined the band in 1991, made the stage for the Crowes’ July 6
show in Berlin.

As reported in issue 626 of CMJ, Hawrysch fell ill on the
group’s tour bus, which was en route to London after a show
in Brussels. He was subsequently rushed to a Belgian hospital.
The band was on its way to play a June 26 show with Aero- 3
smith, at Wembley Stadium. For that show and for the dates Black Crowes
that followed, the Crowes did not replace the keyboardist —
unless the six-foot, inflatable green alien that the band set up behind the ivories counts
as a replacement. The Southern rockers’ tour in support of their latest album, By Your
Side, will wrap up on July 30, at the Fuji Rock Festival, in Japan.

H.0.R.D.E. Jamming No Longer

John Popper, in an interview with a Princeton high school paper, revealed that the
H.O.R.D.E. tour is no more, SonicNet recently reported. The tour’s organizers have yet to
unveil a 1999 lineup, nor have they made an announcement stating that the traveling show
is over. Popper, the lead singer of Blues Traveler, which headlined every H.O.R.D.E. tour
save last year’s outing, broke the news on the day of a May 27 concert at his alma mater,
Princeton High School.

“The radio show, usually a one time festival package thrown at a given time in which
the artists receive airtime, has far surpassed and most efficiently replaced the festival tour,”
Popper told the paper, referring to radio station-sponsored events such as the HFStival and
KROQ)’s Weenie Roast. “Therefore, it seems obvious H.O.R.D.E. has had it day. Better to
be proud of the former glory of your lost child than to sustain it and watch it turn into a
malevolent and withered creature,” he said.

The tour, the acronym of which stands for Horizons of Rock Developing Everywhere,
had a seven-year run. The event was conceived in 1992, with the aim of giving exposure to
jam bands that received little radio airplay at the time. The first year’s tour lasted for six
weeks. During subsequent years, such notables as the the Allman Brothers, Melissa
Etheridge, Black Crowes, Wilco, Morphine, Lenny Kravitz, Natalie Merchant and the Dave
Matthews Band performed as part of the increasingly varied H.O.R.D.E. bills. The 1997
bill, on which Neil Young replaced Blues Traveler as the headliner, drew the lowest atten-
dance in the jaunt’s history. Last summer’s tour featured younger acts Barenaked Ladies,
Ben Harper and Beck, but failed to take the event back to its glory days.

An anonymous former H.O.R.D.E. employee told SonicNet, “When it started, there were
only a few other festivals. In terms of traveling festivals, it hadn’t been done that much. Now,
it's been done to death.” Popper’s recent arterial surgery, which led to the cancellation of

I think so. Big beat...uses the same beat of
traditional funk and rock and roll.

In other Hole news, love recently
caught flak for a show in Hultsfred, Sweden,
during which the crowd rushed the stage
and crushed a 19-year-old to death.

Broadcast.com
Second Quarter
Earnings Soar 130%

Broadcast.com’s second quarter rev-
enues rose 130%, from $5.9 million in the
same period last year to $13.5 million.
Broadcast.com, which will soon be acquired
by Yahoo, attributed its earnings to rev-
enues from its business services and to
advertising for its radio and television
broadcasts. Those business services, which
include stockholder meetings and corpo-
rate conference calls, earned the company
$9.5 million. Advertising brought in $4 mil-
lion. The company nearly slashed its net loss
in half, reducing the figure from $3.5 mil-
lion to $1.9 million.

EC To Sue Germany
Over Market
Restrictions

The European Commission plans to
take Germany to the European Court of
Justice this fall, the result of a 1994 com-
plaint lodged by PolyGram, the Billhoard
Bulletin reported. PolvGram feels that Ger-
manv’s retail laws, which date back to 1933,
violate the EC Treaty’s rules concerning
freedom to provide services.

PolvGram claimed that Germany’s leg-
islation, which restricts promotional gifts
and discounting, made it difficult for the
companv’s record club, Sounds Plus, to
compete with local merchants. In a July 2
statement, the Commission said: “lf a new
market entrant cannot make promotional
offers that will attract potential customers
and thus build up a clientele on the basis of
initial responses, a firm from another mem-

ber state cannot start a conmercially viable
direct marketing business in Germany.”

According 1o Billboard  Bulletin
sources, Bertelsinamm owns 70% ol the Ger-
man-owned record clubs. Weltbild, owned
by the Catholic Church, owns the remain-
der of the clubs.

Australia’s charming
Lucksmiths are causing
an underground pop
commotion reminiscent
of Belle & Sebastian’s
1996 ascension into the
hearts of tastemakers.
This Australian trio has
finally issued its first American effort, thanks
to Drive In Records. Happy Secret is a
collection of singles, released abroad in 1998.
The compilation includes tracks such as
“Untidy Towns,” “Paper Planes” and “The Art
Of Cooking For Two.”

Hello Hawk EP in anticipation of the band’s
upcoming ninth full-length release, Come Pick
Me Up, which will arrive in stores on August
10. The EP contains the album track “Hello
Hawk,” that song’s B-side “Sexy Ankles,” and
acoustic versions of the forthcoming record’s
“Low Branches,” “Pink Clouds” and “Cursed
Mirror.”

The Y2K: Beat The Clock compilation
(Columbia) aims to bring your musical tastes
into the next millennium. This 12-track
electronic orgy boasts some of the biggest
hits by the genre’s best-known artists, among
them Underworld, Fatboy Slim, Orb,
Prodigy, Propellerheads and the Chemical
Brothers.

Buddha Records has reissued a pair of
records by cult rockers the Flaming Groovies.
The late-’60s San Francisco-based group’s
first two albums, Flamingo and Teenage Head,
have been repackaged. The new version of
Flamingo includes six bonus tracks recorded
during the Teenage Head sessions; the 1999
edition of Teenage Head also includes seven
bonus tracks from the same session.

The soundtrack to
Plunkett & MacLeane, the
new film starring Liv
Tyler, Robert Carlyle and
Johnny Lee Miller (who
is best known for playing
Sick Boy in Trainspotting),
has been issued by :
Melankolic-Astralwerks. The flick’s score was
written by Craig Armstrong, and the
soundtrack also contains a reworking of the
Talking Heads’ “Houses In Motion,”
featuring Lewis Parker and Helen White.

Sheryl Crow’s omnipresent version of Guns N
Roses’ “Sweet Child O’ Mine” is currently the
big hit from the Big Daddy soundtrack, but we
figured that prudent consumers would like to
know a little bit about the rest of the record.
Alongside soundbites from the film, the album
features tracks by Spice Girl Melanie C, Rufus
Wainwright, Big Audio Dynamite, Limp Bizkit,
Garbage and Everlast & The White Folx.
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Thump Records’ Old School Rap 4, the latest
installment in the label’s series of hip-hop
hits, includes tracks by Eric B. & Rakim,
Schooly D, Stereo MC’s, Tone Loc and Run
DMC. It also contains Vanilla Ice’s mega-
smash single, “Ice Ice Baby,” which reminds
us of how the public allows certain tunes to
fly well below the quality-control radar.

The Icicle Works is not
one of the better known
bands dating from the
80s heyday of British
“haircut rock.” The band
is probably but a faint
memory in the minds of
even the biggest new
wave fans. Beggars Banquet has recapped the
career of these overlooked Anglos with the
release of The Best Of The Icicle Works, a 16-
track collection that includes the 1983 British
Top 40 hit “Love Is A Wonderful Colour,” as
well as the I-Works’ slight American success,
“Bird Fly (Whisper To A Scream).”

Rykodisc recently
released Fleetwood Mac’s
Shrine '69. But '70s pop
addicts expecting lush,
romantic, coke-fueled
ballads should check
their Stevie Nicks fetishes
at the door. This live
performance at the Shrine Exposition Hall in
Los Angeles documents the band’s career
prior to the arrival of Nicks, Lindsay
Buckingham and Christine McVie. At this
show, the raw, five-man lineup of the group,
which featured singer Peter Greene, played
guitar-driven British blues that will appeal to

fans of the Yardbirds and the Small Faces. :

This release initiates Ryko’s Dinky Who? series
of concert recordings, which is named after
sound engineer Dinky Dawson, who kept
these tapes in his private archives.

Bullseye Blues & Jazz has unearthed an album
of unreleased material by the late bluesman
Charles Brown. /n A Grand Style, Brown’s first
solo piano album, shows off a more intimate
side of this charismatic musician.

Pyramid-Rhino has issued [
a new record by vocal-
ist/keyboardist/saxo-
phonist Edgar Winter.
Winter Blues contains 10
original songs performed §
by the "70s survivor him-
self and an illustrious cast
of guest musicians. Among the artists that
joined the venerable Mr. Winter on this out-
ing were Leon Russell, Dr. John, Eddie
Money, Rick Derringer and Edgar’s pigment-
free brother, Johnny Winter.

Although a release date for The Fragile, Nine
Inch Nails’s first full length release since
1994, has not been finalized, Nothing
Records will issue the album’s first single,
“The Day The World Went Away,” on July
20...Tori Amos is currently putting the
finishing touches on her fifth album for
Atlantic Records. To Venus And Back will be a
double-disc affair, containing one record of
live material from her Choir Girl Hotel tour,
and a companion piece sporting 12 new
studio tracks. Watch the shelves on
September 25...MeShell N’degeocello’s Bitter,
which Maverick will release on August 24, will
probably live up to its title. The bassist had
the following commentary, “This album is
about love and that’s what love is. You go
from bitter to sweet, from joy to pain,
constantly for the rest of your life, or the rest
of that relationship. Highs and lows. I wanted
this album to represent that. Even sometimes
the bitter is the sweet.” It certainly sounds like
somebody has had a pretty rough time of it on
the singles scene...On August 31, the Mad
Rapper, a.k.a. Deric Angelettie, will release
his debut on Crazy Cat Records. The album
will feature guest appearances by Busta
Rhymes and Eminem...According to the
NME, David Holmes is helping Primal
Scream complete its forthcoming, currently
untitled album. Holmes is reportedly
collaborating on two tracks, while other big
names such as Kevin Shields and the
Chemical Brothers have also lent their talents
to the project...Soulstress Erykah Badu is
recording material at her home studio in
Dallas. The singer’s next album won’t be
finished until much later this year, but MTV
Online has reported that fans will have a little
something to tide them over; the single
“Southern Gul,” the full-length’s featured
duet with Rahzel of the Roots, appears on the
human beatbox’s current solo effort and on
the Make The Music 2000 compilation, which
MCA will release on July 27.

I said that who I am as a musician is a result
of the Squirrel Nut Zippers....My desire for
my former bandmates is that they continue
to reap the benefits of their talent and
hard work...In the future I will continue to
hold myself to the high musical standard
set by the Squirrel Nut Zippers.”

On the band’s Web site, Ken Mosher
said that the rest of the band is staying put.
“No one else is leaving this band, or they’ll
have to deal with me. This is a very sad day
for me. I love Tom, am sad to see him go,
and wish him the best.” The release stated
that the post-Maxwell lineup may expand
to an octet.

According to Mammoth Senior
Director of National Publicity Keith Hagan,
Maxwell’s solo album is not finished.
Hagan claimed that it was too early to
comment on a release date. Maxwell,
however, isn’t the only band member
trving out his wings. Mammoth just
released Katherine Whalen’s Jazz Squad in
May, and Zippers James Mathus and Stu
Cole have been touring as part of Whalen’s
backing band. Mosher, Je Widenhouse and
Muaxwell have been touring worldwide in
support of Ben Folds Five’s latest relcase,
The Unauthorized Biography of Reinhold
Messner. Chris Phillips has been plaving
with the Pine Tops and he appears on the
new Alejandro Escovedo album.

The Zippers’s breakout hit came in
1997 with “Hell,” a horn-fueled altar call,
which appeared on the band’s second
album, 1996’s Hot. The Squirrel Nut
Zippers’s third album, 1998’s Perennial
Favorites, was certified gold. The band’s
next album, according to Mammoth, is
slated to begin production in October. It
should be released in the spring of 2000.

distributor in terms of total albums, total
current albums, R&B and country albums.
The company’s total-album share for the

January 4-June 27 period was 26.5%.

Coming in a distant second was the
independent sector, which boasted a total-
album share of 16.7%. WEA finished third
with a share of 16.6%, which i1s down from
18.3% during the same period last year.
Rounding out the top six was Sony Music
Distribution in fourth place, with a 15.6%
share, down from 17.5%; BMG came in
fifth, climbing 10 14.4% from 11.7% last
year. Finally, EMI Music Distribution
(EMD) finished sixth, falling to 10.3%
from 13.6% last vear.

BMG Distribution was tops in distributed
singles, closing the first six months of 1999
with a 25% market share. Sony finished
second, with 20.1%, and UMVD was third,
with 19.8%, which was down from the
combined total of 24.2% amassed by UMVD
and PolyGram during the same period last
year. The top six was rounded out by WEA
(18.8%}, the independent sector (8.7%) and
EMD at 7.6%.

ed work to date. Veteran rap producer T-Ray
(Cypress Hill, Helmet, Kool G Rap} lent his
talents to more than half of the album,
marking the first time that G. Love used
outside producers “in the traditional sense,”
according to Michael Caplan, the National
VP of A&R for Epic who signed G. Love in
1994. A number of tracks ulso find Love
using samples and loops, which is another
first for the band. “Dreamin’,” for instance,
cops a groove from Mary J. Blige’s “Real
Love” and features some D] turntable action.
There’s even a track — “Rock & Roll (Shouts
Out Back To The Rappers)” — that pays
tribute to Love’s rap heroes, name-checking
Gang Starr, KRS-One, Main Source and Big
Daddy Kane, among others.

According to Caplan, the strong hip-
hop flavor of the album couldn’t have come
at a better time. “When ‘Cold Beverage’
came out [in 1994], you couldn’t have
anything with a hip-hop cadence on
alternative radio. Now that’s all [alternative
programmers] want,” he explains.

“With the success of Everlast at
commercial radio, the stations with that
format should be more comfortable than
ever before with plaving this style of music,”
said Jo Hodge, National VP of Promotion for
550. “G. Love always had the hip-hop flavor,
[and] the larger influence of hip-hop on this
project is simply a reflection of what is going
on around him. It is impossible not to be
affected in some way by the cultural, or in
this case musical, movements going on
around vou.” :

G. Love and Special Sauce will tour
internationally throughout the summer and
fall. The outing will concentrate on
American markets. Philadelphonic’s first
single, “Rodeo Clowns,” has been added at
commercial radio, while the fulllength will
be going for college radio adds on August 9.

Wrede — The Cruel Peace (Megadisc)

Only a country as easygoing and tolerant
as the Netherlands could produce a band
as wonderfully oppressive as Gore. Born
circa 1986, the combo perfecied a pum-
meling, brutally precise lockstep, perhaps
as an adverse reaction to the hucolic and
hospitable atmosphere of Holland. The
title (Hart Gore) and cover art (gratuitous
carnage) of Gore’s debuu release defined
the group’s killing m.o. — slow, bruising
hardcore full of metallic force, art’prog
time changes and feedback. On a recent
trip to Amsterdam, 1 stumbled upon a
cheap, used copy of Wiede. a sought-afier
1988 double LP that’s virtually unobtain-
able in America. This purchase was one of
the highlights of my vacation. (Pathetic,
aren’t 1?) “The Breeding,” one of the
most stunning post-punk “songs” ever
written, opens the opus with a gladiators-
in-the-arena-style intro that bleeds into a
heavily chorused, uncharacteristically
melodic guitar elegy, while the hyper-
complex title track and the imposing
“Garden Of Evil” plod with almost over-
bearing attention 1o detail. "Death Has
Come” concludes the program with one
grinding. I5-minute riff that renders
modern math rock as accessible and as
unimaginative as Amy Grant. Imagine
electric noise played as if it were Wagner,
or envision headbuangers reading sheet
music. As if to offset the scemingly
humorless album, the inner sleeve of
Wrede pictures the quartet snuggling with
puppies and kitties. Those wacky Euro-
peans! At its best, Gore sandblasted rock
into something monolithic and symphon-
ic, yet utterly unpretentious. Few acts will
ever have the guts to be as awesomely
bombastic, weird and (strangely) funny as
these iconoclastic Dutch masters.

Sabbah, Kirsten Braten Berg,
Euphoria, and the acclaimed
Brazillian music compilation
Bossa Cuca Nova. Prior to
joining Six Degrees, Vinnie
was the editor of Gavin’'s
college radio section. CMJ
caught up with Esparza — who
also DJs at various clubs in the
San Francisco area and hosts
an Afro-Cuban and Brazillian
show on KUSF — and got his
thoughts on the upstart world
beat label, as well as the
recent discontinuation of
Gavin's college section.

Tell us a little about Six Degrees.

The name of the label comes from the
term “six degrees of separation,” which
means you basically know everyone in the
world through six people. The vision of the
label, as far as music is concerned, is to try
and present music that is a little uniquely
flavored and left-of-center, but is somehow
connected to the grand scheme of things.
For example, we have this record by
Kirsten Braten Berg who is from Norway,

but this project features musicians from
Senegal. Normally you wouldn’t think that
shit would even fly, but it actually works
really well together. So we’re trying to
break new grounds here by presenting
artists that are doing some shit that just
hasn’t been done before.

Six Degrees is actually three different
labels under one name. How does this divi-
sion work into the premise of the label’'s
overall mission?

Here’s how it breaks down: its Six Degrees
proper has artists that are more like straight
Triple A, such as Willie Porter. Then
there’s Six Degrees Travel Series, [which
releases] all the unusual music from
around the world. And then there’s a new
label called Climate that pretty much
focuses on more ambient and New Age
kinds of vibes. Each of the labels has its own
distinct feel and sound. It’s really all about
label identity and imaging. When you buy
something on Rawkus you know that shit’s
gonna be tight. [Same thing] when you buy
something on Matador, if you're an indie-
head. So what we want is for folks that have
an open mind and want some shit that’s a
little unusual, to look at Six Degrees or the
Travel Series and go, “OK, this is some new
shit from these guys that’s probably gonna
be pretty dope because everything else they
put out has been really great.”

What have you learned from your experi-
ences at Gavin?

Working at Gavin gave me a much-needed
perspective on how the industry works as a
whole, particularly college radio. What I've
discovered is that there is a polarity at
college radio where you have these stations
that are super independent, really into
breaking new shit and will go out of their
way to find it. On the other [hand], while
college radio is still by far the most open of
the radio formats, it’s seriously becoming
like commercial radio. To me it’s becoming
much more of a split. There needs to be a
middle ground where music directors take
their time to do their homework and, at the
same time, keep themselves relevant
enough to be part the whole college music
structure. There needs to be better commu-
nication within stations. There needs to be

a middle ground where the stations bring
in new shit that’s challenging and under-
ground and discover...what’s actually
worthy of play, rather than playing some-
thing just because Joe Schmoe is working it.

How did you feet when you heard that
Gavin axed their college radio section?
I'm still really bummed that they killed the
section. The thing about Gavin is that a lot
of the big labels would get the magazine
and read this shit. Gavin presented cool
underground music to people who would
not necessarily have any sort of access to it,
outside of CMJ. But now you've got new
editors, new writers, and it’s one of these
things where the magazine just kept
morphing into something else, which made
it a challenge to keep that vibe going. What
it comes down to is that Gavin is not a
charity. It was there to make money. If the
people who are part of Gavin college aren’t
willing to support the magazine, it’s only
gonna be a matter of time before they’re
like, “Do we really need this?” Even though
it had total credibility and it was a big deal
to be a Gawin station, the fact is if you’re not
bringing home the bacon, they don’t
fucking care. They just wanted to get their
money on, and I respect that because it’s a
business. 1 was really hoping they would
continue it, but they were like, “We’re just
gonna deal with commercial radio because
that is where our bread and butter is.” It’s
cool for [CM]] because now [it’s] the only
kid on the block. But at the same time, it
kind of took away a lot of juice that college
radio had and cast a shadow on the format.
Some people question whether or not
college radio is even relevant anymore.

Wayne Coyne is speak-
ing from his residence in
Oklahoma City, preparing for a
trip to Denmark, where his Flaming
Lips are scheduled to perform at an out-
door music festival. Before he leaves the
quiet city, nestled in the heart of Tornado
Alley, he will prepare nearly 20 megaphones
that the band will use on the tour. The songwriter
will personally put fresh batteries into the devices,
making sure each one is in working order. The Lips’
live shows are always elaborate events, so, as Coyne
notes, replacing weak batteries is “what my art is at this
point.”

Since the 1985 release of their debut, the Flaming Lips have
remained a perpetually evolving and wonderfully imagina-
tive unit. Their sound has encompassed everything from
raucous punk noise, to magnificent, complex, and often acid-
drenched pop music reminiscent of the best work by the
Beatles or David Bowie. The group’s latest creation, The Soft
Bulletin, is hardly the type of record you'd expect to follow
1997's four-disc sound experiment, Zaireeka. Full of lush,
melodic flourishes and striking arrangements, this work is
perhaps the Lips’ most ambitious, brilliantly cinematic and
Dpsychedelic album to date.

CMJ: As a kid, were you the type that tinkered and
took things apart?

Coyne: No, not in a technical [kind of] way. But I think

there is a curiosity that comes with the explorer mental-

ity in people. But I've never been a technical weirdo at

all. When I do stuff on the computer, I have someone

there who knows what they'’re doing. Even when

we're in the studio we have [producer] Dave

Fridmann to run all the gear, and I basically

sit on the couch and yell at people. I think

that

I think in the beginning, when people
are trying to express their ideas of u
music, you use other references of c A 1 I I G
music that you’ve heard, such as the
string section from a Walt Disney
[movie] song. You'll say things like that because it gives
people some idea of what you're talking about. All these
things can become pretty abstract when you start talking in a
John Lennon-esque kind of way: “I want to sound more
green!” Well, that’s sounds great in a fucking biography, but
in real life you'd say, “Fuck you, what do you mean
green?!” The things that I'm doing aren’t necessar-
ily notes and things like that. It’s these shifts of
mood and emotion that you can’t really put
into words as precisely as sounds.

Did you work quickly in the
studio for this album?

There seems to be a lot of arrangement on this
record. Do you view this record as a more cinematic
kind of work compared to previous albums?

Only by accident. I don’t think we acquired [arranging] skills
and then put them to use. We'd hear things and think, “Ooh,
we like that.” And maybe we wouldn't have liked them three
or four years ago. I think that might be the biggest change. I
don’t think we've digressed or become more sophisticated. I
think we just pursue what we like at the time and go from
there. I think we’re evolving, but our next record may be a
total collapse of all these things that we've built up to. I do
agree that this [album] does feel like...it's like Ben Hur
kind of music. I go for the biggest. When we start a song,
if I mean big, I'll say big. I don't start little and then say
that I meant for it to be bigger.

Is this record a reflection of your current
state of mind?

Oh, totally. But I think that’s the way records
should be. I think that’s the way any art should be.
It should represent its makers. If people were to
hear this record and say that I was struggling
with my inner responsibilities and death,
I'd say yeah, I was. I hope that there’s
some evidence. I think the worst
thing in the world is to put out art
that doesn’t show anybody
who we are. I think this
record does.

People will do things that
are reminiscent of other bands
or other forms of music and feel like
if [they] do something that’s like those
other forms of music, then [they] should be
accepted. I'm guilty of that myself. We've done
plenty of things that are like David Bowie, Syd
Barrett or Pink Floyd. It makes it seem like, “Look,
like our music because we listen to cool music. We're

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cool because we have a cool record collection.” Or, we listen to
a Sonic Youth record and suddenly our guitars get a little out-of-
tune. We feel that we're not really revealing ourselves, we're
revealing what we listen to. I know what you listen to does sort of
inform who you are. We can'’t do [that] and take [ourselves] seri-
ously. It isn’t that I have contempt for it in general, I only have con-
tempt for it within myself. When we sit here and say, "I love that
because it sounds like Led Zeppelin,” I reject it and say you can’t
love it because it sounds like Led Zeppelin. We have to love it for
what it’s expressing and communicating.

Do you have a backlog of unrecorded music?

When we do a song, we empty out every idea we have; we're always
working at the very edge of what we have. We don’t sit around with
a lot of ideas waiting for a reason to do them. If I get an idea
tonight, I start working on it. I don't sit around with a big bag of
poetry that I'm waiting to use. You'll know what I'm thinking
about because it'll happen in the song.

I think that people get on
their high horses about record companies wanting to make money,
and I'm like, “Where've you been?” It’s ridiculous, and it’s mostly
said by college kids that have a trust fund. It’s hardly ever said by a
grown man who is trying to feed his family. A grown man doesn’t
