Yahoo Gets Serious, Taps Terry 
nternet portal 
Yahoo! voiced a 
collective "Yahoo!" 
as it announced the 

appointment of ex-Warner 
Bros. Film and Music Group 
Co-head Terry S. Semel as its 
new Chairman/CEO, effective 
May 1. Semel will replace 
longtime CEO Tim Koogle, 
who stepped down from his 
post March 7. 
The same position was 

recently offered to former BMG 
President/CEO Strauss Zelnick, 
who turned it down to remain 
an independently wealthy bar-
becue-sauce/media mogul. 

Koogle will be named Vice 
Chairman, a transitional role 
he is expected to retain until 
August, and will then remain 
on Yahoo's Board of Direc-
tors—where he will alternately 
serve as both a tasty Passover 
dish and a jar of peanut butter 
with the jelly already mixed in. 

President/C00 Jeff Mallet 
and CFO Susan Decker will 
continue in their current roles. 

Semel comes to Yahoo 

from Warner Bros., where he 
served as Co-Chairman/CEO 
with Robert Daly. Of course, 
Daly now runs the Dodgers 
like a yahoo, so their paths are 
sure to cross again. 

"Terry is a strong leader 
with a distinguished track 
record, and embodies all the 
characteristics that make him 
uniquely suited to be Yahoo's 
next Chairman and CEO," 
said Yahoo co-founder 
Jerry Yang. "He helped 
build one of the world's 
largest and most success-
ful media enterprises 
and has established and 
operated diverse global 
businesses at large scale. 
And since he's so stink-
ing rich, we don't have 
to pay him a salary. 
We're just offering him 
unlimited access to all 
the bondage items we 
offer on the site. Whad-
daya mean we took that 
stuff dawn already?" 

Said Semel. "Yahoo is 
a company with incredi-

ble potential—even if you can't 
order nipple clamps there any-
more. This is a unique opportu-
nity and challenge that I 
embrace with great passion. But 
hey, it was either this or become 
bullpen coach for the Dodgers." 

Yahoo also announced that 
Semel purchased one million 
shares of Yahoo common 
stock from the company in a 
private placement transaction.

Hitsdailydouble.com first 
reported Wednesday (4/11) that 
Bertelsmann's planned merger 
with the British music giant was 
expected to be scrapped in the 
very near future, and that offi-
cial word of that decision would 
come soon. 

According to sources at both 
companies, two big questions 
remain. First, has anyone told 
Bertelsmann CEO Thomas 
Middelhoff that the merger is 
kaput? Second, when will the 
time be right to announce that 
the deal is dead? 

Some expect strong num-
bers from publicly traded EMI 
in its next quarterly earnings 
report, scheduled for release 
next month. In order to buffer 
the news, will the Brits choose 
to make the formal announce-
ment of the merger's demise at 
that time? 

Following the publication of 
our original story, EMI and 
Bertelsmann released state-

ments saying that their planned 
merger had not been aban-
doned. "Discussions with Ber-
telsmann continue," said EMI 
spokeswoman Amanda Con-
roy. Those remarks were ech-
oed by Bertelsmann spokesman 
Oliver Fahlbusch. 

These statements became 
the basis for published reports 
from Bloomberg, Billboard Bul-
letin and the Los Angeles Times 
(which picked up the Bloomberg 
story) dismissing HITS' asser-
tion that talks between the two 
music majors had "broken off." 
Meanwhile, however, sources at 
both companies reaffirmed that 
negotiations will eventually be 
abandoned. 

Even if talks between EMI 
and Bertie continue, sources 
said the proposed venture will 
never make it to the regulatory-
review stage—despite Middel-
hoffs relentless push for the deal 
and his willingness to offer mas-

sive concessions in hopes of 
winning approval. 

Not only is Middelhoffs 
desire to merge with EMI report-
edly not shared by some of the 
top execs at EMI and BMG, the 
labels would also have to over-
come EC and FTC hurdles 
before a merger could be 
achieved. The proposed deal 
would face the same sort of anti-
trust scrutiny that Warner 
Music Group and EMI encoun-
tered last year during their failed 
merger attempt. 

BMG, Bertelsmann and EMI 
officials could not be reached for 
comment on our follow-up 
report, as they are all still pissed 
about our first story.

You know PoMo 
is making a comeback when we 
do a story on Weezer's new album. 

The heavy power-pop band's 
1994 self-titled Geffen debut, 
featuring "Undone (The 
Sweater Song)," "Say It Ain't 
So" and "Buddy Holly"—which 
had a hilarious, Spike Jonze-
directed video featuring the 
band performing on "Happy 
Days"—is triple-Platinum. The 
1996 follow-up, "Pinkerton," 
didn't fare so well, in part 
because the Los Angeles-based 
band didn't do any clever 
videos. But in the five years 
since its release, that album has 
grown into a cult favorite. 

The only person in the 
building who remembers when 
PoMo sold records, HITS 
Magazine Prez Ivana, calls the 
disc "the 'Paul's Boutique' of 
the emo set." In other words, 
although few people heard it, 
the LP is a major influence. 

Over time they've grown a 
tremendous underground/ 
Internet following, as the 
younger brothers and sisters of 
the band's original fans have 
discovered them. 

The foursome did a small, 
sold-out tour last summer to 
road-test new material before it 
snowballed into a stint on the 
Warped Tour, and a subse-
quent, SRO fall jaunt. Weezer 
finished a 20-date, $20-a-tick-
et-tour, sponsored by Yahoo 
Outloud, last month. Tickets 
for the shows were sold only on 
the Internet, with the band 
selling all 90,000 in five min-
utes—months in advance of 
the group's album release. 

The third record, also self-
titled, will likely be referred 
to as "The Green Album" be-
cause of its cover art. (The 
first LP is known as "The 
Blue Album.") 

The first single, "Hash 
Pipe," is Most Added at PoMo 

this week. It's already Top 
Five at ICROQ and Top 10 at 
WXRK, VVHFS and WPLY. 
The album streets 5/15, ship-
ping 500k-plus. 

Interscope Head of Market-
ing and Sales Steve Berman 
says the label is hoping to 
expand on the momentum 
that the band and manager Pat 
Magnarella have built. 

"Everyone is incredibly 
excited—at every level of this 
company—to be working with 
this artist and on this record. 
The setup and vision that 
[frontman] Rivers [Cuomo] 
and Pat have had with the 
Yahoo tour and everything else 
really puts us in a great posi-
tion to take the band even far-
ther. Anything for Mario 
Cuomo's son—maybe he can 
get my kid into Harvard. "

1—spent a quarter-century at Warner Bros., with his 
last five as Co-Chairman/Co-CEO (with Bob Daly). So 
it's reasonable to assume that his placement tips the bal-
ance for the portal decidedly toward the entertainment 
realm (ex-BMG head Strauss Zelnick turned down the 
gig). Will Semel be instrumental in expanding the 
scope of the web giant's planned Duet-driven sub ser-
vice? Will his WB past be a help or a hindrance in strik-
ing content deals with AOLTW? Meanwhile, the pre-
vious holder of top honors as web-savvy CEO, Thomas 
Middelhoff, is facing serious doubts from all sides as the 
BMG-EMI merger plan falls apart and Napster gets 
more legal lashes.

CA reggae "hotshot" Shaggy believes it's finally time to less up... It was him! 

While his smash hit " It Wasn't Me" broke through almost by accident— after a Hawaiian ra-

dio station got the ball rolling by downloading the track from the Internet—the affable Ja-

maica-born artist and Desert Storm veteran feels it is time to move on up to the next lev-

el. Certainly his chart-topping "Hotshot" is a sign he's entered the front ranks. He's now 

the biggest reggae superstar since Bob Marley. A second single, "Angel," has followed " It 

Wasn't Me" up the charts. 

The playful " It Wasn't Me" is about a guy caught cheating red-handed by his girl-

friend, then denying her allegations. He laughs that Napster is responsible for much of the 

song's popularity, but doesn't condone its use. Most of the album was recorded at his New York stu-

dios— he moved to Brooklyn at 18—and in his native Jamaica. 

The man's no overnight sensation. Through the '9os, Shaggy has had hits with Janet Jackson 

("Luv Me, Luv Me"), Maxi Priest ("That Girl") and even earned a Grammy in 1995 for Best Reggae Al-

bum with the crossover triumph, "Boombastic." His single, "Oh Carolina," became one of the biggest 

hits in U.K pop history. 

He began pursuing music after moving to Brooklyn. Born Orville Richard Burrell, his primary 

school pals dubbed him Shaggy after the Hanna-Barbera cartoon character because of his mop of hair 
and the nickname stuck. "Mampie" and "Big Up" became #1 dance hits on the New York reggae charts. 

Shaggy came into the international limelight in 1993 with his debut album, "Pure Pleasure." 

The title track of his Grammy-winning 1995 "Boombastic" album rose to the top of the pop 

charts. He has also contributed songs to the film soundtracks of Kevin Costner's "For The Love of The 

Game," "How Stella Got Her Groove Back," "Speed 2" and "Jungle To Jungle." Just this past February, 

he performed on "Saturday Night Live." 

HITS' really old Pittsburgh pirate Rex " I Left My Heart At Three Rivers Stadium" Rutkoski re-

vealed his friends now refer to him as Bubba. 

These seem to be good days to be Shaggy. 
I'm close to where I want to be right now, which I call the next level. I'm ready to do arenas by my-

self. The credibility and track record are there, the style is there, the distinction of the sound is there 
and the label is behind me. It's all there. I think I will have a good little run right here. My thing is 
to tour and pack coliseums by myself. 
Why do you think " It Wasn't Me" struck such a chord with people? 
Because everyone can relate in some way. Everybody cheats at one time or another in their lives or 
wishes they were or knows somebody who has. I just wanted to put a funny twist on it. A lot of 
people saw themselves in it. [ Laughs] Bill Clinton was a cheater in the closet who was let out of the 
closet. Jesse [Jackson] did it too. 
You've said that you do not want to be viewed as a one-dimensional artist or part of a trend. How 
would you describe your approach? 
Basically, whatever I feel at that particular point. There is no formula. No two of my records are the 
same. Some people stereotype me as some sort of lover or playboy. [ Laughs] It's hard to get out of 
that lover persona, but hey, it works. Some say, "All Shaggy talks about is chicks." For me, it's more 
than that. That's why I wrote "Why Me Lord" and "Hope." I know what is going on here. 

Despite your reputation as a playboy, you have been careful about the material you include in your songs. 
That's very important to me. I've got two little boys. There are ways to get around racy lyrics. It's not 

what you say, but how you say it. I proved that you can get your point across. I take a little more 
time, find words that work and just walk the line. My record doesn't have a "parental warning" stick-
er. I don't want to do that. I listen to racy records and like them. It's just not my cup of tea. 
What was your artistic aim with the "Hotshot" album? 
I wanted to make a record that someone could listen to from start to finish. I didn't want people to 
skip over tracks. Artists like Dido and Sade, you put their albums on and you don't want to take A 
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their hues ir wishes they 
or knows somebody who has.

them off. I wanted different tones, more of a roller-coaster ride with 
different genres. That you could listen to all the way through. 
Did growing up surrounded by the musical freedom in Jamaica help 
forge your interest in a variety of sounds? 
That freedom was a big influence. It is why my album has all dif-
ferent flavors. 
That variety is reflected in a long list of co-producers on your "Hot-
shot" album, including Jimmy Jam & Terry Lewis, Robert Livingston, 
Shaun "Sting" Pizzonia, Dave Kelly, Tony Kelly and Gordon Duke. 
I've said it before. I want people to see different sides of my musi-
cal personality. 
You did write or co-write everything on this album. 
I'm a pretty clever songwriter. I write great hooks. I don't know how 
I come up with them. They just come. Ears are the best gift. When 
I hear someone's song, I can say, "This is gonna make it" or "That's 
not gonna make it." 
Where does that ability come from? 
From my experience as a DJ, I have a sense of what music works. And 
I think I have a voice that is very distinctive. 
You also resist being referred to as a "reggae" artist. 
They tend to put me in the "reggae" section in the store, which is not 
a great section to be in. It's good because of the music, but not as far 
as consumers buying records. First off, it's in the back. When you walk 
in the store and see the Shaggy record up front, you may not have 
gone there to buy it, but then you see it and so you may get it. In reg-
gae, unless you go there to buy something specific, you're not even go-
ing to see it on display. I've worked hard at getting good placement. 
The record has proven itself. 
You haven't minced any words on the way people and radio stations 
categorize music. 
I hate that. It's music. 
Is it realistic to think there will ever be a day when there are no cate-
gories for music? Is that even viable for the music industry? 
I used to say "no." But I think it's happening. You listen to Top 40 
radio now and it's sounding more rhythmic thai anything else. Pop 
radio is playing Jay-Z now. Top 40 is kind of changing to that rhyth-
mic format. I don't mind you categorizing music. I just hate you for-
matting it, saying, "This song doesn't fit with this format." Who the 
hell are you to say that? Take my music. It doesn't fit into any one 
format. My job has been hard since day one. Everything I do I have 
to do twice as hard because my music doesn't fit any format. If I did-
n't write great songs, I'd have a problem. I was never an image-type 
person wit. a mil:iori-dollar promotion campaign. I started at the 

bottom of the charts and worked my way up. I didn't have the big 
machinery behind me, like Jennifer Lopez. But it's nappening be-
cause of the fact my record proved itself, and my people worked 
very hard to get me promotion. 
You've quipped about Napster being a promotional tool for " It Wasn't 
Me," but where do you really stand on the file-sharing debate? 
I'm an artist. I need to get paid for what I do. It takes a lot of time and 
money. Somebody needs to be compensated. 
You've said that you want to make classic records. What does that mean? 
A record that, when you play it io years from now, still sounds just as fresh. 
It's obvious that you can't wait to hit the concert stage with your cur-
rent success. 
If I couldn't perform live, I wouldn't do music. Songwriting and pro-
duction are enjoyable, but whatever you get from an audience, that's 
real. That's the power. 
What would you tell an audience to expect from you at one of your shows? 
Pandemonium. Expect to lose your voice, leave with a smiling face and 
shake your tail. 
Do you enjoy having your music on film soundtracks? 
I like that relationship. I'm planning to get into film myself. I'm not 
sure if I want to get in front of the camera; maybe I'll be on the pro-
duction end. Sounotracks have been a good opportunity for me, 
great promotion for an artist like me who doesn't get a lot of pro-
motion. The soundtrack people always seem to find me. I never look 
for soundtracks. 
Are you interested in any other artistic media? 
I paint. 
Do you have any idea what your source of creativity is? 
I don't know. I write songs for people. It comes so quick for me. I just 
thank God I have this gift. 
How does the creative process work for you? 
I start with melody sometimes; other times, I start with the music. 
What motivates you? 
A good idea. 
Any future career goals? 
Anything now is a bonus. I've been blessed. 
Those of us who did time in Vietnam remember music as an emotion-
al lifesaver. Did your service with the U.S. Marines in Desert Storm im-
pact your creativity in any way? 
It influenced me as far as the person I am today. It certainly did a 
lot for my discipline and shaping my character as a person, but not 
really musically. I don't take a lot of things for graited any more, 
I'll tell you that..

UFE ON A CHAIN: Watching the "Weakest Link" last night, I couldn't help but won-
der if the rest of the country found it as hysterically funny as I did. It's hard to be intim-
idated by a host who looks like a cross between Sandy Duncan and Julie Andrews, 
phobic aversions to Triscuits and spoons full of sugar not-withstanding. I would love 
to see a convention where labels conspire to eliminate radio programmers from the 
format with a swift, "You are the weakest link.

before I heard " Sing" on the radio, albeit on my computer from a 
radio station 6,000 miles away. Now I'm in my office, staring at the 
CD-pro for " Sing" that arrived today, wanting nothing more than to 
hear this song on your radio station, whether you're in my backyard 

or 3,000 miles away. The 1M I received today from Pat at WHFS 
that said, "The new Travis is s0000 good," was more invigo-
rating than a night's sleep. Jacqueline Saturn and Jo Hodge 
have been criss-crossing the country, playing " Sing" for pro-

grammers. Leslie at 99X was unequivocal in her enthusiasm when she and I spoke at 
6:30am this morning. I think she said, " I LOVE the new Travis," and despite the early 
hour, I don't think her enthusiasm was a hallucination.... Maybe I've got a contact high 
from Weezer's "Hash Pipe," which is still smokin' after more than 80 PoMo stations 
took a hit this week! Interscope's PoMo guru Robbie Uoyd oughta be "toked" about 
the format's response to this single. His buzz was further enhanced by news of MTV 
adding the Fred Durst-directed video for Cold's "No One" into Buzzworthy.com 
rotation and that our friends at WHFS, VVXNR, WJBX, WTGZ, KRZQ and KFTE 
added U2's " Elevation" this week (aithough we hear Robbie's a bit peeved at Christy 
Turlington for asking Bono to walk her down the aisle when she marries Ed Bums 
instead of him). As we predicted, requests for the new Weezer single are immediate 
and fanatical. Ask Matt Shiv at WOXY, who was fielding calls from fans all night, or 
anyone at KROQ and WHFS, where " Hash Pipe" is # 1 phones. If you're wondering 
what the next "musical wave" is going to be, here's your answer..... Fran from Travis 
just IM'd me, from Amsterdam this time, excited to hear that Nic Harcourt had 
played "Sing" this morning on KCRW and "dead-chuffed" with the response the 
song has been getting from radio world-wide. Nic assures me this is a good thing. 
That must mean Pete and Tommy at Mammoth are beyond dead-chuffed with their 
launch week on Seven Mary Three's "Wait." More than 40 PoMo stations came in, 
including big adds from Q101, KDGE, KXNA, WRDC, KROX, WPBZ, KKND, 
WEND and a gazillion others, making it #2 Most Added!.... Yes, it was a great week 
for independent labels, as Koch and Redline Entertainment made its presence 
known at PoMo. For Tami Morrissey at Koch, it's all about Stabbing Westward's "So 
Far Away," which had another dozen adds this week, including VVXRK, WHFS, 
WRZX, WBRU and VVMRQ, with Top 10 airplay already at KROQ and WBCN! 
Sprung Monkey's "What's That You Say?" is the first release from Redline, the label 
helmed by Best Buy's Gary Arnold. 91X weighed in early with airplay for these 
hometown favorites, quickly followed with love from KJEE, KWOD, KENZ, KZON, 
KPOI, KAEP, FOKNA, WPGU, WTGZ and a dozen more. Sprung Monkey are playing 
in LA. tomorrow night and we'll send them your love.... The new Dave Matthews 
Band single, "The Space Between," soared to #2 Most Added this week (tied with 
Seven Mary Three), reflecting the brilliance of the song as well as the camaraderie he 
fostered with programmers during his rare radio promo tour. Ron Poore and his 
team's unsurpassed talent as promo people is a given. As you have embraced Dave 
Matthews as a core artist for your station, consider the same treatment for David 
Gray, who is mere moments away from being as meaningful to your audience..... 
How often does a band follow up a # 1 song with a single that's poised to be EVEN 
BIGGER? Before you hurt yourself, let me give you the answer: almost never. Ah, but 
there are exceptions. Like Linkin Park's "Crawling," f'rinstance, which was the #1 
song at KROQ the week Rob Goldldang was " off cially" going for adds. Not one to 
rest on the laurels of being #1 Most Added last week with R.E.M.'s " Imitation Of Life," 
Rob was #4 Most Added this week with Linkin Park. Equally exciting were the new 
adds on R.E.M. and the early adds on Static-X's "This Is Not" from KEDJ, VVFNX, 
VVMRQ, WTGZ, KQXR and KIWR. More than 20 PoMo stations are playing this song 
early. Did we mention they haven't gone for adds yet?.... We're betting our tax return 
that Crazy Town's "Revolving Door" will be a bigger PoMo hit than " Butterfly" Yes, 
we're getting money back this year—deducting our therapy as a " non-reimbursed 
business expense" made a huge difference....

PEOPLE TO WATCH: Tick 
from Grand Royal (especially with WHFS adding At The Drive-In!), Lorraine Caruso 
(because she gets to work the new Tool single), Gary Spivack (because he landed 
aMX, KPNT,W=, KTCL and KCXS on Coldplay s "Shiver" after a holiday week-
end), Greg Dorfman (because Staind is # 1, Lucky Boys Confusion is requesting, and 
he's promised to play us the new Nine Inch Nails song from "Tomb Raider"), Lisa 
Crisbano (because she's got the new blink-182 single, and you don't), Jacqueline 
Saturn (because of Travis, du h), Howie Miura (because American Hi-Fi and Saliva are 
selling over 20k per week and you're not) and Sheni Trahan (because I understand 
wh Moses Leroy is Incredible and I LOVE the new Moke record). . . . .

TO GET ALL FIRED tiP WITH LAVES ANDY AND JE Z WILLIAMS BY JRY REMADE 

ertain cites seem to produce a dispropor-
tionate number of gifted artists. Wiere the 
U.S. has hotbeds suc l as Mempiis and 

Austin, England's reservoir is unquestionably 
Manchester. Like the Buzzcocks, the Smiths and 
Oasis before them, the city's latest export. Doves,  
represent the next generation in Manciester's 
kgacy of mesmerizing guitar outfits.  
A three.-piece consisting of twin brothers Andy and  
Jez Williams and schoolmate Jimi Goodwin Doves  
released their debut, "Lost Souls" (Astralwer(s), last 
April in England, and found themselves racking up 
"Best Ofs" -by year's end. Washed with gorgeous 
arrangements and layers of atmospheric guitars, 
"Lost Souls" was one of the _year's most poweri  
discs, mainly for its intricate sequencing and 
painsta (ing attention to detail. Tiough replete with  
songs of individual cnaracter, such as the infectious 
single "Catch The Sun," "Lost Souls" triumphs  
because it is rru y an album. All this from a band that 
began its career as a studio outfit focused on_pro-
cucing synthesized sing es for the dance floor,  
before finding themselves standing in a pile of ashes  
after their studio went up in flames. The Williams  
twins get burned again by HITS' super-hack Jay 
"Swing" Hedblade.  

You started out as an electronic dance 
band called Sub Sub. How did you 
transform into Doves? 
Andy Williams: When we formed Sub Sub, we 
went to dance clubs a lot, so that was the kind of 
music we wrote. Around 1995, the club scene in 
Manchester started to get a bit ugly—there was a lot 
of trouble and violence, and it wasn't a laugh any-
more. We also had a fire in our studio, so it started 
to morph into something else. 
So "Lost Souls" is a Phoenix that rose out 
of the flame...literally. 
Jez Williams: Basically, the fire gave us a choice: 
carry on or quit. It was a moment of clarity, really, 
because we lost master tapes, gear.. everything. 

Musically, we were already transform-
ing, but after the fire, we knew we had 
to get a plan together or give up. The 
plan became to make a proper album. 
We were in bands before Sub Sub, so 
it was very natural for us to find our-
selves using guitars again. 
Sub Sub had scored a #3 hit in 
England with a track called 
"Ain't No Love (Ain't No Use)." 
Was it hard for you to leave 
behind the promise of capitaliz-
ing on that success when it came 
to Doves? 
Jez: That song was both a blessing 
and a hindrance. Sub Sub was al-
ways about being eclectic, but all of 
the material we wrote after that was 
treated as if it were subversive. It was-
n't to us, but others wanted a carbon 
copy of the hit. 
Andy: The single did really well for us, 
and we probably wouldn't be in this 
position now if it weren't for that. It 
made enough money for us to buy a stu-
dio and bought us some time, but "Lost 
Souls" has been a lot more consistent. 
Which is evident in your single, 
"Catch The Sun," crossing over 
to U.S. radio. 
Jez: We're from England, so we're not 
sure what it all means! All we've got is 
Radio One in England, and we know 
that if you don't get played on that, 
you're f**ked, but it's a very different 
ballgame out here. We've been listed 
on a lot of radio stations since our tour 
of the U.S., which is great. 
What inspired the song? 
Jez: "Catch The Sun" is basically 
about appreciating something while 
it lasts. You wake up in the morning 

and you can feel melancholy, or you can feel quite 
uplifted. It's pref.!), much a straight-up song saying, 
"Grab it and enjoy it while you can; it ain't going to be 
like that forever!" 
With Radiohead, Coley and Doves, it seems 
like we may have beginning of a new 
British invasion. 
Andy: Badly Drawn Boy came back from his American 
tour last fall saying there were a lot of people asking about 
us, and we were getting a lot of hits on our website from 
America before the disc was even out here. 
Jez: I don't see it as a scene, though. I think people are 
more excited about those bands here than they are in 
England. 
"Lost Souls" plays less like a collection of songs 
and more like a suite of music. 
Jez: We made a conscious decision that every song had 
to hold its own. We wrote 40 songs for the disc and we 
ended up paring it down to 12. Once we had chosen the 
tracks, we decided we wanted it to have the feeling of a 
film, so we chose to start and end the album with songs 
about fire. It took weeks of arguing to get the track listing 
rietà -rohllystructure of the album was very important to us. 

Calls" sounds suspiciously like The 
La's, who wrote and recorded the original ver-
sion of "There She Goes." 
Jez: You got us on that one! 
Andy: Yeah, the La's album is one of our personal 
favorites. They're definitely an influence. 
Jez: We really wanted to ido something that was a nod to 
them. It falls in the right place on our album. It's a bit of a 
reprieve from the intensity of some of the other tracks. 
"Lost Souls" is an intense disc. 
Jez: We recorded the disc in a bunker with no windows 
in North Manchester, where it's really, really rough. We 
didn't see daylight for two years because we were in there 
every day. It was quite claustrophobic. A lot of the lyrics 
on the album are about escape, and if you saw where we 
recorded it, you'd understand why! I think a lot of the 
album was about trying to get to greener pastures and 
making it happen for yourself. "Lost Souls" may be intense 
and a bit melancholy, but it's quite uplifting too.•

EVERYBODY'S IN SHOWBIZ: When the " Finding Forrester" soundtrack 
arrived (with a choice selection of early '70s electric Miles Davis among its 
treasures), I remembered that the screenwriter, Mike Ritch, had been the 
news guy on KINK's morning show before selling this, his very first screen-
play. Chatting with morning co-host (and MD) Kevin Welch, I found out 
that Mike's still a regular on the show. " It's been great following Mike and 
his burgeoning film career. Now we're talking to him daily from on location 
in Austin where he's making his next movie, The Rookie, for Disney. It's like 
having your brother become an NFL star. We get to live vicariously through 
Mike, the glamour and excitement of the movie business." Kevin and PD 
Dennis Constantine should be commended for turning what could have 
been a serious negative (the loss of a popular morning show co-host) into 
a positive... Several stations have put together amazing David Gray pro-
motions, KTCZ among them. "We wanted to give the listeners something 
that money can't buy," said MD Mike Wolf, "so we brought 60 winners 
into a local recording studio for a live broadcast. It was very special—mag-
nificent, in fact. And you know we've been milking our new, live versions 

since the show!" Now that's the way to "own an artist"... 
Shawn Stewart has added APD stripes at KMTT. PD 
Chris Mays: "Shawn will continue to serve as Music 
Director. Her new title recognizes all of the areas she 
helps out in besides the music. She is an incredible Music 

À. Director and so much more."... Last week, I was yam-
mering on about how Modern Adult could end up with 

credit for breaking Jeffrey Gaines' version of 
Peter Gabriel's " In Your Eyes." Example: 
KLLC San Francisco played it 29 times last 
week. You can be sure that will increase to 

over 60 weekly spins as the song develops. You should seriously consider 
adding, and playing, this track—heavily. Call it "old" or "a cover" if you 
must, but I assure you, only your Pis know the song. To everyone else, it's 
new. And your competition will be hammering it soon. We play hits to keep 
people listening to our stations. Your listeners will soon be hearing this 
record (your record) on that station and, potentially, spend more time with 
them and less with you (that's bad). The ball's in your court... Here're some 
interesting Bob Schneider stats for you: The record has been selling over 
2k copies a week! In San Francisco, sales have tripled in three weeks from 
three KFOG test spins. In Chicago, where "Metal & Steel" has been spin-
ning on WXRT's "New Music Monday," sales have doubled in three weeks. 
And VVXRV, with its eight weekly spins, has been selling 50+ copies of 
"Lonelyland" per week. Clearly this record is taking hold in the markets 
where it's getting airplay. We urge you to revisit it... Minneapolis' Honey-
dogs made a great album a few years ago called "Seen A Ghost." In fact, 
their hit-that-never-was, " I Miss You," which fell between the cracks in the 
UniversaVPolyGram merger, performed spectacularly for the stations that 
played it—big phones, research, etc. The 'Dogs have a new album called 
"Here's Luck" on RykoPalm. "Sour Grapes," the single, fully rocks. Check 
it out and catch their awesome live show when they come to town with Old 
97's... Quickies: KBCO adds Jonatha Brooke's "Linger"!! And if that 
weren't enough, the record climbs into the Top 10 this week!... Also, kudos 
to Jim and Marie at WTTS and Alex and Jon at WRNR for recognizing true 
"quality rock" when they hear it and adding Pete Yorn's "Life On A 
Chain"... If you haven't listened to "Save Me" by Turin Brakes, please do. 
It's great. And with Astralwerics' promo superstar Jenni Sperendeo on the 
case, it could end up being a real sleeper... And how's that R.E.M. record 
sounding? Killer, huh? I guess so. It's already Top 10!... Finally, a quick shout 
to Rounder's Katrinka Suydam who, despite the REM mayhem of last 
week, was able to put together a #2 Most Added first week on Cowboy 
Junkies' "I'm So Open," bringing in 27 hits reporters including WXRT, 
KGSR, WBOS and WMMM Woo-hod . E-mail: HITSMM@aol.com

The little indie that COULD! 
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Nick Cave and the Bad Seeds, "No More Shall 

We Part" (Reprise): Like two of his heroes— 

Johnny Cash (who covered Cave's " Mercy Seat") 

and Jim Morrison—this post-punk poet maudit 

petitions the Lord with prayer that turns bad to 

verse. Love and death permeate these 12 songs, 
which are like interrelated short stories character-

ized by a yearning for erotic transcendence. From the plucked piano and 

mournful strings (arranged by Mick Harvey and Warren Ellis) on the sup-

plicant single, "As I Sat Sadly By Her Side," to "Darker With the Day" 
(highlighted by the McGarrigle sisters' choral benediction), the album 
leads us to climb the stairways to heaven and hell. (R.T.) 

Kings Of Convenience "Quiet Is The New Loud" 

(Astralwerks): There's much irony in the title of this 
album; nothing says "anti-rawk" like a Norwegian 

folk cLo and this is as far from loud as possible. On 
its sophomore record, the pair follows in the tradi-

tion of Nick Drake, Simon and Garfunkel, and Belle 
and Sebastian. The acoustic strum and intertwined 

harmonies make for a mellow, chilled set perfect for a quiet dinner or lone-
ly introspection. Augmented at times by minimal drums, strings, piano or a 

solitary trumpet, each song is like a small cup of tea—light, but warming. 
"Summer On The Westhill" is so delicate that it pratically disappears. (D.S.) 

My Vitriol "Finelines" (Infectious): With the fury 
and intensity of a metal band, tempered by the 

sonic tendencies of shoegazers such as Ride and 

Swervedriver, the U.K.'s My Vitriol has both power 

and finesse—two things necessary to pull off art-
damaged PoMo. Singer Som Wardner has a com-

manding presence through the flood of distorted, 
yet well-polished, guitars, yet his liquid vocal style never competes with 
the music. The quartet hits its stride in the middle of the record; with gui-
tars blazing and one of the tightest rhythm sections in recent memory, 

"Cemented Shoes" and "Grounded" are mid-tempo burners that would-

not sound out of place on a Foo Fighters record. (D.S.) 

Sprung Monkey "Get a Taste" (Redline Entertain. 

ment): The fourth album from this San Diegc 

band offers a taste of a most of the styles tnat 

Southern California has to offer. Ranging from 

carefree pop to tinges of frenetic metal, the well. 

rock of "Get a Taste" covers the gamut, 
while sounding like a unique band. Both "What's 

That You Say," with its tribal drums, the crisp mix of Chris Lord-Alge and 

singer Steve Summers throwing himself into the singalong chorus, and 
the keyboard-colored title track recall the happy pop PoMo of Suga- Ray. 

Elsewhere " Beautiful" or " Look My Way" evokes the melodic punk influ-
ences that fuel hometown budaies Unwritten Law.

WORm s bond by Mark Feather 
HOW SHALLOW DO YOU THINK I AM? Wait—don't answer that. 
After recent columns about cool hangs with the stars, great-looking 
guys on the wait staff at a wedding and my anticipation of a break-
down after a visit from RCA's Tyrese, it's easy to see how you might 
figure this week's column would lead with me professing my absolute 
lust and adoration for the man behind the jam " I Like Them Girls." 
True—he is AMAZINGLY BEAUTIFUL and has a terrific voice, but 
there are two things that impress me even more. First, he is incredi-
bly humble—not wishing for anything more out of life than he already 
has, and negotiating a special deal with the label to donate a portion 
of the proceeds from every LP to his foundation for underprivileged 
children in his home neighborhood of Watts. And secondly, I came 
away with the impression that Ron Geslin's guy is an ARTIST to be 
reckoned with for years to come. The hits come pouring out of him 
one after another. In short, the album's deep, and, after meeting the 
man, the old saying, "Good things happen to good people" springs 
to mind. I just know it'll be true for Tyrese—an ARTIST in every sense 
of the word... Which got me to thinking, one of the coolest parts of 
this job is that I get to be around so many true musical artists—or at 
least get advance copies of their work. For instance, later this week, 
it's off to play some pool and have some drinks with Jessica Simpson 
and a few friends. Since the first time I heard her at an AMFM pro-
grammers meeting almost two years ago, I knew she would be a 
major force in the industry. What an incredible voice! Now, Jessica— 
another ARTIST—returns to radio with this week's Most Added 
record, " Irresistible." It's alphabet soup for Columbia's Andrea Fore-
man and Lisa Ellis with B96, PWR 96, KTFM, KSFM, ICTHT and a 
host of others adding the record outta the box. And there's more 
where that came from in our Crossover Nation, as Jessica's sound 
takes on a more rhythmic feel this time out. Get used to this artist; 
she'll be around for a long time...Also flying on the radio this week is 
an artist I've been talking to you about for some time now—Nikka 
Costa. Plen, Vance, Enrique and the Virgin crew are doing the dam-
age with first-week airplay at Byron Kennedy's KSFM, Mark Adams' 
IOLIM and Robb Royale's KYLZ (PS—nice trend, man), among oth-
ers. But perhaps the most telling conversation about this record is 
the one I had with KSEQ's Tommy Del Rio. Though he, too, is feel-
ing the " Like A Feather" cut, his significant other is into the WHOLE 
PROJECT (as are so many of us) and, as such, has been drumming it 
into Tommy's head every night at the house. Yep, a true sign of an 
up-and-coming ARTIST—repeated play at the risk of your relation-
ship!... And then, there are the more obvious artists assaulting the 
radio—like R. Kelly. How many cuts can radio play from his LP at one 
time? THAT'S the sign of an ARTIST for sure—every album deep with 
tracks people voluntarily play on their stations. Leading the way is the 
current single, " Fiesta," with new adds at KSFM, WPHI and KYVNZ, 
and a spin increase from 15 to 54 times a week at WNVZ (can you 
say callout?). Though I wasn't hangin' with Robert (too bad, 'cause he 
is fine—OK, so the shallowness lurks just below the surface; Sue me), 
I did do the Jive thing at a bowling-themed birthday party for their 
LA. local, Rose Braunstein. The party was also, of course, attended 
by my homegirls Dawn Fox and Kelly Ashtari. And, while there was 
plenty of celebration about the continuing success of the "TP-
2.COM" project, there were also plenty of cocktails consumed and a 
fierce display of bowling prowess by Dawn—go ahead, ask her about 
it. I'm telling you, she's ready for the pro tour—or maybe I just have 
blurred recollection due to the tequila shots. 1 dunno. What I do 
know, though, is that lam truly blessed to be doing this for a living— 
I simply love being even a small part of the success of true ARTISTS. 
And I also know that because there are plenty of artists out right now 
with terrific music for radio to play (and I didn't even mention the 
great Case or Janet albums)—I feel a good Spring ARB comin' on for 
the format.

Jimmy "Barry White" Jam Z 
(WHJM), who waz puttin up 
threez like Tracy McGrady of 
Jimmy's beluvved Magic on one 

of tha latest, most heated conversations takin place in tha mix show community. That iz, how 
so many promo folks are uzin their 2-ways in lieu of makin' promo phone callz to DJz. To be 
candid, az alwaze, every single mix show DJ I've talked to thinks this iz tha dumbest fukkin 
development in mix show promo since promo folks yrz ago began to believe that puttin' 
enuff "ta-taz" in DJ'z faces should be tha primary means of gettin spinz. Jimmy Jam-Z: " It'z 
a shame that tha muzic industry haz been reduced to relationships based on current tech-
nologies & not on personal & bizness ones. Tha state of tha muzic industry from a promo-
tional standpoint, in my recent experience, rezembles our society's crumbling family struc-
ture. Father/promo dept. hedz don't seem to be teachin' their young bretheren tha proper 
way to effectively manage & promote & therefore, az tha yrz go by, we find ourselves w/new 
people that don't have a clue az to how to effectively nurture & develop a relationship 
beyond tha digital realm." Kim James (WJLB): "Tha 2-way iz great for certain thingz like 
reminders, but it can't be uzed az tha main way of doing record promotion & developing 
REAL relationships. In other werdz, 2-way relationships don't last." Chubby Chub (WBOT): 
"2-way promotions sux-PERIOD! How can you promote a new artist, or ANY artist, for that 
matter, via 2-way?! Why don't you get off your assses & make that phone call?! It'z better & 
more effective." Corey Hill (WIIZ/WWBZ): "Pushing records thru a 2-way iz not promoting 
a record, nor iz it a good way to build or maintain a relationship with a DJ. Personally, it 
aggravates me & gives me a negative vibe towards tha record. It'z also expensive when 
you're not on unlimited characters & our radio stations are certainly not picking up the bill. 
After eight years in tha game, I haven't seen a more ineffective way of promoting an artist 
or record." This iz, by far, not a new topic az this DJ & many in tha mix show community have 
spoken thru this column, panels @ conventions, etc., regarding tha fine points of successful 
mix show promotion. Many of you need to check yourselves & redirect your energy into doin 
it like Smith-Barney: tha old-fashioned way. Earn it.. Earnin tha top slot on this wk's 
Commercial Radio Mix Show Conference call for tha second straight wk iz Mr. Kenny 
Edmonds, aka Babyface (Arista). & much luv goes to Ramon Hervey (Face's mgr.) & Mr. 
Edmonds himself, who jumped on "tha call" after winnin' tha top slot to thank all of us in 
tha mix & spent over a fukkin hr. w/us, when he waz scheduled to be on a half-hr. It waz truly 
one of tha great highlights of almost 400 mix show conf. callz we've done together. ' Face' 
& Ramon are just sum kool, down-to-earth folks. & to new #1 on tha unda Cadillac Tah 
(Murder InclIDJ) & to new pix, az predicted here-Redman (Def Jarn/IDJ), Missy (Gold

A Bold Look Into 
A Secret World 

The saying 'Truth is stranger than fic-
tion" absolutely applies to the rise, the 
fall and last week's resurrection of Death 
Row Records. At one time, Death Row 
boasted having Dr. Dre, 2Pac and Snoop 
Doggy Dogg (now just Snoop Dogg), a 
roster that lifted West Coast rap to heights 

we may never see again. Recently, atten-

tion has focused on the possible May 

prison release of Marion "Suge" Knight, 
founder and driving force behind Death 

Row's spectacular success. Few outside the industry know the 
full extent of the behind-the-scenes operations of Death Row 
Records, but that's about to be revealed in a stunning docu-
mentary titled -Welcome To Death Row" (Xenon Pictures). 
Two years in the making, "Welcome..." gets to the core 

through interviews with key people who either worked at the 
label or were intimately involved from the beginning. 
Peripheral interviews (yours truly included) offer a feel for 
the time. None of the principals mentioned were interviewed, 
either because of the obvious (Knight still in prison), or 
refusal to cooperate with the documentary (several labels 
refused to license the music). However, the story itself is so 
riveting as to be nearly unbelievable. Director Leigh Savidge, 
founder of Xenon Pictures, assembled the disparate parts of 
the interviews to create a whole that begs to be told. 'Telling 
the story of the rise and fall of Death Row Records presented 
any number of unique challenges for anybody who might 
have the temerity to pursue it. The people close to the Death 
Row story generally fall into two categories: those that made 
out like bandits, who aren't talking and want the story to 
become buried history, and those who are still stunned by 
Death Row's astonishing success, but were humbled, mis-
used or simply relieved to have survived the experience." 
It's common knowledge that the label applied a raw street 
sense to its overall game plan. The film has made the 
rounds of black film festivals, all to outstanding reviews, 
but Savidge was torn between shipping straight to video or 
wide-screen release. Bet on the latter. "I think the time is 

now. We're going to look at the climate. Now that the hard 

part of this is over, and with people now coming to us and 

saying ' I can wire you in Atlanta, Chicago,' the fear factor 

that has been hanging over [this project] like a cloud is 
starting to defrost. People want to suddenly embrace this 
film and be a part of it." Indeed, "Welcome To Death Row" 
answers many questions; life after N.W.A for Dr. Dre, the 
tragic East Coast/West Coast "feud" that resulted in the 
losses of Notorious B.I.G. and last week's cover boy, 2Pac; 
not to mention the many careers that were destroyed. No, 

there is nothing like real life to spin an incredible story. 

"Welcome To Death Row" is an important film, not only for 

the hip-hop nation, but also for the world..

The 4/7 killing by police of Timothy Thomas 
(Cincinnati's fourth death of a black man at 
the hands of police since November) 

sparked a week of civil unrest in Cincinnati. Terry Thomas (no 
relation) curtailed WIZF ' s programming, acting as the only 
voice in a community that feels alienated from daily social 
workings. "Basically, [we targeted] the 18-34s that listen to the 
Wiz. WIZF-AM, our sister station, reaches the older part of the 
community. We stopped the music—which is generally a no-
no—on Thursday and Friday, between 8 to 10. We had the youth 
director from the NAACP talk about solutions. Kids feel that no 
one is hearing them, and their feeling is that there is no lead-
ership values, that there's a generation gap. People called to 
say we were the only station to offer concise coverage of what 
was going on. The other stations were like, 'We're just telling 
them there's a curfew, and that's it.' We carried the mayor 
[Charlie Luken], Rev. Al Sharpton and [NAACP's] Kwese Mftuni 
to get information out." What's the climate now? "People are 
wary. They want to find out quickly what's going to happen to 
the officer who fired the gun. The community wants positive 
change, so we're going to work toward that. I will give credit 
to the record folks because they're not sweating me about BDS! 
There are some things more important than BDS."

Consultant's Corner 

This week, we ask Lorrin 
Palagi of Zapoleon Media Strategies 
to give us the lowdown on the impor-
tance of the " Play It, Say It" philosophy 
in radio today. Naturally, we find this 
topic incredibly fascinating & are partic-
ularly fascinated with Lorrin's refreshing 
standpoint on 77777 

A eew years ago, the record industry 
started encouraging radio stations 
to announce the title & artist of new 
songs they added to the station play-
list. I'm not sure what happened to the 
"Play ft, Say It" campaign, but it's too 
bad that it went away. It was a simple, 
yet effective public service that was not only great for listeners but was 
good for the radio & record industries as well. 

At the time that campaign started, I, as a program director, was 
thrilled to see it happen. It helped bolster my crusade to get radio, & 
my station in particular, to embrace & take ownership of the music 
we play. Radio has a problem that most of us are not even aware of. 
We ve abdicated our assocation with the artists & music we play. In 
most cases, the air talent barely acknowledges the music, let alone 
embraces it. It's often treated as a necessary evil that has to be dealt 
with before doing the importart bit going into the next stop set, but 
nothing could be further from the truth. To steal a phrase, " inquiring 
minds want to know." In many perceptual research studies, one of the 
biggest complaints from listeners is that radio stations don't tell 
them the names of the songs or artists they play. And they not only 
want to know who does the songs, they also want to know something 
about the artists themselves. 

Hi, I'm Lorrin. 

To stay competitive, we need to get back to the basics of what radio is 
all about. America has an insatiable appetite for pop culture, & the music 
world in particular. The popularity of magazines like People, Entertainment 
Weekly, Rolling Stone & just about every teen magazine you can think of, 
along with feature presentations like VH1's "Behind the Music" illustrates 
the public's craving to know about music & the story behind it. There 
was a time when radio was the source of this information, but not any-
more. The reason isn't because these other sources are better, it's because 
radio walked away from its leading role. We've created a huge opportu-
nity for others to usurp radio s role as the entertainment information 
leader, & it doesn't seem to bother us in the least. 

While I'm speaking in general terms about radio, there are some in our 
industry who have embraced the music & do an incredib!e job sharing 
their knowledge & understanding with their listeners. Information-
rich programs such as Kid Kelly's Backtrax USA & cutting-edge count-
down shows like David Lawrence's Net Music Countdown showcase 
the songs & artists in a manner we should all embrace. Listeners want 
to believe that we rub elbows with rock stars everyday & that we are 
the authority they can turn to in order to find out all about these stars 
& their music. Dor't burst their bubble. Learn all you can about the 
music you play, then share it with your audience. Never forget that 
radio is show biz!
