EMI-Bertie: Over & Out 
or once, we got some-
thing right. On Tuesday 

(5/1), EMI and Bertelsmann 
announced the termination of 
their merger talks, verifying a 
story we broke three weeks ago 
on hitsdailydouble.com. 

"After exhaustive analysis 
and discussion, we have been 
unable to find a deal with Ber-
telsmann which works both for 
shareholders and for the regula-
tors," said EMI Group Chair-
man Eric Nicoli, in a release 
that also included a preview of 
the company's positive earnings 
report for fiscal 2000 a pre-
emptive move made to prevent 
EMI shares from plummeting. 

"I am delighted 
that we have pro-
duced very good 
results and further 
strengthened our 
business, despite the 
inevitable distractions 
over the period of 
merger discussions," 
Nicoli took pains to 
point out. "Finally, I 
want to my that our dealings with 
Bertelsmann have been construc-
tive and friendly throughout. A 
very positive relationship has 
developed between our two com-
panies and I wish the Bertels-
mann team well for the future." 
How touching. 

The decision was a huge blow 
to Bettie CEO Thomas Middel-
hoe who had boasted in recent 
months that he would create the 
world's biggest music company. 
Dutifully, BMG Entertainment 
Chairman/CEO Rolf Schmidt-
Holtz protected his boss, insisting 
that "a merger is not essential for 
BMG's continued success." 

Sources had been speculating 
that the sale of Virgin Records, 
one of EMI's labels, was central to 
the breakdown of the merger. 
EMI ruled out the sale d Virgin, 
which, though it might have 
appeased regulators, was consid-
ered too high a price to pay for 
doing the deal—possibly damag-
ing EMI's long-term value. 

Like last year's scrapped EMI-

WMG deal, the European Com-
mission was focused on the fact 
that the merger would have 
reduced the number of major 
record companies from five to 
four. "The concerns in the case of 
possible merger were quite simi-
lar," EU spokeswoman Amelia 
Torres confirmed. "The gist of 
the concerns were basically about 
the high degree of concentration 
that would have further reduced 
the players worldwide." 

While antitrust worries were a 
factor in the mapping of the deal, 
they weren't the only one. Inside 
sources said that many in the 
EMI hierarchy were never enthu-
siastic about getting in bed with

Bettie, and that Ivhddelhoffs 
recent aggressive media postiffiri 
may have been the final straw. 

Expect EMI to now look to 
make worldwide distribution 
deals and possibly get out of 
manufacturing and distribution, 
as well as focus on growing its 
U.S. business. As for other posi-
ble suitors, Rupert Murdoch's 
Newscorp has shown no inter-
est in entering the music busi-
ness, apart from son James' test 
drive, and Disney isn't going to 
peel the bucks. 
BMG, meanwhile, has 

another problem—its distribu-
tion deal with Jive/Zomba is 
almost up. A possible solution 
would have Clive Cahier selling 
his company to BMG and 
becoming head of BMG's 
worldwide music operations. 

One other thing: When the 
merger was officially scrapped, 
every EMI and BMG label 
head in the U.S. breathed a 
huge sigh of relief. Ain't this a 
wacky business?

he entertainment industry is bracing 
itself once again for a legislative 
onslaught. Last week, Beltway politicos 
launched another attack on "explicit 
content" aimed at kids—this time from 
a marketing angle designed to ape (or 
should we say "Camel"?) successful past 
efforts against the tobacco industry. 
On April 26, Sen. Joseph Lieberman 

(D-CT), along with co-sponsors Hillary 
Clinton ( D-NY) and Herb Kohl (D-

WI), introduced the Media Marketing Accountability Act, 
proposed legislation that would extend the authority of the 
Federal Trade Commission to bring action against businesses 
engaging in "false and deceptive advertising practices," which 
include marketing adult-rated product to children. 

Considering its pro-family-values agenda, it's odd that there 
wasn't a Republican co-sponsor. Republicans have repeated 
statements by FTC Chairman Robert Pitofsky citing First 
Amendment issues in attempting to police advertising and 
marketing. The good news is that, in a Republican-controlled 
Senate (counting Vice President Dick Cheney), this bill isn't a 
sure thing. 

The Dems' "Act" is the latest in a long line of legislative 
salvos against the entertainment industry. While the stated 
goal of this effort is to prevent film, music and video-game 

makers from exploit-
ing their access to 
young kids, many 
observers see it as an 
attack on free expres-
sion—and, in partic-
ular, music, which 
was singled out in a 
recent FTC report. 

Unlike the film

and video-game industries, the music biz has no voluntary, age-
based industry rating system. Warning stickers, which simply 
indicate explicit lyrics, don't necessarily prevent young fans 
from purchasing such material—although many racks refuse to 
carry stickered CDs. The music industry does, however, offer 
clean versions of certain albums, a practice that neither film 
nor video-game companies follow. 

Lieberman's bill is designed not to regulate content but 
rather its marketing. This is a new twist on an ongoing battle 
between the entertainment biz and its DC critics, but the mar-
keting angle—the same one that permitted federal action 
against and further regulation of tobacco advertising—gives 
the FTC an authority it would otherwise not yield to control 
industry activity. 

"If you voluntarily label a product as being unsuitable for 
kids and then turn around and market it directly to kids in con-
tradiction of your ratings system, then you should be held 
accountable, just like any other company in America that mis-
leads consumers," Lieberman told CNN. "That's not censor-

ship. That's common sense." 
Lyrics by such artists as 

Eminem, Marilyn Manson, 
Snoop Dogg, Master P, Limp 
Bizkit and Lil' Kim, among 
many others, have been used as a 
pretext for legislative action. Ten 
or 15 years ago, the list would 
have read, in part: Judas Priest, 
2 Live Crew, Body Count, 
N.W.A., Prince, W.A.S.P. and 
Motley Crue. Ah, nostalgia. 

The bill would bar companies 
from pushing adult-rated content 
directly to minors as determined by 
the FTC (emphasis added by us to 
make you more paranoid) or mar-
keting said materials in venues 
where kids are a "substantial pro-
portion" of the audience. The 
definition of "adult-rated" with 
respect to music is "containing 
explicit content." Furthermore: 
• The FTC would be authorized to dole out fines up to 
$11,000 per day, per offense, depending on the "nature of the 
violation." This is in addition to cease-and-desist orders and 
other tools of intimidation wielded by the Man. 
la A "safe harbor" provision in the bill would protect compa-
nies that enforce self-imposed ratings systems designed to keep 
such materials from minors. 
Ill If enacted, the bill's ban on marketing nasty stuff to kids 
would take effect within 90 days. The FTC would have a year 
to develop rules for fulfilling the bill's specifications. It would 
also be required to issue a report within two years of enact-
ment. Hooray, more reports! 

This initiative has already provoked a strong response from 
free-expression advocates, entertainment execs and the cre-
ators of the disputed content. 

The American Civil Liberties Union on April 27 released 
a statement strongly criticizing the proposed legislation. "The 
implications of this proposed bill," said ACLU Legislative 
Counsel Marvin Johnson, "would entail having the FTC pass 
judgment on advertisements based on highly subjective crite-
ria. By giving the context of an ad greater import than its con-
tent—which invariably contains a parental warning that the 
material is inappropriate—Sen. Lieberman would force the 
FTC to deem something false and deceptive that is, in reality, 
entirely truthful," Johnson offered. "As silly and scary as it 
sounds, the FTC would become a strange sort of lie detector." 

Ramona Ripston, Executive Director of the ACLU of 
Southern California, added, "The Lieberman Bill is a serious 
threat to America's constitutional freedoms and the right of 
parents to control what their children are exposed to. Par-
ents—not government—must have the final say in what their 
kids see, hear and read. This bill would impose a Beltway-fil-

tered lens on the whole of Amer-
ican culture." 

Elaborates Johnson, "If al-
lowed to become law, this bill 
would place such a responsibility 
in the hands of Congress and the 
Executive Branch. The govern-
ment must not be turned into a 
dormitory matron policing Amer-
ica's choice of entertainment." 
RIAA Senior Executive 

VP/General Counsel Cary Sher-
man issued a statement, saying 
that, while the RIAA hasn't 
reviewed the details of the bill, 
"at a minimum...the very nature 
of this proposal raises serious 
constitutional red flags." Said 
Sherman: "Because of First 
Amendment issues, 'vigilant self-
regulation is the best approach' 
[as the FTC put it] to ensuring

that parents are provided with adequate information to guide 
their children's exposure to entertainment media with violent 
content. Moreover, Sen. Lieberman's legislation could in fact 
create a disincentive to providing information to parents about 
explicit content. By essentially punishing those who adopt vol-
untary guidelines, the legislation would have the unintentional 
result of discouraging participation in the successful Parental 
Advisory Program. We are committed to providing parents 
with information so that they can make the best choices for 
their children." 

"I don't think it's going to have very much of an impact," 
says Hot 97 New York PD Tracy Cloherty. "This could 
quite possibly go away—at least I'm hoping it will. There are 
real problems in this country, and I don't think you can 
point to lyrics as their source. They're a sign of the times, for 
better or worse. Hip-hop is a reflection of society. Elvis Pres-
ley was going to erode the morals of our country. Now he's 
on oldies stations. 

"Music is all voluntary," she continued. "You have to turn 
the radio on or off, you go to the store and buy the record. But 
it's not that deep. No one's using this as a blueprint for life. 

"If you're worried about corrupting a young audience, start 
with Saturday morning cartoons," Cloherty quipped. "Tom & 
Jerry' is among the most violent shows on TV. But I grew up 
watching it, and I never dropped an anvil on anyone's head." 

Though the music industry bears the brunt of the current 
political assault, it isn't the 
only branch of the enter-
tainment industry that 
could be affected. The 
Motion Picture Associa-
tion of America's 30-year-
old voluntary rating system, 
for example, would not pre-
vent the FTC from penaliz-
ing film companies for mar-
keting certain movies to kids—even though a film's rating 
clearly indicates the appropriate minimum age for viewing. 
MPAA head Jack Valenti, founder of the system, has said that 
such a result could deter studios from continuing to employ the 
rating system. 

Said Sen. Clinton to CNN, exhibiting her characteristic 
pugnacity: "If there is a move on the part of anyone to discard 
this kind of voluntary labeling or to turn their backs on this 
because finally we're feeling compelled to put some teeth into the 
enforcement, I think we'd have to take a hard look at that." 

Despite the political momentum currently enjoyed by 
Lieberman and company, the bill raises numerous questions 
about the FTC's authority to regulate speech—a far more 
subjective area than the marketing of cigarettes—and will 
most likely serve the careers of its authors more than any-
thing else. But the specter of its possible passage has already 
put a chill on the biz. 
And to think, we voted for this guy. Uy vey.

After all, how much more can be wrung out of in-
court bickering over the near-moribund Napster? (Here's 
how much: Judge Patel "clarified" her injunction order on 
4/27, placing a greater burden on labels to provide info about 
alleged infringements. Whoo-hoo!) Besides, Shawn 
Fanning's everydude shtick is so Y2K. Meanwhile, young 
Maddy's bikini-clad image and online diary stir activity in 
Aimster chat rooms and bulletin boards, keeping that crucial 
teen and preteen user base stroked—er, stoked—and gener-
ating lotsa free publicity. And what better image for this con-
troversial enterprise than a company Lolita, a veritable sym-
bol of illegal desire? Yet her beachwear and toothy smile are 
undeniably wholesome. The ultimate fate of Aimster the ser-
vice—which marries file-sharing and instant-messaging— 
in AOLTW's larger plan, however, may be less of a beach 
party. How will the content side of the conglom make sure 
AOL regulates the circulation of forbidden files without giv-
ing its users an undue sense that their privacy's been violated? 
At the same time, if this hurdle can be cleared to the rights-
holders' satisfaction, Aimster could simultaneously entice 
more subscribers to the online empire and serve as a right-
eous viral-marketing tool for music folks. Poor old Napster, 
meanwhile—hemorrhaging users, turning up next-to-noth-
ing in searches and seemingly abandoned by its erstwhile 
German paramour—could serve primarily as an example for 
other P2P services of what not to do. Don't try to hide 
behind private use when you're a netco. Don't play fast and 
loose with copyrighted content Don't expect your PR cam-
paign to win you any sympathy in court. Don't expect the gov-
ernment to rescue you (they're too busy protecting the nation's 

youth from hip-hop marketing 
campaigns). Services taking these 
lessons to heart while being guid-
ed by consumer preference— 
which can now be measured to a 
frightening degree —will most 
likely come out on top.

THE KIDS ARE ALRIGHT: This col-
umn hasn't always been supportive 
of certain non-commerc.al bands 
asking for fat, major label deals— 
a recent example behg the " buzz" 
act of SXSW.

uke Lewis couldn't have had a pleasant flight coming 
back from SXSW this year. It seems he made some bold 

statements at his panel about Country radio and that some 
in his home base of Nashville may have taken offense. 

Speaking as Chairman of Mercury Nashville, whose suc-
cesses include the chart-topping Shania Twain and legendary 
Hank Williams, he certainly has the right to comment on 
the state of Country music and, even more so, Country ra-

dio. But his take on the format's lagging 
numbers may have been too much for 
even the most seasoned Nashville pros to 
handle. "I'm like anybody else; I punch 

buttons," Lewis defends. "We tried a few things that were bla-
tantly formulaic and hit a wall; it's not like I didn't perpetrate the 
same crime I'm accusing other people of." 

But Lewis stands apart from the button-pushers by taking 
chances—even in the worst of circumstances. His recently 
formed Lost Highway Records is just one example of his abil-
ity to nurture a scene and turn it into a business. The label's 
first signings include alt-country crooner Ryan Adams, whose 
debut record, "Heartbreaker," 
was widely praised by main-
stream critics. Adams' former 
band, Whiskeytown, is also on 
the roster. Although no longer 
an active group, their last re- : 
corded effort, "Pneumonia," 
will finally see the light of day 
May 22. Also on board are Lu-
cinda Williams, Mercury Nash-
ville staple Kim Richey Robert 
Earl Keen and newcomer Tift 
Memitt. But while all these arti oui ave little Ir trouble .'  
filling a room like the Troubadour or Bowery Ballroom, their 
take on traditional country has yet to be embraced by the 
much larger mainstream. Additionally, Country as a forma 
has seen its share of the market shrink in recent years. Lewis 
most assuredly has his hands full. "We lin Nashville' have 
been through a time that I don't think anyone is particularly 
proud of." he admits. "Instead of following our hearts, we've 
been following our heads. Lost Highway is about my heart." 

Someone who knows quite a bit about matters of the 
heart, HITS' own Cowgirl in the Sand, the lovely and tal-
ented Shirley "Synagogue Not Temple" Halperin, wonders 
whatever happened to Neobilly.  
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How did the idea of Lost Highway originate? 
I had it years ago. I spent time in Nashville in the mid-1970s when the 
whole Outlaw thing happened and saw the potential. In the late-
1980s, I worked for MCA when Lyle Lovett, Steve Earle and Nanci 
Griffith all defected from Nashville and left for Los Angeles. I wished 
for an opportunity in Nashville in which I wouldn't be so constricted 
by the genre—not that I wanted to do rock & roll. I came to Nashville 
nine years ago and it took me that long to figure out why it couldn't 
happen. It wasn't structured right; no one had an affiliation with a sis-
ter label in New York or L.A. that was formalized, so there wasn't prof-
it-sharing or a prioritization of records. 
The alt, country push has been tried before and has yet to show sol-
id success in terms of breaking acts. 
All of the acts that we've signed have very respectable sales and fan bases 
to begin with—built from touring, press, etc. So if they don't break right 
away, we're not going broke. It doesn't depend on anything necessarily 
blowing up. We can run the label for years as long as we don't get car-
ried away with ourselves, spend a lot of money on records, or try to chase 
some record up the pop charts that might not be sensible. Our artists have 
the same expectations as anyone 
else; they'd love to break through in 
the mainstream. But I think as long as 
we can take their sales levels up from 
where they are now without spend-
ing a whole lot more money and 
with a little more focus than they 
were afforded in the past, the rest will 
depend on the marketplace. I'm a 
firm believer that there's a market out 
there. But I'd like to think we might 
get lucky enough to have an occa-
sion like Bonnie Rain—where you 
get to make records for years with 
somebody and then finally the timing 
all works out and they make the right 
record at the right time. A lot of it has 
to do with being patient. 
In previous statements, you've 
mentioned that Lost Highway re-
leases will be pushed to a variety of 
radio genres. 
The natural ones are APM and Amer-
icana. Robert Earl Keen certainly has 
the potential to go mainstream coun-
try with the right song and I think 
we might have it actually. We also 
have another young artist, lift Merritt, 
who has the same potential. The 
Whiskeytown record is good enough 
to go anywhere and Ryan Adams is 
certainly capable of making a record 
that could go on just about any for-
mat that he chose. He writes songs 
that could work in country, Ameri-

We're selling a lot of "0 Brother" 
records to kids, which is really sur-
prising. My take on it is that these 
kids, who grew up listening to pop 
music, gravitated to rap looking for 
roots, for something real. As much as 
some of us have hated the boy 
bands, it's created a new bunch of 
consumers. So maybe we get a bet-
ter crack at that audience without 
putting loops and big drums behind 
it.

ALL THAT YOU CAN'T LEAVE BEHIND: It feels like déjà vu all over again: The Cult 
were #1 Most Added this week with more than half of all PoMo stations adding the 
first single, " Rise," from their Lava/Atlantic debut; Radiohead closely followed with 
over 50 PoMo adds; last week's U2 show has already merited an impenetrable posi-
tion in the part of my brain that organizes all experiences into lists as " Best Concert 
Of The Year"; Depeche Mode, R.E.M. and Weezer have three of the hottest songs 
on the radio, and Mike Halloran is programming a new PoMo station in San Diego. 
Now THAT'S what I call " Post Modern".... I didn't make it to the Coachella Festival 
this year ( I had already committed to spending the day picking fleas out of my cats' 
fur with my toothbrush), but from all accounts, Tricicy's abbreviated performance 

was one of the musical highlights. The curfew prevented Ed 
Kowalczyk and Hawkrnan from joining Tricky onstage for 
"Evolution Revolution Love," but that didn't stop KROQ, WBCN, 
KTCL, 91X, KKND, WCYY, WROX, WFBZ, WARQ, KQRX, 
WOXY and others from adding this genius single. C'mon, 

THE CULT: doesn't this song sound like a SMASH? Tricky already has a fan base 
Early To " Rise" of over 200,000 without the benefit of airplay—throw the full weight 

of your station's support behind this record (with its treasure trove of singles, includ-
ing a track with Anthony Medis) and reap the rewards of a format-exclusive HIT.... 
As the Radiohead adds continue to pour in today (including an add from MTV!), the 
majority of you should be duly commended for recognizing the band's importance to 
your audience. Your job is to play " I Might Be Wrong" in a meaningful rotation and 
then get out of the way. None of us, not even the most exalted programmers in the 
format, know if this song is a hit, listening to the song in your office is a completely 
different experience than hearing it on the radio. I'll admit I was "yeah, whatever" 
about the song until I heard it on KCRW. I was calling Nic Harcourt on the air to ask 
him what he was playing, and then I realized it was " I Might Be Wrong," just as he 
answered the phone. So I yelled, "This Radiohead rules! Uh, play Travis and Pete 
Yom!" before hanging up on him. I only hope that Nic was still jetlagged from his trip 
to Paris to tape a live performance with Air, and didn't know it was me.... Speaking 
of Pete Yorn, as my office-mate Mark Gracious has come to learn, is something I do 
as often as possible; 91X added " Life On A Chain" this week! Although we were in 
the throes of deadline, an immediate call to Muddey to hail him (we know this record 
is a personal fave of his) was our first priority. (Our next priority is to make sure we fin-
ish deadline early tonight in time to see Pete open for Semisonic, which is our excuse 
this week for any typos, grammatical errors or awkward sentence structure). Pete is 
playing this week in Atlanta during Music Midtown, so that's where you'll find Nan 
Fisher and me. Since doing radio promotion is like living a scene from the movie 
"Memento" (none of you have any short-term memory), Nan will have to spend the 
better part of the day on her cell phone, reminding you that Crazy Town's new sin-
gle, "Revolving Door," is the follow-up to " Butterfly," the #1 PoMo song that vault-
ed the band to Platinum-plus status. I'll be nearby, doing interpretive dance to Pete's 
music. If you give Nan the Crazy Town add on Friday, she just might send you a video 
of my performance.... Erika was crying tears of joy today when Dan Clark called to 
tell her that WGRD was adding Travis' "Sing" this week. The happy weeping contin-
ued with news of adds from WBCN, WXZZ, KNRQ, WZZI,KFTE, KJEE and MTV21 
If you don't believe that Travis and Erika are inextricably linked, ask her how many 
people called her answering machine when Stryker dedicated "Sing" to her on 
KROQ.... Lifehouse is currently ruling as format's biggest band (outselling even Limp 
Bizkit and Dave Matthews Band), which accounts for the huge leap on this week's 
PoMo chart to #4! Ross Zapin had another huge week with " Sick Cycle Carousel," 
including WBCN, WFNX, KEDJ, KTCL, WROX, KPOI, KCXX, KENZ and KRZQ If 
Lifehouse are playing your festival, spend every waking moment thinking about ways 
to show Ross your undying gratitude. All you have to do to prove you love me is add 
Ours' "Sometimes," as my friends at MTV2, WVVDX, KFTE, WEEO and WZZQ did 
this week. That, and tell me my ass doesn't look too fat in my new Mavi jeans.... Radio 
LOVES the new Nine Inch Nails single, " Deep," from the "Tomb Raider" soundtrack, 
with VVXRK, KROQ, KITS, KNDD, WBCN, VVBRU, WFNX, IOCTE and CIfV1X pledg-
ing their support with early adds this week. There was an equal amount of early major 
market love for the new blink-182 single, " Rock Show," including KROQ, KITS, 
VARK, WHFS, 0101, KFMA, WFNX, KNDD and 91X. Next week, EVERYBODY will 
add Tool's "Schism" and those who haven't added " Rock Show" will do so. My day 
is done—time to go see Pete Yorn and Semisonic!

Nonetheless, the Canadian pop-punk foursome 

survived the release of their debut EP (" Half Hour 

of Power"), a stint on last summer's Warped Tour 

and an outing with MTV's Campus Invasion 

2001 this spring to bring the world its full-length 

Island Def Jam debut album, "All Filler, No Killer." 

Full of pop-punk perkiness and overflowing with 

good times, " Filler" is off to a great start with the 

first single, " Fat Lip." Grounded by the kind of 

catchy hooks that would make blink-182 jealous, 

"Fat Lip" also takes some smarmy metal and 

hip-hop turns along the way and the guys actual-

ly rap. There's plenty more where that came 

from. (Not to mention the fireworks on stage or 

the random videotapes of "Jackass"-type may-

hem.) The guys of Sum 41 are ready to go again. 

"We love the radio. Put a big smooch in brack-

ets for us to all of those radio people out there," 

says Steve. "We're ready to kiss some ass." 

Whether he liked it or not, HITS' resident butt-

smoocher J.R. "Professor" Griffin is the middle-

man in this lips-to-posterior exchange. 

Talk about the home-made videos of the 
band pulling drive-bys with water guns 
and stealing pizzas. 
We've been doing that stuff for years. In 
our hometown, there was nothing to do, so 
we would drive around and shoot people 
with water guns or egg houses. Who 
doesn't do that when they're kids? We'd 
videotape it so we could enjoy it later. We 
had all of this great footage. so when we 
were looking to get signed, we mailed it 
to labels with our music. 
And that helped you get signed? 
People at record labels were showing their 
friends, and they were showing their 
friends, and so on... 
Did you ever see kids get busted 
because they videotaped themselves 
pulling pranks? 
Yeah, that happened with those paint-
balling kids. But we never really hurt 
people. Water doesn't hurt; it's just fun. 
When I was watching that news thing 
with those kids, I heard how they were 
laughing—just like we would laugh 
Jwhen we were doing it. They were a 
little more sadistic about it, though. 
Coming from Canada, what contributed to 
your SoCal pop-punk sound? 
That's what we were listening to when we 
started, but we also like old-school hip-hop. 
Before we got into punk, we listened to 
really crappy butt-rock and heavy metal. 
The funny thing is, when everyone else 
quit listening to metal, we were just too 
loser-ish to realize it, so we kept listening 
to it. And now it's in our music. 
"Fat Lip" does incorporate a lot of different 
styles. Were you worried about putting too 
many styles in one song? 
We thought it was good, so we decided to 
use it. That's how we judge things: If we 
like it, then it's good. We try not to over-

analyze too much. That ruins the fun. 
So what are you singing about? 
Life and stuff. But you know what I like 
about our songs? We have songs about 
girls—like two of them—but none of them 
are about girls dumping us and getting all 
sad about it. You know those whiny, bitch 
bands that complain about women breaking 
up with them all of the time? That's not us, 
man. Bands have been singing about that 
stuff forever. It's over. 
You'd rather be happy. 
There are so many bands out there that are 
only about being miserable and trying to be 
angry, like, "Oh, let's all be angry!" We're 
like, "Let's get together and have some 
fun." I may not live there, but I know what 
it's like in. the Staten and it's not that bad. 
There are plenty of things to be happy 
about. So, come on, people, let's enjoy it. 
Is it true that the band came together on 
the 41st day of sununer and that you 
were in rival groups? 
What are you doing, reading the bio? I 
wrote that. It's full of crap. Dan and I have 
been in the band for five years. Cone was in 
a band called Lizard Ibngue and Dave was 
in a Rage Against The Machine cover band 
called 747. or something. Clearly, Sum 41 
was the better band. We just led them to the 
light and showed them the way. They were 
the only guys in our whole school who 
were serious about practicing every day. 
Who's the hardest working band member? 
We all work hard. If anyone missed a prac-
tice, they'd catch shit for it. I know that 
there are all these pranks and silly videos 
and that, but we all work really hard— 
having a good time isn't easy. If you think 
about it—listen up kids—sometimes when 
you're responsible, it's even more fun in 
the end.

TIME TO GET SHAGADELIC WITH BOB SCHNEIDER BY BRIAN BAKER 

You've always been associated with bands. What was the impetus to go solo? 

It was something that I'd always wanted to do, so I thought I'd give it a shot. I liked 
the idea of being in a band because you could blame the others if things didn't 
work out; you can put off a lot of the responsibility. Decision-making is not some-
thing I was interested in until recently 
What did you learn in your previous band experiences that you brought to "Lonelyland"? 

I learned about getting along with people that I might not have otherwise—re-
specting people and their spaces. Being in a band is like being married to four 
guys, and the main thing you have in common is being in a band. It's fine when 
you're onstage and making music. When you're on the road, you find out that 
you're four or five or nine guys who would never hang out together except for the 
fact that you're in a band together. 
Did you change "Lonelyland" for the Universal re-issue? 
We put it out as is. There was something special about it that we diin't really want 
to mess with. Sometimes you can overthink and lose some of that naiveté. When I 
did it, I wasn't thinking that it would be a national release. The only thing I was think-
ing about was doing something that I really liked. It was more personal. There's 
something about the album that comes through, and it's from not trying too hard. 
Each song sounds distinctive. Did you set out to do something unique with each track or was 

the process more organic? 

The idea was to look at the song and decide what it needed. That's the other thing 
about playing in a band compared to a solo effort; In a band, you have to make 
the songs highlight the band, and figure out how to showcase the band. In this 
case, I didn't care about the band—we just looked at the song and what it need-
ed. If it needed a different musician. we got somebody different. It was the song 
first and everything else after. 
With years of songwriting, what was your selection criteria? 

I picked all my favorite songs that I'd written over the past couple of years. Then I 
took out all the silly or novelty songs, because I write a lot that are meant to be fun-
ny. And I didn't put in anything that I'd written in the month before recording the al-
bum. The only song on the album close to that cutoff is "Metal and Steel," but I felt 
very strong about that one—and I still do. A year-and-a-half later, I still listen to the 
record and play all the songs live. When you play live, maybe the audience has 
never seen you before and they're hearing the songs for the first time. There's def-
initely an energy that you get from people that feeds you and gets you more psy-
ched about the songs. 
There always seems to be a funk element in everything you do. 

It's as simple as this: When I first moved to Austin and started playing music, I no-
ticed that if you played dance music, women would come to the show and dance, 
and if you played heavy rock music, guys would come and mosh. I didn't want to 
create a dangerous environment for women where they didn't want to come to the 
show because it was just going to be a bunch of bonehead dudes. And if people 
are dancing, I figure they're having a good time. 

Bob Schneider is the latest in a short 

line of rock & roll renaissance men. Put to work as a 

drummer at the age of 10 by his father, the broad range of 

musical styles his dad's bands played had a lasting im-

pact on the younger Schneider. As a teenager, he played 

in several garage bands, continuing to write songs after 

enrolling in the art program at the University of Texas at 

El Paso. Schneider relocated to Austin after hearing a lec-

ture by legendary itinerant musician/artist Terry Allen, 

who advised a life pf art without the degree. 

As the frontman fo- three beloved Austin. TX. bands—Joe 

Rockhead. Ugly Americans and the Scabs—Schneider be-

came a fixture in the local scene and, with Ugly Americans' 

exposure through the HORDE tour and opening for the 

Dave Matthews Band, seemed on the verge of a national 

breakout. Instead, he opted for the life of a solo artist, and 

self-released his debut album, " Lonelyland," last year. The 

album earned a spot on a number of playlists and which 

went on to sell 15,000 units at Austin's Waterloo Records. 

On the basis of his solid reputation and the amazing re-

sponse to " Lonelyland," Schneider swept last year's Austin 

Music Awards, raking in Musician. Band. Male Vocalist. 

Songwriter and Funk Band of the Year honors. 

The Universal re-release of ' Lonelyiand," promises to make 

Schneider the star he has been studying to be since he was 

10. Unfortunately, that won't save him from talking to HITS'

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Just as there was little indication from Nirvanas Dave Grohl that he had the Foci Fighters in him, Letters to Cleo/Veruca Salt skin-basher Stacy 
Jones didn't give off any signals that he would jump out front and start a band. After years of toiling away on the timekeeper's stool, Jones is now 
enjoying frontman status as guitarist, vocalist and songwriter tor Island Def Jam's American Hi-Fi.  

He played in several Boston bands before iDining Letters to Cleo in the early:90s. After Cleo broke up, Jones "played with every chick in alter-
native rock," he says, including Airnee Mann, Tara Donnelly and Juliana Hatfield, before filling the open seat in Veruca Salt. When Nina Gordon  
left the band, she took Jones with her, and he wound up drumming on her solo ciebut last year. He had just assembled American Hi-Fi and was 
anxious to begin rehearsals when Gordon's producer, Bob Rock, invited Jones and the band to his Hawaiian studio to work on the album.  
The band's eponymous debut is a potent sonic cocktail, with a couple of fingers each of Cheap Trick, Everclaar and Superdrag, and dashes  

similarly flavored influences. The first single from the album, "Flavor of the Weak," is already a hot property, thanks in part to its clevenly con-
structed video, an homage to the cult-film classic " Heavy Metal Parking Lot." Jones wasn't clever enough to duck a call from HITS' "If I'm Lying  
Pri" Brian Baker, who thought Hi-Fi was a city in Israel.  

"I REALLY Mill HOO HRT THE HE I 1111IS DOOM I STILL DOE, FOR THAT ITIfiffEfl" 
Have you been writing songs throughout your career or is this a 
more recent development? 
It's definitely more recently. In Letters to Cleo, I wrote some stufl—I might 
have contributeo the verse or the bridge—but never a whole song start-
to-finish. This is a totally new thing for me. 
What inspired you to start writing? 
Boredom from being on the road.. .getting together with my friends in 
a drunken stupor and deciding that we needed to be in a band. I had 
no idea if I could sing, but we just figured that we had to take a shot. 
What was the evolution of the material on the album? 
It was kind of random. 1 was trying to be cryptic with my lyrics, but I 
really didn't know what the hell I was doing—I still don't, for that mat-
ter. The songs started taking shape when we got to Maui and Bob 
started working with us, although some of them are exactly like the 
demo versions we first recorded. i learned you oont have to be so 
cryptic; You can actually say, "I'm having a bad f**king day, ' and it's 
OK. You don't have to hide it behind some metaphor. 
What did Bob Rock bring to American Hi-Fi? 
Bob and I hit it off immediately. I remember at one point thinking, "Oh my 
God, what have I gotten myself into?" But he was great about using that 
nervous energy and getting it on tape. There is a pile of guitar tracks on 
every song, but there's also a sense of a band rocking out. It doesn't 
sound too slick. VVe didn't want to make a raw record, but we didn't want 

to be glossy either. We found a gam middle ground, anti Hub was a big 
part of that. There are a lot of mistakes on the album, and we'd say. 
"Should we redo that?' and Bob would say, "No, leave it in, that's rock & 
roll." He was definitely the best producer I've ever worked with. 
How did the video wind up with the "Heavy Metal Parking Lot" motif? 
That was all director Chris Applebaum. We got a bunch of video treat-
ments that were totally stupid. We got to Chris' and the first line was: 
"American Hi-Fi will live and exist in 'Heavy Metal Parking Lot. - We were 
laughing and screaming. We were big fans of the film, and Chris nailed 
it. It's a joy to see. I said to Chris, before we got the treatment, " Look, 
I don't want to make a video of us playing live in some hip room with a 
bunch of hip people jumping around.' I wanted to do something differ-
ent, which is hard these days, especially since we didn't have a gaziliion-
dollar budget. I don't know how were going to top it. If we make anoth-
er one we're going to have to be really clever. Or maybe we'll just make 
a really dumb video next time. 
You've been out on the road since late last year, well ahead of the 
album hitting the stores. What was the strategy behind that? 
That was something we just wanted to dc. We don't want to be just a 
radio band; we want to play and let people see that we're a real rock & 
roll band. Also, we haven't had that much experience touring.., it's not 
like we've been slugging it out in the van for three years. We wanted to 
get out and play before shit started nappening for real.w

TELL ME, DID VENUS BLOW YOUR MIND?: As expected, after a month, 
Stevie Nicks "Planets Of The Universe" is approaching chart dominance. 
The record goes Top 10 this week and word from KBCO, where Stevie 
stopped by for a " Studio C" session, was very positive. PD Scott Arbough: 
"Stevie was great. She was gracious with the listeners who came to meet 
her. For me, there's been no better ' Studio C' moment." " Planets..." is cur-
rently spinning at KFOG, KBCO, KMTT, WXRT, KXST, KKMR, WKOC and 
most everywhere else... Speaking of KBCO, the station had one of several 
incredible APM Winter Books: #2 12+ with a 6.4. Not too shabby, but check 
out these breakouts: They're #1 25-54. They're also # 1 18-34 (practically 
unheard of for an APM), jumping 6.4-9.0 (!!) in that cell. Wait, there's more! 
KBCO also has the # 1 18-34 MORNING SHOW Op in Denver. (Bigtime props 
to host Brett Saunders.) When asked how all this made him feel, Scott 
replied: " How do you think I feel!?" He's right. Dumb question. KMTT had 
its best book in a year, rising 2.7-3.3 12+ and KTCZ went 2.7-3.4 12+. PD 
Lauren MacLeash: "We went from 11' to 4'' place (3.6-5.2) 25-54, which 
proves what we suspected, that the Fall Book was an anomaly. We continue 

to build momentum and I'm very excited!" I wish I could 
tell you what she really said... Nearly 100,000 attended 
the eighth annual WBOS EarthFest in Boston. The show 
featured Joan Osborne, Cowboy Junkies, Blues 
Traveler, Fisher, Double Trouble and Shawn Colvin. MD 
Amy Brooks was ecstatic. "We had the best weather, the 
best acts, the biggest and most enthusiastic crowd we've 

had in the eight years we've been doing this show," 
she said. " It was awe-inspiring"... I checked in again 
with WZEW PD Brian Hart to find out how my most 
beloved Pete Yorn record is doing. More good news: 
"We get curiosity calls every time we play ' Life On A 

Chain,- he said. "And it's been building steadily. We gave away a copy of 
the album last week and phones blew up." Coupled with the Seattle sales 
story (another 200 pieces off 11 KMTT spins this week!) and you've got some 
solid evidence this song is a hit... The phone stories continue to come in on 
Jeffrey Gaines' "In Your Eyes." KCTY MD Christopher Dean says, " More 
than half of the calls we get are for Jeffrey!" VVBOS played " In Your Eyes" 
28 (!!) times last week. And props to KFOG's Benson and Haley Jones for 
recognizing that a hit is a hit (even if it is eight-years-old) and adding the 
record this week... How cool is WRLT for adding Turin Brakes' " Underdog 
(Save Me)"? No cooler than VVVOD, KOTR and WFUV, who also came in 
this week. I've had the full-length on all day. It's a warmly acoustic album, rich 
in harmony and winning melodies. Put your ears to it. It's a keeper... In case 
you didn't know, Universal Music chief Doug Morris is one of the most suc-
cessful record execs of the last 10 years. One of his secrets has been finding 
regional bands with radio support and legit sales stories, and translating that 
into national success. Bands like matchbox twenty, 3 Doors Down and 
Godsmack all began with one radio station in one market supporting a local 
act. 3 Doors Down broke out of Biloxi, MS, after being the # 1 reacting song 
on WCPR, and Bob Schneider is following the same path. Forget KGSR's 
uniqueness and put Schneider in context with these other acts. If you gave 
him a fraction of the attention that KGSR has, we could be breaking anoth-
er new artist. Wouldn't that be fun!?. ... Look for a four-star Rolling Stone 
review of the new R.E.M. album and watch them live on Letterman on 5/15. 
Are you playing " Imitation Of Life" as much as you should be?... There's a 
nice buzz building on Shea Seger's song " Last Time." RCA apparently made 
the right move switching singles. Speaking of, get Suzy Changar to send you 
a copy of the video for David Gray's "Please Forgive Me." It's fantastic... 
Finally, thanks to James Evans for hooking me up with awesome floor seats 
for the first of U2's three-night L.A. stand. After over 20 years, they are as 
passionate, vital and relevant as ever. That may explain why they remain such 
an important core artist for us...

SCOTT ARBOUGH: 
KBCO PD feeling the 
love in Denver! 
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Ours "Distorted Lullabies" (DreamWorks): 

Here's hoping the soaring, passionate melodies 

and glorious vocals on this New York band's 

debut represent a developing PoMo trend. 
Frontman-songwriter Jimmy Gnecco's power-

ful pipes may recall Jeff Buckley crossed with 
  Thom Yorke, but his anthemic material—co-
produced by the great Steve Lillywhite—will be hard for program-

mers to resist. Tracks like the powerful lead single "Sometimes," disc 
opener " Fallen Souls," the wrenching " Medication" and " Bleed" 
throw down with a commitment that's rare indeed. Live with this 

album for a while and you won't want to live without it. (S.G.) 

Sum 41 "All Killer No Filler" (Island/IDJ): 

Snotty skate punks Sum 41 barely crack the 30 
minute mark with 12 songs—plus an apocalyp-

tic warning to open the disc. " Heavy metal and 
mullets, it's how we were raised. Maiden and 

Priest were the gods that we praised," the four 
members sing on the first single " Fat Lip." The 

track mixes a pop-punk, hook-laden chorus with crunchy metal riffs 

and rap-rock verses that owe a little to the Beastie Boys. Through 
the " No Filler" half-hour, the Toronto-based quartet freely swerves 
from the neo-punk of Blink-182 to bong-rattling stoner rock of the 

'70s, especially on " Motivation." (J.D.) 

• Treble Charger 'Wide Awake Bored" (Nettwerk): 
On its third album, this Canadian guitar-pop band 

balances contemplative lyrics with a vigorous 

approach. The first single, "American Psycho," is a 

punk/pop anthem with a chant-along chorus that 

will be imprinted in one's head. Meanwhile, 

Business" comes across like Goldfinger, with a 
short vocal intro that's quickly followed by amphetamine-injected guitars 

and harmonies, coupled with a smashing backbeat. But it's the lush guitars

FRUSTRATIONS ARE EVERYWHERE: For the longest time since I 
took this job a year ago March, I'd almost eliminated that so-frustrat-
ed-I'm-gonna-burst feeling I used to have all the time over the course 
of the decade I spent programming radio. No more bad GMs, idiot 
Sales Managers, occasional lazy jocks or whatever. Rather, I was in a 
creative place that functioned pretty much on the same theme I used 
within the walls of a station: Get your job done well and on time, be 
entertaining and don't jeopardize the reputation of :he organization— 
and I couldn't care less the manner in which you get it accomplished. 
In short, I trusted my staff members to be mature and to do tne right 
thing. I just believe creative people function best that way. So, I'm 
obviously pretty happy here writing this column, talking zo radio 
about hit music, doin' the L.A. hang a couple of nights a week, devel-
oping an actual persona! life, etc. What I've also begun to realize, 
though, is that no matter what you're doing, it has its inherent frus-
trat'ons. In this gig, it's when I'm chatting with radio programmers and, 
for whatever reason, they've already made up their mind that a par-
ticular song is a stiff—regardless of the facts. Now, I realize that I was-
n't the easiest guy to deal with, either, when I was in radio (as my part-
ner here Liz Montalbano reminds me constantly), but I at least tried 
to keep an open mind about the tunes and never say never. Why? 
Because NOBODY hears them all. With that in rind and the under-
standing that the way I function here (whether my bosses like it or not) 
is rothing but fact-based and without a specific agenda whatsoever 
other than relaying the truth to fellow PDs and MIDs (yes, I still think of 
myself that way), here are a 4ew of my current " frustrations." The fol-
lowing are absolute hits that some of you just refuse to yield to. Aar-
rgghh... Case, "Missing You": A classic example of using the chart to 
justify rejecting a smash. Yes, the record is just inching up the chart. 
Gotta be a stiff, right? Wrong. Rather, do your homework, and you'll 
discover that the early believers in this record are now, after months 
of this jam being a power, slowing the rotation. Hence, the total spins 
(on which the chart is based) appear to be wavering. The fact is, 
though, that almost every station that has played this record reports 
that it is the real deal—especially in research. Now Top 10 callout for 
Ar glo-sensitive WNVZ Norfolk, Latin-sensitive tt7FM San Antonio, 
and African American-sensitive 92Q Baltimore. Add to that a Top 10 
album debut this week, and phone stories everywhere, and I just don't 
get what the problem is. VVnich makes it very rust rating for a record 
that sounds like such an obvious hit to me... R. Kelly, " Fiesta": First, 
the album is now triple-Platinum, which means that your auoience has 
voted-3 million times—with their wallets. Second, the cut 's up over 
170 spins this week at Crossover radio and now firmly lodged in the 
Top 10. That kinda stuff ust doesn't happen with stiffs. Third, it's also 
getting 77x a week rotation at Eric Bradley's 1896. So, Rhythm peo-
ple, don't fall back on the 'he's too urban" mantra, OK? And lastly, 
after a full weekend of club-hopping (and not getting lucky, I might 
add—another f-ustration), I can assure you that " Fiesta" moves peo-
pie. And isn't that what it's all about? Again, veri frustrating... 112, 
"Peaches & Cream": So, how many radio shows do these guys have 
to do to get the benefit of the doubt? I don't know about you, but 
they were great and received terrific audience resrponse at the last one 
of those things I put on Plus, the spins on this tune are now escalat-
ing big-time (power rotation at WLLD, #6 Most-Played at IPVVR 106, 
aid on and on), and the LP remains in the national Top 20 after being 
out for weeks—a sure sign that this cut is connecting. If not, the album 
would be going south by now. C'mon, admit it—you know how this 
deal works, and you know that last statement is true. Frustrating, frus-
trating... 3LW, " Playas Gon' Play": Then there are the times you just 
have to go with your ears and gut and put it on This is one of those. 
"No More" was a terrific struggle at radio that eventually worked for 
nearly everyone, and these young ladies don't deserve to go through 
tnat again. PS: In case you haven't noticed, adds in the last two weeks 
include KUBE, WBTS and KOBT, and their debut LP is now almost 
Platinum. Again, there's just something about listeners throwing down 
hard-earned cash in a soft economy that gets my attention... Wow, I 
feel better already. Thanks for indulging me and letting me go off 
about the hits. Now, to further ease my frustrations, I'm gonna go get 
a cocktail. Shocker, huh? Until next week... C-va.. 
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Blue—blazes.

The event is scheduled for 5/19 
and will offer workshops, featuring Luther Vandross, Ron 
Isley, Jimmy Jam & Terry Lewis and Avant. LL Cool J is the 
keynote speaker and homeboys Public Announcement will 
perform, along with Tamia and Yolanda Adams. The event 
will be held at the Hyatt Regency Hotel... Kenny Blanks, 
former co-star of Robert Townsend's "The Parent Hood," 
recently finished working on the soundtrack to "Carmen," 
starring Destiny's Child's Beyoncé Knowles in her acting 
debut. The soundtrack includes music from Mos Def, 
Wyclef Jean, Lil Bow Wow, Da Brat, Jermaine Dupri and 
Rah Digga. Check for the movie next week on MTV..
