This month a console is again featured in

A.R.C. Chuck Dachis, well known in Hallicrafters
collector circles, contributed this cover story on
the RCA Model 816K -a sixteen -tube, seven -
band superheterodyne with many other features.
Chuck sought out this particular model for resto-
ration because he had one as a teenager. The
one he found was in poor condition, and the
result of his restoration is shown in his article.

On his subscription renewal coupon, Michael
Kitner indicated that he could write an article on
the RCA Theremin, an electronic musical instru-
ment made in the late 1920s. For some time I had
hoped for an article on this unique device, and I
happily responded "yes" to his offer. Although the
Thetemin is not a radio, it creates sounds using
two radio frequency oscillators, one at about 175
kHz and the other at about 420 kHz. We also
have included some information from a 1928
advertising pamphlet on the Theremin. (We do
read the notes many of you write on your sub-
scription coupons!)

The Antique Radio Club of Illinois' Radiofest
'90 auction is reported on this month. Although
there were a number of nice battery set items, an
RCA Nipper dog took the high bid at $1500.

Henry Rogers contributes a story on finding a
National NC-100XA look -alike in the form of a
Wells -Gardner RAO-2. Henry had his eyes open
and saved this set from the dump. It served as his
novice receiver some twenty years ago.

The Photo Review includes a German crystal
set, a Japanese motor -boat novelty radio as well
as the usual battery and AC sets.

Under the Restoration Topics banner, Ron
Ramirez contributes his first "Ron's Radio Rectifi-
cations" this month. Here Ron covers testing
problem tubes and obtaining hard -to -find compo-
nent values.

Part 2 of the Olde Tyme Radio Services Direc-
tory in this month's issue covers services from
business cards to ham radio repair. Please let
A.R.C. or Andrew Mooradian know of any errors
in the listing, any additional listings, or any out-
dated listings.

In Radio Ramblings, Jerry Simpson continues
the collector/dealer discussion. As with most
dealers, his selling activity grew out of an exten-
sive collecting history; he continues to collect.

The RCA Model 816K
Rebirth of a Grand Old Classic

When we received the fol-
lowing article from Chuck
Dachis, `The Hallicrafter Col-
lector," we naturally assumed
that it would be about one of his
prized Hallicrafters. However,
you may be intrigued, as we
were, to read instead a nostal-
gic story about Chuck's first
serious restoration of an RCA
816K console and chassis.

After describing the restora-
tion of this set in his adoles-
cence, he tells of a basket case
RCA 816K chassis which he
recently located and restored.

Since the writing of this ar-
ticle, Chuck has acquired a
third 816K, coincidentally
through an ad in A.R.C. This lat-
est find was complete, with a
cabinet and chassis; it has
been carefully restored and is
shown in Figure 1. (Editor)

No it's not a Hallicrafters, the
RCA 816K is very special to
me. As a teenager (about a
hundred years ago), I bought
one at the local Salvation Army
store for $1.00, my whole
week's allowance! The 816K is
special because it marked a
shift in my relationship with ra-
dio, and it was responsible for
my lifelong interest in collecting
and restoring.

Until I had purchased this
set, my interest was in tearing radios apart. But,
when I saw the grandeur of this old giant, I

couldn't tear it up. Instead, I wanted to make it
work. I did, and it became one of my prized
possessions during adolescence. However, I

sold it about two years later, to help finance the
purchase of my first automobile.

For those not familiar with the 816K, it is a
sixteen -tube, seven -band AM and shortwave
console of 1938 vintage. The set is shown in
Figure 1. It covers shortwave from 1.9 to 22 MHz
in two general coverage bands, as well as 49, 31,
25, and 19 meters in four "spread bands." Each
band has its own dial scale segment individually
lighted as it is selected.

Its hi-fi audio section uses a pair of 6L6's in

push-pull with a 6F6 as a driver, and it i$ capable
of 30 watts power output. There are three IF
stages, an AFC circuit, and a couple of stages of
tuned RF. It also has electric motorized tuning, a
"Magic" tuning eye and a "Sonic Arc Magic
Voice" speaker. In addition, it incorporates the
"Magic Brain" circuitry that RCA heavily adver-
tised.

It is interesting to note that most of the adver-
tising for RCA and other brands of that time used
the word "magic" often in describing features of
their products. After all, in 1938 radio was still
somewhat magical and not well understood by
the general public.

Since selling the first 816K some thirty years
ago, I had not seen or owned another one al -

though I have had many dreams about it. About
six months ago while caught in the clutches of an
acute nostalgia attack, I decided that I had to
have another one. I advertised in Antique Radio
Classified and was offered a chassis three days
after the ad had appeared.

The deal almost fell through because the man
I purchased it from was embarrassed by the
radio's poor condition and the absence of the
cabinet and speaker. He had salvaged the chas-
sis from a neighbor's trash pile but was too late to
save the cabinet from being chopped up for fire-
wood. The speaker, along with the audio output
transformer, had gone to the city dump!

I was thrilled to have found the chassis at least
and convinced him to sell it to me regardless of
its condition. My excitement during its seven-day
UPS journey was almost unbearable.

It finally arrived and was just as described -a
real basket case! There were no tubes, and
some of the small components had been clipped
out while others hung by one lead. Not to men-
tion the quarter -inch of oil and grease on the

chassis, the shorted power
transformer and the open audio
driver transformer! Fortunately,
the IF, RF, and electric tuning
sections were intact. To rea-
waken this sleeping giant
would be a real challenge, and I
could hardly wait to start the
project!

After gently placing the set
on my workbench, I stood there
staring at it in awe for about an
hour. I was suddenly back in
1958 and feeling emotions
about that period of my life that
I had thought were forgotten.
But, that's another story. Let's
get to the restoration.

I began by doing a prelimi-

nary cleaning and close as-
sessment of the condition of the
physical and major electrical
parts. Other than the power and
audio driver transformers, the
parts were all in good shape.
The power supply was my first
concern.

A trip to my junk box yielded
a power transformer of proper
size, shape, and voltage, with
the exception of a 24 -volt wind-
ing to power the tuning motor. I
carefully cut the leads to the old
transformer at its case, re-
moved it, and installed the re-

placement using the same mounting holes. The
leads on the replacement were not long enough
to reach all the tie points without splicing, and I do
not like the looks of spliced wires. On one of the
transformer bolts, I installed a terminal strip and
wired the new part to the existing leads. The ter-
minal strip looked good, and the wires were se-
curely installed.

Next, I installed a small 24 -volt filament trans-
former to power the tuning motor and a filter
choke of proper ratings to replace the missing
speaker field coil. Yes, both came from the junk
box!

The old top -mounted, canister style, wet
electrolytic capacitors were still on the chassis,
but they totally shorted. Rather than remove
these parts, which would make the chassis aes-
thetically incomplete, I soldered an insulated ter-
minal lug on each and installed new electrolytics
under the chassis using the terminals as tie
points to preserve original appearance. The
power supply was now complete.

The next step was to check

the small components starting
with the paper and wax bypass
capacitors. For each, I carefully
desoldered the terminal holding
one of the leads, then I checked
it on the high range of a good
analog VOM (the digital type
does not work well for this test).
These capacitors are almost
always bad, typically having a
leakage resistance of 100K
ohm to 10 megohm. I replaced
twenty-seven of them. Carefully
removing all old lead material
from the terminal, I installed the
new parts in the space the old
one had occupied, keeping the
new leads as short as possible.

Next to bypass capacitors,
resistors are the biggest culprit
in degrading the performance
of old equipment. They may
look good, but it is not unusual to find many of
them 50 to 200 percent higher than the marked
value. I replaced fourteen in this set.

Much of the wiring was color -coded to aid in
circuit tracing. The brightly -colored blue, green,
red, yellow and black insulation on these wires
was made of genuine rubber, which had become
brittle and in many places had fallen off causing
short circuits. While replacing capacitors and
resistors, I also replaced these wires with new
Teflon -coated wire of proper color. My excite-
ment was increasing as the set approached
completion.

I added a universal audio output transformer
under the chassis and carefully removed the
open audio driver transformer. This transformer
was potted, so in order to keep the original ap-
pearance, I baked the transformer until the in-
nards fell out of the case, replacing them with a
new, open -frame transformer mounted in the old
case.

Another trip to the junk box provided a com-
plete set of all metal tubes, which I anxiously
tested and inserted in the proper sockets. (My
junk box is very large!) I had not applied power
since the initial test of the original power trans-
former. The moment of truth was at hand. Would
it work or smoke?

Having replaced all of the components that
would have been sensitive to the sudden applica-
tion of B+, I did not think it necessary to bring the
power up slowly on the Variac, but I did it any-
way. As I approached 100 volts, the background
color of the magic tuning eye turned green and
the speaker started producing noise. At 120 volts
I was listening to an old Glen Miller tune on one of
the local nostalgia stations - how appropriate. It
worked! - and rather well on all bands.

All that was left was to finish cleaning the
chassis and do the IF and RF alignment. Using
mineral spirits, I cleaned the oil and grease off
the chassis, which over the years had protected it
from corrosion. Amazingly, the IF and RF sec -

Lions needed very little adjustment.
In my frenzy to restore this set, I totally forgot

to take the "before" photos. The photos shown in
Figures 2 through 4 are of the restored "basket
case" chassis. The total time spent on this resto-
ration was about sixty hours, and I enjoyed every
second of it. At age fifty-two, this giant is alive,
awake, and once again pulling magic voices from
the ether.

The Collector/Dealer -A Second Opinion

Perhaps this article should have been entitled
"Another Second Opinion," since the topic has
been the subject of ongoing discussion in several
previous A.R.C. issues.

The position of collector/dealer is controversial
by nature, but the author succeeds in addressing
the issue from a perspective of tolerance and
understanding. (Editor)

My obsession with old radios began nearly
thirteen years ago when my wife brought home a
small, Bakelite Airline radio she had found for fifty
cents at a garage sale. Although I had been in
consumer electronics for several years, this radio
was indeed something different for me. After I
had repaired it and cleaned it up, I was hooked.

The next step was obvious - I wanted more!
The excitement for me was not in possessing the
radios as much as in the process of finding them,
repairing the electronics and refinishing the cabi-
nets, if necessary.

I put the word out to friends, family, thrift
shops, antique dealers, etc. I started doing the
swap meet and garage sale circuits. I also dis-
covered other enthusiasts who shared my ro-
mance with old radios.

After a time, I found myself repairing radios for
other people - dealers, friends and other collec-
tors. They liked my work, both the electronics
and cabinet restoration. Whether the radio was
my own or someone else's, there was still that
thrill and excitement of bringing back to life this
relic of the past. And, of course, the extra money
allowed me to increase the size and quality of my
own collection.

Time passed and my hobby had grown to a
point where I reached a crossroad. I was working
a full-time regular job plus spending most of my
off -time in the garage working on radios, both my
own and others. Something had to go. I either
had to give up my hobby completely or quit my

regular job and make a living on old radios.
It's been about four years now since I entered

the antique radio field full-time. Although I'm not
getting rich, I make a living. I guess I am one of
those people who carry the label "dealer," which
seems to leave a bad taste in some collectors'
mouths. But it is true - I am a dealer; I buy, sell,
trade, restore, etc. I make a profit in this field, but
I work hard for it.

I'm still a collector as well because I have a
collection; there are certain types of radios I want
for myself. As a collector/dealer, I personally feel
very lucky that I am able to earn a living doing
something that I love so much.

The same ethical code that I value as a collec-
tor and as an individual also applies to me as a
dealer. I'm a person first. If I'm an honest and fair
person, I'll be an honest and fair collector or
dealer.

This principle works the same on both sides of
the coin. In fact, there is probably more pressure
on the dealers/collectors because they are more
visible to the public eye. Word travels fast (espe-
cially if it's negative), and the label "dealer" al-
ways goes with the negative words.

It seems prejudicial to me. If we are going to
make judgments of people, and we will, let's do it
on an individual basis, without labels. We are all
different, with different interests, different levels
of honesty. Some are purists, others are not.
Some sell too high, others too low. Some are
more knowledgeable; others are less inexperi-
enced. Some are too agressive, others not
enough. Does it make some right and others
wrong? I don't think so. It just makes us different
from each other. But there is room for all of us to
share the excitement and interest of this hobby in
harmony together.

The Theremin
Electronic Music from the Radiola Era

Never let it be said that there's nothing new
under the sun. That includes the field of elec-
tronic music.

Way back in 1927, Leon Theremin, a physicist
with an interest in music, came to the U.S.A. from
his native Russia. He brought with him some
unique ideas for using the electron and vacuum
tubes to produce music.

One of his inventions, which he called the
"Aetherphon," later known as the Theremin,
caught the attention of the Radio Corporation of
America (RCA). During 1928 and 1929, RCA
produced a few Theremins (one is shown in Fig-
ure 1), billed as "An Absolutely New Unique
Musical Instrument Anyone Can Play." I do not
know how many Theremins were actually built by
RCA, but there were certainly fewer than 200.

HEARD BUT SELDOM SEEN

The instrument never caught on with the gen-
eral public because it is very difficult to play, and
few musicians could master it.

Although few people today are aware of its ex-
istence, most have unknowingly heard a Ther-
emin at one time or another. Its eerie music
embellishes the sound tracks of many motion
pictures, including Spellbound, Lost Weekend,
The Spiral Staircase, and a host of B horror flicks
from the 1950s. The Beach Boys used a Ther-
emin in their first million -selling single, "Good Vi-
brations."

I had my first introduction to
a Theremin when a guest dem-
onstrated one on the old "I've
Got A Secret" TV quiz show
starring Gary Moore. The
guest's secret was, can play
a musical instrument without
touching it."

To play a Theremin the musi-
cian moves the right hand
closer to or further from an an-
tenna rod to vary the frequency
of the sound, and the left hand
closer to or further from an an-
tenna loop to set the volume.
Indeed, this aspect of the Ther-
emin sets it apart from all other
musical instruments.

Although it is not the first
musical instrument to use elec-
tronics in its operation, the Th-
eremin may be the first such
instrument made commercially
available.

HOW IT WORKS

The underlying principle of the Theremin is
that of "body capacitance" whereby any object
- it this case the human body - when brought
into -he vicinity of an electrical circuit, adds some
electrical capacitance to that circuit. In the Ther-
emin, the outputs of two radio frequency oscilla-

tors, operating at slightly different frequencies,
are combined, and the resulting difference 'in
frequency is amplified and fed to a loudspeaker.
This is the familiar heterodyne principle used in
superhet radio receivers except that the differ-
ence in frequency in the Theremin is in the audio
range rather than in hundreds of kilohertz.

The Frequency Controller. The audio signal
generating portion of the Theremin consists of
two Meissner oscillators, each using a Type 27
triode tube and operating near 175 kHz. The
variable frequency or "pitch control" oscillator is
tuned by a large coil and its associated distrib-

uted capacitance. Connected to this coil is a
small vertiml rod called the pitch contro rod,
which projects from the right top of the Theremin
cabinet, as shown in Figure 2.

Due to trbe small amount of fixed capacitance
in the resonant circuit of the oscillator, a hand
p aced near the pitch control rod causes a con-
siderable change in the period of oscillation cf
the circuit. This variable frequency RF signal is
combined with the RF output of the other fixed
frequency oscillator. The resulting difference in
frequency, which ranges from the lowest note cf
the loudspeaker to about 1400 Hz (aoout 3 1/2
octaves), is the audio signal.

The actual combining takes place in a Type 24
tetrode tube, one signal being fed to the control

grid and the other to the screen grid of the tube.
The audio signal from the combining stage is
amplified and controlled by the use of a Type 27
triode tube and a Type 71 power amplifier tube.

The Volume Controller. A second circuit
comprises the volume control portion of the Ther-
emin. The control element for this function is a
metal loop projecting from the left side of the
cabinet, also shown in Figure 2. Placing a hand
near this loop causes the volume output of the
Theremin to drop to almost zero. This indirect,
seemingly "magic" control, is achieved in a
unique way.

The volume control loop is connected to the
coi. of a resonant circuit, again with a very small
capacitance, so that placing a hand near the loop
causes the resonant frequency of the circuit to
shift substantially. Coupled to this circuit is an-
other oscillator using a Type 71 tube which oscil-
lates above the self -resonant frequency of the
volume control circuit (about 420 kHz). Wound
around the coil in the volume control circuit is a
small pickup coil. This second coil is connected
to the filament of a Type UX120 tube whose plate
circuit is in series with the plate circuit of the
audio voltage amplifier Type 27 tube.

When the volume control circuit resonant fre-
quency is brought near the oscillator frequency
by moving the hand away from the loop, suffi-
cient energy is induced into the pickup coil to light
the filament of the Type UX120 tube. The result-
ing plate current in the voltage amplifier tube al-
lows the audio signal to pass on to the Type 71
power amplifier tube and the speaker. With this
arrangement, the musician can control the loud-
ness of the tones produced by the movement of
his left hand while his right hand controls the
pitch.

Power for all the Theremin circuitry is provided
by a socket power unit similar to that employed in
many Radiola AC radio receivers of the day. The
chassis and tube layout of the RCA Theremin
can be seen in the rear view shown in Figure 3.
The schematic diagram is shown in Figure 4.

From the foregoing descrip-
tion, you can see that the per-
former becomes an active and
critical component of the electri-
cal circuitry of the Theremin, an
aspect that I find particularly ap-
pealing.

THE REAL THING

The Theremin shown in this
article is the Model AR -1264
which I located in Baltimore,
Maryland. So far as I know, the
AR -1264 is the only model pro-
duced by RCA - anyone know
differently?

The instrument was and still
is in excellent operating condi-
tion, and it is indeed difficult to
play. A great deal of concentra-
tion is required to produce the
desired pitch, since the hands
must move in thin air with no

tangible surfaces to provide a reference point.
Still, playing it is a lot of fun, particularly if I can
coax a pianist to suffer through the squawking,
wavering, out -of -tune noises that I produce.

Those readers interested in hearing a Ther-
emin played well may be able to locate one of
several recordings made of the instrument over
the years. RCA Victor recorded several
Orthophonic discs of Theremin with piano ac-
companiment during the 1920s and 1930s. Later,
in the mid -1950s, Columbia produced a few 78s
and an LP of original music for Theremin with
vocal and instrumental accompaniment.

For those who think they've heard it all, the
Theremin has, surprisingly, made it to compact
disc format in a recording featuring a truly gifted
artist, Clara Rockmore, playing the instrument,
with Nadia Reisenberg providing piano accom-
paniment. The intonation and phrasing that
Rockmore achieves with the Theremin are quite
astounding.

Wells -Gardner (National) RAO-2
Rios Radio Revisited

BY HENRY ROGERS

During World War II, manu-
facturers of nonmilitary prod-
ucts were often contracted to
build equipment for the war ef-
fort. You might find a Vibroplex-
type speed key built by the
Lionel Company or a Colt .45
automatic pistol built by the
Singer Sewing Machine Com-
pany.

As an example in the radio
industry, Wells -Gardner, a ra-
dio manufacturer with trade
names such as Arcadia, Fide-
litone, Gulbransen, and True -
tone, was one of the companies
contracted to build RAO type
communications receivers.
Even though the design be-
longed to National Radio Com-
pany and the majority of parts Figureused to build the sets were
manufactured by National, Wells -Gardner built
many of the receivers.

My unexpected introduction to the hybrid prod-
uct of this strange merger came in 1969. I had
just started my first job as a substitute mail carrier
for the Mira Vista Post Office in California. My
duties were to travel to different branches and
deliver mail routes for absent carriers.

On one particularly busy day, I had been sort-
ing mail all morning and couldn't leave the office

THE NATIONAL NC-100XA
The National NC-100XA is an eleven -

tube superhetrodyne receiver, speaker
not included. A self-contained power sup-
ply provides all necessary voltages, in-
cluding speaker field excitation.

Separate RF and audio -gain controls
and a signal strength meter are mounted
on the panel.

until 11 A.M. Starting that late, I was sure it would
take all afternoon to complete the route. But,
after only one hour, I had delivered one whole
block and the truck was half empty. My confi-
dence was up.

I had started the next block and was ready to
make another delivery when I was amazed to
see what appeared to be a National NC-100XA
(See Figure 1) sitting in the grease -laden, weed -
lined driveway of the next residence. Walking
over to the set, I lifted the slightly battered lid. The
interior was filled with several small rocks rather
than the normal vacuum tubes!

Leaving this newly -found treasure, I walked up
the steps to the door, thinking to myself, "I could
fix that up easily!" I knocked and when the door
opened, I blurted out, "Here's your mail. Say, do
you know who owns that radio?" as I pointed to
the black hulk in the driveway.

"Why, do you want it?" was the reply.
"I sure do!"
"Take it! It's yours!"
I thought, "It's amazing what a uniform will do

for you."
Loading the "National" into the mail truck, I

proceeded with the delivery of the block. I com-
pleted the entire route in record time.

"Perfect," I thought to myself. "I'll take this
receiver down to Rios. He'll have the parts and
tubes to get it going."

Of course, I meant Phil Rios, my friend and
instructor in the art of radio repair. He was a TV
repairman who still called his business "Rios
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Radio."
Phil opened his repair shop just after World

War II in the Bay Area of California. He was a
large man with curly, salt and pepper hair. He
wore rimless bifocal spectacles over which he
wou d toss disconcerting looks when annoyed.

His shop was not the typical TV repair busi-
ness in either locale or atmosphere. It shared a
common wall with Baroni's Bait Shop, thereby
attracting a clientele of mixed interests. Phil's
habit of saving almost everything meant the
place was stacked with old TV's, parts, and half -
stripped chassis, even though he had donated
several items like old battery radios to the
Richmond Museum over the years.

Two complete sets of Rider's Manuals and
shelves of boxed vacuum tubes were among the
other treasures. His test equipment was mostly
oak, leatherette or wrinkled finished.

In one corner of the shop stood a stately, old
Sonora Victrola, while in another, a Coke ma-
chine churned away. To the rear, a 1940
audiophile's dream would sometimes spin out
Offenbach.

When I pulled up with the "National," I found
Phil in the rear of his shop. Clouds of white
smoke billowed out of the back of the TV he
appeared to be working on. I thought that a
customer's set was really causing him some
trouble. But, a closer look revealed that Phil was
in the process of grilling a steak inside the gutted
out cabinet!

"It's the only damn thing they're good for," was
his greeting. "Oh, what've you got there?" he
asked with some show of interest.

"It looks like a National NC-100XA, but the tag
says Wells -Gardner," I answered.

"They contracted out a lot of radios during the
War. It's probably all National parts put together
by Wells -Gardner." Phil always knew what he
was talking about.

The receiver did turn out to be an RAO-2 built
for National by Wells -Gardner to fulfill a govern-
ment contract for general coverage receivers
during World War II. The RAO-2 is basically a
National NC-100XA with an extra RF amplifier
stage.

To house the additional chassis and circuitry,
the cabinet was extended three inches to the

rear. This bolt -on sheet metal section, shown in
Figure 2, matched very well.

With two RF stages and two IF stages with
crystal filter, the RAO-2 is a good performer. Like
all National receivers, the mechanical design is
superb. The coils are mounted in a cast alloy box
which is moved into position via a rack and pinion
driven by the band switch knob.

Unlike the NC-100XA, the RAO-2 dial pointer
does not change position to indicate which band
is being tuned. A rotating indicator plate sur-
rounding the band switch does the job instead,
as shown in Figure 1. There are other minor dif-
ferences, but almost all the major components
are made by National.

I told Phil how I had come by this receiver and
said that I needed some tubes.

"Go ahead and look through the boxes. I have
to finish this steak. It's lunch, you know!"

When it came to lunches, I did know. Having
worked summers for Phil when I was in school
and having gone with him on many service calls,
I remember that we always made time for great
lunches.

I found the necessary tubes and installed
them in the set. I was deciding what to do next
when the anticipation grew to be too much. I had
to power the set up! I turned the switch to "On,"
the dial lights lit up, but - not a sound from the
external speaker- Nothing!

By the time Phil's attention turned from lunch, I
had already removed the bottom cover.

"Measure the voltage here," he suggested.
I did.
"Now measure there."
I did.
"You've got an open output transformer." Phil

was a master troubleshooter.
We installed a new output transformer and the

RAO-2 crackled with new life.
"Sounds like it will be a good set," Phil said.

"Run it for a few weeks to dry out the moisture
and then align it. You may be replacing some
caps too."

That was over twenty years ago. Now the
RAO-2 is seldom used, though it did have a good
run. I used it as my novice receiver, contacting
stations all over the U. S. and Canada. Later, it
served as a general coverage standby receiver.

A letter and photograph sent to National Radio
Company resulted in return correspondence
which included a schematic and identification of
the set. The alignment turned the RAO-2 into
quite a performer, sensitive and fairly selective.
My only serious complaint was the extremely
high -geared tuning rate which made CW tuning
difficult.

In 1989, I saw Phil for the last time. We met at
Lasher's in Berkeley, California - for a great
lunch, of course - and Phil reflected on his long
career. "I'm still patching up TV's. I've been at it
for almost forty-five years now."

Then, in November, I received word that Phil
had been struck by a car in front of his shop. He
died in the hospital two days later. He was sev-
enty-four -a great troubleshooter to the end.

Ron's Radio Rectifications
BY RON RAMIREZ

Ron Ramirez, has submitted the following
"case histories" regarding radio problems he has
experienced. Ron has offered to share similar
radio repair tips in this column, from time to time.

Ron writes that his topics will be written with
the beginner in mind, but he hopes "old timers"
will also find them helpful.

DON'T TRUST YOUR TUBE TESTER

Tube testers are nice to have around, espe-
cially if you have the mutual conductance type.
(See box in this article). But, be warned that there
can be times when a tube will test "good" but will
not work properly in a circuit.

As an example, I once owned an RCA K-80
console, a broadcast/shortwave band, push-but-
ton console of 1939 vintage. The only reason I
bought it was that my wife liked it, and she does
not usually like old radios. The thing she liked
about it was its red velour grille cloth obviously
not original!

After checking the set over on the bench, I

"recapped" it; that is, I replaced all paper and
filter capacitors. I had tested all tubes and they all
checked "good." So I tried it out. The set
squealed (oscillated) badly.

I was puzzled. I looked over my work, and
everything was hooked up correctly. So, what
could the problem be? Remember, all of its tubes
checked "good."

I then began replacing tubes in the RF (radio
frequency) and IF (intermediate frequency)
stages with other tubes known to be "good." The
problem turned out to be a 6SK7 IF tube that
checked "good" but oscillated in the circuit. A
new 6SK7 cured the trouble.

I had similar trouble once with a Philco Model
18 [1933, BC/SW]. The volume was intermittent.
The fault turned out to be a defective 80 rectifier
tube. Again, it checked "good" but would not work
correctly in the circuit.

So remember, tube testers are handy but not
always reliable. If you have reason to suspect a
tube, even after it is tested, replace it with a tube
known to be good.

PHILCO 96 COMPONENT VALUES

A collector from Ohio called me recently to
inquire about a Philco Model 96 with which he
was having problems. The main problem was the
large filter condenser used in the 96. He needed
to know the part values, but apparently Rider's
[John Rider's Radio Services Manuals, giving
radio schematics dating back to the early
1920's.] does not give parts values for the 96!
Incidentally, many of the Philco models in Rider's
Volume / do not have their part values given.

I looked in my Rider's Most Often Needed
Radio Diagrams, 1926-1938, Volume 1, and Su-
preme manuals, but I could not help him at the
time. However, since then I have done some
research into the subject and have learned a few
things which I want to pass along to you.

Most importantly, the filter condenser can
used in the Model 96 is the same as the one used
in Models 111, 211, and the early 112 and 212.
This filter can be rebuilt and it will retain its origi-
nal appearance, if you do your work carefully. For
instructions, see my article under Restoration
Topics, "Rebuilding Philco Condensers - Part
III," AR.C., June, 1990, pp. 12-13. Figure 3 in
that article shows the condenser hookup for
Philco Part No. 3754, the condenser can used in
the Model 96 as well as in the other models
mentioned above.

In case you missed it, I am rerunning the lay-
out from this article, as shown in Figure 1. Re-
building the filter is a simple, but tedious, matter
of removing the can, taking the bottom piece off
the can, melting the old innards out with a torch,
mounting new parts on the solder lugs on the

MUTUAL CONDUCTANCE
The best all-around indication of the

effectiveness of a tube as an amplifier is
its mutual conductance, also called grid -
plate transconductance. Mutual conduc-
tance is defined as the quotient of a small
change in plate current (amperes) di-
vided by the small change in the control
grid voltage producing it. with the condi-
tion that all other voltages remain un-
changed. Mutual conductance tests.
when properly made, permit better corre-
lation between test results and actual
performance than does a straight emis-
sion test. (References: ARRL Handbook,
Section 5/3 and RCA Tube Manual.
1963. pp. 13 and 488)

side that goes into the can, putting the can back
together and installing it in the set.

As for the other parts values, look in your
Rider's Volume / at the schematic for the Philco
Model 95. While the 95 is slightly different from

the 96, mainly in the antenna circuit, the parts
values for the 95 are given in the schematic, and
you should be able to use them to service the 96.

A note to collectors who use Rider's: if you
ever need service information for the Philco 71,
please note that the resistor values for it are
given but the condenser values are not. You can
find the schematic with all parts values in the
Supreme. If you do not have the Supreme man-
ual, the schematic for the late Model 70 (above
#B-22,000) in Rider's can be used, as it is nearly
identical and contains all parts values.

To the gentleman in Ohio who called me seek-
ing help with the Philco Model 96: I am sorry, but
I do not remember your name. I hope this infor-
mation helps you as well as other collectors.

OOPS - The September Photo Review "Gilfillan" is a "Herbert Horn"
Floyd Paul writes:
The photo is indeed 1930s vintage - about

1931 plus or minus one year. However, the set
was not manufactured by the Gilfillan Brothers
Company, but by the Herbert H. Horn Radio
Manufacturing Company of Los Angeles, Calif.
Herbert Horn alone used the trade name "Tiffany
Tone."

Many collectors mistake these sets for Gilfillan
sets because of their "Gilfillan" RCA license tag.
Gilfillan held exclusive West Coast production
rights to use RCA's patents. Herbert Horn and a
number of other manufacturers were required to
assemble their chassis in the Gilfillan factory and

Gilfillan's RCA license tag was placed on the
sets. During the peak of production, about 300
sets per day were made on tour Herbert Horn
assembly lines in the Gilfillan plant.
