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E II> his year's IFA consumer 

electronics show in Berlin 

had me pondering the 

state of the UK market 

ir  and its unusual mentality. 

IFA is massive, consisting 

of twenty five or so exhi-

bition halls, some of which are as big as 

London's Olympia.The show runs for ten days 

and is packed to the rafters with both trade 

visitors and consumers alike. Presumably many 

of these people - and there were literally 

thousands - had taken a day off work to pay 

25DM (about £8) to see the latest and great-

est consumer electronics, from in-car sub-

woofers to new gaming technologies, via high 

end hi-fi and Internet villages. 

I wondered if this kind of event would be 

as successful on these shores. For three or 

four days maybe, but ten days? Somehow I 

doubt it.Yes, we get crowds at our hi-fi and 

AV shows, like Novotel in London, ' Live' or 

'Sound and Vision' at Bristol, but these are 

small fry compared to the swarms I encoun-

tered in Berlin. It seems the Germans are 

more interested in technology than we could 

ever be. 

Colleagues and manufacturers I chatted to 

from mainland Europe couldn't understand 

why the UK was one of the fastest growing 

markets for DVD players, yet sales of 

receivers and 'speaker packages were slow. It 

also came as a revelation to them that you 

could pick up a DVD player while stocking up 

with fish fingers and cans of lager at your local 

supermarket, which is how I suspect these 

DVD player sales figures were so generously 

boosted.Yet you won't find receivers or AV 

'speaker packages above the frozen peas, nei-

ther now nor ever, I fear. 

When they're done and dusted, compare 

the attendance numbers at this year's ' Live 

2001' at Birmingham's NEC to those of the 

UK Ideal Home Exhibition, I suspect the latter 

will heavily outweigh the formerThis is 

because mainland Europe simply doesn't have 

the obsession with property ownership that 

we have on our mad little island - and they're 

probably all the better for it. It is, therefore, 

harder for them to understand that whilst an 

average punter in the UK is more than happy 

to shell out £ 150 for a DVD player, £500 of 

their hard earned cash is better spent on 

home improvement than purchasing an AV 

receiver and surround sound 'speakers.Thc 

former adds value to their pride and joy, 

whilst the latter simply clutters it up 

It's something our European colleagues 

probably find hard to get their heads around, 

but the home rules your average Briton's life 

far more than his European counterpart. 

Things aren't the same when it comes to 

music, however. Hi-fi hobbyists in Britain are 

more focused on the hardware than the AV 

brigade, who don't necessarily upgrade their 

receivers or DVD players in the way that a 

dedicated audiophile would his amp or CD 

player. Specialist audio will always sell in the 

UK - as a nation we're impassioned by music 

and our recording artists and industry are 

respected throughout the world. 

This is certainly one of our better traits, 

and because of our musical heritage, ' hi-fi' will 

always sell - be it loudspeakers, amplifiers or 

midi systems. And for those who disagree, 

whilst Atomic Kitten may be groan-inducing 

chart toppers here, David Hasselhoff often 

shoots straight in at No.1 in Germany. I'm all 

for an integrated Europe, but you have to 

draw the line somewhere. •

At the recent IFA show in 

Berlin there was a press statement from EMI pledging allegiance to 

the format. As well as installing a DSD recording system at the 

company's Abbey Road studios in London, EMI have said they will 

initially release up to seventeen titles incorporating new and existing 

chart based material from the likes of Coldplay, Fun Lovin' Criminals 

and David Bowie. Add to this the fact that Virgin are also due to 

release more SACD titles towards the end of the year (Mike 

Oldfield's Tubular Bells is already available in a multichannel version) 

to include Simple Minds and Roxy Music and things certainly look 

rosy in the garden. Hopefully disc prices will start to drop accordingly.

There are plenty of loudspeakers around that are different to the 

norm, but here's a new one that really defies convention. 

Used by no less than Brian Eno in his home studio, 

the Eclipse TD 512 was developed by Fujitsu 

Ten and consists of an egg shaped 

enclosure into which sits a full 

range" drive unit. The company 

claim the design is based on 

the time domain approach 

which is, in effect, "attempting 

to return the listener to the 

point in space and time at which the recording actually occurred" 

- profound stuff indeed. The egg shape avoids any flat surfaces in 

the design and is made from a marble composite to avoid coloration.

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he Onkyo DV-S939 has some 

impressive audio and 

videophile credentials, includ-

ing the progressive scan feature so 

beloved of high-end DVD players, as 

well as a host of high-end compo-

nents in the audio chain, to make the 

most of both CD and DVD A replay. 

Onkyo regard it as a high-end audio 

and video player in equal measures, 

nothing has apparently been sacri-

ficed here, and at this price we 

should bloomin' well hope so! 

In addition to progressive scan 

the 939 has internal Dolby Digital 

decoding (but no DTS decoder), high 

quality I92/24- bit DACs and separate 

transformers for the digital and 

analogue sections. Every video output 

possible is here, including Scart with 

RGB and two component video 

outputs with progressive scan. There 

is also THX certification, where 

LucasFilm test for video quality such 

as colour transfer and edge definition 

to assess the player's audio playback 

with a two channel downmix of a 

multichannel soundtrack. 

The 939 uses the excellent 

mechanism seen in Toshiba's superb 

SD-900SE and the build is equal, if not 

better, than the Toshiba, with solid 

casework and a not inconsiderable 

weight of I I kg. 

Performance wise it's extremely 

difficult to find anything wrong with 

this player. It may cost a lot but it also 

does a lot - with aplomb. Standard 

CD sound quality equals that of a 

£1000 CD player, so you're talking a 

DVD player that actually plays CDs as 

well as, say, a Roksan Caspian CD 

player, which is no mean feat. It 

maybe doesn't have the ultra 

smoothness and intricate detail 

retrieval of the best high end CD 

players but it's a very musical sound 

devoid of the overtly mechanical 

sound found in the majority of DVD 

player, with perhaps the exception of 

a couple. With a DVD-V disc of New 

Order concerts in PCM stereo the 

939 became an accomplished 

communicator, with a fantastic pin-

sharp picture quality which was 

matched to equally sharp audio focus. 

DVD-A discs such as The Doors LA 

Woman and two channel 24-

bit/192kHz discs of Chie Ayado's Life' 

were wonderfully atmospheric and 

detailed, complete with a sound that 

managed to bring me into the music 

and beyond the novelty factor of 

surround-sound. 

The DVC-S939 is a cracking 

sounding DVD player. It has true 

audiophile playback status that's 

lacking in much of the competition, 

but you certainly pay for it.

The Onkyo has a well balanced flat 

response characteristic with a little 

filter ripple visible above 5kHz. It 

should sound pretty well balanced 

tonally, although possibly on the 

bright-ish side of things. 

The distortion characteristics 

were a little under par. At high levels 

the Onkyo DV-S939 looked 

reasonably linear but at -60dB 

distortion had risen to 0.98%, around 

three times what is normal 

nowadays. At 90dB it was 40%. The 

convertors of this player were not 

too linear by current standards and it 

may well sound a little hard or harsh 

in use. 

Channel separation was unusually 

wide in the midland, narrowing at 

high frequencies. The overall result 

was fine though. Noise was a low - 

I 22dB, probably due to muting at 

digital zero. High distortion levels had 

an impact on the EIAJ dynamic range 

figure, which came out a low 98.4dB. 

This compares badly with the current 

norm of around 108dB. Output was 

normal enough a 2V. 

The Onkyo will likely sound 

bright and just a trifle harsh at times - 

a bit CD-ish in the traditional sense 

in fact.

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he 939 is basically a DVD-A 

modified version of the 737 

with a few extras such as the 

24/192DACs, a backlit drawer and 

the odd blue LED here and there (in 

addition to the actual DVD-A mecha-

nism, of course). Both Dolby Digital 

and DTS decoders are included, ran-

dom and block video noise reduction, 

compatibility with CD-R/RW discs, a 

10-bit/54MHz video digital to ana-

logue convertor as well as multiple 

audio DACs in the shape of the com-

pany's AD 1852 24-bit/192kHz 

employed for the main left and right 

channels and 24/96 AD1854s for the 

surround channels. Build quality takes 

it above average but it's not as bulky 

and solid as the more expensive 

Onkyo. 

Connections abound and consist 

of two S-Video outputs, two Scart 

outputs and a component video with 

progressive scan capability. The usual 

analogue and digital audio outputs are 

located on the rear, too. The Japanese 

version of this machine contains an 

SACD chipset. However, we have to 

do without for the time being, 

although a truly universal machine is 

promised soon from Pioneer.

compressed sounding and hard on the 

ear. A highly competent dedicated 

CD player takes this recording by the 

scruff of the neck and gives it a good 

dusting down; unfortunately no such 

luck here. However. Paul VVeller's 

'Stanley Road' had all the drive, 

control and detail found in a good 

quality midpriced CD player. Bass was 

firm and fast and the overall sound of 

the 939 with CDs was one of 

rhythmic emphasis as opposed to 

lyrical fluidity. 

Moving on to DVD-V discs in the 

form of New Order's ' 316' and 

Bruckner's 8th symphony conducted 

by Pierre Boulez on a TDK disc, the 

939 delivered good picture quality 

with a detailed sound. 

The two channel 24/192 

recording of Chie Ayado's overtly 

wobbly jazz crooning had oodles of 

intricate detail and breathiness. Here 

was a fine sense of presence and 

warmth that showed up DVD-A's 

best traits. Surround sound discs such 

as The Doors 'LA Woman' were 

again very detailed and inherently 

'audiophile' in performance, with a 

fine tonal balance and natural timbres.

Pioneer's DV-939A had little 

distortion at low signal levels, the - 

90dB result of 7% being considerably 

less than the usual 30% figure. Denon 

and Kenwood use additional signal 

processing to get a similar result and 

their players sound smoother as a 

result. So in a nutshell, the Pioneer 

offers lower distortion than usual and 

almost certainly a smoother sound. 

Not surprisingly, our distortion 

analysis has a low noise floor and 

there's no sign of distortion products, 

right up to 20kHz. 

There's just a slight roll down in 

frequency response, enough to 

enhance this player's sense of 

smoothness 1 believe.

he 670, launched at this year's 

recent Berlin IFA show is a 

brand spanking new player 

and the latest from the Japanese giant 

to hit these shores. Together with 

the promised release of new popular 

titles from the likes of Virgin and EMI, 

this new player from Sony could well 

be the catalyst for real market pene-

tration of SACD. If the 670 can't do it 

then I don't think anything else will - 

unless it's given away! 

At just £299 you could say that 

the 670 is. It will play both multichan-

nel and two channel SACD discs, as 

well as CD and CD-R/RVVs. On paper 

it looks to be the audiophile bargain 

of the year. 

Make no mistake, this is an 

attempt by Sony to get SACD to a 

wider audience, in an effort to make 

it a mass-market music carrier. Whilst 

it doesn't fall into the category of the 

company's combination SACD/DVD-

V players (so it's bound to lose a few 

floating voters) it still has plenty to 

offer apart from simply the price. It's 

the company's fourth multichannel 

player in Europe and as well as two 

channel and multichannel SACDs, will 

also play CD and CD-R/RVV discs. 

The player has a 5.1 multichannel 

output that processes the analog 

SACD signals and a new multilevel 

SACD D/A convertor is utilised. Also 

present is a " bass management" 

function which allows the listener to 

subtly fine tune the sound to match 

components better. SACD and CD 

text is included, as is the infra- red 

remote. 

I said earlier that on paper the 

670 looks to be something of an 

audiophile bargain. You'll be glad to 

hear that it's also one in practice. OK, 

so it has a few little foibles to the 

sound such as a slight thinning of 

texture when mixes get complex but 

overall it's a smashing player. CDs 

such as Paul VVeller's 'Stanley Road' 

sound open and exciting with a 

forward but not grating positioning of 

vocals and guitars. Drums were well 

positioned and clean, and bass was 

firm and fast. Two channel SACD 

material in the shape of Hyperion's 

recording of Fauré and Ravel's Piano 

Trios was airy and detailed with a 

good sense of ambience and a wide 

sound stage. Detail such as bows on 

strings was impressive and the treble,

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whilst not silky smooth, was 

commendably sweet and open. 

Multichannel playback was fine. I tried 

out both unaccompanied vocal music 

and rock and both were involving and 

immaculately presented. 

The 670 is an excellent 

opportunity to introduce the 

undeniably impressive merits of 

SACD to a wider audience. In this 

respect it's a benchmark product. The 

sound isn't up there in the control 

and sophistication stakes with the 

company's more expensive models, 

but you can realistically wish for 

nothing more for just £300. Highly 

recommended.

f you regard the previous Sony 

product as a bargain on paper, 

then you could in theory claim 

this as its equal. For £600, you get 

not only audio reproduction in the 

shape of CD, CD-R/RVV and DVD-A 

but you also get the added bonus of 

video reproduction as the 500 will, of 

course, play DVD-V discs. In fact it 

can play two at once, as the 500 fea-

tures a dual- layer drawer in which 

two discs can be placed at the same 

time for a mini-changing facility. 

Toshiba have surprised many 

industry pundits with their high 

quality DVD products, especially the 

top of the range SD-900SE, which can 

play audio discs to quality that's only 

dreamt of by other manufacturers. 

The key to this lies in the company's 

impressive DVD mechanisms which 

have been used by other manufac-

turers, Onkyo included. 

The cheaper SD-5005E doesn't 

have the progressive scan capability of 

its bigger brother but specifications 

are still good for the money. There's 

HDCD, dual-focus mechanism, 

internal decoding for both Dolby 

Digital and DIS and a comprehensive 

remote control and an easy to use 

on-screen menu that's very user

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friendly. Video outputs include Scart 

with RGB and S-video. 

Performance wise the 500 isn't up 

there with its bigger brother when it 

comes to audio. The 500 lacks a bit 

of focus and slam with music on CD, 

delivering it in a soft and slightly fuzzy 

manner. Bass isn't too strong either 

and the sound overall is very 

mechanical, more like a DVD-V player 

than a specialist high resolution audio 

equipped machine. Despite this vocals 

were good, with a forward presence 

and fairly good clarity. DVD-Video 

discs such as New Order's '316' were 

well presented in the picture stakes 

but again suffered from some lack of 

bite in the audio department. 

Picture quality is actually very 

good but if this is to be a choice for 

video footage loving audiophiles there 

could be problems. Things looked up 

somewhat with DVD-A discs. 

Japanese jazz singer Chie Ayado's disc 

had impressive presence and detail. 

Multichannel discs were also given a 

good performance for the money, 

although there was a slight edge to 

the sound in The Doors LA Woman, 

and to the violins of Barenboim's 

Beethoven recordings on Teldec. 

Not a bad performer for the 

price then, but it's not the best 

sounding player around. Shelling out a 

couple of hundred pounds more can 

provide better results.

....  he good buys in this round-up 

are to be found at both 

extremes of the price spec-

trum. The Sony SCD-X13670 is quite 

simply a bargain at the moment. Not 

only is it the cheapest new high reso-

lution audio player on the market, it 

also plays multichannel SACD discs as 

well as it does the two channel kind 

and it is a pretty good CD player to 

boot. At just £299 this machine offers 

exceptional value. It's a good choice 

for anyone wishing to try SACD, 

without shelling out too much. After 

all, if for whatever reason the whole 

SACD shebang goes pear-shaped, 

you'll still have an impressive bud-

get/midpriced CD player to enjoy! 

Onkyo's extremely impressive 

DV-5939 is the complete opposite of 

the Sony in everything except its 

ability to excite. This is the bells and 

whistles end of the player market, 

handling DVD-A and DVD-V as well 

as CD discs with equal ability. It has 

superb picture quality but what 

impressed us more was its ability to 

produce the goods with audio discs, 

be it DVD-A or bog standard CD. It 

would appeal to those audiophiles 

who wish to delve into the DVD-A 

format whilst still wishing to glean the 

best from their catalogue of CDs. 

Pioneer's fine 939 was one of the 

first DVD-A pllyers on the market 

and still holds its own against the 

competition, even Onkyo's brute. It 

lacks that one last ounce of musical 

smoothness and warmth to bring it 

up to the Onkyo's level but it is a 

great option if your pocket won't 

stretch to the Onkyo's dizzy financial 

heights. The company are rumoured 

to be launching in Europe a version of 

their Japanese market DVD player 

which will play both SACD and DVD-

A, although it will be at a price. 

It may be worth considering the 

Toshiba SD-500SE if you want a fairly 

universal player but don't wish to 

stretch to the £ 1000 mark. For £600 

it does a fairly comprehensive job but 

doesn't cut the mustard when it 

comes to audio, especially CDs. If it's 

pure audio you're after for under 

£1000 look to Sony. 

Having the time advantage over 

DVD-A, there are many more SACDs 

Tubular Bells 

around than its competitors can 

claim, with multichannel recordings 

now a growing sector. Numbers now 

reach four hundred titles but getting 

hold of them has been the problem. 

Hitherto shop assistants and 

managers had either, worryingly, 

stared blankly or replied "do you 

mean the discs that can be played in a 

DVD player?" After months of 

fruitless enquiries to the specialist 

departments (such as classical) of 

major superstores such as Tower 

Records and Virgin Megastore in 

central London both of these stores 

are now finally starting to stock a few 

SACD discs, but no DVD-A titles at 

the moment. There was more 

knowledge about the format, 

interestingly, from the specialist 

classical and jazz departments of 

these outlets then from the main 

chart and pop sections. One worrying 

factor was that the SACDs in Virgin's 

megastore were actually separately 

sectioned with all genres mixed 

together in the part of the shop that 

housed DVDs! Enquiries to local 

retailers such as Our Price/v.shop 

stores or independent record shops 

proved less successful. They'd rarely 

heard of the formats, let alone 

stocked them. There are always the 

specialist audiophile software dealers 

that have a decent catalogue of SACD 

and DVD-A discs such Vivante (020 

8977 6600). 

All this could soon change 

however. Players, such as Sony's £300 

SCD-XB670 are hitting the shops, 

along with (soon) a batch of new, 

more mainstream, SACD titles from 

Virgin, Universal and EMI. Meanwhile, 

the excellent budget classical record 

company, Naxos, have one DVD-A 

disc available at the remarkable price 

of just £9.99 (unfortunately most 

SACD and DVD-A titles are £20 or 

more). Recently released, it contains 

music by Vivaldi, including the 

ubiquitous Four Seasons and features 

two different microphone techniques. 

There is still no news of high quality 

24/192 two channel recordings being 

available in Europe as they are in 

Japan at present. If more record 

company's follow Naxos's route and 

price marketable music at an 

affordable or reasonable price, then 

there's a chance that sales could 

surge, along with the dropping price 

of players. Watch this space.. k.

After many years research 
Tannoy have finally 
launched their new flagship 
range, the Dimension 

series. Simon Pope 
encounters the stylish baby 
of the range, the TD8. 

annoy have produced many a 

landmark products in the his-

tory of audio. The design that 

started it all was the Dual Concentric 

drive unit, first introduced just after 

the second world war and still going 

strong in the upper echelons of the 

Tannoy range. It was used in a number 

of different forms in classics such as 

the Turnberry and the Westminsters, 

much revered by the Japanese. 

The dual concentric was 

developed in the valve era when large 

and highly efficient designs were 

needed. Tannoy's mission with this new 

series was to maintain the tradition of 

high quality dual concentric, high-end 

design but to tailor it to the modern 

day environment and a technically 

more demanding age. The result, after 

many years' blood sweat and tears, is 

the Dimension range featuring not only 

three floorstanding models (the 

smallest and cheapest of which is the 

TD8 reviewed here) but, shock horror, 

a centre speaker and a subwoofer to 

boot! 

SHOCK WAVES

Dimensions. The super sci-fi look is, 

probably deliberately, as far away as 

possible from the Prestige range. 

Gone is the 1940s drinks cabinet 

look. Here is a combination of a squat 

but elegant mini-rocket and a Dalek. 

The resemblance to a Dalek or a 

rocket is due to one major feature of 

the new range, the inclusion of a 

super tweeter atop the cabinet. As 

David Price reported in his recent 

review of Tannoy's stand alone super 

tweeter, this is a contentious product 

that stirs debate in the industry. They 

consist of an ordinary-looking 25mm 

metal dome tweeter surrounded by a 

ergonomically shaped puck of 

solid aluminium placed back 

on the top of the sloping 

cabinet for time 

alignment. These 

units can reach the 

upper echelons of 

the audio spectrum 

(50kHz -plus) - 

stretching way 

beyond the point 

of hearing. 

Since we 

cannot hear above 20kHz can this 

really make a difference? This debate 

has been around for some time now, 

reignited by the emergence of high 

resolution audio formats such as 

DVD-A and SACD which can 

theoretically handle information up to 

100kHz. We were told that CD's 

2IkHz limit was enough but many 

people had doubts, hence the new 

high bandwidth formats. Now we are 

being presented with matching high 

bandwidth amplifiers and 

loudspeakers. 

After demonstrations from 

Tannoy and plenty of time spent with 

the super tweeters and now the 

TD8s I can put my hand on my heart 

and say it really works. The 

improvement won't immediately blow 

your socks off, as it's very subtle - but 

there is undoubtedly a difference, and 

it's an improvement. 

The accompanying dual 

concentric drive unit is a more 

conventional one consisting of a 

200mm (8") pulped paper cone (yes, 

paper) with a twin roll impregnated 

fabric surround. At the centre of this 

sits a 25mm, 50-micron aluminium 

dome unit with Tulip Waveguide. 

The build of the cabinet is superb. 

A Trapezoid shape (to help reduce 

internal standing waves), it's 

constructed from chunky birch ply 

with a top quality, real wood veneer 

finish. Detailing is strong. 

Aesthetically pleasing and design-

integrated metal cones sit at the 

bottom front of the cabinet (more 

traditional spikes are located at the 

rear). A section of the top and front 

is coated in a very strokable black 

velvet, which whilst looking 

refreshingly different also provides 

surface wave damping on the front 

baffle. 

A quality detachable grille is 

provided, albeit one of a peculiar 

design that resembles a rubber harp, 

the elastic strips cover the actual 

drive unit when attached. 

More novel features greeted me 

at the rear of the cabinet. There are 

two narrow bass reflex ports - 

nothing out of the ordinary there - 

but confusion sets in when you spy 

five binding posts in a carousel 

arrangement. So why the fifth? This is 

connected to the driver chassis and 

can be earthed to the amplifier, which 

apparently ensures the chassis doesn't 

pick up RF signals. This helps tidy up 

the sound. 

PUT IN NEUTRAL 

When it comes to sound quality , the 

TD8s are special. Theirs is not the 

most immediately appealing or 

impressive sound, but it's certainly a 

grower. They are extremely neutral 

and 'flat', with immense mid and 

upper range detail. They reminded 

me of the first time I heard a Quad 

electrostatic - once you've wondered 

what all the fuss is about you actually 

get to like it! In this respect the TD8 

is a true ' reference' audiophile 

loudspeaker and one that's incredibly 

well-engineered. 

I tried out the TD8s with a mix 

of source materials and amplification 

from a Meridian 557 power amp with 

Creek passive preamp to World 

Audio Design 300B 20W valve 

monoblocks. The latter gave 

tremendous results, showing that the 

sensitivity is good enough for 

matching with medium output valve 

gear. This is no 'meat and two veg' 

sound; it's very different to the norm 

and certainly impressive. With 

classical music in the form of Mahler's 

6th symphony in a beautifully open 

recording on DG with the Vienna 

Philharmonic under Boulez, the TD8s 

sang out with a clean and open sound. 

They aren't big and beefy but rather 

more concentrated, with space and 

air well beyond more 

conventional designs, 

doubtless due to the 

super tweeters. 

Woodwind was 

beautifully airy 

and light, and high 

percussive 

detail was 

scrutinised to 

a frightening 

degree. Brass 

came over as 

shiny and lifelike, the supertweeters 

really coming into play here. I heard 

things at the mid and high registers 

that I hadn't encountered before 

except with Quads. Even restricted 

bandwidth recordings benefited. 

There was fine body to the sound of 

lower strings and violins fared well, 

although the extremely high registers 

sometimes had a glassy sound. 

Moving on to Bob Marley's 

'Exodus' LP on vinyl, the TD8s 

showed commendable smoothness 

with this most smooth of recordings. 

Whilst all the warmth inherent in the 

recording was present, the Tannoy's 

never made muddy work of it as 

some speakers can. This was 

impressive as the TD8s are not really 

an overtly smooth sounding speaker, 

they are open and slightly forward - 

unlike the sound from KEF's 

Reference series using the Uni-Q 

drive units, for example. 

Bass depth isn't the TD8's forte. 

There's absolutely nothing wrong with 

what's there - it's fast and taut - but it 

doesn't extend as low as some might 

wish. Careful placement can improve 

results. As a result some of the 

glorious lower register dub shots 

were lost in the performance of 

'Natural Mystic' which was a tad 

disappointing. However, lack of deep

bass was balanced out by superb 

staging and imaging of the TD8s - a 

true sign of quality in a loudspeaker. 

The mix was pin-point accurate and 

the drum kit was placed realistically 

towards the rear of the room, whilst 

Mr. Marley's vocals were magnificently 

sweet and lyrical and dead in the 

centre of the stage. 

Compressed rock music fared 

less well. With bad recordings such as 

Soundgarden's Superunknown' the 

guitars and vocals in the midrange 

The Dimension TD8 is a different 

animal to the current crop of hi-fl 

loudspeaker. It uses a full range dual-

concentric drive unit which 

incorporates the tweeter into the 

woofer - it fires out through the 

centre of the cone. Tannoy's dual-

concentric has a paper cone and a 

well liked sound, but by today's 

standards it is, shall we say, " charac-

terful". The big paper cone and 

tweeter together have been brought 

up to date, but all the same the 

driver is not as accurate as today's 

conventional drivers, as our 

frequency response analysis shows. 

Peaks in the midrange, around IkHz, 

suggest there will be some 

colouration here, possibly heard as a 

brightening effect. Above this 

frequency, treble extends to 20kHz in 

our analysis, and there is no 

crossover suckout, so the sense of 

detailing should be good. Since our 

B&K measuring microphone, like 

most, reaches no further than 20kHz 

we were unable to measure the 

super tweeter, but Tannoy claim it 

extends output to 40kHz, hence the 

"VVideband" label. 

could sound a little too hard and 

forward, with sibilance quite 

pronounced. There was plenty of 

drive and momentum. but 1 came to 

the conclusion that the old adage 

'garbage in...garbage out' applies to 

the TD8s more than most. 

Control and musicality was more 

obvious with the choice of Yo-Yo 

Ma tucking into the tasty fare of 

Bach's wondrous 'cello suites. 

Here was a realistic 

performance, among the best 

I've encountered, with the bow 

clearly audible on the strings and 

finger work equally well 

revealed. A fantastic woody 

sound was produced as Ma 

worked his way through the 

mathematical flow of the 

master's music. The TD8s 

displayed impressive timbre with 

the 'cello that hallmarks quality. 

This isn't a ' high-end' speaker 

with all the flim-flam that usually 

accompanies such a description, it's 

an extremely high quality music 

reproduction transducer from a 

dedicated and experienced company. 

With its big magnet and 

lightweight paper cone the dual-

concentric is sensitive and fairly 

efficient, producing no less than 89dB 

SPL from one watt of input. Since the 

impedance of the loudspeaker 

measured out at approximately 

7ohms overall, it manages this 

without drawing too much current. 

In fact the dual-concentric is a 6ohm 

unit rather than a 4ohm, the latter 

being most commonly used nowadays 

to maximise sensitivity. So the 

Dimension TD8 will go loud even 

from low power amplifiers and 

traditionally Tannoy's big Duals 

were liked for their dynamic -1P level 

sound. 

Forward output from the 

Dual reaches down to 40Hz, a 

fairly conventional figure, and 

below this the two small ports 

extend output down to 251-1z.

ou don't usually buy Creek 
gear for its audacious good 

looks or luxurious packaging 

- no, it's the sound that counts. 

At LI 199, the CD53 you see 

before you would seem to depart 

from this approach.

Designed as a 

visual match for the company's own

The microcontroller uses custom 

Creek software, running the entire 

mechanism and display functions. The 

latest 24bit, I92kHz Crystal 

Semiconductor delta sigma DAC is 

used, along with fully balanced 

circuitry featuring 0.1% precision 

resistors and I% tolerance film 

capacitors for analogue filtering 

duties. A low jitter master clock is 

featured, along with additional jitter 

reduction circuitry. 

With an eye on the future, the 

CD53's DAC, master clock and 

power supplies are situated on one. 

separate. PCB which can be easily 

removed for subsequent upgrading. 

That chunky front panel has the 

basic play, stop, pause, open/close, 

skip and search controls, plus shuffle, 

repeat and standby functions (all of 

which are duplicated on the standard 

RC5 type remote). There's a low 

current consumption vacuum 

florescent green digital display, said to 

place very little demand on the power 

supply despite its lighthouse level of 

brightness. Round the back is the 

usual fused IEC mains socket and two 

gold plated RCA phono sockets for 

analogue out. Unexpectedly, these are 

complemented by two professional 3-

pin XLR sockets for balanced audio 

output - common on Japanese high 

end players but not on British 

machines. A re-clocked, low jitter, 

transformer coupled digital output 

comes via optical and coaxial 

connectors. 

After the usual burn-in period, 

the Creek found itself driving an LFD 

preamp/ World Audio K588I valve 

power amp and Yamaha NS 1000M 

loudspeakers. Kicking off with Van 

Morrison's Have I Told You Lately', I 

was impressed by the CD53's 

extremely smooth, open and organic 

sound. Less concerned with the 

minutiae of detail of the recorded 

acoustic, it proved far more 

interested in the bigger musical 

picture. The result was a captivating 

performance that caught the mood of 

the song perfectly. 

Van's voice proved incredibly 

expressive and emotive without ever 

sounding forward or harsh. The 

accompanying guitar runs were 

beautifully fluid, with the strings 

gushing away behind, giving the song a 

truly epic quality. Particularly 

impressive was the CD53's ability 

with background instruments. Rather 

than being subsumed by leading parts 

of the mix, they seem to float 

gracefully behind with a life of their 

own. The effect is tremendously 

evocative without sounding forward 

or ' in-your-face'. This contrasts with, 

say, Cyrus's CD7/PSX-R, which is 

tighter and more forensic sounding at 

the expense of the Creek's louche, 

effortless, natural style of music 

making. 

Just because it ebbs and flows 

along beautifully though, don't expect 

a dull sound.

17 II 0. ' here comes a time in every 
manufacturer's life when they 

feel it's time to move to pas-

tures new. Invariably the cries of ' sell 

out' follow thick and fast, but some-

times the products are strong enough 

to shrug off the brand's baggage and 

take it to a new level. This is what 

Unison Research, hitherto masters of 

beautifully made 'affordable high end 

valve amps' hope to do with the fully 

transistorised £800 Unico I. Making 

an all solid-state amp is surely a brave 

move for one of the masters of 'glow 

in the dark' audio. 

Invariably, the Unico lacks the 

high visual drama of the tube amps - 

no beautifully fashioned bits of wood 

and shiny glass bottles to gaze 

adoringly at here. Instead, it's a beefy 

black box with a brushed aluminium 

front fascia chunkier than the 

dashboard of a nineteen sixties Fiat 

132. The volume and source selector 

knobs are fashioned from exquisitely 

turned aluminium, and feel solid 

enough to turn your average 

seventies Japanese mega-receiver 

green with envy. Round the back are 

two sets of plastic shrouded, gold 

plated speaker terminals the size of 

which I've never seen before. The 

hand turned, wooden cased remote 

(driven by radiowaves rather than 

infra- red, meaning it will work out of 

view) with two simple ' up' and 'down' 

volume buttons, looks and feels 

absolutely exquisite. 

Inside we see a circuit design 

derived from the SR I, particularly 

around the MOSFET output stage 

which has been beefed up to give a 

claimed 100W RMS per channel. The 

output MOSFETs are driven by 

bipolar transistors which act as 

current amplifiers for linearity and 

stability, and there's a huge heatsink 

(said to weigh I.4kg) with a 

temperature sensor that cuts power 

if things get too hot under the collar, 

flashing a warning light on the front 

panel. A custom made toroidal mains 

transformer delivers the power, and 

no fuses or relays are used in the 

output section. 

The input stage however is all 

solid state ( unlike the hybrid SR I), 

using a special low noise, low 

distortion, high current Burr- Brown 

Sound Quality Series IC employing J-

FETs which is made exclusively for 

audio use. Unison say this amplifier is 

a very low feedback design, kept to 

only 9.5dB in successive stages. A top 

quality ALPS RK27 volume pot 

completes the package. 

The Unico has the usual six line 

level inputs, with no phono stage 

offered as standard. There is, 

however, an optional cex board 

intriguingly entitled 'The Phono Unit' 

to cater for us discerning and 

cultured lovers of black plastic. It uses 

low noise op amps with active RIAA 

equalisation for the low frequencies, 

with passive filtering for the highs. 

Both MM and MCs are catered for 

and switchable gain is offered via 

jumpers. 

Having hooked up my Mission 

782 loudspeakers and Cyrus CD-

7/PSX-R to the Unico, I gave it a good 

twenty four hours of burning in. 

During this time, it moved from 
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sounding edgy and shut in to its 

natural state of sweet, smooth, 

expansive good grace. Essentially, the 

Unison Research newbie possesses an 

eerily rich and resonant sound for a 

tranny amp. Make no mistake - it's no 

valve amp in disguise, but neither 

does it sound much like something 

that doesn't light up at night. There 

have been many attempts to fall 

between tube and transistor stalls, 

but most end in tears or indifference 

at best. This one, however, treads the 

lonely path of Sugden's A21 a, by 

actually giving you some of the best of 

both worlds, rather than most of the 

worst. 

Cueing up The Stone Roses' 

'Made of Stone', I was immediately 

struck by the Unico's grippy bass. It 

isn't up in the rarefied climes of 

Naim's NAIT 5 or even the impres-

sively taut Cyrus 7/PSX-R, but it's 

nevertheless tight and lithe and 

definitely up for bouncing around at 

the bottom end with all the speed 

you could reasonably desire. Thinking 

about it, the midband helps the 

impression of bass speed somewhat 

by being incredibly supple and 

expressive itself, which rather lifts the 

whole experience. 

4 Hero's 'Escape That' was a total 

treat. Here we heard the sound of 

consummate musicianship at its best - 

terrifically engaging, moving, emotive 

MEASURED PERFORMANCE 

The Unico produced a healthy 1 12W 

into 8ohms, but it was unhappy 

supplying the heavier current 

demanded by a 4ohm load, going 

unstable above 100W output. This 

represents quite a high output in 

voltage terms so in use it may have 

little or no effect except at contin-

uously high volumes. All the same, 

this amplifier appears to be 

marginally stable, which is a little 

worrying. 

Distortion was quite high, both 

at high outputs and at hie 

frequencies. Ironically, this appears to 

be a low feedback design, which 

suggests it should be more stable 

rather than less stable. Solid-state 

amplifiers with low feedback can 

generate quite a strong harmonic 

structure at high frequencies that 

usually produces greyness or 

and expressive in its rhythmic and 

dynamic abilities, the Unico pulled off 

the double by also getting the tones 

and textures right. To wit, I could 

really hear the rasp of the brass stabs, 

resonance of the Fender Rhodes and 

rich vibrancy of the acoustic piano. 

While both the Naim and Cyrus were 

just a slight bit tighter. the way the 

Unison almost matched them in 

speed and beat them on transparency 

and neutrality was a shock. 

As the listening session 

progressed I was struck by the 

versatility of this amp. It made a 

delightful stab at Miles Davis 'Sketches 

of Spain', showing off a beautifully 

sweet upper midband and treble 

(perhaps just a touch too silky to be 

strictly accurate) with oodles of air 

and breadth. Soundstaging is big and 

harshness in the sound. Our 

distortion analysis clearly shows this 

situation. Producing no less than 0.2% 

distortion at I W/I0kHz and 0.46% 

just below full output the Unico 

wasn't very linear by today's 

standards. Levels of distortion as high 

as this are usually discernable in 

some form or another. 

Frequency response was wide at 

11Hz-145kHz, wide enough for 

SCAD and DVD-A. Channel 

separation was adequate and noise 

low. Input sensitivity was normal, 

being good enough to match old 

tuners and cassette decks. 

The Unico did not measure very 

well. It may well sound open, but 

likely a bit hard or transistory too. 

Low feedback transistor amps are 

worth a listen, but it needs to be a 

fairly long one to ensure they are 

wide and enveloping in the idiom of 

the old Leak and Quad valve power 

amps, depth perspective is good (but 

not as tightly defined as the slightly 

narrower, deeper letterbox the NAIT 

5 affords). Image location isn't brilliant 

but this almost doesn't seem to 

matter considering the amp's 

incredibly big hearted nature - rather 

like an old Thorens deck it's big, 

broad brushstrokes rather than pin-

point Michell style. 

There's very little to criticise 

here. Listen hard with analytical 

speakers and you'll hear a slight low 

level hash that strips the sound of the 

nth degree of atmosphere. You'll also 

become familiar with its rich, 

euphonic character which imbues 

even cold, harsh recordings with a 

warmish glow. If this bothers you, 

best look towards the Cyrus 7/PSX-

R. This said, I've heard few amps that 

are so powerful, strong hearted and 

engaging yet sweet and lustrous 

sounding. An extremely interesting 

product that can only augment 

Unison Research's burgeoning stable 

of fine amplification.

The design criteria behind the 3D, 

in typical modest fashion, was to 

create what Musical Fidelity felt to be 

the best CD player around regardless 

of price and the idea, according to the 

man himself, was to make CDs sound 

as good as SACDs. There are a 

number of different and unusual ways 

in which they set about achieving this. 

A peek under the lid shows there's 

some serious differences with this 

player; it's stuffed to the gills with 

internal goodies. 

Firstly, there's a choke regulated 

power supply, so beloved of high-end 

valve amps - and some solid state 

amps from the Musical Fidelity stable. 

Six separately regulated power 

supplies feed the DAC, spindle motor, 

display, Nuvistor HT, 

Nuvistor LT and 

logic/remote control. 

Numerous choke regulated 

supplies are used thanks to 

PCB-mounted dual layer 

chokes. 

Musical Fidelity believe 

that high frequency 

distortion, noise and 

resolution are the biggest 

areas of difference 

between SACD and CD 

saying that any problems in SACD 

occur "out of band, well above 25 or 

30 kHz". 

Also, they point out that SACD is 

devoid of high frequency filtering, so 

has neither group nor phase delay in 

the audio domain. In the Nu-Vista 3D. 

the solution was to use upsampling - 

to 24- bits at 107.42 kHz. This, claims 

the company, takes all digital error 

artifacts out of band "so they are not 

a factor up to about 35kHz", 

therefore apparently improving 

distortion and resolution. 

More details are found in the 

layout itself, as the mechanism is 

enclosed in its own casework inside 

the box, to limit stray field from both 

the mechanism and its components 

The nuvistor stage operates in dual-

differential Class A mode and the 

circuit was designed to incorporate 

any analogue filtering needed in a 

two-pole, passive network. As 

mentioned earlier, both the HT and 

LT (heaters) are separately choke 

regulated. 

All the regular CD player features 

are here, including CD text but 

there's no HDCD playback facility. It 

comes with a basic (for the money) 

but effective remote control. 

Such great, and seemingly crazy, 

claims were made for this player that I 

was expecting to be a little 

disappointed. No such luck I'm afraid. 

Firstly, it's important to point out that 

this player sounds like no other CD 

player I've ever heard. It's not your 

average digital sound but neither does 

it sound particularly 'analogue' to my 

ears. It's simply different - and 

wholeheartedly addictive too! 

The first element of surprise 

comes from the top end. Whilst 

some Musical Fidelity equipment has a 

top end that's glittery and slightly 

bright, the 3D's top end also stands 

out from the crowd but in a different 

way. It has an ethereal and light 

quality that, lo and behold, has that 

element of 'feeling' rather than just 

hearing, much akin to SACD at its 

best. Cymbals sparkle and come to 

life whilst trumpets have a natural 

quality that literally reflects light off 

the bell! Stravinsky's Rite Of Spring 

and Mahler's Das Lied von der Erde, 

both on Reference Recordings with 

the Minnesota Orchestra, are 

technically impressive recordings with 

a fine sound. They came even more 

to life through the 3D. Here was 

space and air in abundance, with tutti 

climaxes sounding dynamically 

impressive, clean and controlled. 

There was an admirable spread of 

orchestral instruments demonstrating 

a wide and deep soundstage. 

The second shock comes the first 

time a deep bass note is encountered. 

The 3D has amazing low end energy 

that transmits through the 

floorboards. I discovered this when 

testing out the player's dance 

credentials with Go'die's 'Saturn 

Returns' There's some extremely low 

level stuff going down on some tracks 

and the 3D displayed them with grin-

inducing accuracy. There's none of the 

digital intensity and surgical precision 

that you'll get from the like of 

seriously priced high end players from 

VVadia or Krell. This is a ' balls-out' 

sound - big and meaty, but that's not 

to say the 3D lacks any detail. 

Percussive intricacies were well 

relayed and the rich female vocals of 

'Believe" were clean and realistically 

breathy. 

Checking out the intimacy of the 

player I opted for Yo-Yo Ma's 

recording of Bach's cello suites on 

Sony Classical. This is a pretty run-of-

the-mill recording with a slightly dry 

feel to it, but the 3D performed it 

exceptionally well, homing in on the 

lyrical phrasing and vibrato to 

emphasise the importance of the 

performance, as opposed to 

recording quality. This put me on a 

mission. I searched through my 

collection, picking out recordings that 

sound like a wet towel has been 

placed over the ' speakers, only to find 

that the 3D pulled that little bit of 

magic from each of them, making the 

most of a bad situation with both 

classical and rock. Hitherto ropey 

rock recordings were played with the 

emphasis on imaging and drum detail. 

It's refreshing and rare to find a 

musical optimist, instead of the usual 

fussy pessimist! 

Are there any down sides to the 

3D? Well, if you're a fully paid up 

member of the high end digital 

appreciation society you may want 

that little extra scientific edge to the 

sound, the one that digs out all the 

minute intricacies and details and 

delivers them in an impressive and 

precise package, albeit one that's

What you 

get with the 3D is a full and big sound 

that plays on the side of creativity, as 

opposed to science. 

With the emergence of new high 

resolution audio formats, some 

industry commentators predicted 

that instead of plumping for these 

options, die-hard audiophiles would 

seek sonic enlightenment in the 

company of high end CD replay.

Although it uses Nuvistors, miniature 

valves developed in America for early 

space shots, the 3D CR returned a 

fairly conventional measured 

performance. Our analysis shows 

frequency response has a little filter 

ripple but this should not affect 

sound quality. The overall trend is 

flat, meaning there'll be plenty of 

treble energy and a reasonably bright 

and clear sound. The upper limit 

measured a normal 2I.25kHz (- IdB). 

Distortion levels were very low 

right through the dynamic range, 

from OdB peak level down to -90dB, 

the lower limit for CD. Our analysis 

at -30dB, which is typical music level, 

shows no sign of distortion and little 

sign of quantisation noise. The 

convertors used by Musical Fidelity 

are linear, returning similar results on 

both channels.

he German speaker company 

Elac are distributed in the UK 

by headphone specialist, 

Sennheiser. We've encountered a few 

of the company's other products 

before, from entry level to the ultra-

German ' speaker brand Elac bring a 

refreshing change to conventional 

design. Simon Pope takes a listen to the 

512 JET floorstander. 

stylish, high end CL- 330 stand-

mount, complete with its futuristic 

high-tech stand with spikes that 

would bring delight to the eyes of 

the Marquis de Sade! The 512 in 

the JET range, reviewed here fits 

nicely between the two at £ 1,300. 

Build quality is, as you'd expect 

from a German company, superb. 

The cabinet is reasonably slim but 

tall and of solid build, as a quick 

rap on the side suggests. 

Elac use interesting drive uilits, 

both of which are pleasingly 

different to the norm. Since both 

are also used in their £2,000-plus 

330 flagship ' speaker, the 512 is by 

no means your average 

floorstander. 

First is the inclusion of Elac's 

superb 'JET' folded ribbon tweeter. 

It is one of the most unusual and 

effective high frequency drive units 

around. The design is based on 

Heil's Air Motion Transformer 

which has been ' refined' by Elac 

many times to produce, they claim, 

effortless, distortion-free sound up 

to 30kHz. Behind the metal 

tweeter grill of the 512, the metal 

ribbon of the unit has been folded 

and contains over ten times the 

surface area of a traditional 25mm 

dome tweeter. The JET is fitted 

with Neodymium magnets which 

Elac claim deliver more power and 

control than ferrous magnets of 

the same size. Each JET tweeter is 

a delicate and complex design and 

is hand made in Elac's factory in 

Keil, apparently taking over forty 

minutes to produce (and that's in ever 

efficient Germany!). 

The bass unit that accompanies 

the JET tweeter on the 5I2's baffle is 

by no means bog standard, either. The 

180mm design is constructed from an 

aluminium alloy sandwich cone 

comprising 0.2mm of aluminium 

bonded to doped pulp fibre to form 

an extremely light but rigid cone with 

a high degree of self damping. The 

high power 37m voice coil and very 

wide double-asymmetrical rubber 

surround provides a very long throw 

of almost 30mm - as warped vinyl will 

attest! These bass/mid drive units are 

so durable, they're actually apparently 

tested to a high 50v, as opposed to 

the normal I5v. 

The 512 employs a ' ear firing 

advanced gas flow reflex port 

designed to minimise flow noise and 

frictional losses. The complex 

crossover (resembling a very fine 

plate of sushi!) uses high quality 

audiophile components and separate 

filters for each drive unit. There are 

bi-wire terminals and bridging links 

are supplied for a single wire option. 

Plinths are supplied for extra stability 

of both structure and bass. There's a 

small lower chamber which can be 

sand filled if need be but such is the 

solidity of the cabinets that this 

shouldn't be called for in many 

instances. 

When it came to the listening I 

was somewhat surprised by the 512s. 

My other experiences with the same 

drive unit configuration and JET 

tweeter both came in the form of the 

CL-310 and 330 standmounts which 

both use colour free and heavy metal 

cabinets. This results in a fast, clean 

and neutral sound which although 

very good, I find a little too cold and 

sterile for my personal taste. This all 

changes with the use of a thick, wood 

veneered cabinet, however. Still 

present was the speed and clarity but 

there was an extra dose of warmth 

added to the sound which 

counteracts the metal drive units 
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notes. These 'speakers go low...very 

low. Placing them about three/four 

feet from the rear wall and playing a 

CD of Goldie's 'Saturn Returns' 

resulted in a marvellous, big sound 

that encompassed the whole 

frequency spectrum 

Taking advantage of the 

neighbours' summer holidays I 

cranked up my 250W per channel 

Meridian 557 power amp to see just 

how far those cones could fly! This 

resulted not only in some seriously 

deep bass that came close to a REL 

Strata Ill subwoofer but was fast and 

tuneful, too - although not quite as 

taut as that from the aforementioned 

REL sub (but that's a very tough job 

to pull off). 

The JET tweeter did its stuff well, 

creating dynamic, open treble that 

highlighted the delicate and subtle 

electronic percussion details in the 

Goldie CD perfectly. At high volumes 

the 5I2s kept good control over

Stanley Road the 512s showed they 

could rock with the best of them, 

delivering a fast and detailed sound 

with just the right amount of 

excitement and drive. Any more and 

they would have been too 'forward'. 

What this music did show up, though, 

was a slight lack of midrange detail. 

Acoustic guitars in the Weller album 

were short of that bit of detail which 

raises the reality stakes of the music. 

Vocals were good, though, with 

warmth and little sibilance. 

Classical music fared better than 

it does through many other metal 

domed designs thanks to the sense of 

space created by the SI 2s and the 

airy, open sound of the JET tweeter. 

Violins in Mahler's second symphony 

had a full and rich tone, with little 

edginess and the woodwind section 

had space around the instruments - 

impressive. 

The 512s have a full sound and 

very deep bass. The forwardness of 

metal drive units is nicely cancelled 

out by the cabinet, so that they play 

most music you can chuck at them 

with competence. There's a treble 

peak there somewhere (but it's a 

'good' one!) and the midrange, for my 

money, isn't the cleanest around. 

They should be very high on your 

wish list, 

whatever your 

taste in tunes. 

Competition is 

tough around 

this price point 

but the Elac's 

fare very well 

indeed by 

relaying sheer 

enthusiasm and 

excitement, 

combined with 

detail. They 

certainly left an 

impression on 

me!

With grill removed the Elac SI 2s look 

very different. They have a smooth, 

shallow metal cone bass/mid unit with 

no dustcap, and a ribbon tweeter 

protected by a slotted grille. 

The dustcap of a conventional drive 

unit radiates high frequencies, acting as 

a mechanically coupled dome tweeter 

in effect. Although it lacks a dust cap 

our response analysis shows it works 

very smoothly right across the audio 

band Integration was good at a wide 

range of forward (listening) angles too. 

It is impossible to see where the 

tweeter kicks in, the response analysis 

is so smooth. A dip in the impedance 

curve suggesting it is around 3.5kHz. 

The tweeter continues smoothly 

right up to 20kHz as good ribbons can, 

I know from working with Tonigens. 

Although the slotted grille looks a little 

clumsy and obstructive in practice it 

seemed to affect high frequency 

dispersion little. From this response 

analysis I would expect the Elac 512 to 

exhibit less colouration than usual, to 

have smooth treble that likely might 

sound a little fast and incisive. 

Down at low frequencies the bass 

unit reaches 40Hz before rolling off 

rapidly, due to port action. The port 

takes things lower, rolling off below 

25Hz. The bass unit appears to be 

lightly damped, so I would 

expect quite a lot of low bass, 

possibly of a fairly soft, fulsome level 

nature. (dB) 

As a load the 512 isn't the 

easiest. It measures out at 

5.6ohms overall, but our 

analysis shows Elac use a 4ohm 

bass unit, so a fair amount of 

bass current is drawn. The 

crossover point is reactive. 
With voltage sensitivity 

measuring 85dB, a pretty 

average value for a large 

floorstander, the 512 needs 

power to go loud. 

In view of everything, 

includiiig the likely revealing 

nature of the tweeter, this 

o 

loudspeaker demands a (very) good 

amplifier. It is likely to both highlight 

and reveal amplifier differences. Bright 

amplifiers may sound glassy or over-

bright. But partnered with care Elac's 

512 may well give excellent results. NK

While its products' sonics don't hold 

a torch to the likes of Linn, Naim et 

al, the company cottoned on to 

something very quickly which has 

taken its 'purist' rivals many painful 

Cyrus's new Quattro CD-tuner-preamp 
is a product of its time, for its time, 
says David Price. 

years to learn - that many folk love 

music but have to live their lives too. 

Cyrus saw the writing on the wall 

pretty early in the day too. Its Cyrus 

One and Two amplifiers were dis-

creet, petite affairs when much of the 

hi-fi world was still hell-bent of mak-

ing the biggest, blackest and ugliest 

products imaginable - by comparison, 

wood planks looked exciting. Now, 

over fifteen years after its first new 

adventure in hi-fi, the Huntingdon 
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company has taken the plunge and 

done - whisper it - a ' lifestyle' audio 

system. 

The result is the £850 Quattro, a 

combined CD and preamp which 

hooks up to the £550 70W 

RMS SmartPower power 

amp. Like Linn's 

Classik you 

end up with 

an extremely 

tidy and 

versatile box 

of tricks that 

not only 

looks the 

part but 

actually 

sounds it too. 

The Quattro 

appears much 

like the CD7, 

sharing the 

same 

78x2 I 5x360mm inverted 

die-cast chassis with front loading CD 

transport. Inside the review sample 

was the optional FM stereo RDS 

tuner module costing £200, and 

there's also an optional 3 zone multi-

room module for £350. A full 

function remote control comes as 

standard. 

Round the back there are inputs 

for CD and Tape, with preamp, 

headphone, CD direct and Tape, plus 

three multi-room expansion outputs 

which are used only if the multi-room 

module is fitted, and an FM antenna 

input for use should the tuner option 

be specified. Usefully, there's a coaxial 

digital output from the CD player, 

something CD-R or r1D recorder 

owners will greatly appreciate. Should 

your lifestyle become such that you 

feel it's time to enter the world of 

'real' separates hi-fi, it's also possible 

to have the Quattro modified by your 

friendly local Cyrus dealer to give 

direct CD and tuner outputs to any 

line level preamp or integrated 

amplifier. 

Connecting up the Quattro arid 

SmartPower is simply a case of 

running a decent interconnect 

between the former's PRE OUT 

phonos and the latter's line inputs. As 

usual, Cyrus's corporate speaker 

plugs are a right pain if you're used to 

bananas or bare wires. As you'd 

expect, using the combo is a breeze. 

It's a case of switch on and go - the 

unit functioning much like the 

company's own CD7 CD player with 

the exception of a source switch 

which selects either the FM tuner or 

one of the two line level inputs. The 

green backlit, fine pitch, dot matrix 

LC display tells you what the Quattro 

is doing at all times. 

Recognisably Cyrus, don't expect 

smooth, languid, insouciant sounds 

wafting from this combo. Rather, it's 

very clean, dry, tight and taut with a 

relentlessly propulsive feel. Whatever 

music you choose, this goes for the 

rhythms like a rat up a drainpipe and 

delights in bringing them all back 

home. Curiously, it's very similar to 

its closest rival - the Linn Classik - in 

this respect. 

Listening kicked off with Soul II 

Soul's 'Keep On Moving'. For those 

unfamiliar, it's a beautifully sweet, 

enveloping and soothing recording. 

The Quattro didn't dwell too long on 

this, preferring to run off and play 

with the percussion. The result was 

an extremely enjoyable and 

surprisingly 

musical 

performance 

from something 

so modest. The 

Quattro really 

gave a sense of 

the song's 

rhythmic 

nuances, the 

subtle inflections 

of timing, vocal 

phrasing and the 

way the track drew to a climax. 

Next was my all time favourite 

reviewing disc (and it's not half bad 

musically, either), 4 Hero's 'Two 

Pages'. Running through the first CD, 

the Quattro's sonic signature was 

again soon apparent. Once again it 

proved a superbly engaging and 

emotional performer from its built-in 

CD source. Bass was quite tight and 

very fluid, midband bristling with 

detail and treble clean and spry. 

Imaging was strong and confident, 

soundstaging convincingly capacious. 

'Two Pages' also highlighted the 

Quattro's downsides, though. The 

problem with it is crystal clear when 

you've just come from a CD7/PSX-R 

and Cyrus 7/PSX-R combo. Of 

course, this is a far, far more 

expensive set-up (and not really 

aimed at the same buyer), so this is 

just for interest's sake. Essentially, the 

Quattro adds light. transistory mush 

to the music. The noisefloor is higher, 

with a slightly foggy, dusky midband. 

This contrasts sharply to the brilliant 

sunny morning that the pricier 

separates give. Factor in the lack of 

tonal colour - Herbie Hancock's 'The 

Prisoner' show's there's a restricted 

tonal palette - and you've got the 

combo's essential weaknesses. 

Still, you wouldn't expect to it 

even come close to a full-on Cyrus 

separates system - that isn't really the 

point. The main thing is that it now 

gives the potential Linn Classik buyer 

an alternative. 

FM sound is a pleasant surprise, 

clean and quiet and detailed, it romps 

ahead of your average budget tuner 

and offers a genuinely useful extra 

listening dimension. 

On all sources, Linn's Classik is 

tighter in the bass, and obviously 

more dynamic, but the Quattro pulls 

back in overall power output and a 

slightly fuller soundstage. Although it's 

pretty close. I'd say it just about beats 

I ASFR Pq(11"),ICT 

the Huntingdon twosome on 

musicality, but then the Quattro/ 

SmartPower feels nicer to use, looks 

better, is more upgradable and more 

expandable. You pays your money and 

takes your choice, as ever! No doubt 

about it though, it's a great product 

that fulfils it's intended role brilliantly 

- at a price. I'm really getting to like 

this 'lifestyle' lark. II A

BURNING QUESTIONS 
I have recently rekindled my interest in 

hi-fi and picked your magazine off 

the shelf as it covered 

computers as well. I 

migrated to the computer field back in 

the dark days of IBM ATs, and have 

been building PC's ever since. My last hi-

fi system was purchased in the early 70s 

for about £2500, all of which is still in 

use.The only 'modern' procurement has 

been that of a Technics SL-PG590 CD 

player. My bridge back to hi-fi is through 

the use of computers to burn CD-Rs, 

and my current interest of transcription 

of LPs to CD format. There are some 

very good and powerful software 

programs which enable one to clean up 

old or damaged recordings and produce 

high quality CD output. 

As I am striving to achieve the 

highest audio standard I became 

intrigued by what seemed a good 

method of connectivity (optical), but 

went nowhere. The Technics CD player 

has an optical digital out connection, 

however my amplifier and modern ones 

that I have looked at do not have optical 

line in. Furthermore, in the computer 

domain, the top end sound cards and 

CD drives do not have optical connec-

tivity.What if any benefit would be 

gained if there were provision to use 

optical linking between devices and why 

does my CD player sport a line out 

which I cannot use?

Most modern CD players feature 

digital outputs, which let you connect 

up an external Digital to Analogue 

converter (for better sound) or a 

MiniDisc or CD recorder for direct 

digital recording. Japanese players, 

such as your Technics usually have 

optical (TOSLINK) connectors, 

whereas European players such as 

Philips use coaxial electrical digital 

connections. There is much debate 

about which is better, but a general 

rule is that the optical connection 

sounds smoother and more ' hi-fi' 

whereas the coaxial 

connections are more 

gutsy and

Obviously, as hi-fi amplifiers are 

analogue devices, they don't have 

digital inputs, although home theatre 

receivers with Dolby are thus 

equipped as they have built-in digital 

signal processors and decoders. For 

computer audio, it's useful to buy a 

soundcard like VideoLogic's SonicFury 

(£80) or Guillemots MaxiSOUND 

ISIS ( E250) which have digital inputs. 

Some soundcards have either optical 

or coaxial digital inputs, others have 

both. Help is at hand though in the 

handy shape of the Midiman Co2 with 

converts between the two types, and 

costs just £50. 

Buying a digital input-equipped 
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soundcard is a tremendous boon to 

serious hi-fi buffs. It means you can 

do direct digital recording to your 

computer's hard drive, which then 

lets you run one of the incredibly 

powerful sound editing packages 

(such as Cool Edit Pro) to clean up 

your recording, or just edit out tracks 

you don't like for recording to CD-R. 

Another point is that recording onto 

hard drive lets you defeat the SCMS 

digital copyright protection on your 

discs. But this is of course strictly 

illegal, officer. In my case, I'm 

constantly making music compilations 

to play in the car or my second 

system. This involves recording my 

vinyl onto DAT, recording the DAT 

'rushes' onto my PC hard drive via my 

Zefiro ZA2's optical digital input, 

slicing my favourite tracks together 

into a 74 minute WAY file using Cool 

Edit and burning it to CD-R using 

Roxio's Easy CD Creator 5. In this 

context, an optical digital input is a 

boon.

No, it's not down to the DAC, 

because both players you mention are 

Bitstream! So I thought I'd hand this 

over to 'the one and only' Mr Ken 

Ishiwata, Marantz Japan International's 

'brand ambassador' and all round 

digital tweaker. "Well, about this 

letter! It's strange, both models are 

having multibit D/A! I don't think we 

can discuss just about what kind of 

D/A converter you are using in your 

CD player, because there are so many 

things affecting sound. For example, in 

the case of the CDi220, the power 

supply to video circuit is always on 

even you are only playing audio CDs! 

Of course this will affect sound as you 

can easily imagine. On top of this, the 

player's analogue circuits including 

power supply are not optimised for 

audio playback. So this player does II 

not have the clarity or openness and 

is quite laid back 

sounding. Strangely 

enough, many people like 

this kind of sound because 

it's easy to listen and 

forgiving for bad 

recordings. 

On the contrary, the 

850/11 is very ' hi-fi' sounding - it may 

be too hi-fi! This means it's often very 

easy to get tired and it is not forgiving 

at all! Then again, if you've got high 

end ancillaries then this player may 

sound remarkable for the price. So 

it's a very difficult issue since sound is

when I finally get around to purchasing 

a new CD player, I would like to go for 

the Marantz CD6000 KI. However, 

having a Bitstream D/A, I wonder 

very subjective, you know that very 

well. But as a manufacturer we have 

to take certain position, which 

changes from one brand to another. 

The Japanese especially have a very 

different way of taking this position. 

Unfortunately, in the case of Philips 

they mix it too much - the 850 was 

originally designed by the Japanese, 

and sounds like it, whereas the 

CDi220 was designed in Belgium, and 

you can hear the result!"

This is 

why sixties and seventies pressings tend 

to sound better, because they were cut 

before digital delay lines were 

introduced. 

As for digital recordings, the quality 

depends on the studios used.

Due to a lightning strike I 

recently received a free 

upgrade to my system from a

wondering about the potential 

improvement to be had if I 

upgraded my speakers. The 

Mission's have a very bright 

sound which can become a 

little tiring if played loud.

'm surprised that some people dis-

like computer audio. It seems a nat-

ural partner to traditional DIY of 

the sort we are so keen on in Hi-Fi 

World. Increasingly computers are 

being honed to strengthen their audio 

functionality. Yet computers still 

polarise people into love 'em' or hate 

'em camps. I see computers as a great 

ally to DIY, as is the internet. Some 

readers feel they are not hi-fi' and 

shouldn't be in a hi-fi magazine, which I 

have some sympathy for. They are not 

hi-fi, so much as an important adjunct 

to it. It is the people in 

Britain's hi-fi industry who 

see little connection 

between computers and 

hi-fi that I find strange. 

The hi-fi business is a 

classic cottage industry. It 

has a solid and charted 

history, it is founded on the 

standard industrial notion of regularly 

producing new and better physical 

products, and it has a stable workforce 

many of whom start out in audio and 

stay in it all their lives. People know 

each other, there is a group outlook 

with only a small amount of variance, as 

you'd expect. Outside pressures, mainly 

commercial, make this inevitable. The 

outside pushes in and the inside pushes 

out, as it were. 

Audio as we know it has always 

been something you make, a tangible 

product. Temples of production have 

been constructed to support it. Harold 

Leak, an early pioneer of true hi-fi, had 

a dedicated plant on the VVestway 

Trading estate in the 1950s. More 

recently Mission built an automated 

factory at Huntingdon and Linn one in 

Waterfoot, Glasgow. Factories like this 

appear to symbolise the link between 

hi-fidelity and manufacturing, 

reinforcing a hardware based view. I say 

"appear" very deliberately, because 

ironically both Mission and Linn are 

very involved in digital audio and 

software. But appearances count and 

turning out 'product' and selling it is 

what seems to drive many people in 

the industry who earhole me about 

audio and the meaning of life. 

If you have a factory that 

represents a big investment that cannot 

be abandoned and changed overnight 

you need to keep it busy Multi-channel 

charted 

audio is a godsend to anyone in this 

position. If home cinema or AN starts 

to become important in peoples lives 

they'll have to discard their stereo pair 

and buy and install no less than six 

loudspeakers instead. That's one in 

each corner, a centre channel for 

speech reinforcement and a subwoofer. 

The stereo amplifier will have to go 

too, replaced by an enormous six 

channel unit. Throw in half a mile of 

cables and you are starting to get there. 

This is a mountain of kit so if A/V were 

to take off in a serious way most 

The hi-fi business is a 

classic cottage indus-

try.

dedicated hi-fi factories would have 

plenty to do. I think you can 

understand that there are lots of 

people within the hi-fi business who 

hope this is the way things will go. 

OK, so computers in themselves 

are not a perfect hi-fi environment. But 

as they become increasingly powerful 

they start to make an unassailable 

argument for themselves. Now you can 

get a fast PC for just £600 or so that 

does just about everything except 

play the music, and of course it will 

do this if you so wish. As David 

Price makes plain this month after 

Napster the music business has come 

to realise that music distribution will 

never be the same again. Music and 

the internet will become slowly 

more entwined. I've downloaded 

little in the way of music from the 

net, partly because living in 

London I like to trot down to 

Oxford Street and peruse the 

music megastores every now and 

then. 

As CD-RW drives get faster 

and more reliable, and as hard 

drives get bigger. the 650MB of a 

music CD becomes a mere trifle. 

Music, data and test signals can all 

be processed with such ease and 

speed the old days of being 

constrained by technologies such 

as CD are at last beginning to 

fade away. In this issue we review the 

first mini-CD player. You don't have to 

put up with big CDs any more. You can 

now buy more convenient mini 

versions just 8cm in diameter. You can 

put normal audio on them, or mp3 at 

the data rate/quality standard and 

playing time you choose. You can 

compile your own CDs, edit them and 

heaven knows what else. Now that 

96kHz sampling rate sound cards are 

coming onto the market I am starting 

to consider replacing our spectrum 

analyser with a sound card and 

software. This illustrates just how 

powerful and capable computers are 

becoming with regard to audio. They 

can offer FFT spectral analysis with a 

few hundred pounds worth of 

software. 

What is it that computers can't do 

with audio? Little it seems. Today's 

prices make fast computer processing 

and music download accessible to all. 

The internet is full of interesting 

hobbyist sites. 1 have become totally 

hooked on the computer in audio. As a 

valve man and someone who likes DIY, 

the computer is the best thing that ever 

happened to audio in my view..

ack in the seventies, when 

everything depended on the 

width of your flares and the 

size of your power meters, cables 

were things you sent to contact peo-

ple in a hurry. Having spent thousands 

of pounds of his hard earned, inflation 

ravaged cash on the system of his 

dreams, Joe Smith would drive home 

from Tottenham Court Road in his 

lime green Capri XLR with happy 

thoughts of installing his new pride 

and joy in the heart of his bijou, pur-

ple wallpapered bachelor 

pad. 

This process would 

involve pulling the 

Pioneer rack system out 

of its boxes, hastily 

screwing some mains 

plues on - usually 

discovering he didn't have enough and 

then having to grab a few from the 

bedroom spotlights - and switching 

on. Next would come the connecting 

up of the individual bits. Being a 

swanky new Japanese affair, our man 

would be worried about the new 

fangled phono leads - all his spare 

'leads' would be DIN to DINs, mostly 

mono, nicked from his Dad's old 

Grundig tape recorder. Fortunately, 

those ' sly', ' inscrutable' Japanese will 

have provided the right wires and it 

would simply be a process of plugging 

them in and cueing up the Earth. 

Wind and Fire twelve inch. 

A couple of years later, our man 

would read of a strange new way of 

improving his system - 'speaker 

cables'. A company called QED now 

marketed ' 79-strand' stuff that the hi-

fi hacks swore blind sounded better 

than the bellwire he was running from 

his amp to his three-way, teak 

finished, vinyl wrapped loudspeakers 

sitting on chromed, castored, tripod 

stands. Oh well, why not? He'd nip 

down his local hi-fi emporium and buy 

a few feet - after all, he could always 

use it to feed another set of speakers 

if it didn't really make any difference. 

Leap forward another ten years 

and our man is running a Linn-Naim 

system, with two runs of NACOS 

powering ils biwired Kans. In 

between his pre-power he's got 

Chord Company's finest and has just 

bought his CD player a 0.6m slice of 

DPA's Black Slink. Inca Tech gold 

plated mains plugs litter his house, 

and for the first time in his life he's 

buying Duraglit and Brasso. The 79-

strand is now used by his Kenwood 

car hi-fi. 

This will have been many people's 

experience with cables. I remember a 

time when people would have called 

the men in white coats if anyone had 

so much as hinted that they'd heard a 

Personally, I don't set 

too much store by 

exotic interconnects 

difference. Now though, people 

routinely spend hundreds - if not 

thousands - on little bits of wire with 

fancy names and colours. In my 

opinion at least, this is just as 

laughable as playing around with 

bellwire. 

Personally, I don't set too much 

store by exotic interconnects. I'm of 

the opinion that they have about as 

much effect as pumping up your car 

tyre pressures a PSI or two, or 

moving the seat around a bit for a 

better driving position - a small but 

useful difference, and that's it. As a 

result, 1 tend to stick with what I 

know and like, and for me that's LFD's 

SpiroLink. This is an extremely neutral 

cable with very little footprint. My 

system's well matched and set-

up, and they ' let the flavour 

flood out'! 

Recently though, I've 

become a fan of van den 

Hul's Integration Hybrid 

(www.vandenhul.com). At 

£180 for a 0.6m pair, 

they're fiendishly expensive, 

but they've disappeared so 

effectively into my system that 

I kind of don't want to go back. 

The Integration uses extremely 

pure copper, zinc and silver, blended 

into shiny gold coloured conductors 

which have an amorphous structure 

that's free from inter- crystalline 

boundaries. It's based on the DI02111 

Hybrid, but uses these four stranded 

conductors rather than the latter's 

two stranded metal cores. 

The sound is pretty staggering, 

and only serves to remind me of the 

quality of the source, electronics and 

speakers in my system. It's best 

characterised by what it isn't, which is 

coarse, fuzzy, mushy. grainy and 

mechanical or silky, sweet, euphonic 

and smooth. The sum total of the 

Integration's effects on the system is a 

big, fat, zero. It simply disappears - 

which in my opinion is what proper 

cables should do. Totally self-effacing, 

it makes even the Spirolink sound a 

little 'woody'. 

So is it worth spending out on this 

kind of thing? The answer, has to be 

'no' unless the rest of your system is 

spot on - in which case the answer is 

a resounding 'yes'. A.J. van den Hul 

has always been a bit useful when it 

comes to making phono cartridges, 

and now 1 rate his talents with bits of 

wire too. If you've trodden the rocky 

road from 1970s Tottenham Court 

Rd. towards audio nirvana, then you'll 

find the Integration gets you a little 

closei still..

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rogress. The hi-fi industry is far 

from being unique in its quest 

for using improved technology 

to produce a superior product at a 

lower price. All the same a newer 

product isn't always a better one. Once 

in a while a company will surpass them-

selves, producing a product so good it's 

a thankless task to attempt to replace 

it. Wise folk within the industry simply 

won't even attempt the nigh on impos-

sible. 

One needs look no further than 

Linn, Rega, Michell and Naim to 

illustrate this. While all continually 

develop new products, 

their star performers are 

left alone. Well, not quite 

totally alone, but the 

LPI2 Sondek, Planar, 

Gyrodec and NATO I tuner 

have only been subtly 

modified over the years, 

not radically changed. 

Crucially, they also all these products 

look pretty much as they did when 

launched 12-25 years ago. 

Not all manufacturers are quite so 

shrewd or fortunate though. I know it 

will bore some of you to hear, but the 

original Pioneer A-400 is still a great 

favourite of mine. Some felt it too 

clinical, but I felt it gave a taste of true 

high-end equipment when partnered 

carefully. The "wideband" design and 

benign third harmonic distortion 

certainly meant it was unconventional in 

its time. Unlike certain competitors, 

though, it was totally reliable, user 

friendly, and would drive 2 ohm 'speakers 

without kicking up a stink! In short, it 

was the consummate a!1-rounder. 

Pioneer knew they were up against it 

when they launched the A-400X. I 

reviewed it in October 1993 and felt 

that, despite being a good amp', it lost 

the presence and vibrancy of the original. 

Technically it was much the same, yet 

sonically it failed to be quite so inspiring 

as the first A-400. 

Subsequent models such as the A-

300 Precision were good too, but never 

good enough to rekindle the original 

fervour of ten years ago. It's been some 

time since I can even remember hearing 

about a new Pioneer amp now. I doubt 

Pioneer will be too concerned as they're 

doing great business with DVD 

Recordable I believe, but it's a shame to 

think that they could still have a great 

budget/mid-range amp had they been a 

little more careful come replacement 

time. 

Another company to get its fingers 

burnt, yet have since made a comeback, 

is NAD. The original 3020, 3020e and 

3021, were best selling and best sounding 

budget amps that dominated the hi-fi 

market right through the 1980s. Perhaps 

NAD had become rather blasé when 

they launched the 302 in 1992. To me it 

was a disappointment, to put it mildly. 

Compared to the 3020s I found it edgy, 

two-dimensional and rather mechanical

sounding. Observations that seemed 

particularly unusual from such a 

respected brand as NAD. It didn't take 

long for NAD to respond either. Despite 

generally favourable press reviews, poor 

dealer feedback lead NAD to upgrade 

the amp sooner than they otherwise 

would have done. The resulting 312, 

which was actually based upon the 304, 

was a huge improvement and worthy of 

its ancestors laurels. Since then, we've 

had the C320, which remains one of the 

best selling, and best sounding amps in its 

class. NAD made a mistake in 1992, but 

at least they've learnt their lesson since. 

During the NAD 3020's heyday, 

there was a particular 'speaker that 

enjoyed equal status as budget stalwart. 

In the late 1980s and early 90s it could 

be found in students digs, shops, pubs 

and all those other places budget boxes 

turn up at, across the country. It was the 

ubiquitous JPW Sonata. Remember it? 

Well, the chances are that if you don't 

then it's more to do with JPVV's failure to 

maintain the momentum it created with 

the 'speaker than any other reason. Even 

today, the real wood veneered Sonata 

would turn in a decent performance, 

shaming many rivals. Yet JPW's decision 

to add a metal domed tweeter to the 

design ruined its cohesive sound quality. 

Furthermore, when they finally got 

around to replacing it, and the equally 

successful Mini Monitor, their new ML 

range simply flopped. They're still around 

today, but the ML3I0 and ML510 simply 

don't sell, at least in this country. Whilst 

being far from poor speakers, they don't 

have quite what it takes to fend off the 

likes of Mission, Tannoy and KEF. Twelve 

years ago things were very different. 

Even the likes of the consistently 

successful Mission can get it wrong. The 

Mission 700 followed a line of brilliant 

baby Missions stretching back over a 

couple of decades. Trouble was, it was 

built on the cheap, and sounded it. A 

Mission employee once admitted to me 

that it wasn't really a hi-fi 'speaker and 

that it was really aimed at the midi/mini 

system market. The brand name and 

reasonable reviews meant it still sold, but 

just listen to its replacement, the m71, to 

see just how off the mark it was. Like 

NAD, Mission has since moved on. 

So, even the most respected hi-fi 

brands can occasionally get it wrong. 

These are just a few examples. Rest 

assured, most model replacements do 

offer an improvement in sound quality, 

small though it may be at times. Hi-fi is a 

market where technological progress and 

fashion count for less than sonic quality 

and good value. Happy listening!•

Andy Giles takes a trip down memory lane, 

almost literally, as he assesses David 
Crosby's remarkable 1971 solo album 
`If I Could Only Remember My Name'. 

III n 1970, in San Francisco's Bay 

Area, a friend suggested that we 

each try half a tab of the acid he 

had scored from a guy who had 

scored from a guy who supplied 

David Crosby. 'Apparently, it's beauti-

fully mild, kind of speedy and very 

pure' announced my friend. About an 

hour after dropping the said half-tab — 

I had serious difficulty in remembering 

my name. It was beautiful — but not 

mild. 

Without indulging in any self-

congratulatory narcotic bragging, I 

had done many trips before this one — 

but it was — and still is - the strongest 

mind changing hallucinogenic I had 

ever taken. Not surprising, then, that 

at that time David Crosby was laying 

down the tracks of what was to 

become the most poignant and 

extraordinary solo album of the ' 70s - 

'If I Could Only Remember My 

Name'. I don't know how much of 

this stuff he was doing then, but when 

I listen to this extraordinary 

collection of tracks I know it had an 

influence — to say the least. In no way 

do I condone drug taking, nor do I 

recommend or uphold this as an 

album that exemplifies the way that 

substances like LSD affect thoughts 

and emotions. But the fact remains 

that ' If I Could Only Remember My 

Name' is a masterpiece of ' reeling 

from the wreckage' rock and is acid 

imbued from grove to groove. 

Much of the wreckage from 

which Crosby was reeling was the 

death of his beautiful and beloved 

girlfriend Christine Hinton in a tragic 

car crash in 1969. One track on the 

album, ' I'd Swear There Was 

Somebody Here' is a strikingly 

haunting evocation of her soul 

incarnate. It's almost a primal scream 

of despair and loss, with uncanny 

depth of sorrow. But despite the 

obvious cathartic nature of its 

creation, ' If I Could Only 

Remember My Name' is not 

all set in a minor key. 

The opening ' Music Is 

Love' is a classic hippy anthem, 

as is 'What Are Their Names?' 

both tracks replete with guest 

appearances from the West Coast 

rock-chic cognoscenti of the time, 

including Grace Slick, Joni Mitchell, 

Jerry Garcia, Neil Young and Graham 

Nash. You can almost smell the 

Patchouli oil. Nash teams up with 

Crosby on the electrifying set 

'Cowboy Movie' (eight minutes of 

blistering western rock) and duets in 

per fect symmetry with him on 

'Tamalpais High (At About 3)', 

'Orleans' and 'Song With No Words' 

— which is exactly that. You get the 

impression that someone was too far 

out of it to think of any. The sublime 

track ' Laughing', with its gorgeous 

Jerry Garcia steel guitar licks 

throughout, is seminal Crosby, with 

his voice in ecstatic form. He sings as 

if the act of laughing is something that 

happens to other people — not him. 

The quite dazzling (some would 

argue downright weird) 'Traction In 

The Rain' defies description. Its lyrics 

bear no close inspection by those 

who have not dabbled in the powers 

of Lysergic Acid Diethylamide. There 

is an overwhelming rapturous sense 

of questioning in this track. In many 

ways it sums-up the album. Crosby 

had lots of mystery being replaced by 

some species of explanation. 

'If I Could Only Remember My 

Name' was recorded in San Francisco 

during 1970 and released at the end 

of February 1971. The studio 

memoirs tell us that (not surprisingly) 

the recording sessions were notable 

because of ' David's willingness to 

experiment, to explore new 

directions, and to involve his friends 

in his particular vision'. Crosby said of 

it, '... it was me trying to get myself 

going again. And I had a lot of songs, 

new ones and old ones. I did make 

what I think is a fascinating album. It's 

very strange and it mirrored the 

strangeness in my life after Christine 

died and I started to get it all back 

together again'. 

'If I Could Only Remember My 

Name' is a fascinating album. It is 

very strange. But it's also an 

outstanding contribution to the '70s 

West Coast rock genre of which 

Crosby was very much an influential 

facet. Described by many critics at 

the time as 'self indulgent', it has now 

become a cult album. I know real 

rock-heads who only got to listen to 

it a few years ago and now rate it as 

amongst their top five great all-time 

LP records. 

This is a gorgeous album. Full of 

sensuality, excitement, rock and 

protest. It is exactly indicative of its 

time, crafted by an intelligent man 

with a deep scar to heal but with the 

warmth and the foresight to realise 

that the healing process is marked 

through beauty and truth. And, what's 

more, you don't need to have 

indulged in any drugs whatsoever to 

enjoy this album. So don't. Ever. • A

Andy Grove gets heavy with Sugden's top 

of the range pre and power amps. 

II I> 've always had a liking for Sugden I 

products and their design philoso-

phy. This company goes back a long 

way, but unfortunately until recently 

their pedigree has remained somewhat 
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overshadowed by famous names with 

louder voices. Nowadays Sugden is 

taking more of the limelight, putting 

forward a stronger image and intro-

ducing some great new products. 

These two units really do look 

the part, very nicely finished at the 

Sugden factory in Yorkshire. The 

power amp's speaker terminals are 

the best I have ever seen, once again 

from Herr Thoerner (WBT). These 

mighty things have a collet inside 

which screws up tight onto your 

banana plug, biting into it, thereby 

making the best possible connection. 

The preamp phono sockets are of 

very high quality as well, also from 

WBT. 

The pre has 4 inputs and two 

tape loop options. Switching is 

accomplished by relays at the back of 

the unit minimising the length of the 

signal path inside. The volume control 

is operable by remote control, but I 

think that would be a shame not to 

twiddle those chunky knobs by hand! 

The connection between the pre 

and power can be either single-ended 

or balanced via XLRs. Balanced 

operation might be an advantage if 

you have a long cable run from pre to 

power ( i.e. an American style setup). 

Always to be associated with 

Sugden is the phrase "Class A". In 

both the American sense, of being of 

utmost quality, and also the electronic 

engineering sense. It is a fact that 

power output is a specification which 

buyers take into major consideration 

when selecting an amplifier. This 

resulted in manufacturers designing 

amplifiers with, quite often, 

unnecessary power outputs to get 

one up on the competition. In fact, a 

little like the 

American muscle 

cars of the sixties 

and early seventies. 

To maximise 

the "horsepower 

per dollar" factor. 

Class B operation 

using vast amounts 

of negative feedback 

to reduce the 

various distortions 

to an 

(un?)acceptable 

level is the order of 

the day. Sugden 

have kept with the 

electronic ideal as 

far as possible by 

utilising Class A 

operation. Here 

distortion, especially 

crossover distortion, 

is minimised at the 

source by the use of 

a high bias current in 

the output stage. 

This results in a 

smoother and 

sweeter presen-

tation. Visualise the difference 

between a turbo four pot and a VI2 

of similar power output. 

Sugden use the highly advanced 

Sanken LAPT (Large Area Parallel 

Transistor) output devices from Japan. 

These babies are constructed from an 

array of small transistors all fabricated

on the same chip, all 

thermally coupled. 

This allows an order 

of magnitude 

improvement in high 

frequency 

performance over 

the older type 

devices in common 

use such as the 

MJ 15003 and so on 

from the USA. 

In a similar way 

to an FET output 

stage, the improved 

high frequency 

performance of the 

output stage allows a 

better stability 

margin when 

feedback is applied, 

and less supply rail 

clamping with high power high 

frequency signals. 

A natural smoothness was

evident as soon as I started to use the 

combination and the amplifier only 

improved as it warmed up. There was 

nothing soft about it, just an organic 

naturalness and fluidity. For my more 

critical listening I used some harsher 

sounding recordings just to make sure 
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the 

amps weren't 

going to over sweeten the 

dish. The Masterclass system had 

already excelled itself in all ways with 

leisurely classical listening by the time 

I was satisfied that the system had 

warmed up. Bjork's sometimes less 

than subtle voice was presented 

firmly and precisely within the 

soundstage with fantastic focus. That 

"hmm, I'm not sure about this girls 

sanity" edge to her voice and her 

amazing vocal athletics on 'Human 

Behaviour' conjured images of a live 

concert. The sharp, forceful presence 

of her voice was something to be 

heard, and could be a little painful if 

listened to very loud. I know from 

personal experience that some 

women's voices can switch between 

the dulcet tones of die Siren, and the 

pain inducing sonic weapon used for 

the control of naughty children (and 

maybe husbands too?). To illustrate 

the point, quieter passages when 

Bjork's vocal chords weren't being 

pushed so hard, the Masterclass 

system/ ESL989 combination 

portrayed a breathy, atmospheric, 

close mic'd vocal quality which was 

very sexy and intimate like someone 

whispering into your ear. 

Now, comparisons are 

supposedly odious but bright tracks 

like Bjork's 'Human Behaviour' or 

traditional rock such as Jeff Healey's 

'See The Light' CD, when played on 

the Musical Fidelity A300cr, had a 

glittery edge in the treble, which was 

a bit much for me at times. The 

Masterclass 

system had none of it. 

The treble was 

exquisitely clean but 

there was no 

scratchiness up there 

other than that which 

I assume is present on the recording. 

There was plenty of air and space up 

there too. This was more noticeable 

on classical music, where the ear 

takes phase clues from the high 

frequency direct/ reflect sound of an 

acoustic recording. Hall ambience was 

superb on all recordings 1 tried. The 

soundstage extended way outside the 

wall boundaries of my room and the 

subtlest shufflings of the audience 

were clearly audible, illustrating the 

combination's superb dynamic 

resolving power. 

I spun a bit more Bjork by way of 

Hyperballad, as it has a very strong 

and deep synthesised bassline. 

Compared to the A300cr, the 

Masterclass's low bass was possibly a 

little softer, or maybe 'elastic' in 

presentation but seemed to be 

deeper and richer. As the 989 

electrostatics have no box 

coloration, and the fact that they do 

not use high order resonant reflex 

systems to achieve bass depth they 

have a superb bass transient 

response. This give's an insight into 

both the recording and the driving 

amplifier system. 

I had some fun with the bass 

using Missy Elliot's 'Get Ur Freak 

On', which seriously kicks. The 

Masterclass grabbed hold of the 

panels and shook the room and me 

with it, starting and stopping on a 

review 
sixpence. Obviously there was no 

lack of power at low and subsonic 

frequencies, I'm sure my neighbours 

really appreciated it. 

The Masterclass preamp and 

power amp are real top class 

pieces of equipment. 

The fit and finish is of the 

first order, all built in Britain 

as well! The sound is 

superb, natural and 

organic but with real 

power available. I think 

that the treble quality 

of this system is 

maybe it's finest point. 

It is almost valve- like in quality, 

sweet and detailed without a hint of 

grain or over brightness. The system 

suited all types of music which, to me, 

is the sign of thoroughbred, no 

compromise amplification. I A

here are few hi-fi companies 

around today that have as 

full and rich a history as 

Castle. Founded in 1973 in Skipton. 

Yorkshire by a team from 

Wharfedale, the line stretches right 

back to the inception of stereophon-

ic reproduction in the 1950s. Few 

companies left today are still con-

centrating on this aspect of loud-

speaker manufacturing as much as 

Castle. Apart from the odd econom-

ically necessary foray into multichan-

nel application, plus modern design 

in the unusual shape of the Inversion 

series, Castle resolutely stick to two 

channel speakers in the true British 

fashion in their Classic Series, where 

the emphasis is very much on tradi-

tional craftsmanship. This is where 

Castle's strengths really lie, 1 feel. 

As more and more manu-

facturers opt for the sleek and chic 

cabinet work and flat panel designs, 

so more conservative customers will 

opt for the traditional products of 

the likes of Castle, of which the lat-

est standmount is a fine example. 

The new Warwick 3 isn't 

perhaps the pick of the litter when it 

comes to looks. It has a bulky and 

tall cabinet and notably isn't labelled 

as a 'bookshelf' model (you'd have 

to own a whole library of World 

Atlases to use it on a bookshelf). But 

the build quality is superb - 

considering that these are 

standmounts they weigh quite a bit 

more than a few floorstanders I've 

encountered! 

The Warwick 3 employs a newly 

designed 150mm bass/mid unit with 

a woven carbon-fibre cone, Kapton 

voice coil former and copper coated 

aluminium winding. The driver also 

features a shaped "pole piece" (or 

phase plug) which Castle say 

improves linearity of piston 

movement. The tweeter is a 19mm 

low modulus polyamide dome design 

placed below the mid/bass unit and 

offset on the front baffle. This is 

used by manufacturers and 

designers, as in this case, to 

minimise diffraction and improve 

imaging. 

Although resolutely ' hi-fi' in 

design, the Warwick is fully shielded 

to ensure safe placement next to a 

television for AV use. It's a bass 

reflex design and the port is front 

mounted making close wall 

placement a viable option. 

Castle Acoustics have released the latest 
version of their Warwick standmount 'speaker. 

Simon Pope listens in. 
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The cabinets use 18mm MDF 

panels finished with Castles usual 

choice of nine very attractive real 

wood veneers. The large size of the 

cabinet should also ensure deep bass 

for a standmount and the extensive 

use of internal bracing used should 

make it taut, too. 

According to Fred Clayton of 

Castle, the main criterion was to 

design a standmount 'speaker which 

would bring together "twin benefits 

of greater clarity and superb dynamic 

performance".1 have to admit that 

these two traits weren't the most 

obvious on initial listening! Placed on 

a sturdy pair of Atacama stands and 

hooked up to a Meridian 506.24 CD 

player/Meridian 557 power amp and a 

Cyrus 7 integrated I found their 

fluidity and openness the most 

striking sonic features. With rock and 

dance music, such as Paul Weller's 

'Stanley Road' and Underworld's 

'Beaucoup Fish' the Warwicks 

displayed an open and spacious sound, 

with a warm and deep bass response. 

Low frequency percussion pumped 

well through the room and dug easily 

as low as a few lower priced 

floorstanders on the market. What I 

also found, however, was that at times 

especially with the bass heavy 

Underworld CD - the lower bass 

dragged slightly behind the beat a 

little which made the sound a tad 

The Castle Warwick sounded 

smooth under test, and a little warm. 

Moving my head up and down in 

front of it — a standard trick — 

showed that from above they sound 

like this, but on the tweeter axis they 

sound brighter. Measurement 

confirmed their apparent warmth; 

there's a slow roll off in treble energy 

toward high frequencies, clearly 

shown by our pink noise analysis. 

This isn't the sort of warmth 

produced by driver mismatching at 

the crossover point, usually 3kHz, 

which produces a dip, since there is 

no dip. So the Warwicks will likely 

sound quite detailed without being 

sharp. I find this sort of balance 

natural and relaxing: it suits classical 

very well. The Warwicks do need a 

high-ish stand though, because they 

should not be far below ear height. 

Bass extension was good, 

sluggish. This wasn't as pronounced 

with the Paul Weller CD, which 

demonstrated a good way with the 

midrange detail in vocal lines and 

guitar tracks. 

Best of all was the impressively 

open and sweet treble of these 

speakers. Ride cymbals and othei 

percussive tinklings were smooth and 

well detailed, with no harshness 

whatsoever. Imaging with rock 

recordings was fine, with the mixes 

sounding intricate and exciting. 

The nature of the Warwicks 

dictated that classical would be their 

cup of tea, and so it was. Largish 

orchestral pieces such as Beethoven 

and Schubert symphonies sounded 

aptly lush and rich, with the 

Warwicks just missing out on the 

forward output reaching down to 

40Hz, before rolling down steeply. 

Below this the port operates, 

maintaining useful output down to 

25Hz. It a good performance for a 

rhythmic drive of the former's style. 

However, phrasing and line was 

excellent and the upper strings were 

smooth and lush, without becoming 

muddy. Larger fare such as Mahler's 

5th symphony was well handled well 

faring better than with the 

competition when it comes to scale. I 

still failed to get the whole picture 

because somehow the cabinets still 

restricted dynamics and scale. 

Performances of Chopin's Nocturnes 

for solo piano and Shostakovich% 

string quartets were very good, with 

commendable detail.. 

The Warwicks are a traditional 

sounding 'speaker with smooth, sweet 

treble, an open midrange and deep 

bass. You won't get the rhythmic grip 

and bass control of a infinite baffle 

design, but on the other hand, the 

Castles were a fairly easy load to 

drive. They are pretty much recording 

friendly and give a good rendition of 

anything you chuck at them but I 

found the bass a bit too slow 

sometimes with bass heavy 

material.

Budget cartridges might have a simple stylus tip, but they can still give a 
good account of themselves, Noel Keywood finds. 

II> C
artridges continue to 

improve even though the LP 

died as a major format some 

years ago. It's a little strange that 

today's pick cartridges are a lot more 

accurate and CD-like, I could say, 

than they ever were in the LP's hey-

day. It was a surprise to see just how 

well the budget cartridges here 

tracked, for example, because this is 

one area were low priced models of 

yore commonly looked at little grim. 

Now they ride a groove well, which 

helps preserve record life no end. 

It doesn't help if you once ran a 

Shure M55E like I did, thinking at the 

time that is was the doggy's. Nor for 

that matter a revered Decca London, 

which ploughed its own groove. 

Records sounded great until another 

cartridge was used, then all of a 

sudden the truth became apparent. 

Those days are over. In spite of their 

low cost and low pretensions the four 

cartridges tested here will preserve 

your vinyl, new or old, immaculately. 

All of them sailed through tests tracks 

that older designs of any pedigree 

would blanche at. 

Good tracking ability is one 

important aspect of cartridge 

CONCLUSION 

In terms of measured performance 

Goldring's Elektra is the odd man 

out in this group. This affected 

sound quality which was uninvolving. 

But it was the cheapest of the group 

at just £30. It is a good starter car-

performance, at a sensible playing 

weight I should add. Where once 

designers (at Shure and Empire for 

example) attempted to get cartridges 

to track at I gm or so, nowadays 

around I.6-2gm is more common. 

The reason is that a good tip will 

distribute the downforce well enough 

not to damage the groove by pushing 

it past the elastic limit, even at I.8gm. 

Higher playing forces improve 

tracking and make the arm more 

stable in the groove. A bouncy floor 

or closing door would disturb an arm 

at Igm downforce, but far less so at 

I.8gms. So don't worry about 

downforce - it need not be very low. 

This is not a measure of goodness. 

Another common feature of 

budget moving magnet cartridges was 

a warm sound, but the models here 

have moved away from this sort of 

presentation. Three of the four 

sounded a little bright; only the 

budget Goldring Elektra was softer, 

but that's not to say dull or warm. It's 

a little ironic perhaps that cartridges 

have moved toward the sound of CD, 

but I know in practice that with good 

recordings where tonal balance 

matches, LP often wins the sound 

tridge perhaps. 

Just £2.50 more buys Ortofon's 

Super 0M 10 and it is the bargain of 

the group in many ways. Offering a 

high standard of sound quality with 

superb tracking it's far and away the 

best value buy in this group. 

Audio Technica's AT 120E offers 

quality contest. If you are new to 

vinyl, be prepared for a great sound. 

even from budget cartridges like the 

ones 1 review here. 

If you are going to spin 45s the 

higher grove speed cleans up sound 

quality a lot. High quality recordings 

on 45rpm, I2in singles really do leave 

CD standing, especially in the bass, 

which is partly why the LP is enjoying 

a Dance revival I suspect. 

Talking of which, cartridges for 

DJing have very high tracking forces 

to keep them in the groove. We're 

talking 3gms or more. High 

downforces mean stiffer suspension 

and a strong cantilever, both of which 

affect performance for the worse. Hi-

fi cartridges are different animals, 

tuned more toward sound quality 

than the brute durability needed to 

withstand arduous conditions. There's 

a significant difference between the 

two and the models reviewed here 

are not suitable for DJ work.

comes neatly packed in a 

lastic case, accompanied by 

stylus brush, small screwdriver and 

lightweight aluminium screws. I didn't 

wrestle to get it out, like the 

Goldring, but I did wrestle to get it in 

- to get the stylus carrier into the 

body, that is, because if you push it in 

gently it doesn't mate.1 have had this 

problem with Audio Techs. before; 

the stylus assembly must be pushed 

home firmly so it engages fully. 

Otherwise, with a light push, it will 

appear to engage but not do so. 

This apart the ATI2OE is easy 

enough to fit, being of normal 

dimensions, and it balances out 

without difficulty, possessing a normal 

body weight of 6.2gms. Audio 

Technica quote a wide tracking force 

range but i used I.6gms.

It offers a big, generous 

sound that on casual listening is 

expansive and obviously larger than 

that of its rivals. In the past Audio 

Techs went down well with listeners 

- usually into Rock exclusively - who 

wanted lots of bottom and top end 

action. 

1 have to say the 120E is 

impressive and, surprisingly, bright in 

a different and perhaps less intrusive 

way than Goldring's 1006. Or perhaps 

not. It depends on what annoys and 

pleases you. Lower the stylus and you 

are met with strong ticks and pops; 

this cartridge emphasises surface 

noise quite noticeably. The stylus, 

however, seems to have an excellent 

profile because it delivered wonderful 

levels of fine detail and seemingly 

possessed laser insight into a groove, 

making Goldring's 1006 seem a little 

crude in this area. The Audio Tech 

could at times sound very sharp 

though; its treble peak can be heard. 

Down at the bass end this 

cartridge delivers generous quantities 

of bottom end power, if with less 

resolution and grip than Goldring's 

1006. 

What a great cartridge to use for 

grungy Rock like Skunk Anasie's 'We 

Love Your Apathy'. Guitars were 

raunchy. Skin snarled loudly from 

centre stage and the whole 

performance moved forward strongly, 

filling the room. The ATI2OE isn't 

controlled and grippy so much as big 

and raunchy. If you like Soundgarden 

and stride around your bedroom with 

cardboard guitar, get a 120E. 

All the same, it does truly have 

finesse in the treble and mountains of 

ability, tip toeing through Gabrielle's 

'Should I Stay' with just the odd 

spitch, but plenty more treble insight 

than the others. The unit's end-of-

side performance was good.

MEASURED PERFORMANCE 

lhe first thing that struck me about 

this cartridge is that it's one helluva 

tracker. Not that the others are bad, 

but this one cleared every test track 

with an ease that eludes the most 

expensive designs. There wasn't so 

much as a murmur even at 25cms/sec 

at IkHz - a track that few cartridges 

clear cleanly. What this means is that 

the AT I 20E will sound very confi-

dent, even with high level vocals. By 

remaining in the groove it will also 

not cause damage by mistracking. 

Audio Technica quote a tracking 

force range of I- 1.8g; I used I.6g. 

Audio Technica favour rising tre-

ble in their cartridges. The AT120E 

has rising output above 4kHz and will 

sound quite obviously bright as a 

result. This is not a subtle effect, out-

put peaking by +4dB at 10kHz. The 

stylus is a good one, which means - 

ironically - that there were no inner 

groove losses to compensate.ln 

other words, the cartridge will sound 

bright at any point on a disc, from 

outside to inside. Both the Goldring 

and Ortofon have similar, if less pro-

nounced characteristics though. 

Vertical tracking angle measured 

21 degrees, almost spot on the 

22degree figure stipulated (but rarely 

achieved) by Standards. As a result 

the AT120E produced little distortion 

on vertical modulation (which affects 

left and right stereo images). Channel 

separation was good enough at 24dB 

and output healthy at 5.6mV at 

5cms/sec rms.

G
etting the I 006 out of its 

packing was a bit of a wres-

tle. Two red plastic clips 

must be levered outward using a fine 

screwdriver and the cartridge body 

eased up whilst doing so. I cursed this 

a bit. The 1006 is well made and fin-

ished and Goldring supply it with a 

good fixing kit comprising non-mag-

netic, stainless steel, allen-head 

screws, with key and spanner no less. 

The 1006 body fits all headshells and 

its normal weight presents no arm 

balance problems either. Fitting was 

easy enough and I ran it at Goldring's 

recommended I.7gms downforce. 

1 use a Goldring 1042 and know 

the 1000 Series sound well. However, 

whilst the 1042 is generally 

acknowledged to be a fine unit for the 

price its budget partners fare less 

well. The 1006 could well have been a 

disappointment then, but it wasn't. It 

has an obviously bright subjective 

balance, as measurement suggested 

GOLDRING 1006 £70 

and this is maintained across much of 

a disc side. But whereas the Elektra 

always seemed muted in colour and 

dynamic the 1006 was an altogether 

different proposition. The bass line 

behind Tina Turner's Steamy 

Windows was supple, powerful and 

strode along with verve. Turner's 

vocals were nicely revealed and 

clearly set up centre-stage. At all 

times I was aware of some brightness 

and a little spit in the sound; the 1006 

borders on being quite sharp, 

especially with modern loudspeakers 

possessing strong treble. At the same 

time it is fast, well focussed and nicely 

detailed. Cymbals crashes could crash 

a little too hard perhaps and bright 

recordings, like Grace Jones The 

Hunter Gets Captured by the Game' 

became very bright. Yet all the time 

the I006's tight, rhythmic bass and 

clear midband served to make the 

overall presentation exciting enough 

to be captivating. Eddy Grant's 

Electric Avenue spinning at 45rpm 

delivered wonderful dynamics, with 

deep rumbling synth sounds, a 

reverberant drum machine line and 

stereo images that flashed hard left to 

hard right. The 1006 dug out and 

delivered the pyrotechnics of this 

disc, firmly making the point that high 

speed vinyl still trounces CD. 

Gabrielle's difficult ' Rise' album 

came over well. Here the I006's 

brightness and insight served to 

assemble images and detail with some 

deftness. The end-of-side problem 

track 'Should 1 Stay' sounded clear 

and relatively confident. There were 

one or two spitches but they held 

steady on the sound stage and 

seemed more part of the music, as if 

the stylus was reading the distortion 

rather than freaking out about it. 

This is a good design with plenty 

of life and detail. It has dry but 

powerful bass, keeps the strands of 

music well sorted and offers a lovely 

sense of clarity. It is bright and treble 

can be a little fierce at times, 

especially with bright recordings, but 

for the most part I would say the 

1006 does vinyl justice and is a fine 

cartridge.

MEASURED PERFORMANCE 

Goldring manage the same carefully 

wrought frequency response balance 

vrith the 1006 as Ortofon with their 

0M10. On outer grooves the fre-

quency response is flat and smooth, 

with a small amount of treble lift. 

Measuring +2.5dB at 12kHz this is 

not great, however, certainly not 

enough to make the cartridge's sound 

unduly sharp or bright. The 1006 

lacks the upper midrange droop that 

once characterised moving magnets 

so it should sound detailed and likely 

a little less warm than trad designs. 

Tracing losses are not great, mea-

suring -5dB loss on inner grooves. 

This is just enough to give a falling 

response and a softer sound at the 

end of an LP, but not a dull one. The 

1006 essentially measures flat and is 

impressively accurate. 

Tracking performance was 

superb at 300Hz; the 1006 sailed 

through top level tracks. It managed 

well in the midband too, clearing 

25cms/sec at IkHz, a level which 

causes some cartridges to let go 

completely and skate over the vinyl 

surface! 

Goldring manage a relatively high 

channel separation figure of 28dB and 

also provide a healthy output of 

5.8mV at Scms/sec rms. With a verti-

cal tracking angle of 28degrees verti-

cal mod, distortion was 4.3%, a rea-

sonable value. 

The 1006 measured well in all 

respects. Flat frequency response will 

result in a smooth yet accurate 

sound whilst good tracking will instill 

a sense of confidence. NK

he Elektra cornes in simple 

packaging comprising plastic 

case, instruction sheet and 

one set of metal fixing screws. There 

are no tools, unlike the Audio 

Technica for example. I have to say 

the Elektra looks budget too, with a 

simple but shielded metal body and 

red plug-in stylus assembly. The stylus 

guard is an awkward clip-on affair. I 

was surprised to see the cartridge is 

made in Japan because that counti y 

doesn't, these days, produce much 

budget kit. 

Fixing was easy enough, because 

the body is a standard shape and size. 

The arm's counterweight comes in 

close to the pivot because the Elektra 

is so light, but the I2in SME30 12 I use 

GOLDRING ELEKTRA £30 

was happy enough. 

From measurement I was 

expecting a slightly soft and bland 

sound and that is more or less what I 

got from the Elektra. It is mild, 

inoffensive and a trifle bland. Goldring 

have made sure it is inoffensive and it 

has enough basic capability to get 

across the basic message and dynamic 

embedded in an LP track. Tina 

Turner's 'Steamy Windows' had good 

bottom end power, for example, but 

the emphasis that the cutting 

engineer put on the bass line doesn't 

really come across. It's there, it works 

and it sounds normal enough, until 

you hear something better. 

The Elektra wasn't particularly 

bad in any area, so much as bland and 

unexciting in most of them With LPs 

that are, in themselves, slightly soft, 

such as Gabrielle's ' Rise', this 

cartridge made them even softer, 

moving into muzziness at times. I only 

sat up in serious doubt when 

checking inner groove performance 

with 'Should I Stay'. There was a lot 

of spitching and the spitch would 

jump from side to side, suggesting the 

stylus was leaving the groove. From 

measured performance this would 

seem unlikely and this track does have 

recorded- in spitch ( i.e. peak 

distortion on sibilance), likely put 

there by the cutter. All the same, the 

Elektra seemed more upset by this 

track than the others and any listener 

would have been a little perturbed I 

believe. 

Generally then, the Elektra is a 

somewhat soft and bland sounding 

budget cartridge that can get dull at 

the end of a side. All the same, it is 

pretty inoffensive and for the most 

part does its job well.

MEASURED PERFORMANCE 

The Elektra is a neat little budget 

moving magnet weighing just 4.2gms - 

very light. Cartridge weight forms a 

large proportion of headshell total 

moving mass: a light cartridge helps 

improve tracking over warps by low-

ering inertia. Less is more in this 

case. 

Although a budget special the 

Elektra now tracks very well. I was 

surprised that it now gets through 

top level torture tracks at 300Hz and 

I kHz, better than I can remember 

from earlier versions. So there's no 

limitation here and the Elektra will 

preserve records by tracking secure-

ly. 

Frequency response droops 

slightly at high frequencies (200pF 

load) our analysis on outer grooves 

shows. Yet it is at the same time 

quite smooth, free from the peaking 

that commonly occurs around 

I 6kHz, or tip mass resonance. On 

inner grooves stylus tracing loss 

becomes significant, which will sub-

jectively soften out the sound. Level 

measured -6dB down at 20kHz. On 

balance the Elektra will sound soft 

and smooth, possible a little dull on 

inner grooves. 

Channel separation was poor, 

measuring I7dB, and this is the prime 

limitation of the Elektra, together 

with low-ish output of 4.6mV at 

5cms/sec rms. The more expensive 

1006 tackles both limitations. Poor 

separation, however, subjectively 

strengthens centre images, bringing 

more prominence to vocals for 

example, and in practice it doesn't 

degrade the sound so much as alter it 

a little. 

The Elektra has high disc clear-

ance to cope with warps. This gives it 

a high vertical tracking angle of 29 

degrees which leads to significant 

vertical mod. distortion of 8%. 

Luckily this is primarily second har-

monic, which lightens timbre rather 

than sounding nasty. All cartridges 

produce 3-6% vertical distortion, to 

get the Elektra into perspecrive. 

The Elektra is a neat enough 

package well designed for budget 

duty. Measurement suggests it sound 

smooth and confident. NK

t has an unusual shape, but the 
OM I O's footprint is fairly conven-

tional, so it fits headshells without 

difficulty. I had to crimp the tiny con-

nectors of the cartridge headshell 

leads, because the output pins of the 

cartridge seem to be a little smaller in 

diameter than the other units and the 

leads would spring off. It's a fiddle but 

not too difficult. Ortofon use a 

screening can around the generator 

to reduce hum pickup and it earths 

through the right channel ground pin 

(green). 

The Super OM 10 is another very 

light cartridge, weighing just 5gms. To 

balance an arm the counterweight will 

have to come right in close to the 

pivot. 1 set tracking force at Ortofon's 

recommended value of I.5gm. 

A neat feature of the 0M 10 I 

appreciate is the ability to see the 

stylus. With other units it lies 

beneath the body; with this one a 

small recess makes it visible - great 

for accurate cueing. 

The OM 10 has always been a 

ORTOFON SUPER 0M10 

strong budget favourite because of its 

superb tracking ability. However, 

Goldring and Audio Technica have 

closed the gap. Now it is sound 

quality that separates the cartridges 

more than technical performance. 

The Super OMIO retains its strong 

midrange projection that pushes 

vocals forward on the sound stage, 

making them almost shout. Jackie 

Leven's lyrics on Call Mother a 

Lonely Field' were clearly resolved; he 

was forward but there was a little 

shout here I felt, plus some treble 

sharpness, although no more of this 

than that displayed by the other 

cartridges, except the Elektra. 

Perhaps the shout of this cartridge 

comes from the fact that it has slightly 

recessed bass. Although tight enough, 

bass lines were a little back in the 

mix, something I noticed immediately 

when spinning Skunk Anansie. Vocals 

were projected clearly and treble was 

clean and clear, if a little strong, but 

the track just lacked scuzz. 

Cranking mod levels up a bit by 

switching my Garrard 401 to 45rpm 

and putting on 'Electric Avenue' 

confirmed that dynamic bass lines in 

particular were not well resolved. 

The deep bass synth stabs and drones 

didn't come through with the strength 

and presence managed by the 

Goldring 1006 or AT120E.

The Super OM 10 does, however, 

have a great sense of confidence and 

composure that in many cases places 

it to the front of the field. Gabrielle's 

'Rise' album is a bit of a bland cut, yet 

here the Super OM 10 teased out 

every piece of detail possible, setting 

up one of the clearest and most 

stable sound stages 1 have yet to hear 

from this album. If you played ' Rise' 

alone, then you'd buy the Super 

OM 10! This remained the case right 

through to the difficult end-of-side 

track 'Should I Stay'. Again the OMIO 

gave a clearer and more confidently 

composed performance than any of 

the other units reviewed here. 

Ortofon's Super OMIO remains a 

great performer: It has real 

projection. It is perhaps a bit more 

academic in what it does than the 

others, possessing the best resolution 

of them all, whilst at the same time 

suffering a lack of real dynamic bass 

drive.

MEASURED PERFORMANCE 

The 0M 10 has always measured well 

and our review sample suggests the 

tradition continues. In spite of pos-

sessing a simple elliptical stylus the 

cartridge traces short wavelength 

inner grooves almost as well as outer 

grooves. There's -3dB treble loss 

from outer to inner, our frequency 

I response analysis shows, but Ortofon 

have balanced the responses neatly 

so that there's a little treble lift and 

brightness in outer grooves 

(47k/200pF load) but an almost flat 

response on inner, to give optimum 

results where most muddle and dis-

tortion occurs. If my memory is cor-

rect the OMIO used to have a falling 

response and has been brightened up 

a bit. 

Worth noting is the complete 

lack of an upper midrange 'generator' 

droop that classically made moving 

magnet (MM) cartridges sound warm. 

The OMIO will sound detailed and 

even a little bright in comparison. 

Output remains very high, mea-

suring no less than 7mV at 5cms/sec 

rms. This was always the case with 

the OM I 0 and it minimises phono 

stage hiss. In spite of high output 

tracking hasn't been compromised. It 

remains very high at 300Hz and 

IkHz, up with the best, so there's lit-

tle chance of groove damage. This 

cartridge really hangs on at the rec-

ommended tracking force of I.5gms. 

The OMIO measured very well in 

all areas. It remains a superb piece of 

budget engineering by Ortofon, 

where everything balances beautifully.

S
etting up a cartridge is a little 

fiddly but not too difficult. 

Here's a simple and compre-

hensive step-by step guide, where we 

tell you what to do and why. Just be 

aware that the stylus cantilever is a 

delicate lightweight alloy tube that will 

bend easily if knocked. Take precau-

tions to avoid this happening! 

I) Remove cartridge carefully from 

packaging. This is a potential danger 

area. If you have to wrestle a unit out, 

remove the stylus guard and then the 

stylus from the body. Moving magnet 

stylus assemblies always pull out. 

2) To fit the cartridge it is safest if you 

remove the stylus assembly first. 

Then screw the body to the 

headshell, making certain it is not 

skewed. This is quite important, since 

a degree or two of skew will put the 

tracking right out and raise distortion. 

Look at my diagram to sort this one. 

3) Connect headshell leads to 

cartridge output pins. 

Red: right channel hot; Green right 

channel ground; White: left channel 

hot; Blue: left channel ground.

8) Set arm height - again if this is 

possible. This sets vertical tracking 

angle and it is best to start with the 

arm pivot as low as possible, because 

most cartridges have excessive VTA 

and this minimises it and resultant 

distortion. You'll soon find though 

that a cartridge will not ride warps if 

you take things too far, because the 

body will hit the warp. Generally the 

arm can be lowered from horizontal 

at the pivot by only a small amount. 

Note that the AT120E reviewed here 

has correct VTA (22 degrees) and 

does not need any such compen-

sation. It needs the arm to be 

horizontal.

ack in the seventies, Trio was 

a name to conjure with for 

many an impoverished audio-

phile. Trio-Kenwood Corp. - which 

later became just plain Kenwood - 

was a purveyor of fine quality afford-

able hi-fi separates, selling to a market 

not entirely dissimilar to that of 

Arcam today. As well as making a 

cracking entry-level budget turntable 

(in the shape of the KDI033B), it sold 

a number of affordable amplifiers 

(KA1500, KA3700, KA-405) to hi-fi 

nuts hungry for its well designed and 

beautifully made wares. 

In Japan however, the company 

was better known for its high end 

esoterica - its LO-7D turntable was a 

pretty resounding two fingers up to 

the newly fashionable Linn Sondek 

and Oracle super decks, and there 

were some pretty useful electronics 

to partner it. The KT7500 you see 

here was the company's top tuner for 

us mere mortals, however. Costing 

the best part of £ 180 in 1978, it 

wasn't that much cheaper than the 

aforementioned LP12 anyway. 

As you'd expect at this not 

inconsiderable price, the Trio was 

built like the proverbial brick 

outhouse. Weighing the best part of 

I Okg, the standard 430mm width case 

contains less than its fair share of air. 

In its place is a generously sized frame 

type transformer, beautifully laid out 

all-discrete circuitry and a flywheel 

tuning assembly the size of a big bit of 

scaffolding. Round the back there's a 

switchable de-emphasis facility (giving 

a choice of 50 or 25 uS), in antici-

pation of the expected-but-never 

delivered Dolby FM. Along with the 

usual antenna connections and fixed 

and variable audio outs, two FM 

multipath sockets are provided. 

At the front, the obligatory half-

inch thick brushed aluminium fascia 

sports suitably chunky controls for 

power on-off, variable output level, IF 

band (wide/narrow), muting and AM-

FM waveband selection, with a 

switchable MPX ('High Blend') filter. 

Being an analogue design - in the days 

before digitally synthesised tuning had 

ever set foot on a showroom shelf - 

the user interface is a joy. A wide, 

brightly backlit scale works in 

conjunction with two meters (signal 

strength and tuning) and a heavily 

weighted flywheel. The result is far 

more tactile than the plastic preset 

buttons we take for granted these 

days - it's like reel to reel compared 

to MiniDisc! 

Power the Trio up and you'll get a 

shock - unlike the synthesised designs 

that were poised to replace it, the 

KT7500 is an incredibly natural and 

open sounding design. It's as 

'analogue' as they come, giving a 

sweet, lilting FM performance with 

plenty of detail and an eerily three 

dimensional soundstage. It's no 

Troughline, but then again it's far 

more sensitive, better built and has 

just a hint of the Leak's incredibly 

organic nature - far more so than any 

digital tuner of today. A great boon is 

its AM performance - incredibly quiet, 

smooth and open, it makes listening 

to music on this distinctly low-fi 

waveband perfectly enjoyable, 

whereas BBC Radio Five Live and 

TalkSport have never sounded so 

clean. 

This Trio isn't the best Jap 

analogue tuner ever made - that 

accolade probably goes to Yamaha's 

far, far more expensive CT-7000. But 

it, and a number of other late 

seventies high end designs from 'big 

name' manufacturers (Pioneer, Sony, 

Sansui, Technics) make superb 

second-hand buys. At under£100 for 

a mint boxed example, it's cheaper to 

buy than a bottom-of-the-range Sony 

from your local DIxons, and will 

probably outlast it too. In the 

meantime you'll have something that 

makes listening to analogue radio a 

surprisingly natural and satisfying 

experience - you might even find your 

CD player gets an unscheduled rest.

The first 'true' Cyrus product - 

the name Cyrus being taken from a 

well-known Persian king - came in 

1985 with the Mission Cyrus One 

integrated amplifier designed by 

Henry. One of the things that made it 

stand out from the crowd at the time 

was its compact dimensions. Now the 

whole hi-fi industry clamours to 

produce more from smaller boxes. It 

shows just how far ahead of their 

time the company were! 

This amplifier had the company's 

now-hallmark shoebox proportions, a 

fine musical sound and a sensible price 

tag. Although rated at only 30W per 

channel it had grip and control way 

above the competition. At £ 149 it was 

simply a bargain. It was a recipe for hi-

fi success and they haven't looked 

back since. Further success followed 

with the higher power rated Cyrus 

Two, which offered SOW at £299. 

Both used a larger toroidal mains 

transformer and ran in Class A/B 

mode. The Two could also 

accommodate an external power 

supply, something else the company 

has adhered to throughout its history. 

A second, upgraded, series of 

these classics appeared, followed by a 

third in 1990, when the name Mission 

quietly disappeared (Mission and 

Cyrus are now separate companies). 

The well-built Cyrus Three 

(followed by the 3i) arrived in the 

early nineties and heralded the start 

of the classic die-cast Cyrus look and 

the PSX-R power supply upgrade was 

introduced, along with the company's 

first CD player - the two-in-one-box 

DiscMaster/DacMaster. 

After a growing range of products 

throughout the mid-nineties the 

company finally cut its ties with 

Mission in 1998 and became a wholly 

independent company. The year 2000 

saw the launch of its highly successful 

7 series of components. This range 

now expands to encompass DVD and 

surround and a home theatre 

processor, all with the same emphasis 

of high quality audiophile 

performance. This range also includes 

the excellent Quattro and 

SmartPower we have to give away 

here. 

Over the last year the company 

have stated producing high quality 

loudspeakers in the shape of two fine-

sounding standmounts, the CLS-50 

and 70, as well as the ground 

breaking, flagship Icon which employs 

NXT flat panel technology.

The record industry is gearing up for a new era of music distribution. So 

how will we collect and enjoy music in a world where it comes down our 
telephone lines? David Price investigates. 

music33.com's Tony Wilson is 

an arch proponent of on-line 

music 

fl . it Napster was the triumph of 
en the new bootleg," proclaims 

Music33.com's Tony Wilson.The 

man who brought us countless classic 

Joy Division, New Order and The 

Happy Mondays LPs, and inspired a 

whole generation of vinyl junkies, is 

now a passionate advocate of digital 

music downloads. " It visited the 

future, letting us have, receive, con-

sume and love a piece of music with-

out having to get down to HMV first. 

It will catch on - big style - when 

we're all broadbanded and on (the 

net) all the time". 

Right now, the world's first and 

best file swapping resource is in 

suspended animation as it works out 

a new identity for itself as a pay-per-

download site. While its days as a 

global online music library may be 

numbered, the effect it's had on the 

recording industry most definitely 

isn't. Now, in the words of Universal 

Music's Albhy Galuten,"a generation 

of music buyers thinks the art is free 

and the plastic costs money". 

In Napster's short two year 

history it went from zero to hero, 

personifying the net's libertarian 

ethos by offering access to virtually 

any piece of music ever recorded - 

free, gratis and for nothing.To say it 

horrified the music business is an 

understatement. The lawyers were 

called in and it was finally forced to 

suspend its service this summer. The 

world is now waiting for a new 

'Napster 2, now owned by 

Bertelsmann, where users will pay a 

small, fixed fee per month for their 

downloads.

"Consumers obviously enjoyed free 

music distribution by the truckload:' 

says Fergal Gara, EMI's New Media 

head, ' the effect Napster had on US 

singles sales was so sudden and so 

manifest, it was like falling off a cliff". 

While US CD album sales rose by 4% 

last year [source: Jupiter MMXI], 

singles sales dropped by nearly half. 

At the same time, the leading music 

download sites showed a 36.7% 

increase in users, amounting to 32.3 

million unique visitors, which is up 

from 23.7 million a year earlier 

[source: Jupiter MMX1]. In the UK, 

which still has ' metered' ( i.e. pay per 

minute) telephone calls, the same 

pattern is emerging - the first half of 

2001 showed album sales up 8.2% 

and singles sales down 1.8% [source: 

BPI]. When you factor in the 

explosion in popularity of recordable 

CD-Rs, and the fact that almost 70% 

of US online music users who 

download MP3s reportedly burn 

them onto CD-Rs [source: RIAA], it 

seems that computers now pose a 

major threat to music industry 

pocket books. " If a kid makes a CD-R 

copy of an album for his friend then 

that's one thing," adds Fergal Gara, 

discs are now cheap and plentiful. 

"but if he makes another 30 for his 

classmates, that's another. CD 

burners may be responsible for the 

biggest form of piracy right now". 

While it's hard to prove defini-

tively that Napster in isolation has 

hurt the music industry, when you 

factor in the wide availability of cheap 

computer 'CD burners' (and software 

that easily converts MP3 downloads 
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onto discs playable on any CD 

player). the argument looks 

compelling.The combination has 

given online music hitherto 

undreamed of universality, and the 

multimedia PC is now an essential 

tool for today's music fans. Cheap, 

universal and easy to use, it's 

become the 2 I st century music 

centre. No longer the exclusive 

stuff of offices, PCs are in over 

41.3% of British homes [source: 

TGI, 2000] with over 26.3% of 

users having Internet access at 

home or work. Microsoft is 

determined to offer ever more 

multimedia functionality in its 

operating systems - as its head of 

Digital Media, Dave Fester, puts it, 

"the plan is to make Windows 

Media technology available 

everywhere, anywhere, anytime on 

multiple devices". 

So computers are muscling in on 

music, and things will never be the 

same again.The recording industry is 

now gearing up to make online music 

distribution - royalties paid in full of 

course - a reality. Howie Singer, a2b 

music's Chief Technical Officer 

[www.a2bmusic.com] adds, "Record 

companies want a system that helps 

them reach more fans and sell more 

music. Every new format has resulted 

in industry growth in the past. But 

they hate it if the net becomes a way 

to get any song you want for free - 

even when the artist wants to be 

paid. Recently, every major record 

company has come to realise that 

how they feel about this matters very 

little.They know that it is coming and 

the net will reshape their industry. 

I'M NOT HAPPY 

Where does this leave music buyers? 

The problem for many fans is that it's 

very hard to replicate the old 

fashioned experience of going to a 

shop and buying a physical product 

online - indeed, many have a sense 

that the format is part of the overall 

experience. Rather than downloading 

a stream of digits from a computer, 

the cover art, packaging and inserts 

that come with ' physical' formats like 

LP and CD really lift the finished 

product. 

Record Collector magazine's 

Daryl Easlea says there's a romance 

attached to buying music in the 

format it was originally released, 

which music downloads simply lose. 

He says. " it's an obsession with 

authenticity, with keeping it real, with 

ownership. Owning the real physical 

product says something to other 

people about your life - it's almost a 

status thing". For many fans, their 

and The Who - without having to 

own physical copies of the recordings 

in the first place.This he believes, 

"encourages consumption by adding 

real immediacy, which is something 

you don't have if you've got a room 

full of records to wade 

through". 

It's an interesting 

idea, but what it lacks is 

what Easlea calls "the 

social experience of 

music collecting". He 

points out that music 

fans often network with 

one another extensively, 

"there's still that thing of 

hearing things and seeing 

things together, the 

frisson of going down to 

your favourite record 

shop and getting a 

recommendation from 

someone you know". He argues that 

much of the joy of music is hearing it 

together."Creamfields, Reading, gigs, 

clubs - a tune can get validated by 

going somewhere and enjoy it in the 

company of others" 

While digital downloads look set 

to become a vital part of tomorrow's 

world, not even the net's greatest 

proponents expect them to 

completely replace physical formats.

admire. He argues that, "vinyl, for 

instance, has become more loved 

than ever, and this is reflected by the 

standards of packaging which have 

increased thirtyfold since CD arrived 

on the scene." 

"I loved the physicality of the 

vinyl, but that was then and this is 

now," counters Music33.com's Tony 

Wilson (also founder of Factory 

Records), "I don't want to go to a 

shop - I want that shop to exist on 

my computer". He's genuinely 

unmoved by the potential passing 

of what he calls " physical 

souvenir formats" like LP or 

CD. Rather, he believes that 

online music distribution 

offers an artistic 

experience that totally 

transcends the old ways of 

collecting the artist's complete 

works in your home. 

He cites the example of Heavenly 

Jukebox, created by Mark Geiger of 

artistsdirect.com. Right now, he says, 

serious music collectors have to buy 

and then store vast amounts of 

space-consuming LPs and CDs in 

their listening rooms if they wish to 

explore their favourite musicians' 

work. Heavenly Jukebox however, can 

stream practically any piece of music 

ever recorded to fans, and also links 

directly to related songs and artists. 

In this way, for example, people can 

click on Dodgy and then progress 

back through early REM to The Byrds 

PC CD recording could now be 

hitting singles' sales 

days may be numbered, as the net 

encroaches on its 'trying out a band' 

role, but albums may well be a 

different matter, as they're an artistic 

concept that's far harder to replicate 

online.

NEW GOLD DREAM? 

So when the download era arrives 

in full, how can artists present their 

work?

After 

the seminal cover photography of 

BlueNote jazz LPs, innovative 

artwork on Beatles albums and 

lavish gatefold sleeves of seventies 

pop records, many found fiddly CD 

'jewel case' inserts an anticlimax. 

"My biggest problem with silver discs 

was the packaging," says Marantz Hi-fi 

designer Ken Ishiwata."1 loved the 

beautiful artwork on LP sleeves, and 

for nearly two years I had to buy 

both formats simultaneously because 

CD simply didn't compare". 

As digitally downloadable music 

has no physical form at all, packaging 

it could be a real problem. Some, 

however, think that it no longer really 

matters. Darryl Easlea believes that 

whereas previous generations 

Gorillaz: the future of on-line 

music? 

slavishly collected limited editions as 

an expression of their dedication to 

their favourite artists, now " life and 

leisure have become the artefact". He 

says that there's now so many new 

ways to express your lifestyle - from 

the ringtones you download to your 

choice of default website on your 

browser - that "downloading the 

artefact isn't really the issue 

anymore" 

It's early days for internet music, 

and musicians and recording 

companies are both still feeling their 

way around the new medium. Let's 

hope they learn a lesson from one of 

the most remarkable recent success 

The Stereopohnics Rio 600: a

stories in music industry history - 

vinyl.The resurgence in popularity of 

both the LP and twelve inch single 

(up 21.7% and 13.3% respectively in 

the first quarter of 2001 [source: BPI] 

suggests that music buyers don't like 

the 'one size fits all' approach that 

CD ushered in. If anything, people 

want more of something unique, with 

special cover art, sleeve notes and 

better packaging.Tony Wilson cites 

Skam's website [www.skam.co.uk] as 

a possible model, " It's fantastic - I'm 

getting design, art, creativity from 

websites when I used to get them 

from Peter Saville's album sleeves". 

Gorillaz is perhaps the net's most 

advanced music project to date.The 

brainchild of Damon Albarn (lead 

singer of Blur) and Jamie Hewlitt 

(animator previously responsible for 

Tank Girl), it's a website-based 'virtual 

band' that's proved massively 

successful, notching up over 1 million 

visits in its most popular month from 

575,000 unique users [August 2001. 

source: EMI]. One look at its 

brilliantly designed and written site 

shows that the internet needn't just 

make up for the lack of physical 

formats with pretty sleeves, but can 

really push the envelope forward. 

Fergal Gara says selling music this 

way "can bring the artist as close as 

possible to the fan in a unique way. 

You're getting an incredibly powerful 

communication tool". 

"In future, new music consumers 

will want to see real benefits - not 

just another technology for the sake 

of it", says Ken Ishiwata. Just as 

coloured vinyl, picture discs, 

gatefolds and digipacks have parted 

music buyers with their hard 

earned cash in the past, so a new 

breed of'supersite' looks set to 

make the experience of being a 

fan better than ever tomorrow. 

The success of Gorillaz, 

Beatles.com and Robbie Williams' 

new 'Swing When You're Winning' 

site proves there's life after the 

old physical formats -even if some 

of us won't be giving up our 

prized Elvis, Beatles, punk, indie 

or dance singles just yet, thank 

you very much.

In 2000, Microsoft famously 

introduced its own rival for MP3 

called Windows Media Audio 

(WMA).The company justified the , 

new format by saying it gave better 

sound than MP3 using less memory 

space.This was arguable, but what 

was certain was that it gave the US 

computing giant a presence in the 

online music marketplace. Next came 

the launch of its landmark Windows 

Media Player 7, bundled with the new 

Millennium Edition operating system 

that reached Britain last September. 

A brilliant application, it genuinely 

moved the game forward as far as 

experiencing sound and vision on a 

PC was concerned. 

Now comes news of Microsoft's 

new XP operating system, due out 

on October 25th.Alongside a better 

looking, less cluttered desktop, it 

adds yet more multimedia features 

lunder the guise of Windows Media 

Player 8, including more powerful 

digital audio capabilities and even 

built-in CD recording software. More 

than ever, this puts Microsoft up 

against RealNetworks, the company 

formed in 1994 by ex-Microsoft man 

Rob Glaser. Its RealPlayer format 

now claims 200 million unique users, 

which is more than all the other 

formats put together. In January 

2001, RealPlayer was used by 25m 

home and I 0.2m work users, up 49% 

and 57% respectively year on year.

ost people in Britain won't 

have seen an 8cm (3 inch) 

Compact Disc for a very 

long time. Back in the late eighties, 

various record companies released 

singles on these diminutive digital 

discs, but by the end of the decade 

the format had withered and it was 

I 2cm silver frisbees all the way. In 

Japan however, the dinky format car-

ried on regardless, becoming the 

standard medium for CD singles. 

Back to 2001, and the wee disc is 

back with a vengeance, this time as a 

computer CD-R storing I 85MB of 

data.This isn't a new idea either 

though, because Sony (of course) also 

sold a Data Discman in Japan for sev-

eral years, offering handy portable 

access to maps, encyclopedias and 

dictionaries from pre-recorded 

Cfl-Rs Whlt is new though is Philips' 

decision to use the baby silver disc 

for audio. As it can only manage 

twenty one minutes of uncompressed 

I 6/44 digital sounds, MP3 proved 

ideal for expanding playing times by a 

factor of ten. Better still, the Dutch 

electronics giant added AAC 

(Advanced Audio Coding) which 

offers similar sound to top notch 

MP3 in even less space.The 

combination of dinky size, great 

sonics and over three hours of music 

on every disc makes the new Philips 

eXpanium EXP40 I potential 

dynamite. 

The new machine feels dramat-

ically smaller than your average full 

size MP3 CD player. About as bulky 

as the biggest of the second 

generation MP3 walkies (RCA Lyra 

take a bow!), it's no microscopic 

marvel, but neither is it a chore to 

carry around. At 220g and 

92x1 I 9x28.5mm, it will just about fit 

in a trouser pocket. Mobile MiniDisc 

users will still find it bulky, but then 

again they probably wouldn't even 

countenance a full size CD Discman. 

Neither does it skip - Philips' 

proprietary Magic ESP (Electronic 

Skip Protection) boasts a beefy 100 

second buffer (for I 28kbps MP3-CD 

files). Usefully, it's powered by a single 

AA battery (giving around 6 hours of 

playing time) and is well hewn from 

heat-resistant plastic. 

As you'd expect, it's a breeze to 

use. Just burn an 8cm CD-R on your 

existing computer CD writer, either 

as a data CD-R (or CD-RVV) 

containing MP3, UDF (Universal Disk 

Format) or AAC files or as a standard 

audio CD, and load it into the 

eXpanium. Press Play and the large 

LC display will show 'CD read' as it 

goes off to find the TOC.This done, 

you can navigate via album and track 

numbers, or program in up to 50 

tracks, There's the usual DBB bass 

booster (best left alone) and jacks for 

the supplied stereo in-ear 

headphones, 4-key remote control 

and AC adapter. 

I tried the new eXpanium both 

through its standard in-ear phones 

and plugged into my main hi-fi system 

(currently Denon PMA-850 amp and 

Yamaha NS 1000M loudspeakers). It's 

not a dazzling hi-fi performer, but few 

portables are.1 was, however, 

impressed with how smooth and 

listenable this little thing sounded - 

even when driving some very 

revealing speakers. Kicking off with 

uncompressed CD audio, the 

EXP401 sounded soft, warm and 

fluffy with no rough edges at all. 

Bass was loose but quite sumptuous 

- probably on account of the rather 

curtailed high treble rather than any 

particular gusto down at the low 

end. Midband lacked dynamics, 

precision and grip - with a poor 

sense of soundstaging, but was 

nevertheless quite refined and 

pleasant. Treble was rather 

perfunctory, but not in the least bit 

harsh or fatiguing - just as a 

portable should be. 

Playing MP3 and AAC files, the 

new eXpanium was surprisingly 

convincing. Obviously, it depends 

what bitrates you choose for either 

of these file types, but 256kbps MP3 

(the player goes up to the format's 

maximum permissible 320kbps) and 

I 28kbps AAC (ripped by the latest 

RealJukebox 2) gave fine results. The 

Philips sounded warm, engaging and 

beguiling with few artefacts, even if it 

wasn't as clean or transparent as 

Philips' own flash memory-based 

Rush SA- I26 digital audio portable 

running MP3. 

A great little product then - 

small(ish), reasonably light and 

perfectly listenable, it's a cheap way 

to get over three hours worth of 

music on the move. My only 

reservation is how it will look in a 

year or two, when flash memory 

prices have got so cheap that you can 

spec your digital audio portable up to 

256MB (giving over three hours of 

music) for just a few pounds. In the 

meantime at least, this is a fine 

solution, if something of a halfway 

house.

Is it worth paying extra for a 'name 
brand' CD-RW? David Price tries out 
Plextor's premium PlexWriter 
16/10/40A. 

H .r . hese days, you can pick up 

half decent computer CD 

burners for under £ 100 if you 

go to the right places. So why pay 

more? Well, spend an additional £ 100 

and you're into the realm of grown-

up products with all the bells and 

whistles, such as the one you see 

here. Plextor's PlexWriter 16/10/40A 

isn't the fastest, but is certainly one 

of the best built - the company has a 

formidable reputation for well 

screwed together 'data storage solu-

tions', and this is no exception. 

It offers useful I 6x write, 10x 

rewrite and 40x read speeds, 

although it can't perform digital audio 

extraction this fast. In a sense though, 

these sizzling numbers are academic - 

as many disc copiers have discovered. 

Philips Red Book error correction 

isn't quite tight enough for audio 

copying at the speed-of- light, and 

sound can degrade badly 

(presumably) as jitter gets into the 

system. For best sound, you should 

always stick to lower speed settings, 

such as 4x, 2x or even real time. 

As the numbers get higher, and 

ever more academic, useful ' real 

world' features like BURN-Proof 

Technology become the thing to look 

forThis feature - in conjunction with 

its decent 2MB internal buffer - 

eliminates the dreaded 'buffer 

underruns', which is where the 

burner's buffer momentarily runs of 

out data to write to the CD-R, 

causing a fatal crash. Like all burners 

equipped with this clever Sanyo 

technology, this one doesn't suffer 

from this at all. 

As you'd expect 

from Plextor, it's an 

unremarkably styled design. It's 

standard sized at 146x41 3x202 mm 

and weighs I.2kg.The front panel 

features an eject button (along with 

recess for emergency manual eject, 

should the disc get stuck inside), 

read and write LEDs and a 3.5mm 

headphone jack (0.8V at 32 Ohms). 

Round the back there's the power

(aka ATAPI, PIO Mode 4, DMA Mode 

2).The firmware is stored in 

FlashROM which makes it possible to 

quickly and easily upgrade to the 

latest version. 

The package includes blank CD-R 

and CD-RVV disks,WinOnCD and 

DirectCD recording software, plus 

Plextor's PlexTools utility software. 

There's also a well written manual ( in 

16 languages!) and all the mounting 

bits you need, including screws and E-

IDE (ATAPI) and audio cables. 

Installation is completely straight-

forward - thanks in no small part to 

the excellent documentation. Drivers 

are included for Windows 95, 

Windows 98,Windows ME,Windows 

NT and Windows 2000. 

The PlexWriter is hard to fault in 

use. Unlike burners of a couple of 

years back, this one does what it says 

on the box with no messing.The joy 

of BURN-Proof designs is that you 

can leave the burner cooking in the 

background while you do something 

else on your PC, safe in the
