RINGING THE CHANGES AT PHILIPS

Heaven knows what it was thinking when agreeing to
underwrite losses sustained by the German company Grundig.
But this is what Philips did and it has cost the company dearly
- no less than 725million Guilders (£235m) to buy itself out of
the agreement. The one-off charge contributed to a fourth-
quarter joss for 1996 and the company posted an overall loss
of 590million guilders (£191m) for the whole year. However,
since it made four times as much profit in the previous year,
the company’s situation doesn’t appear as dangerous as it did
before Jan Timmer took over.

Announcing the imminence of future re-organisation, to
start the end of 1997, Philips’ new chief executive, Cor
Boonstra, may well have upset Timmer with his enthusiastic
pruning of non-profit-making activities. Timmer recently
resigned from his role as non-executive director after a tenure
of just four months,

Surprisingly, Philips’ television business is up for sale.
There’s little profit to be had in this hard-fought sector of the
CE market, but Philips sets have traditionally offered superb
picture quality, even if the company hasn’t done much to make
people aware of the fact.

Perhaps now that the poorly performing audio division has
moved to Singapore, Boonstra has overlooked it.

Philips’ performance has been judged satisfactory by
analysts and there’s confidence that future re-organisation will
improve the company’s situation still further.

I down a hotel corridor at the

I currently use the 80(s and Big
Reds at home and in the studio, and |
have to say that | am considerably
impressed with the A3s. Whilst they
don’t compare to the Big Red in terms
of gross power handling and volume
deliverance, the A3s conquer in terms
of sheer musicality, accuracy and

absolute value for money. These are
true audiophile loudspeakers at a tenth
of the cost of good studio monitors.

If you haven’t yet heard Alan
Parson’s On Air, it's time you added it
to your collection. The recording is
astonishing. ‘Too Close To The Sun’
and ‘One Day To Fly’ are excellent
examples of studio production at its

recordings in their album City
Movement, the track being
‘Transatlantic Echoes’. Timbre in its
raspiest, most tangible form is made
light work of here by the A3s’
integration and separation. The last
note of the intro (low B, | think) is
heard not only as a harmonic - as most
'speakers deliver - but as a fully
substantial note in its own right. In fac,
the bass is airy, natural and powerful all
at the same time, even when delivered
by a modest Class A amp.

| found myself breaking out in a cold
sweat after Puccini’s Nessun Dorma,
the atmospherics of the piece were
delivered with such tremendous impact.
Tenor voice was also reproduced
faithfully, without the barest hint of
break-up or strain. A superb recording
of Carl Orff's Carmina Burana (not just
the aftershave advert bit) was most
enjoyable. The lightly struck timpani
echoed around my living room,
resonating so realistically that even the
paintings on the wall vibrated in
sympathy.

Despite trials with new laminated
materials, Celestion have opted for
tried and tested MDF for the
cabinet. Furthermore, the cabinet
utilises laser-optimised internal
bracing, both for structural
reinforcement and for the damping
of internal resonances. The superb
‘out of box' imaging qualities are
testament to the quality of this
design.

Each cabinet has a complement
of three 8in. bass units in a twin
reflex enclosure which occupies 90%
of the entire volume. The 7in.
mid/bass driver, which crosses over
at around 700Hz, is one of the most
natural | have heard. It has stability
and controf allied to a projection
that is natural and accurate. Cone
break-up is controlled up to the 2-
3kHz region, where the system then
crosses over seamiessly to a titanium
tweeter, showing superb driver
integration.

Other than the obvious benefits
of low mass and high rigidity,
titanium has a characteristic sound. If
crossed over and profiled correctly,
it can give percussive instruments
(many of which are made of metal -
cymbals, bells, triangles and
xylophones for instance) an
extremely life-like sound. The bell of
a cymbal (the raised, round part in
the middle) which is often used for
rhythmic timing had the most
impressive attack and natural
presence through the A3s’ high
frequency section.

The mid/bass and bass cones of the
A Series have been designed to reduce
break-up and its consequent distortion.
Consisting of polypropylene loaded with
flaked mica, the cone material has the
useful property that the flakes align in
the direction of flow in the cone
moulding process. This gives a cone
profile that is relatively unaffected by
flexing, which often occurs at crucial
frequencies.

It is common knowledge that light.
rigid materials are deemed most
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suitable for speed and accuracy but in
loudspeaker design there is always a
trade-off. For example, woven materials
like carbon fibre and kevlar - whilst rigid
and lightweight - tend to exhibit bell
modes due to the variations induced by
the weave. Ultra-lightweight cones, e.g.
Aerogel, suffer when the cone edges
break up from flexing at high levels. Stiff
cones like those of PA systems and

guitar amplifiers are designed not to
flex, and have rigid, even semi-solid,
surrounds. These exhibit high distortion
levels but have the power required to
deliver ear-destroying sound pressure
levels.

What Celestion have done in the A
Series is not new theory. Rather they
are the first to have put theory into
practice successfully, in my view. The A
Series drivers are exceptional. Audibly
free of coloration, their flat frequency
response at all levels is further evidence
of a refined and highly musical design. In
fact, the driver is so effective that the
usual anomalies associated with less
compatible cone materials/surrounds
are virtually eliminated. Furthermore, all
the drivers are ferrofluid cooled for
increased power handling.

The fina! attention to detail is the
use of Faraday rings. This ingenious
device is simply a shorted, low
impedance turn of extruded copper
fixed to the rear of the pole piece. It
opposes induced currents, thereby
improving performance. This technique
is particularly useful where high levels

of magnetism and energy are produced
by large cone excursions.

The crossover, which is extremely
important in a three-way, five-unit
design like this, is built from the highest
grade polypropylene capacitors and can
cope with 200W e

Trichord’s new Revelation
CD player can live up to

its name.

ast year witnessed the birth of
LTrichord's Genesis, a £550 CD

player based on Pioneer’s PD-
S504. While the Genesis was generally a
fine player, it could sound inconsistent
at times. We suspect this is due to the
basic player’s Legato Link processing,
Pioneer's attempt to give CD a more
natural sound by filling in’ frequencies
above its normal 22.05kHz cut-off.

Trichord have decided to stick with
the ’S504 for their latest player, though.
Setting the £799 Revelation apart from
the Genesis are four modifications. First
is a twin power supply for the Clock 2
master clock, to improve imaging and
bass. Then the display’s clock has been
synchronised to the Clock 2, reducing
interference between the two through
power supply lines. Finally, there’s a
redesigned Class A analogue output
stage and a lower output impedance to
make driving long cables easier.

Remembering the rich, atmospheric
sound the Genesis impressed me with
(in Sept '96), | slipped a CD of
Magnificat's polyphony onto the
Revelation's stable platter (memories of
vinyl here for a turntable fan like me).
As expected considering the Revelation
and Genesis are based on the same
basic player, there was that warm,
engaging character again.

What the Revelation has gained is
greater detail and subtlety, allowing it to
open up the sound stage and fill it with
more sharply defined images. The
voices of Magnificat’s choristers were
more solid and substantial, their delicate
expressiveness better captured by the
Revelation. This new player's richness
went hand in hand with a tonal
resolution that makes most CD players
sound sterile by comparison.

While the Trichord was obviously at
home with unprocessed, relatively
small-scale recordings, | wondered if it
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would
get on so
well with
something more
electronic. The ultra-dense
mixes of the Chemical
Brothers’ *Setting Sun’ for
instance lost their ear-
piercing upper registers.
With bright violins, a trait
like this might be welcome,
but here it sapped the
music’s impact and blurred
imaging instead.

Skunk Anansie shed more light on
the player’s behaviour. ‘She's My
Heroine’ had most of its expletive-laden
drive intact. The Revelation did,
however, sound slightly thick and
confused with this track compared to
the way it handled sparser numbers like
‘Infidelity (only you)'. Here, vocals were
better separated in the mix and bass
guitar more substantial and controlled.

To find out how the Revelation
stands up to the best of the
competition, | fired up Maranz's CD-
63mkill Ki-Signature (£500) and
Audiolab’s 8000CD (£1000).

The '63mkll KI-S lacks the
Trichord's overt warmth, possessing a
more even balance and sounding less
muddled on busy mixes. The Revelation
scored highly in most other areas, with
a broader, deeper sound stage and a
presentation which had a weight and
impact the Marantz couldn't muster.
The Trichord was the more subtle of
the two players as well, doing a better
job of relaying delicate vocal inflections
and instrumental resonance.

Raising the stakes | switched to the
Audiolab 8000CD. In terms of imaging
the 8000CD was the winner, with
weightier, more detailed instruments
that were better outlined. Low-level
detail again saw the Audiolab pull ahead,

although not
as far as its
£200 premium
might suggest. The 8000CD also
sounded open and ordered with the
kind of large-scale pieces where the
Revelation tended to become confused.
Trichord’s Revelation should
definitely be at the top of the list for
sub-£1000 CD players - it makes music
in a way you can't fail to be taken by.
One word of advice though - if you
listen to Rock music sitting on a Harley
instead of a sofa, you might find the
Revelation doesn't quite light your fire.

To me
the veneer side strips and gold-plated
metal corners do not sit well with the
front panel. I've also got a gripe with
the insubstantial operational feel of the
controls. Having said that, Jon
Marks, our esteemed
Editor, disagreed
with me!

Many of you
may well
remember the
original series |
Signature amps
(reviewed in Feb
1992 by Noel
Keywood). Although
at first sight the two
generations look
similar, they are in
fact rather different.
The external
heatsinks which lined
both sides of the
series | have migrated
inside in this latest
version, as have the
external power supplies
that used to feed both
the pre and power amps
individually.

Looking inside the
casework, you'll find a
100w power amp with
class AB output stage and built-in
protection which monitors for a short
circuit at the output terminals. There’s
also a DC servo to prevent DC output
offset, this being an all-direct coupled
amplifier.

Inside the pre-amp, the volume
potentiometer is slightly unusual in the
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HEYBROOK

way it works. It’s not actually directly in
the signal path but instead forms part of
the feedback circuitry, varying the gain
to increase or decrease volume,
apparently to the benefit of sound
quality. And signal paths are kept short
by mounting the input terminals directly
onto the circuit board.

The Signature amps were linked up
to our resident Sextet ’speakers at one

end and our Audiolab 8000CDM
transport/Da Capo DAC at the other.
As well as recommending the Sextets,
Heybrook also suggest their Heywire
loudspeaker cable be used. We got
better results substituting DNM’s solid
core Reson cable, which was smoother

and more detailed.

Dave Brubeck’s ‘Strange Meadow
Lark’ provides a stern test of midrange
and treble detail as well as stereo
imaging. The first thing | noticed was
the opening piano solo, which imaged
well clear of the ’speakers, the timbre
of its notes impressively realistic. Every
time a key was hit the initial impact,
subsequent resonances and decay were

accurately reproduced; there
was only the slightest hint
of hardness on the
heaviest notes.

No part of the
frequency spectrum
was highlighted to the
detriment of any other.
These amps had the
enviable ability to pick
out detail and present it

in a natural and
unforced manner.

Next up was
Magnificat, directed by
Philip Cave. This is
beautiful, atmospheric
choral music you can lose
yourself in, if the system
allows it. This system did.
Even when the choir was
in full swing, individual
voices were still apparent
and weren't lost in some
kind of confused mass as
often happens. The
church’s ambience was
immediately obvious as

well, the choir firmly
positioned within this setting. I'm not
normally a choral fan but this was
turning out to be an engrossing listen.

Chaka Demus and his good mate
the tool man Pliers then followed,
revealing a few chinks in the
Heybrooks’ armour. Although Mr
Demus et al. were in the room with me,
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they were holding
back a bit compared to normal, vocals
sounding slightly dry.

The Chemical Brothers pushed the
music up a gear with ‘Setting Sun’.
Although the slight sense of holding
back was still present, | could easily
imagine | was in some massive, sweaty
warehouse with thousands of semi-
intoxicated ravers dancing the night
away.

Wagner’s Traume for violin and
orchestra reaffirmed my opinion of
these amplifiers. A fine sense of scale
complemented an unforced
presentation of detail, and violin, which
can so often sound flat and dull, was
reproduced with colour and life.

For the price this combination is
really rather good. The Heybrooks do a
fine impression of a musical chameleon
by not restricting the variety of music
you can play through them. There are
many amplifiers out there which seem
to prefer certain types of music, so it’s
refreshing to come across a versatile
performer such as this.

JON SAYS

| swiftly found with Wagner’s Traume
for violin and orchestra that the
Heybrooks working together produced
a smoother, sweeter sound than the
bulk of their transistorised brethren.
Endowing the orchestra with scale was
a broad sound stage, albeit one which

didn't quite come
up to the standard of my favourite
Meridian 502 pre/557 power combo in
terms of depth.

Where the Signature lls impressed
me particularly was with their handling
of piano. The instrument'’s upper
registers were free of the oft-heard
transistor graininess, sounding instead
smooth and coherent. And at the
bottom end there was real definition
and control, even if bass power was
shghtly lacking.

This came as a bit of a
disappointment considering the
Signature lls are direct coupled. This
should allow them to reproduce
frequencies lower than those a
capacitor coupled amp can manage. The
reason for this is that the caps act as
high-pass filters, rolling off the lowest
octaves of the bass.

In spite of this, | found myself

engrossed in the piano playing of Jeremy
Menuhin as he performed Schubert’s Six

Moments Musicaux. The inflections of
his playing were transferred almost in
full by the Signatures, cnly a slight
glossing over of detail preventing the
amp from relaying every last detail.

A switch to John Lee Hooker found
the Heybrooks showing off their
abilities again, capturing the Blues of
Boom Boom without difficulty. Here,
cymbals and guitar hao power without
harshness, and timing was appealingly

precise, helping the Signatures to relay
the funkiness of this CD. Heard through
many amps, John Lee Hooker can sound
almost as if he's merely going through
the motions on this recording. With the
Heybrooks, there was true life and
drive.

Lest you think these amplifiers are
the best thing since sliced bread, there’s
the bass that lacks the last bit of
extension to consider, along with a
slight hardness in the upper midrange
and vocals that could do with coming
closer to the front of the sound stage.
But again, it's the Heybrooks' price
which puts these comments into
perspective - this is an impressive
pre/power combo.

Swapping first the Signature pre and
then the power amp for our own
modified KLP| and K5881 showed that
the power amp is the slightly weaker of
the two components. The pre has
greater clarity and bass extension than
the power, which sounded a little shut-
in by comparison. Plugging in a DPA
phono stage with DC on its output,
Noel found the Signatures have a very
low servo correction rate, the
amplifiers pumping the Sextet cones out
dangerously. In the real world DC
offset in sources is not uncommon. We
believe the servo’s rate/L.F. break point
needs raising in frequency. But if a home
demo to check source compatibility is a
success, | suspect the Signature lls could

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he central tenet of hi-fi writing is
‘objectivity’ - after all, no
magazine wants to appear to be

in the pocket of hi-fi manufacturers, do
they? So editors strive to ensure they’re
not biased, partisan or prejudiced in any
way. But there was once a publication
that broke the mould completely,
showing religious devotion to a few
companies and extreme prejudice
against everyone else. As responsible
journalism it was questionable, but it
was a hilarious read nonetheless. It was,
just in case you didn't know, The Flat
Response.

Eleven issues of this bi-monthly
magazine were published between
March 1984 and December 1985,
printed in Finland and sold through a
select group of dealers and a few
London newsagents. Although totally
obscure, TFR managed to out-punch
the entire ‘overground’ hi-fi press put
together, and made itself a real thorn in
the side of the hi-fi industry.

THE FLAT EARTH

Back in the late 1970s, a number of hi-fi
writers ceased to regard the Linn
Sondek LP2 as a mere turntable and
made it a religion instead. The high
priest of the Sondek Sect was one Chris
‘Christ’ Frankland, editor of Popular
Hi-Fi and arch proponent of the Linn
lifestyle.

By the early 1980s, agnostic
observers of the hi-fi scene became
very worried by the unduly high profile
the ‘Linnies’ had achieved and started to
fight back. Labelling devotees of the cult
‘Flat Earthers’ the agnostics thought
they’d reclaimed the middle ground.
Unfortunately for them, such a
contemptuous phrase did little to
dissuade Chris Frankland, who duly
redefined it as, “a description used by
the manufacturers and users of inferior
products to describe those who make
and use products superior to theirs.”

The powers that be at Popular Hi-Fi
became concerned with Chris’s

uncompromising stance. Saying
everyone else’s products were rubbish
wasn'’t helping advertising revenue or
readership figures. Duly, Chris was
relieved of his typewriter and the
magazine was relaunched as New Hi-Fi
Sound under the stewardship of the
more catholic Neville Farmer.

Not one to thrive without the
oxygen of publicity, Chris launched his
own magazine, The Flat Response.
Unusually, he didn’t pretend it was
impartial and objective, instead
declaring it, “totally prejudiced in favour
of equipment that works.” Now, as
editor and publisher, he had the vehicle
he needed to let rip against his enemies.

The first TFR was a slim volume only
thirty-odd pages thick. In his
introductory editorial, Chris made his
intentions clear. His was an
underground hi-fi mag designed to ‘tell
it like it is’ with no punches pulled. Just
as well really, because there were
almost no advertisers to offend.
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‘SEEDY CD’

With all the freedom that
comes with publishing
something in which no
one advertises, Chris
soon made his magazine
the supreme statement of
flat-earth philosophy. His

As most people were treating CD as
the new Messiah, this caused much
consternation among the big Japanese
manufacturers committed to the digital
disc. Unfortunately though, they
couldn’t pull their advertising because
they didn’t have any - Flat Response |,
Rest of the Industry 0.

With the help of analogue junkies
like Malcolm Steward, Derek
Whittington and Chris Thomas, no
stone was left unturned to slate - sorry,
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Vinyl rides again to face the digital menace. If it was a poor old CD player,

it didn’t stand a chance in the flat-earth pages of TFR.

‘review’ - the latest digital delight.
Everything from Sony’s flagship £800
CDP-701ES to Philips’ £500 svelte
CD200 was declared inferior to ‘any
analogue turntable that isn’t so old that
it rumbles and wows’.

A typical CD player review would
consist of Chris’s preamble about how
terrible digital was, a bit about sound
quality where a dusty old Dual CS505
turntable was declared far superior to
whatever digital disc spinner was on
trial, and then a conclusion that typically
read, “I still have not found an analogue
record deck, irrespective of how cheap
it is, which does not significantly
outperform ANY CD player”.

HI-FI XENOPHOBIA?

But it wasn't enough for Chris to rail
against CD. There was an even more
mortal enemy to vanquish, the
dreaded American high-end hi-fi

deepest Salisbury, the
thermionic valve didn’t stand
a chance. Anyone who
plumped for glowing bottles was the
enemy of humankind - and asking for a
good editorial kicking.

At the time, Hi-Fi News staffer and
contributor to US high-end mag The
Absolute Sound, Ken Kessler was doing
a lot of sterling work trying to
reacquaint British buyers with valve
technology. For Chris, saying valve amps
were worth listening to was an act
tantamount to treachery. In Autumn
1985°’s TAS, Ken wrote an article
entitled ‘Understanding the Hi-fi Scene
in the UK’, lamenting the dominance of
flat-earth journalism in Britain’s hi-fi
press, and citing TFR as the worst
culprit. He concluded that, “the Flat
Response, by offering Linn, Naim or
nothing, denies peopte who want
different things from their hi-fis the right
to exist. This is psychological fascism.”

scene. Audio Research, Krell and
Magnepan were the malevolent
foreign invaders, imported by that
enemy of every God-fearing flat
earther, Absolute Sounds.

Rightly fearing ‘bad press’,
Absolute Sounds refused to supply
any review kit. Not to be put off,
Chris turned to friends and readers
to get hold of these esoteric imports.
They’d duly be set against the latest

amp, Chris decided it wasn’t in the
Naim 32.5’s league at all, and produced
an old £120 NAD 3020 for comparative
purposes. And like every good fairy
story, the American Goliath was slain by
little David from Watford. He
concluded that, “there was indeed not
one area in which the NAD could not
be said to have outperformed the

Bettered by a £120 Rega? If it was high-end
Americana, TFR thought so.

Thus began an almighty war of
words in print between the two scribes.
Frankland went ballistic and Ken and his
‘tubes’ became the object of as much

bile as Chris could contrive. After
calling Kessler’s not-so-wide-of-the-
mark essay, “quite the most juvenile
piece of hi-fi journalism | have ever
encountered”, Frankland went on to
ensure that anything Ken liked got a
real drubbing in his magazine. Duly,
£1000 Sota turntables would be
proclaimed inferior to £120 Regas,
Oracles to Duals, and so on and so
forth.

THE ENEMIES OVERGROUND
After CD, valves and American high-
end, Chris’s most despised thing in life
was New Hi-Fi Sound, the
Haymarket title that
replaced his beloved flat-
earth Popular Hi-Fi. Not
that he was bitter and
twisted, but if Chris ever
gave himself the chance to
voice his opinions on NHS,
he couldn’t stop himself
slinging the odd clump of
mud. In ‘Curse of the Claw’,
TFR’s media gossip column,
he called it, “boring pap,
irrelevant and
condescending to its
readers, advertisers and
manufacturers”.

Frankland, being a man
of principle, saw that doing
down one of his rival publications
wasn't fair, so he set about all the other
mags as well. First was What Hi-Fi,
which he called an, “excellent
Haymarket magazine which under the
guise of a directory actually brings the
new punters in. . . It doesn’t pretend to
know what it's talking about which is
endearing and a positive advantage”.

Never missing a chance to
editorialise on the joys of Linn and
Naim, Chris’s verdict on Hi-Fi News
(which he summarily labelled ‘Hi-Fi
Snooze’), was equally curt: “Strengths
are Ken Kessler and an indefatigable
lobby for expensive American junk
(bringing it to the attention of the
discerning public shows what excellent
value the British stuff is)”.

In a rare moment of restraint,
Chris showed the milk of human
kindness in his judgement of Hi-Fi
Answers, calling it, “still bloody
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readable even though it's wrong about
everything that matters”. The only
magazine he could find undiluted praise
for was his very own The Flat
Response, of course.

FLAT ON ITS BACK

Ironically, The Flat Response became a
victim of its own success, and was
forced to grow up and go out into the
real world as Hi-Fi Review. An
altogether bigger, slicker product, HFR
retained TFR’s anarchic streak, but put
things across in a less guerrilla warfare
way.

As things progressed though, it
became more and more sensible. New
staffers like lan Rankin joined, and Chris
eventually handed over the editorial
reins to Malcolm Steward. ‘Technology

What I'd like to know
more than anything is, as Linn and
Naim both now make them, after
everything he said, has Chris now got a
CD player?

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David Price auditions a beautiful new bloom from the garden of England,

Rose’s Scion integrated amplifier.

ose’s conception of an
) ‘integrated’ amp is a little

I wadifferent, what with ‘Input
Selector Unit’ and *Output Amplifier’
coming in their own separate cases. But
Rose’s whole design philosophy is
rather ‘leftfield’, as the Scion’s many
little Citroenesque touches prove. For
example, the fascias are silver anodised
with chamfered edges, making them

unusual yet elegant. The separate
source and record selectors, along with
the volume control, are a novel design
with green LEDs inset to show the
positions selected. And instead of the
inputs being labelled ‘CD’, ‘AUX’, etc,
they're just given a number - a simple,
albeit initially slightly confusing
arrangement.

Considering its £6 15 purchase price

the Scion is superbly built. The pre-amp
has five passive line stages and
switchable MM/MC phono as standard.
Inside, selector switch tracks are gold-
plated, Rose believing this improves
sound and longevity. The power amp
has the Alps volume control and system
power switch on the front.

The circuit layout eschews the
MOSFETs of Rose’s bigger power amp




for normal bipolar transistors, but
has similarly high quality
components (|% metal film
resistors, selected and matched
transistors, low loss polystyrene and
polypropylene capacitors, etc), star
earthing and dual mono power
supplies from a large toroidal
transformer. The amp's phono
circuitry and toroidal transformer
are also carefully shielded from one
another, meaning the units can be
safely placed on top of each other
as well as side by side, where they
add up to the standard 430mm
width.

Installed between my Michell
Orbe turntable and Mission 752
Freedom loudspeakers, it didn’t
take long to see that the Rose
wasn't just a pretty face. For a
transistor amp, its rendition of Miles
Davis’ ‘So What’ was smooth and
musically involving. Miles’ trumpet was
beautifully realistic, with a deep, delicate
rasp that’s rarely heard with amps of
this price. Double bass was strong and
powerful, the Scion keeping a tight grip
on the subtle finger work where lesser
amps would just boom it out. The
gentle tap-tapping of cymbals was also
deftly conveyed, with a sweet tone and
real rhythmic subtlety - unlike some of
its rivals, the Rose didn’t turn the
drummer into a drum machine.

ROSE WHO?
Rose are a specialist company
basea in Abingdon, Oxfordshire,
established in 1986. They're
expanding steadily and currently
employ eleven people. In Britain
they’ve had quiet success with the
RV23S valve pre-amp and RP190
MOSFET transistor power amp,
although their main markets are
Taiwan and Germany.
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Moving to Alex Reece’s drum ’'n’
bass reworking of United Future
Organisation’s ‘Loud Minority’, the
Rose continued to beguile. Sound
staging in front of and behind the
’speakers was rock solid, basslines really
powerful (as only vinyl can deliver), and
the usually brash drum work velvety
smooth. Interestingly, this track
normally has a rather artificial sound -
all spectacular booms and crashes - but
the Scion seemed able to get beyond
this into the song’s inner textures.
Indeed, it was very Naim Nait 3-like in
its ability to put together the music’s
intricate rhythms and pull you in.

For example, Jamiroquai’s Space
Cowboy CD normally has integrated
amps screaming for mercy, its
overblown acoustic bass guitar line
wiping out the rest of the song. But not
the Scion, which really caught the
bassist’s odd syncopations rather than
drifting out of time. Meanwhile, singer
Jay Kay's voice projected
holographically out from the ’speakers
when it often wallows at the back of the
mix. Bread's ‘Guitar Man’ also had a

surprisingly clear acoustic, strong
imaging and beautiful detailing of
the sound of fingernails on
acoustic guitar strings. Very subtle,
and at this price, most unexpected.
For a mid-price amp, the Scion
had plenty of welly. Driving my
amp-killing Linn Kan Ils, it managed
to punch out swingeing dynamics at
high volumes without turning sharp
or gritty. Indeed, it’s hard to
criticise the Rose at all
considering its price tag, but in
absolute terms it's a little veiled,
rather like a heat haze on a
summer day. Unfortunately this is a
trait of all amps at this price, and at
least it’s benign - often this can
become hardness, as with

.’ . Audiolab’s 8000S.

All in all though, | liked the
Scion a lot. It’s a refreshingly
original design that looks far more
expensive than it is, and, more
importantly, sounds it too. Yes it’s a
I'ttle unconventional, but it isn’t fussy or
tweaky in any way, its only operational
disadvantage being no remote control. If
this doesn’t matter to you, as it doesn’t
to me, you'll find it a charming
alternative to more run-of-the-mill
contenders.

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Dominic Todd puts Teac’s new £200
CD-P3450SE CD player through its

CBTH SOMETHING EXTRA?

‘em, join 'em”, as

the saying goes.
Almost since the advent
of CD itself, companies
like Marantz have been
producing Special
Editions of their
machines to appeal to
the more discerning listener.
And with their continued success,
you can't blame others for having a go
too. The latest manufacturer to apply
the SE icing are Teac, with their new
£200 CD-P3450SE.

Like others of the genre, the Teac is
designed in the UK, Short signal paths
are made possible by the use of direct
coupling between stages (hence no
coupling caps to corrupt sound quality).
In theory, this should endow the |-bit
Teac with a transparency unusual at this
price point. Unfortunately, the SE
package doesn't include changes to the
rather dated aesthetics.

If the styling of the CD-P3450SE can
seem a little dowdy, the sound quality is
anything but. While Elvis Costello’s
‘Ship Building’ may have been a little
short on impact and emotion (this was
due to a rather lightweight and
insubstantial piano), what the Teac
lacked in sheer welly it made up for in
other areas.

Costello’s vocals were blessed with
a projection and body rare in a machine
of this price. And the Teac achieved this
without resorting to the harshness or
excessively nasal pitch some CD players
succumb to. Bass, which was a touch
soft, lacked a little weight although its
speed was fine. Another rarity for a
budget player was a string tone smooth
and well integrated with the midrange
so that it never became too prominent.
The sound stage impressed as well, with
a depth and width that steered the Teac
clear of sounding flat or boxy.

Sinead O’Connor's vocals on ‘Why
Don't You Do Right? were clearly
depicted against a complex big-band

Muddle and smearing simply didn't
come into the picture as the Teac
cruised through this track - it had a
sense of control that allowed me to
experience subtle nuances much of the
competition miss. Deep breaths,
movements between strings and the like
were all delicately portrayed.

| was pleased to find the Teac
maintained this balance with a range of
music too. The Brand New Heavies’
‘Gimme One of Those' upped the
tempo and gave the CD-P3450SE the
opportunity to demonstrate its sharp
transient control.

This is not a player to go to pieces
with Classical music either. Corelli’s 12
Conceru Grossi Op 6 proved the
newcomer has an excellent sense of
timing and integration amongst the
competing instruments. By absolute
standards the presentation was a little
veiled and grey in texture, but then
that's par for the price. Being able to
relay the seemingly simple difference
between violin and viola is proof of
what marks the Teac out here.

Teac’s CD-P3450SE comes across
as a surprisingly unshakeable yet elegant
performer. With all types of music, it's
quite happy to peel the instrumental

elegant performer.

layers back and express
them articulately. At this level it offers a
delicate yet incisive insight into the
music that's quite refreshing. What it
doesn’t offer, however, is that magic
X-factor of raw emotion that entices
you to go through your entire CD
collection until late in the night. Perhaps
this is asking a lot of a £200 machine,
but to my mind the NAD 510 offers a
more colourful and involving sound.

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Noel Keywood takes to the turntable to test Goldring’s latest moving coil

oving magnet cartridges just
get better, and it's giving
moving coils a hard time in my

view. Goldring are as much responsible
for this as anyone. The moving magnet
1042, which I'm embarrassed to
mention yet again, is a hard act to beat.
So what does Goldring's own Excel VX
have to offer at £495?

Traditionally, moving coil cartridges
have offered a clearer, sweeter sound
than moving magnets. There have been
many different attempts to explain this.
Mine is that the miniature, lightweight
generator that sits on the upper end of
an MC’s cantilever uses less wire than
the big coils housed in the body of an
MM. This not only reduces the
influence of the wire itself, but also
lowers generator impedance drastically,
giving the generator an innately flat
frequency response. Cantilever
behaviour must then be well damped
and controlled to stop an horrendous
treble peak appearing.

There are downsides though.
Output is minuscule, making amplifier
hiss a potential problem. And step-up
transformers put extra wire in the
signal path, which is why, I'd suggest,
they’re viewed as inferior to good pre-
amps. And really good pre-amps are
hard to come by. Finally, if you bounce
your MC, damaging the cantilever, it has
to be sent back to the manufacturer for
stylus replacement. This can cost lots, in
the case of the Excel VX £322.

At 8.5gms the cartridge is heavy, but
most arms accept up to 10gms. Output
is high-ish at 0.5mV at 5cms/sec rms,
about double that of Linns and Lyras,
but the same as van den Huls and
Ortofons.

Our own measured response, made
with a modern FFT spectrum analyser,
yielded fair resuits. The important point
is that the Excel VX possesses no upper
midrange dip of the sort that makes so
many MMs sound warm and full bodied.
And the VX has no treble peak either,
so it won’t sound sharp and sibilant.
From the gentle down-sloping trend in
the cartridge’s frequency response | was
expecting to hear quite a warm sound

cartridge, the Excel VX.

with plenty of bass.

That isn't what | heard though.
Having lived with the thunderous Shure
VI5VxMR recently the Excel VX
sounded restrained by comparison. it
has clean, tight bass, but |
would have liked more
impact and
expression.

Grace Jones’
‘Walking in the
Rain’ sounded tonally
unbalanced, the striding
bass line recessed and distant.
The copious bass of Tina Turner’s
‘Steamy Windows' was in keeping with
the rest of the performance, whereas
the Shure nearly turned it into ‘Broken
Windows'.

Only when the Excel VX was
pushed did its bass quality become
obvious. Spinning a few 45s, like Carol
Kenyon's pounding ‘Dance With Me’,
the VX came over as super-tight in its
bottom-end thwack.

It was across the midband that the
Excel started to show what it could do.
A glass-like clarity painted Sharleen
Spiteri solid and stable between the
’speakers. Fine detail was also delivered
without the euphonic warmth of the
Shure. But as the LPs span | got the
feeling the VX sounds a little hard in its
treble.

There's no doubt this is a superb
cartridge in that it's wonderfully
damped at high frequencies, sounding
clean and spit-free. The trouble is,

there's precious little euphony. Try a
relatively hard sounding album like
Grace Jones’ Nightclubbing and it
becomes very hard.

| swapped over to an
Ortofon MC 20 Supreme
and, although the
latter measures

similarly, it has a

freer, sweeter

presentation, blessed with
copious amounts of fine detail.

Aware of this, | find it hard to

recommend the Excel VX. It’s good, but

.Bearing in mind their Near Field Monitor initials, we decided to partner

TDL’s new NFM | loudspeakers with Dominic Todd, our man in the studio.

hree and a half
years ago, TDL
made the

unprecedented move of
taking the major players
on at their own game.
Formerly a specialist
’speaker manufacturer,
they decided to go for
market share by launching a
range of budget ’speakers.
The gamble seems to have
paid off, as NFM and RTL
ranges received critical
acclaim.

In August 1994, | reviewed
the £120 NFM and came to the
conclusion it was, “in the
premier division”. But time
moves on, and the highly competitive
budget ’speaker market won’t allow
manufacturers to rest on their laurels.
So TDL have launched a new, improved
model.

Like the original design its a
compact, bass-reflex ’speaker finished in
black or Rosewood vinyl. Revisions
include a new grille, bi-wiring facility,
and a switch to a soft dome tweeter
from the hard dome variety of old.

Christy Moore, with ‘Welcome To
The Cabaret’, showed familiar traits but
also some unexpected ones. Treble, for
instance, was extremely bright - far
more so than the previous NFM's. This
led to some confusion and harshness
with brass instruments, especially at
higher volumes.

Vocals were also accurately and
powerfully portrayed. As with their
predecessors, these "speakers rezlly live
up to their ‘monitor’ tag. Sound staging
was expansive, with all the width and
depth one could reasonably expect
from this class of *speaker. A little
weight seems to have been szcrificed in
the name of a new-found bass
integration, but the benefits in tautness
and agility more than make up for this.

The Beautiful South and ‘Artificial
Flowers’ showed up similar
characteristics. Bass was solid, although
missing that last degree of ‘comph’
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present in a few slightly
larger rivals. Whilst vocals

were strongly projectad, the

NFMs did take exception to Paul
Heaton, whose vocals had a rather
obvious sibilance.

With Miles Davis, timing was
excellent. This was helped by the fine
integration between bass and mid-range
frequencies. The treble performance
once again let proceedings down,
though, with a blurring of detail
noticezble with cymbals, and a
somewhat wearing alto sax rendition

A full orchestra (Berlioz, Symphonie
Fantastique in this case) exposed the
limitations of such small ‘speakers, but
this is a problem of the genre more
than this particular individual. Despite
sounding a little compressed when
things got tough, the TDLs remained
controlled in the bass and lively enough
to give a sense of tension to the music.

Whilst bass has become better
integrated, treble performance has
heaced in the other direction. In softer
sounding systems this may be OK, but
with many other budget amplifiers it
could cause problems. The major
strength of the NFMs remains a strong
presence and sense of accuracy. JF'A’s

Gold Monitors, though,

manage a similar sound for £40 less.
And for just a few pounds more there
are the darlings of the budget sector,
led by Mission's 73 /i and Mordaunt-
Short’s MS10Oi. In today’s market the
NFM can no longer be considered first
division, but finds itself squeezed
betwean a rock and a hard place.

turntable owners can expect from Slate Audio’s Powerhouse power supply.

he idea of
using a high
quality

external power
supply to improve
the performance

of hi-fi

components is
nothing new -

many companies
have travelled down
this road. And there’s no
denying the upgrade approach
makes a lot of sense, enabling
people to keep a component they
like while improving its performance.

When | first heard the name
Powerhouse | imagined a gigawatt solid-
state power amplifier. Instead, it’s the
grand name given by Slate Audio to
their turntable power supply. The
Powerhouse is a quartz-referenced AC
generator which runs off the mains
supply with all its pollution from fridges,
washing machines and the like. Inside its
innocuous black case, the Powerhouse
takes the mains, converts it into DC,
and then produces a clean AC output
for driving Garrard’s 30| and 401
turntables, the Thorens TD124 and,
with adjustment, most turntables with
AC motors. In theory, using a clean,
stable supply like this should yield all
sorts of sound quality benefits.

Unusually Slate Audio recommend
turning the supply on only during
listening sessions rather than keeping it
powered permanently. It does get warm
during use but nowhere near hot
enough to suggest meltdown is nigh.
The Powerhouse was duly hooked up
to our very own Garrard 40|/SME
312/Shure Vi5VxMR.

The first record on was ‘Billie Jean’,
classic Michael Jackson. Initially | was a
little disappointed - making comparisons
with and without the supply I'd

expected there to be more

obvious differences.
The Powerhouse

works more

subtly than that though.

Gradually | became aware that the
affect this supply has is appreciated in
the long term rather than the short.
With the Powerhouse in circuit, the
intricate flowing bass line which is so
vital to ‘Billie Jean' was deeper, stronger
and better defined. Midrange clarity was
also improved, helping me to hear more
clearly Jackson’s finger clicks and their
echo. The sense of power and dynamics
were superior to the standard 401 as
well - the repetitive drum beat had
plenty of force and attack.

Next on was the Dave Brubeck
Quartet. Once again a stronger, better
defined bass was the first thing |
noticed. On ‘Blue Rondo a la Turk'
there was better separation between
the instruments making their interplay
more engaging, and timing was tighter,
although not to a particularly large
degree. Thanks to greater insight and
substance, piano was especially easy to
follow.

Record after record went on, the
music varying from Texas to the

Stranglers. The longer | listened to the
Powerhouse, the more clearly its traits
manifested themselves. With it in use,
the sound was consistently richer and
more substantial. The standard 401 in
comparison seemed to have a brighter
mid., treble and bass had been cut in

both level and depth. As a

consequence of the better bass,

stereo width and depth

improved, although not perhaps
to a great extent. Yocals came
across more realistically with an
increased sense of presence and
focus courtesy of an extra midrange
clarity.

There's no doubt that the
Powerhouse improves the 401's
performance, making almost every
aspect of its sound better. But these
improvements are relatively subtie and
require a long, relaxed demonstration
to pick them up. | was left with the
impression that good though the
Powerhouse is, at £475 it looks a little
expensive.

Jon Marks reckons that Tannoy’s new Mercury m2 loudspeakers could be

review

about to take over as king of the budget boxes.

fter sticking to their stylistic
guns over the last few years, it
looks as though Tannoy have

decided it's back to ‘the box’. The eye-
catching shape of the Profile and
Definition Series is making way for
more familiar right-angles in the new
Mercury m2. The parallelogram
enclosures did have certain advantages -
radiused edges to reduce diffraction,
non-parallel sides
to cut down on
standing waves,
and the fact that
they broke the
box mould.

The Mercury
m2 has its own
set of strengths
though. It uses a
chunky 6.5in
bass/midrange
driver with
concave dust cap,
alongside a lin
plastic dome |
tweeter. The '
enclosure is a
bass reflex type
with rear firing l";
porzand, for the |
price, it is big, ‘
measuring 380mm |
high, 203mm wide ¥
and 270mm deep. ;
Tannoy claim the ‘
m2 will handle up
to 80watts. The box carcass is black,
but the fascia comes in either cherry or
grey ‘bird’s eye’ pattern finishes. The
m2s need to be stand mounted, at least
Bin in front of a rear wall.

To find out how the Mercury m2s
would acquit themselves, | perched
them atop a pair of Heybrook’s HSBI
stands and opened the proceedings with
Kula Shaker’s K CD.

While this album doesn’t really rate
as an audiophile production, it’s laced
with an infectious funkiness throughout,
which the Tannoys picked up without
difficulty. A blend of nimble upper bass
and confidently controlled lower bass
carried off rhythms with ease, while a
zlarity born of fine dynamic contrast
1elped prise Crispian Mills’ non-stop

Hi-FI WORLD

vocals on ‘Hey Dude’ out of the rest of
the mix and into intelligibility. Backing
off the pace, it was time to pass the
beanbags and caftans for the tablas and
sitar of “Govinda”. Again, the Tannoys’
upper midrange sparkle helped bring
some clarity to this track.

A spell with the Spice Girls gave the
Tannoys a better chance to show what
they were capable of. Basslines were

firm and punchy,

vocals smooth and

surprisingly detailed
and percussion crisp. Only on a couple
of points did the m2s lag slightly. Vocals
showed some sibilance, and the
loudspeakers’ overall balance was
slightly analytical, with a dry lower bass
and an upper midrange that gave
cymbals in particular a bit of extra
projection. That said, the Tannoys were
still party-perfect thanks to the way
they handled rhythms.

Taking a different musical approach,
| plied the Tannoys with some choral
music. Magnificat, directed by Philip
Cave, is always a good test of tonal
range and sound staging. Here, the m2s’
dry bass was confirmed by an acoustic
which lacked the space provided by the
cues contained in the lowest octaves.
Mind you, it takes a 'speaker of at least

£250 to even have a stab at this, so the
Mercurys certainly weren't disgracing
themselves. And their transparency got
a big thumbs up, disentangling the
individual vocal strands forming the
choir and placing them in a broad
spread across the sound stage.

Brahms’ concerto for violin and
orchestra in D major, Op. 77, found
solo violin sweet and smooth apart
from its highest registers, where a hint

of wiriness crept in. But considering
the deep, broad
sound stage, firm
imaging and
communicativeness
of the Tannoys, |
was more than
happy to forgive
them a few minor
foibles.

The simple factis
that these Tannoys
make music fun,
and they do this
with music of any
genre you care to
name. This is a rare
quality indeed at
£140. If you were
looking to start off
on the system-
building road, you
could do a lot
worse than partner the amp
and source of your choice with the
Mercury m2s.

ell, it was an awful noise.
First thing in the morning,
too. That coffee-grinder

must have been a bass viol. The bitter,
glassy clanking racket can’z have been
the washing-up; surely it was a
harpsichord continuo? Given that
Cenon have had a really good run of
tuners over the last few years, had they
finally blown it? Or had Radio 3 at last
taken leave of its senses?

Thank heavens for RDS. Yes, we'd
tuned in R3 to preset No3, but the
forty presets are divided up into four
‘banks’. And though this was preset 3, it
was Bank B instead of A. So there was
the Radiotext coming up: “Classic FM".
Dear oh dear. If Classic FM uses Denon
CD and MiniDisc players like many
others, Denon ought to send in a hit
team to show 'em how they should
sound.

Pressing the Down tuning button to
sneak up on Radio 3 brought sighs of
relief. Ten minutes of the English
Concert playing Haydn's Le Matin
oroved Denon hadn't blown it. The TU-
425 RD is yet another good tuner from
Nippon Columbia. And this despite the
fact that tuners generally have been
gesting terribly good these last twelve
months.

What the Haydn and, later, a superb
recording of the Endellion playing
Beethoven's Op59 quartet showed was
that the Denon has a lovely warm tone,
especially for cellos, with plenty of
midrange detail. Slightly too much,
maybe, since some mechanical clackings

from the English Concert’s woodwind
and the Endellion’s violinist’s breathing
were a tad over-emphasised. It was
good for the cockles of the heart
though; if the Beethoven hadn't been a
live BBC recording, | would have rushed
out and bought it immediately.

In fact ‘live’ is very much the TU-
425's watchword. A spell of big band
Jazz was al! fresh air and a bracing spring
breeze. As with most tuners at this
price there was a degree of fuzziness in
the upper midband in Harry James’s
‘Caravan’, on Sheffield Lab. no less. The
Quad FM4 stripped this out so you
could have said with mcre certainty “Ah
yes, definitely the Sheffield Lab sound”.

A few minutes later. Ray Charles
sang, with a ringing reverb around his
voice which had startling near-CD
focus, “If you wanna let the good tunes
roll, you gotta spend more cash.”
Wrong. As a quick speli with George
Michael on GLR made abundantly clear.
For a good strong, crisp tune and a firm
beat you don't really need to spend
more than the £200 the TU-425 costs.

As is becoming common these days,
there’s enough midrange emphasis to
ward off the worst side-effects of Rock
station compression without
unbalancing the overall tonal quality.
The Denon has a powerful, musical bass
that keeps even the drum machine thud
and thump going strong. Like the Sony
ST-SA3ES reviewed in April, the front-
to-rear perspective is a touch on the
slim side and, with the Endellion quartet
or a full orchestra the Denon is a little

narrower and less spacious than the
source would be. The top end doesn't
quite sing — and cymbals don’t quite
zing — as brightly and sharply as you
get at around the £400 mark. But
overall this is yet another fundamentally
well-balanced FM sound that wasn't in
the least shamed heard through a
£4000-0dd system.

And AM? Better than average,
although heaven knows the average ain’t
that brilliant. Still, well worth having for
Radio 5 Live, itself far more interesting
than the thoroughly dead R4.

Denon has a share of the tuner
market quite disproportionate to its
size. They cleaned up with the TU-260,
and tell me the average spend on a
tuner in the UK has gone up from £120
to £190. The '425 is just a tenner more
and it deserves to clean up in that
sector now, too.

SPEAKER SPECIES
Having followed your magazine
for about a year now, | have
taken to the idea of building my
own set of loudspeaker
enclosures and have just
bought a book on audio
systems entitled ‘Basic Audio
Systems’ by Norman H.
Crowhurst (1973). In a chapter
regarding loudspeakers, | came
across four different kinds of
loudspeaker enclosures: the
open baffle, closed box or
infinite baffle, acoustic
suspension and ported. | have
always imagined that acoustic
suspension and infinite baffle
were one and the same.

| then consulted a ‘wise-
man of hi-fi’ and he explained
as follows:
OPEN BAFFLE TYPE:
This is self-explanatory and
could be considered similar to
your subwoofer made to
partner the Quad electrostatics
published some time back.
CLOSED BOX/INFINITE
BAFFLE:
This is the common type
where the drive units are in a

sealed enclosure and are best
used close to the wall. |
auditioned a pair of Harbeth
LS3/S5as partnering a Quad
34/306 pre/power amplifier and
they sounded simply wonderful
when about three feet away
from walls though.
ACOUSTIC
SUSPENSION: This is
something new to me as he
mentioned that this design
encompasses a ‘dummy’

somewhat of a ‘drag’. Is this
true?
PORTED DESIGN:

| wonder whether my old

Where does all the dirt go?

On the subject of records,
all the muck should come
out of the Nitty Gritty
along with the used liquid
when you drain it.

Oh Lord, 1 do hope you
mean "on stands near the
wall” rather than “on
brackets fixed to the wall”,
which I couldn’t
recommend to anyone
serious about hi-fi. None of
the 'speakers
you mention
- and most
especially the
Sonus Fabers
- should go
near a rear
wall, let
alone on one.
Pity about
the KEFs. Are
you
absolutely
sure there

isn’t enough
D-60SE up to  space? We
all have to
suffer for our
art I suppose.

Back-to-the-wall
loudspeaker designs I
cannot say I have ever
particularly liked, about
the only exception being
the little Rogers Studio 3s,
which have splendid
midrange detail and
competent apparent bass if
driven with top-quality
amplification. But their
sensitivity (low) needs
watts, as you correctly
surmise.

Real subwoofers (like a
REL or Tannoy ALFie)will
repossess the floorspace
you are trying to free up.
Apart from which, in a
small room, a subwoofer is
going to excite room modes
more readily and may well
end up having to be placed
in the most inconvenient
bit of carpet to integrate

properly.

If you like the CD-
60SE, don’t muck about
with it. Differences in add-
on DACs are a matter of
flavour and subtlety. It is,
he says very cautiously,
worth a try, if you can get
a demonstration. For the
obvious differences, I'd
recommend first a DPA
Little Bit Mk3 and a Rotel
RDP-980. These have
different digital
implementations and quite
different sonic approaches.
But also examine the
Marantz CD-63mklI KI-
Signature as a good
upgrade, or if £500 is a bit
too hefty a price, the
Denon DCD-825.

Mk2 on heavy custom-made
plinths, REL Strata Mk2, Linn
Basik, Akito, and a K9 which
will be changed in the near
future for a Goldring 1042,

Speaker alternatives to
conslder as replacements for
your Tannoys include models
from KEF's Q Series, like the

This is used for my existing
'70s-'80s viny!l collection.
The amps are connected
with three metre Chord
Cobra mono which were
modified by Chord for bi-
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amp use (Y configuration at
amp end) and one metre
lengths of Chord Rumour bi-
wired. The digital
interconnect is from DPA
Digital (supplied optical
seems harsher!) and analogue
cables are Chord Cobra.

The amps have been re-
wired internally with Rumour
on the output for continuity
and all units are well isolated
using air cushions.

Generally, replacing
bipolar clectrolytic types,
usually Alcaps, with filim
capacitors, like audio-
grade polypropylene
(Solens, for example)
improves clarity markedly.

Last month you published a
letter from a Mr Howarth
who felt he was not getting

the most from his system,
especially in terms of bass
quality, using an LP|2 with
Denon 304 cartridge feeding
Exposure amps and Ruark
Talisman ’speakers. As
someone who has had the
same 'speakers and similar
equipment, | have some
suggestions as alternatives to
bolting on a subwoofer.

| would urge Mr Howarth
not to replace the Talismans
unless he is positive they
won't deliver. They are fine
‘speakers and are
capable of
surprising bass for
their size - fast and
deep - but to
achieve this takes
careful system
matching. Their
main deficiency is
not the bass but a
tendency to
‘shout’ at high
levels.

Try removing
the sand from the
speakers and
using lead shot
instead. Ruark
advise against
overfilling and
they are right. As
you will hear, the
bass will now be
more tuneful and
better focused. If yours are
Talisman lls, the on-axis
frequency response will rise
from about SkHz to a
plateau. This can be
ameliorated by toeing in the
'speakers. The smoothest
response is at about 45
degrees off-axis.

| found the Talismans
underwent a sea change with
optimised 'speaker cable. The
best | found is made by
Harmonix. The only
drawback is the price - about
£60 a metre. The bass is now
very powerful and deep,
vocals are clear and
exceptionally well focused.

both in the hi-fi

business and
outside it, find our mixing
of the old and new
peculiar. Rating the Leak
Troughline, a 30-year-old
valve tuner, as the best
tuner available irrespective
of price or technology is
one example. And placing
valve amps above-their
transistor counterparts in
terms of sound quality is
another. Trouble is, these
recommendations often
aren’t taken at face value.
Some people think we’re
just being nostalgic, others
think it’s aill down to our
liking a soft, warm or ‘old-
fashioned’ sound.

Nothing could be
further from the truth. We
are searching for much the
same fast, clean, dynamic
sound as everyone else.
And the simple fact is that
many old items can
produce it, if they are in
good working nick. They
can also deliver other
benefits rapidly becoming
lost, it seems, by the
onward march of
consumer electronics and
the tastes it supports. By
this I mean that the
somewhat hard, clinical
and grey tonality of so
many transistor amplifiers
is accepted as ‘right’ and
passes unquestioned. Often
their paper-flat stereo
imaging passes without
question too. It’s wrong to
think that valve amps all
sound slow and warm. Let
me explain how these
misconceptions arise.

The overwhelming
reason for a valve amp to
sound dull and slow is
poor output transformers.
Audio transformers are
complex beasts that must
be wound in sections.
Transformer manufacturers
by and large have little
understanding of this. If
they attempt to wind an
output transformer it will
possess excessive
distributed capacitance or
leakage inductance and
frequency response will
roll off around 8kHz or so.
Transformer manufacturers
are not equipped to make
audio measurements, so
the customer - the
amplifier manufacturer -
must do it. So why don’t
they?

Too many of today’s
valve amplifier
manufacturers are
convinced they can turn a
quick buck by copying,
say, the much used GEC
70watt circuit and
charging a grand or two
for it. I've come across a
few examples of this and
thev’ve all been disastrous.
GEC used compensation
components that
doubtless matched the
transformers they used at
the time, but these rarely
match a modern
transformer, especially
when it is improperly
designed with too few
sections.

There’s a lot of fairly
complex issues involved

transformer is a complex,
multi-section beast that
takes skill to wind and
then care in connection.
But, designed, wound and
connected up properly, it
will allow a valve amplifier
to sound as clean, fast and
dynamic as a solid-state
amplifier - more so in fact.
Valve amplifiers to us
are not soggy, warm, soft
sounding things at all.
Good ones have a sweet,
liquid treble that lacks the
graininess of solid-state.
They can have superb
resolution of timbral
content, so a cello has a
deep fruity resonance,
quite unlike a violin,
which has an altogether
different and lighter

here. and they rarely get
the sort of understanding
needed. The result is a
limited audio bandwidth
that produces dullness,
quite severe third
harmonic distortion (as
the output valves struggle
to drive heavy
capacitance) and severe
low frequency distortion
as the transformer cores
saturate (magnetic
overload). This makes bass
wallow.

A good output

character. A good valve
amplifier resolves this
information beautifully;
solid-state bleaches the life
from instruments by
comparison.

Enough of valves, what
about the LP? Archaic and
out of date? I think not.
Again, it can and perhaps
too often does sound
messy and flat. But a good
record playing system
leaves CD standing in
subjective terms, even if
this is difficult to

comprehend technically.
My view is that what CD
does badly it does very
badly. The filtering needed
to limit bandwidth to
21kHz constricts treble
character and airiness.
Quantisation distortion,
being uncorrelated,
sounds completely horrid
and unnatural. It measures
a whopping 30% at -90dB,
by the way, and 1% or so
at -60dB.

Then there are lots of
less well known problems
with word length
truncation in the
recording and mastering
process. I accept that CD
is wonderfully convenient,
wear-free (if not scratch-
free) and cansistent too,
all of which LP is not. But
I can construct a technical
argument to show that LP
generates little more
distortion than CD at
normal music levels, and
what it does produce is
subjectively benign. Also,
many modern pickup
cartridges offer a very
flat frequency response
(e.g. all Ortofons and
many Goldrings).

Finally and crucially,
you must have a good
pressing. Funnily
enough, I've bought loads
of these recently. And
when I play them
alongside their CD
versions by way of
comparison, the LP
invariably wins hands
down.

I like to think we aren’t
misguided by prejudice at
Hi-Fi World - quite the
opposite, actually. We
take a dispassionate view
of hi-fi. If it sounds good,
little else matters ®

But the 317 ends up
making background music for an
evening of passion with La Harry rather
than instigating the proceedings.

Female vocals are a bit short on
crispness - there’s a kind of gentle

slurring instead of on-the-ball sharpness.

The 317 is at its best with naturally
lazier music. When it faced up to the
Proclaimers’ ‘The Light’, the guitars and
lilting Scots accents were very sweet,
cosy even.

As far as classical music goes, the
NAD is competent but not particularly
hair-raising. Plenty of warmish bass did
give a good, rich sound to Bach’s Cello
Suites, true, and a seemingly powerful
bottom end to the lower notes of
Chopin’s Nocturnes. But bass lines
often sounded sluggish, slowing down a
lively performance. There’s also a touch
of curiously metallic, ‘zingy’ tone to
second violins, which occasionally

passion balances power.

sounded as though the strings were
being rattled rather than plucked. It’s
the subjective slowness, however,
which just fails to take the NAD into
the fast lane.

Try the Adagio of Mahler’s Ninth or
the more romantic richness of
Bruckner and the NAD just maintains
the same dynamics. There are no
startling spurts of sound, no

sense of the players having
sharp wits and playing

the notes right on the
edge. For all its
purported power, that
leaves the NAD down
among the budget amplifiers,
short of equalling the Audiolab
8000A or Sonneteer Campion.
It's nicely behaved, like Eric Cantona
these days, if not much more inspiring
than his breed of philosophical
meandering on board the Eurostar. For
a bit more fire, try some of the more
dynamic amplifiers from JVC, Kenwood
and Technics. The lads would probably
like them better.

CABLE TALK CONCERT 2.1
BI-WIRE £14/m.

Cable Talk’s chunky Concert 2.1 looks
impressive with its four multi-strand
cables sleeved in a dark green outer
sheath. Swapping sonics for aesthetics
found the saxophone on ‘Take Five’ by
the Dave Brubeck Quartet flowing
sweetly, but some of the detail was
obviously being smoothed over. This
wasn’t an unpleasant effect - it just took
the edge off an otherwise fine
performance.

Cymbals were reproduced with a
pleasing sparkle, though at the other
end of the spectrum bass, while strong,
wasn’t quite on a par with either the
DNM or the Sonic Link. Schubert’s Six
Moments Musicaux, D780, confirmed
the impression of a smooth, spacious,
easy-going sound which does, however,
lack the last word in punch and detail.
Worth considering though.

HEYBROOK HEYWIRE £3.20/m.
This, the cheapest cable in the group,

consists of four thin solid-core wires set

in a flat black webbing. Its sound
contrasted strongly with the Cable
Talk’s. With Phil Collins, the Heywire
put together a tight, almost stark

rendition. Compared to the other
cables in the group, the Heywire came
across as slightly grainy and rather grey
tonally. Treble was fine but bass lacked
power and was a shade lumpy.

o

Awmospheric cues with the Schubert
piece were masked and dynamic
contrasts compressed. All this may
sound damning but the Heywire was up
against cables two to four times more
expensive. Given its price, it looks like
fair value.

DNM RESON £6.95/m.
This unusual cable looks like some kind
of blue and red liquorice and we quickly
discovered it has a very sweet sound.
We suspected this might be due to a
rolling off of the higher frequencies but
prolonged listening showed this wasn’t
the case. In fact both ends of the

spectrum were beautifully extended, the
bass especially rich and powerful.

No matter what | listened to, a
wealth of unforced detail, which never
got in the way of the overall picture,
was always apparent. This is an
impressive cable, which possesses all of
the Chord Rumour’s transparency allied
to greater sweetness and better tonal
resolution.

SONIC LINK AST 200  £9.95/m.
The Sonic Link is another serious
looking cable, resembling the Cable
Talk. Its sound was very different
though, characterised as it was by a
strong, forceful presentation. Listening
to Phil Collins, the full power of the
drums was evident, with a bass that had
depth but lacked definition. While the
midrange was clear and detailed, lower
treble showed itself to be quite hard
and had a bit of a sting to it.

Moving on to Dave Brubeck found

impressive dynamics once again, but
bass was still a touch fluffy and the
lower treble hardness persisted. The
AST 200 is a clear, powerful sounding
cable which could well brighten up a
system which is overly warm or
unexciting but it won't suit neutral or
bright components.

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s the saving goes, if
you want to hurt a
man, don’t kick his

wife, kick his car. There’s
a parallel in hi-fi too - if
anyone so much as sniffs at
my system [ invariably go
into a long, protracted
sulk. It’s ironic of course,
because I'm only too
aware of my system’s
limitations and am hardly
short of expletives when
it’s gone off song.

Still, the supreme
taboo, the ultimate
conversation-stopper and
sure-fire way of ending a
friendship is criticising my
music taste. Unfortunately
for me, I’m still living a
sort of extended
adolescence when it
comes to my record
collection. You see, I have
scrupulous standards -
strict guidelines imprinted
in my deepest psyche -
about what’s right to like
and what’s not. And my
treasured record collection
stands as a sort of physical
embodiment of this,
practised since I was first
old enough to see over the
local record shop counter.

I know full well that
music taste is one of the
most subjective things
you’ll ever come across,
but I still can’t seem to
lose my puritanical streak.

If [ had a
pound for every time Chris
extolled the virtues of Ben
Sidran’s ‘Bop City’ or
Alphonse Mouzon’s ‘Love
Fantasy', I'd have a brace
of Marantz T1s by now.

opener. Read a review of
say. a turntable, and the
language used sounds
awfully false and affected -
rather like the small print
at the bottom of insurance
documents, or anything
that issues from a
politician’s mouth.

The writers laced their
copy with
‘notwithstanding’ and ‘it
could be said that’, making
them sound terribly
pompous and overbearing.
But what always amuses
me is how they’d finish the
review. With the article
almost over they’d
suddenly add the phrase,
‘subjectively speaking’.
What followed would he
the most timid, non-
committal verdict on how
the thing sounded, usually

something like, ‘The unit
produced a pleasant tone’ -
hardly a definitive
exposition of how a
product works in the real
world! It seems as though
1960s’ hi-fi journalists were
so wrapped up in an image
of themselves as ‘objective
observers’ that they were
scared stiff to venture an
opinion. Completely
ridiculous, of course.

But for me the best
thing about old hi-fi mags
(or should that be ‘high
fidelity journals of
yesteryear’) is reading the
letters. Tragically, the poor
old reviewers who'd bend
over backwards to appear
‘scientific’ would be
berated for wild,
unfettered subjectivity.
Usually, the charge was
justified because they
dared to use ‘Popular’
music, as opposed to the
proper variety with
orchestra, conductor and a
hall with a known acoustic
After all. how could these
so-called reviewers
possibly evaluate the
subjective performance of
phonographic transducers
with lowly, lumpen Pop?
Disgusting! What a
travesty! Bring back
National Service!

So maybe today’s more
laid-back approach to
periodical prose is
something to be thankful
for after all, even if
readers have to suffer a
little too much of Ken
Kessler's Keb Mo, Noel's
Angelique Kidjo or my
beloved Isaac Hayes. As
long as no reviewer digs
up his old copy of ‘Sultans
of Swing', I'll be happy!

ast month I looked
L at the winners and

losers in the CD and
recording format
markets. As well as
noting the season’s
successes, | took the
opportunity to analyse
trends and predict next
season’s movers and
shakers. This time
around, it’s amplifiers,
loudspeakers and tuners
that come under the
spotlight.

In the budget
amplifier market, it
seemed to be the same
old names at the
forefront. Between them
NAD, Rotel, Technics and
Sony all took the lion’s
share. Unlike other
budget markets, there
was no one company
here that really led the
way. The relaunch of
Cambridge under the
Audio Partnership
umbrella gave us a
NADesque budget amp
for under £100, but
didn’t upset the status
quo too much. One
company that wasn’t as
prominent as it had been
in this sector was
Denon. This, however,
was before the release of
the highly acclaimed
PMA-250SE and '350SE
amps.

Further up the scale
Kenwood and Sony
continued to enjoy
prominence. Kenwood,
though, are now faced
with the same problem as
Pioneer a few vears ago.
The KA3020SE was a
great success, but now
leaves Kenwood with the
task of replacing it with
something just as good.

While Pioneer
partially pulled this feat
off with the switch from
A-400 to A-400X, they
now find themselves in a
similar position. The new
A-300R wasn’t quite the
strong seller it could
have been, due to pricing
that placed it amongst
the British heavyweights
And as Pioneer have
discovered in the East,
regardless of how good
components are, there’s a
snobbish mistrust of
Oriental products in
some sectors of the
industry.
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Sony made inroads
into the market with
amps such as the TA-
F448, and stalwarts from
Arcam and Rotel proved
as popular as ever. The
new Alpha series helped
the former, while an
impressive range of
budget pre/power amps
did the business for the
latter. Rotel didn't have
it all its own way,

from

the valve breed in many
hi-fi outlets.

Pity also any
manufacturer who
attempts to crack the
budget *speaker market.
Last year it was the turn
of Mission, Mordaunt-
Short and B&W, who
with the 731i, MS10i and
DM601 had the sector all
but sewn up. This year ]
wouldn’t be surprised to

however, what with
Technics’ 1000 series
pre/powcer amps
receiving critical acclaim
and selling well.

In the high-end
amplifier market, Naim
Quad, Audiolab.
Meridian, Linn and
Mission remained the
front runners, none of
them ablc to rest on their
laurels. With all six
companies launching
new amps in '96, the
market place is unlikely
to change this year. Even
Quad. a company not
renowned for fanciful
alterations. spruced up
their image with a new 7
Series, sporting carbon
fibre look-alike fascias. A
sad fatality of such
ruthless competition was
Audio Innovations. This
was a great pity, as their
Al amp was often the
only representative of

see Tannoy’s m2s making
a name for themselves,
although it’s not going to
be an easy ride if
Mission, M-S and B&W
have anything to do with
it. And let’s not rule out
Celestion, JPW, KEF and
Wharfedale, who have all
been winners in previous
vears.

Further up the ladder,
TDL’s new RTL range
ensured they were still a
force to be reckoned
with when it comes to
affordable floorstanders
This didn’t stop
Mordaunt-Short from
eclipsing the RTL2 with
the runaway success of
the MS25i. I suspect that
by September it may
have lost its momentum
though, and a new
Tannoy floorstander or
Mission’s greatly
improved 733 will be
setting the pace
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KEF continue to be
the one to beat when it
comes to a good choice
of capable high-end
loudspeakers, despite the
best efforts of Castle,
Ruark and Mission.
Mission in particular
impressed last season
with the new 75 range.
The 752 was already
something of a reference
in its price bracket
(£600), and the new
Freedom model looks
set to continue this
tradition. Higher up
the scale, the 754
Freedom 5 at £1300
could do for the
company’s image what
the high-profile 753
did four years ago.

The advent of
digital radio has done
little to increase interest
in what is still a
neglected field of hi-fi
separates. Many
customers simply buy a
tuner to match the rest of
their electronics, and
above £200 there’s not
much going on. This
didn’t stop Denon, Sony
and NAD from cashing in
on the budget sector.
Despite the fact that
Denon’s TU-260L is
nearly seven years old, it
is still a deservedly
popular tuner. Likewise,
Sony’s ST-S261 and NAD's
412 also deserve their
success. If anyone
challenges next season, it
will probably be Rotel.

So there you have a
brief insight into the
successes of 1996. If you
want the best view of the
new season unfurling,
watch this space!

eading up this month's
competition collection is
Systemdek’s svelte 2X2

turntable. This £500 LP spinner is based
on the popular 11X, but features several
crucial changes in the drive train. The
2X2's motor is now mounted in
isolation from the sub-chassis and plinth,
and the drive hub and sub-platter are
constructed with a different geometry.
The icing on the cake is provided by an
acrylic platter, with its typically neutral
sonic character.

Back in August 1996, Dominic Baker
was taken by the 2X2's clarity and
precision, feeling it confidently stood
comparison with more expensive decks.
In addition, it had the kind of dynamics
and rhythm that make for truly
enjoyable listening.

Partnering the 2X2 back in August
'96 was a masterpiece of engineering we
at Hi-Fi World first encountered in
January 1993 - SME's £660 309 tonearm.
Based upon the awesome SME V, the
309 sports a tapered aluminium alloy
arm tube. The shape helps to reduce
resonances which would otherwise
colour the sound. Where the 309 differs
from both the model IV and the model V
is in its headshell. While the latter
models use a fixed headshell for
maximum rigidity, the 309’s can be
removed, which makes swapping
cartridges quick and easy.

And we decided not to skimp on the
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cartridge either. The final member of
August 1996's synergistic trio was
Ortofon’s excellent £249.95 MC 25FL.
Possessing the same body and cantilever
as its cheaper stablemate, the MC 25E,
the FL (Fine Line) version gains a higher
quality stylus. David Price, in his original
review of September [995 thought the
MC 25FL was, “snapping at the heels of
the big boys in the £500 class. If there'd
been a cartridge like this around at that
critical moment in audio history, CD
might have been ‘just another Elcaset’.”

Taking care of turning the Ortofon's
tiny output into a signal powerful enough
to drive loudspeakers is Rose Industries’
impressive new £615 Scion integrated
amplifier. Where most integrateds come
in a single box painted an inspiring shade
of hi-fi black, the Rose's two cases wear
aluminium fascias. In one case sits the
delicate phono (switchable MM and MC)
and line level circuitry, while the other
houses the power supply and output
stage. This keeps interference to a
minimum, as David Price found. He
concluded: “It's a refreshingly original
design that looks far more expensive
than it is, and, more importantly, sounds
it too.”

Helping make sure the system never
sounds less than sweet is a 5m bi-wire
set of DNM’s Reson cable. As Ketan
Bharadia and Jon Marks found this
month, the Reson is more than capable
of taking on cables beyond its own £6.95

price bracket. And with great detailing
and extension at both ends of the
spectrum, the DNM can make the most
of our vinyl front end’s quality.

Last link in the chain is a pair of
UKD's gorgeous Callas |l loudspeakers.
Hewn from |.4in. mahogany slabs
(logged in managed sustainable forests),
these £950 two-way stand mounters
make most other loudspeakers look like
biscuit boxes. Reviewing the Callas
'speakers in August 1994, Dominic
Baker decided they were, “a lovely
package.” What made the Callas a
winning loudspeaker, he thought was the
fact, “They give the listener a very
rewarding insight into the music and the
manner in which it was recorded.

Hard to swallow maybe but it really is
getting on for thirty years since The
Beatles set the template for much of the
music that's being made today. At the
same time they gave up the notion of
playing live simply because they knew
they couldn’t reproduce their studio
sounds in front of a live audience.
Things have changed considerably over
the years and live and studio work are
now no longer divided by technological
limits.

This may go some way to explaining
why the Moptops’ allure is so binding.
After all, it's nigh on impossible to
imagine John, Paul and so on playing the
music of George Formby or Hollywood

musicals. Not without tongues firmly in
cheeks, that is.

But the fact remains that the present
- let alone the intervening three decades
- is literally scattered with scores of
Beatles wannabees from early Bee Gees
to Qasis. These groups fired, inspired
and/or sired by the Fab Four are never
hard to track down. It seems only
weeks (probably because it is only
weeks) since | bathed in the post-Sgt.
Pepper psychedelic soup of the latest
Wishplants album. And so - mere weeks
later - we have the long-playing debut
from Mansun, whose Beatlish leanings
are about as well kept a secret as Prince
Charles’ bald patch.

But what’s wrong with being a
Beatles' fan? (or having a bald patch for
that matter - you'll get yours eventually,
my son). Nowt is the answer.
Particularly as, unimpaired by the
technological shortcomings of their
ancestors, the band have been able to
hone their music on the live circuit
while at the same time polishing their
studio gen with no less than five sets of
what used to be called EPs. Rather than
merely padding out their product with
endless unnecessary re-mixes, Mansun
have preferred to issue once-only
recordings, the bulk of which are not
available anywhere else.

UK fanbase established, reliable
record deal in hand, Mansun are in the
far from unenviable position of being
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about to crack it. Why, even the bulk of
critics love 'em. So what's the problem,
sonny? Maybe there isn’t one. Unless
you're well long in the tooth or an
inconvertible Beatlemaniac then much of
Attack Of The Grey Lantern will sound
fresh, effervescent, even inspired.

The double-header opening salvoes
are heavily in debt, surprise, surprise, to
‘l Am The Walrus' and ‘Tomorrow
Never Knows', with fizzy vocals buried
in a dense minestrone of strings and
guitars above a dense backbeat.

The opening section of the tellingly
titled 'The Chad Who Loved Me’ does,
yes indeed, sound like a vintage Bond
movie soundtrack. This and the tricksy
ending all emphasise the deliberately
Sixties ambience. By ‘Mansun’s Only
Love Song’ the band seem to have made
a few leaps in time, a shameless
Lennon/Harrison vocal pastiche finding
itself mired in what could be a wrestling
clinch between old |0cc and ELO out-
takes. Then it’s back to Abbey Road for
‘Taxloss’, a more blatant re-run of
George’s ‘Taxman' than Paul Weller's
‘Start’ ever dreamed of.

Now all this may well be extremely
novel and cheering for newcomers to
what is, it must be admitted, a well
established pop sub-genre. Critics and
Rock historians will certainly have a
whale of a time unravelling the separate
strands - touch of Beach Boys here,
dollop of Todd Rundgren there. But it
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can get on your wick at times.
Personally, the self-referential lyricising
(characters from one song resurrected
in another, in jokes, etc.) are a pain in
the butt. I'll go along with “the centre of
the universe is up for sale” but naming
your first cut after a band member (yes,
that’s who Chad is) and then mentioning
the group in its successor is a bit much
to take. As, for these ears, are the
protracted studio trickeries and
doodlings.

It's maybe telling that easily the
catchiest and most structured song here
is ‘Wide Open Space’, which has a
cleanly delicate vocal and a far from
cluttered arrangement. it's not a bad
record by a long chalk but maybe it
treads on the edge of being too clever
and self-conscious a tad too often for its
own good. Then again, if the next Qasis
LP turns out to be a blend of Revolver
and Sgt. Pepper then Mansun will have
pipped the new moptops to the post.
Somehow this seems doubtful.

NINE OBJECTS OF DESIRE

Hard to believe that it's a good decade
since Suzanne Vega came out of the
leftfield and promptly delivered a brace
of classics with ‘Marlene On The Wall’
and the poignant ‘Luka’. Furthermore,
she stepped out of the limelight
altogether after giving birth to a
daughter a couple of years past.

Vega’s early work was redolent of
dusty folk cellars and coffee bars but in
reaching wider audiences she sensibly
chose to beef it up with modest Rock
infusions. It worked and continues to do
so here, Vega's vocals and guitar backed
by drums, keyboards and the usual
crew. This doesn’t obscure but rather
enhances her talents, with the various
arrangements and playing veering
frequently towards Jazz rather than
Rock.

The delicious samba ‘Caramel’ is
perfect for Vega's luxurious vocals,
while elsewhere there are welcome
nods to the spirit of the great Steely
Dan among others. It’s telling that a
more up-front Rock-style track like ‘No
Cheap Thrill’ doesn't come over half so
well on record as it can live, But
that’s a small quibble with gems like the
quirky ‘Headshots’ or ‘Thin Man’ with
its oodles of mystery and rich
colourings, Yes, grown women can be
spicy too .

WHIPLASH

FONTANA 534 354.2

With more than ten years in the
saddle behind them it’s no real
surprise to hear James have
reached the Rock 'n’ Roll
equivalent of mid-life crisis
recently. After years of
intensive touring and
recording they were
apparently on the brink of
collapse.

They'd already tried the
Bowie/lggy/U2/Talking Heads
remedy of roping in Brian Eno
as producer (the perhaps too
quirky ‘Laid’) and when
founder member Larry Gott
quit, the group were ready to
call it a day.

Instead, a sabbatical
occurred during which singer
Tim Booth collaborated on an
album with film maker David
Lynch and composer Angelo
Badalmenti while the rest of
the group started off what was to
evolve into the current record.

The return of a happily refreshed
front-person put things back on the
rails and after much blood, sweat and
tears comes Whiplash, which turns
out to be an intriguing blend of James
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old and new, Old in no pejorative
sense by any means, but James’ ease

with (for want of a better term) classic

Rock formulae is more than apparent
in the likes of ‘Lost A Friend’, its

strong melodies carried on solid
backings with Booth’s strong, clean
vocals well up front. This and, in
particular, the sparsely augmented
closing ballad ‘Blue Pastures’ echo
what many may well think as the band
at their most typical.

But Eno’s still knocking about,
albeit as friendly advice giver, with
‘proper’ production chores being
undertaken by the reliable clean-
sounds-provider Stephen Hague. Eno’s

input is, as ever, vague but
he’s always encouraged
people to take on challenges
so his presence doubtless
helped bolster the album'’s
rather adventurous central
raft.

Therefore we have the
likes of ‘Avalanche’, with its
ghostly harmonies and
driven percussion, or the
fascinating twists of
‘Watering Hole’ where
initial delicacy and suspense-
filled keyboards give way to
meandering rhythmic twists
and an unsuspected coda.
But it's not entirely off-the-
wall by any means - the
bottom-solid ‘Homeboy’
rattles along like nobody’s
business and is a sure-fire

live stadium rocker.

All of which adds up to a more than
interesting and welcome come-back.
As long as James can continue to make
such provoking yet still accessible
music their place in the major league is
by no means at risk *
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Round two has opened. With Oasis only
weeks away from releasing their third
LP, London's own Rock darlings Blur
enter the fray with their fifth album.

Clearly trying to distance themselves
from the now-famous “Battle of Brit
Pop” of last year, Blur have found a new
direction. This represents no mellowing
out: au contraire, the group return to
their days as a student band with a
series of basic but nonetheless useful
numbers.

Rather than taking a swipe at
American Grunge bands as they have
been prone to do in the past, Blur have
instead embraced the Stateside slacker
style. Indeed, they've even made it their
own.

Distinctly basic in production and
stylistically anarchic, Blur owes little to
the path trodden by Parklife and The
Great Escape. Thus the suburban
references focusing on such loveable
characters as Tracy Jacks and Ernold
Same have been binned in favour of
newer, rawer sounds.

Have the foursome simply tired of
their how’s-yer-father, meet-you-down-
the-old-Balls-Pond-Road antics and
reverted to their affected middle-class
selves? While all this may be the case, it
is undeniable that Blur have come up
with a very strange album indeed.

It's a real surprise, possessing a
distinct split personality. The first half is
perhaps the more instantly likeable,
starting as it does with the single
‘Beetlebum’. This is followed by a rather
curious medley of songs, all of which are
tributes in their own way. The thrashy
Nirvana-ish ‘Song 2’ jumps to a
primitive, rustic interpretation of Folk
music with ‘Country Sad Ballad Man’,
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built around a catchy if somewhat lazy

riff, while ‘MOR’ can only be described
as grand larceny of Bowie's ‘Boys Keep
Swinging’.

After these curios the album gets,
how can | put it, messy. Consider the
tracks ‘Killer For Your Love’ and
‘Chinese Bombs'. They are, in a word,
Pony.

The most striking thing about Blur is
the sense that Damon’s lyrical
contributions have been usurped by
Graham Coxon's jarring guitarwork.
While the guitar was always eminent in
Blur’s earlier work, it has suddenly gone
haywire, in a sort of Sonic Youth wall-
of-sound way. Heavy on feedback,
interference and bare studio noise,
much of Blur is reminiscent of late '70s
Iggy and Bowie (again).

Sorry to say kids there are no
terrace singalongs here. Instead the
album is a brave and deliberate attempt
to confound the fans. And while it
succeeds on a creative level, some of
the group’s younger followers may feel
cheated by what could arguably have
been a collection of Blur B-sides.

SNOOP DOGGY DOGG
THE DOGGFATHER
INTERSCOPE IND-90038

The dogg has returned. Strangely, this
time with a wife and child in the fold.
Could this herald a new horizon or
ideology for America's most odious
musician? Nope, is the short answer.

With nothing to measure against
Doggystyle’s powerful G Funk Intro -
the bite that heralded the G Funk era of
three summers ago - Snoop has gone
for the next best thing, more nonsense
about “biaatches” and “homeboys” on
the doggpound.

It’s liable to make you gag and
discerning listeners will be found
scampering away to foul the pavement
in protest. Clearly revelling in his role as
the ‘Doggfather’, Snoop opens the
album with self-serving news cuttings
from his own trial before moving into
the title track whence he begins his
customary vain, misogynistic odyssey. It
gets no worse than ‘You Thought', a
song decorated with such florid gems as:
“You thought you had my cash, until |
turned around and whipped your ass.”

The Doggfather is, as you would
expect, littered with references to the
Corleone blood saga, business, death
and cash. Cautionary words to young
kids who try to emulate him in ‘When |
Grow Up’ seem painfully throwaway.

All this may be a little harsh given
that there is a handful of songs that
stand up on their own - ‘Doggfather’
itself, ‘Vapors’ and ‘Doggyland’. But
though there’s plenty of great Death
Row production, the album on the
whole lacks melodic invention.

This is sloth at its mostest - half of
the tracks can only be termed album-
fillers and could only have been
recorded with Snoop slouched in a
cloud of sweet smoke on his sofa. While
still using sampling techniques to great
effect, the cleverness is absent, and he
often resorts to simply lifting classic
melodies wholesale, the not-so-subtly
named ‘Snoops Up Inside Your Head'
being a good example.

There was a time when the easy,
laconic style of Snoop Doggy Dogg's
tunes seemed so fresh. These days,
someone ought to tell him that Gin and
Juice is something his mother-in-law
might drink «

Chill-out albums are growing on trees
these days, but it’s still easier to track
down a bus running on time than a
really stonking mix tape. Like pretty
much all Dance genres now, you'll find
ten mainstream label fakes for every
quality release.

Now | don't know about the rest of
you, but I'm on a permanent quest to
discover the perfect soundtrack to
crash out to. You need a clever
combination of content and style, lots of
everything hypnotic but not too much
of any one ingredient. So far contenders
are few and far between. Obviously
there's Pink Floyd's ‘Dark Side of the
Moon’ (if you ignore the alarm clocks),
KLF's ‘Chill Out’, The Big Chill's ‘Eyelid
Movies’, two out of three Cafe Del Mar
compos, the occasional D) Harvey Late
Night Session and some Sabres of
Paradise.

There may be contenders, but true
winners are harder to find. One that
came close, however, was |DJ’s After
Hours Vol |. Unfortunately, Volume 2
doesn't quite get there (which isn't
really a cuss if you look at how high the
stakes are).

The emphasis here is on all things
funky-arsed, on just about being awake
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and still dancing. There's Fade 2 End’s
‘Sundance’, Forthright’s ‘Happiness’,
Lenny Williams’ ‘Gotta Lotta Love’. All
stirred together, mashed up and
smoothed down again by |DJ's Jay
Chappell.

The prerequisites are all there -
seamless mixing, the soul and gurning,
lobe-fried Disco-Funk, the good (if not
mind-blowing) track selection. The thing
is, | just wanted it to be so much more.
Still, it'll probably sound better after a
smoke.

THIS IS TRIP HOP 2

King of compos Beechwood re-unite
with their version of Trip Hop, and a
weird one it is too. Perhaps the album
needs to be re-titled This Is Trip Hop
(Oh, and a lot of other tracks you'll like
to push up the sales). Try as hard as |
might, | can't picture The Prodigy or
Leftfield or Garbage as Trip Hop. Come
to think of it, this album doesn't really
say Trip Hop at all to me.

OK, to be fair there is some Trip
Hop on this triple CD set, but it's not
exactly the pure club variety. It's more a
kind of post-Trip Hop thing, a collection

of pretty cool tracks released between
'94 and '97, a period of increasingly
anything-goes attitude to Dance, when
the rave boys started to sit down and
chill out to some heavy beats.

Despite the criticism, Beechwood
have done a pretty good job here.

For those of you who read this column
every month, with its ragged
assortment of misfit improvisers,
Japanese noiseniks and
unpigeonholable experimenters, it
might come as something of a surprise
to learn that the first time this hack
even became aware of Jazz as
something other than a music played
by incalculably old geezers in even
more ancient boozers was when |
happened across the Pat Metheny
Group'’s eponymous debut.

In the subsequent years, guitarist
Metheny - particularly in the context
of the ‘Group’ - has become
synonymous with a certain kind of
tricksy sophistication. While this
avoids the pointless technical
extravagances of most post-1975 Jazz
Rock, it still often gets bogged down in
overly complicated arrangements and
slightly too rich textures. That said,
throughout the '80s, a period during
which Metheny went on to become
almost certainly the most bankable
contemporary Jazz musician alive, he
continued to take part in projects
which revealed his long-standing love
of the Jazz avant-garde, and in
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particular the music of alto
saxophonist Ornette Coleman.

Even his most popular albums have
featured extravagant freeform
improvisations right alongside latin
ballads and Coplandesque folk songs.
You can also pretty much guarantee
that any PMG show (the group have
toured extensively for the best part of
two decades, always to substantial and
sold-out audiences) will showcase one
of Metheny’s solo guitar synthesiser
freakouts.

However, it's been outside the
context of the group that he's done
some much more interesting work.
This ranges from full-on Hard Bop sets
- on record and live - with Roy Haynes
and Dave Holland to his landmark
collaboration with Ornette Coleman,
Song X; or from 1995’s solo guitar
noisefest Zero Tolerance for Silence
to recent live dates in New York with
British Free Jazz guitar god(father)
Derek Bailey.

Overall | have to say that one
overriding facet remains with both his
mainstream and left-field projects: that
he is, above all else, a supreme
melodist, able to find melodic
substance in both the most cloyingly
pretty and most obscurely prickly of
musical contexts. It’s an ability which,
in truth, too few Jazz musicians
possess. Ornette, for my money,
remains the paradigm of this kind of
melodic improvising, and Metheny has
plainly basked in his influence.

Which brings us, in a typically
roundabout way, to the PMG's current
release, Quartet. The odd thing about
the album is that in many ways it
gainsays everything I've said above. It is
most emphatically a ‘Group’ record
rather than some left-field side-
project. Yet in mood it’s somehow
very different from its predecessors.

Since that 1978 debut, the PMG
has mutated beyond recognition. The

quartet here, on the other hand, has
been the group’s core since the early
'80s: Metheny, keyboardist Lyle Mays,
bassist Steve Rodby and drummer Paul
Wertico. Previous incarnations have
witnessed the contributions of sundry
percussionists, guitarists, keyboardists
and singers, but here the quartet is all,
something which unquestionably
contributes to the album’s change of
direction.

The set’s sleevenote gives away
something of its origins. At the end of
a year-long tour, Metheny and Mays
wanted to record an album quickly,
spontaneously, and for the most part
acoustically (despite an ongoing
admiration of Keith Jarrett, | have no
time for acoustic purists). The music
here came together as improvisations
based on - if any - the briefest of
sketched melodies and arrangements.
The results speak for themselves.

The working conditions of most
gigging Jazz musicians mean that very
few have the chance to work as closely
as this group has done, for any length
of time, let alone for over fifteen years.
The intuitive interplay here, then, is a
rare thing indeed. So is the diversity of
the music’s reference points.

Without so much as a glimmer of
needless post-moderrist irony, the
group take in Grateful Dead Blue-on-
Mars riffs, deft Brazilian syncopations,
Free Jazz, Spag-Western soundtracks,
breezy post-Bop, and on and on. . .

What remains remarkable is that
Metheny and his colleagues so easily
make such listenable music of all this.
Ordinarily, I'm quite happy, in this
column, to bring to your attention the
continuing exploits of the music’s
lunatic fringe. It's nice to see one of
Jazz’s most perennially popular figures
still pushing the envelope, bringing new
sounds to a very wide audience indeed.
But next month, back to the usual
suspects. Promise.

Billie Holiday remains one of the most
popular Jazz vocalists and a definitive
voice for many people. With the
continuing popularity of her recordings
! would think that this situation is
unlikely to change, especially when
people are bringing out tribute CDs like
this.

Wellin is simply replaying Holiday's
Lady In Satin album on tenor sax
supported by an equally high-calibre
trio; Dave Green on bass, Clark Tracey
on drums and Colin Purbrook on piano.
Of course, it's a completely different
album from the original, where the
frailty of Holiday's voice touched a
chord with many. This is something
Wellins cannot mimig; it's part of the
allure of the legend.

Nevertheless it is an exceptional
new take on the original, showing a
superb player in his prime leading a fine,
understated band. The tracks for those
who don't know the original include
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Carmichael's ‘| Get Along Without You
Very Well' and Wilder's ‘T'll Be
Around'. The latter would probably
have been a more fitting final track than
Redding's ‘The End Of A Love Affair’,
since it is virtually guaranteed that you'll
be hitting the Repeat button while the
final notes are still hanging in the air.

it's difficult to wholeheartedly
recommend an album like this because
Billie Holiday was so much a part of the
original. Dedicated fans of hers may find
this one hard to take, but on its own
merits - and it has plenty - it's a must-
have ballad album. The recording quality
is excellent and the performance is
faultless. Enjoy it.

The world-wide appeal of Jazz is
undeniable, and it extends not only to
the global partiality for American Jazz
greats, but increasingly to a cross-
fertilisation of Jazz cultures extraneous

to the US. One result of this cultural
exchange is the availability of this album
by one of Japan’s finest Jazz vocalists.

Nakamoto's recording career
stretches back to the mid-Seventies, but
she is far from a household name over
here. On the evidence of this release |
have to say that this is our loss, not
hers.

Backing Nakamoto's vocals are
Cedar Walton on piano, David Williams
on bass and Kenny Washington on
drums, with Jon Hendricks guesting on
vocals on one track.

You get ten tracks of mainstream
Jazz for your money, including
Weill/Nash’s ‘Speak Low’ and
Raye/DePaul's ‘You don’t know what
love is'.

Last year | reviewed a couple of
JVC's CDs which were recorded using
their K2 Interface in a 20-bit A/D
converter and | was a little less than
complimentary about them. On this CcD
however, the rough, gritty edge which
the K2 system appears to possess
works with - and possibly even
enhances - Nakamoto's voice by
highlighting her Oriental pronunciation
and the soft, slightly coarse tone of her
vocal chords.

The spatial relationships within the
band are a little strange and variable to
my ears. This is only really enough to
worry a dyed-in-the-wool imaging freak
such as myself though. And even I'm
starting to lose my reservations on this
topic after a number of CDs I've heard
recently where the performance was so
good | found myself just sitting back to
concentrate on the music. This is one
of those releases which has got me
doing just that.

Sergei Prokofiev was a precocious
talent who had scant regard for most of
his teachers at the St Petersburg
Conservatoire, who included no less
than Rimsky Korsakov. The one tutor
who did have some influence on the
less-than-respectful undergraduate was
Nicolai Tcherepnin whose task was to
teach Prokofiev conducting. In that role,
Tcherepnin was only moderately
successful, but he was also a composer
in the lush, intensely atmospheric,
sensuous style of Debussy or Scriabin,
and it was here that the young
Prokofiev began to find his true voice.
In 1910 he composed two short but
wonderfully crafted symphonic poems
entitled Dreams and Autumn, the latter
displaying an obvious debt to
Rachmaninov’s Isle of the Dead. Both
works were panned by
uncomprehending critics, more out of a
dislike of the composer than the music
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trove of Schubert’s songs, to some youthful Prokofiev, to a long-lost

musical interpretation of the most famous of Hans Christian Andersen’s

tales, and to the glorious sounds which accompanied the soul of an empress

to - hopefully - heaven over three centuries ago.

it would seem, and the inner tension
and emotion of Autumn eluded them
altogether. This sombre, thoughtful, yet
compelling piece evokes far more than
falling leaves.

Both of these early tone poems
receive sympathetic performances here
from Rozhdestvensky on a disc that
chiefly consists of recordings from the
Sixties (that of Dreams dates from
1985). He offers a brisk, lively
interpretation of the ‘Classical’
Symphony of 1917, underlining its
breezy, tongue-in-cheek humour, and
an equally perceptive performance of
the Seventh Symphony, Prokofiev's last.
The concert, on October 11, 1952
where the Seventh premiered was
destined to be the last the composer
attended of his own music. He died the
following year, on the same day as the
man who, albeit indirectly, had been the
scourge of his last years in the former
Soviet Union, Josef Stalin, The irony
would have been appreciated by
Prokofiev.

Though separated over three
decades, the two symphonies have
much in common, not least exuberant,
joyful conclusions. The First Symphony,
a brilliant pastiche of the Eighteenth
century Viennese style but with a
strongly-defined individuality, benefits
here from some lively string playing and
delicious woodwind contributions, both
clearly depicted in the open, if bright
acoustic. The recording of the Seventh
Symphony, which was commissioned as
a work for children but - as exemplified
by the song-like opening moderato - is
no lightweight piece, with more
mellow, pleasing perspectives (even if
the engineers cannot resist some
spotlighting).

Rozhdestvensky’s interpretations
may be on the idiosyncratic side, but his
feel for this music, and his evident
fondness for it are beyond dispute.
With the bonus of the youthful tone
poems, there is much to enjoy here.

The audience at a concert in Vienna on
January 25, 1905 had the privilege of
hearing the first performances of major
works by two native Austrian
composers, Arnold Schoenberg and his
tutor (and future brother-in-law)
Alexander Zemlinsky.

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the city’s Volksoper and became
renowned as a teacher of composition.
Then, in 1933, Zemlinsky became one
of the many artistic figures to fall foul of
the Nazis. His opera, Der Kinderkreis,
was suppressed and Zemlinsky returned
to the relative safety of his native
Vienna.

Then came the Anschluss - the
‘union’ of Germany and Austria - and
Zemlinsky joined many of his
compatriots, including Schoenberg, in
emigrating to the United States. Sadly,
unlike his pupil, Zemlinsky was not
embraced by the American musical
establishment and he died impoverished
and in obscurity in New York in 1942.

Among the scores which Zemlinsky
took with him to America were those
of the second and third parts of Die
Seejungfrau; that of part one, which
included the title page, was left in
Vienna. For almost four decades after
the composer’s death, it was believed -
based upon the evidence of Zemlinsky’s
widow - that the American scores were
the middle movements of a symphony.
In the early Eighties, however, thanks to
the efforts of the musicologist Peter
Gulke, the score of the long-lost first
movement was tracked down and in
1984 Die Seejungfrau finally received its
much-overdue second performance.

It was subsequently recorded by the
Berlin Radio Symphony Orchestra
under the baton of that great champion
of Zemlinsky's music, Riccardo Chailly.
It is this performance which Decca has
reissued here as part of its *Entartete
Musik’ series - literally ‘degenerate
music’ - which is devoted to composers
who have suffered under this century’s
repressive political regimes, chiefly the
Third Reich.

Musically, Dié Seejungfrau inhabits a
similar Taté“romantic sound world to
Schoenberg’s Pelleas, with its clear debt
to Wagner, Brahms, Liszt and Richard
Strauss. And, like Schoenberg,
Zemlinsky set out to demonstrate that
it was possible to combine ‘programme
music’ - as typified by Wagner and the
tone poems of Strauss - with the
classical tradition of ‘absolute’ music, as
represented by Brahms. At the turn of
the century, this was a debate which
continued to divide musical opinion.

In Die Seejungfrau, Zemlinsky
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mirrors the essential elements of the
story without establishing any specific
programmatic relationship. The result is
a sumptuous feast of orchestral colour
and melody. And'it is difficult to imagine
a finer performance - or recording -
than it receives here.

Chailly also offers glowing
performances of two of Zemlinsky's
three psalm settings, although the
choral sound here is less‘full-bodied in
comparison with the orchestral
textures. Nevertheless, both works are
rewarding, the exquisite decoration of
the 1910 setting of Psalm XXIII echoing
the richness of Die Seejungfrau, and the
comparative austerity of Psalm XIlI
illustrating how Zemlinsky's musical
language became simpler, sparer and
more direct in his later years.

In 1949, seven years after
Zemlinsky’s death, Arnold Schoenberg
said of his former tutor: “l owe almost
everything | know about composing and
its problems to Alexander Zemlinsky. |
always thought he was a great
composer, and still think so.”
Recordings such as this are finally
bearing out Schoenberg's judgement,
even if Zemlinsky's time has come later
rather than sooner.

HYPERION HYP200 (DDD/77.54)

If any record label is entitled to
capitalise upon the bicentenary of Franz
Schubert, who was born in Vienna on

January 31, 1797, it is surely Hyperion.
Some seven years ago, Hyperion's Ted
Perry took the bold decision to record
all seven hundred-odd of Schubert’s
songs, part-songs and ensembles with
piano accompaniment. It was an epic
project, comparable only, say, to
recording all of Bach’s church cantatas
(as undertaken by Teldec) or Philips’
complete Mozart edition.

Ten years on, Ted Perry’s
commitment has been richly rewarded.
The twenty-seven volumes issued to
date have been showered with plaudits
and awards, beginning with the very
first: Dame Janet Baker singing Goethe
and Schiller settings! It was voted best
song record of 1987 by the critics of
Gramophone magazine. Last year, the
twenty-fifth volume in the series, tenor
lan Bostridge’s powerfu! interpretation
of the song cycle Die Schone Mullerin
was similarly honoured.

That rather sums up the
consistently high standard of theseries,
which has now embraced some twenty-
odd of the world’s finest voices, all in
collaboration with pianist Graham
Johnson, who has aiso been responsible
for the imaginative programming of the
series.

Indeed, among the glittering array of
names involved in the project - Peter
Schreier, Dame Felicity Lott, Brigitte
Fassbaender, Thomas Hampson, Dame
Margaret Price, Sarah Walker and
Anthony Rolfe Johnson to name just a
few - there might be a tendency to
underestimate Johnson’s contribution.
But if one thing becomes apparent from
listening to this generously-filled
bicentenary ‘sampler’, it is that his
finely-judged accompaniments have
been, and remain, an indispensable
ingredient in the success of this
monumental project.

The selection of Lieder assembled
by Lucy Hayward-Warburton for this
disc is an exceptionally attractive one,
including as it does several of the most
famous songs alongside some less-well-
known gem. Equally importantly, there
are no awkward transitions - the
impression is of a recital not a
compilation - and the sound balance is
consistently truthful. A taster that |
predict will only heighten the appetite
to explore Hyperion’s Schubert further.

Some thirty years have passed since |
first encountered this glorious and
remarkable music in a radio broadcast
and repeated hearings over the
intervening decades have never
blunted its impact or diluted its
astonishing beauty. But then,
this is not the stuff of

everyday listening, although
neither do you have to be a
devout Catholic to

appreciate and be moved by

its sublime aura of
transcendence.

In 1587, after some
twenty years in Rome,

Victoria returned to his
native Spain to take up a
post as organist and
choirmaster to the Dowager
Empress Maria of Austria,
sister of King Philip Il of
Spain and widow of Emperor
Maximilian Il. The Empress
had returned to Spain seven
years beforehand and had
withdrawn to the Convent
of the Barefoot Nuns of St
Clare in Madrid. The order had been
founded by her sister, Juana, and her
daughter, Margaret, was a member.

Victoria remained in the Empress’s
employ until her death in February
1603, and it was for the “obsequies of
your revered mother” (as he wrote
when dedicating the work to Princess
Margaret) that he composed his most
famous work, the Officium
Defunctorum.

Consisting of a setting of the
Requiem Mass, the Responsory Libera
Me and two motets, this was the form
in which the work was published -
with some revisions from the 1603
original - in 1605. It was promptly
recognised as Victoria’s finest work, a
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masterpiece of its time and, as history
was to prove, an enduring monument
of western music.

There is no shortage of fine
recordings of the Requiem but what
particularly distinguishes this new
recording by Magnificat - the choir’s
second on the Linn label - is that it
attempts to present the Mass in its
original context. This means including
other relevant sections from the
complete Office of the Dead and the
Great Absolution which Victoria and
his fellow choristers would almost
certainly have sung in honour of their
departed patroness.

Directed by

Philip Cave

After the body was received in
church (on the night before the
funeral), Vespers and Matins of the
Dead were sung around the bier. On
this occasion - April 22 and 23, 1603
(some sources quote March 17-20) -
the corpse had already been buried
but the same ceremony would have
been carried out around an empty
catafalque draped in black. The four-
part motet Taedet animam meam and
the chant Ego sum resurrectio,
together with the Benedictus, are
parts of this office and are used here
very effectively to set the scene for the
Mass itself.

In his earlier four-part setting of

Tomds Luis de Victoria

UNCTORUM

the Requiem, that of 1583, Victoria
had placed the plainsong cantus firmus
in the top part and in long notes. By
then this was a somewhat archaic
device, so in the 1603 setting the
plainsong occurs in the second
soprano part (except in the Offertory
where it is in the alto), thus adding a
first soprano part of much higher pitch
as a counterpointing voice above the
plainsong. The effect of this is to
wonderfully lighten the texture, and to
radically influence the character of the
work.

What sets this Requiem apart from
other settings composed around this
period, aside from its
unparalleled musical
inspiration, is that while
maintaining the necessary
solemnity and serenity, it is
also imbued with hope. The
melodic phrases constantly
strive upwards: the clear,
simple but expressive
cadences suggest consolation
and reconciliation. True, not
all the movements radiate
these sublime sonorities -
the Libera Me is full of
drama, with fearful visions of
the day of judgement - but
the overwhelming, lasting
impression is of a sureness
of faith and an inner peace.

The uniqueness of
Victoria's vision is vividly
conveyed by the voices of
Magnificat. Not only is their singing
technically impressive, with a
spellbinding purity of line and tone, it is
also richly expressive. The nuances of
Victoria's word-painting are not lost
on them, nor the ecstatic fervour
which is never far below the surface of
this music. Add to that a suitably
spacious and transparent recording
(engineered by Philip Hobbs and Ben
Turner in St Jude's-on-the-Hill,
Hampstead, London), and an
illuminating booklet note by Timothy
Morris, and you have pretty much the
ideal means to comprehend why, after
three hundred and sixty years, this
extraordinary music continues to
exert such power.

Input sensitivity was a iitde low at
300mV on line (CD/Tuner/Aux, etc,
numbered as |, 2, 3, etc). meaning that
with some budget sources like cassette
decks and tuners the volume control will
have to be set high, although this is not
actually a problem.

Distortion was low at 0.013% in the
midband, rising to 0.1% - a low value - at
10kHz, low or high output. This is a good
result. I'd expect smooth treble,

Output offset was a bit high at 26mV
on one channel, 3mV or so being a

common value. All the same, it should not
produce significant cone offset.

Disc frequency response was flat, due
to good equalisation accuracy. There is no
warp filter as such, output being -3dB at
12Hz. There will be good bass heft on
phono as a result, but warps are likely to
cause cone flap with reflex loudspeakers.
Hiss and hum were low and sensitivity
quite high at 2mV. The disc stage had a
good overload margin too.

This is a well engineered amplifier, free
from problems. NK

The Signature power amplifier produced
no less than | 3éwatts under test, when
feeding a normal 8ohm load. Power supply
regulation was good, allowing this to rise
to a whopping 2 | Owatts into 4ohms. This
is enough to fry small "speakers if misused,
so big "speakers are the safest match, a
comment that applies to all powerful
amplifiers.

Frequency response was wide,
measuring 3Hz-50kHz. Channel separation
was high and noise satisfactorily low,
although there were hum components
that ideally should not have been there.
Either a bit more smoothing or some
attention to grounding wouldn't go amiss.
The pre-amp possesses only unequalised
inputs (i.e. CD, tuner, aux, etc) and no

phono stage. Sensitivity was very low at
500mYV, giving an overall gain of x66. Most
power amps possess x100 gain (200mV up
to 20V), so the pre/power combo is
errant in this respect. DC offset was a bit
unbalanced at 5mV on one channel and
28mV on the other. Hopetully, the dc
feedback/servo circuits are better sorted
than they have been in the past.

Distortion was low at all outputs and
frequencies, not rising above 0.05%
(10kHz/3W & 100W). With second
harmonic dominating under all conditions
I'd expect the Signature to remain smooth
sounding and exhibit no residual
coarseness.

The Signature Il amplifiers measured
well enough. This looks like an in-house
design rather than an application note or
chip based solution, and it could well
sound different as a result. NK

The TU425RD has a little upper midrange
lift in its frequency response which is likely
to emphasise detailing. It might also make
the tuner sound a little bass light. There is
a small roll away above 10kHz, to the mpx
notch filter.

Stereo channel separation was good
and distortion very low on mono and
stereo signals, measuring less than 0.1%.
Denon have incorporated effective pilot
tone and sub-carrier filtering, to eliminate
unwanted outputs.

The Tannoy m2 possessed very good drive
unit integration, displaying no off-axis
suckouts. It also has little in the way of a
crossover dip, so there should be good
rendition of detail, cleanly outlined images
and effective vocal projection. The
tweeter rolls off slowly above 8kHz,
becoming -5dB down at 20kHz. This will
provide smooth treble with no hint of
sting.

Down at the other end of the audio
spectrum the m2s reach 60Hz smoothly, a
+2dB or so peak at 125Hz adding some
speed to the sound of percussion.

The overall impedance of these
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'speakers was high, measuring |0ohms. As
a result, sensitivity was low-ish at 86dB, so
an amplifier with power is needed, say
40watts- | 00watts, just to swing volts.

The Celestion A3 has two massive ports
at rear and, in our room, these returned
an out-of-phase signal that cancelled the
forward response around 40Hz, producing
a sudden loss of output, hence the step in
our response analysis. In a big room
though, which these 'speakers must have,
the ports’ contribution should return in-
phase and add to the forward response. It
was obvious that the A3s went down
further than most "speakers all the same,
producing real output down to 20Hz.

In line with Celestion’s claims,
frequency response measured flat up to
20kHz. This isn't difficult to achieve
nowadays and whether it is ideal is open
to argument. | found the metal dome
tweeter somewhat ‘obvious’ in its
contribution and would have rolled it off.
All the same, with good driver integration
(i.e. phase) and a narrow cabinet with

rounded corners I'd expect the A3s to
image sharply and cleanly.

The impedance characteristic was as
expected for a complex 'speaker:
mountainous. The ports work at 100Hz
and 35Hz. inserting sharp V/i phase
reversals and strong reactance from |0Hz
up to 200Hz due to motional impedance.
Treble rolls down too. Some heavy
feedback amplifiers might not like all this,
and they will see 6.50hms overall, with
dips to 3ohms - not the nicest of loads.

However, large size, low-ish impedance
and, probably, efficient drivers, add up to a
massive sensitivity of 92dB, meaning the
A3s will fill a large room with 60-100watts
at most, and will need a lot less most of
the time.

The A3 is for big rooms. It needs to be
amplifier matched carefully, because of its
reactance and because of its strong upper
treble. Otherwise it is an interesting
loudspeaker likely to give a good account
of itself. NK

GOLDRING EXCEL VX

Moving coil cartridges do not have the
inherent bandwidth limitation of
conventional moving magnet types and |
see that Goldring claim the Excel VX hits
30kHz within 2dB limits. That's somewhat
better than CD (21kHz), so is it true?

LP gets more than a little approximate
above [0kHz so measurement cannot be
precise, but from JVC and B&K discs |
made the Excel VX about -2.5dB down at
20kHz and sinking steadily after that.
However, the descent in output was slow,
so at 40kHz the Excel was still only -7dB
down.

More important though is its smooth,
peak-free in-band response that, on both
channels and all mod. directions,
descended slowly above 1kHz. | made it
-2dB at |1 6kHz, a small amount but enough
to ensure the cartridge sounds full bodied
and avoids sharpness, brightness, spit or
sibilance. Better still, the Vital PH tip

proved its ability by losing just 1dB on
inner grooves - a very low amount.
Goldring use some of the best styli in the
business these days and the Excel VX
hasn’t been left out I'd expect superb
treble differentiation and clarity.

Tracking ability was satisfactory, if not
class beating. There was some tnird
harmonic distortion too, which might add
sheen. Vertical tracking angle proved
reasonably accurate at 25degrees and the
cartridge rode fairly low as a result of this
and its short cantilever. Output was
reasonably healthy as MCs go, measuring
0.4mV at 23.54cms/sec or 0.56mV at
Scms/sec rms.

Goidrings are consistently strong
performers these days. The Excel VX
looks very interesting, showing some great
abilities. NK

Frequency response shows an upward lift
above 5kHz, likely to add some brightness
to the Teac’s sound. The channels were
well matched, unlike our first sample.

The converter was satisfactorily linear,
but whilst distortion was low there was
strong in-harmonic quantisation noise. The
spectrum analyser sums only harmonics
(i.e. multiples of the fundamentat) so these
do not influence the distortion figures,
even though they are likely to be audible
as either roughness, hardness or
coarseness, especially with accompanying
treble lift.

Channel separation was good, but
noise higher than usual, measuring -93dB.
Spurious outputs {(above 22kHz) were
reasonably well suppressed.

The measured performance of this
player was mediocre.

TRICHORD REVELATION

This player is a modified Pioneer Legato
Link of the older variety, whose frequency
response rolled down above 12kHz. The
result was a peculiarly warm sound for
CD. Pioneer’s latest models measure flat
and sound brighter as a result, but this
player reached 15.7kHz (-1dB), a low value
for CD, so it will have a warm tonal
balance.

In line with Pioneer’s questionable
design philosophy, the Legato Link players,
including this one, generate a lot of aliasing
products, which are supposed to add an
analogue flavour to the sound. Trouble is,
they are not directly correlated
harmonics, so whilst the signal form might
be similar the content is not.

Whilst spurious outputs were
significant as sidebands around the
sampling frequency (44.1kHz) and as
difference products too, harmonic
distortion was well suppressed. Channel
separation and noise were correct too.
Ouput was a healthy 2.45V.

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Did the earth move for you?

Well if it didn’t you probably didn’t have the
subwoofer turned up enough! But seriously, the
other factor we haven'’t touched upon is the need
for a subwoofer, preferably an active one.
Subwoofers are about moving air and this takes a
big driver and at least a 100 watt amplifier. It's not
easy to fit TV’s and large speakers into the
average living room for home cinema, so the main
speakers are not usually large enough to produce
really deep bass as experienced in the cinema. A
good subwoofer provides the answer, and two of
our favourites at realistic prices are the Jamo
SW505e at £400 and the larger SWV 600e at
£530. Above that there are a number of models
from the name synonomous with subwoofers,
namely REL, with models such as the Storm,
Stadium, Stentor and Studio.
