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GREENING HI-FI
On Saturday 25th October, Friends of the Earth called for the UK electrical industry to pay for the collection of waste
electrical goods for reuse or recycling. They also called for manufacturers to label products with expected life spans and
retailers to offer free extended warranties. I

FOE have held demonstrations outside Dixons (the UK's leading electronics retailer) in order to influence discussions on
a new European law which could ensure that manufacturers take responsibility for their products from birth to grave. This,
FOE claim, will give the industry incentives to make electrical components which are designed for durability, repair, reuse
and recycling. REL, known for their subwoofers, already recycle some of their components' internals.

Extended warranties would further encourage manufacturers to make products which are more reliable and easily
repairable. Anna Thomas of FOE said, "Throwaway products have a major impact on the natural environment. Precious
resources are squandered to make new products, mountains of waste are created during mining, and the manufacturing
process pumps out pollution and wastes energy".

Of course, one of the easiest ways to reuse hi-fi is to buy second-hand or upgrade the system you already have with
audiophile-grade components.

en you're a budding

audiophile with your

sights set on the sort of
hi-fi nirvana that comes with a hefty
price tag, it can be all too easy to
dismiss the budget end of the market.
But that would be a shameé and a
mistake. After a fair stretch of time
when the words "budget box" meant
boofy bass, high-power, armour-piercing
treble and more radiation from the
cabinet than from the cones of the
drivers, things have changed.

A new generation of small,
inexpensive loudspeakers, spearheaded
by the likes of Tannoy's Mercury m2s, is
being born. The cream of this crop
boasts superior drivers, crossovers and
cabinets to their predecessors and
wouldn't be embarrassed sitting on the
end of a source and amp costing many
times more than themselves. We
actually decided to use Roksan's class-

leading Caspian CD, Ringmat's new
Srarmat (which gives smoother treble
and a generally cleaner sound from CD,
as we discovered on page 53), Roksan's
Caspian amplifier and interconnects and
'speaker cables from DNM.

All the loudspeakers in our test here
rely on reflex loading to get the most
bass from their cabinets. The laws of
physics dictate that a small volume will
give limited bass, but an experienced
designer can tailor the frequency
response to give more apparent weight
by putting a 2dB-3dB lift in the upper
bass: the Tannoy m2s and Mission 731
Pros, for example, showed this trait
whén we measured them.

Balancing out the bass limits are the
traditional benefits of a loudspeaker
with relatively small dimensions.
Imaging, the way individual members in

\

[

a band are 'pictured’, is almost always
more precise than it is with floor
standers, which often have a rather
diffuse view of imaging. Cabinet boom,
where the walls of the enclosure start
to add their own sound to the music, is
less too.

One vital piece of equipment you'll
need to go with these 'speakers is a
decent set of stands - Atacama's SE24s
at £70 are a good bet. And if you really
want to get the considerable best from
our contenders this month, spend some
time setting them up. Try not to push
any of these loudspeakers right up
against a side or rear wall - it can ruin
imaging and makes the bass boomy -
and make sure each one is the same
distance away from the listening
position. After that, fire up your system
and settle back for some musical delight.

The
dinky Missions passed this test, if not
with flying colours, then at least pretty
close. They did a fine job of capturing
the menacing mood of the piece, the
orchestra was accurately laid out and
the various sections were easily
identifiable. Dynamic range was good,

The 731 Pros have an even overall
halance suited to all types of music in
budget systems.

many and include a sweet, smooth

sound, great dynamics and a cohesive
character. Weaknesses are few, and as
an all-rounder the 731 Pros are difficult
to beat.

Mahal's vocaly were smooth and even
on the formar’s Ma To You albam,
Octupying the top plate =f 2 pair of
Aticama SE24 sand-illed srands the
510s spread the music across the
breadth of our listening roorm although
they couldn't quite manage to capture
the full depth of the band snd acoustic.
What helped here was positioning the
JPWs3 a fair distance apart (at least six
or seven feez) - even though they look
as isolated as the two ends of a
suspension bridge without a roadway,
they need a bit of space and a 20-
25degree toe-in to hit their stride.
Sampling the JPWs arranged in this
way with sparser numbers from this
album (like 'You're The One') found
these 'speakers in their element with a
smooth, involving and slightly warm
presentation perfect for these Bluesy
tunes. The only bars to top marks were
a lack of transparency and a sense of
slowness to the rhythm that sapped a
little of the excitement from the music.
With an HDCD recording of

warmth sweetened violin and cellt and
softéned their natural bite to give a
sound that was amenable If not
particularly detailed. But this is
preferable to the kind of ear-bashing
you can get from close-mic'd strings
through brighter, harsher sotnding
'speakers. On the other hand, it is
possible to get just as easy-going a
rendition with more clarity from some
of the 510s' peers.

Many cabinets little larger than a
brace of fruit-juice cartons tend to
hamstring their drivers due to the fact
that small boxes mean small bass. The
JPWs, however, squeeze most of the
available low octaves out of their
enclosure, avoiding thin, weedy
orchestras with extended bass, if you
can pump a few watts into their voice

cotls. Stravinski's Firebr 4 (on a
Raference Rezordings' HDCD CD)
with its thunderous timpani proved the
JPWs won't run and hide at the first
sign of any Signal lower than 100Hz and
could keep their head on some heavy-
duty crescendos at high levels.

John Cale's Eat/Kiss (music for the
films of Andy Warhal) gave the 510s
their sternest test. 'Movement O1'
(there must have been much pondering
on that title) has deep synthesiser notes
sitting below a scrabbling violin and
these have floored many loudspeakers,
The JPWs kept a firm grasp on this
track instead of turning it into the hi-fi
équivalent of mashed potato.

The JPWs have a character as even
as their frequency response which will
endear them to any genre you care Lo
mention. With greater transparency
and a bit more get up and go the 510s
could aspire to be the leaders of the
pack.

John Cale's Eat/Kiss CD with its

They
separated out the various synth lines
and gave drum beats power and
extension,-never leaving this album
sounding anaemic. It took some welly
to open up the Tannoys fully (partly
because of their well-damped lower
bass) but with the volume control in

The Reference Recordings HDCD of
Stravinski's Firebird was a prime
example, with its great swathe of an
orchestra reaching back behind the rear
wall of our listening room, The obvious
musical elbow grease of the third
movement must have had the
instrumentalists reaching to updo collar
buttons and cool down. This fiery
energy certainly came through the

mwc with 1
a tangible tensrom 1 é
headed inexorably toward
crescendo. That said, the Tannoy still
sounded as if they could have been a
touch freer dynamically. Mp————

I couldn't resist a quick dip into the
waters of heavy-duty Techno with the
Chemical Brothers' 'Setting Sun', |
found that even with a recording as
dirty and harsh as this, the Tannoys
wouldn't be knocking out the local
canine and bat populations with ear-
piercing treble. And the depth-charge
electronic bass of this single failed to
panic the Mercurys into mid/bass driver
overload.

The Tannoys have an air of
enjoyability and control about thern
that mirrors their measured
performancé. Partner them with an -
amp like Denon's PMA-250SE and a CD
player like Kenwood's DP-3080 and

Experimenting with positioning | found
the Pearls sounded best at around
50cms from the rear wall. This is double
what M-S recommend but | found that
this set-up gave the best compromise in
our room as regards tonal balance, bass
depth and imaging precision.

Gabrielle's eponyinuus second album
was loaded into the Caspian CD player
and evidently suited the little Mordaunts
down to the ground. These are true
rhythm transducers - if there's even a
hirit of rhythim around, the M-S10i
Pearls will latch on to it and explolt it
for every bit of enjoyment it contains.
The speed and ateack they are capable
of brought many of the songs on this
album alive. Tracks like ‘Forget About
The World' and 'Give Me A Little Time'
rocked along with a fresh vitality.

No loudspeaker this size is going to

give you seismic lows and-the-Pearls are__

obviously limited In this respect. Still,
the bass they are capable of is solid,
powerful and well defined, so unless
you've heard the same piece of music

on a ‘speaker with a heavier bottom
end, you probably won't miss much.
Drawbacks? There was a hint of a
'cuppy’ coloration on vocals and a slight
veiling of fine detail but compared to
what the Pearls were doing right it was
a more than acceptable trade-off.

Hunting for an Achilles heel | plied
the Mordaunts with Wagner's Rienzi.
Where there should have been a large
acoustic unfortunately there wasn't -
that swift but light bass lead to the loss
of subtle low-frequency acoustic clues,
diminishing the size of the sound. What
| was left with was a small-scale, slightly
dry presentation which lacked the
majesty and imposing presence that this
recording has.

Moving on to less demanding works
had the Mordaunts sounding more
comfortable and enjoyable, their ability
of getting to the heart of the music once
more to the fore. Imaging, for example,
was very precisely focused and located

in a broad, deep sound stage.

Handling the Pop of Paul Young's No
Parlez, the 10i Pearls retained their deft
touch. This album's typically early-
Fighties drum machine rhythms were
reproduced with admirable verve. The
mood of "Wherever | Lay My Hat' was
superbly conveyed, Paul Young's vocals
dripping with emotion - the Pearls were
involving enough for me to sing along, a
rather scary experience for anyone
within earshot.

Mordaunt-Short's 10i Pearls are swift
'speakers that love everything but bass-
heavy works. As long as you don't
demand Dub Réggae basslines from
their small, lightweight mid/bass drivers
and you partner them with smooth,
warm components, they won't fail to
please. They have their flaws but at their
best the Mordaunts make listening to
music a joy and they possess that rare
ability of being able to involve you with
ease.

Before the serious listening started |
experimented with positioning and
found the best balance when the
Liberties were positioned about a metre
or so from the rear wall and strongly
toed in towards the listening position.

'House Of The Rising Sun’ by Cyndee
(yep, that's Cyndee) Peters kicked
things off. Cleanly-recorded, dark and
bitter, this song lost little of its anger
and sadness through the Eltaxes. Images

Another plus point was the
way delicate parts of the orchestra like
triangles weren't swamped by the more
powerful instruments. Dynamics were
faithfully tracked and never sounded

recordings. Seeing as they're
rhythmically adept, the Eltaxxes made
easy work of the barrage of synthesiser
and drum machines on this album and
assembled a truly involving
performance. There was sufficient
punch and slam in the lower frequencies
to keep bass-heads happy too. A slight
flaw that surfaced was some excessive
sharpness and thinness in the treble.
Fortunately this wasn't so intrusive it
would keep you from lengthy listens to
your music collection.

There’s no two ways about it, the
Liberty 3+s are a lot of loudspeaker for
the money. They're musically involving,
well built and look classy - what more
could you want?

CONCLUSION

It was a close run thing between these
five contenders but emerging victorious
to carry off the laurels once more were
Tannoy's Mercury m2s.

The m2s, clad in their grey or natural
wood veneers (which make a refreshing
change to the standard Henry Ford
black vinyl wrap) are the best all-
rounders in the group. They have a
bottom end which goes deep given
some velume and never loses control.

Matdired to the accomplished
mid/bass is an equally skilful cweeter
that prefers crisp but colourful to hard
ind ahgressive.

As with the m2s, their
large mid bass driver has an easier time
of large dynamic swings than the smaller
units on the Missions and Mordaunt-
Shorts.

The Eltaxes also put thel deep
cabinets to good use to yield a fair dose
of transparency. And they had a speed
and rhythm to their presencation that
left even the Tannoys a little slow-
tooted at times.

Mission's tiny 73| Pros come next.

Leo Lam, our man with
the Personal Computer,
ventures out to burn his
own CDs.

ith all the hype around the
launch of DVD (Digital
Versatile Disc), the giants in

the hi-fi industry seem to have ignored
a group which may silently usurp their
supremacy - the computer
manufacturers. Intel have dipped their
toe into the waters of multimedia with
the MMX processors, and on the high
street there's already software in
abundance which can do virtually
anything that a hi-fi system can, albeit
with lower sound quality.

Personal Computers (PCs) can
replay all sorts of media, and now this
flexibility is being extended to recording
formats, including CD-R (Recordable).
By comparison, the audio industry has
failed to come up with a high-quality
digital recording medium due to
protests from the music business,
although Philips' CDR 870 CD-R
(Recordable) and CD-RW (ReWritable)
recorder on p28 could change that. Still,
a cheap and easy way to make your
own CDs, if you have a PC, is to buy a
CD-R drive and the necessary software.

CD-R is not new. lts big brother,

CD. It consists of a plastic disc with a
reflective layer, usually made out of
gold, an organic dye layer and a
protective polymer layer. Burning the
dye layer with the laser inside a CD
recorder creates a non-reflective 'scar'
which mimics the pit on a CD. After the
recording process, the disc is identical
to a normal CD as far as a CD drive or
player is concerned.

So, how do you go about turning
your PC into a CD-R recorder?

INSTALLATION

| opted for one of Philips' CD-R drives,
the CDD2600 together with a SCSI
adapter. The software side of things was
dealt with by Adaptec's Easy CD
Creator Deluxe software.

| had no difficulty fitting the CD-R
drive, although a working knowledge of
your computer's innards helps. The
CDD2600 is a 'plug-and-play’ unit that
slips into an empty drive bay. There
were no system requirements
mentioned in the literature but a
120MHz Pentium processor with
around 32Mb of RAM should set a
reasonable bottom line. A SCSi hard
drive is a bonus.

This was how | did it. First, | carefully
fitted the SCSI card into the PCI slot.
Make sure you earth yourself before
doing so because all the components
mentioned here are very static
sensitive. You can do this by touching
the casework of the computer (which is
plugged into the wall socket but
switched off) before you start installing
the various bits. Check and remember
the jumper settings on the CD-R drive
before slipping it into the bay as well.
Don't fix it yet because getting the
wires into its socket takes a bit of
fiddling, especially if the wiring inside
your computer is quite messy.

After this, dig out all the required
wires - the power, the SCSI and the
analogue audio outputs - for connection
to your soundcard. After all the socket
handiwork, you can finally secure the
drive using all the four screws for
stability and secure earthing. Now, put
the case of the computer back on and
off you go!

Easy CD Creator Deluxe from Adaptec
actually comes with 'AutoPlay": that is, it
fires up automatically and gives you a
graphic interface as the disc loads in the
drive. The graphics were eye-catching
and contained a multimedia
demonstration of the software which,
providing you can remember everything
you've just seen, allows you to spin out
a new CD immediately after the
programme has loaded.

As its name suggested, this program
was very easy to use. The Deluxe
package that we had was bundled with
other programmes which facilitated
immensely the copying process. Easy
CD Creator had a comprehensive user
manual which was written in very
precise wording.

BURNING YOUR OWN CD
The procedure for recording a CD is
carried out through a friendly interface
that makes the process very simple.
When you're composing a
compilation CD of music from other
CDs, first select 'New CD Layout’ from
the menu and then click on the 'Audio
CD Layout’ tab. This allows you to build
up the list of tracks that you want to
record onto your CD-R. To do this,
simply drag and drop the required
tracks from the Windows Explorer
window where the music CD currently
in the computer's CD drive is displayed.
A word of warning though. It really is
a slow process if you make a copy from
one music CD at a time to the CD-R
drive. You can speed the process up a
lot if you copy the tracks first onto your

hard disk and then make the recording
from there. A friend of mine did it this
way and managed to finish his
compilation off in 45minutes.

Once you've sorted out the track
listing, select 'Create CD' and the 'CD
Creation Setup Settings' box will
appear. Here you can choose the speed
at which you want the CD to be
written, the number of coples you want
to burn, etc. Finally, click 'OK' to start
the recording.

Unfortunately, when | clicked 'OK' |
was greeted by the message 'Error,
buffer underrun’. The writing process
needs a strictly continuous data stream
and, although there was a memory
buffer, an external programme, such as
a sophisticated screensaver in my case,
could draw too much processing time
from the processor and force the buffer
to 'run out of steam'. This would
render the disc totally useless.
Switching off the screensaver was the
answer and my second disc popped
perfectly formed out of the CD-R drive.

VIRTUAL VINYL
For all you vinyl fans, Easy CD Creator
Deluxe comes with 'CD Spin Doctor'
which you can use to archive your
precious records. Spin Doctor is a
software-based signal processor that
reduces hiss, clicks and pops. All you
have to do is plug the output of your
pre-amp into your computer's
soundcard (whose Analogue-to-Digital
Convertor will digitise your turntable's
output), select Spin Doctor from the
Adaptec menu, choose your source and
press 'Record'. The software will
automatically record the music onto the
hard drive as a Windows sound file as
long as you have enough memory.
Next, you can drag the resultant
sound file into the CD track listing just
like recording the tracks from a CD.
The Spin Doctor can also automatically
equalise the volume of individual tracks
if you are recording from different
sources like a cassette deck or
microphone.

The copy
generally sounded softer, lacking the
punch of the original, and the sound
staging and imaging shrunk slightly.

Tonal quality between the two discs
was very similar, as was the amount of
detail. The bianzhong (ancient Chinese
bells the size of a car) in '‘Symphony
1997' by Tan Dun sounded extremely
convincing on the copy although there
was a loss of ambient detail. In spite of
the fact that the feeling of size and
shape in a recording venue was
diminished, it would be churlish to
complain considering that a blank CD-R
costs around £3.

There's a whole host of computer
shops selling CD-Rs, so getting hold of
blanks should be as simple as a call to
your local supplier. If archiving or
compilation making is your goal and you
want sound quality better than cassette
can offer, £69 spent on Adaptec's Easy
CD Creator to go with your PC could
be a fine investment @

eople have stubbornly refused to
P buy DAT, then DCC and MD. All

the signs are that technology in
the home is now so commonplace -
even intrusive - that no one wants
multiple formats. Buyers are happy
enough with CD and appear little
interested in getting another box of
tricks just for recording purposes.

Philips proposed recordable CD-E
(CD-Erasable) in the late 1980s but
under pressure from the music
industry, especially its own Polygram
label, quietly dropped the idea. Afraid
that any recordable digital format would
lead to rampant piracy the music
business has done its best to prevent
such technology entering the home.

But times change. Whilst piracy
remains an issue, home taping does not.
Also, Philips are now doing well in many
areas of computing and CD-R - a CD
that can be recorded only once - has
really taken off. Polygram's many
objections to recordable CD now have
far less influence upon company policy,
we have been told by an internal
source. So the company has decided to
revive CD-E in the shape of CD-
ReWritable (CD-RW).

Meanwhile, CD-R prices have fallen
thanks to strong demand from the
computer industry and the discs are
now going for around £2-£4, making
the format a much more attractive
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RULES

With the release of a combined CD

ReWritable/CD-R recorder in the
£500 CDR 870, Philips are opening a
new chapter in home recording. Is

this the recorder of the future?

proposition for home recordists, albeit
an inflexible one because CD-Rs cannot
be erased.

Philips first CD-RW recorder, the
CDR 870, records not only erasable
CD-RW discs, currently priced at
around £12, but less expensive non-
erasable CD-R discs as well, which is
good news. This is important, because
there's another complication for you to
consider. The new CD-RW discs have
low reflectivity so they won't play on
most CD players, only on new Multi-
read players that possess a more
sensitive read mechanism. So CD-RW
discs recorded on the CDR 870 will
play on it, but at present on little else
until Multi-read players become more
widespread. Luckily, CD-R discs have
much the same reflectivity as a
conventional CD, so anyone wanting to
record CDs for the car or a portable
will have to record on CD-R discs.

When it comes down to actually
making those recordings, the CDR 870
is a breeze to use. Slip into the tray a
CD-R or CD-RW (the procedure is the
same for both). You then have to select
either a digital or analogue input -
pressing the Input button toggles
between analogue, co-axial digital and
optical digital. The only time you won't
be able to make a copy is if you're
trying to make a digital copy of a digital
copy of copyrighted material (!), in

which case the Serial Copyright
Management System kicks in to prohibit
the process and stop Copyright
infringement. To explain this malarkey,
you CAN make a perfect digital copy of
a commercial (i.e. copyrighted) CD, say
for use in your car. But you CANNOT
make a further copy from that copy.
You can make multiple copies of your
own recordings of course - say the dog
howling - because you (or the dog) own
the copyright and no S.M.C.S. flag will
be inserted (unless you have an
extremely clever dog).

For analogue recordings, first make
sure you're working from the analogue
input. Next, hit the button marked
Auto/Manual to set track numbering.
Once you've started recording, Auto
inserts a new track number after a
three-second silence in the music, while
manual allows you to put one in
wherever you choose - simply press
Rec on the CDR 870 itself or Track
Incr on the remote control. On
copyright again, no S.C.M.S. flag can be
transferred via analogue, so copies from
the first copy are possible.

Pressing Rec for the first time puts
the player into Record Standby mode
which lets you set the recording level
prior to recording. Now get your
source playing and turn the Rec Level
knob so that as many of the blue
segments on the level meter light up

without any of the red (overload) ones
lighting up. All that remains is to press
Play and start the recording.

Recording from a digital source is
even easier. Choose the input then
press Rec and Play and start your
source, or press CD Sync, which wilt
set the CDR 870 recording as soon as
it senses a signal from the source.

Whenever you stop recording, the
display will show Update as the player
updates its temporary Table Of
Contents (TOC). This TOC contains
information such as the number of
tracks and recording time left (out of a
maximum of 74mins). With a
temporary TOC, you'll only be able to
replay the disc on a CD-R/CD-RW
recorder. To make the disc playable on
a normal replay-only CD machine, its
TOC needs to be made permanent. All
you need to do is press Finalize and Rec
and in about 2 mins time the permanent
TOC will be set.

One thing to bear in mind is when a
CD-R has been Finalized you can't
record anything else onto it, even if
there's spare capacity. The same goes
for a CD-RWV, although it can be totally
erased and will then accept new
recordings.

REPLAY

Bjork’s new album, Homogenic, with its
barrage of sequenced drum machines
neatly interlinked with numerous weird
samples slipped into the Philips. The
CDR 870 was evidently at home with
the fast beats, showing fine attack and
articulation, although the deepest notes
were slightly blurred and lacked real
slam. Bjork's idiosyncratic and
expressive vocals hung clearly between
the 'speakers and there was sufficient
texture and warmth to them to make
for a compelling listen. The CDR 870
possesses an attractive smoothness
which is very well judged and never
spills over into being dull or bland
because speed and bite remain good - a
difficult balance to strike.

Switching over to the father and son
team of Bucky and John Pizzarelli
playing their version of 'Stompin' At
The Savoy’ (on Chesky's Sampler Vol 1)
proved engrossing. Both men play
seven-string guitars without

amplification and this gives the piece an
incredibly natural feel which the Philips
did a good job of conveying.

In playback terms, the CDR 870
acquitted itself well - it's equivalent to
the best players at around £250-£300.
But the main idea behind this machine is
recording rather than replay.

PERFECT RECORDINGS
FOREVER?
Listening to Daboa's From The Gekko
album as a recording made through the
CDR 870's Analogue to Digital
Convertors (Philips own SAA7366)
from the analogue outputs of Roksan's
Caspian CD player, | found it had a
fuller, softer sound than the original.
Dynamics were more relaxed, which
took some of the excitement out of the
performance. Subtle detail was also lost
and the sense of drive and pace this CD
has was reduced, although recordings
were still better than on cassette.
Recordings made via the digital input
were, unsurprisingly, far closer to the
original. With the digital input there
were small losses in transparency,
dynamics and detail but these would
only show up through components
costing more than the CDR 870's £500.
So much for differences between
original and recording. What about
between CD-R and CD-RW? On 'The
House Of The Rising Sun’ sung by
Cyndee Peters the differences were
again small. CD-R had a more vivid,
dynamic sound and the sense of space
around Cyndee's vocals was better.
CD-RW countered this by having a

smoother, more controlled
presentation which made the double-
bass easier to follow. Bells and cymbals
had their leading edges rounded off very
slightly too.

As a way of putting together
compilation discs the CDR 870 looks
like a stone cold bargain. After
contenders like DAT and MiniDisc have
failed to take off because of their non-
existent pre-recorded catalogues and
opposition from the music business,
there is now an affordable rerecordable
digital format backed up by the biggest
catalogue around.

But what about recordable DVD,
you may be thinking? Well, until the
wrangling over standards is settled,
DVD isn't really relevant. CD-RW
alongside CD-R is going to be ruling the
roost for quite a while. Nice one,
Philips.

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TECHNICAL DETAILS

Though CD-RW is a new technology as far as domestic
audio goes its roots are very much in CD-R which was
introduced back in 1991. So to understand how it works
let's have a brief look at CD-R first.

The CD-RW disc is very similar in construction to
existing CD-R discs, the main difference between the two
lies in the material used for the recording layer. CD-R
uses an organic cyanine dye coating which is applied over a
substrate that contains a
tracking groove (called the
pre-groove). The pre-
groove has a 22.05 kHz
analogue signal
mechanically imprinted
onto it (lateral
modulation), frequency

modulated by plus or
minus |kHz to record time REFLECTING
LAYER
code and other disc
information. The 22.05kHz STRUCTURE OF
A RECORDABLE CD

frequency is used to
control the turntable
motor speed, while the time code information is used to
position the recordings on the disc.

To record, the organic dye coating is heated by the
laser beam. Once the intensity of the laser passes a certain
threshold (approximately 250 degrees C), the recording
layer melts, creating a bump. This is an irreversible
process which drastically alters the optical characteristics
of the disc. Using this technique, a bump pattern is written
on to the flat top of the tracking groove, producing a
digital recording.

With CD-RW, there are two main differences. The

reflecting layer is silver. The recording layer consists of
silver, indium, antimony and tellurium. It can have two
states (phases): low reflectivity and high reflectivity. They
are equivalent to a conventional CD's pits and lands.
Whereas conventional CD and CD-R have reflectance
specifications of 70% minimum for lands and 28%
maximum for pits, because of the nature of CD-RW these
fall to 8% for the pits and 20% for the lands. These lower
reflectance values mean
that playback on existing
CD players is not
guaranteed. Philips claim
that only 30% of the
machines out there can
actually play recorded
CD-RWs but they are also

players, known as Multi-
read players, will be able to read recorded CD-RWs.

The actual CD-RW recording process is as follows.
The low reflectivity phase is produced when the laser
heats the recording layer rapidly above its melting point of
500-700 degrees. Cooling very quickly, the low reflectivity
domain 'freezes’. The high reflectivity phase is caused by
the laser heating the recording layer to a lower
temperature for a longer time. The life of a CD-RW under
this heat treatment is at present claimed to be about 1000
write/erase cycles, though with more development it is
expected to increase.

Ojan 3 loudspeakers and finds a refreshing
mix of unique styling and innovative design.

the manufacturer who picks the

most unusual product names, Roksan
wouild surely be the winner. After all,
Xerxes, Artemiz and Darius are hardly
run of the mill. This tradition is
continued in the Ojan 3s which, in line
with their name, are hardly 'speakers of
standard design.

Loudspeaker manufacturers like
rectangular cabinets because they are
easy and cheap to make - that's why
99% of all enclosures are built in this
shape. But barring a cube, a rectangular
box is the worst choice from the point
of view of standing waves so Roksan
have decided to forget convention and
plump for a squat, sloped-back design in
the reflex-loaded Ojan 3s.

And that's not the only bit of original
thinking in these 'speakers. There's also
the tweeter mounted on an MDF
‘paddle’ which is attached at the base of
the front baffle on a curved metal
bracket. This decouples the tweeter
from the vibration of the mid/bass unit
and yields clearer, more focused treble.

Returning to the norm, the Ojan 3s
can be mass loaded but Roksan only
recommend this if the 'speaker is placed
away from a rear wall in a large room.
In ours, the best results were achieved
with the unloaded Ojans |.5m from the
back wall and toed very slightly inward.

| fired the Roksans up with
Tchaikovsky's Pathetique as performed
by the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra.
This piece opens with double-basses
and here the Ojans revealed one of
their major strengths by reproducing
the deep thrum of these notes with
their full weight. The rest of the
orchestra wasn't lost in an amorphous
mass but came through with great
definition and detail.

I f there was ever a competition for

Sound staging was good,
even if, regardless of toe-in,
width wasn't as great on this
piece as I've heard it from
something like the Jamo
Concert 8s. Depth was
excellent though, as was the
focus of individual
instruments.

Dynamically the
Ojans are hard to
fault too - even
during full-blooded
crescendos,
transients were
given their full
impact and
instrumental images
didn't blur. Tonally
the verdict was
slightly lean and
crisp, the tweeter
having a tendency to sound a little too
vivid for its own good.

Unusually, considering the
forwardness of the 25mm fabric-dome
tweeter, the midrange had a shut-in
character which curtailed projection of
vocals. Our measurements show two
dips in the Roksan's frequency response
where the 8in. mid/bass driver has
difficulty in reaching high enough to
integrate with the tweeter properly.

Moving on to Donna Summer's 'She
Works Hard For The Money', the
Ojans were revealing enough to show
that the production wasn't the best
without drawing my attention away
from the music. Playing their parts here
were the excellent rhythm and timing
that make these "speakers genuinely fun
to listen to.

The Ojan 3s remained consistent
whatever the music - they were never
less than involving and they possess a

rare ability to
reproduce bass with real power and
rhythm. True, they have a couple of
foibles and, in areas like openness and
transparency, they're outshone by the
competition. But looked at as a whole
the Ojan 3s are well worth putting on
your shopping list.

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Dominic Todd finds Musical Fidelity's new X-Pre pre-amp and
X-A50 monoblocs have that vital X-factor.

n the beginning there was the
I Musical Fidelity X-10D buffer,

designed to sit between CD player
and amp. | must admit | was rather
sceptical about its chances at first; the
same sonic tricks, aimed at warming up
and smoothing out CD's sound, have
been tried before - remember the
Francinstein? My fears proved
unfounded though and the valve-based
X-10D, reviewed last month, has
proved a great success. Hoping to build
on this, Musical Fidelity have produced a
whole range of X components, including
a couple of DACs, a phono stage, a
headphone amp and a pre-amp, all of
which follow the same 'hi-fi in a can'
styling theme.

Now, step forward the X-A50
monobloc power amps, with their
extra-long cases stretched to
accommodate a toroidal transformer
Each X-A50 offers 50watts of power
from its Class A/B biasing - unlike many
other MF amplifiers, these don't

L

-

operate in egg-fryingly hot pure Class A.
Cooling wouldn't be a problem even if
they did as the output transistors use
the whole of the casing as a heatsink,
form following function with attractive
results. The drawback with Class A is
its low efficiency (around 25%), which
often means much punier output power
than the X-A50s' healthy 50watts.

in an attempt to mimic the richness
of sound apparent in most Class A
amps, the matching X-Pre line-level
pre-amp sports a valve output stage.
Even with only four inputs, the Pre, like
the X-A50s, offers great value for
money. | do, however, have a couple of
gripes. The first is that the tiny volume
and source selector knobs are fiddly in
the extreme. The other is that the pre-
amp has no On/Off button - fine if the
unit can be left on all the time, but as it
has a plug-mounted PSU this makes it
rather impractical otherwise. Still, the
build quality is solid and you can
guarantee the threesome will be

noticed by even the most hi-fi illiterate
of guests.

The units were linked together with
Musical Fidelity’s own X-Link ‘no
nonsense’ interconnects and fed from a
Cyrus dAD7 CD player. At the other
end of the hi-fi chain sat a pair of
Celestion SL6s and Mission’s 750 LE
loudspeakers.

The influence of the pre-amp's valve
was immediately apparent. The guitar
sounded sweet and mellifluous while
still showing realistic definition. Likewise
the percussion, which was crisp and
spacious thanks to treble that sparkled
without resorting to fierceness. Bass
weight was good, if not exceptional, but
then from a 50watt amp you can't
expect thundering subsonics. It's just
that after the incisiveness shown by the
midrange and treble | had hoped for
morc.

Where the benefits of going the
monobloc route really came to the fore
was with sound stage depth and width.

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There was a level of openness and
instrumental separation that even the
best integrated amps struggle to
achieve.

A sparse, melancholic backdrop was
offered by The Blue Nile's ‘Heatwave'.
On this track, vocals were not quite as
forward as they have been through
some of the amplifiers I've heard but
the X-Pre/X-A50s still captured the
music's sense of weariness. And the
smoothness in the upper registers
translated into hours of fatigue-free
listening.

Moving considerably up-tempo, |
rendezvoused with Bobbi Humphrey’s
Jasper Country Man CD on the Blue
Note label. This album'’s funky bassline
has got to come across with its drive
and slam intact if it's going to keep you

involved. The X-A50s managed this feat,

but only just. There was a softness at
lower frequencies that reminded me
very much of previous Musical Fidelity
amps - it actually seems to be
something of a company trait. This and
a rather lightweight piano sound apart,
the rest of the performance was
exceptionally good. Flute soared above

the rest of mix, the X-Pre and X-A50s
showing off their midrange prowess.
Ditto the sound stage, populated with
tangible images all the way out to far
left and right. And where some
competitors trade in a touch of control
to broaden their sound stage, the
X-A50s kept their cohesion with what
is a complex and demanding piece of
music.

They provided a similar balance on
Mendelssohn’s The Hebrides, Op26.
There was a little veiling during the
introduction and the kettle drum wasn't
quite as dynamic as it could have been,
but that's splitting very small hairs
considering the outlay.

The MFs obviously have a soft spot
for strings, with a fluidity and total lack
of transistor grain worthy of more
exotic designs. The way these amps
concentrate more on emotion than
analysis doesn’t make them a natural
choice, if you're interested in every last
detail and texture in a Classical piece.
As a means of enjoying music they rate
very highly at the price because of a

combination of

review

seamlessness and tonal colour.

Michelle Shocked's ‘Hello Hopeville'’
showed the Xs could bop with the best
of them. Her vocals were passionate,
vivid and smootbh, lacking the hardness
common to transistor amps. When the
guitars let rip, the raw energy was still
there - it hadn't been smothered by the
gloss that can afflict lesser Class A and
valve amps.

A taste of the high end: it's become
something of a cliché, | know, but this
really does sum up the X-A50 and
X-Pre combination. High end in that the
styling is eye-catching and, at the same
time, practical and solidly constructed.
As with the Michell Gyrodek, | can see
people being tempted by the X-Pre and
X-A50s on the basis of looks,
engineering and value alone.
Fortunately, again like the Gyrodek,
they pull ahead of the crowd in sound
quality too. Their even-handed
approach and musical fluidity add up to
the type of sound that'll have you going
through your entire record collection
for the first-time in months.

There's no such thing as perfection
though. The soft bass could cause
problems, if partnered with loose
sounding 'speakers, so match carefully.
These are also not the most revealing
and analytical of amps. But if you value

involvement over accuracy and match
your ancillaries carefully, you'll find the
X-Pre and X-A50s simply X-cellent!

What is it about a
moving coil that makes it
unsuitable in some arms?

To allow it to move
thus the cantilever is usually
mounted on some kind of
rubber block. Compliance is a
measure of how far the stylus
is deflected for a given
amount of force, and is
normally expressed in terms
of millionths of a centimetre
per dyne (1dyne =
1thousandth of a gramme). If
you describe a cartridge as
having 'high compliance' that
means it does not take nuch
force to deflect the cantilever.
A "low-compliance’ cartridge

feet.

In fact there
are three separate
slabs, each
meticulously
levelled (and re-
levelled every L
night to prevent
distortion caused
by subsidence or
earth tremor).
One slab bears a Rega
RB300 tone-arm (which |
was compelled to purchase
as a "joint" Christmas
present after Slate Audio's
advertisement kept
appearing, mysteriously,
wherever | went). Another
slab bears the motor and

the final one supports the
bearing/platter. | am
informed that these bits
began life quite innocently
in the form of a Planar 3.

| know you're thinking
that living with concrete
and marble slabs is a small
price to pay. | might agree

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on the other hand requires
more force to deflect it
over the same distance.

High-compliance
cartridges tend to work
hest in low-mass arms and
low-compliance cartridges
in high-mass arms. When a
spring (wliich is basically
the way in which the
rubber cantilever mount
acts) interacts with a mass
(the effective mass of the
arm and the mass of the
cartridge itself) they will
resonate at a particular
frequency.

If you combine a low
compliance with a low
mass you end up with a
relatively high resonant
frequency which, in the

case of an arm and
cartridge on a turntable,
would be clearly audible
as an over-emplhasis of
that particular frequency,
a bit like reflex
loudspeakers can boom’ if
they're put in the corner of
a room so they excite one
of the room's main
resonant modes (see
October's Supplement and
the review of the Visual
Ears room analysis
software for more on this).

If you partuer high
compliance with high mass
you get a very low
resonant frequency. This
puts the resonance outside
of the audible range but
means that, if your

turntable bounces slowly
as you walk across the
room, the stylus might
jump out of the groove
because its resonant
frequency coincides with
the frequency of your
fooffalls.

The equation that
allows you to calculate
resonant frequency from
known mass and
compliance is:
f=1/2rV(MC) where
M=mass and
C=compliance. A
reasonable resonant
frequency to aim for is
about 12Hz-20Hz as this
won't make its presence
felt sonically while also
avoiding problems when

you're walking around the
room. JM

The compliance of a
cartridge hinge works in
conjunction with the
effective mass of the tone-
arm to produce a
resonance. Warps cluster
around 5Hz, floors bounce
a little lower in frequency,
but the nudio band starts
at 20Hz (nominally).
Ideally, the arm/cartridge
resonance should be placed
between them at around
12Hz, according to Shure's
research.

Also, low-compliance
moving coils (MCs)
usually have
greater damping

gratuitously decorating my most precious records.
Then came the cork era. This began with little
slices and advanced to a flying saucer known
affectionately as a "Ringmat" - yet another expense
for me. Apparently | caused the first one to warp
when | spilt a drop of coffee on it.

More recently, my precious tone-arm has been
given a Frankenstein makeover including a bolt
painfully thrust through its delicate limb. This
proved only to be an excuse for the return of the
Blu-tack which was positioned as a counterbalance.
The Blu-tack was, of course, weighed and moulded
to precise dimensions - although to the uneducated
it may look like any old lump of Blu-tack.

Finally (not!) there is the continual pursuit of the
"perfect” needle (currently a Sumiko Bluepoint
Special) and the isolation of the power supply
which has now been delegated to Mr VYal Hallah.

And that is just the record player. | shall not
even begin to describe what lurks on the other
three concrete slabs or the two five-foot by three-
foot monoliths dominating the horizon.

Does anyone know where i can get a marble-
coloured spirit level before Christmas? Or,
alternatively, a new boyfriend?

Yours in desperation

Well, it sounds like your boyfriend is suffering from a
condition known as 'audii addictus miserabilis' which,
strangely enough, seems to infect only the male of the
species. The consequences of contracting this bug can
be terrible, causing devastation to bank accounts,
decor and untold mental and aesthetic woe for
spouses and girlfriends as they are dragged mercilessly
around hi-fi dealerships and shows. In fact, as you
probably know, the term "hi-fi widow" is often used.

Unfortunately, as far as I'm aware, modern medical
science has yet to come up with a cure for this
affliction. Ear-plugs and electro-shock therapy (at
240VAC, usually delivered when the sufferer is messing
around with the innards of a power amplifier) have
thus far proved unsuccessful. You could, of course, try
sealing the door to the hi-fi room with Blu-Tack to
force your boyfriend into cold turkey (Latin name:
roadrunna frigida). | hate to have to say it though, but
when the sufferer is in such an advanced stage of the
bug as your boyfriend (concrete slabs, Blu-Tack), |
don't actually think there is a cure.

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"outstrips the competition at up to £1000"
-Hi Fi World, Sept. 97

That may sound like an outrageous claim for an amplifier that costs just £595. But Hi Fi
World were spot on in their judgement. The Audio Analogue Puccini S.E. is indeed a very
special amplifier.

Special in the way it's designed and built, with full dual mono-construction, top quality
internal components (including built-in MM/MC phono stage) and an absolutely superb
finish. As Jon Marks correctly noted: "The Puccini S.E. is very different to just about
every sub-£1000 integrated I've come across before".

Special too in the way it sounds. "An addictive mix of fine tonal colour, delicacy, power
and involvement" (Hi Fi World's words again). Of course, that's the way a good amplifier
should sound, but in reality transistor amps very rarely do. A hard, bright, uninvolving
sound is what you usually get at this price level. The Puccini S.E. however is "completely
free from transistor grain" with "a depth to its sound stage which leaves other integrateds
sounding flat". And to emphasise the gulf that separates the Puccini S.E. from the rest Jon
Marks pointed to perhaps its most attractive quality: "What it does have which none of the
competition do is a lucidity, a see-through transparency combined with control which
makes its peers sound quite boxy and forced".

Praise indeed. But fully merited, even if we do say so ourselves. And if that sounds

like your kind of amplifier, you won't be disappointed. For more details and the name of
your nearest stockist, please contact:

With near
electrostatic speed and
clarity in the mid and
treble, and mega bass,
they’re tops for Reggae and
Funk. And although they’re
big they work great in
small spaces, close to
walls and at low volumes
(as well as at high volumes
in clubs).

If you're in Tokyo, try
Laox in Akihabara, Audio
Union in Minami-
Shimokitazawa or
Yodobashi Camera in
Nishi-Shinjuku (New Keio
Line). Don’t worry about
the language problems, as
lots of Japanese hi-fi
salesmen suddenly become
bi-lingual when there’s a
potential sale involved!
Otherwise, point to what
you want demonstrated
and say “So re o mi se te,
ku da sai” (please show me
this). As for cartridges, the
Lyra is my absolute fave,
but the brighter Audio
Technica ART-1 is great
and much cheaper.
Otherwise, an Ortofon
MC30 Supreme would be
nice, with its bright, open
sound.

I'd suggest you rub any
cleaner on a bare area of
shellac first, to see if any
chemical component, like
Isopropyl alcohol, has a
damaging effect. Shellac is
a "natural thermoplastic
resin derived from the
secretions of the Lac beetle
(found in India, Thailand
and Brazil). 78s comprised
"65% slate powder, up to
27% shellac resin, and
small amounts of manilla
copal, wood resin,
carnauba wax, and carbon
black." (source: EMI's
Hayes On Record book).

RINGMAT STATMAT £19.95

The Compact Disc has enjoyed a lot of
tweaking attention with varying and
often small degrees of success. There
have been green pens, CD refrigeration,
disc stabilisers and various cleaners and
sprays.

| have to admit | was sceptical when
| came across the Statmat as it looks
like no more than a thin piece of plastic
with a strange pattern printed on it.
How could this alter the sound of a
cD?

When a CD is played, it revolves at
high speed in a closed environment
where the air is relatively dry and hot -
the drive motor and electronic circuitry
generate quite a lot of heat. Over time
this combination of spinning and a dry
atmosphere builds up electrostatic
charges on the surface of the CD.
These aren’t evenly spread but form
low-voltage hotspots randomly
distributed over the disc's surface.

Ringmat say these charges rapidly
intensify as the CD is played and
interfere with the CD player's ability to
interpret the digital information coming
off the disc, causing phase problems.
What the Statmat apparently does is
disperse the hot spots and thus
eliminate static-induced phase
distortions. Well, as they say, the
proof's in the pudding. . .

The Statmat actually works rather
well. Using it is very simple - just place
it on top of the disc the correct way up
(This Way Up is helpfully written on
the plastic to help you) and play the CD
as normal.

The effect the Statmat has on the
sound varies in degree from disc to disc

but the biggest change is in the treble,
which becomes clearer and more
detailed while the rest of the sound gets
more dynamic. The bass end firms up a
tad too and the sense of rhythm
improves.

If you use the Statmat and the
sound loses some of its rhythm,
Ringmat advise you to try reversing the
phase on your CD player or ‘speakers
as the disc is probably not recorded in
absolute phase.

At £30 for what looks like a perfume
sampler bottle DNM is also lagging in
the perceived value stakes. Fortunately,
like the Statmat, once you've put the
contents of this little bottle to work
you know your money has been wisely
spent.

DNM describe Licon as a kind of
‘liquid metal'. It fills in the tiny holes and
cracks on the surfaces of conductors
and gives a more intimate connection.
DNM were necessarily a little vague as
to the ingredients that go into Licon
because it's subject to patent.

To give your set-up the Licon
treatment all you do is spread a drop
onto the connector's surface with the
applicator built into the bottle’s lid,
having first cleaned the connection with
either isopropyl alcohol (available from
chemists like Boots) or a contact
cleaner like Kontak. Then put plug back
into socket and listen.

The improvements aren't small.

Cleaning and Liconing all the
interconnect plugs and amp and source
sockets in my system boosted
performance quite a way. The sound
became more dynamic, spacious and
controlled, as well as losing a

mild graininess that had

previously
afflicted
the

midrange.
The biggest step
forward came when |
treated my cartridge pins and
tags. DNM confirm it's on low-voltage
connections iike this that Licon works
most audibly. They also say that mains
plugs and fuses are least affected. This
may be true for standard mains cables
but | was surprised at the extent to
which it enhanced the sound of
specialist mains leads like Kimber's
PowerKords (see last month's review).
Considering you only need go back
to the bottle every six months to
reLicon your connections and that a
£30 bottle will last for at least four or
five treatments unless you splash it on
like Henry Cooper, Licon is one of the
most cost-effective upgrades around @

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he Sunday Times ran
a piece recently

cassette, contrary to the

wishes of the music buyers.

Well, of course they're
right: there are millions of
cassette recorders out
there, so there must be
plenty of demand. Or must
there? Products have
lifetimes and once sales
start to decay it doesn't
stop until there's nothing
left but a few hardy
collectors mourning the
passing of an era.

Much of what the
Sunday Times said was
both interesting and true,
but at heart the most
baffling fact they hinted at
but didn't quite nail is that
the cassette is being killed
off by the 'bell curve', not
by any retail conspiracy.
What seemed like the most
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popular electrical item in
the world, beaten only by
the light bulb?

It seems not. Having
now watched the bell
curve take its toll first on
the LP and now the

facile comment in the
whole piece was in fact the
opposite: a retailer said,
"The cassette isn't sexy any
more".

As a serious-minded
engineer [ just used to get
irritated by this sort of
comment - it seems to say
little of any practical
consequence. Where's an
analysis based on a
plausible theoretical
model, I'd think? Surely we
know a bit more about
how people react to
products? There must be
some slightly more useful
and profound observation
to make about a product
that is the second most
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90 1996

cassette I am beginning to
realise that there's more to
this thing than anyone fully
understands. The
industry's best marketing
men are unable to explain
precisely what lies behind
the bell curve; it just has to
be accepted as a fait
accompli. Once products
cease to be sexy, they just
die - poof! And the cassette
is dying on us.

So what's the bell
curve? It is the shape a
sales graph takes over time
- the shape of a bell. When
a product comes to market
initial sales volumes are
low. Then they rise steeply,
plateau out and - here's the

tough bit - go into terminal
decline. No amount of
marketing and sprucing up
can stop this it seems.
Once the rot sets in there's
no turning back. Even
nasty old retailers and the
evil empire of the music
business can do little about
such a cosmic inevitability.
Why an inanimate
product is destined to die
like this is the baffling bit.
If it works well and satisfies
people's needs, then why
doesn't it at least bumble
along a little? On this I can
offer no insight at all. I
didn't want to believe it,
but just look at the
cassette's sales graph. It's a
classic bell curve.
Launched back in 1963
for dictation purposes the
cassette really didn't catch
on until 1980 or
thereabouts, when sales
crept through 20million.
Ironically, it took off after
CD was launched (1983)
and seemed to go ballistic
through the go-go part of

i

the 1980s. Perhaps it
would have enjoyed a few
pleasant mid-life years
were it not for the
recession which turned a
gentle roll-over in sales
around 1990 into a
precipitous fall. You might
be interested to know that
the recession did not affect
the more expensive CD
similarly, so this isn't the
reason for the compact
cassette's demise.

There's no doubt that
retailers would prefer to
stock just one format and
doubtless they have been
destocking cassette and
perhaps contributing to its
decline, as the Sunday
Times suggested. But the
graph shows quite clearly
that the rot set in some
time ago, catching even
Philips by surprise (they
invented the Compact
Cassette). The cassette was
destined to die I'm afraid
to say. It's a simple as that.
It got old and just wasn't
sexy any more @

1997's Chesterfield Hi-Fi show turned October 25th and 26th
into two days to remember for many a dedicated hi-fi
enthusiast, whether an analogue or digital devotee.

Hi-Fi World's hardy touring team of Editor Jon Marks,
Assistant Editor Ketan Bharadia and Technician Nick Lucas
were on hand in the HFW room to help out with answers to
quertes and to demonstrate our range of valve amps and
‘speakers,

We certainly weren't the only room to be bristling with
warm valves though. Graham Tricker of GT Audio (tel: 01895
833099) was proudly showing off the new Tron Nucleus valve
phono and line-level amplifiers backed up by the monstrously
heavy (108lbs) 12W Tron 21| single-ended valve power amp.
This was lightly loaded by a pair of Avantgarde Acoustic's
Duo horn loudspeakers and fronted by a Nottingham
Analogue Spacedeck turntable.

Hi-FI WORLD

Vinyl put in another eye-catching appearance in Terry
O'Sullivan's Loricraft (tel: 01488 72267) room in the form of
his superb Garrard 501 turntable. This beautifully-engineered
deck will sell for around £5000 (the price has yet to be
finalised) and was sounding worth every penny. Thanks to its
long, tightly toleranced main bearing and re-engineered
Canadian-sourced motor it was producing some very solid,
dynamic and three-dimensional music from the old LP.

The name Garrard was being spoken in Martin Bastin's
Black Plastic (tel: 01902 842489) room as well. Martin was
putting his new 301/401 plinth through its paces. In his design
(£300 for the 9in. arm version and £325 for the 12in.), the
motor cage is bolted to the bottom of the plinth to reduce
the amount of noise transmitted into the top-plate and on
into the record. Also visible below the Croft valve pre-amp is
his prototype Garrard power supply, which gave a 301,
equipped with Nottingham Analogue's |2in. 'Foot' tone-arm, a
smooth, weighty sound.

Flying the flag for the digital brigade were Audio Synthesis
(tel: 0115 922 4138) with their awesome looking DAX
decoder, packed with audiophile components. There are
three toroidal transformers, one for the analogue and two for
the digital stages.

Going against the Bitstream grain were the Burr-Brown
PCM63PK multi-bit DAC:s fitted to the DAX. This £2795
decoder was sounding very sweet and spacious. Sitting behind
it in the picture is the Passion 8M remote-controlled passive
pre-amp with its six inputs and Vishay bulk-foil stepped

The silver disc was also spinning alongside the black in
Vinyl Demand's (tel: 01425 654545) room, where CD players
Model | (£1250), 2 (£950) and 3 (£650) from the American
company Helios were working to good effect. Helios have a
background in digital logic and data processing which has
allowed them to develop their own digital electronics for
these players. Like many other companies they rely on
transports from Philips - the 12.4 mechanism here - but
these are totally rebuilt using materials like carbon fibre. The
results were very rhythmic working through a system built
around Trilogy valve pre and power amps and Audioplan
‘speakers.

GATE (01895 833099), the manufacturers of the

audiophiie stereo decoder for the Leak Troughline tuner on
offer in this month's competition, had a tasty valve system up
and running. Fronted by said Leak, decoder and a line-level
valve pre-amp, and powered by their 300B single-ended
amplifier into a pair of large Posselte loudspeakers there
were some airy and open sounds coming from the room.

It was a case of vinyl galore in the main hall where picture
discs as well as standard LPs were on sale.

hi-fi shop? Well, watch it
again these days and it just
doesn't ring quite so true.
Since the early Eighties
most of Britain's
hi-fi retail fraternity
have cleaned up
their act. Dealers
are no longer
prone to jargon-
packed soliloquies
about some or
other product, and
most show a
worrying tendency
to let customers
make up their own
minds.
Unfortunately
the same can't be
said of car audio. Note that
I've omitted to use the
term ‘hi-fi’ in the same
sentence. because nine
times out of ten it's
nowhere near fi, let alone
high. In-car entertainment
(to use its original
nomenclature, circa 1977)
is, as Arthur Daley would
say, "A nice little earner,
Terence". As a £250m
industry, sales are
measured in truck-loads
rather than units, and
unlike real hi-fi, selling
requires little from dealers.
Where real hi-fi retailers
toil to sell £130 bookshelf
’speakers (bi-wiring them
up to buyers' systems in
single-’speaker dem rooms,
etc.), most in-car audio
gets no such attention to
detail.
Recently, after the
passing of my car's original
Pioneer car radio cassette,

I've experienced this
firsthand. Out to buy some
new music for me motor,
I've been little short of
appalled at the complete
lack of knowledge and
commitment shown by
most dealers I visited.
Picture the scene. Yours
truly enters an impressive

looking (from the outside
at least) retail
establishment. Wading past
acres of mobile phones, I
finally realise I've reached
the car section thanks to
the strangely distorted low-
frequency rasps coming
from a small tin can with
'subwoofer' writ large on
its front. "Can I 'elp you,
mate?", mutters our man.
Judging by what I've just
seen I doubt that very
much.

Anyway, I say I want a
good, basic radio cassette
for around 300 notes,
including a pair of decent
small ’speakers. Funny
then that the first thing he
demonstrates is an £800
Alpine CD system with a
flatulent subwoofer and
four 'speakers bigger than
my car wheels. I guess he
can't have heard me right -
not surprising with all that

noise.

I head towards the
cheapies from Sony,
Pioneer and Kenwood.
Matey boy switches each
one on in turn, cranks up
the bass, treble and volume
to maximum and searches
for a loudness button to
complete the job. We're

greeted by the sound of a
40W op-amp being
overdriven - not as loud as
Motorhead, but no less
distorted. The dem consists
of hearing each stereo
played at '11', proving no
more than how gracefully
each amplifier clips.

I turn them down to
half volume and set the
tone controls to off. That's
better - now I can actually
hear how they sound. Not
bad is the answer - the
cassette decks are good,
and the radios adequately
clean and clear, if a touch
synthesiser-ish.
Unfortunately I get about
ten seconds to listen
before the guy starts up
about the remotes, how
many ’speakers they'll
drive, whether you can use
'a graphic, etc, etc. Oh
well, never mind.

After doing the rounds

of all West London's
dealers, I eventually
plumped for a Sony
XR-4750RDS radio cassette
and XS-7303 loudspeakers.
Still without a real feel for
how it would sound, I set
about installing it in my
car. The results were fairly
impressive. The clean,
high-current power from a
battery that car audio uses
is every hi-fi designer's
dream, so at least it's off to
a good start - but [ still
question whether it's hi-fi.

Naturally, I did some
experimentation while
installing everything, and
ended up with a real
improvement to the sound.
Spectra Dynamics’
Foculpods and Deflex
panels were used to isolate
the stereo from vibration,
and more Deflex was
applied to the insides of
the door skins to deaden
the loudspeakers’
environment. Finally, the
dreadful supplied
‘'speaker wires were
replaced by a few
metres of DNM
solid core.

The result? A
secure, stable
sound from the
cassette with low
wow, flutter and
hiss. And pleasant
FM stereo too, if
not as smooth as
the analogue tuner
of my 1978
Pioneer. The
'4x35W' amp section is
clean, if a little chrome-
plated, but an
improvement on my
Pioneer's five watts of
discrete transistor power
nonetheless. But the Sony
polypropylene coned
three-way ’speakers were
the best surprise - far
superior to the soggy
paper Pioneer co-axials I
prised from my door
panels.

So now it's back to the
familiar smells of my trusty
Triumph two-seater -
Castrol GTX seeping from
the rocker gasket, ATF
from the diff and the odd
splash of anti-freeze
leaking from the radiator.
Not an ideal environment
for my new in-car
entertainment, but short of
becoming a car hi-fi dealer,
I doubt I'll ever be able to
afford better!

Do Kenwood have a MiniDisc success on their hands with the DM-9090
recorder, wonders Jon Marks?

an Kenwood's new £550 DM-
9090, with the latest ATRAC
1 4.5 processing, keep the torch
burning for MiniDisc now that CD-RW
has arrived?

Like the DM-7090 (reviewed in April
'97) it boasts Kenwood's proprietary
D.R.LV.E. (Dynamic Resolution
Intensive Vector Enhancement) to
smooth low-level waveforms. This
should add up to a more atmospheric
sound with better sound staging.

Tina Turner's Simply The Best
compilation managed a fully-formed
sound stage with fine depth as well as
width. It also had its share of low-down
bump and grind rhythm thanks to
chunky basslines like those on 'l Can't
Stand The Rain'. The Kenwood
surprised me with the sheer funkiness
of the music it was playing - this was
real living-room danceable stuff.

The same drive and pace came
through with The Fugees’ The Score
album. Upper bass was taut and hard

while lower bass had a bit of a boost to
it that added weight and slam without it
booming loosely around the room. That
characteristic spaciousness also put in a
second appearance.

Now it was time to try recording an
analogue signal through the 20-bit
D.R.LV.E. analogue to digital convertor.
On Stravinsky's Firebird | was greeted
by the same kind of atmospheric,
involving sound I'd heard with Tina
Turner and The Fugees. Dynamically the
copy was only a shade slower than the
original across most frequencies, a lack
of punch and definition in the lower
bass stopping the ‘9090 scoring higher.
The sound stage was smaller than the
original’s too, but the images within it
were solid as a rock.

If it's digital copies as opposed to
analogue you're after, simply select one
of the three digital inputs (two co-axial
and one optical) with the Rec Input
button then press Rec twice.
Comparing two copies, one analogue
and one digital, of the
Stravinsky piece, | found the
digital version obviously
better - it was crisper, more
transparent and had more
slam as well.

The DM-9090 is one of
the best MiniDisc players I've
come across, but how would
it fare against Philips' CDR
870, especially bearing in mind
basic MiniDiscs cost about £4,
better sounding ones like
Sony’s 60min ES about £6?

CD-Rs, which can be burned once only,
can be had for £2-£4.

With a copy of the Stravinsky made
through exactly the same equipment
and cables | have to say the Philips was
generally superior. It might not have
been as involving as the DM-9090 but it
was cleaner, more detailed and more
controlled on both analogue and digital
recordings. By comparison the
Kenwood was rather blurred and fuzzy,
although it had a wider range of tonal
colour and weightier bass.

Kenwood's DM-9090 is an excellent
MiniDisc recorder, whether it's replay
or recording in question. It has a
smooth, engaging presentation that will
make it a lot of MiniDisc friends. As a
digital recorder though, it is outstripped
by Philips' CDR 870, which happens to
be £50 cheaper to boot

orn loudspeakers are one of
H those subjects which can raise
the heart-beat of dedicated
enthusiasts. Problem is, there are so
many different kinds of horns, with so
many different applications, not all of
which are really hi-fi. However,
Lowther is a name which has become
synonymous with horn loudspeakers,
some of which are truly excellent.
l.owther started producing hi-fi

amplifiers and tuners in the early 1930s
in the large wooden radiogram-style
cabinet that was ubiquitous at the time.
What was unusual was that the better
quality sets did not generally have built-
in loudspeakers. The natural partner
was the Paul Voigt Corner Horn
loudspeaker, and the two items were
generally sold together.

The PM4 had such a large magnet assembly
it came with a handle to make it easier to
life.

HI-FI WORLD
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This loudspeaker
was an amazing unit,
with its small, six-inch
full-range cone and very
large, powerful
electromagnet. Later
modifications included
fitting a 'whizzer' cone
to the centre of the
main cone to improve
high frequencies and
produce a response
that extended past
3kHz. Remember,
we're talking mid-1930s
here, and this kind of
specification was
ground-breaking at the
time.

After the Second World War, Paul
Voigt left England, having been almost
driven out because of his German
name, and eventually settled in Canada,
leaving his loudspeaker designs in the
hands of Lowther. By the early 1950s
the range of ’speakers had progressed
to a handful of different models,
although the original Voigt Corner
Horn remained.

Lowther had done a lot of work on
permanent magnets as replacements for
mains-energised types - the original
Voigt mains-energised units required
42watts of power at 200volts DC to
work! So the new PMI driver retained
the same performance as the original
Voigt but was easier to use and marked
a new era for Lowther.

The American designer Stewart
Hegeman then became involved and

produced a new flagship horn known
simply as 'The Hegeman'. This relied on
the same basic twin-cone driver allied
to the new PM4 magnet unit, which has
the most unbelievably powerful gap-flux
of 24,000Gauss - stronger than anything
else | have ever seen.

The Hegeman has a huge monster
of a cabinet, four feet tall, four feet wide
and two feet deep. It has a folded bass
horn to the rear (or, more correctly,
underneath) the driver and a plaster-of-
Paris midrange and treble horn. | am
lucky enough to have picked up one of
these and | cannot tell you how much |
would give to make a stereo pair - itis a
truly awesome loudspeaker.

By the late 1950s stereo was
becoming popular, and most of
Lowther's models were huge. As a
result, the constant-width rear-horn
Acousta, built to work with the PMé
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and PM7 units, was born. These two
drivers had physically smaller magnets
than the earlier PM1 but, through the
use of new materials such as Ticonal,
these were actually much more
powerful, especially in the PM7 model.

The Acousta cabinet is simple
enough in terms of construction. It isn't
exactly small or attractively-
proportioned by modern standards but
it isn't so big a pair won't fit in a
modern room. One advantage it does
have over more modern loudspeakers
is that it often works better situated in
a corner - it is not the kind of "speaker
that appreciates sitting in open space.
This is basically because its horn mouth
is designed to work in conjunction with
the wall and floor to effectively increase
its size and lower its bass cut-off
frequency.

| find the sound of the Lowthers
beguiling. They are very efficient - in a
cabinet, the PM7 hits over 103dB/watt.
A good, clean valve amplifier is the best
way of driving Acoustas. Lowther make
some rather optimistic claims about
power handling which, in reality, is
about |5watts. Mind you, that translates
into more than {1 1dB in-room, and
that's LOUD! A ’speaker of 83dB/watt

The Acousta’s horn mouth is set low so that

side walls and floor act to increase its area
and so extend bass downwards.

would require in excess of |kW per
channel to go that loud, if it could
handle so much power.

The Lowthers' frequency response
is hardly ruler flat, but the older the
unit is, the smoother it gets. A new
drive unit or one freshly repaired will
take around three years to run in. This
is because the cone is so very light its
sound is heavily influenced by the age of
the roll surround and spider.

The treble is very directional so you
have to sit fully on axis to get the best
out of it. When you do, you'll find its
quality is excellent, similar to an
electrostatic, only more dynamic.

On first audition, a pair of Acoustas
may sound flat, lacking in definition and
bass-light. The longer you listen though,
the more you become aware of just
how much there is going on in the
music that lesser moving coil

feature

magnets fitted from the early 1980s are
not as good as their Alnico
counterparts.

Never use Lowther drivers with
any transistor amps that have a switch-
on 'thud’ - the thin, delicate voice-coil
wire will fall off the coil former. This
can happen more easily than you might
think because Lowther wind on the
inside of the coil former as well as the
outside to obtain maximum efficiency.

Despite their faults, like a slightly
boxy sound, the Acoustas are a very
enjoyable listen. The fact they're
efficient is an added bonus. They are an
easy load too (early ones are rated at
| Sohms, later black-chassis versions at
8ohms) but have a high average
impedance curve. This makes it hard
for a low-power amplifier with high
output impedance to drive them
correctly.

Alnico and ceramic magnets are distinguished by their different shapes. The Alnico on the
left is small and bulbous while the ceramic on the right is flatter and larger in diameter.

loudspeakers miss out on. | recently
made a recording of a drummer for
sampling purposes and playing it back
over the Lowthers was a scary
experience it was so life-like.

Lowther drivers do have their
problems - they are very easily damaged
and cost a small fortune to put right.
When buying second-hand, unless you
have documentary evidence they have
been replaced, budget on the foam
surrounds being rotten. Even if they
look okay, they may still be past their
best. Newer units (recognisable for a
black chassis) have updated surrounds
that do not suffer this but the cones are
not as well made in my opinion. Also
look out for magnets that have been
swapped over - the late ceramic

Steer clear of later MDF Acoustas
and the narrow dual-position or corner
types which have the driver pointing up
at 45degrees. Stick to the pre-1970
plywood incarnations and 'A' (Alnico:
aluminium/nickel/cobalt) magnets on
either PM6s or PM7s. Also check out
the rare PM| and Audiovector models.
Lowther made some impressive valve
power amplifiers as well although these
are rarer than hens' teeth. Avoid
Lowther's early experiments with
transistors; like many amps from solid-
state's infancy they're not particularly
good.

A good pair of Acoustas with
PM6As or PM7As will command a price
of around £300-£500 and that's money
well spent ®
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ive music - there’s
L nothing quite like it.

Not even the very
best, most expensive hi-fi
systems can offer quite the
same emotion, atmosphere
and involvement as a good
live performance. Whether
the gig you've just been to
was acoustic or electric,
coming home to your hi-fi
is always a bit of a
disappointment. As reader
Nicholas Davis said in the
Letter Of The Month, Nov
1997, hi-fi is ‘only a means
to an end’. Jon Marks
agreed, and I think it is a
sentiment that most of us
can relate to. There’s
nothing more pitiful than
someone with a system
worth thousands of
pounds and only a dozen
or so ‘test discs’ deemed
worthy of a listen. Get too
carried away with the
equipment and it’s
frighteningly easy to
wake up one day
and find yourself
listening to the hi-fi
rather than the
music.

Yet, as Jon Marks
also stated, the
point is that many
people see music as
a means of
relaxation rather
than a social event.
For this reason, the
comfort of your own home
can be preferable to the
possible discomfort and
often questionable
acoustics of a live event. A
very different sound is
required, one that is
beguiling and soothing
rather than one that leaves
your ears ringing long after
you return home. In short,
many home hi-fi systems
are deliberately sugary and
coloured to aid long-term
listening pleasure. But this
isn’t everyone’s concept of
good hi-fi. Some
manufacturers would
rather get as close to a live
performance as possible,
and the methods used can
be quite intriguing.

Loudspeakers are the
only part of the hi-fi system
whose performance relies
heavily on a room’s
acoustic. Hence it’s here
we see the most effort
being made to create a
greater sense of realism of
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sound. Central to the
design rationale of several
manufacturers is the fact
that when attending a live
performance, or in
everyday life, we hear a
mix of both direct and
reflected sound. To create
a full picture of the
acoustic, our brains need

are addicted to rhythm above all else.”

both kinds of sound.
Without reflected signals
we would be left with an
anechoic chamber-style
presentation which sounds
acoustically 'dead'.
Obviously, in most
listening environments
there is a certain amount
of reflected sound. Some
manufacturers, one of the
best known being Bose,
take this idea one stage
further by deliberately
bouncing the sound off
rear and side walls. This
can be done in a variety of
ways like placing midrange
drive units and tweeters at
the side or rear of the
loudspeaker cabinets.
With the increasing
interest in audio-visual
products, bipolar
loudspeakers are making
something of a comeback;
a tepid one mind, but a
comeback nonetheless. A
bipolar 'speaker usually
looks fairly conventional

from the front but peek
around the rear and rather
than finding the customary
port hole and binding
posts, you'll find another
tweeter and maybe a
woofer. Again, the idea is

and less ‘boxy’ sound. It’s
the thing to have for rear
'speakers in a home
cinema system, so there
are plenty of bipolars
around from mass-market
manufacturers.

You'll also find some of
the more esoteric
companies, such as Mirage,
following the same kind of
formula. As with many
areas of hi-fi, it’s the mid-
price area which makes or
breaks technologies that
dare to be different. I was
therefore keen to hear
Canadian Paradigm's floor
standing bipolar
loudspeaker, the Esprit.
How did it sound? Well,
provided it was sited in a
largish room away from the
rear wall, there was a sense
of scale, and what can only
be described as a ‘wall of
sound’, that few ’speakers
could match. Whether the
design will catch on in the
dimensionally-challenged

living rooms of the UK,
however, remains to be
seen.

Life-like realism comes
in more flavours than
expansive sound staging.
Many audiophiles are
addicted to rhythm above
all else. Linn and Naim
have built something of a
reputation for just
such a rhythmic
foot-tapping
quality from their
electronics and
loudspeakers.

Another name
to look out for, if
you're seeking
thrills, is
Rehdeko.

appear to be little
more than a pair of 6in. by
4in. in-car drive units
slapped into a cheap
cabinet. A first listen will
also be rather
disconcerting, questioning
all your assumptions as to
how hi-fi should sound.
But leave the room and
listen from the outside
and you could easily be
fooled, with smaller
scale music at least, into
thinking real musicians
were in the room. Listen
some more and it’s not
hard to see why Rehdeko,
like Naim, have such a
loyal following.

Hi-fi that thrills is great,
but then so is a system that
soothes after a hard day at
work. The only real answer
is to have a house with at
least two or three different
hi-fi systems to cater for all
your different moods! Oh,
and don’t forget live music
either. Now, where did I
leave that lottery ticket?

Bob Dylan is unwell and has become a
musical Jeffrey Barnard (RIP). We are not
talking about the airborne-chicken
infection he contracted earlier this year,
we're talking the rancour embattling his
very soul. But that's OK - the one thing
you learn from Dylan is that the more up
desolation row he is, the better the
quality of his music.

Like its maker, Time Out Of Mind is
grizzled and mean, and a thankful return
to form after years of mediocre output
and pointless Willbury travellin’. It also
sees him back with old sparring partner
Daniel Lanois, producer of his last good
album, 1989’s Oh Mercy which saw him
rail against environmental neglect.

It's easy to see what's eating Bob -
age, cynicism and the lack of a true love.

In many ways he is on the same ground
as Blood On The Tracks though there is
nothing here to really compare with
"Tangled Up In Biue'.

What we have in spades here is the
Blues. Clever lyrical trickery is out of the
window. He's not singing about Captain
Ahab and the whale, he's out to expose
the worthlessness of his own soul and
sing about broken hearts and damaged
lives - there's a lot of those about, after
all.

This much is clear from the opener,
‘Love Sick’ where Bob’s vocals seem very
spooky, crying out the pain of
disappointment. The eeriness is more
than matched by the later 'Standing In
The Doorway' in which he mourns,
“Yesterday everything was going too fast,
Today it's moving too siow.”

This theme continues through
'Million Miles' and 'Tryin' To Get To
Heaven' until perhaps the finest chapter
in this documented despair, 'Not Dark
Yet'. If the song wasn't so tuneful and the
voice not so strong and forceful, you'd be
forgiven for reaching for the next litre of
sourmash,

‘Cold Irons Bound', another high-
point of the album, reels again with the
force of the Blues and boy, can’t he do it
well.

Bob slips slightly downhill, giving us the
thankfully brief 'Make You Feel My Love'
and the lacklustre 'Can’t Wait', a loose,
Bluesy ballad which makes you think you
can.

Only two things have traditionally
come from Wigan - piers and rugby
hardmen. From now on there is
something else - The Verve, who have,
with Urban Hymns, just made the
album of their lives. George Orwell
once took the road to Wigan pier.
The Verve took the M| straight down
to the capital, where a
month ago they blew Oasis
off the stage at Earl’s
Court.

Now completely
established in the UK,
Urban Hymns is definitely
in the draw along with
Radiohead’s OK Computer
for Album Of The Year.
And this comes only two
years after vocalist Richard
Ashcroft’s dissolute
lifestyle and tortuous
relationship with guitarist
and songwriter Nick
McCabe led to a
breakdown and practically
the demise of the group.

Suddenly the tide
turned and the band was
resurrected in full force
with their troubles put
behind them. Somehow,
out of nowhere they managed to
conjure up this juggernaut of an album.

Kicking off with 'Bitter Sweet
Symphony', a peach of a song which
has already done the rounds and
climbed to the top of the charts, we
have a classic anthem, in, say, the
mode of Massive Attack’s sweeping
'Unfinished Sympathy'. It's more
complete and gloriously full-bodied
than even that though - in fact it's so
good there’s the danger that it might
engulf the rest of the album.

We need not fear. The next few
tracks hold their own convincingly
enough. You don't have to know the
iambic pentameter to realise that the

Barry defined a musical generation and
was as much a musical icon as Serge
Gainsbourg and Burt Bacharach. The
reason no one remembers him is his
quest to stay out of the public eye.

As soon as you hear the lazy opening
beats of The Persuaders theme tune
though, you start on a fantastic voyage of
self-discovery, with almost no
exceptions.

country-tinged 'Sonnet' is pure poetry.
At its core is a strummed acoustic
which is picked up and finally carried
off in a crescendo of strings, a pattern
also used successfully later in their
Nol single, 'The Drugs Don’t Work'
and 'Lucky Man’, the album’s best
track.

As you travel through Urban
Hymns it becomes increasingly
apparent that the Verve are big Stones
fans. And, like Primal Scream,

especially like Primal Scream, they
have a shameless tendency to churn
out those famous chunky riffs as if they
had exclusive rights. Take the bruising
'Rolling People’ - it is never more than
a breath away from Mick’s mouth and
there is also a very distinctly Stonesy
feel in the mellower 'One Day' and
indeed ‘The Drugs Don’t Work'.

Unlike The Primals, however, the
results are original and not Exile On
Main Street ll; despite many of the
tracks wearing Stones clothing, they
are not strait-jacketed by them.

Songs such as 'Catching The
Butterfly', 'Neon Wilderness' and
'Weeping Willow' are not just

interesting interfudes but show The
Verve to have a rounded
understanding of how Rock music
should operate in the '90s. Like
Radiohead they can play with the
ambient, the dreamy and the heavy
and brutal equally to make music
which literally soars (above the
competition). It's a case of using '60s
and '70s Rock sensibilities and blending
them in an original format for the
modern era. Often it’s a spot of
quirkiness or a new
instrument that serves to
change the mood. Often it’s
just a switch in vocal styles.

At times The Verve
sound very jamesish in feel.
Take 'This Time' - all jaunty
vocals and funky little beats -
Richard does an amazing
impersonation of Tim Booth.

Later on, in 'Velvet
Morning' we have an almost
Neil Diamond sound - but a
grumpy, bad tempered
Diamond who has got out of
the wrong side of the bed.
This is a great track which
has the wonderful lyric, “If
Life was a game, you tried.” -
the ultimate put-down for
you to try out on your
flatmates.

The album ends defiantly
with 'Come On' which sees
The Verve spoiling for a fight - an
immense track which like the Stone
Roses’ brilliant 'l Am The
Resurrection' literally blows you away.
It makes the perfect last track.

Urban Hymns fulfils wildly all the
promise of their two past albums A
Storm In Heaven and A Northern
Soul, and will no doubt represent a
great leap forward.

In a distinct contrast to OK
Computer which is conceived in the
ethereal, Urban Hymns is of the
street. It is positive, lairy and
downright dirty. Overall what it offers
is anything but a bleak outlook on life.
Wigan has never been this pretty @
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Bond themes here, from Shirley Bassey's
sultry 'Diamonds Are Forever' to Matt
Munro’s ‘From Russia With Love', but
there are also those other Bondesque
interludes like 'Space March’ which are as
much |B as his array of life-saving gadgets.
Lesser-known gems like "Wednesday’s
Child' from The Quiller Memorandum
and 'The Ipcress File' will get you
reaching for your Walther PPK just as
surely.

For my money, however, the
inclusion of ‘Midnight Cowboy' sends the
collection into the realms of the must-
buy category.

On the whole John Barry's intriguing
collection conjures up an elegance and
grandeur in music now sadly long gone.
And yes, in an ideal world everyone
drives a British-made sports car with
leather upholstery, convertible roof and
chick to match.

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HOMOGENIC
ONE LITTLE INDIAN TPLP71CD

Oh strange one, how you entertain!

Less heralded than earlier efforts,
stranger, sadder and slower, nonetheless
Homogenic still captures that moody,
spine-tingling emotional feel so often
associated with the little one herself.

With kiss and tells, violent airport
outbursts and maniac stalker escapades
clearly beginning to take their toll on the
Icelandic beauty, she wisely opted for the
quiet, secluded life in Southern Spain to
record her latest LP. Away from the
pressures of life in London high up in the
Andalucian mountains her famously
eccentric spirit was able to soar once
again. Balearic beats didn't come into it,
however, and Homagenic has a much
more rugged, ice-cold Icelandic feel to it.
More appropriately it has that twisted,
tragic meandering of a Flamenco singer in
full swing. Yes, this is quite a haunted
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work of art.

Those happy purchasers of earlier
works Debut and the nore complex
Post will find her latest work less
commercial than the first but more
digestible than the second. it may be
sombre but it is also intimate, intuitive
and powerfully emotional.

When she excels, particularly in the
flamenco-style 'Hunting', in ‘Joga’ (a love
song for her best friend) and 'Immature’,
it is because her primal vocals are honed
to perfectly match the often complex
orchestral arrangements. In terms of
grandeur, 'Joga’ is probably the best thing
she has done since 'Play Dead'.

The music is rich indeed and the
ideas typically madcap as you would
expect. 'Bachelorette’, another highlight,
is a demented dream sequence where
she envelopes her lover in various
elemental guises, as water, as a tree and,
incredibly, as a path of cinders. Read in
this what you will but the imagination
cannot be underestimated. Like Dali, one
of the most colourful and complex artists
of the 20th century, she must be left to
rant and ramble.

There are violins all over the shop
(most played by her coterie of Icelandic
friends with unpronounceable names)
and even a touch of harp (Immature').
The overall effect, however, is a
landscape of fairly austere sound,
reminiscent of David Sylvian’s solo work
and, at times, Portishead. There is little
of the Poppy commercial humour that
bathed Debut (eg, 'Big Time Sensuality')
and occasionally Homogenic feels rather
cruel and leaden and like a lump of
granite, truty monolithic.

Homogenic misfires completely on a
couple of tracks; on the dirgey and
dreadful 'Pluto’ and the experimentaily
ambitious '5 Years'. The latter fails
because it attempts to marry Bjork’s
voice with a backdrop of what sounds
like interrupted radio signals or someone
chewing cardboard. In spite of these
tracks, this LP is generally a definite "97
classic. Sure, it's an acquired taste, but
wasn't her first and very haunting single
‘Birthday' with the Sugarcubes? If you are
a fan of the Icelandic growls and
screeches and hanker for left-field
originality this is definitely one for you.

Bjork has had her share of bad times
of late and this album is very much tinged
with sadness and pain. It marks a return
to her anarchic best and should be
listened to alone. For this is not the party
album of the year, but one for sufferers
the world over.

Hailing from the North
London/Hertfordshire fringes, Rupert
Parkes (aka Photek) was getting into
Kraftwerk and Tangerine Dream when
every kid aspired to be the new George
Michael. The legacy of robots hunched
over bleepy home computers with their
rigid, tinny rhythms is spectacularly
brought back to life by Photek.

The concept: a seminal, non-Dance
Drum 'n’ Bass album. Instead of
breakbeats galore, samples and
occasional songs with vocals, Photek has
plumped for shifting Ambient textures
with little in the way of division between
tracks.

The android warms up with a whole
series of fairly commonplace machine-
based rhythms, sparse floating loops and
flurries of drums until we finally find a
lease of life with title track 'Modus
Operandi', and this only because he uses
piano, guitar and double-bass for a
melodic Acid Jazz blend. The frantic and
much more Drum ‘n’ Bass-inspired 'KJZ'
is also good but begs the question, why
did we have to wait so long before the
energy was found?

Much of this is reminiscent of Bowie
and Eno’s 'Low'/'Heroes' collaborations
from the 70s. It boldly tries to be
innovative and dream-like but
increasingly ends up like Tangerine
Dream’s Warsaw Concerts album - ie, a
dull album served up in a place you have
no desire to be.

Modus Operandi is OK as far as it
goes but it could have been so much
better. Photek’s piece on LT| Bukem'’s
Logical Progressions compilation,
'Pharach’, was one of the centrepieces
on an album of worthy tracks. Which
makes the offering here more than a

HARMLESS HURTCD 004

Whether you know him better as Roger
S, the slick sounding S-Man or simply
Sanchez, you'll certainly recognise his
tunes. The manic Hispanic from New
York has had a prodigious output over
the last ten years which have seen him
remix and produce some of the greatest
House/Garage tracks this side of 1990.
Unlike the trademark piano sounds of
Frankie Knuckles or the unforgettable
Hard Funk of Todd Terry's overworked
drum patterns, Roger Sanchez has
managed to remain flexible, diverse and
happening in his own special way.

The latest compilation to feature
him has nothing to do with the Radio
One show of the same name but it does
boast the renowned personal remixes
and productions of some of the biggest
names in Dance music plus some
creations of his own. The tracks
Harmless Recordings have chosen for
this compilation reflect their own and
Sanchez's Techno diversity. After all, the

labels last smash was with some of
Sanchez's mates, Kenny Dope Gonzalez
and Lil' Louis Vega, aka 'Masters At
Work', the DJs who put the Latin into
Latin House.

They have since progressed
successfully into the lucrative market of
more mainstream Dance, leaving the
murky world of the underground scene
to artists like Todd Terry and Sanchez.

The album is split into two parts,
one disc of 'Ultimate Anthems', a more
uplifting collection of jumpy basslines
and Garage vocals, and a second of
‘Underground Classics', with slightly
harder but still amenable music.

For me, this album starts off firing
on all 'speakers, gets better, briefly
satisfies and then flattens out slightly.
The tracks on the first disc, the
'Ultimate Anthems' are very familiar -
they're the sort of tunes you pray they'll
play to prevent your fair-weather
clubbing mates from leaving early. Once
they've heard the likes of Incognito's
'Givin' It Up' and Brand New Heavies'
'Midnight At The Oasis’ they should be
begging for more.

Admittedly Sanchez has to share the
glory here with the Acid Jazz bands’
supremely groove-packed songs but the
mixes are great. No such qualifications
for the fabulous vocal moments of 'Take
Me Back To Love' by Kathy Sledge.
However, after the Garage-drenched
version of M People's 'Movin’ on Up',
the peak of Sanchez's indulgence of the
Pop world, we go progressively darker,
although seamlessly of course.

Here we're in the acceptable part of
the 'underground’, a kind of deep and
Dubby House, until we arrive, almost
full circle at one point during the side,

Surfer/designer looking types without
shades but exuding relaxed elegance
appear too nice to be involved in the
Florida beats scene. After all, the
sunshine state's only other exports of
note have been Murk's funky Garage
and hard cops Crocket and Tubbs. But
that's OK because the music
constructed by the trio of Q-Burns
Abstract Message, D] BMF, Pimp Daddy
Nash and friends contains no nastiness
whatsoever.

Nicely flipped out somewhere
between Trip-Hop and Electronica,
Sound In The Eighth Dimension is more



Hip than Trip and gives a cool, if
somewhat tame view of a genre where
Funk is more important than Pump. The
main treats in this selection are
memorable for their head-stretching
melodies rather than their beats.

Healthily musical without being too
out there, Sounds is a lively assortment
of the best moments from Florida's
answer to the Blue Note Club in
London. Unlike the planned chaos
prevalent there, this album draws its
energy from neat arrangements,
simmering landscapes and strong,
saturating vocals.

'Shelter’ by Lickerish Quartet gently
tests the listener's taste buds with some
sweet and Trancey Drum ’n’ Bass while
Q-Burns 'Total Maza' - up-front, up-
tempo and beatsey - squeaks its way
quickly into the brain. Just when you
think you know what these dudes from
Florida are trying to do they come up
with 'llladin’, a masterful collaboration of
Q-Burn and D) BMF designed to slow
you right back down again.

Just to prove they're really up to
date the boys and girls of Eighth
Dimension pop in a sumptuous Drum 'n’
Bass number, 'Listening (I Promise)’ near
the end complete with psychoactive
samples from something out of Buck

Rogers with groovy sax, and sexy
vocals. This is a real party stomper that
hints for better things to come from
Lickerish Quartet.

DANCE 2000
DISTANCE RECORDS

Soulful and chilled-out, Dance 2000
marks the sad departure of one of
House music's pioneers, Larry Heard,
also known as ‘Mr Fingers'. Legend has
it that this digit reference stemmed
from Larry’s talent for, er, swift hand
movements during his early days of

synth meddling and fanatical mixing.

Now it seems a digital reference
would be more appropriate. After years
of production work with the biggest
names - Virgin, FFRR and Mercury to
name but a few - Larry’s giving up the
music biz for the less hectic world of
computer programming.

Unsurprisingly, Dance 2000 is a
slickly-produced slice of mature Chicago
House and a fitting close to a great
career. Mr Heard is responsible for all
compositions, engineering, keyboard
improvisation, mixing and computer,
synthesiser and drum programming, so
this really is the definitive album for fans
of the master.

Musically, Dance 2000 blends
mellow, refined basslines with haunting
melodic chimes, flawlessly mixed to a
dinner-party level of sophistication. The
conversation goes like this; ‘Saga Of The
Evil Queen’ for a Jazzy schmooze with
infectious sampling; ‘Pleasure Island’, if
you're feeling like a funk; or ‘Dancefloor
Seduction’ and its subtle acidic touch
when it's time for after-dinner mints.

Best kept for grown-ups and special
occasions is this album. Mr Finger's
Dance 2000 should be treated like a
good bottle of whisky and appreciated
for its purity and maturity.

COLLECTED WORKS
HOOJ CHOONS

Is your record
collection cool? Only if
your K-L section
includes an Oliver Lieb
release. Mine was sadly
deficient and | was
mourning that unfilled
gap deeply until this LSG
album turned up. Here's
a tip; if any of Oliver
Lieb's aliases - Spicelab,
Ambush, LSG,
Paragliders or Arte
Bionico - ever come
your way in the trusty
local record shop, BUY THEM. The
same goes for this special release too,
LSG, Collected Works takes
tracks from the first two Lieb albums
which date back to the late '80s/early
'90s, a time of flourishing German

underground Techno. As neither of
the original albums were released in
the UK back then, Hooj Choons
really are offering a gift of an album
here which you can't afford to miss
(unless you're Christmas skint, of

W

course).
Sound-wise, Lieb's style has
been described as ‘skirting the
borders between Techno and
hard Trance’ and ‘an exploration
across light and dark and all points
between'. Both are so true but
neither says it all.
Lieb's work is always
characterised by a certain ‘je ne
sais quoi’, a natural tunefulness
which comes alive through
minimal Industrial Trance. Nearly
a decade on his music still sounds
100% fresh - the melodic charm of
opener 'Fragile Part 2' elevates
the album straight to Dance
Anthem status. ‘Netherworld’
puts a strong case for keeping it
there: even if you've never heard Lieb
before, you'll remember this track
from somewhere.

KHMER
ECM ECMI 560

Here's a record I've been hoping for
from the German Jazz and New Music
label ECM for quite some time. The
whole notion of electric Jazz has
received such a drubbing since the late
'70s that, for far too long, it was nigh-on
impossible to admit to having ever
blissed-out to the likes of the
Mahavishnu Orchestra et al. We haven't
had those kinds of reservations here,
needless to say. Still, it's nice at last to
see long-forgotten work from the '70s
by Herbie Hancock and Eddie
Henderson and even Miles Davis finally
getting the respect it's due.

It would be all too easy to think that
a label like ECM stood for everything
that electric Jazz was categorically not
about. Instead it’s always been about
flawless recordings of almost entirely
acoustic performances, a certain Folkish
lyricism that absolutely eschews
grandstanding (always the chief gripe
many had with a lot of Jazz Rock) and
minimalist, typographically superb
packaging.

But this view of the label's
development overlooks certain key
records in its repertoire that remain
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among Jazz Rock's finest moments,
including Julian Priester's Love, Love and
Polarization and Bernie Maupin’s Jewel
In The Lotus.

These records, and Love, Love in
particular, represent all that Jazz Rock
was at its best, combining oblique
sonorities and anguiar rhythms with
ferocious group-improvising: in short, all
that should have followed in the wake of
Miles’ first forays into electric territory,
but so rarely did. If these records
remain overlooked in any telling of the
ECM story, it must be, in part, a
deliberate move on the label's part, for
these records remain untouched in the
label's considerable reissue programme.
One wonders, will they ever see the
light of day?

The release of this new set by
trumpeter Nils Petter Molvaer suggests
that maybe they will. For Khmer, in
many ways, taps into a certain Jazz Rock
zeitgeist in that it wilfully combines
acoustic and electric instruments with
‘ethnic’ Folk melodies, long solo and
group improvisations and, occasionally,
some really fierce noise making in ways
that manage to avoid the pitfalls of
Fusion's empty gestures. It also, for a lot
of the time, works very, very well
indeed.

Molvaer, who also contributes
guitar, bass, percussion and samples, is
ably abetted by a group of rather fine
Scandinavian musicians: guitarists Elvind
Aarset, Roger Ludvigsen and Morten
Molster; drummer Rune Arnesen;
samples manipulator Ulf Holand: and,
contributing 'sound treatments', Reider
Skar.

Now, I'll come clean, only Molvaer is
known to me of this lot, but whatever,
one look at that line-up gives quite a few
clues as to what's going on here. First
up, the presence of four guitar players.

The guitar is, of course, the iconic
Jazz Rock instrument and has been

responsible for some of the music's
finest and most disastrous work (er, say,
John McLaughlin and Al Di Meola
respectively). Miles Davis himself would
regularly deploy two full-on improvising
guitar players in his '70s groups.

The guitars here never really deliver
quite the ferocity that I'd hoped for, but
they add a huge depth of colour and
power to the music.

The other point to note is the
presence of so much programming.
Khmer doesn't simply resurrect Jazz
Rock tropes, but rather combines them
with contemporary, post-Ambient
soundscaping technologies. This is
something going on elsewhere, in the
work of, among others, Bill Laswell,
Dave Douglas, Paul Schutze and Rhys
Chatham, and this should not come as a
surprise. Certain musical ideas
introduced to the music in the early '70s
have, over the course of the last ten
years, started to show overtly in the
work of many music makers who came
to light in Ambient's wake.

| have to say there are some
moments when | really don't think this
works, not because it can't but because
certain choices being made in the
rhythm programming are, frankly, a little
hoakey for my tastes - just a little too
Camden Market, tie-dye New-Age
gypsy. But these are more than made up
for by some fantastic passages which see
Molvaer’s blistering trumpet cutting a
course through swathes of distorted
guitar, clattering percussion and
unplaceable electric guitar textures.

The album is accompanied by a |2in.
single of mixes from the album by
various London-based music-makers on
the fringes of the Dance scene, which
might give you a clue as to where both
ECM and Molvaer want to take this
music. It's a bold step for the label, and
one with which | hope they stick. | for
one eagerly await Khmer's follow-up.

Well, due to the pressure of work and
other such matters, it looks as though
this will be my last review for these
hallowed pages, so I've been rummaging
around for something really
pyrotechnic; go out with a bang and all
that.

Those of you who have seen
previous reviews of mine will recall
remarks that I've made about the quality
of Concord releases, and these CDs are
no exception. Despite being compilation
albums, all of the tracks are presented
with Concord’s standard crystal-clear
sound and voluminous presence. Unlike
other high-quality recordings, these are
so well balanced that they will give their
best no matter what system they are
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played on.

The package itself has the kind of
tongue-in-cheek (I hope!) pretentiously
hip image reminiscent of times when
serious hip meant owning a black beret
and conversing in soundbite out-takes
from a Top Cat script (Daddy-O!) Not
only that but the CD itself is printed to
resemble that good old black vinyl stuff.
Never mind, if the style isn’t your thing,
you can throw the inserts away and just
enjoy the music, because it really
doesn't need anything to support it.

So what is the music? What makes it
so hip? Well, it really is all you need to
instantly become disgustingly hip in one
easy lesson; none of your fly-by-night
one-hit wonders here! You get some of
the best musicians on Concord (sorry
Concord, but there are some good
musicians out there that you haven’t yet
signed) playing some of the greatest Jazz
around.

Volume One is a twelve-track
selection including Mel Torme singing
Fagen’s ‘Walk Between Raindrops’,
Stephane Grapelli and Martin Taylor on
Wonder's ‘Isn’t She Lovely’, Ruby Braff,
Scott Hamilton, Dave McKenna and
Howard Alden performing
Mancini/Mercer’s ‘Days Of Wine And
Roses’, and Charlie Byrd playing
Jobim/Gimbel/Moraes’ *Girl From
Ipanema’. Those are just the highlights
and remember, it doesn’t cover all the
other little gems in here.

Since his famously successful coupling of
two concertos by Johann Nepomuk
Hummel for the Chandos label back in
the Eighties, piano concertos of the
early-to-mid Romantic period have
provided rich pickings for Stephen
Hough -witness his 1996 award-
winning recording, this time for
Hyperion, of works by the hitherto
obscure Franz Xaver Scharwenka and
Emil von Sauer.

The name of Felix Mendelssohn is
rather better known, but his piano
concertos have remained among the
most neglected of his major orchestral
works. While they may not be in the
class of the ever-popular E minor Viclin

Concerto, they are never less than
engaging and, with a soloist of the
quality of Stephep Hough, frequently
utterly captivating.

Of the two concertos, the Second
in D minor, first performed in
Birmingham in 1837 with the composer
as soloist, is the more substantial. Its
outer movements are reminiscent of
Chopin, while the heart-felt adagio has
something of the devotional quality of
the slow movement of Beethoven's
‘Emperor' concerto. Both works,
though, are principally distinguished by
their pianistic fireworks, with the soloist
often required to play at an electrifying
speed. Hough clearly relishes the
challenge, his fingers dancing through
the glittering torrent of notes, and his
entire approach to the concertos has a
vitality, freshness, delicacy and wit
which comes across as exactly right. It
is all very persuasive.

In addition to the two concertos,
Hyperion generously include three
other pieces for piano and orchestra,
such as the breath-taking Capriccio
Brillant and Rondo Brillant, which alone
establish Mendelssohn's credentials as a
virtuoso in the class of his
contemporaries Chopin and Liszt.
Unlike the latder; however

This recording does much to
redress the balance, with Stephen
Hough's dazzling playing nicely
complemented by the CBSO under
Lawrence Foster, and by a refined and
coherent sound from the ever-
dependable team of Tony Faulkner and
Andrew Keener.

here is impressive, the build-up of
tension and its ultimate release - as in
the climax of Les Preludes - superbly
handled. For once this best-known of
Liszt's symphonic poems, which suffered
the misfortune of being adopted as the
musical embodiment of Nazi
triumphalism, has genuine nobility as
well as excitement, and the 'pastoral
interlude’ is beautifully played.

Les Preludes, its title inspired by the
Lamartine poem of the same name, was
originally intended to become the
overture to a four-movement choral
work, Les Quatres Elements, but Liszt
abandoned this project and revised the
piece to become one of the series of
symphonic poems on which he 'cut his
teeth’ as an orchestral composer prior
to embarking on such large-scale works
as the Faust and Dante Symphonies.

Mazeppa is cast in the same heroic
and colourful mould as Les Preludes
and, again, Sinopoli's command of the
score produces a performance that is
both exciting and convincing.

The playing of the Viennese
orchestra is outstanding in this
evocation of the story of the Polish
aristocrat, Ivan Mazeppa, who - as
is tied
to a wild horse which is driven across
the steppes to the Ukraine. Here he is
rescued by Cossacks and eventually
becomes their warrior leader. Liszt
depicts the action in great orchestral
colour, right down to the crack of the
whip that sets the horse careering on
its turbulent ride. It's terrific stuff.

In contrast, Orpheus is a gentle
hymn to the mythical'creator of music,
with his traditional instrument, the lyre,
represented by harps. Liszt wrote it to
preface a performance of Gluck's Orfeo
et Euridice in Weimar in 1854, a role
for which it was well worthy. Here, too,
Sinopoli's attention to every nuance of

punishment for an illicit liaison -

the score, his careful regulation of
dynamics, brings its rewards.
These qualities are also evident in

And, unlike the
other works on the disc, Sinopoli seems
less committed here, for once
exhibiting a little too much control. Still,
with Liszt's orchestral music
conspicuously out-of-fashion at the
moment, this issue, recorded with
appropriate spaciousness and
sumptuousness in the GroBer Saal of
Vienna's Musikverein, has to be
enthusiastically welcomed.

This generous coupling of three
youthful symphonies by Schubert, all
composed between 1815 and 1816
when he was nineteen and twenty years
of age, is drawn from concert
performances given in The Netherlands

between 1990 and 1995. Despite the
time gap, Frans Bruggen's approach to
these far-from-immature works is
wholly consistent: tempos are brisk and
buoyant, sustaining the breezy,
invigorating freshness so characteristic
of early Schubert, and his precocious
mastery of orchestral colour can
seldom have been better portrayed
than by the period instruments of the
Orchestra of the 18th Century. Take,
for example, the delicious wind solos in
the third and.fourth movements of the
Second Symphony.

However, when it comes to
authenticity, Bruggen is no straight-
laced puritan and one of the joys of
these performances is the expressive
freedom he allows his players. With the
rhythmic precision comes an alluring
warmth and charm and a genuine feeling
of the emotional breadth that underpins
these outwardly care-free
compositions.

The balance struck between
recreating a 'period' feel and allowing
the kind of individual interpretative
insights that give any performance its
special character seems entirely right,
not least in the beguiling and endlessly
tuneful Fifth Symphony. Here, Bruggen
charts a course between the Haydn-
esque, the Italianate and the early
Romantic to magical effect. | found
myself appreciating anew the sheer
vitality of this music, and the clarity of
line afforded by both the recorded
sound and the inner balances of the
ensemble allows every finely-spun
orchestral strand to be savoured.

"Young girl enters into loveless royal
marriage' has a familiar ring to it, except
that this particular wedding took place in
the 17th century and the
bridegroom - King Charles |
of England - didn't even
bother to turn up for the
ceremony (which took place
in the cathedral of Notre
Dame in Paris).  Despite
this unpromising start, the
King and his French bride,
Henrietta Maria, came to fall
deeply in love. Unfortunately,
this blossoming relationship
was rudely upstaged by the
English Civil War: which saw
the Queen - a Catholic -
exiled to Holland for her own
safety. After seventeen
months abread, Henrietta
Maria returned to England in
July 1643 and was reunited
with her husband who, forced
out of London, had set up
court - together with his army - in
Oxford.

The young Queen-did not join
Charles | at Christ Church but instead
took up residence in the Warden's
lodgings at Merton College. She
remained there for nine months before
the worsening situation forced her to
flee to France in April 1644. Charles |
held out for another two years until,
with Oxford besieged, he escaped under
cover of darkness on April 27, 1646.

It is probable that, during her

sojourn at Merton College, Henrietta
Maria was p?rrnitted to hold Roman
Catholic services in ththapeI and that
the music to accompany T«he;e services
was derived from the large! icollection of
printed music booksheld by the
prominent Royalist Sir €hrcsr.opher
Hatton who, in December 1643, was
appointed to'the position of
Comptroller of the King's Household.

Hatton's household musician,
George Jeffreys - a notable composer in
his own right - had accompanied him to
Oxford and brought with him a quantity
of manuscripts of Italian music which he
- Jeffreys - had copied in his own hand.
The manuscripts contained masses and
motets by several of the major

Thus the historical basis for zhis, the first
commercial recording by Concertare,
and the predominance of Grandi's music
in the programme,

And a well-conceived programme it
is, with a selection of sumptuous songs
and motets incorporated into the
contrastingly sparer setting of mass.
Several of the former have a plainly

double-edged significance, with the
devotional refrains in Marian motets
such as O Duilcis Virgo and O Maria
Quam Pulchra Es easily interpreted as
referring to Oxford's queen as well as
the Queen of Heaven. Given that
Henrietta Maria was seen as a symbol of
hope for the Royalist cause, the line
"reparatorem saeculi” (restorer of the
world) in O Duilcis Virgo would have
had a direct appeal. Many other texts
suggest clear parallels between the
divinity and the monarchy.

Musically, the research undertaken
by Concertare's director, Jonathan
Wainwright, into this brief but
extraordinary, period in the history of
music-making at Oxford is more than
justified. The contrasts
between the solemnity of the
mass movements and the
ripely sensuous motets and
songs with their often overt
eroticism make for seductive
listening.

The six voices of
Concertare - all ex-Oxford
or Cambridge scholars -
capture the varying moods of
this fascinating music quite
beautifully, passionate and
plaintive as required. First
recording this may be, but
the quality of ensemble and
the clarity of line suggest a
choir rich in experience and
confidence.

The voices are skilfully
underpinned by instrumental
contributions from
chittarone (a form of lute) and chamber
organ, and the whole ensemble has been
excellently recorded by Edward Horn,
appropriately enough in the Chapel of
Merton College which, regardless of its
historical associations, has the ideal
acoustic for this music anyway. The
perspectives are natural and the voices
firmly focused with precisely the right
degree of ambience. And how satisfying
it is not to have to struggle to hear the
texts.

Dominating the Liberty 3+'s response
trace are bass and treble peaks, both
larger in amplitude than usual. This is a
somewhat antiquated 'boom ’n’ ting'
approach to loudspeaker engineering that
will emphasise 'speed’ and timing' by
hardening up wavefronts, albeit artificially.

Drive unit integration was mediocre, a
suckout at the crossover frequency
(3kHz) appearing above the tweeter axis
during measurement. Our analysis shows
the integrated forward response,
lessening the visual impact of this
phenomenon. The treble peak is extreme
and will produce an obviously bright
sound, likely to square badly with innately
bright recordings. Careful auditioning is
recommended.

The impedance curve swung massively
from a very low 3.6ohms at DC and
200Hz, up to a high 30ohms at |kHz.
There was plenty of reactance in the load
and a lot of current-draw at low
frequencies, so the Liberty 3+s need a
beefy amplifier and will highlight amplifier
differences. Overall impedance measured
5.7ohms and sensitivity a good 87.5dB, so
they will go loud easily.

| checked to see whether the disc
altered the performance of the
convertors, assessed in record/pause
mode, and found that - surprisingly - it did.
+The distortion spectrum changed very
slightly. Otherwise, Philips' CDR 870
returned the sort of performance typical
of CD, with a bit more distortion at peak
level - 0.18% against a common value of
0.003% - and also more down through the
avaifable dynamic range.

However, although distortion levels
were approximately double normal down
to -80dB or so, below this the system
became more linear, perhaps because of
the dithering effect of noise from the input
circuits and ADC. Whatever, the
CDR 870 still turned in a pretty
respectable result in absolute terms and
it's interesting to see that at normal music
levels (-30dB) our spectrum analysis
clearly shows a useful absence of high-
order harmonics.

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SECOND COMING

David Price thinks
Linn's Axis turntable

is a sharp used buy.

illed as "Son of Sondek’, Linn's
Bsecond turntable design, the

Axis, always had much to live up
to. Launched in 1987 when Compact
Disc was finally taking hold, it was
Linn's attempt to lure silver-disc
purchasers back to vinyl. This meant it
had to outperform decent CD players,
be easy to set up and use and look
good. By any yardstick it succeeded on
all three counts.

Its problem was its big brother,
which was still held in a kind of
reverential awe at that time. Why, said
magazine reviewers, bother with an
Axis when The Best Turntable In The
World was "only" £300 more? This
aside, the Axis was a fine piece of kit
with many interesting features - some
of which actually improved on its
much-hyped bigger brother.

For example, its intelligent active
power supply not only gave Linnies
push-button 45rpm for the first time
but varied the power going into the
motor depending on the load. Clever
stuff - so clever that it appeared on
Linn's top Lingo PSU three years later.
The other trick was its novel, non-
adjustable rubber suspension system,
which meant the Axis worked straight
out of the box. Unfortunately, for
those schooled in the Cult of Linn,
this was most uncool, depriving the
Axis of a number of Flat Earth
brownie points.

Elsewhere, the Axis borrowed a
lot from its bigger brother, with the
same - albeit less highly specified -

HI-M WORLD

bearing, aluminium platter and felt mat.
The plinth was a cheaper affair than
the LP12's but handsome nonetheless,
and, together with the brushed satin
top plate, it gave the Axis a fresher
and more contemporary look than the
Sondek.

The original Axis came complete
with an LVX+ plus arm for £299 - a
modest sum considering the armless
Valhalla LP12 cost over twice that.
Unfortunately, since it was a distant
relative of the ADC ALT, the LVX
wasn't up to much, being just about
capable of tracking a mid-price Moving
Magnet. The Akito which replaced it in
1989 was an altogether sturdier
design, but still no match for Rega's
giant-killing RB300.

Strictly speaking, the Axis was
never the best sounding turntable in
its price range - the Manticore Mantra
lay claim to that mantle - but it was a
damn good second. Properly set up
with a decent cartridge it still sounds
surprisingly good by today's standards.
Curiously, its presentation is much
closer to Roksan's Xerxes than its big
brother, being tight, lean and punchy
with no trace of that bass bloom and
'woody' lower midrange coloration
that characterises the LPI2. Speed
stability is very good too, as are
dynamics, and it still has that

quintessentially Linn rhythmic
bounce. True, it isn't in the super-deck
league, but it's still a significant step up
from a Rega Planar 3.

Drawbacks? PSU problems have
been known, with stories of mains
surges spontaneously starting the
motor and cooking the active power
supply - the answer is to unplug the
deck when not in use. Also, the rubber
suspension sometimes goes out of
alignment, making it hard to level the
deck. Overall though, the Axis is a
good design well built.

It makes a great second-hand buy,
particularly if you're that strange brand
of vinyl junkie who actually wants to
listen to music rather than tweak your
turntable. Pay between £150 and £250,
go for a one-owner example with the
original box and chuck the K9 (which
it'll inevitably come with) for a
Goldring 1042.

Tweak-wise, the news isn't so
good. True, you could fit an Ittok or
an Ekos, but you'd be a fool to try -
the Axis just isn't up to it. Early LVX-
fitted decks would benefit from the
later Akito arm, but it really isn't
worth losing sleep over, especially
considering Linn's rather optimistic
pricing of the latest Akito II! No,
turntable fettlers look elsewhere, the
Axis is happiest simply playing music,
something it does rather well, and
with the absolute minimum of fuss @
