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Mantle rather elongate, ML 3.5 times MW. Ventral mantle or-
namented with ill-defined ten longitudinal rows of photophores,
among which six rows of large organs are also grouped trasns-
veresly. Smaller organs more numerous than large ones. Pair
of large photophores embedded on both sides of tail. Subocular
photophores five in number. Right Arm IV of male hectocotylized
with pair of lunate flaps. Six large photophores present on tip of
Arm IV, but not pigmented unlike those in Abraliopsis. Among
tentacular manal suckers, those of ventral row transformed into
five large hooks. Dactylus suckers in four rows. West and Central
Pacific, especially around islands and sea mounts.
