Nach Anstellungen in Wien wurde FRITSCH 1900 als Professor fiir Systematische
Botanik an die Universitdt Graz berufen, wo er aus bescheidenen Anfiangen ein
Institut aufbaute. 1910 wurde er Direktor des Botanischen Gartens, 1916 wurde das
neu errichtete Institutsgebdude bezogen. Aus der sehr breiten wissenschaftlichen
Tétigkeit sind vor allem drei Schwerpunkte hervorzuheben: Floristisch-syste-
matische Studien, besonders zur Flora von Osterreich, monographische Arbeiten
(besonders iiber Gesneriaceae) und Arbeiten zur systematischen Stellung und
Gliederung der Monocotylen. An Kryptogamen interessierten ihn besonders Pilze
und Myxomyceten.

Abstract. A preliminary list of 250 lichen species observed on nine trees at the
Surumoni crane site in Estado Amazonas / Venezuela is given. The matrix
shows the species names with their respective height zone distribution and
provides the basic data for results regarding biodiversity and vertical distribution
of lichens in a Venezuelan tropical lowland rain forest published elsewhere
(KOMPOSCH & HAFELLNER, submitted).

Introduction

Although most scientific periodicals are reluctant to publish long data lists, such lists
provide the fundamental basis for evaluations and conclusions, and therefore should be
published.

The following data matrix is generated from a Microsoft Access database and contains
names of identified as well as hithero unidentifiable lichen species, which are provisionally
named ‘spec. 1 to n'. The alphabetical species list is grouped by families in alphabetical
order. The columns on the right are headed by the phorophyte names with their particular
tree number, that corresponds to the plaquette fixed on every tree in the crane plot. The
numbers 1 to 6 refer to height zones according to a slightly modified height zone scheme
of CORNELISSEN & TER STEEGE (1989)(compare KOMPOSCH & HAFELLNER, submitted) in
which the species have been detected. Each lichen species is listed only once in each
height zone of a tree even though it might have been observed there several times. Be
aware of the fact that among the species determined only to genus level some numbers
may be missing as they might have been used for species found on trees not pertaining to
the nine trees subset.

At least one specimen of each cited species of lichenized fungi is deposited in the
herbaria GZU and VEN. Specialists are welcome to request material of interest on loan.
