‘LifesWild Ride’

An art teacher at Northern
Wyoming Community Col-
lege in Sheridan told Allyson
Vonderschmidt that the picture
she wanted to draw — one de-
picting a cowboy riding atop a
bucking bronco — was just too
difficult for her.

“I wanted to prove him
wrong,” she said.

So, during Thanksgiving
break last fall, Allyson put pen-
cil to paper and, although aman
atop a wild horse has long rep-
resented the State of Wyoming,
this particular illustration would
symbolize something much
more persona to Allyson. In
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intricate detail, her drawing de-
picts the cowboy taking a wild
ride—and hanging on. The cow-
boy does not control the bronco
— but he hangs on. It’s difficult
—yet he hangs on.

Allyson calls it “Life’'s Wild
Ride.”

“It's really important to me;
| think it reflects my wild ride,”
shesaid.

Allyson’s ride has been
far too wild and bumpy for a
21-year-old. Three years ago,
upon her high school graduation
from Falls City Sacred Heart
School, she felt a sharp pain in
her mouth and face that would
weeks later be diagnosed as
Ewing’'s sarcoma, an extremely
rare and aggressive malignant
round-cell tumor. Only 250 cas-
es are diagnosed each year and
just two percent of those arisein
the skull.

Instead of going off to col-
lege like her Class of 2009
mates, the rodeo competitor un-
derwent a brutal therapy plan
that included 40 weeks of che-
motherapy. In the midst of that,
she also took radiation treat-
ment in an effort to avoid sur-
gery to remove cancer-ridden
bone mass in her face and skull.
The aggressive therapy took so
much out of her, Allyson said
she hardly remembers the first
few months of 2010. But it also

City Council members last week voted down
aproposal to limit burning in Falls City to just four
hours per week (10 am.-2 p.m. Wednesdays), but
the topic still smolders.

Utility customers this month will get a survey
along with their bill, giving council members a
better opportunity to gauge public interest in limit-
ing burning. Depending on the public’s participa-
tion with the survey, the burning issue may make
the ballot in next fall’s general election.

For the time being, though, it islawful to burn
from 7 am.-7 p.m. Mondays and Thursdays. The
Council voted 5-3 against the change, with Ryan
Rieschick, Steve Scholl, Jim Wisdom, Jerry Oliver
and Kirby Roubidoux casting nay votes. Oliver
and Roubidoux had originaly voted to advance
the ordinance. Councilmen Mike Moore, Hal Sut-
ter and Brad Campbell, who is expected to resign
his position as 4th Ward Councilman next Mon-
day, voted to approve the ordinance.

The action came after severa citizens ad-
dressed the Council. Jan Zinn, of 2410 Harlan St.,
who is against burning, said the topic should ap-
pear on the ballot. Tom Jones, of 816 E. 19th, has
publicly disagreed with the new proposal, but he,
too, said the subject should be put up to a public
vote.

After thefirst reading failed, council members
discussed the possibility of putting theissue on the

November ballot. Rieschick said that was unnec-
essary.

“lsn't that why (the people) elected us, to
make these kinds of decisions?,” he said.

Moore, who haslong supported aburning ban,
tried to make a motion to put a burning ban on the
ballot. Such action would have had to come at the
April 2 Council meeting, but as of March 26 was
not included on the meeting agenda, presumably
due to the survey soon to be distributed.

In other City Council news:

— The Council agreed to support two City
Wide Clean-up Days in April and October of this
year. The City will pay the tonage charge to have
items hauled to the Brown County Landfill.

— Falls City Librarian Hope Schawang pre-
sented her annual report and noted the library re-
mains one of the busiest places in town and usage
compares very favorably with other communities
similar in size.

Nearly 500 volunteers spent nearly 900 hours
doinglibrary projectsand that doesnot include The
Friends of the Library, Richardson County Arts
and Humanities and Lydia's Gift Shop. The Falls
City Library and Arts Center has more than 4,500
patrons. Schawang says area youth are drawn to
the facility.

The Council will meet in regular session Mon-
day, April 2, at City Hall.

'Old Pufferbelly’ rolls through town

A steam locomotive, UP 844, pulling aload of
Civil War cannons and Civil War reenactors made
a half-hour stop in the Union Pacific Railroads
yards Sunday morning on its way from Council
Bluffsto Memphis, TN.

The engineer whistled his way into town and
for the benefit of the onlookers whistled a few
more times during the stop. It made their day for
railroad buffs.

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All of you who read the Omaha World-Herald know that in the
Thursday, March I5, issue that columnist Michael Kelly had a very
interesting column about two Falls City youths, Harry Hess and
Frank Hebenstreit, and their trip to New York City in 1942 to play
basketball in Madison Square Garden as members of the Creighton
University Blugjays. The two guys were great pals and Harry told
their story to Kelly.

Harry and Frank were starters on coach Jug Brown’s 1939 state
Class A championship team and carried their talents on to Creigh-
ton. Harry’s dad was Dr. H. H.. H.H.H. Hess, adentist, and Frank’s
dad was Frank A. Hebenstreit, an attorney. Harry is the only mem-
ber of that championship team still with us.

During World War 11, Harry was in the Army Air Corps and
Frank was an infantry officer, who was mortally wounded in France
in August of 1944 while leading his platoon in some fierce fighting.
Frank’s name is among the 64 World War 11 Richardson Countyans
listed as killed in action at the War Memorial on the Courthouse
Square. He was the highest decorated of the 64, having been award-
ed, posthumously, the Distinguished Service Cross, the second high-
est military decoration. | have aways thought it to be a pretty good
guess that Frank had been recommended for the Medal of Honor,
but in the complex evaluation that follows, the decoration became
the DSC. So far as| know, it isthe top award received by any Rich-
ardson County serviceman in the wars of the last century.

Harry isaretired CPA in Omaha and is one of the good guys.

When one goes about listing the numerous Richardson
Countyans who have risen to the top of their fields one must not for-
get Ernest R. Ulmer, who passed away in Lincoln Feb. 25 at the age
of 90. Ernest, who grew up in Dawson, was apianist extraordinaire.
(Il be passing on information about his exceptional career asit ap-
peared in his obituary in The Humboldt Standard.)

He began his study of piano at the age of three with his mother
and the study of violin with his father at the age of seven. He was
a University of Nebraska grad and during World War 11 served in
the Army in the European fighting. Then he earned his Master’s
at UNL, studied at the Manhattan School of Music in New York
and at the Paris Conservatoire. Ernest taught piano at the Manhattan
School of Music for 34 year and upon hisretirement he received the
Distinguished Faculty Citation from the school.

Throughout his career he played numerous concerts at the
Manhattan School of Music, Town Hall, Kaufman Auditorium, two
concerts at Carnegie Recital Hall as well as concerts in the major
capitals of Europe; and in Southeast Nebraska. In addition to his
tours as a soloist, Ernest toured the U.S. with chamber ensembles
and the Robert Shaw Chorale. He traveled to Japan where he taught
at Kobe College for Women for ayear. In the summers of the early
1980s he traveled throughout Spain, Italy and Switzerland with his
good friend Don Edman, another American pianist trained in Paris.
Ernest moved to Florida in 1995 to enjoy his retirement years, con-
tinuing to perform when requested for friends. He returned to Ne-
braskain 2003 to be closer to family.

There was more. Those were just some highlights concerning
the life of agreat musician with a Richardson County background.

Many Medicare
beneficiaries opting
to delay coverage

Retiring at age 65 is becom-
ing a thing of the past. Today
many employees choose to con-
tinue working beyond Medicare
and retirement age. Many indi-
viduals are opting to delay some
Medicare coverage, including
Parts B, C, D and supplemen-
tal coverage and continue with
their employer group plans. If
an individual continues to work
past age 65 and is covered by an
employer group health plan, or
a spouse’'s employer plan, they
can typically delay enrollment
in Medicare without penalty,
provided the group coverage is
considered “creditable cover-
age”. Health plans offered as a
retiree benefit are not considered
creditable coverage.

Many beneficiaries choose
this option because employer
group health plans may cover
items normally not covered
by Medicare, such as vision or
dental benefits. Another reason
many beneficiarieswait to enroll
inMedicare Part B isbecausethe
employer plan may be less ex-
pensive than Medicare and due
to the “guaranteed issue” period
for Medicare Supplement poli-
cies. During this period, a com-
pany cannot deny a Medicare
Supplement policy to a Medi-
care beneficiary due to health
status. This “guaranteed issue”
period lasts six month and starts
when Part B becomes effective.
Those who wait to enroll in Part
B can push back their supple-
ment “guaranteed issue” peri-
od. Most beneficiaries enroll in
Medicare Part A when they turn
65 asitistypically free. When a
beneficiary retires or active em-
ployment health insurance ends,
individuals become €ligible for
a “Specia Enrollment Period’
and have eight months to enroll
in Medicare Part B without any
penalty.

There are three ways for
Medicare beneficiaries to get
help:

— Get one-on-one help from the
Nebraska Senior Health Insurance In-
formation Program. Call the SHIIP
toll-free hotline at 800-234-7119 to
make an appointment.

— Visit http://www.medicare.gov
to review enrollment and €eligibility
rules and find other Medicare informa-
tion.

— Cal 1-800-MEDICARE (1-
800-633-4227) 24-hours a day/7 days
a week to find out more about your
enrollment and coverage options.

Capitol View

LINCOLN — It was remindful of the scene from The Godfather
where Marlon Brando, as Don Corleone, addresses a meeting of top
mob bosses who have gathered to settle a deadly busi-
ness dispute.
“How did things ever get so far?’ he asks, in the
wake of murderous savagery, and on the verge of all-
out war.
The answer is obvious: Greed and stu-
pidity.
Sen. Bill Avery of Lincoln likewise
addressed his fellow legislators during a
recent debate over the state’s financially
disastrous attempt to privatize its child
welfare system.

Fellow taxpayer: There are not enough hard-edged, mean-spirit-
ed, denigrating or insulting combinations of words and phrases to
describe the wretched incompetence associated with this disgusting
debacle, which has cost thee and me tens of millions of wasted dol-
lars.

Avery’s assertion as he surveyed the social and fiscal wreckage:

“1 don’'t believe anybody was prepared for the outcome that we' ve
witnessed since we actually started the privatization process.”

The dreariest of pessimists would not have imagined “reforms”
accomplishing virtually nothing, with enormous cost overruns at a
time when the state needs its every dime, and winding up with the
contractors backing out, demanding and likely receiving millions
and millions more dollars as they depart.

Foregoing alot of detailsyou wouldn’t remember anyway, the sit-
uation Nebraska faces resulted from an arguably well-intentioned,
but unarguably wrong-headed, notion that the private sector can do
every job better than government. (If you believe the foregoing is
true, go ahead to the sports page.)

Only at the outset, it seems, did the private sector outperform the
state: It out-maneuvered the state’'s representatives in negotiating
contracts, most especially with the Department of Health and Hu-
man Services.

“Their” people did a better job than “our” people —over and over
and over.

The costs to the state show it must have been like taking the pe-
rennial candy from the proverbial baby.

The Legidature is now considering all manner of safeguards
designed to protect the state when its representatives negotiate con-
tracts worth more than $15 million.

That’s fine — assuming the people the state hires to oversee the
contracts and their negotiations are a whole universe smarter than
the people who got usinto this mess.

By the way: Should someone hang for putting dingbats in those
state jobs to begin with? Remember, government has no chance to
function well when those in charge put lesser lights in positions that
matter.

The final view from here: The Legislature should hire a lobbyist
to straighten things out.

L obbyists for those contractors have their clients sitting pretty as
they appear ready to shovel millions more out of the state treasury,
effectively being paid to go away. There are a couple of lobbyists
in particular who have decades of experience in getting the best of
the stete.

The pottery
included a vase from the 1987
World's Fair in New Orleans
from the Chinese exhibit and
a basket made from cornhusks
from Peru. She has many pieces
made by Native Americansfrom
the Southwest that are signed by
the artist. A Navgo horsehair
pottery was very interesting. It
issaid that horsehair pottery was
discovered by a Pueblo potter
whose long hair blew against a
piece of pottery she was remov-
ing from a hot kiln, stuck and
carbonized. Navagjo potters aso
used the Sgraffito or etched style
to carve animal, geometric and
symbolic designs in their pot-
tery. Tribes have traditional clay
gathering places and the color
depends on the area where they
live. The collection aso includ-
ed signed pieces over 60 years
old that were inherited from
Glenda' s aunt in Wyoming.

After her cancer treatments
ended in spring 2010, Allyson re-
turned to the life she had planned
and attended college in Wyoming,
studying animal science. She has
since transferred to Northwest Mis-
souri State University in Maryville,
Mo., where she is currently study-
ing graphic design.

Allyson loves to draw, which
brings us back to “Life's Wild
Ride.”

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FC High students complete
government leadership program

Two Fals City High
School seniors, Hannah Gilfil-
lan and Phillip Doerr, and FCHS
civics/government teacher Lee
Kurpgeweit, completed the fi-
nal year of the University of
Nebraska-Omaha Civic Leader-
ship Program during the 2010-
11 school year and summer.

Another student, Chris Yoesd,
was selected to attend but, due
to scheduling conflicts and oth-
er commitments, was unable to
complete the second year of the
program.

The program was created by
the Political Science Depart-
ment at UNO and introduced
students to college-level course
work, readings and opportuni-
ties to take part in government
meetings at the local, county,
state and national levels. FCHS
was selected to participate in
this unique program based on
information sent to schoolsfrom
UNOQO’sPolitical Science Depart-
ment. Other schools selected to
participate were Omaha South,
Omaha Bryan, North Platte,
Omaha Westside, Bellevue East
and Bellevue West.

During the summer of 2010,
the Falls City representatives
were in Omaha for a four-day
on-campus schedule that includ-
ed meeting with Omaha Mayor
Jim Suttle, Mayor Suttle’s staff,
Omaha Police officials, Ne-
braska Legislators, Governor
Dave Heineman and other state
and local government officials.
Class activities and assignments
focused on loca government
laws and ordinances, as well as
state government functions.

During the 2010-11 school
year, the students were engaged
in academic work that focused
on levels of state government.
Field trips to the Nebraska Uni-
cameral provided looks at leg-
islative debates and committee
hearings.

In the summer of 2011, the
Civic Leadership Program shift-
ed focus to national and interna-
tional government institutions.
Academic work, assignments
and activities were conducted to
develop a working understand-
ing of the national government,
including special emphasis on
the three branches of govern-
ment and role of the United
States in international affairs.
Activities during the 2011 sum-
mer session included a meeting
with the Mexican Consulate in
Omaha and a tour of the FBI
Field Officein Omaha.

After completion of the aca-

demic work for the past two
summers and school year, the
students and Kurpgeweit spent
five daysin Washington, D.C. at
avariety of locations. The group
toured the White House, Senate
and House Chambers, Supreme
Court, Smithsonian Museums,
Arlington National Cemetery
and other historic sites. They
met privately with Sen. Ben
Nelson and with congressional
staff members from the Nebras-
ka delegation of the U.S. House
and Sen. Mike Johanns' office.

During the visit to the Su-
preme Court, the students were
able to see the opinion handed
down regarding a First Amend-
ment case involving regulation
of video games. Whilein Wash-
ington, the students sat in on a
panel discussion of the Council
of Foreign Affairs, aforeign af-
fairs advisory panel and a ques-
tion and answer session at the
Hall of States, where representa
tives of state governments meet
with members of Congress to
help shape government policies
and programs.

The time in Omaha and Wash-
ington provided opportunities
for al students to develop a
working understanding of both
the complexity and importance
of government on al levels.
The program was focused on
building future community lead-
ers and government interest in
students who can take back and
put into practice skills necessary
for government operations. The
program also allowed students
from rural and urban areas to
work hand in hand and develop
a positive view of government
and the varied cultural interests
that occur naturaly in all states
and communities.

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For the birds — Trees to attract feathered friends

The yard around your house
may seem like it belongs just to
you, but that’snot quitethetruth.
Even the most private, enclosed
backyard is home to a whole
range of other creatures, from
insects and butterflies to birds
and mammals. We may not want
neighbors camping out there,
but most of usloveto have birds
nesting or stopping by. Accord-
ing to the U.S. Fish and Wild-
life Service, bird watching is
the number one hobby in North
America, and it's a hobby that
can be pursued from infancy to
old age.

What trees are most likely to
attract birds to our landscapes?
Not surprisingly native trees of-
fer the most extensive resources
for native birds. It's a mutu-
aly beneficial relationship, with
trees supplying shelter, food and
habitat and birds in turn help-
ing trees spread far beyond their
static boundaries.

If you're thinking about
planting some trees this year,
here are some potential “bird

magnets,” listed roughly by sea-
sona appeal and, for many, the
particular species of birds that
relies on them. Many of the ear-
ly spring-fruiting trees are timed
perfectly to help birds with the
non-stop demands of feeding
their young. For spring through
summer, here are some great
food sources:

-- Cherry, Prunus -- gros-
beak, northern flicker and white-
throated sparrow.

-- Chokeberry, Aronia

-- Chokecherry, Prunus vir-
giniana

-- Coraberry, Symphoricar-
pos -- upwards of 14 species eat
coralberry, including American
robin

-- Cucumber tree, Magnolia
acuminata -- bright red berries
in late summer and very easy-
to-grow

-- Dogwood, Cornus -- espe-
cially our native roughleaf dog-
wood

-- Elderberry, Sambucus --
red-headed woodpecker, eastern
bluebird, cardinal

-- Juneberry or serviceberry,
Amelanchier -- one of the best
early food sources for a wide
range of birds

-- Maple, Acer -- cardind,
bobwhite, grosbeak

-- Oak, Quercus -- turkey,
bobwhite quail, blugjay, rufous-
sided towhee. Dwarf chinkapin
oak is a great choice as it pro-
duces an abundance of small
acorns on a compact small tree
to 15’ tall.

Some of the best late winter
food sources for birds are actu-
ally unpalatable earlier in the
season, needing to freeze and
thaw several times before birds
will eat them:

-- Crabapple, Malus-- choose
from smaller-fruited types that
retain fruits into winter

-- Hackberry, Celtis -- cardi-
nal, northern flicker and north-
ern mockingbird

-- Hawthorn, Cratageus-- in-
cluding our native downy haw-
thorn

--  Perssmmon, Diospyros
virginiana -- bobwhite, eastern
bluebird

-- Sumac, Rhus -- more than
30 species eat these persistent
fruits

-- Viburnum -- cranberry-
bush, blackhaw and our native
nannyberry are great choices

Conifers offer late season
food and, just as important,
valuable shelter during harsh
winter months when deciduous
trees have lost their foliage: fir,
juniper, pine, spruce and redce-
dar. But keep in mind that redce-
dar is an alternate host for rusts
on hawthorn and crabapple and
should not be planted near them.
Leaving some leaves and litter
underneath trees not only pro-
vides nesting material but also
shelters insects as an additional
food sourcel!

Refrigerated Easter eggs
safe to eat for seven days

It's close to Easter, so it’stime
for my annual column on food
safety and hard-boiled Easter
eggs. One of my most memo-
rable gatherings was a surprise
40th birthday party for a friend,
which was two weeks after Eas-
ter.

The night before my friend's
surprise party, his wife made
deviled eggs for their family.
My friend never made his own
birthday party. He and his en-
tire family were gravely ill from
afood borne illness, which was
attributed to the two-week-old
leftover hard-cooked Easter
€ggs.

Follow the recommendations
below on food safety and hard-
boiled Easter eggs to keep you
and your family safe.

—Because Easter eggs are
handled so frequently, wash
hands thoroughly with warm
water and soap before handling
eggs at every step, including
cooking, cooling, and
dyeing. Take advantage of this
occasion to teach youngsters
about cleanliness and
safe food handling.

—NM ake sure the eggs you col-
or aren’t cracked. If any crack
during dyeing or while on
display, discard them.

—Refrigerate hard-cooked
eggsintheir cartonsif youwon't
be coloring them right after
cooking. Refrigeratethem again
right after the dyeing process.

—Hard-cooked eggs can main-
tain quality and are safe to eat
for up to seven daysin
the refrigerator. After seven
days, throw the hard-cooked
€ggs away.

—Discard any hard-cooked
eggs that have been out of the
refrigerator for more than
two hours, whether by accident,
for a centerpiece, or for hiding.
Consider the
discarded eggs an inexpensive
craft project or game. Make ex-
tra eggs for eating.

—Use food coloring or spe-
cialy made food-grade egg
dyes. Dissolvethedyesin
water that is warmer than the
eggs. Be sure the label says
nontoxic on any crayons,
pens, paints, or other art materi-
asyou use.

—If your Easter plans call for
eggshells only, use the edible
contents emptied from
eggshellsimmediately in recipes
which call for thorough cooking,
such a
casseroles, custards, quiches,
cakes, or breads.

—Or freeze the egg yolks and
whites for later use. Frozen egg
yolks and egg whites
keep their quality and are safe
to eat for one year in the freezer.
Discard after one
year.

The River Antlerless Unit includes
most of the state’'s major rivers and
dlows hunting within 3 miles of
the banks on designated stretches of
rivers.

“Harvest is focused on areas
where white-tailed deer populations
are highest and avoids most upland
areas where populations are low,” said
Kit Hams, Game and Parks big game
program manager.

Another major change this year is
the removal of Earn-a-Buck rules in
eastern firearm units. “The Missouri,
Wahoo, Elkhorn, Blue Southeast
and Blue Northwest units have had a
decline in deer herds and landowner
complaints,” Hams said. “It is time to
revert to liberal use of antlerlesstagsto
control the herd.”

Gameand Parks’ deer management
goal is to provide quality hunting and
viewing opportunities within the limits
of the deer resource, while maintaining
deer populations at a level acceptable
to most landowners.

Other major hig game regulation
changes include:

— A new nonresident statewide
buck permit alows nonresidents
accessto mule deer harvest in the high-
demand Mule Deer Conservation Area
during the November firearm season.

— The statewide archery permit is
valid in the MDCA for mule deer and
white-tailed deer.

— Season Choice Area names
and boundaries are changed to match
names and boundaries of November
firearm deer units.

— Youth and landowner deer
permits are not valid with a firearm
Oct. 1-10 in the River Antlerless Unit.

— Hand-thrown spears are lega
equipment for hunting big game and

.357 magnum and .45 Colt rifles are
legal equipment for hunting deer and
antelope.

— Quartering bhig game is defined
as the head, loins and four quarters
with the femur/scapula attached.

— An additional 40 buck/either
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sex permits, and 51 firearm doe/fawn
permits for pronghorn antelope have
been added.

— Rifles at least 25 caliber that
deliver at least 1,700 foot-pounds
of energy at 100 yards are legal for
hunting elk and bighorn sheep.

At their March 20 meeting, the
