Description of proposed works/activity/event:

TechWorks Marine plan to deploy five Acoustic Doppler Current Profiler (ADCP)
frames (Figure 1) on the seabed off the coast of Valentia Island for a duration of
35 days to collect data on current, speed and direction at each location. This
data will be used to validate a hydrodynamic model being developed for Irish
Water, for the assessment of impacts on shellfish waters by wastewater
treatment systems.
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Figure 1: TechWorks Marine ADCP frame.

Each ADCP frame will have a surface marker buoy and will be equipped with the
following instrumentation: ADCP, acoustic pinger, acoustic release transponder,
rigid recovery buoy and a recovery rope attached to the frame base (Figure 2).
The ADCP will be mounted to the lid using a gimbal. The frame lid attaches to the
base. There may also be a grapple line and anchor attached to the ADCP frame
for its recovery. Please see attached Drawing of the ADCP Frame Lid for
additional information on size and scale.

(i) Start date: Dependent on foreshore consent. The proposed deployment will
be in 2020 or 2021.

(i) Duration: Once deployed the ADCP frames will be in place for a minimum
period of 35 days and a maximum period of two months, retrieval of the
equipment is weather dependant.

(iii) Any other information relevant to timing: Water sampling surveys will be
carried out at the same time as the deployments and these are tide and
weather dependant and may cause a slight delay in recovery hence the
two months.

It is envisaged that the deployment of the ADCP frames will not restrict the public
use / enjoyment of the foreshore. The frames are designed to be trawl resistant
and will not pose as a hazard in terms of safe passage. A marine notice will be
issued to advise marine traffic of the ADCPs locations.

Valencia Harbour and the Portmagee Channel is a
designated Special Area of Conservation (SAC) and -
Valencia Harbour/Portmagee Channel SAC (site code:
002262). The locations of ADCP1, ADCP2, ADCP3, ADCP4
and ADCP5 sites are within this SAC.

Valencia Harbour/Portmagee Channel SAC site contains
important and good quality examples of large shallow inlets
and bays, intertidal sand and mud flats, and reefs, and has
several species of high conservation importance that do not
occur in the rest of Ireland.

The Iveragh Peninsula SPA site encompasses sea cliff
sections of the peninsula around the west coast of Valentia
Island, This SPA site supports a nationally important
population of breeding Chough and of special conservation
interest for the Peregrine, Guillemot, Fulmar, and Kittiwake.

It is envisaged that no species or habitats within any SAC or
SPA site will be impacted as a result of the deployment,
operation and recovery of the ADCP frames given the nature
and scale of the ADCP frames and the fact that deployment
and recovery of the frames will be carried out to the highest
standards, incorporating best practice methods. Therefore,
no significant adverse effects will occur on the integrity of
the Natura 2000 sites as a result of the temporary
placement of the five ADCP frames at Valentia Island.

The ADCP frames sites are not located within any
operational aquaculture sites. All the ADCPs are within
designated waters for shellfish, please refer to Aquaculture
Sites Map (Drawing No: FS_VI_003).

The deployment of the ADCP frames is temporary and the
frames will each occupy approximately 2.2m? of the
seabed. The deployment and recovery of the ADCP frames
will be carried out by a chartered vessel and a marine notice
will be issued to advise local marine users of their presence.
