We enjoyed a week of pleasant sunny weather and were able to visit all of the key sites of the Gargano National
Park where we found a huge range of orchids and other Mediterranean flora. The peaceful countryside was easily
accessible and we walked along quiet tracks and through cool woodlands, and in many of the sites we were the
only visitors there. We had picnics out of doors every day, with plenty of the local produce on offer. The historic
town of Monte Sant’Angelo, with its whirling flocks of Swifts, was well worth a visit, and we ended the week in
the picturesque small fishing port of Peschici where we enjoyed spectacular coastal views, Alpine Swifts nesting
in the cliffs, and meals of the local seafood. As well as the rich flora we saw many species of butterflies, typical of

this region, and had a good list of Mediterranean birds, especially on our visits to the coast.

Our tour began in Bari where we all gathered after the early morning flight from Gatwick. There was the usual
busy period when we had to collect the two minibuses but we were eventually on the road, quickly leaving Bari
behind us and heading onto the open road in the flat agricultural land which was under cultivation for as far as
we could see. We drove through mile after mile of olive groves, vineyards, market gardens and orchards, but the
roadside verges were colourful with wild flowers including Common Mallow Malva sylvestris, Poppies Papaver sp.,
Crown Daisies Glebionis (Chrysanthemum) coronarium and Giant Fennel Ferula communis. In places there were tall
plants of Woad Lsatis tinctoria and stately Stone Pine Pinus pinea trees to break up the horizon. We had a brief stop
at a service station for lunch and then continued heading north, leaving the motorway to make for the coast
along a minor road. We paused for a while to photograph the Giant Fennel and other roadside flowers, and

scanned the fields for Lesser Kestrels and Corn Buntings.

Our next stop was by the sea at some salt pans where there were more interesting coastal plants and many
wetland birds to spot, including Greater Flamingos, Pygmy Cormorants and Slender-billed gulls. The first
orchids of the trip were spotted on a bank, in the form of several magnificent spikes of Giant Orchid
Himantoglossum robertianum, many of them providing shelter for small terrestrial snails. After this breath of sea air
we continued towards the limestone hills of Gargano which we could see in the distance. The flat plains gave
way to a very steep limestone massif, which we climbed by way of many hairpin bends. We arrived at Monte
Sant’Angelo in time to check in to the Palace Hotel and then have a brief orientation walk before our evening
meal. The second orchid on our list was the Gargano form of the Farly Spider Orchid Ophrys sphegodes subsp.
passionis, with several spikes being found close to the hotel lobby. We had a brief get-together to go over the

plans for the week ahead and enjoyed our first evening meal together.

Andrew and Pete collected picnic supplies after breakfast and we were then ready for our first full day in
Gargano. We only needed to drive a very short distance from the hotel in order to reach a good habitat for
flowers. The stony hillside with its neglected terraces looked rather blank at first but, as soon as we stepped out
of the minibus, we started spotting the first orchids and other Mediterranean flora. The very small subspecies of

Yellow Bee Orchid Ophrys lutea subsp. galilea was quite common on these slopes, and we also found plenty of




examples of the endemic Gargano Early Spider Orchids Ophrys sphegodes subsp. passionis and the most attractive
Sawtly Orchid Opbrys tenthredinifera. More and more discoveries were made here as we spread out over the
hillside. The cutious cushion-forming Spiny Spurge Euphorbia spinosa filled the air with the scent of honey, and
other typical Mediterranean scents were released as we walked over the short herb-rich turf. We moved further
along the road to a slightly different habitat with more shrubs and steeper terraces and found many new species,

including the Milky Orchid Neotinea lactea and large numbers of Man Orchids Orehis anthropophora.

We enjoyed our first picnic under the shade of some Eastern Hornbeam Carpinus orientalis trees before driving
further along the road to the Pulsano Monastery, perched on the edge of the gorge. We explored the partly-
restored monastery and grounds where we found the endemic Pale Golden Drops Omnosma echioides and three
species of Asphodel, but there were plenty of more common flowers here as well, such as the Field Marigold
Calendula arvensis which also added splashes of colour. A short walk down the track in the gorge gave us the
chance to find a colony of Bumblebee Otrchids Ophrys bombyliflora and many more colourful species. This
“Sentiero Natura” had many shrubs and herbs with labels beside them, including the endemic Gargano
Bellflower Campannla garganica and the very abundant Turpentine Tree Pistacia terebrinthus. This pleasant and gentle
walk was also ideal for spotting butterflies and there were several species on the wing in the warm sunshine,
however a thick mist descended and it soon became much cooler. By now it was time to return to the hotel after
our very full day. We met again before the evening meal to go over our checklists and discuss the plans for the

next day.

The plan for today was to visit the Bosco Quarto, an extensive area of woodland and pastures a short distance
from Monte Sant’Angelo. Our first stop was in some agricultural land in the floor of the valley where Wild
Tulips grow amongst the cereal crop in what is a most unlikely situation for a perennial species. We found drifts
of Tulips Tulipa sylvestris growing along the field margins and in the crop and were able to get some close views of
them as we were serenaded by a nightingale on the distant hillside. Rather less colourful than the tulips, but an
interesting find, was the diminutive Cotswold Pennycress Microthlaspi perfoliata, with some plants in flower and
others showing the characteristic penny shaped seed pods. Further along the road we stopped at the start of the
trail into the forest. A large flat field proved to be a superb site for orchids with many species growing in great
abundance here. We added some new ones to our list, including Burnt Orchid Neotinea unstulata and some buds of
Lizard Orchid Himantoglossum hircinum, but the most common species here were Green-winged Anacamptis morio,
Pink Butterfly A. papilionacea and Naked Man Orchids Orchis italica. In some places it was almost impossible to
walk without stepping on them. Across the road we found many more orchids, including the Spectacled Ophrys
Opbrys argolica subsp. biscutella. 1n a little copse of Turkey Oaks Quercus cerris there were at least three colour forms
of the endemic Viola Viola graeca subsp. beterophylla and the very attractive Benghal Vetch VVicia benghalensis. After
another short drive we stopped by a steep bank where wild Peonies Paeonia mascula were growing — mostly in leaf

or tight bud, but some were open and very photogenic.

We then drove further into the forest along gravel roads until we reached a lonely picnic spot in a clearing
surrounded by some ancient pollarded hornbeam trees. Andrew and Pete prepared the picnic here while the
group explored the woods, finding new species for the list, such as Coralroot Bitter-cress Cardamine bulbifera, Ivy-
leaved Bitter-cress C. plumieri and Bird-in-a-bush Corydalis solida. After our picnic we walked on through the forest

to some steep stony slopes where drifts of Irises Iris lutescens and 1. psendopumila flowered amongst the rocks. An




almost dry muddy puddle had attracted several Holly Blue Butterflies which were finding something attractive in
the mud. More Spectacled Ophrys were found here, and a common plant was Birthwort Aristolochia rotundifolia,

with its strange flowers just showing between the leaves.

On the drive back out of the forest we stopped to photograph the Pheasant’s-eye Narcissi Narcissus poeticus which
were filling the air with their scent. A car stopped beside us at one point and the driver emerged with a wicker
basket and beckoned for us to inspect the contents. He had been collecting fungi in the forest and proudly
showed us some large edible Morels Morchella esculenta. He also warned us about the possibility of encountering
snakes in the forest, although our snake sightings in previous years have been almost non-existent. We returned

to the hotel by the same route and all met up again to go over the checklists before dinner.

We had a slightly earlier start today, with the group getting the chance to visit the little supermarket where we did
our daily shop for picnic supplies. We then took the road out of town towards Mattinata, enjoying lovely views
of the Gulf of Manfredonia as we negotiated the hair-pin bends. We stopped at one view point to admire the
hillsides covered in neatly constructed stone terraces and vast numbers of ancient Olive trees. A short stroll
along one of the terraces proved to be very interesting with a chance to look at some of the typical flora of the
hillsides, including Mallow-leaved Bindweed Convolvulus althaeoides and the striking yellow composite
Urospermum Urospermum dalechampii. We followed the road down to Mattinata where the short by-pass had cut
through Olive groves with some extraordinary old trees in them, many with massive gnatled trunks. The road
then wound on upwards to Monte Sacro, a very famous botanical site, and also a popular walk with a ruined
monastery at the summit. We took our time on this walk, with several new discoveries, including the Four-
spotted Orchid Orehis quadripunctata, Sparse-flowered Orchid Orchis panciflora and a very rare hybrid between the
two. The trail was well marked, and obviously well used and we did not need to wander far from it to find plenty
of interest. The endemic Ophrys promontorii was quite common in places and we also found the endemic form of
Late Spider Orchid Opbrys fuciflora subsp. apulica here. Another plant of interest was the Spotted Rock-rose
Tuberaria guttata, the most delicate of the Cistacae to grow here. The deciduous trees were all coming into leaf and

in the spring sunshine the various shades of green looked most attractive.

After our picnic we drove down the road a short distance before stopping where some cattle, and a large bull,
were grazing peacefully. This was a good site of Bertoloni’s Bee Orchid Ophrys bertolonii and the hybrid Ophrys x
bertoloniformis. We had plenty of good specimens of these and a few other species like the Common Star-of-
Bethlehem Ormuithogalum umbellatum. The final stop of the day was to be at Monte Saraceno, another important
historic site, noted for the large number of burial chambers carved out of the limestone. On the trail out to the
ancient site we found a few specimens of the melanic form of the Yellow Bee Orchid Ophrys lutea subsp. melena,
and a large patch of Roman Nettle Urtica pilulifera. The burial chambers were a good spot to look for plants like
Maidenhair Fern Adiantum capillus-veneris and Pellitory-of-the-Wall Parietaria judaica, and there were several species
of Broomrape emerging. At the end of the outcrop we had views back down to Mattinata in one direction and
along the coast to Manfredonia the other way. A rather straggly shrub growing near the ruins was Osyris alba, and
there were large patches of White Horehound Marrubium vulgare and smaller amounts of a pink Horehound M.
alyson growing around the enclosures. Some fine specimens of Large Cuckoo Pint Arum italicum were seen

growing in shady hollows near the path back to the minibuses. After another very full day of discoveries, and in




beautiful sunny weather, it was finally time to return to the hotel. We met up before our evening meal and went

through the checklists, compared photographs and discussed the plans for the next day.

We spent some time exploring the maze of streets and historic buildings in the town this morning. Monte
Sant’Angelo is a UNESCO World Heritage site and is full of fascinating churches, towers and winding streets.
After an interesting time here, we set off to follow the Pilgrim’s Path, the ancient track used by pilgrims visiting
the shrines of Monte Sant’Angelo for many centuries. This pleasant track leads down from the town into a green
valley and all along the route there are flowers to be seen, including large numbers of Gargano Early Spider
Orchids, other curiosities like the Black Vetch I7cia melangps. This is a good area for butterflies and we had close
views of several species as we descended. We had arranged to have a minibus at either end of the trail, so
Andrew and Pete were able to pick up the second bus which we had left at the hotel and then gather up the
group and carry on to the lovely woodlands and meadows surrounding Monte Calvo, the highest peak in

Gargano.

We stopped at another secluded woodland picnic site and enjoyed pleasant sunny conditions for our explorations
here. More Peonies were discovered close to the road, and the woodland had extensive displays of Blue
Anemone Anemone apennina and Pheasant’s-eye Narcissus Narcissus poeticus. A stroll through the woods after lunch
led us to an area where we found Roman Orchids Dactylorbiza romana and a few Elder-flowered Orchids D.
sambucina, and many more Spectacled and Sparse-flowered Orchids on the open slopes. The final stop for the day
was at a copse of Wild Service Trees Sorbus torminalis where there were uncountable numbers of Roman Orchids,
a few more Elder-flowered and several stands of what looked like Common Spotted Orchids but were in fact the
very similar Wedge-lipped Orchid Dactylorhiza saccifera. Purple Gromwell Buglossoides purpurocaerulea, more narcissi,
Meadow Saxifrage Saxifraga granulata and various vetches added to the colourful ground flora. After a gentle
ramble here, we set off on the drive back to Monte Sant’Angelo, admiring the fields full of Yellow Asphodel

Asphodeline lutea and the stony roadside slopes covered in yellow and purple irises.

Today we left the Palace Hotel and set off for Peschici. Our route took us down to the Tulip fields and then up
into the hilly area leading to the Foresta Umbra. We stopped on the way to explore a little track which had
orchids growing in profusion along the grassy margins. A new species here was the variety of Green-winged
known as A. morio subsp. picta, but there were plenty of familiar species here as well. We gained height as we
travelled on into the forest and the vegetation changed from typical Mediterranean shrubs such as Tree Heather
Erica arborea and Narrow-leaved Cistus Cistus monspeliensis to dense Beech Fagus sylvatica woods. We stopped at a
picnic site in the shade of some magnificent Beech trees and followed the trail through the woods to the small
lake. There were large concentrations of tadpoles in the shallows and some Golden Orfe cruising around. As well
as the lofty Beech trees there were some huge ancient Yew trees Taxus baccata in the woods, and strangely, for
the middle of the day, a Tawny Owl hooted from time to time. The deep hollows in the limestone were filled
with mosses and ferns, making quite a contrast with the sunny hillsides we had been exploring earlier in the

week.




After our picnic we drove on through the forest, pausing to look as some Fallow Deer in an enclosure. Further
down the road, after many twists and turns, we pulled off to look at a large patch of Spring Cyclamen Cyclamsen
repandum which were growing on the steep bank. On the roadside there were many colourful shrubs and one
more secretive plant which we eventually found a little further up the road: Daphne sericea is a delicately scented
but rather small-flowered species. We were soon out of the forest and back in the Mediterranean zone again with
vines, olives and citrus trees on either side. We pulled off the road at a lay-by unfortunately piled with debris, but
the shrubby area next to it had a very good display of orchids, including some splendid Late Spider Orchids,
Ploughshare Tongue Orchids Serapias vomeracea and the very scarce Ophrys oestrifera subsp. montis-gargani. After a

thorough search here, we followed the road to Peschici and finally arrived at our destination, the Hotel Elisa.

It did not take long to check in to the rooms and there was time for an exploration of the attractive harbour and
small town before we met in the bar to go over our checklists. The colony of Alpine Swifts in the cliffs provided
quite a spectacle as they came down to investigate their nest sites. We then enjoyed a lovely seafood supper
which the Hotel Elisa is famous for. We also enjoyed the unusual spectacle of seeing the sun set over the sea

even though we were on the east coast of Italy.

This was to be our last full day in Gargano so we made an early start after breakfast and headed west, stopping
first to look at the Trabuco, the traditional fixed fishing net found in this region. Growing on the walls of the
ancient tower were Sicilian Snapdragons Awtirrhinum sicnlum and the endemic Gargano Bellflower Campansla
garganica. The very scenic coastal route snaked down past Peschici’s attractive rural railway station and then up
again through Olive groves on terraced hillsides. We stopped at one Olive grove to look at a magnificent colony
of Lady Otchids Orchis purpurea; the plants themselves were tall and robust and there were probably over 100
flower spikes in the area we looked at. On the roadside bank there were a few spikes of White Helleborine
Cephalanthera damasoninm just starting to open up. After this pleasant interlude we carried on up the hill and then
joined the highway which led west towards the Lago Verano. We turned off after some miles and took a narrow
road into a more hilly habitat. On one track we found the very attractive Purple Mullein Verbascum phoenicinm and

a new orchid for the list was the Dark Ophrys Ophrys sphegodes subsp. atrata.

The next stop was at an abandoned quarry on the edge of the Bosco di Spina Pulci. Here we were able to find
two more orchid species which we had not come across so far. The Small-patterned Ophrys Ophrys fuciflora
subsp. parvimacnlata is a very rare species only found in the west of Gargano and a fine stand of these looked very
photogenic. Nearby were a few specimens of the Provence Orchid Orehis provincialis just starting to go over but
still showing all the important features. More Cyclamens were found here, and in amongst the spiny shrubs and
limestone rocks there was a very rich flora. We carefully moved through the thickets of Christ’s Thorn Paliurus
spina-christi and the foul-smelling Bean Trefoil Anagyris foetida and were rewarded by finding Tongue Orchids
Serapias lingua and more Yellow Bee Orchids. Bloody Cranesbill Geranium sanguinenm was added to our list of
British native species. We had a lunch break here and then started on the journey back to Peschici. Some of the
group opted for a walk along the beach to look at the flora on the cliffs, which included Jupiter’s Beard _Anshyllis
barba-jovis, a large shrubby close relative of Kidney Vetch. There were plenty of interesting shells to be found on
the beach, including the Purple Dye Murex, used in ancient times to extract the purple dye for Roman togas. The

Alpine Swifts appeared again as the sun set over the sea and we enjoyed another seafood supper.
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We had to make an early start this morning to get back to Bari for the return flight to Gatwick, so we left
Peschici promptly after breakfast at 7am and headed back for the highway, passing some of the sites we had
visited the previous day. There was not much traffic at this time of the day so we made good progress. From the
minibus we could see the wisps of smoke rising from the Olive groves as the annual spring pruning was taking
place, and some of the trees appeared to have had a very drastic pruning with chain saws. Some had bare earth
beneath them, but in places there was a colourful flora and we recognised Rosy Gatlic .A/ium rosenm and Borage
Borago officinalis in one place. We could see the contrasting habitats as we travelled, with the Gargano massif
always there on the horizon. The verges were still colourful with wild flowers and we had glimpses of a few
birds, mainly gulls and corvids, as we travelled. Pulling off the autoroute near the airport we passed some tall
Eucalyptus trees and these had the large untidy nests of Monk Parakeets in them, and a few of the birds were

seen as we passed by.

We arrived at the airport in time for the check in and Andrew and Pete, who were staying on to look after a

second group due to arrive shortly, said their farewells to everyone before they left.
