INTRODUCTION

Addam White was born in Edinbuorgl on 29% Apeil 1817 and
wits educated at the High School of the city (McLuachlan,
FETO AL the sge of TR, White, already an ardent nafuralist,
wenl o London with o letter of introduction to John Edward
Giray at the British Muoseum. White was appointed as an
Assistunt in the Zoological Branch of Natoral History
Diviston ol the Britsh Museum in December 1835 {Dunning,
1879 Gilbert, 1977)

White wus remembered fondby by severul nuthors, Cowian
CERT2 for example commenting on his “Tiest appearance al
the Museurm in o short jacket, which, together with his ruddy
and vouthtul appearance, gained for him the epithet of the
by Whiate™. MeLachlan (1879 asserts that “no one was more
willing 10 go out of his way to oblige™ and 1o proffer “wise
counsel and ready assistance”™, Dunning ( 187%) further recalls
White's “broad Scotch secent with which his words of sound
advice were delivered”. Photographs of White in fater lile
have heen published in Ingle (1991 and Waterston ( 1997),

logle (1991 notes that White initially worked on the bird
collections, but later was instrucied 1o assist Mr George
Semouclle in the Tnsect Room two davs oo week and corate
the arthropod collection. Samouelle wod an unsteady path
as Assistant. e ook o drink, neglecied bis duties, was
constantly absent from work and was insulting to his
supervisors. He even spited co-worker White by delibermely

removing the registration pumbers affixed w the specimens,
thereby creating total confusion in the collections, Samonelle
was eventudlly dismissed in T84 (Stearn, 1981 Ingle, 1991}

Subsequently, White was placed in charge of the arthropod
collection and, as o consequence, he published extensively
an [nsectaand Crustacea. As his experience of the advantages
enjoved by & national muoseum increased, White wrote
tirelessly o Scottish newspapers, under the pseudonym
Arachnophilus, campaigning for the establishment ol a
Mational Museum in Scotland. The name was meant to
signify patient perseverance, and he lived up to it the
campaign continuing for o number of years, He [ele strongly
about education for all in the elitist society of the day, a view
that hecame central in the debate leading to the establishiment
ol Scotland s national museum (Waterston, 1997 )L

At the British Museum, White's relationship with LE. Gray

Embittered by his treatment at the hands of Gray, and by his
“miserable pension of L1157 (White, 1862, letter o Smith,
NHM Archivesy, White tell into emational and pecuniary
decling and spent some time 0 the Sunnyside Lunatic
Asylom, Montrose. Scotlund (Carruthers, 1873, leller to
Hooker, NHM Arclioves). However, his urge o write
contnued even while in confinement. and he edited and
largely contributed w a journal, the contents of which were
supphicd by pattents (Molachlan, IR790 His sense of
tenemminy was further compounded when the Trestees of the
British Museum apparently refused him access, White wis
accused of the willful destruction of o hook and dishonesty,
He hegs for support, writing i any Triends | have a the
Museum were 1w owrite me that they decn me incapahle of
such conduct i would cheer me™ (White, 1870 letter o
Carruthers, NHM Archives).

White remarnied and had three more children (he had one
daughter from his Fiest marrtage). but his financial worries
contnued. He begeed for help from his fricod Carmhers,
and applied Tor o small gratuity from the Roval Sociery
(W hite, 18700 Tetter to Carruthers, NHM Archives:
Carruthers 1873; letter 1o MHooker, NHM Archives),

Saddly, despite White™s considerable contribution e the Gelds
of entomology and carcinology he erew despondent in laer
life. describing himself s “one who has been somewhig
unstecessful i the race of Le™ (White, 1874: letter w
Curruthers, NHM Archivesh White died in Tnnuary 18749

WHITE'S PUBLICATIONS

White pubfished a wuly prodigions number of works on
patural history, including such diverse works as A popatdoe
fistery of Mammafio VIRS00L A popalar fistore of Bivds
CERSE) and Headds and Taidsy or Anecdotes o of Qe rpeds
and otfrer beases (IRT0) With B M Swark he wrote fhe
instractive pictire book (18371 and for the Society for
Promoting Christian Knowledge he arranged the plates for
Tabular view of Myrapoda, Arachnda, & Crastacea, and
Ferhelar view of the orders and leading fanilies of invects,
for the g wrams of Natara!d Historv series, The Tafadar vien
of Crastecea arranged by White (1861c: pls 2, 3) for the
Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge appears o he
un obscure publication. The two pages of plutes contain
beautitully engraved tlostrations of varioos Crusmces 1axa
by J.W. Lowry and the list of species represented has been
tabulated (Tables 1. 20 White made two important
contributions to Brnsh carcinology, In 1850, White
catatogued the Crustacea for a series which anempred to list
specimens ol British animals and (White, 1857, wrole A
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popidar History of Brisish Crustocea. He iWhile, 1835b) also
edited with notes o volume on “A eollection of documents
et Spritchergen & Greenfand, comprising o translarion fream
£ Meartens vovape 1o Spircbergen: A translation from Faae
de fo Pevere's histoire do Gropiland”, Tor the Hakluw
Society, Tn addition to his Tascination with animal Tife, White
wiks alse o keen hotanist and apparently eontribited many
specimens Lo the British Museum Herbarium {Anon, 18749),

This present study comments upon White's publications
relating to his deseriptions of new Crustucea species in the
Proceedings of the Loalogical Society of Londen and Lheir
duplication in the Annals and Magazine of Nataral History,
mclnding Zoology, Borny, and Geedogy - which jourmnal was
published first and wok priovity? Further dilliculties wiere
cncountered with the precise dutes of White s papers
published in the Joproal of Proceedings of the Entomological
Sercfety of Lonedon. A matter also confused by duplication in
the Annals and Magazine of Nawwrad History, including
Foolagv, Botany, pod Geology, Strungely neither the NHM
Library nor Crustaces Section possesses a compendinm of
White's reprints that might help resolve these issues. b the
Crustacean Section Library does hove White's (1847w
personal, annotated copy of his Cataloge of Crustacea in
the British Musewnr und this has been the source of much
information

White was an industrious worker, but aecess w his
publications is restricted because they are approximately 130
yeurs old, e and therefore difTwult w obain, This is a
problem as White deseribed o large number of new arthropod
species, A measure of White™s endeavours can be gained
from the catalogue of scientific papers compiled by the Royal
Society of London (1872 347-349, 763), but although 39
journal references reluting 1o Arthropoda are listed. it s
incomplete and sometimes misleading, For example,
reference 31 states “Short descriptions of some new species
of Crustaeen i the collection of the British Musewn, Proc.
ool Soc Lond,, XV, 187, pp. 84-86, 1I8-1277. This
publication is in fac!l two separale papers, with almos
icentical tiddes OWhite, 18474, 1847ay, Further, citation 32
is dated 1847, bur Waterhouse (158937 238) and Duncan
(EYET: 80 sugaested it was published on the 29%th March
1545, Mareover, none of White's catalogues, books or
contributions o the wentificalion of expedition collecied
specinens, 15 cited, The latter are recorded in the Library
Catalogue ol the British Museum (Natwral History) (1913
2306-23071 and a total of 26 arthropod (Tnsecta and
Crustacea b publications are ihdexed. Yer ugain the [ist s not
complete and is inaccurate, especially for his crustacean
works, For example the Crustacea of the H.M.S. Samarang
voviaee, published jointdy with Arthur Adams, is dated |88,
Howvever, according 1o Sherhorn (19220 cxi), the Crustacey
chapter was published in two parts dated 1848 and 1849,
The Library Catalogue (191352 2307) cites White's
contribulion to the “MNarrative of the voyage of H.M.S.
Rartlesnake™ as 1832, the date on the titde page. but during
this present study the copy in the British Library was
examined and it was date stamped 27 DE 1851, The abowve
examples are just a few of the problems encountered while

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researching the crustacean publications of Adam White.

While, through no fault of his own, has lelt a leguey of
nomenclatral confusion that has been difficult o resolve
and relates 1o the dute of publication of three journats, White
communicated papers that contained descriplivns of new
species at the Entomological and Zoological Societies of
London, which were published in Jowrnal of Proceedings
af the Emtemalogival Socieny and the Proceedings of the
Loologival Societv, A conlemporary serinl of the period was
the Annaly and Magazine of Natwral History, including
Zoilogy, Botany and Geology and it comtained regular reports
entitled “Proceedings of Leurned Societies™. As a
consequence, this Journal duplicated the majority ol papers
printed by the Entomological and Zoological Societies and
the following explanatory comments may be helpful in
reconnimending dates of priority.

THE ENTOMOLOGICAL SOCIETY

White published lwo crustacean papers in Lthe Lo of
Proceedingy of the Enteanclogical Society of London, This
serial was issued 1nosheets A - Koithe letter Faas por used)
sometime between 841 and P46, or later. This series was
later reprinted by the Entomological Society in 1864 isee
White, 1864u, b) becanse of ws rarity, but it had different
pagination from the eriginal. The ariginal 1841-46 volume
presents o number of problems. Establishing the publication
dates of these sheets proved difficult becanse a fire at the
Royal Entomological Society destroved muany records
(MNeave, 1933 890 However, Wheeler (191170 listed the
publication dutes of all Procecdings between Fanuary [ 540
and December 1846, Wheeler's work confirms the
publication dite of the two White papers in . Proc, enr Soe.
Lol His paper presented at the mecting of the 20 of Angust,
IE4] was ineluded mothe sheet HC terroncously printed on
the first pagze of the sheet as 1O, which was first available
on the 1 of Fehruary 15420 White's second paper, given on
the 7% April 1845, was published on the [ July 1846,
However, these two White papers, were reprinted
cantemporaneansly o Ao Mag, por, Hise (see While,
15420, 1846b). According to the Accessions Register of the
Linnean Socicety Library the publication dates of these can
ilso be established as the st of February 1842 and the st
of July 1846 respectively, The authors of this present study
recommend that the White papers published in the Sfourmal
of the Proceedings of the Entomological Sociery ke priority
because these were the origimal submissions and were
reprinted by Aanals and Magazine of Nawral Hiviory,
imeluding Zoologv. Botany and Geology,

THE ZOOLOGICAL SOCIETY

White published seven papers in the Proceedings of the
Aoological Society of London (White, 1847Th, [547d, 1847,
[H48h, [H48d, 18490, 1851, 186 1a). These were duplicated
i Fhe Annals and Magazine of Natnral History, including
Aoology, Botany. and Geology under a section entitled

“Proceedings of Learned Societies™ (White, 1847e, 18471
LB, [R48c, 1849 18a9c IRS1h LEGL cespectively),
The major difference herween the tao publications is that
the plates were not reproduced in the Auwnals. The only
Proveedings paper of White (18300 not 1w be reprinted in
the Ammals was the Zoological Socicty meeting held on the
[3ih of May 1336, However the problem with this
duplication of papers 15 pomenclatural priority and 1he
distribution (availability) dates of cach journal.

Only the works of White published in the Entomological
and Zoological Society house journals are listed in the
catalogue of scientific papers compiled by the Royal Society
CEET2) and this seemed to suzgest 1t is these journals tha
wire the original descriptions and have nomenclatursl
priority. In order to confirm priority date, copies ol the
Proveedings of Zoodogical yociety and The Awiels and
Magazine of Narwral Histery were examined in the libraries
of the Zoology Department and Mollusea Section, Matural
History Museum, Linnean Society. Zoological Society and
the British Library,

The Procecdings

None of the volwnes examined suggested that the
“Procecdings” was distributed o sheets/numbers and there
i no evidence ol additional wrappers within the bindings.
Ihe date stamps in the British Library copics ol volumes
VR4, TEA5, 1840 and 1848 are as Tollows:-

The publication dates of the Procecdings were confused and
have abwviously been o problem in the past, but are important,
This matter was reselved when Sclater {Anon, 1893; 4335)
laid before the Zoological Socicty meeting of May 2, 1893
alist of the Proceedings dates, This list was compiled from
the printers” (Tayvler & Franees) receipts [or the sheets of
the Proceedings from 1831-1839 by Waterhouse ( 1893) whao
was the Librarian to the Zoologicul Society from 1872 10
1913, Waterhouse was not eriginally credited with the
authorship of the delivery dutes and his work was later
reprinted at the request of Sherborn in Duncan (1937 78-
831 The sheets were referred to us numbers in the list
assembled by Walerhouse, What is not clarificd is whether
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these sheets woere individually distributed 1o the members of
the Zoolopical Society as they became available from the
printers or if the Society distributed the volumes in parts,
Further. two papers by White {1847z, 1848a) run into the
following sheet. However, the dates of delivery from the
printers 1o the Zoological Society have produced a stable
nomenclature with regard to papers published in the
Proveedings and this been generally accepied,

The Annals

In comparison, the distnbution dates of the Annalys and
Magazine of Notural Historv, meluding Zoology, Botanv,
anel Gealagy appear to be withoul contention. The date stamp
in the Britsh Library volumes are as follows:-

Richard Tuvlor was one of the leading printers/publishers
during this period and his firm printed most of the scientilic
journats in London. He was also a Fellow of the Linnean
Society. From studying the Linnean Society Library
Accession book Tor the period of White's publications, Ann.
Mug. wat, Hist, appears o have be made available at the
beginning of the month as stated on the tode heading of each
part, This was made possible because one of the Tournal
editors ( Richard Taylory ensured that o copy of the Journul
was promptly delivered 1o the lbrary.

Priority of Proceedings and Annals

From Waterhouse (1893) and the Linnean Society Library
Accessions Register, White's papers published by the
Proceedings of the Zoological Sociery are considered here
1o take priority because they were available belore the Annals
et Megazine of Natwral History, inclnding Zoology, Bowany,
and Ciealogy.

HMS FLY

July 1847 saw three papers published by White (1847¢.d.e)
hut establishing the distribution date of the HMS Fiy
nirrative was difficult, The copy in the Natural History
Museum Generil Library has the month July hand written
by Sherborn, in peneil, on the title page. Also in the General
Library is a book contuining the correspondence ot Juke and
within is a letter to a friend dated the 28th August 1547 which
pives i list of newspapers that have reviewed the book. These

were lraced viu the British Library newspaper section but
gave no further help. Specraror Saturday Lith Augost;
Morning Post Tuesday 24 Avgust: the Daily Mews and
Morning Hevald Thursday 26th Aveost. However, the HMS
Fiyv copy in the Brilish Library was date stamped with the
numbers 47,7.28.25 establishing the distribution date as the
28th July 1847,

VALID GENERA & SPECIES ATTRIBUTED
TO WHITE

White is the authority for 31 genera of which nine were
Jointly established with Arthor Adams. three were atribured
to White by Kindhan { P59 and two of the genera established
by White are invalid.

Two hundred and ecighty-ning crustacean species were
considered by White to be new to science. but for various
reasons this figure should be revised, One hundred and
sevenly-one species thought o be new by White (mainly
[B47a) are meming nuda becanse they are withoul o valid
indication, Sixty-live new speeies were described solely by
White, 42 jointly with Arthur Adams, five species
descriptions were atributed o White by Micrs (1874), one
replacement name {White, 1847a: 3L Thelpdusa dehoaniiy
and two new species were attributed to White by Kinahan
CTEST). White is also the authority for 31 genera.

OF the oo mieda, White (18474) was preparing figures
with the intention of describing new crustacean species and
publishing them in the soolegieal account af the HMS Erebus
e Tervor voyage, hut this study was never completed. Instead
Miers (1874} completed an account ol the Crustacea from
the Voyage and published some of White's ligures,
amounting (o four plates. Miers (1874 |) wrote an
introduction w the paper stating “The greater number of
Crustacea here figured have heen described by Mr. Adam
White. The plates having been printed of f many vears since,
and the stones destroyed, it has not been possible 10 aler
their lettering, and bring it into correspandence with the
nomenclature adopted 1 the text: but whenever | have
adopled for any species a different generic or specific name
from that used by Mr. White, and printed on the plae, &
reference has been made to the later in the synenvma of the
species”

Further, White {1847a) indicated that a number of species
deseriptions appeared in Amn. Mag. nas, Hise, 1846 hut the
authors of this present study did not find this paper and
therefore the names appear to be noming nuda.

Addiiona! problems were encountered when esiablishing the
carrect authorship of some White proposed species. With
Dronbleday he recorded a list of annulose animals from New
Zealund but only the name of White appears after the
descriptions of the crestacean species. Crustacea [rom the
vayage of HMS Samarang were described jointly with
Arthur Adams. Tna number of instances Adums and White
incorrectly attributed the awvthority of the species to
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themselves when a previous description by only White wok
priority. In one instance the earlier combination of White &
Adams (in White, 1847d: 84) was later altered (o Adams &
Wohine | ddumes & White, 1845 300,
