For example in Ireland
the fast of Lent is broken at
dawn on Easier day by eating a
meal of eggs.

In some parts of France chil-
dren take gifts of eggs lo their
priests on Holy Saturday when
they make their confessions.
And all over Europe egg races
are popular at this time, -

Throughout the years many
metheds of coloring eggs were
used by the country people to
whom commercial dyes were
not rcadily accessible. These
people used onion skins, herb
juices, furze (a shrub with yel-
low flowers), various species
of flowers and bits of colored
cloth scaked in hot water to
bring out the dye color,

In the Tyrol the children
spend Easter eve collecting eggs
from farmers’ houses as they
sang carols. Farmers’ wives
prepare these eggs all dyed in
bright colors and decorated angd
sometime printed with religious
molttoss to give to the carolers.

Italian families bake a spe-
cial round cake decorated with
Easter eggs for the holy day,
and on Easter Eve take the eggs
to church where they are bless-
ed by the priests. Then on Eas-
ter everyone who enters the
housc is offcred at least one
¢z2g, end no one may refuse this
toke of the Resurrcction.

In Czechoslovakia, eggs are
given to pay a forfeil. On Eas-
ter Monday the boys make fan-
cy, decorated willow whips and
switch the girls with them. This
is supposed to bring good hick
to the girls, so they reward the
boys with gaily decorated eggs.

In Yugoslavia and in other
places where the Slavic people
live, it is the custom to prepare
great quantities of egzs on
Greal Taursday. Some of the
esgs are dyed black and placed
on the graves of departed mem-
bers of the family,

In Greece and Rumania the
eggs are colored red to express
the joy of the Easter scason,

According tc information re-
leased by Park police, Katich
was traveling west on Jefferson,
at about 1:53 a.m., alone in his
car and ahead of a group of
friends in another vehicle close
behind, when he somehow lost
control. His auto leaped the cuth
and smashed into the pole, then
burst into flames.

The force of the impact tossed
Katich out of vehicle, a 1962
Corvette, and he landed just
short of the sidewalk. The car
spun around several times,
traveling about 31 feet before
coming to a stop.

The vietim’s friends in the sec-
ond automobdile, leaped out and
pulled Katich away from the
smashed car, and seconds later
the car, its gas tank and fuel
ruptured, burst into flames.

Katich was rushed to the hos-
pital by Park fire ambulance,
and was pronounced dead on
arrival. Firemen at the scene,
put out the fire, but not before
it completely burned out the
interior and the canvas top, and
the tires, The hulk was towed to
the pound at the rear of the po-
lice station at Jefferson "and
Maryland.

Officers at the scene said that
they could find no evidence to
indicate what caused Katich to
lose control. A report from the
Wayne County Medical Examin.

pital a “non-conforming use."
In 1883-64, the hospital peti.
tioned the council to be permit-
ted to expand. When the council
denied the petition, the hospital
sought relief in Circuit Court.
The Circuit Court found in
favor of the hospital.

The City of Grosse Pointe
took the case to the Court of
Appeals; and while awaiting
the decision of this court, the
City Council passed a completely
new zoning ordinance, prohibit-
ing a hospital on the very site
on which the hospital stood.
When the hospital protested the
terms of the ordinance as ap-
plied to it, the City Council as-
sured the hospital administra-
tion that if the decision of the
Appeals Court was favorable to
the hospital, the city ordinance
would be amended to conform
with the decision of the court.

Architects and professional
planners for the hospital spent
more than a year redesigning a
plan which would conform with
the city's new 35.foot height
limitation and, at the same time,
would provide the additional
beds and ancillary services
needed, Although a majority of
the City Council agreed to the
redesigned plan, their five-to-
two vote was still not enough to
allow the hospital to expand.

Officials of the hospital have
continued to attempt to resolve
the differences with the city in
the hope that litigation could be
aveided. When it became appar-
ent that further negotiations
would be fruittess and futile, the
hospital was forced again to
resort to the court to be allowed
to expand and make use of its
property.

The administration of Bon
Secours has pointed out that the
hospital must expand and add
needed services and equipment
in order to remain a modern
hospital. A national authority
on hospitals and the Greater
Detroit Area Hospital Council
have urged expansion,

R. J. Maurer, Administrator
of Bon Secours, has stated that
the approved medical education
programs offered by the hospital
are in jeopardy of being dis-
approved because of the size of
the hospital. Such programs are
rarely approved in hospitals
with less than 300 beds. A
larger hospital offers a greater
variety of medical and surgical
patients which provide a better
educational experience for the
training of young doctors. He
said, “it is. essential for the
hospital to expand because of
the already over-crowded facili-
ties. and the increasing need to
offer more comprehensive sery-
ices to our patients. These medi-
cal services cannot be offered
now due to the lack of space.”

In 1869, the hospital’s Emer-
gency Rocm treated more than
13,800 patients—obviously, it is
well used by people in the
Grosse Pointe area.

John Raitt, musical comedy
star, recently said to John
Miller. instructor of the Ameri-
can Musical Theatre course at
North High School, “May all
vour students grow to love the
musical theatre as you do.”

On.March 12 I was fortunate
enough to be invited to the
Celebrity Series at the Esquire
Theatre to hear Robert Cromie.
As you all probably know, this
series is sponsored by the As.
sistance League of Bon Secours
Hospital.

Anyone who has seen Bod
Cromie as host of National
Educational TV’s “Book Beat'
knows what a good spenker he
is, and I was not disappointed
—he certainly has a fund of
stories to tell! This interesting
gentleman — write, reviewer,
author and former war corres-
sondent, was born in Detroit.
He attended public schools in
Detroit, high school in Birm-
ingham, Michigan, Oberlin
(Ohio) College, and later round-
ed things out with two years of
graduate work in English, In
1860 he was appointed editor
of the CHICAGO TRIBUNE'S
literary supplement (later re-
named BOOKS TODAY). In
1887 the TRIBUNE merged with
the WASHINGTON POST to be-
gin publication of a new Sun-
day literary magazine known
as BODK WORLD with Cromie
as a contributing editor.

Robert Cromie has written
prose and verse for several lead-
ing national magazines, includ-
ing the SATURDAY EVENING
POST. He is the author of THE
GREAT CHICAGO FIRE, sev-
eral books on golf, and WHERE
STEEL. WINDS BLOW (in
1888).

Knowing all of these things
about Bob Cromie I entered the
Esquire Theatre anticipating an
enjoyable and sparkling talk,
and that's what 1 got. A’ter a
oreliminary discussion of cen-
sorship, Mr. Cromie launched
forth into many delightful anec-
dotes about the various '‘greats’
he bad interviewed. He told of
the feud that seemed at times
to exist between Emily XKim-
brough and Cornelia Otis Skin-
ner. He said his worst (and
toughest) guest had been Max
Shulman (who only gave out
“yes” and “no”’ answers). He
told us of Bill Sands (MY
SHADOW RAN FAST) who
asked Henry Morgan {who can
give deadly and sarcastic am-
swers if provoked) if he, Mor-
gan, would put in an appear-
ance in the prison where Bill
Sands had been. He described
the low morale and sad condi-
tions to Morgan. He didn’t have
the nerve to ask him to do more
than simply walk through the
prison; but Morgan went him
one better—he put on a com-
plete show there, much to
Sands’ amazement and joy.

Further, Mr. Cromie tatked
of the enchanting Helen Hayes

and her GIFT OF JOY. He re-
minded us of the beautiful
friendship that had existed be-
tween her husband and Ben
Hecht. And when Ben Hecht
died, a great effort was made
to have him buried in the same
cemetery with her husband. The
family had been told that there
were no more plots le’t, and
they had asked Helen Hayes to
intercede. One last plot was
discovered, and when the fune-
ral cortege drove up to the
area, it was found that this fi-
nal empty plot wag immediately
adjacent to Charies McArthur's
grave! What a fitting reward
for two old friends!

Cne of Cromie's favorite au-
thors seams to be Isaac Bashe-
vis Singer (a delightful man,
as he mentioned to me later, at
lunch). He had given Bob Cro-
mie ten reasons why he liked
to write children’s books. Cro-
mie finds Singer’s works sad,
but feels that they leave no
aftermath of sadness. He is
what we might call a gay pes-
simist. Once Singer was asked
why he had so many demons
in his stories. In reply, he said:
“lI do not know whether I be-
lieve in demons, but I am afraid
of them.”

Other well-known names
flowed from Cromie's lips —
names such as Sheila Graham,
Michael Campbell, Mary Ste-
wart. I began to realize what
a fascinating job this interview-
ing must be. Granted, it has
its tight moments, its gaffs, its
moments of indiscretion when
one says things that one
wouldn't say on the air when
one thinks une is off the air!
But all this seems to be part
of this sort of show business,
and must only add zest to this
sort of job.

I found Lir. Cromie, at lunch,
still erisp and full of anecdotes,
and able to handle conversation
of any kind deftly, skillfully
and amusingly. In answering
questions from the audience, it
was quite evident that his read-
ing background was full, his re-
tention excellent. He thinks well
and rapidly on his feet; his
sense of humor is sometimes
wry, sometimes dry, but aiways
there; he radiates a charisma

‘of complete charm. Now, my

next step is to get my television
set adjusted to “Book Beat"”

each week. It's always more
fun to watch someone you've
listened to as a lecturer and
chatted with at luncheon. Yes,
“Book Beat” is now added to
my list of TV programs (and
I don't watch too many at

that).

The Council authorized the City Manager to solicit
bids for the sale of one 1962 GMC, 17 cubic yard Leach
Packmaster.

The Council approved tie purchuse and installation of
a steel storage shed, at the approximate total cost of
£300.00, for use as a shelter building on Kerby Field, as a
temporary facility, pending ronstruction of the proposed
activily building at Kerby Field,

The Council authorized the City Administration to en-
ter into a joint gasoline purchasing agreement with the
Grosse Pointe Public School System, whereby the School
System would purchase gasoline in accordance with the
City's current gasoline purchasing agreement, at a cost re-
flecting the price per gallon charged to the City, plus a
ten percent charge for the necessary accounting to be
handled by the City’s Accounling Department.

Teen Survives
Heroin Overdose

A 1S5.year-old Park boy, who
was found unconscious on the
bathreom floor of his home on
Wednesday, March 11, and was
near death Ifrom an overdosc
of heroin, Is reported recover-
ing and under medical and
psychialric treatment, it was
disclosed by Park Det.
James LaPrait on Thursday,
March 19,

The sergeant said that police
were called to the hcme by the
lad’s mother, who heard a
heavy thud in the bathroom, but
was unable to enter to check
because the door was locked.

Police officers who arrived
at the scene, "‘were forced to

. remove the door from the frame

before they could gain access to
the facility. They said they
found the young man uncon.
scious, face down, on the floor,

LaPratt said that when the
policemen turned the boy over,
preparatory to placing him on
a stretcher, they found a needle
and syringe underneath his
body, along with a blackened
spoon. Searching further, the
officers found four closed gela-
tin capsules floating in the
commeode which a later sclentif.
ic dnalysis disclosed had con-
tained heroin,

The teenager was rushed to
Bon Secours Hospital, where for
a while it was feared he would
die, but he survived the ordeal,
and after several days was re-
leased to go home.

The detective sergeant. said
that the youngster had been in-
volved in the use of marijuana
and narcotic pills on previous
occasions, and has been taken
to the Park station several
times for Investigation and
questioning.

LaPratt said that in talking
to the boy, the young man re-
vealed that he had used heroin
before, but that he had not
touched the stuff for approxi-
mately two and one halt
months. However, the young
man said, on the March 11 date,
the desire for the drug was
overwhelming, and he was un.
able to resist an injection. The
fact that he nearly died did
nont phase the youth at all, the
sergeant said.

The boy’s parents, aghast at
the knowledge that their son
was an addict, begged the po-
liceman for guidance. They said
their concern for their son was
so much that they would do
anything to help him fo break
the habit.

LaPratt said that at his sug-
gestion, the 15-year-old is now
“under house arrest’”, and is
undergoing medical and psychi-
atric treatments. The boy is
slowly recovering, but whether
ke has the “‘guts” io see the
thing through, will be up to the
lad himself, the sergeant said.
