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The Andean Chocé is the ninth most biodiverse
ecosystem in the world. It harbors unique
biodiversity with a high degree of endemism. The
Chocod has a great variety of vegetation types.
In the northwestern part of the Pichincha province,
in the parish of Pacto, cloud forest occurs at
Mashpi Lodge, including the world’s largest
Magnolia  trees  (Magnolia  mashpi). At
Mashpi, Shungo, Pambiliio and Chontaloma,
the forest has a tropical appearance, with
ancient trees and a large population of the palm
Iriartea  deltoidea standing out in  the
landscape. At Inti Llacta Tucanopy the forest
is dominated by palms, especially “palma
de cera” (Ceroxylum echinolatum). All of
these ecosystems are home to the last well-
preserved bat communities of the Ecuadorian
Choc6. Bat communities are important because
they provide ecosystem services such as
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the expansion of agriculture, cattle ranching, and in
recent years gold mining. In this guide you will
better understand why we should protect the
Andean Chocé.
