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PREFACE

Education information retrieval services in
Australia have used a number of tools for assigned
term indexing because there has been no
controlled vocabulary of Australian educational
termit.ology. The Australian Education index, the
National TAFE Clearinghouse, the Directory of
Education Research and Researchers in Austraiia
and the Western Australian Education
Department’s Information Analysis Centre, amongst
others, have used the Thesaurus of ERIC
Descriptors in modified form. However, the
modifications are often not consistent and there
have been a number of in-house and specialised
services which have attempted to develop their
own word-stocks for indexing. There is, therefore,
a need for a core thesaurus of terms suitabie for
indexing Australian educational literature which is
based on the actual terminology of education in
Australia, and is widely available for use in existing
information retrieval systems and in the
deveiopment of new services.

The Australian Council for Educational
Research was commissioned by the Australian
Education Council to develop such a thesaurus by
means of a systematic and thorough revision of the
Thesaurus of ERIC Descriptors. The printed version

of the ERIC Thesaurus is now available in its 10th
(1984) edition, but the Australian Thesaurus of
Education Descriptors has incorporated, when
appropriate, subsequent modifications to the ERIC
Thesaurus Master Database. Procedures are being
developed to ensure that the Thesaurus is
responsive to the changing nature and literature of
educaticy and to the indexing requirements of
Thesaurus users.

The ACER wishes to acknowledge the help
given by the staff of the ERIC Processing and
Reference Facility in the compilation of the
Australian Thesaurus of Education Descriptors, and
thanks ERIC authorities for so readily giving
permission to reproduce material contained in the
ERIC Thesaurus. The Thesaurus Project staff wish
especially to thank Mr P.D. Brown, Assistant
Director, Computer Systems at the ZRIC Facility,
for providing advice and assistance in the use of
ERIC computer systems for automatic generation
and manipulation of Thesaurus data. Thanks are
also due to the numerous individuals who
commented on sections of the draft Thesaurus.
Their criticisms and suggestions have all been
considered in the preparation of this first edition.



INFORMATION PROCESSING AND
THE AUSTRALIAN THESAURUS OF
EDUCATION DESCRIPTORS

The Australian Thesaurus of Education
Descriptors is a word-stock, based on the
Thesaurus of ERIC Descriptors, which is designed
specifically for indexing and retrieving the literature
of education in Australia. It is a controlled
vocabulary suitable for adoption by a wide range
of bibliographic information storage and retrieval
systems, whether they are manually compiled or

computer-based, in-house services or generally
available to the whole education community. The
Thesaurus has been prepared taking into account
also the vocabulary needs and subject indexning
practices of the Australian Education index
database which adopted the new Thesaurus
beginning with the first quarterly file update in
February 1984,

THESAURUS DEVELOPMENT

The ERIC Thasaurus, from which the Australian
Thesaurus has been developed, is a structured list
of approved descriptors which are used in indexing
the literature acquired and announced by the
United States’ Educational Resources information
Center (ERIC). To produce a controiied vocabulary
which would meet the terminological needs of
Australian education information systems, a total
revision of the ERIC Thesaurus was underiaken.

This project was conducted in four phases:

= phase 1 - assessment of ERIC Thesaurus
terms, identification of alternative and modified
terms and preparation of a draft Australian
thesaurus;

= phase 2 - review of the draft thesaurus by
subject specialisis and in meetings with
interested users;

= phase 3 - evaluation of the draft thesaurus in
the light of the review phase and preparation
of amended thesaurus ertries; and

s phase 4 - thesaurus production, inciuding final
corrections, printing and publication.

Phase 1 involved the critical evaluation of
each ERIC Thesaurus term to establisn its
applicability, identify problems requiring action and
determine solutions. During this process subject
areas were encountered which required radical
revision, going beyond a simple one-for-one
replacement of individual ERIC terms by Australian
equivalents. Consequently, batches of conceptually
related ERIC terms were sometimes removed and
structured groups of descriptors derived from
Australian educational literature substituted in their
place. Amendments to existing ERIC terms were
made if they do not accurately reflect Australian
usage and word forms, £ome changes were merely
a result of differing lexical conventions. Spelling

differences (e.g. behaviour for behavior,
counselling for counseling and encvclopedia for
encyclapedia, and their derivative forms) are an
obvious example, as are the preference for
alphabetical rather than alphabetic, anaesthetics
rather than anesthesiology and interpretative for
interpretive, etc. In all such cases the form
preferred by The Macquarie Dictionary has been
adopted.' However, the more significant aiterations
to the ERIC Thesaurus were required because of
differences in meaning or scope, or because of the
special characteristics of the Australian education
systems. In these cases the ERIC axiom 'usage
determines meaning’ was adopted.

Changes were tested by reference to
appropriate reference materiais, to word lists
already prepared by some Australian education
information systems and, especially, to samples of
relevant literature. New descripters were selected
in the same way, but only when a concept has
appeared in the literature aiready indexed for
which no index term exists, or when ERIC
descriptors must be ‘stretched’ in meaning or
application to cover peculiarly Australian concepts.
it was not intended to create new terms in
anticipation of their use in the future. A significant
minority of ERIC Thesaurus descriptors, whilst
perfectly acceptabie in an Australian thesaurus,
had not been used, nor were likely to be used, in
indexing the literature of Australian education.
Examples of these are terms for African languages
(such as KINYARUANDA and WOLOF), periods in
the history of the United States (including
REVOLUTIONARY WAR (UNITED STATES) and
MEXICAN AMERICAN HiSTORY) and certain
cultural and ethnic groups (ranging from ESKIMOS
to DOMINICANS). Resource limitations precluded

the large-scale deletion of such descriptors except
in the field of languages.

Ali adds, dueletes and changes of ERIC terms
were included in the draft Austraiian thesaurus
which was subsequently made available, in
subject-related sections, to specialists in those
fields. They provided criticisms and suggestions un
specific terms and clusters of terms during the
review phase. This process of review aiso included
individual meetings with potential users of the
Thesaurus. Extensive ‘trial-indexing’ also took
place.

Foliowing the receipt of expert comments, the
evaluation phase was begun. This involved
reviewing the final recommendations and resolving
unforeseen conflicts. Finally, the project entered
the production phase leading to the publication of

the first edition uf the Australien Thesaurus of
Education Descriptors. By the time the project was
completed extensive revisions of the ERIC
Thesaurus had taken place. Over 850 ERIC
descriptors had been deleted but nearly 250 new
terms had been added. Some 350 descriptor
displays had been subject to substantive
modifications, most of which were in the form of
revised scope notes and improvements to the entry
vocabulary.

An exhaustive process of evaluation and
modification such as this will not be undertaken
again in the foreseeable future. But procedures will
be emploved to ensure that the thesaurus is
responsive to the changing nature and litarature of
gducation and to the indexing needs of tt.2s. urus
users.

VOCABULARY MAINTENANCE

The Australian Council for Educational
Research (ACER) has accepted the responsibility
of maintaining and updating the thesaurus master
database and announcing vocabulary
modifications. The demands of indexing practice
will continue 1o be the singie justification for the
addition of new terminology or changes to existing
vocabulary.

During the course of indexing, indexers
become aware of concepts that are not adequately
represented in the existing Thesaurus. Concepts
that are found in documents or journal articles that
are not covered by the Thesaurus are considered
‘candidate descriptors’. Through the Australian
Education Index network contributing
clearinghouses and indexers will make
recommendations for Thesaurus changes 1o the
AE! Central Unit at ACER. All other Thesauris
users are advised to submit candidate descriptors
direct to ACER (together with the documents to
which they pertain) for evaluation. Voceabulary
changes will be announced regularly in Australian
Education index.

The following summary guidelines are provided
tor all Thesaurus users to aid in determining
whether a candidate descriptor should be
recommended for inclusion in the Thesaurus:

Does it Actually Appear in Documents Being
indexed? The addition of unused descriptors to the
Thesaurus may misrepresent the e.:tent of its usage
and/or acceptance among various authors and
fead to dissatisfaction among users.

Does It Quality for Descriptor Status or Is it an
ldentifier? Highly specific entities, including most
proper nouns/noun phrases, are sometin.es the

subject of documents. These ‘identifiers’ include-
Geographical Locations Persons
Legislative Titles Projects
Literacy/Artistic Titles Test Titles
Organisation Names Trade Names
The almost infinite number of such specific
concepts generally makes them undesirable for
inclusion in the tightly controlled vocabulary of the
Thesaurus. The use of identifiers in indexing is
outlined on p. xi.
Is It Useful? The utility of terms is measured by
their relative frequency in the literature; their
proximity in meaning to existing descriptors; their
technical precisior: and acceptability in the field:
their transience, stability and ‘staying power'.
Is It @ Synonym? Terms that may be considered
pure or quasi-synonymous (or synonymous from
the practical point of view of retrieval) should not
be recommended. Groups of terms may be classed
as effectively synonymous when: they are ‘pure’
synonyms; their usage is indistinguishable in the
fiterature; fine distinctions based on dictionary or
academic definitions would cause a failure to
retrieve sought documents.

For every recommendation it is necessary {o:
deveiop a definition or scope note; detect
synonyms in whose place the new term will be
used; place the term in an appropriate hierarchical
family of existing terms, identifying some terms as
broader and some as narrower; and locate related
terms which have a strong conceptual bond to the
candidate descriptor. Detaited information on the
application of each of the guidelines, and how
candidate descriptors should be structured is
available from the Library and Information Services
Unit at ACER.
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THE AUSTRALIAN EDUCATION INDEX DATABASE

To describe and illustrate the use of the
Australian Thesaurus of Educstion Descriptors in a
relatively large and sophist,cated computer-based
information storage and retrieval system, its role in
the current indexing policy and practice of the
Australian Education Index system is analysed in
the following commentary on search aids for
information retrieval and indexing guidelines.

The Australian Educaticn index Database (AE!)
is a national education information system
providing computer access to Australian generated
literature: both in published and unpublished form.
Various kinds of document are chosen for
inclusion: original research, reviews, surveys,
discussions, theses, conference reports, case
studies, classroom matcrials, tests and
pariiamentary debates. The index attempts to cover
Australia’s literature in education and related
disciplines by identifying, and announcing
documents and journal articles in such subject
areas as: educational history; educational
research; educational philosophy, policy and
development; educational planning, administration

and management; educational facilities; the
teaching profession; teacher education;
educational personnel; study; curriculum planning;
educational systems and institutions; and special
education, Related disciplines include, but are not
restrictad to, psychology, sociology, politics,
economics, research methodology, linguistics and
library and information science.

The literature reported in AE! is first
catalogued then subject indexed using key words
selected from a controlled vocabulary. From 1878
to 1982 this word-stock was reprasentad by the
Thesaurus of ERIC Descriptors - 7th edition, 1977
(from 1978-1980); revised edition, 1980 (in 1981)
and 9th edition, 1982 (during 1982 and 1983).
Beginning with the first quarterly file update in
1984, the Index adopted the Australian Thesaurus
of Education Descriptors and its controlied
vocabulary. With the help of the appropriate
Thesaurus, all materials processed by the system
can be identified by manual searches of the
printed indexes or by computer searches of the
data base.

SEARCH AIDS

Information retrieval in the Australian
Education index system takes two forms: manual
and computer (on-line). For manual
searching, AE! provides several printed reference
tools; for on-lin2 searching a computer terminal
provides immediate access to the same
information cumulated from those reference tools.

Manual Searching

Manual searching makes use primarily of the
printed issues of Australian Education index which
is published quarterly and cumulated annuaily.?
Users can locate documents through various
indexes: a subject index (made up of major
descriptors and identifiers), an author and
institution index (showing individuals and
institutions responsible for a document and/or the
agency publishing it) and a main entry section
grouping document records in brozd subject
categories. Cenain specialist indexes and
bibliographies are derived from the database.
These include Initiatives in Technical and Further
Education® produced from the records supplied by
the National TAFE Clearinghouse, the Australian
Library and information Science Abstracts’
generated from Australian Clearing House for
Library and information Science {ACHLIS) input,
and Bibliography of Educatinn Theses in Australia.
a list of theses in education accepted for higher
degrees at Australian universities and colleges®
(ACER).
Computer Searching

Computer searching enables the user {0 review

a part or all of the AE! database in a singie
operation, eliminating the difficulty of scanning
separate quarterly or even annual publications.
Computerised retrieval makes possible searches,
not only of major descriptors, identifiers, authors,
institutions and conferences, but also of words or
phrases not found in any of the printed indexes. In
addition, computer searching enables users to
search every word of the document records (i..
bibliographic information, descriptors, identifiers,
and abstracts or annotations) as published in
Australian Education Index and the other hard
cepy publications.

An understanding of the procedures outlined in
the ‘Guidelines for Indexing' section of this
introduction (see below) is useful in determining
whether manual or on-line searching is most
appropriate in particular information retrieval
circumstances. The relevant search strategy can
then be devised using the Thesaurus. The
guidelines are directed particularly at AE! practice
but they could be adapted to meet the needs of
any other information storage and retrieval system.

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GUIDELINES FOR INDEXING

General Rules

The methods used to prepare bibliographic
information for input into a computerised database
are complementary to the procedures which
enable retrieval of that information. Indexing is
undertaken primarily to meet the needs of the user
so the user or searcher should be aware of tha
guidelines and ruies which apply to the indexing
process.

The goal of indexing in AEI is to provide a
subject approach to the document records stored
in the database and reproduced in its printed
reference tools. As in ERIC indexing, two basic
rules take precedence over al others:

» index only what is in the document; and
« index a! the level of specificity of the
document,

The application of these rules ensures that
only the actual content of a document is indexed
and not its implications, applications, projected
uses, future directions, efc. It will aiso provide for
in-depth or exhaustive indexing, so that very
general descriptors {(e.g. EDUCATION rather than
INSERVICE TEACHER EDUCATION or MIGRANT
ADULT EDUCATION or AESTHETIC EDUCATION)
are not used unless that subject is treated
extremely broadly in the document,

Other indexing guidelines which are relevant to
effective retrieva!l are:

1 Indexable concepts, or ‘key words’. of a
document are transiated into descriptors from the
Thesaurus. Using the Thesaurus helps maintain
consistency and avoids proliferation or scattering
of concepts in the subject indexes.

2 Precoordinated descriptors {(multi-word
terms) are used whenever possible, rather than two
or more descriptors standing for their constituent
concepts. For example, COLLEGES OF ADVANCED
EDUCATION would be used rather than
ADVANCED EDUCATION with COLLEGES.

3 Descriptors are assigned to document
records which specify their subject content, the
educational level or age-level being considered,
the research methodology adopted, any tests
which were administered, the statistical or other
data which were obtained, the form or type of
document, etc. (See pp. x-xii for tables of
Mancatory Educational Level Descriptors,
Mandat.ry Age-Level Descriptors and Publication
Types.)

4 Three to five ‘major’ descriptors are usually
assigned to each document. They are used to
represent the major themes of the ducument and
also serve to provide a limited number of access
points in the printed indexes and abstracts.

5 Extra ‘'minor’ descriptors are selected ior
each document, either to refine the description
given by the major descriptors or to provide

access to the secondary aspects of the item. They
do not appear in the subject indexes of the printed
reference tools.

6 On average, eight descriptors are assigned to
a single document, although the number varies
with the indexing requirements of each item. Major
descriptors are used to reprasent the main themes
or subject of a document. Minor descriptors
provide access to Iess important aspects of the
document, in addition to such non-subject features
as educational level, document format or
methodology employed.

NOTE: Major descriptors appear in the subject
indexss of the printed reference tools which are
generated from the ALl database and can
therefore be searched manually. Minor descriptors
do not appear in the printed indexes but are
searchable by computer.

The following sample records indicate fieids
and paragraphs which may appear in an AE|
document record. They have been revised in line

Educational/Age-Level Descriptors

The Australian Thesaurus of Education
Descriptors is designed to enable comprehensive
indexing of educational literature at ail levels -
from preschool to postgraduate and from infant to
adult. In AE!, certain Thesaurus terms are used 1o
‘tag’ documents with ‘levelling’ concepts. These
terms refer to either the educational level or
age-level of the population considered in the
document and are inciuded in the descriptor
paragraphs of the AEI document records.
Sometimes both educational and age-level
descriptors are assigned, but usually an
educational level descriptor is preferred.
Assignment of at least one of the levelling
descriptors is mandatory for every document and
journal article, uniess it is entirely inappropriate
(such as for an essay on ‘triu role =f education in
society’).

The practical implications of the required
assignment of levelling terms for the searcher are
pe .cularly important irn computer searching. For
example, in a search for irn*ormation on <tudent
attitudes, incorporating the descriptor UPPER
PRIMARY YEARS in the search strategy would
restrict the search to students in years 5 to 6 or
7. However, use of the descriptor PRIMARY
EDUCATION would effectively broade.i the search
to include children in kindergarten and year 1 to
ye«-3 6 or 7. By combining the terms STUDENT

“JDES and PRIMARY EDUCATION the

-ner would fail to retrieve those documents

ng only with years 5 1o 6 or 7. Those
wwcuments would have been indexed at a higher
level of specificity under UPPER PRIMARY YEARS,
Consequently, the fundamental rule that requires
indexing at the level of specificity of the document
is paralleled in searching. in any particular search
use the most specific descriptors availabie.

1982.

identifiers

Certain specific concepts or entities such as
itoms of equipment, geographical locations,
personal names, projects, test titles, etc. are
sometimes the subjects of documents. They are
represented by ‘identifiers’ - key words which are
used in conjunction with descriptors to add greater
depth to subject indexing. Identifiers are principally
ot “wo types: (1) proper names, or (2) concepts
not yet represented by approved descriptors. in
AEl thay are entered in a separate paragraph at
the end of the document record.

Most proper name-type identifiers can never
be descriptors; however, new subject concepts
working their way into the literature of the field may
be tested as identifiers before they qualify for
descriptor status. Since the Thesaurus is
literature-based, each new descriptor must be
supported by accumulating usage and/or
acceptance among vari~us authors. Consequently,
AE! identifiers will be continually examined for their
suitabiity as descriptors. Some examples of
identifier to descriptor status changes which
occurred during the preparation of the first edition
of the Australian Thesaurus of Education
Descriptors are INDOCTRINATION, CHILDRENS
RIGHTS and JOB SHARING.

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Publication Types
Publication Type Cocles

It is often useful to know the ‘form’ as well as
the subject of a document. The publication type
category of the document record in AEl (labelled
PUBN TYPE) identifies the form ¢f the document
by means of a three-digit cod.. Publication types
are assigned to every document and journal article.
They do not appear in the printed reference toois
derived from the database, but they are searchable
on-line by computer. The sample document
records (see pp. ix-x) demonstrate the use of
pubiication type ccdes. Publication type codes and
corresponding categories are displayed in the
following guide:

The proper publication type code(s) for a
document may be determinea by inspection of the
guide.

This guide functions as a cross-reference from
specific kinds of documents to the most applicable
publication type codes. For example, if the item
being indexed consists of curriculum materials, the
guide readily locates code 051 - which appears in
the document record as Guides - Classroom -
Leamer.

NOTE: (1) Flexibility in classification is made
possible by the assignment of up to three
publication type codes for each document or
article - all may be searched on-line.

(2) Prior to January 1981 documents entered
into the AE! system were as signed a one-letter
code as identification of publication type. (For
details see the database users’ manual®)

Publication Type Descriptors

Descriptors may be used to indicate
publication type or the characteristics of a
document. In the case of a publication that
incorporated a subsiantial annotated bibliography
in a state of the art review of a particular field, the
publication type codes 070 {intormation Analyses)
and 131 (Reference Materials - Bibliographies)
would be assigned. However, the minor descriptor
ANNOTATED BIBLIOGRAPHIES would also be
selected for the document record.

It would be a minor descriptor because
‘annotated bibliographies’ is not the subject of the
document. The descriptor paragraphs of document
records in AEl frequently contain terms which
signal the specific form of the publications.
However, certain very broad form terms are exact
parallels of publication type categories. In AE,
these terms may only be used as major and minor
descriptors when they represent the subject of the
document - they must not be used for indexing
publication type or document characteristics.

CONCLUSION

The general guidelines for indexing whicts have
been adopted by Australian Education Index are
applicable to every information storage and
retrieval system, large or small. The specific rules
governing the use of educational and age-level
descriptors, identifiers and publication types are
not necessarily required for efficient information
processing. For example, a small in-house
postcoordinate information system using uniterm or
peek-a-boo cards may not distinguish between
major and minor descriptors, but may interfile
identifiers with descriptors. It would not adopt the
publication type codes and cuuld ignore the
injunction ‘do not use except as the subject of a

document’ found in those descriptors which
correspond to certain publication type categories.
The Thesaurus, then, is completely versatile -
it may be used in large scale computer-based
information retrieval systems or in small manual
indexes maintained by an individual researcher. It
is an adaptable, literature-based thesaurus which
will be continually updated to ensure effective
retrieval. Users are encouraged to submit
comments on this edition and suggestions for
future editions to the Head, Library and Information
Services Unit, Australian Council for Educational
Research, P.O. Bux 210, Hawthorn, Vic.

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STRUCTURE AND FORMAT OF THE
THESAURUS

The Australian Thesaurus of Education Descriptors
contains a structured listing of terms designed fcr
indexing and searching the literature of ed.‘caticn
in Australia. Alphabetisation of the Thesaurus
entries is word-by-word according to the following
sequence:

. left paren.hesis;
letters in the usual order; and
numerals in the usual order.

Thus, for example, all of the ‘Education’
descriptors precede the ‘Educational’ terms.

All spellings follow the form preferred by the
Macquarie Dictionary. However, owing to character
limitations hyphens have been removed from all
main terms and references, e.g. NONPRINT MEDIA
and, Post Cocidinate Indexes USE COORDINATE
INDEXES. Descriptors may not begin with a
numeral, e.g. YEAR 4 not 4th YEAR. Muitiword
descriptors reflect direct, natural word order, as
found in the liteiature, thus: ABORIGINAL
EDUCATION not EDUCATION OF ABORIGINES.
inverted entries (e.0. AWARDS, ACADEMIC) are 110t
used. Aobreviations and acronyms are generally
avoided as descriptors and, if they appear in the
Thesaurus, are usually non-indexable USE
references. An important exception to this rule is
the use of the descriptor TAFE instead of
TECHNICAL AND FURT.{ER EDUCATION; and also
in muitiword terms such as TAFE TEACHERS. Sex
neutral descriptors are preferred when a concept
refers 1o both sexes, e.g. HOMEMAKERS not
HOUSEWIVES.

ALPHABETICAL DESCRIPTOR
DISPLAY

The alphabetical display provides all the
information which may be required on the
significance of individual descriptors by
incorporating a ‘dispiay’ for each main terrn. This
includes a Scope Note (SN), Add Date, DescCriptor
Group Code, Used For (UF) and Use (USE)
references, Narrower Terms (NT), Broader Terms
(BT) and Related Terms (RT). Each component of
the Thesaurus uisplay is explained in detail below.

SN (Scope Note)

A scope note is a brief statement of the
intended usage of a descriptor. It may be used to
ciarify the meaninq of an ambiguous term or to
restrict the usage of a term.

UF (Used For)

The ‘UF’ reference is usually employed to
solve problems of synonymy occurring in natural
language. Terms following the UF notation must not
be used in indexing. They most often represent
e't er (1) synonymous or variant forms of the main
te. n, or (2) specific terms that, for the purposes cf
storage and retrieval, are indexed under a more
generai term. The examples which follow illustrate
both types of UF.

The use of a broad term in both manual and
computer searching will not automatically retrieve
documents represented by the concepts of its
narrower terms, unless those NTs have also been
assigned to the documents in indexing (e.g.
searching NONGOVERNMENT SCHOOLS will not
automatically also retrieve literature on CATHOLIC
SCHOOLS or any of the other NTs to
NONGOVERNMENT SCHOOLS).

RT (Related Term)

The terms following the RT notation have a
close conceptual relationship to the main term, but
not the direct class/subclass relationship
described by BTs and NTs. Part-whole
relationships, near-synonyms and other
conceptually related terms, which might be helpful
to the user, appear as RTs.

Paranthetical Qualifiers

A parenthetical qualifier is used to identify a
particular indexabie meaning of a homograph. In
other words, it discriminates between terms (either
descripiors or USE references) that might
otherwice be confused with each other. Examples
include LETTERS (ALPHABET) and LETTERS
(CORRESPONDENCE), and PHENOMENOLOGY
(PSYCHOLOGY) - to distinguish the psychological
approach from the philosophical doctrine. NOTE:
The qualifier is considered an integral part of the
descriptor, and must be used with the descCriptor
in indexing and searching.

Add Dates

An add (entry into the Thesaurus and thus the
computer tapes) date is printed underneath each
descriptor or main term. In this first edition all
descriptors have been given the arbitrary add date
of Jan 1984, the time at which the thesaurus
master data set was constructed. As new terms are
entered into the thesaurus tapes ‘real’ add dates
consisting of month and year of entry will be
incorporated in the displays. Add dates are
intended only to help users in the preparation of
search strategies - rigid interpretation should be
avoided.

Descriptor Group Codes

Descriptor group codes are also provided for
~ch term at its main alphabetical entry point. The

three-digit number indicates the broad category to
which that term belongs. The codes are useful for
identifying other descriptors that are conceptually
related to the term, but that do not necessarily
appear in the term’s main display.

in the example below, the number 540 printed
to the right of the descriptor shows that the term
ELITES is in the descriptor group 540, ‘Bias and
Equity".

The Australian Thesaurus of Education Descriptors - like many similar vccabulary authorities -
incorporates a system of broad categories into which all descriptors are gro. ped. The purpose of these
descriptor groups is to provide an easy access noint, especially for users unfamiliar with 1,1e terms included
in the Thesaurus. The descriptor groups have been adapted from those found in the Thesaurus of ERIC
Descriptors. The descriptor group code appears within the main entry of each term in the Alphabetical Display

of the Thesaurus {see p. 1).

Each term in the Thesaurus is assigned to one descriptor group and to only one. This principle of
single-group assignment reflects guidelines established to determine the placement of descriptors which,
because of the breadth of their scope, could be assigned to more than one group. Terms are assigned to
groups based upon {1) the term's relationship to the entire field of education, rather than to any specialty,

(2) the broadest possible apphcation of the term in indexing, or (3) the descriptor groups' role as adjuncts
to the other Thesaurus structures and displays - a term is assigned o the group which provides a new (more

iluminating or novel) view of that term.

The current descriptor groups and their codes are listed below.
