There were 20 contributors to the 2018 Summary, coming from 14 listed contributors and an additional sixteen 
collectors and observers.  Some contributors posted records for more than one state.  This year’s Summary for 
Zone 4 accounted for seven county records for butterflies and 247 records for moths.  It was a season that was 
marked by a mild winter and early Spring followed by very dry conditions across the central and northern Plains 
persisting until October.  Summer and Fall conditions yielded an extended flight and collecting period. 
 
ALBERTA:  Kyle Johnson and Steve Bransky reported on their trip across the region with a list of Lepidoptera. 
 
COLORADO:  Colorado experienced a cold dry winter and produced later flights than usual for many moths and 
butterflies.  Snowpack on mountain summits were gone early and conditions in the southwestern parts of the state 
remained in severe drought all season.  Summer temperatures across Colorado were normal but we remained dry 
and annual August rains were again later than normal.  Mild temperatures in early Fall allowed a number of late 
season butterflies and moths to continue their flights into early-December.  After heavy flights of Nymphalids in 
2017, this year had a marked decline in numbers across the state. 
 
Nine contributors provided records from the 2018 season, including additional photographic and vouchered 
specimen data from eleven observers.  Two new county records for butterflies were reported and 80 new county 
records for moths were reported. 
 
MONTANA:  Three contributors submitted records for butterflies and moths this season, adding 71 county records 
for moths from across the state.  Bob Martin continued his documentation of moths from west-central Montana 
and sent vouchers for more new and interesting records.  Nancy Ewer submitted photo documentation for 
additional Lepidoptera.  Jason Martineau submitted new postings for material collected in south-central Montana.  
Many of the photos may again represent state records but must be verified by vouchered specimens. 
 
NEW MEXICO:  Steve Cary reported that the state suffered with drought through much of the late Spring and 
Summer.  Cold temperatures came late, leading to another season of late and prolonged flight records.  Ron Parry 
continued to add valuable data for the southwestern part of the state.  Three county records for butterflies were 
noted as well as a total of 42 new county records for moths.  Three contributors posted records for New Mexico.  
Five additional observers aided in submissions this season. 
 
UTAH:  Two contributors sent submissions to the Summary.  During the moth survey in southeastern Utah, 
fourteen county records were vouchered.  Conditions in mid-May for the Four Corners area were in severe drought 
and high winds that made collecting impossible.  An additional locality was located for Aseptis harpi giving the total 
known number of specimens in collections as twelve.   
 
WYOMING:  Jason Martineau sent a submission for butterflies and moths for the 2018 season.  Forty-two county 
records for moths were tallied.

2018 Texas weather emulated the rest of the planet in being bizarre and out of whack.  For January-
February an arctic front plus the usual lesser cold fronts limited butterfly activity for much of the time.  Then a 
number of rare butterfly species, usually seen as strays in October-December, turned up in March!  This included 
the only reported US record from Texas, Callimormus saturnus, a skipper that had been on many checklists for 
years as hypothetical.   This was followed by a period of very hot and dry weather until late June, when south 
Texas experienced record flooding and property damage from systems that began traversing west along the 
northern Gulf Coast from Florida to Texas.  This weather pattern continued into Fall so that higher elevations in 
central and west Texas experienced frequent rain and at times flash flooding.  In the aftermath came an 
abundance of butterflies but lacking in normal diversity.  With moths it was a different story, as there were three 
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state records and numerous county records reported.  My personal totals for the year were 400+ moths and 150 
species of butterflies from Hidalgo County.

As a general summary for Zone 8, spring came late but warm temperatures arrived quickly in mid-May.  
Late in the summer, cool and wet conditions came early, and parts of Wisconsin had catastrophic flooding.  
Contributors indicated that 2018 was mostly below-average in terms of species abundance and diversity, 
continuing a trend developed in recent years.  Saturniidae continue to be seen in lower numbers in northeast 
Minnesota and northern Illinois, and the same for Sphingidae in northeast Minnesota.  It was clear, however, that 
Danaus plexippus had a very strong year, and Papilio cresphontes continues its northward expansion in the upper 
Midwest.  Vanessa cardui, after the population explosion in late summer of 2017, was scarce in 2018.  As usual, a 
handful of notable stray moths were found north or their usual range, including Thyris maculata in northeast 
Minnesota, Calledapteryx dryopterata in east-central Minnesota, and Glenoides texanaria and Hypocala 
andremona in Wisconsin. 

Significant records from all of Zone 8 in 2018 are in this hard copy Season Summary publication, and they 
represent some outstanding records.  Michigan, Minnesota, and Wisconsin in particular have some passionate and 
dedicated contributors that scour these states (particularly the bog and peatland habitats) searching for 
Lepidoptera, and many of these records are from them representing new range extensions or newly discovered 
populations. 

Much field research around Lepidoptera in Zone 8 involves surveying, re-introducing, and managing for 
the Lepidoptera of the prairies that have now almost completely been converted to cropland.  Prairie species such 
as Oarisma poweshiek, Hesperia dacotae, Hesperia ottoe, and others have become unfindable or are hanging on by 
a thread in small, isolated populations.  Yearly prairie butterfly surveys in western Minnesota overseen by the 
Minnesota Department of Natural Resources (MnDNR) are shifting focus from trying desperately to find remaining 
individuals from original native populations to confirming as much as possible that no individuals remain at a 
potential release site so that introduced populations can be monitored with no interference from wild individuals. 

Minnesota, and likely other states, continue to invest in biological surveys to grow their understanding of 
species distribution and, particularly for moths, to grow the baseline information about species natural history.  
For reference, Iowa is estimated to have about 2400 species of Lepidoptera and Wisconsin 2700 species, so there 
is plenty more field work to do just to know what is currently there.  Most Zone 8 contributors study Lepidoptera 
primarily as a hobby and their survey efforts are to a variety of habitats and sites to gather Lepidoptera records, 
but some survey Lepidoptera only around their residence or in a few specific areas.  There are some efforts being 
done, at least in Minnesota, to database historical records and university/museum holdings, and the emergence of 
online databasing is increasing the opportunity to share this information, such as what is being done with this 
Season Summary now. 

Here, usually spring, summer, and fall are times to be in the field, and winter is the “off-season”.  
Exceptions are hunting for Saturniidae cocoons in the winter or, in a newly emerging trend started by Kyle E. 
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Johnson, searching for overwintering adult moths under bark and in leaf litter in the dead of winter.  Kyle often has 
an annual “New Year’s Day” moth hunt where he searches under tree bark and brings leaf litter into a tent indoors, 
which when placed next to a light source, “wakens” the moths and draws them out of the leaf litter to be 
observed.  His 2019 effort yielded 10 species from his yard in Oconto Co. in northeast Wisconsin! 

Not many formal collecting or observing trips, events, or conferences are happening in Zone 8 at this time 
that I’m aware of, but many contributors stay in touch and arrange trips together or get together to hang out and 
talk about all things Lepidoptera. 

John D. Schwartz commented that 2018 was with some remarkable exceptions not a good year for 
Lepidoptera in general in northern Illinois.  Although he did well mating his local Saturniids, Hyalophora cecropia, 
Antheraea polyphemus, and Callosamia promethea, he did not attract wild males for Automeris io, Actias luna, or 
Citheronia regalis (although he didn’t expect that).  The biggest news for butterflies was the abundance of Danaus 
plexippus, which he saw from late May to the end of September.  Papilio glaucus were basically absent the whole 
summer, although he did see a few wherever he went but not in anything like normal numbers.  Papilio polyxenes 
staged a comeback in August, with many of their habitats having been incinerated by their county land 
management in March.  Altogether all their normal butterflies - except Papilio glaucus - experienced a late 
blooming, as it were.  He did find Papilio cresphontes larvae on wafer ash at Burnidge as early as June this year, 
which is a first, as normally they don’t become obvious until August.  Again, Speyeria cybele and Nymphalis antiopa 
seem to have been extirpated where they once were common (Burnidge Forest Preserve). 

Dave & Bonnie MacLean, contributing from far northeast Minnesota, commented that Minnesota 
exhibited a range of temperature and moisture conditions and a dramatic turnaround from well below-average 
temperatures in April to well above-average temperatures in May.  Some regions saw below-average precipitation 
and others well above-average precipitation and flooding.  Warm conditions continued for much of the state until 
late September when temperatures turned cooler across northern Minnesota, and most regions of the state also 
experienced above-average to well above-average precipitation in September.  They commented that perhaps the 
only butterfly that benefitted from the above-average summer temperatures reported for much of Minnesota was 
Danaus plexippus, suggesting that based on their records, 2018 was the best year for Danaus plexippus in Cook 
County since 2012.  Observers in northeastern, north central and southern Minnesota reported seeing the largest 
number of Danaus plexippus in years.  In Cook County, adults were first recorded on May 26 and last recorded in 
mid-August.  Only one specimen of Euchloe ausonides was recorded along a 6-mile stretch of the upper Gunflint 
Trail (CR 12) from the Magnetic Rock Trailhead to the East end of Seagull Lake.  Typically, 6 – 10 adults are 
recorded in mid- to late May flying along the roadside in the vicinity of their larval host plant, Tower Mustard 
(Arabis glabra).  There were few records of Colias philodice in 2018, and Pieris rapae was uncommon in early 
summer but by mid-August was common in Cook County.  Callophrys polios was only recorded twice in 2018.  
There are lots of sites like that in Cook County with healthy patches of its larval host plant Bearberry 
(Arctostaphylos uva-ursi) but few support a population of Callophrys polios.  Plebejus idas nabokovi was once again 
common along the Junco Creek Road in Cook County.  Polygonia faunus, Polygonia progne, Nymphalis antiopa, and 
Nymphalis l-album were uncommon in 2018, with the number of Nymphalis antiopa recorded in 2018 being the 
lowest they have recorded since 2000.  After many records of Vanessa cardui in Northeast Minnesota in 2017, to 
their knowledge none were recorded in 2018.  Numbers of Phyciodes cocyta, were higher in 2018, but only locally.  
Euphydryas phaeton, a locally uncommon species, was recorded at a wet meadow site near Lutsen.  Coenonympha 
tullia was locally very common for the second year in a row along roadsides of Cook County Road 8.  Erebia 
mancinus and Oeneis jutta were recorded at an old Black Spruce/Tamarack bog off the Gunflint Trail near Flour 
Lake.  Oeneis macounii was recorded at several locations including the Junco Creek Road and five miles north of 
Virginia, Minnesota.  Two noteworthy moth records were Thyris maculata on June 18, 2018 near Virginia in 
northeast Minnesota and Calledapteryx dryopterata on August 8, 2018 in east-central Minnesota.  Saturniidae 
were scarce once again with only three records of Antheraea polyphemus and one of Actias luna reported from 
Cook County, and only six species of Sphingidae were reported from Cook and Pine Counties. 

Allison Snopek-Barta commented from Cass County in north-central Minnesota that Epargyreus clarus 
was once again in abundance, although with not as many as last year.  Poanes hobomok also was common, and she 
was really surprised to find a Pyrgus communis in her flower garden on some purple salvia.  She had only one 
sighting of Papilio polyxenes all summer compared to seven sightings of that species in 2017.  She recorded 
Lycaena phlaeas from here flower garden for the first time ever, and it is one of the most northwesterly records 
from the eastern United States population.  Also, she remarked that the Speyeria atlantis population was very high

this year, along with Satyrodes eurydice, and that it was quite a good year for Danaus plexippus, observing more  
than in past years and an abundance of caterpillars.  She had no sightings of Vanessa cardui after last year’s huge 
population across the state, or of Junonia coenia or Satyrium calanus.  Weather-wise, she added that 2018 had the 
fifth coldest April on record.  When it did begin to warm up, it jumped from winter directly into summer with a 
May 7th temperature of 85 degrees.  By June 10th it was apparent that there was a definite shortage of butterflies 
and it was 80 degrees, and by July 4th an unusual amount of Monarch caterpillars could be seen throughout her 
observation sites.  On August 16th Wildfire smoke from Canada filled their skies, punctuating the driest summer 
since 2012.  As September arrived, leaves were turning colors earlier than usual, and on September 28th snow 
flurries arrived on the scene, although the temperature jumped on October 21st and she observed and 
photographed a Nymphalis antiopa and an Aglais milberti in their yard. 

Kyle E. Johnson conducted extensive surveys across Minnesota as part of the MN Biological Surveys for 
the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources; efforts were focused in the Agassiz Lowlands and Aspen 
Parklands ecoregions in the northwestern counties.  Winter conditions prevailed until mid-April, but by June the 
season had returned to normal phenology.  Lepidoptera diversity and abundance was good in the far north during 
late April and June, with numerous samples yielding over 200 species (each) in late June.  August 
abundances/diversity appeared reduced, esp. for some groups like Catocala.  The surveys yielded an impressive 
amount of significant records, including many potential new state records. 

Leslie A. Ferge commented that spring 2018 came late, with cold and snowy conditions through April, 
changing abruptly to a record warm May.  June rainfall was above average over much of Wisconsin with 
contrasting dryness in the central and northern areas.  Late summer and fall were wet, with catastrophic flooding 
in many areas.  Populations of most butterfly species were low again this season, continuing the decline noted 
over the past several years.  Moth abundance was also below average, with early and late season numbers 
particularly low.  The Geometrid Ecliptopera silaceata, previously known from only two historic specimens taken 
almost 60 years ago, was found in two counties.  The introduced Geometrid Idaea dimidiata is spreading westward 
across the state.  A few singleton stray moths were found late in the season, including Glenoides texanaria and 
Hypocala andremona. 

John D. Schwartz commented that 2018 was with some remarkable exceptions not a good year for 
Lepidoptera in general in Wisconsin.  He was impressed by the number of Papilio cresphontes, adults and larvae, 
on Wildcat Mountain in the Driftless region in Wisconsin, and that with typhoon-force rains that actually wiped out 
the town of Ontario below the state park there. 

James A. Ebner commented that the season for him lasted from April 30 to December 3, and he recorded 
a total of 20 species.  On a scale of one to ten, he ranked the season as a two, adding that it was a miserable 
season for prevalent species.  Regarding migratory species, he noted that Danaus plexippus had low summer and 
fall numbers and was persistent with fair numbers, with the season lasting from May 16 to October 3, but had very 
few visits to his milkweed garden.  He recorded only one Hylephila phyleus and one Vanessa cardui.  His sightings 
of less common butterflies were Strymon melinus on August 17 and Satyrium calanus on July 15, and another 
sighting of interest from his was a very late Colias sp. (either C. philodice or C. eurytheme) seen on December 3.

The Southeast experienced above normal temperatures during 2018, overall averaging about 1-2°F above the long-
term mean.  This was driven by the warmest February on record, bringing butterflies out very early, and by an 
extended heat wave from late August through October.  Rainfall for the region was above average, driven mainly 
by wet months from April through July and December.  Parts of Virginia, North Carolina, South Carolina and 
Georgia were more than 20 inches above average for the year and were heavily affected by Hurricane Florence, 
which dumped up to 35” of rain on parts of that area.  Although it was much faster moving, Hurricane Michael 
socked the panhandle of Florida with category 4 winds (up to 155 mph).  Every state in the region also received 
measurable snowfall due to a major January storm. 
 
Several major sampling efforts continue in our area.  Vernon Brou 
has worked on documenting the Lepidoptera of Louisiana for 
many years and continues to regularly publish information on 
species occurring there in the News of the Southern 
Lepidopterists’ Society.  Darryl Willis has been doing extensive 
sampling in Concord, NC, gradually working toward a fairly 
complete list of the species from that location.  Jim Ettman has 
recently been working on compiling records for the state of 
Arkansas, both going back through historical collections and 
sampling in new localities.  A survey of several years on Sapelo 
Island, GA has been coordinated by John Hyatt, with participation 
by Lance Durden, James Adams, and Brian Scholtens.  Sampling 
since 2012 has now resulted in over 1000 species records for the 
island.  The Southern Lepidopterists’ Society sponsored a field trip 
to Unaka Mt. in TN from 6-8 July (Fig. 1).  A small, but able 
contingent attended, and a summary was published in the 
Southern Lepidopterists’ News.  For the Season Summary the 
overall number of reports for the year were down compared with 
previous years.

Quintana Roo, Mexico 
Noemí Salas–Suárez, Estela de los Ángeles Domínguez–Mucul and José Luis Salinas–Gutiérrez, reported butterfly 
species from the community Álvaro Obregón Nuevo, located in the municipality Othón P. Blanco in the south of 
Quintana Roo, Mexico. It is 58 km southwest of Chetumal City. The climate is warm and subhumid with rain in the 
summer. The average annual temperature is between 25°–27° C. The main economic activity is sugar cane culture; 
Alvaro Obregón Nuevo is one of the main centers of this activity in Quintana Roo. This site is bordered by sugar cane 
culture, but the community has remnants of wastelands of approximately one hectare. These lands were planted in 
citrus crops, achiote, grasses and mango trees. Currently these wastelands help the surrounding fauna providing 
shelter and food. We collected a total of 38 species and 259 specimens on February 17, 22, 23, and 25, 2018. We 
recorded a total of 6 Pieridae, 18 Nymphalidae, 4 Lycaenidae, 1 Riodinidae, and 9 Hesperiidae. 
 
Estado de México, Mexico 
Alejandra Sanchez García and José Luis Salinas Gutiérrez, reported butterfly species from the community San 
Antonio Tepetitlán (place located between hills), Chiautla, Estado de México, Mexico. Tepetitlán is one of the 12 
communities of the municipality of San Andrés Chiautla, with an area of 243.7 ha. The collecting site was located at 
19°34'41" N –98°52'28" W, and 2270 meters above sea level. Las Promesas hill is part of the protected natural area 
"Sierra de Patlachique". The Papalotla River crosses the community, and it also has 75% of the surface with a low 
ecological quality and 25% with high quality. We collected a total of 30 species and 81 specimens in September, 
October and November 2017. We recorded a total of 2 Papilionidae, 12 Pieridae, 12 Nymphalidae, and 4 Lycaenidae.
