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Nigeria became where she was supposed
tobe,
the only place she could sink her roots in
without the constant urge to tug them out
and shake off the soil.

CHIMAMANDANGOZIADICHIE,AMERICANAH

In Nigeriamany things are changing. In
2013, according to data from the National
Bureau of Statistics of Abuja, it became
the leading African economy witha GDP
of over $500 billion, surpassing South
Africa after arecalculation that factored
inareas previously unaccounted for,
such as the film and music industries,
telecommunications and online business.
The country has also taken a big leap
forward at an international level, now
ranking 26" worldwide, with a good
chance, according to Moody’s rating
agency, of beingamong the 15 richest
economies in the world by 2050.

Driving this good news story of an
economic growth that is making Nigeria
one of the most dynamic statesin sub-
Saharan Africa, is still mainly - although
no longer solely - the extraction of oil, a
resource that qualifies the country as the
leading producer on the continent, but
whichis also a source of serious social
conflict and environmental damage in the
Niger Delta.

In the past decade of economic growth
(and progressive democratization) new
businesses have developedin Nigeria,
associated with the expansion of the
middle class and the rise in consumption
among the young. Showbiz, in particular,
is aprime example of the Nigerian boom:
having grown rapidly since the late
nineties and producing between 1,500
and 2,000 films ayear, Nollywood (fusion

of Nigeria and Hollywood) is second in the
world only to the Indian Bollywood.

And the Nigerian youth, often returning
after university studies abroad, are
launching ventures that would once

have been unthinkable, such as music
production houses, fashion brands,
websites, fast-food franchises.

A federation of 36 states, withan area

of over 900,000 square kilometres

and a population of nearly 170 million,
comprising 250 ethnic groups, Nigeria
(Africa’s most populous country and

one of the ten most populated countries
inthe world) has also become an

ideal destination for hi-tech company
investment, a testing ground of new ideas
for products and services aimed at the
African market.

This climate of energy and creativity, in
some ways reminiscent of post-war Italy,
isalso achieving recognition abroad,
especially in the field of culture and

art. For example, the New York Times
included ‘Americanah’, the third novel by
Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie,among the
ten best books of 2013. Bornin Nigeria
thirty-sevenyears ago, she studiedin the
United States and has won every award
emerging writers must win to establish a
reputation.

Other examples include the actor
Chiwetel Ejiofor,nominated for an Oscar
in 2014 for his performance in “12 Years

A Slave”,and Okwui Enwezor, the first
African to curate the Venice Biennale.
Allpeople of Nigerian origin who
demonstrate just how this country is at the
forefront of recounting (and representing)
Africa outside Africa, and how its
creativity, fuelled by a climate of trust, has
no bounds.

With an emblematic history regarding the
relationship between Africa and the West,
between naturalism and European avant-
garde, Nigerian contemporary art plays
its part: revisiting and mixing the pictorial,
decorative and plastic traditions of its
many cultures.

Just think of the refined bronzes of the
Sacred City of Ife, most probably derived
from the religion of the Yoruba people, and
mysteriously close to Greek classicism
and naturalism, in contrast with the
‘primitivism’ so loved by our Cubists.

The 210 works in the Imago Mundi
collection evoke many of these historical
roots, inscribing themin Nigeria’s vibrant
contemporary cultural climate.

The figurative coexists alongside the
abstract, the decorative alongside plastic
forms that expand the 10x12cm canvas,
the conceptual alongside “arte povera’.
Allin the name of a tenacious and vital
desire to put the world - life - onto canvas,
to question, to try tounderstand, to find an
explanation.

Albert Chinualumogu Achebe, Nigerian
writer, essayist and poet, considered the
father of modern African literature in the
English language, wrote “Thereis a saying
inlbo thataman who can't tellwhere the
rain began to beat him cannot know where
he dried his body. The writer can tell the
people where the rain began to beat them’.
I believe the Nigerian visual artists know
how todojust this.

Molte cose stanno cambiandoin
Nigeria.Nel 2013, secondoidatidel
National Bureau of Statistics di Abuja, &
diventatala prima economia dell’Africa
conun pil dioltre 500 miliardi di dollari,
superandoil Sudafrica dopo unricalcolo
chetiene contoin misuradiversadi
settori prima sottostimati quali l'industria
cinematografica, quellamusicale, le
telecomunicazioni mobili e il commercio
online. ll Paese hacompiuto ungrande
saltoinavantianche alivello mondiale,
attestandosial 26° posto mondiale, con
buone possibilita, stando allagenzia
dirating Moody'’s, dirientrare trale 15
economie mondiali piti ricche entroil 2050.

Sono buone notizie che raccontano come
la Nigeria sia uno degli Stati sub-sahariani
pitdinamici, con una crescitaeconomica
trainata ancora principalmente - non piu
unicamente - dall'estrazione del petrolio,
risorsache qualifica il Paese come primo
produttore continentale maanche fonte di
gravi conflitti sociali e danniambientalinel
deltadel fiume Niger.

Nell'ultimo decennio dicrescita
economica (e diprogressiva
democratizzazione), in Nigeria sisono
sviluppatiinuovibusiness associati
all'espansione della classe mediae

ai consumideigiovani. Lo showbizin
particolare rappresentail simbolo per
eccellenza del boom nigeriano:in rapida
crescita fin daglianni Novantae con
unaproduzione trai1.500ei2.000 film

'anno, Nollywood (fusione diNigeriae
Hollywood) é secondaa livello mondiale
solo allindiana Bollywood. E proprioi
giovani nigeriani, spesso tornati dopo
studiuniversitari all'estero, avviano attivita
un tempo impensabili, come case di
produzione musicale, marchi dimoda, siti
web, fast food in franchising.

Federazione di 36 Stati, con un territorio
dioltre 900.000 chilometri quadrati

e quasi 170 milioni di abitanti suddivisi

in 250 etnie, la Nigeria (il Paese piu
popoloso dell’Africa e traidieci piu
popolosialmondo) & diventataancheil
terrenoideale delle societa hi-tech per
investire e testare nuove idee di prodottie
servizi per il mercato africano.

Questo climafecondo dienergie e
creativita, che per certiversiricordail
dopoguerraitaliano, trova riconoscimenti
pure all'estero, soprattuttoin campo
culturale e artistico.

Natain Nigeria trentasette anni
fa, ha studiato negli Stati Uniti e havinto
tuttii premiche gli scrittoriemergenti
devono vincere per arrivare dove conta.

naturalismo e avanguardie europee.
Riprendendo e incrociando le tradizioni
pittoriche, decorative e plastiche delle
tante culture della Nigeria.

Basti pensare airaffinatissimibronzi della

citta sacradilfe, misteriosamente vicini
alla classicita greca e diun naturalismo, in
contrasto conil ‘primitivismo’ tanto amato
dainostri cubisti, richiesto probabilmente
dallareligione del popolo Yoruba.

1210 lavori della collezione Imago Mundi
ripropongono molte di queste radici
storiche, inscrivendole nel vivace clima
culturale della Nigeria di oggi.

Albert Chinualumogu Achebe, scrittore,
saggista e poeta nigeriano, consideratoiil
padre della letteratura africana moderna
inlinguainglese, ha scritto che «Fragli
Ibo c’€ un proverbio: unuomo che non sa
dire dove la pioggialo ha colpito, non sa
neppure dove il suo corpo si é asciugato.

Penso che gli artisti
visivi nigeriani sappiano farlo.
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Contemporary Nigerian art can better

be viewed through the lens of modern
Nigerian art, which began at the dawn of
the 20th century when formal academic
art training started with Aina Onabolu
(1882-1963), who has been described by
many scholars as the father of modern
artin Nigeria. For a full grasp of the term
‘contemporary Nigerian art’, the term

has to be contextualized within specific
parameters and a specific environment.
Nigeria as anationis characterized

by unique peculiarities which border

on the cultural diversity of the people.
Descriptively, the entity called Nigeriais
atapestry of ethnicities, a cultural collage
of over 250 nationalities scattered over
923,768 square kilometres of land. This
conglomeration of different nationalities,
ironically, is the foundation for its rich visual
art tradition. The mixture of (dis)similar
cultural traditions of the various ethnic
nationalities is visible in the expressions of
contemporary Nigerian artists. There are
three major ethnic nationalities in Nigeria,
namely, Hausa-Fulaniin the north, the
Yorubainthe southwest and the Igboin
the east. The less numerous ethnic groups
are the Edoin the midwest, the ljaw and
Ibibio in the south, while in the middle belt
there are the Tivand the Nupe, to mention
afew. Each of these ethnic nations from
ancient times have had adistinct cultural
and artistic heritage which serves as an
inspiration and a creative resource for
Nigerian artists.

A chronological history of modern
Nigerianartlends credence to therich
creative resources of the different cultural
groups and helps toilluminate stylistic
continuity between the past and present.
Contemporary Nigerian artemerged
from agitations, actions, and reactions
which were initiated by those operating
inthe sector. The activism startedin the
early 20th century with Aina Onabolu’s
determination to disprove the obnoxious
notion of the colonizing Europeans

that African art was naive and lacked
artistic excellence. Pushed on by the

Europeans’ negative attitude, Onabolu
pursued realism and the ideology

of high naturalism of the West and
consequently succeededindisproving
the misconception. Furthermore, he
encouraged his students to adopt the
naturalistic style, which a few of his
students and contemporaries did.

Inthe same period, Kenneth C. Murray,
aEuropean expatriate, who came to
Nigeriain 1927 to assist as a secondary
artteacher, had instituted a different

stylistic approach torival Aina Onabolu’s.

His approach reflected his positive
appraisal of traditional African art. He
encouraged his students not to discard
their cultural values in their artistic
creations. Murray’s stylistic ideology
found expressionin the works of artists
such as Ben Enwonwu, while Onabolu’s
naturalisminspired artists like Akinola
Lasekan, Ngbodaga-Ngu and Chief
Akeredolu.

Several workshops initiated by
expatriates between the 1940s and
1960s encouraged Nigerian artists to
draw away from traditional aesthetics
and express themselvesin more
modern styles. John Digby Clarke in
Omu Aran, Central Nigeria (present-day
Kwara State) advocated a synthesis

of the traditional Yoruba style with

the new Western style. Similarly, the
Oye Ekiti workshop of Father Kevin
Carroll, which propagated traditional
African art, produced the likes of Lamidi
Fakeye. And there were also the Mbari
workshops, the non-formal workshops
of Ulliand Georgina Beierinthe 1960s
which started in Ibadan and later moved
to Oshogbo. The Oshogbo artists
explored folklore which they expressed
in figurative forms. Prominent among the
Oshogbo derivative artists were Twin
Seven Seven and Nike Okundaiye.

By the 1960s a more pragmatic art
activism, the most celebrated in Nigerian
art history,emergedin Zaria.

The agitation (between 1958 and 1961)

of agroup of students of the Nigerian
College of Arts, Science and Technology
in Zaria, led by Uche Okeke, argued
against colonial-inspired Western art
academicism. The counter-reaction by
this group sparked a revolutioninmodern
Nigerian art, hence the name Zaria
Revolutionaries. They revolted against
Western-style education which promoted
naturalism only and on the contrary
advocated a style that merged the good
values of Western art culture with the
good values of traditional art culture,
amovement referred to as Natural
Synthesis. After graduating from Zaria,
many of the students were dispersed
around the country, Uche Okeke went to
Nsukka, Bruce Onabrakpeya to Lagos,
Demas Nwoko to Ibadan, Yusuf Grillo

to Yaba CollegeinLagos. Thus, the
radical stylistic and ideological revolution
by the students of the Zaria school
became the foundation and inspirational
springboard for modern artin Nigeria
andin particular for the new generation
of academic artists of the 1970s and
1980s. It was during this period that many
academic artinstitutions were set up.
Today, artinstitutions are the driving force
behind nascentideologies and styles
incontemporary Nigerian art. Currently
there are over thirty tertiary institutions
offering visual artin Nigeria

Besides the academic institutions,
there are ideological schools, that is,
artinstitutions renowned for particular
stylistic and ideological characteristics.
The styles of these institutions are
based on certainideologies and a
certain stylistic approach. The Nsukka
ideological school for example was
built around the philosophy and style
identified with the Department of Fine
and Applied Arts of the University of
Nigeria, Nsukka. Uche Okeke joined
the Departmentinthe 1970sand was a
key factorin determiningitsideological
foundation. Other renowned artists
from the Nsukka School are Obiora
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Udechukwu, El Anatsui, Chike Aniakor,
Tayo Adenaike, Ndidi Dike, Chika Okeke-
Agulu, Olu Oguibe, Krydz Ikwuemesi, to
mention just a few. From the Zaria School
(Ahmadu Bello University, Zaria) we

have Gani Odutoku, Jerry Buhari, Muazu
Mohammed Sani, Jacob Jariand Tonie
Okpe and Ayo Aina. The Yaba School
(Yaba College of Technology) influenced
by Yusuf Grillo and Kolade Oshinowo
produced Mike Omoighe, Biodun Olaku,
Laralge, Ato Arinze, Felix Osieme and
others. The Ife School produced the likes
of Moyo Okediji, Dan Akatakpo, Kunle
Filani, Idowu Otun and Tola Wewe, while
the Auchi School gave Ben Osaghae, Pita
Ohiwerei, Sam Ovraiti, and Alex Nwokolo,
Olu Amoda and Fidelis Odogwu. From the
Enugu School (Institute of Management
and Technology, Enugu) we have the
likes of Chris Afuba, Nsikak Essien, Bona
Ezeudu, Cyril Nwokoli,Tony Umunna, Obi
Ekwenchi, while those from the Benin
School are Peju Layiwola, Akin Onipede,
Dragg Okwoju, Tony Okonofua and
Chike Onuorah. The activities of these
ideological schools fashioned directions
for many practising artistsin modern
Nigerianart.

Adewunmi states that ‘With this boost

in artistic professionalismandincrease
inthe number of academic artists, the
need for professional associations and
art cooperatives became apparent. The
associations were to serve as platforms
for the development of professionalism,
constructive art engagements and

pro - activities that could support
intellectualism. Among the associations
is the Aka Group of Exhibiting Artists. Its
members include Obiora Udechukwu,
Bona Ezeudu, Chike Aniakor, Nsikak
Essien, Tony Umunna, Tayo Adenaike
and El Anatsui. The period of the 1970s,
80s and 90s saw the establishment of
many art movements. Prominentamong
them was the Uli Movement (the use

of Igbo traditional motifs and symbol)
led by Uche Okeke and followed up by
Obiora Udechukwu, Chike Aniakor and

many of the staff and students of the
Nsukka Art School. In the southwest,
the Onamovement used indigenous
Yoruba motifs. Its membersincluded
Kunle Filani, Moyo Okedeji, Tola Wewe,
Bolaji Campbel and Tunde Nasiru who
originated from the Ife Art School. The
movement which was founded in the late
1980s was motivated by the earlier Uche
Okeke-led Uliexperiment. The activities
of art cooperatives and movements
encouraged the development of
artcriticism, art journalism and
documentation through exhibition
catalogues”.

Many art associations and cooperatives
were founded in the late 1980s and 1990s
as artists sought ways to propagate

and promote their profession. The Eye
Society, comprising staff and artists
graduates of the Zaria Art School,
notably, Gani Odutokun, Jerry Buhari,
Jari Jacob, Tonie Okpe and Mathew
Ehizele. The Nogh-Nogh Group was also
based in Zaria with Muazu Muhammed
Sani, Kefas Danjuma, Duniya Gambo and
Ken Okolias members. The Pan-African
Circle of Artists (PACA) was founded
in1991by a group of students and staff

of the University of Nigeria, Nsukka,

led by Krydz Ikwumesi, Kandibe Eya,
Emeka Egwuibe and Cajetan Nwokedi.
The leadership was later joined by
Tochukwu Amano, Ayo Adewunmi,
Helen Uhunmagho, Ugochukwu Smooth
Nzewi, Kent Onah, and others. Inthe
early 2000s, the Culture and Creative Art
Forum (CCAF) was founded in Lagos by
Kunle Filani, Ademola Azeez, Ademuleya
Sehinde, Akin Onipede, Mike Omoige
and Austin Emifonye. All these groups
provided platforms for exhibitions,
workshops, symposia and numerous
artistic events, thereby arousing critical
dialogue and art criticism.

As afollow-up to the achievements

of the art groups and cooperatives of
the 1990s, new artistic projects were
initiated. In 1998, Hamattan Workshop,

aninformal workshop by the Bruce
Onobrakpeye Foundation, beganin
Agbarha-Otor, Delta State, and meets
annually and provides opportunity for
artists to experiment and exchange ideas
in aninformal manner. The Overcoming
Maps (PACA study tour of Africa) began
in2001and by 2010 the group had toured
eleven countriesin Africa, creatinga
network of visual artists. In 2005 the
Artis Everywhere Waste-to-Art Project
was founded in collaboration with
Alliance Francgaise, Enugu, with the aim
of rediscovering waste as aresource
for artistic creation, thereby drawing
attention to environmentalissues, a
project targeting young artists. The
workshop, which has been held 11times
since 2005, moves from one location
toanother around the country with

the intention of accessing a variety of
materials and reaching many artists.

There are other organizations founded
at the beginning of this century whose
primary focus is to encourage critical
dialogue in contemporary professional
practice and promote the new artistic
media. One such organizationis the
Centre for Contemporary Art,Lagos
(CCA), which started in 2007 with

the aim of providing a ‘platform for

the development, presentation, and
discussion of contemporary visual art
and culture’. Inaddition to these efforts,
contemporary artin Nigeria enjoys

the support of foreign institutions and
embassies that provide space and some
sort of funding for artistic events. Among
them are Alliance Francgaise, Institut
Frangais, the French Embassy, the

Goethe Institut and the Embassy of Spain.

These institutions have also provided a
springboard for launching artists into the
limelight.

The story of contemporary Nigerian art

isinconclusive without the mention of the
roles of the numerous art galleries and art
organizations, the majority of whichare in
Lagos, the cosmopolitan city regarded as

the art capital of Nigeria. Some of these
galleries have contributed positively to
the growth and development of visual art
since the 1990s. The galleriesin Lagos
include the Didi Museum, the Signature
Gallery, Mydrim Gallery, Nimbus Gallery,
Pendulum Art Gallery (defunct), the
Quintessence Gallery, Omenka Gallery
and Nike Art Gallery, whichis one of

the biggest in the West African Sub-
Saharanregion. Abuja, the Federal
Capital Territory, also houses a number
of galleries, namely the Thought Pyramid
Art Gallery, Signature Art Gallery,
Lifestrokes Art Gallery and the Nike Art
Gallery and Workshop. The National
Gallery of Art (NGA) was established as
agovernment agency responsible for the
‘collection, preservation,documentation
and presentation of Nigeria’s
contemporary plastic arts’. Besides its
large collections of modern Nigerian art,
one of its major attempts at promoting
Nigerian contemporary art was the
commencement of the African Regional
Summiton Visual Art (ARESUVA) in
2008. Thiswas indeed a big vision but it
could not go beyond the second edition,
similarly to many other projects of the
kind in Nigeria.

Inthe late 2000s professional
development was revitalized by the
introduction of national competitions for
up-and-coming artists and professionals
alike. One such competition which
startedin 2007 is Life in My City Art
Festival (LIMCAF). LIMCAF is a national
annual competition for artists under
35years of age. It provides a platform

for emerging artists to respond to their
immediate environment and to address
compellingissuesin society. LIMCAF
offers opportunities for the promotion

of their creative expressions on national
and international platforms. The festival
also features symposia, workshops and
exhibitions at aregional level. Through
the competition young talents are
discovered. A year after LIMCAF was
founded, two other national competitions

emerged, one organized by the National
Gallery of Artin Abuja and the other the
African Artists’ Foundation (AAF) in
collaboration with Nigeria Breweries.

All of these competitions have created
opportunities for continuous creative
exercises whichimprove the quality of art
production.

Contemporary Nigerian art has not been
without constraints and challenges;
topmost among themis the problem of
art educationin the junior schools. There
are the challenges of inadequate art
teachers and curriculum development
for junior schools. A paramount problem
besides the neglect of visual art by the
governmentis the inability to harness
the vast artistic resources of the
nationinto a sustainable art event of
international repute which could promote
contemporary artinternationally.

In conclusion, modern Nigerian art
thrives and blossoms on actions and
reactions which are usually prompted

by activism that has birthed stylistic
ideologies and philosophies, which has
now developed into branches upon
which the contemporary artist perches.
Contemporary Nigerian art finds ‘unity in
diversity’, the diverse traditional cultures
of the nation serving as acommon market
place for shopping for creative resources
for contemporary artistic expressions.
When and where necessary,
contemporary artists have boldly used
their works to address the social, political
and economic tragedies of the nation,
and art has been used to suggest,
criticize and evoke moods onissues of
nationalinterest. As has been since the
pre-colonial periods, contemporary
Nigerian art documents history and
leaves alegacy for future discussion on
contemporary events.

Una storia cronologica della Nigeria
modernanon fa che confermare le ricche
risorse creative dei diversi gruppi culturali
e ciaiutaamettere afuoco la continuita
stilisticatra passato e presente. Larte
contemporanea nigeriana &€ emersadai
movimenti, dalle azioni e dalle reazioni
dicoloro che cominciarono per primia
operare in questo settore. Lattivismo
ebbe inizio presto nel Ventesimo secolo
con ladeterminazione di Aina Onabolu di

rigettare lanozione odiosa propugnata
dai colonizzatorieuropeiche l'arte
africana fosse naif e che mancasse di
qualita artistica. Spinto dall'atteggiamento
negativo europeo, Onabolu persegui
ilrealismo e la concezione del piti alto
naturalismo occidentale, riuscendo
quindinell'intento didimostrare la falsita
diquell'assunto. Inoltre incoraggiava

i suoi studenti ad adottare uno stile
naturalistico, cosa che moltidei suoi
discepolie contemporaneifecero.

Nello stesso periodo Kenneth C.

Murray, un espatriato europeo arrivato

in Nigerianel 1927 come assistente
diuninsegnante d’arte discuola
secondaria, istitui un approccio stilistico
diverso, contrastante con quello di Aina
Onabolu. Il suo apprezzamento per

l'arte africana tradizionale era evidente.
Egliincoraggiava gli studenti africania
non gettare viailoro valori culturalinelle
creazioniartistiche. Lideologia stilistica di
Murray trovo espressione nelle opere di
unartistacome Ben Enwonwu, mentreiil
naturalismo di Onabolu ispiro personalita
come Akinola Lasekan, Ngbodaga-Ngu e
Chief Akeredolu.

Molti workshop avviati da espatriati tra
glianni‘40 e ‘60 incoraggiarono gli artisti
nigeriani ad allontanarsi dalle estetiche
tradizionali e a esprimersiin stili piu
moderni. John Digby Clarke a Omu Aran,
nella Nigeria centrale (oggi Stato del
Kwara) proponevano una sintesi di stile
tradizionale Yoruba e stile occidentale,
ilworkshop Oye Ekiti di Padre Kevin
Carroll, che diffondeva l'arte tradizionale
africana produsse artisticome Lamidi
Fakeye. E c'erano ancheiworkshop
Mbari, quellinon formali di Ullie Georgina
Beier neglianni ‘60 che cominciarono a
Ibadan per trasferirsi piu tardia Oshogbo.
Gliartisti di Oshogbo esploranoil folklore,
che esprimonoin termini figurativi.
Importantitra gli artisti collateralia
Oshogbo cisono Twin Seven Sevene
Nike Okundaiye.

Nel 1960 emerse a Zariauna presenza
artistica piu pragmatica, quella piu

apprezzata nellambito dell'arte nigeriana.

Laribellione (trail 1958 eil 1961) diun
gruppo di studenti del Nigerian College
of Arts, Science and Technology a Zaria,
capitanata da Uche Okeke, sioppose
allaccademismo artistico di stampo
occidentale e colonialista. Lareazione di
questo gruppo provocd unarivoluzione
nell'arte moderna nigeriana, e da qui
ebbe origine 'appellativo di Rivoluzionari
diZaria. Sirivoltarono contro l'istruzione
alloccidentale che promuoveva solo
ilnaturalismo, e in contrasto a cio
proposero uno stile che fondevai

valori positivi della tradizione culturale
occidentale con quelli altrettanto positivi
della cultura artistica tradizionale,
movimento noto conilnome di Sintesi
Naturale. Dopo essersilaureati a Zaria
molti artisti sidispersero nel Paese, con
Uche Okeke che andd aNsukka, Bruce
Onabrakpeya a Lagos, Demas Nwoko
albadan, Yusuf Grillo allo Yaba College
alagos. E cosilarivoluzione stilistica
eradicale degli studentidella scuola di
Zariadivenne la piattaforma e larampa
dilancio dellarte modernain Nigeriaein
particolare per lanuova generazione di
artistiaccademicideglianni70 e ‘80.Fu
durante questo periodo che nacquero

molte delleistituzioni d’arte accademiche.

Oggisono leistituzioni artistiche la

forza che staallabase delle ideologie

e degli stilinascentinell’arte nigeriana
contemporanea. Attualmente cisono
piudiunatrentina diesse che offrono arti
visive nel Paese.

Oltre alle istituzioni accademiche ci
sono scuole ideologiche, ovvero scuole
d’arte note per le loro caratteristiche
particolari sia stilistiche che diapproccio
allarte. Lo stile ditali scuole sifonda su
ideologie e atteggiamentiverso I'arte ben
precisi. Ad esempio la scuola Nsukka &
stata plasmataintorno alla filosofiaelo
stile peculiari del Dipartimento di Belle
Artie Arti Applicate dell’Universitadella
Nigeria, Nsukka.

When | was selected by Dr. Oriano
Mabellini, Executive Director of the
Sarenco Foundationin Italy,tobe a
coordinator for the Imago Mundi project,
and organize suchanimportant art event
inltaly, | began the search for Nigerian
art organizations and contemporary
artists. The aim was to explain the details
of this major project andits significance
in highlighting Nigerian art with its details
and forms, to be displayed amongimages
of art from around the world.

| also contacted anumber of Nigerian
artists who had previously taken partin
art activities organized by the EAN Group
in Egypt, such as the AAW International
Workshop heldin2006,2008 and 2012.
That was the first stepin the search
process. Our mailing listincluded the
contacts of Nigerian Artist Smooth
Ugochukwu, one of the organizers of the
Dakar International Biennial in Senegal.
Ugochukwu suggested contacting
Ayodeji Adewunmi, founding director

of ‘Artis Everywhere’in Enugu, Nigeria,
whichis an annual recycling workshop
project that focuses on waste-to-art
initiatives. It was initiated in 2005 by
Ayodeji Adewunmiin collaboration

with the Alliance Frangaise of Enugu to
open up the creative minds of the young
artists to the endless possibilities in
theirimmediate environment, and also
toprovide an avenue to train artists and
the less privilegedin society on how to
make aliving from recycling, in addition
to generating exchanges betweenlocal
artists and artists from other countries
with similar objectives, and to highlight
environmental degradation.

Itis also considered one of the most
important organizationsin Nigeria, since
itconnects alarge number of Nigerian
artists from various Nigerian cities. We
started our cooperation by explaining
the idea behind Imago Mundiand the aim
of introducing acontemporary image

of Nigeria to the world. A meeting was
set up to start producing works with a
10x12 cm format that would express the
nature of Nigerian artists and Nigerian
contemporary art.

The event was held in two cities. First,
inLagos and thenin Enugu during July,
2014. An arrangement was made to send
ready-to-use canvasesto artists in other
Nigerian cities such as Zaria, Kaduna,
PH, Auchi, Benin, Abuja, and Nasarawa,
inorder toreach as large anumber of
Nigerian artists as possible and give a
complete picture of Nigerian art.

The outcome of this rich event canbe
viewed in this catalogue. It will also be
displayed in the exhibitions that are
organized by the Benetton Foundation,
which founded this project and organized
it tointroduce Nigerian art along with the
art of other countries around the world.

When viewing the collection, you will
notice the artistic diversity in using
different techniques. The works displayed
also tackle various topics that represent
Nigeria today, and reflect Nigerian

contemporary art and futuristic art as well.

Suchartists need more care and support
so that the Nigerian art movement can
continue onits path.

The mostimportant aspect of the project
is thatit will help introduce Nigerian

artists to the organizers of international
artevents. It willalso facilitate access

to Nigerian artists and create adirect
contact with them. This catalogue reflects
alive contemporary image of the nature of
Nigerianartandits artists.

Nigeriais not only alarge country (even if
compared to African giants like Algeria,
Sudan, Congo or Angolait is smaller), but it
is above all the real cultural meeting-point
of the historical sub-Saharan Africaand
its contemporary equivalent. Itisin Nigeria
that the mostimportant visual cultures

of African history have been stratified,
producing works of art like the Bronzes

of Benin. The large amount of terracotta
objects of archaeological provenance
coming from Nigeria have continuously
enriched the history of Africanart. A

large part of the mostimportant objects
that swell and enrich ethnographical
museums are of Nigerian origins. And not
only ethnographical museums: one of the
strong points of London’s British Museum
isthe great array of bronzes of the 16™"and
17" centuries, looted by the British at the
end of the 19" century during the conquest
of Benin City.

In Nigeria, between Oshogbo and
surrounding areas, since the 60s new and
innovative art groups have been forming.
Around such figures as the Germans

Ulli Baier and then Susanne Wenger,
anartist such as Twin Seven Seven and
many other young artists have found their
ownlanguage and have imposeditatan
international level. A city such as Lagos,
huge and with all its unresolved problems,
is also one of the great African cultural
capitals of today, with good newspapers
and cultural magazines, world-renowned
musicians such as the greatly-mourned
Fela Kuti, intellectuals such as the Nobel
prize-winner Wole Soynka and an excellent
and lively artistic milieu.

We mustn’t forget however that in Nigeria
there are ethnic groups with very different
histories and origins, in some cases
connected with Sahel cultures such as
the semi-nomadic Hausaand Fulana,
andin othersto various social and geo-
cultural contexts, such as the Igbo and
the Yoruba. It must also be remembered
that the country was torn apart during the
Biafra War (the 60s) and the situation has
returned the same with the massacres
onthe part of the fundamentalist Boko

Haram organization. They have alternated
with the reprisals of the Nigerianarmy
inthe northern zones from where the
Muslim fundamentalists come. Ethnic

and religious conflicts are unfortunately
acommon feature of Nigeria'srecent
history and the great successinrecent
times of Presbyterian sects, at times also
fundamentalist, has done nothing but make
the situation worse.

The works done in Nigeria for Imago Mundi
bring out these contradictions, but above
all the wealth and variety of Nigerian art
history briefly mentioned above.

Many of the works chosen have a
composite style and bring together many
differentinfluences. As said before, Nigeria
isacomplex country and with arichand
varied history, also cultural. In these last
decades the European artistic
avant-gardes have been studied and
absorbed, and alsorecent trendsin
contemporary art have beenrooted
perhaps more deeply thanin other African
countries (itis enough toremember that
the Director of the next Venice Biennale
will be a Nigerian art critic). So many

small canvases feel the influence of this
climate of cultural effervescence and
different trends all brought together. Of
allthese styles there is one that emerges
whichis linked to the Nigerian imagination
and veined with religious and cultural
syncretism. The leader of this school

was Twin Seven Seven (he passed away
afew years ago) and it has relations with
European surrealism. Obviously itis full of
symbolic references to Nigerian history
and culture and is veined withimages

of what we could call a tropical nature
(luxuriant nature, vivid colours...).

Other works have more reallistic features
and thistoois along-standing tradition
inNigeria, linked to the ‘good painting’ of
the first art schools ona European model
imported into this African country. Many of
the artists selected for this project studied
inthe renowned Nigerian Academies of
Fine Arts or in prestigious universities such
asthoseinLagos or Ibadan.

Another strong suggestion for many
Nigerian artists is that which joins them

to the traditional visual culture (Ife, Benin,
but also the wooden statues of the Igbo, or
the many rivulets of the various folk styles
of the areas populated by the Yoruba).
Artists, especially the younger ones, are
seeking a strong and well-rooted identity
inthisrediscovery.Evenif there are

few real sculpturesin the Imago Mundi
project, given the small size of the works,
the influence of traditional motifs already
createdinsculptureis evident.

Then there are the globalized styles of
metropolitan art, with the influence of
young trends in fashion and music. We
mustn’t forget that Lagos is together with
Kinshasa the capital of the most popular
trends in youth fashion and African music,
quite wellknown and followed in the West.
It wasin Lagos that the so-called ‘Afro
beat’ first developedinthe 60sand a
musician like Fela Kutiis still very popular.
Theinfluence of musicisimportantin
Africaalsoin the visual arts; in fact some
artists say that they feel the influence

of traditional music and there are many
works that are based on dances, or have
musicians playing all sorts of instruments.
Another significant component is that of
important artists who live in the United
States, such as Victor Ekpuk, Marcia Kure
and Ugochukwu Smooth Nzenwi, whose
language obviously reflects the contextin
which they now live. But other successful
artists who are international now live in
Nigeria, such as Adepeju Layiwolaand
Kunle Filani.

Nigeriais like amicrocosm that contains, in
concentrated form, all the potentiality and
contradictions of Africa. We may also add
that the Nigerian works for Imago Mundi
bring together and summarize the best
artistic ferment of the whole Continent.

| conflitti etnici e religiosi purtroppo
punteggiano la storiarecente della
Nigeriaeilgrande successo in tempi
recentissimidi sette presbiteriane, avolte
fondamentaliste, non ha fatto che acuirli.
Le opere realizzate in Nigeria per Imago
Mundiriassumono le contraddizioni, ma
soprattuttolaricchezzaelavarieta della
storia artistica nigeriana brevissimamente
tratteggiata sopra.

Molte trale opere selezionate sono di stile
composito e accolgono molte influenze
diverse. Infattila Nigeria, come si & detto,
e unPaese complesso e conunastoria
anche culturale molto ricca. Negli ultimi
decennilesemplarita delle avanguardie
storiche europee vi & stata ben studiata
eancheletendenzerecentidell’arte
contemporanea visi sono radicate in
maniera forse piti profonda cheinaltri
Paesi africani (basti dire che il direttore
della prossima Biennale di Venezia sara
un critico d’arte nigeriano). Dunque molte
piccole tele risentono di questo climadi
effervescenza culturale e di convivenza
ditendenze diverse.
