Narra is the national tree of the Philippines. The Narra tree is a symbol of
many things. It is tall and symbolizes the lofty ideals of the Filipino people.
It is tall, strong, enduring and signify the persistence of the Filipinos in
their demand for freedom. While other trees are bent or uprooted by
storms, the narra usually withstands such disaster. It may strip its leaves
or break off smaller branches, but the tree itself remains upright. As the
Narra has resisted the tempest, so has the Filipinos fought his oppressors.
The feature was first named in the Philippine submission of an extended
