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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background

This report is one of several similar studies that have been produced to investigate and
characterise the state of coastal erosion and the threat this poses to cultural heritage
sites along the coastline of Scotland.  The results presented here are based on the
results of a Coastal Zone Assessment Survey carried out in October 2006 on North
Uist by CFA Archaeology Ltd.  The study area (Fig. 1) comprised the accessible parts
of the east coast, from the Berneray causeway to Srom Bàn and the south side of Loch
Euphort.  A desk-based assessment was carried out by GUARD in March 2006
(Sneddon 2006; excluding Loch Euphort) and provided to CFA for use and
verification in the field. 

This follows on from CFA’s survey of the west coast of North Uist (Johnson et al
2005).  In mid January 2005, fierce storms hit the west coast of Scotland.  In response
to concerns expressed about damage to archaeological sites, CFA surveyed the west
coast of North Uist in February 2005 on behalf of The SCAPE Trust.  In order to
complete the survey, parts of the east coast of the island (excluding offshore islets and
islands) have also now been surveyed. 

1.2 Project aims

The aim of the survey was to audit the condition and number of coastal sites in order
to help the Comhairle nan Eilean Siar archaeologist devise a strategy for monument
management.  The work has increased knowledge concerning the coastal
archaeological sites of North Uist and has identified those sites that are at risk, either
presently or potentially in the future, from erosion.

A second aim was to report on the strengths and weaknesses of splitting the Coastal
Zone Assessment Survey into two parts, including a review of how effective the desk-
based assessment was at identifying priority areas.

1.3 Acknowledgements

Tom Dawson (SCAPE) is thanked for providing advice and support during all stages
of the survey.  The desk-based assessment (excluding Loch Euphort) was conducted
by GUARD.
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2. METHODOLOGY

2.1 Introduction

The methodology used during the study was based on that set out in Historic
Scotland’s Procedure Paper 4 Coastal Zone Assessment (1996), and discussions in
Archaeology and the Coastal Erosion Zone: Towards a Historic Scotland Policy
(Ashmore 1994).

CFA follows the Institute of Field Archaeologists’ Code of Conduct, Standards and
Guidelines. 

The assessment zone comprised the coast edge, the intertidal zone and a 100m wide
landward strip (where practicable).  In built up areas, identification of coastal
elements was restricted to works and buildings abutting the coast and an examination
of the intertidal zone.

Our methodology utilised a three-phase strategy to fulfil the objects of the coastal
zone assessment.

• Phase 1 - Desk based assessment
• Phase 2 - Reconnaissance survey
• Phase 3 - Report compilation and creation of a Geographical Information

System

It was intended with this survey to test the English two-tier system of Coastal Zone
Assessment Survey.  In England, Coastal Zone Assessment Surveys are divided into
two parts: desk-based assessment (DBA) followed by field survey.  A desk-based
assessment for the whole of the east coast of North Uist, South Uist and Benbecula
was completed by GUARD in March 2006 (Sneddon 2006).  As well as identifying
archaeological sites and monuments and classifying the geology and geomorphology,
the report prioritised areas of the coast in relation to the need for field survey. 

A PDF version of the report, together with the databases and GIS files, was supplied
to CFA.  The strengths and weaknesses of the two-part system in England was tested
using GUARD’s desk-based assessment. 

2.2 Desk-based assessment

The GUARD desk-based assessment and associated databases and GIS files were
supplied to CFA in digital format.  It was used as a basis for preparing survey maps
and gazetteers for the field teams.  

Sites recorded by GUARD in their DBA have been given the prefix ‘G’ followed by
the number allocated in the DBA, to distinguish them from the field recorded sites and
to allow cross-referencing between this report and GUARD’s (Sneddon 2006).

In addition, the Loch Euphort survey area had not been covered by GUARD’s DBA,
and so additional desk-based assessment, according to the methods described in HS
APP 4, was carried out for this area.  Sites and Monuments information was provided
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by Tom Dawson digitally in the form of an Excel spreadsheet, and additional work
also involved an examination of the following sources:

• Available cartographic sources held at the National Library of Scotland
(NLS) map library including First Edition Ordnance Survey maps,
historical maps dating from the 18th -19th centuries, and other historical
maps.  

• Aerial photographic coverage held at RCAHMS.

These additional desk-based sites were also given the prefix ‘G’ and numbering began
from GUARD’s last number.

2.4 Coastal assessment survey parameters

The coastal survey area included three specific zones.  The first zone is the intertidal
zone including the area between the Mean High Water Spring Tide (MHWST) and the
Mean Low Water Spring Tide (MLWST).  The second zone was the shoreline.  This
zone included the immediate area behind the MHWST line.  The third zone included
the hinterland, varying between 50m and 100m from the coastal edge.

The following areas were surveyed:

 Berneray causeway to Srom Bàn
NGR: NF 907 795 to NF 90495 68304
Distance c. 98.9km

 Loch Langais to south Loch Euphort
NGR: NF 84081 64999 to NF 89428 63207
Distance c. 21.2km

The archaeological surveys were undertaken following procedures outlined in Historic
Scotland’s Procedure document.  Two teams of archaeologists working in pairs
surveyed the study areas described above.  North Uist presented no problems in terms
of access although some areas were very isolated and several long stretches of coast
(in particular from Berneray causeway to Glendibidale and Bàgh a’ Chàise to Loch
Portain) needed to be surveyed in one day due to the location of dropping off and
picking up points.  

Information was gathered on the following, and reported on 1:25,000 maps and pro
forma coastal survey sheets:

• Hinterland geology and coastal geomorphology
• Erosion class of the coast
• Built heritage and archaeological sites

The desk-based assessment contained information on hinterland geology and
geomorphology.  This was ground-truthed during the survey by the project
archaeologists.  Any changes made following on-site verification are noted in this
report and discussed in the review of the desk-based assessment.  
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During the field survey, information on the character and erosion of the coastline was
collected.  This information was provided to the Project Geomorphologist, Dr Mike
Cressey, in order that he could undertake targeted site visits following the walkover
survey, check the findings of any eroding archaeological sites and assess what
mechanisms were leading to erosion of those sites.  Field notes, digital photographs
and other topographical information were added to the coastal geomorphology maps.
The GIS database incorporates the coastal geology and geomorphology and erosion
information, placed onto colour-coded digital base-maps.

Known archaeological sites and monuments within the survey transect were visited
wherever possible.  Site descriptions were recorded onto pro forma coastal survey
sheets and included details on erosion and the condition of existing and newly
discovered archaeological sites in accordance with HS APP4.  Each site was allocated
a unique identifier and its location recorded using a Thales MobileMapper TM Global
Positioning System (GPS) instrument, which provided a ten-figure grid reference with
>1m accuracy.  A full digital photographic record was maintained.  The survey did
not include any invasive archaeological investigation, nor any detailed emergency
recording, sampling or retrieval of artefactual material. 

2.5 Report Format

In this report we use the term shoreline to refer to the distinct boundary between land
and sea that changes with the tides.  A coastal unit defines the areas between
numbered cut-off points that demarcate individual sections of coastline which has
been classified according to its eroding, stable or accreting status. 

The results are presented sequentially for each coastal unit and follow the standard
format (Ashmore 1994).  Elements include an introductory section followed by
sections detailing the coastal geology/morphology, coastal erosion and archaeological
gazetteer and maps.  These are followed by a section incorporating results and
observations.  This is followed by a list of references and appendices. 

Sites recorded by GUARD in their DBA have been given the prefix G followed by the
number allocated in the DBA, to distinguish them from the field recorded sites and to
allow cross-referencing between this report and GUARD’s (Sneddon 2006).

Each survey area is accompanied by three individual maps.  These maps contain data
on the Hinterland Geology and Coastal Geomorphology, Erosion Class, and Built
Heritage and Archaeology.  The gazetteer entries include the following categories:

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3. GEOLOGICAL SETTING OF THE STUDY AREA

The geological setting of the survey area has previously been described by Hansom
and Robertson (in Sneddon 2006, 11-14).  The following is a summery of their
findings and as a result of the visual appraisal of the study area in October 2006.

The geology of the survey area is dominated by an ancient basement of metamorphic
Lewisian gneiss, intruded by basaltic sills and dykes during the Tertiary, but earlier
deformed and metamorphosed during two phases (Stoker et al 1993). This hard rock
geology dominates the Minch coastline with cliffs and intertidal rock platforms, the
coastal orientation being largely controlled by the dual influence of the coast-parallel
Minch fault and the Outer Isles Thrust Plane (Stoker et al 1993 ibid). Several
secondary faults trend approximately normal to this main orientation and can be
picked out in the east/west orientation of Locheport and the south-east/north-west
trending North and South Fords of Benbecula, all of which interrupt the south/north
trend of the Minch Coast.   The relative durability of the underlying Lewisian gneiss
has shaped the character of the study area that is dominated by coastal rock skerries,
headlands and reefs, all of which are strongly linked to the north-west to south-east
regional foliation of the gneiss. For example, in the Lochs Blashaval and Siginish
area, both subaerial and seabed topography is made up of a series of ridges and deep,
rock-floored, narrow basins, the scale, alignment and relief of which mirrors the
structural trend.  The characteristic fjard environment of inter-tidal inlets and lagoons
is a result of rapid marine incursion that occurred during the early Holocene (Ritchie
1968).

Coastal Geomorphology

The survey area has been the subject of a plethora of research concerning the marine
environment and is designated a Special Area of Conservation (SAC) owing to the
wide range of ecological habitats centred on Loch Maddy or Loch nam Madadh to use
its Gaelic name.  The Joint Nature Conservation Committee (JNCC) defines this area
as 2320.38ha in extent.  The general site character of the SAC has been classified into
five broad ecotypes and these are listed in Table 1 below.  Their data shows that the
study area is dominated by marine inlets with equal amounts of intertidal flats and
areas of saltmarsh.  Inland standing water is low in frequency (0.5%) but is largely
represented by a series of rock-bound silled lagoons.

There are 14 lagoons in the SAC and these form one of the most extensive and diverse
saline lagoon system in the UK (Entec 1992).  The lagoons connect with an extensive
system of freshwater lochs and lochans in the North Uist hinterland and the so-called
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fjardic sea loch of Loch Maddy itself.  The lagoons have been classified according to
their relative type and range from large complex lagoons with several sills and basins
to small, shallow single lagoons (Thorpe 1998).  Collectively they encompass the full
transition from freshwater to marine conditions.  Most have one or more basins
floored with soft, peaty mud with boulders and cobbles around the edges.  Beaches,
where these are encountered tend to be no more than narrow shelves of finer material
fetched up in areas that are exposed to north-easterly off-shore gales.  The highly
variable wave climate is derived from the numerous rock outcrops and headlands that
dampen the full force of the sea.  The highly irregular coastline promotes fairly
sheltered tidal conditions which limits the direct wave impact that is seen to effect the
Atlantic coastline of North Uist (Johnson et al 2005).  However, locally produced
wave activity is redistributing sediment albeit on an unquantifiably small scale.  As a
result, accretion is attributed to the steady-state conditions observed in the more
sheltered areas (eg the river at Langais draining from Loch a’ Bharpa to Bàgh
Orasaigh) and associated with mainly salt-marsh environments.  

The coastal roads of the A867 and A865 traverse across a hummocky peat-dominated
landscape with outcropping rock and one is never far from water.  The hinterland is
dominated by a maze of isolated and interconnecting basins and lochans.  In general
the landscape lies below the 20m OD.  There is no defined coastal edge sensu stricto
accept along the southern shore of Loch Euphort, where the convoluted coastal edge
is dominated by boulders and shingle.  In general terms, the boulder beaches are
derived from the fluvio-glacial rich till that underlies a variable mantel of peat.
Where the soft peat outcrops on the shoreline this will invariably be exposed to drying
out and will recede to expose the underlying boulder beds below.  The boulders
essentially fall out of the shallow cliffs over time.  Cyclical trends of beach
nourishment typically occurring on the more exposed Atlantic facing coastline of
North Uist is not prevalent here as the off-shore route for such material is blocked by
the numerous islands and spits that dominate the area.  

In summary, the coastal edge is poorly defined and is largely inaccessible.  The Loch
Maddy system embraces a wide wave exposure gradient from the exposed outer
margins of the loch to the sheltered inner basins.   The shorelines where these have
evolved, are very sinuous and highly indented.  Marine sand and shingle is exposed
only in the basins that empty during the tidal cycle.  In other areas, lagoons of
standing fresh and brackish water dominate the study area.  The coastal edge around
the lagoons is not wide, but invariably backed by sheer to moderately low cliffs
(below c.1-2m) and strewn with boulders derived from exposed peat hags.
Intermittent areas of saltmarsh pervade those areas that are very sheltered indeed and
normally found at the head of the small bays where tidal conditions are benign.

4. ARCHAEOLOGICAL BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY AREA

A summary of the history of archaeological research on North Uist and the
characteristics of each principal archaeological period were provided in Johnson et al
2005 and will not be repeated here.  However, some observations can be made,
particularly regarding the known density and types of archaeological sites on the east
coast prior to this survey.

The environment of the east coast is very different to that of the west.  Where the west
is dominated by extensive machair systems which were highly attractive areas of
occupation through all periods of history and prehistory, the east coast is rockier, peat-
covered, and dotted with lochans and inlets.  Due to the physical environment of
North Uist, known sites tend to fall within two zones: islet settings within lochs in the
peatland landscapes, and within the machair landscapes.  Therefore, on the east coast,
settlement may be expected on the islets.  The distribution of peat has a tendency to
mask earlier prehistoric sites, and so these are likely to be under-represented in the
known archaeological record. It is also possible that human activity in the eastern
peatlands was seasonal or occasional, with the main settlements being over on the
west, on or near the more fertile machair.

Earlier Prehistoric

A number of Neolithic monuments are known on the east coast, particularly
concentrated around the head of Loch Euphort, the most well known of these being
Bharpa Langass chambered tomb.  Other chambered cairns are known on the flanks of
Craonabhal, and at Caravat Barp further south.  Standing stones are recorded on
Blathaisbhal and two stone circles, Sornach Coir’ Fhinn and Sornach a Phobuill, are
also recorded near Langais.

Prehistoric sub-peat stone features have been excavated on the east coast.  At Bharpa
Carinish (Crone 1993) on the south-east coast of North Uist, a range of sub-peat
features close to a chambered tomb were excavated, including Neolithic settlement
and Iron Age enclosures.  A wall dating to the Late Bronze Age was excavated at
Loch Portain (Mills et al 1994; NGR 950 724) to the south-east of Loch an t-Sagairt,
identified within an old peat cutting.

Armit (1996, Figure 4.6) also identifies the locations of what may be Neolithic islet
settlements, several of which fall in lochs on the east side of the island.  However,
none of these have been excavated and so their dating is based on surface morphology
alone.

Later Prehistoric/Norse

The Early and Middle Iron Age of the Hebrides is characterised by the massive stone-
built Atlantic Roundhouses, a category which includes brochs and wheelhouses.
Many of these were recorded by Beveridge (1911).  While there are no wheelhouses
on the east side of the island, due to the lack of machair, a number of Atlantic
Roundhouses have been recorded on islet settings within lochs, such as Dun Torcuill
in Loch an Dùin, duns in Loch na Caiginn and Loch an Dùin at Loch Portain, and
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others in Loch Thundair, Loch Obasaraigh, Loch Carabhat and Loch na Ceither-
Eileana, for example.

Other sites which may fall into this period are souterrains, such as that to the west of
Loch Thacleit, and cave sites with kitchen midden material, such as that at Beinn
Thacleit (Beveridge 1911).  

There is no known evidence for Norse settlement on the east coast of North Uist.
However, an examination of place-name records would in all probability show that
this is not the case.

Medieval

As for the west side of the island, Medieval settlement has proven difficult to identify,
and only limited Medieval remains are known across the island, at Eilean Olabhat
(Armit 1996) and the Udal (Crawford 1996).  Slightly later sites, of the 16th-17th

centuries, have been recognised, for example at the excavation at Druim nan Dearcag
(Armit 1997).  It is possible that a more dispersed Medieval pattern of settlement was
present, providing a continuation of the prehistoric pattern, which was replaced by the
post-Medieval bailtean of nucleated settlements and townships (Armit 1996).

Post-Medieval

This period is characterised by baile settlements, which appear in the written record in
the 17th and 18th centuries.  These townships and nucleated settlements were
composed of tenant farmers, and included areas of open field and ‘lazy bed’
cultivation furrows.  The Clearances of the 18th and early 19th centuries had an impact
upon the Hebrides, resulting in a switch to sheep-farming and the re-organisation or
removal of the population by landowners.  Settlements are characterised by
blackhouses, a form of building which continued in use until the 20th century.  Apart
from Loch Maddy and Loch Euphort, the east coast survey area is sparsely populated
with such townships and blackhouses.

Industrial Period

There are a few monuments of the industrial period.  Those that are recorded relate
primarily to maritime activities, such as the ferry ports, or to quarrying activities.
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5. SURVEY MAPS OF NORTH UIST (EAST COAST)

 Hinterland Geology and Coastal Geomorphology
 
DBA Observations:

The hinterland is mainly drift and peat on visible rock. The foreshore in this area
comprises in the most part lag boulders with some mudflats and sand around the bays
and sheltered inlets of a series of low shallow basins.

Field Observations:

The DBA did not include Oban Honary and Glendibidale but they were included in
the survey area requested by The SCAPE Trust; therefore, cell 4 has been extended to
include this area.

 Erosion Class

The majority of this section of coastline is eroding or eroding and stable.  The
exposed point of Rubh’ a’ Charnain Mhòir at the north end (cell 2), and the deeply
indented bays and inlets at Abhainn Dubh (cell 4) and Loch Hurabhaig (cell 6) are
eroding where the coastal geomorphology comprises mudflats and sand.  
 
Built Heritage & Archaeology

DBA Observations:

This area yielded relatively few sites of archaeological interest compared to other
areas of the coastline.  Only five sites were noted, one being a record of a previous
archaeological survey and watching brief relating to the construction of the causeway
and another being a shipwreck.  The most significant site in this area noted by the
desk-based assessment is the dun located in Loch Iosal an Dùin.  From an inspection
of aerial photography and cartography the loch is not at present subject to direct wave
impact, although it could be affected by sea level rise.

Field Observations:

Only one of the sites identified by GUARD fell within the survey area, the Otternish
slipway.  The number of sites has increased to 48, only one of which was previously
known.  There are no Scheduled Ancient Monuments or Listed Buildings.  The survey
area included the inlet of Oban Honary to Glendibidale. 

The majority of the sites and monuments in this section are of 18th-20th century date
and relate to the crofting landscape.  Post-medieval remains comprise four boat
noosts, five buildings (Plate 5), two causeways, two field banks, two field boundaries,
an area of peat cutting, a quarry, two shielings, a slipway, and ten walls (Plate 7).
Features of unknown date comprise two structures, five fish traps and eleven cairns. 
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The sites are fairly thinly spread along the coast, with slight concentrations to the
north of Rubha na h-Aibhne Duibhe, at Àird Thànais, and at Glendibidale. A number
of fish traps were recorded, Sites 15, 20, 27, 38 and 51, in or across inlets or, in the
case of Site 15, across the river at Abhainn Dubh.  The inaccessibility of much of this
stretch of coast probably accounts for the fairly low number of sites recorded and the
low density of boat noosts suggests that it was not extensively accessed by boat.

 DBA Observations:
 
Hinterland is mainly drift and peat on visible rock. The foreshore in this area
comprises lag boulders with sand and mud in some bays and sheltered inlets, and is
predominantly sandy to the west of Àird Innis.
 
Field Observations:

 The fieldwork confirmed the desk-based work and no changes have been made to the
map.  
 
 Erosion Class
 
 The majority of this stretch of coastline is eroding, with eroding rock platforms
around Mealla Bru, interspersed with peat erosion faces, forming vertical cut sections,
around the inlets of Rubha Dubh, Àird nan Laogh and Àird Innis (cell 8; Plates 1-3).
There are also other areas of badly eroding sections of peat, particularly within the
channel between the mainland and Orasaigh (cell 10) and the inlet at Greanacleit (cell
16).  Slow pockets of boulder erosion, amongst otherwise stable areas of coast, are
present around the north and eastern areas of Àird Innis (cell 9) and Loch Sìginis (cell
15) to the south.  A largely stable area of exposed rock platforms is present around
Aisgernis (cell 17).
 
Built Heritage & Archaeology

DBA Observations:

This area of coastline is extremely fragmented with numerous inlets and small islets.
Three sites of archaeological interest were noted in this area, all relating to deserted
Historic Rural Settlement. These include small shieling sites, a possible farmstead and
a larger township.

Field Observations:

GUARD’s sites 10, 16 and 24 were recorded during the field survey; each was found
to include several components resulting in twelve individual records. G10 consisted of
two buildings, a wall and a cairn within the survey area; G16 comprised six shielings,
with a possible seventh visible on a small offshore islet which was not included in the
survey area; and G24 comprised a building and a cairn with further elements probably
surviving inland.  There are no Scheduled Ancient Monuments or Listed Buildings.

A further 42 sites were recorded during the survey.  The majority of these belong to
the 18th-20th century crofting landscape and include six boat noosts, a causeway, two
jetties, a shieling, a structure, and 25 walls.  Features of unknown date comprised two
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cairns, two possible fish traps (Plate 8) and a structure.  A possible sub-peat wall,
visible as an area of stone visibly eroding out of a semi-circular erosion scar (Site 122;
Plate 9) may be prehistoric in date; the stone spread was c. 4m long but may continue
beneath the ground cover inland.

The sites are fairly evenly and thinly spread along the coastline apart from Àird Innis.
This peninsula is attached to the mainland by a small neck and has extensive old peat
cuttings across it, with a farmstead (G10) on the east side.  A group of shielings (Sites
G16, 111 and 121) is spread along the sheltered edges of the inlet between Rubha
Dubh and Àird nan Laogh, with possible additional structures visible on the offshore
islets in-between.  Site 118, a causeway, provides a means of access to and from Àird
nan Laogh across a narrow tidal inlet, preventing the need to walk a long distance
around this heavily indented inlet.

 DBA Observations:
 
Hinterland comprises drift and peat on visible rock. The foreshore consists of mainly
lag boulders or rock platform with a steep cliff coastline towards the eastern edge of
this section and a pocket of sand in the middle section at Bàgh a’ Chàise.
 
Field Observations:
 
 The fieldwork confirmed the desk-based work and no changes have been made to the
map.  
 
 Erosion Class
 
 This is principally an eroding and stable section of coastline with locally exposed
boulders and shingle at the edges of the exposed rock, especially around the north and
west of Tobha Beag (cell 11). However, there are pockets of eroding peat, particularly
within the inlets, along the east coast of Tobha Beag. The coast running south of
Ceann a’ Mhuir, consisting of high cliff faces and shingle beaches is largely stable
(cell 12).
 
Built Heritage & Archaeology

 DBA Observations:
 
This section of coastline includes numerous off shore islands of varying size,
including Bhòtarsaigh, Sursaigh and Gròdaigh some of which contain sites of
archaeological interest. A total of five sites of archaeological or built heritage interest
were noted in this section of coastline. These include one Scheduled Ancient
Monument and a category B listed building. The most significant site located in this
section is the Scheduled Ancient Monument of Dun Mhic Laitheann located on the
small island of Gròdaigh. The dun occupies a position on the coast edge and is located
on a small promontory connected to Gròdaigh at low tide. Other sites include records
of Historic Rural Settlement buildings on the small island of Sursaigh and a find spot
of potential Medieval date on the mainland.
 
Field Observations:
 
 Only one site recorded by GUARD lay within the survey area (G18), the B Listed
Hebridean-type thatched cottage at Cheese Bay (Plate 23). The Medieval findspot
(G17) was not recorded, and many of the sites recorded on the coast edge at Cheese
Bay (Bàgh a’ Chàise) may form elements of the township (G21).
 
 Eighty-seven sites were recorded during the field survey. The vast majority of these
relate to the Post-medieval crofting landscape, and include 14 boat noosts (Plate 6),
nine buildings, a footbridge, seven areas of lazy beds, 14 areas of peat cutting, two
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quarries, three shielings, a shieling with a boat noost and wall, a group of shielings
and enclosures (Plate 10), five structures, and 23 walls.
 
 Four cairns, a rectangular stone platform, a graveyard and an enclosure are of
unknown date.  The graveyard (Site 60) was described by a local resident; their
grandfather is said to have believed that the inhabitants of the island of Taghaigh were
buried on the flat area of ground between structure 57 and wall 58. A number of
stones were noted poking through the turf here but no traces of any graves were
visible. 
 
 The sites are heavily concentrated around Bàgh a’ Chàise and the southern part of
Tobha Beag, between Loch Amhlasaraigh and Ceann a’ Mhuir.  This corresponds to
the areas of settlement still seen today and likely strongly correlates to the divisions
into individual crofts here.

 Hinterland Geology and Coastal Geomorphology
 
 DBA Observations:
 
Hinterland comprises drift and peat on visible rock. The coast edge is steep and rocky
on the eastern edge facing the Minch, turning to lag boulders and gravel intertidal
areas on the foreshore on the west-facing coast of Loch Portain and around Flodaigh.
 
Field Observations:
 
 The fieldwork confirmed the desk-based work and no changes have been made to the
map.  
 
 Erosion Class
 
 The east coast of this map is marked by the stable high cliff and shingle beach
coastline around Creag Mhiorbhuilt and Greineasgoir, continuing up to Rubha an
Fhigheadair (cell 12). Erosion along the coastline increases progressively past Rubha
an Fhigheadair with a stable and eroding stretch of exposed rock along Caolas Loch
Portain (cell 13). At the point of Rubha nan Gall there are peat erosion faces above the
high tide mark, which continue into the sheltered section of Loch Portain up to Rubha
na Murla. The southern coast of Loch Portain, between Rubha na Murla and Filleam
is definitely eroding, with sections of exposed rock and eroding peat within the inlets
(cell 14).
 
Built Heritage & Archaeology

 DBA Observations:
 
This section of coastline is, in the majority, concerned with mainland coastline with
the addition of the small island of Flodaigh. A total of eighteen sites of archaeological
interest were noted in this section, which include four Scheduled Ancient Monuments.
Other sites include seven relating to probable Historic Rural Settlement remains, an
account of a chapel that does not have an accurate location and a site relating to
prehistoric cists and cup markings. The Scheduled Ancient Monuments include two
dun sites, a souterrain and a cave site where midden remains have been recovered.
The souterrain and cave site are situated in hinterland locations and do not appear to
be threatened by coastal erosion. Of the dun sites only one, located in Loch na
Caiginn, may be subject to tidal influences currently or in the near future.
 
Field Observations:

The majority of the sites recorded by GUARD lay inland or on islets/islands which
were outwith the survey area.  Three previously recorded sites were visited during the
survey, G40, G42 and G54, all of which had multiple elements resulting in 14
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individual records.  G40, recorded as enclosures, was found to consist of a drystone
building and an enclosure; G42, a township, had a structure, quarry and cairn recorded
within the survey area; and G54, a township, had nine structures recorded during the
field survey.

One hundred and nine additional sites were recorded during the field survey.  The vast
majority of these relate to the Post-medieval crofting landscape and comprise 43 boat
noosts (Plates 13-14), two buildings (Plate 12), four cairns, two causeways, a culvert,
a field bank, eight areas of lazy beds, two areas of peat cutting, a pier, a shieling, six
structures (Plate 17), and 33 walls (Plates 15-16).  

Three cairns of unknown date are recorded.

Features (Site 279) which are possibly related to the scheduled dun in Loch na
Caiginn were recorded at the mouth of this loch at the point where it drains into Loch
Portain, a very narrow inlet at which a large boulder built wall was recorded running
along the north coast edge of the inlet before turning into the intertidal zone of Loch
Portain. At the narrowest point there was a small rectangular cell, open at one end.
These features possibly relate to the control of access into Loch na Caiginn and may
be prehistoric in date.

There are no sites recorded on the exposed eastern coast of the peninsula, the sites
instead concentrating in large numbers on the more sheltered edges of Caolas Loch
Portain and Loch Portain.  The large number of boat noosts suggests that sea traffic
was an important element of Loch Portain’s settlement, and a township is still there
today.

 Hinterland Geology and Coastal Geomorphology
 
 DBA Observations:
 
Hinterland comprises drift and peat on the west facing slopes into Loch Maddy with
peat covering the east-facing slopes. The coastline consists of rock or lag boulders
with isolated pockets of mud or sand within a series of shallow rocky basins.
 
Field Observations:
 
 The fieldwork confirmed the desk-based work and no changes have been made to the
map.  
 
 Erosion Class
 
 This stretch of coast is mixed:. There is an eroding peat and boulder coastal edge with
peat erosion faces above high tide mark amongst the inlets from Aisgernis to
Aileodair (cell 18) and amongst the saltmarsh and mudflats at Minish (cell 18).  There
is eroding and stable irregular exposed rock platforms, with pockets of eroding peat
within sheltered inlets, at Bac-a-stoc (cell 19) and along Loch Midhinis (cell 21).
Between Lonachan and Cidge Spònais (cell 22) there is a stable stretch of exposed
rock platforms backed by low irregular cliffs. 
 
Built Heritage & Archaeology

 DBA Observations:
 
This section of coastline relates to the north-western coastline of the large inlet
centring on Loch nam Mhadadh and is extremely uneven with numerous very small
off shore islands. A total of twenty-five sites of archaeological interest were noted in
this section which included one Scheduled Ancient Monument, that of Dun Torcuill
situated in Loch an Dùin. There exists the possibility that this loch is subject to tidal
influences but cannot be confirmed without a field visit. Other sites include a possible
chapel site on Eilean Mhidhinis, where a ruined structure was visible on aerial
photography, four potential dun sites, prehistoric standing stones and a potential
chambered cairn. Other sites appear to generally relate to post-Medieval activity in the
area. Two sites are suggested from historic maps, but their location is not certain.
 
Field Observations:
 
 Fifteen of the previously recorded sites lay within the survey area (G19, G22, G23,
G25, G27 (Plate 24), G28, G34, G35, G43, G46, G50, G51, G52/53, G56 and G59). A
local resident informed the survey team that Site 52/53 was a chapel site and that it
was located upon Pulpit Island; this name is not confirmed on the OS 1:25,000 map
and the island was inaccessible at the time of the survey, although the resident stated
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that it was accessible at low tide. Features recorded from vertical aerial photographs at
Lonachan (Site G59) were not located. 
 
 One hundred and forty-three additional sites were recorded during the field survey.
These comprise features associated with the Post-medieval crofting landscape and
include an access point visible as a cleared pathway across the intertidal zone, four
field banks, a blackhouse, 27 boat noosts (Plate 19), 15 buildings (Plates 18 and 20-
21), 4 cairns, an enclosure, three jetties, seven areas of lazy beds, 13 areas of peat
cutting, four quarries, a structure, three tracks, and 52 walls. 
 
 A possible building, two cairns and four structures (Plate 11) of unknown date were
recorded.
 
 The archaeological sites are concentrated in two areas, with a thin spread between.
These are Loch Sìginis and Minish, including both the Minish peninsula itself and
along the adjacent coastal edges.  The remains along the edge of Loch Sìginis form
the eastern extent of the settlement at Loch Portain, while Minish is still a focal point
for settlement at Blathaisbhal village.  A number of deserted farmsteads of relatively
modern date are recorded on Minish.

 Hinterland Geology and Coastal Geomorphology
 
 DBA Observations:
 
Hinterland comprises drift and peat over rock. Rock and lag boulder indented
coastline comprising of inlets and bays with some small isolated pockets of intertidal
mud or sand and deeper water round the settlement at Lochmaddy.
 
Field Observations:
 
 The fieldwork confirmed the desk-based work and no changes have been made to the
map.  
 
 Erosion Class
 
 The stretch of coast around Lochmaddy, from Cidge Spònais to Srom Bàn, is eroding
and stable (cell 23), consisting of a stable boulder and shingle foreshore, with some
peat erosion faces, especially along the east side of Lochmaddy.
 
Built Heritage & Archaeology

 DBA Observations:
 
This section of coastline relates to the area centring around the current settlement of
Lochmaddy on the shores of the sea loch with the same name. A total of forty-seven
sites of archaeological and built heritage interest were noted in this section which
includes five Listed B category buildings, one Listed C(s) category building and seven
references to ship wrecks. The majority of the sites noted in this area relate to Post-
medieval activity on the shores of Loch nam Madadh. Other sites include four
possible dun sites located to the west of the current settlement. Records do, however,
show that their identification as dun sites is not certain. Perhaps the most significant
factor in this area is the density of sites spanning, potentially, a long period of time
showing that the area has been suitable for habitation for a considerable time.
 
Field Observations:
 
 Fifty-one sites were recorded in this section, of which 16 were previously recorded
and includes four B Listed buildings. The majority of the sites recorded during the
field survey relate to the 18th-20th century crofting and industrial landscape of
Lochmaddy. Four boat noosts, a bridge, a building, a causeway, two cottages, a field
bank, a jetty, a possible shieling, a shieling, two structures, thirteen walls, three
warehouses, a workshop, and a warehouse and slipway were recorded. A cairn and a
fish trap of unknown date were also recorded.
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 The remains are focussed around Lochmaddy and include a number of monuments
relating to the modern village and ferry terminal.  However, it is also clear that this
area has been attractive for settlement throughout the Post-medieval period.

 Hinterland Geology and Coastal Geomorphology
 
 Loch Langais, from Langais to Ruidinis, comprises peat and rock forming a rocky
coastline. Extensive areas of saltmarsh are present at the coastline at Bàgh Orasaigh
and along the river leading from Loch a’ Bharpa.  Loch Euphort’s hinterland
comprises drift and peat over rock. Thin cover soils with exposed rock are present at
or near the surface. Locally exposed rock is present on the beach with irregular rock
platforms.
 
 Erosion Class
 
 This length of coast is marked by a stable and eroding rocky and saltmarsh foreshore
containing pockets of eroding peat between Langais and Oban na Curra (cell 24). The
irregular inlets between Oban na Curra and Eilean na Cairidh (cell 25), however, are
definitely eroding and consist of peat erosion faces, especially within the inlets
themselves (Plate 4). There are also pockets of saltmarsh with peat erosion above high
tide mark. The southern extent of Loch Euphort (cell 26) is defined by an eroding and
stable stretch of coastline from Eilean na Cairidh. This is marked by exposed rock
with irregular platforms amongst a largely boulder-strewn foreshore, that contains
small pockets of eroding peat.
 
Built Heritage & Archaeology

 DBA Observations:
 
 Three sites were recorded as lying within the survey area, a building and two
townships, which were verified in the field.
 
Field Observations:
 
 An additional one hundred and twenty-seven sites were recorded during the field
survey.  The vast majority of these relate to the 18th-20th century crofting landscape
and comprise two banks/walls, 38 boat noosts (Plate 22), a boathouse, a bridge, 12
buildings, a farmstead, two shielings, three structures, 64 walls and a warehouse. A
platform and two structures of unknown date were also recorded.
 
 A concentration of remains are recorded on the south coastline of Loch Euphort, an
area which is still attractive to settlement today and which must have been a fairly
densely used landscape in the Post-medieval period. The peninsulas of Rubha Dubh
and Ruidinis, and the sheltered bays and inlets around Barra-mhail and Langais also
have a high degree of survival of archaeological remains.
 
 Although early prehistoric sites are known in this area in the hinterland, none of them
are recorded within the coastal survey area.

Cairidh and Clachan Bhiùrabhal. This is marked by exposed irregular rock platforms
amongst a largely boulder-strewn foreshore, which contains small pockets of eroding
peat, particularly within the inlets.

An additional 70 sites were recorded during the survey.  The vast majority of these
related to the 18th-20th crofting landscape and comprised a blackhouse, 34 boat noosts,
2 buildings, an enclosure, a shieling, five structures, a track and 24 walls.  In addition,
two cairns of uncertain date were recorded.

A concentration of remains are recorded on the south coastline of Loch Euphort, an
area which is still attractive to settlement today and which must have been a fairly
densely used landscape in the Post-medieval period.

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6. SURVEY RESULTS

Based on the results of the fieldwork, this section examines the findings of the survey
of parts of the east coast of North Uist.

Seven hundred and thirty sites were recorded during the survey.  Five B Listed
Buildings are included within the survey area.

The number of previously known sites which fell inside the survey area was 44;
following survey, these were recorded as 70 individual elements making up these 44
sites.  Six hundred and sixty sites were newly recorded as a direct result of the
fieldwork.  This means that only 10% of the total recorded sites were previously
known from the desk-based assessment, and 90% of the sites were new sites recorded
during the field survey (Fig. 2). This is a little more than a tenfold increase in the
number of known sites along this coastal strip.

6.1 Categories of site

The two most common categories of site were boat noosts (168 in number; 23%) and
walls (247 in number; 34%), between them forming just over half of all recorded sites
(Figs. 3 & 4).  The large numbers of boat noosts, many of which are not formal
structures (eg Site 391, Plate 19) but are simple cleared spaces on the foreshore (eg
Site 265, Plate 13), and a number of which were still in use at the time of the survey
(eg Site 282, Plate 14), attest to the importance of sea travel for the communities.  The
difficulties of traversing peat bogs dotted with lochans by wheeled vehicle prior to the
construction of modern roads would mean that short sea journeys would be far
quicker and easier.  This is backed up by a number of jetties, piers and slipways which
were also recorded.  The boat noosts are more usually located within small sheltered
inlets or bays rather than exposed to the full force of the tides and weather.  
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The number of walls suggests a compartmentalised crofting landscape, many of
whose boundaries are still in use today, often replaced by fence lines and with the end
of the boundary extending into the intertidal zone as a wall to deter livestock from
crossing the boundaries (eg Site 285, Plate 15; Site 313, Plate 16).  

The third largest category of site is buildings and structures (120 in number; 16%).
Not many of these are the traditional drystone blackhouses typical of the west side of
the island (eg Site 362, Plate 18).  Instead, many are more recent ‘whitehouses’,
having windows and gable ends with chimney stacks (eg Site 411, Plate 21; Site G18,
Plate 23), and some, although abandoned, are even more modern, comprising concrete
floors and corrugated iron roofs and walls (eg Site 233, Plate 12; Site 392, Plate 20).
Their abandonment is perhaps indicative of the changing social demographics of the
islands in recent years.  The low numbers of earlier blackhouses suggests that,
although this landscape seems to have been extensively used, as evidenced by the
presence of shielings, field walls, lazy beds, peat cuttings and boat noosts, the
occupation of this landscape was perhaps seasonal rather than permanent, was
focussed elsewhere on the islands (perhaps nearer agricultural land), or was not
normally located within 100m of the coast edge.

Twenty-two shielings were recorded (3%), some of which were in loose groupings of
up to six or seven individual structures. 

A number of cairns (41 in number; 6%) were recorded (eg Site G27, Plate 24); these
are difficult to date as field clearance can occur at any period and burial cairns are
difficult to identify without excavation.  However, it seems most likely that many of
these will also relate to the Post-medieval period.
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6.2 Period categories of archaeological sites and monuments

The results for the period categories for all the 730 sites and monuments examined
(Figs. 5 & 6) show that the vast majority of sites identified date to between the 18th

and 20th centuries with 667 sites assigned to this period (91%).  Typical sites which
were assigned to this category include buildings, field boundaries and enclosures, boat
noosts, lazy beds and shielings, relating to the crofting landscape.  

Sixty-three sites (9%) were assigned to the unknown category which covers a range of
sites over the whole of the survey area.  Some of these may also be Post-medieval
while others are difficult to place, such as fish traps (eg Site 107, Plate 8), cairns and
some structures.

No definite sites of the prehistoric, Early Historic or Medieval periods were recorded,
although some, such as a possible sub-peat stone feature (Site 122, Plate 9) could
belong to an earlier period.
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6.3 Location

The majority of the sites (47%; Figs. 7 & 8) were located in the intertidal zone; this
reflects the large number of boat noosts recorded, and lengths of field wall which
extended into the intertidal zone.  Only 10% of the sites were recorded on the
hinterland, mainly reflecting the low density of settlement and building remains in
these areas, but the burial of archaeological sites by peat growth could also be a
factor.

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6.4 Condition classifications of all sites and monuments

The classifications Good, Fair, Poor and Eroding   have been assigned to the general
condition of all sites and monuments seen within the study area (Fig. 9 & 10).  The
data shows that 287 sites and monuments were observed as good (39%), and 147 sites
and monuments were observed as fair (20%).  The poor category encompasses 280
sites (38%), while 16 sites (2%) were definitely eroding.

6.5 Erosion classifications of coastline

The total length of the coastline is based on the digital measurement of each coastal
unit mapped on each of the coloured 1:25,000 map sheets.  The combined length of all
units is 120.1km.  This figure was used to establish the percentage frequency of each
erosion class.

Erosion classes used are as defined in the Historic Scotland procedure document
(HPP4 1996).  Analysis of the results are shown in a series of histograms (Figs. 11 &
12) and summarised in Table 2 below.

The Stable class attained a combined length of 10.8km, representing 9% of the survey
area.  The Eroding or Stable class attained a combined length of 62.7km, representing
52% of the survey area.  The Definitely Eroding classification attained a combined
length of 46.6km representing 39% of the survey area.  No part of the coastline was
recorded as Eroding and Accreting.  It is clear that the majority of the coastline
surveyed is in either the Eroding or Eroding or Stable category.
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7. ASSESSMENT OF THE DESK-BASED ASSESSMENT

The aim of this section is to highlight and discuss the strengths and weaknesses of
splitting the CZAS into two parts.  It will also outline the effectiveness of prioritising
areas of the coast for survey on the basis of the desk-based assessment, detailing how
the survey results differ from the site distribution and potential outlined in the DBA.

The DBA highlighted priority areas on the basis of factors described in Section 5.3 of
that report.  Those sections of coast subject to the following factors were
recommended for full survey (Sneddon 2006, 10):

• Sections of coast that are deemed to be potentially eroding now, or in the
relatively recent past, or will be modified by sea level rise in the near future;

• Sections of coast that have significant numbers of known, or potential, sites
located on, or very near to, the coast’s edge;

• Sections of coast that are on, or have access to, cultivatable ground, which
may have a potential for the discovery of new sites;

• Sections of coast that are located around, or near to, sheltered bays which may
have been utilised in the past;

• Sections of coast that are accessible to an archaeologically rich hinterland,
specifically more remote areas where access to these sites may only have been
possible via the sea.

These sections were divided into High, Medium and Low Priority areas and were
discussed in Section 10 (also illustrated on Figure 2 in Sneddon 2006, 205).  Areas
which were not recommended for field survey were generally areas where the
coastline was deemed to be under no immediate threat from coastal processes and/or
areas where there were very few or no previously recorded archaeological or built
heritage sites.  GUARD noted that the difficulty in accessing parts of the coastline
within the assessment area (eg remote stretches, offshore islands) would have an
effect on how the field survey was carried out, but was not taken into account when
defining the areas recommended for further survey. 

7.1 General issues

The field survey has demonstrated that the number of sites known from desk-based
assessment bore no relation whatsoever to the actual number of sites within the
coastal zone.  This was not due to any inadequacy on the part of the desk-based
assessment, but is at least partly a consequence of the nature of the sites: as half of all
recorded sites were walls and boat noosts, these are small, inconsequential sites of
likely relatively recent history and are likely to be ignored during field survey in
preference for the more impressive prehistoric monuments such as islet duns and
stone circles.  The position of the tide will also play a part, in that at high tide the vast
majority of the boat noosts and many of the walls would not be visible from the shore.
The history of field survey in the islands has also played a part, with no systematic
survey conducted since the early 20th century (Beveridge 1911, RCAHMS 1928).

An issue to be raised with coastal survey on deeply indented coastline such as the east
side of North Uist is that it can often be difficult to ascertain where the actual coast
edge lies; this was demonstrated with the omission from GUARD’s desk-based
assessment of Oban Honary to Glendibidale (Map 1) and of the Loch Euphort section
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from Langais to Clachan Bhiùrabhal (Maps 7 and 8).  The landscape can be
confusing, particularly at low tide, with offshore islets, peninsulas and bays resulting
in a coastline which folds back upon itself.  

A small number of occasions arose where it would have been expected that sites
would have been visible on aerial photographs or on maps, such as blackhouses,
farmsteads or groups of shielings.  For example, Site 78, a drystone shieling on the
east side of Tobha Beag, is depicted on the current Ordnance Survey 1:25,000 map
and is labelled as a shieling.  However, it was not recorded during the desk-based
assessment, presumably because it does not have an NMRS number.  This highlights
certain biases within the desk-based assessment. 

7.2 Assessment of geology and geomorphology

The field survey has demonstrated that assessment of the hinterland geology and
coastal geomorphology can be predicted with a high degree of accuracy from map
sources, with only minor corrections required as a result of the fieldwork.

7.3 Assessment of priority areas

The only area identified by GUARD as a High priority area on North Uist was their
Area 5 (Sneddon 2006) on the south-eastern tip of the island, which was not included
in the field survey due to the difficulty of accessing this stretch of coast.  Therefore, it
is not possible to assess how effective the DBA was in identifying this area as a
priority.

A further four areas were identified as Medium priority: these were GUARD Areas 1-
4 (Sneddon 2006), three of which (Areas 1-3) were included in the field survey.  The
mouth of Loch Euphort (Area 4) was not included in the field survey due to the
difficulty of accessing this stretch of coast.  

GUARD’s Priority Area 1 (NF 907 795 to NF 947 734) is covered by Maps 1-3 here,
with the islands Sròmaigh and Orasaigh excluded from the field survey.  This area
was recommended for survey as it was considered likely that the sheltered bays may
have been utilised in the past and parts of the coast may be affected by coastal
processes.  There was also evidence of prehistoric and Historic Rural Settlement
remains in the hinterland with the occasional site located near the coast.  The field
survey resulted in 89 new sites being identified, compared with the four previously
known sites within the coastal zone.  They were fairly evenly spread along this stretch
of coast, although with a tendency to be found in the more sheltered inlets and bays:
the exposed rocky points of Rubh’ a’ Charnain Mhòir, Àird Mòr and Àird nan Laogh,
most of Àird Innis, and stretches of coast at Cnoc Mòr Thormaid, Sruth Beag and
Cnoc Beag an t-Sagairt were largely blank.  The identification, therefore, of this
section of coast as a Medium priority area was correct, and the majority of the new
sites recorded belong to the post-medieval period.

GUARD’s Priority Area 2 (NF 973 733 to NF 975 720) is covered by Map 3 here and
comprises the north-east coast edge of Crògearraidh na Thobha, with the islands of
Gròdaigh, Thernatraigh and Bhacasaigh excluded from the field survey.  This area
was recommended for survey due to the presence of Dun Mhic Laitheann, a
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Scheduled Ancient Monument, located on Gròdaigh.  It was considered possible that
further features may be present on the coast edge of the mainland.  The field survey
has demonstrated that only a small number of sites (seven in total, numbers 156, 177-
181 and 187) were present; these comprised a small cairn, two walls and four boat
noosts and are therefore unlikely to be prehistoric in date or associated with Dun Mhic
Laitheann.  The exposed location of this headland coupled with the height of the cliffs
and the presence of rock and rock platforms at the coast edge make it an unlikely
location for settlement of any period as there are no suitable landing points and
overland access is complicated by the presence of the craggy Crògearraidh na Thobha
(154m high OD).  Dun Mhic Laitheann is located on the sheltered south-west side of
Gròdaigh island and any associated features would be expected on that island.  The
identification, therefore, of this section of coast as a Medium priority area was
incorrect.

GUARD’s Priority Area 3 (NF 955 690 to NF 953 673) is the coast from Rubha an
Figheadair to Àird nam Madadh to the south-east of Lochmaddy (Maps 4-6 here). The
section between Srom Bàn and Àird nam Madadh was excluded from the field survey
due to its inaccessibility.  The area was recommended for field survey as the sheltered
bays may have been utilised in the past and parts of the coast may be affected by
coastal processes and it has a large number of archaeological and built heritage sites
both on the coast and in the hinterland.  The hinterland of Loch Portain contains four
Scheduled Ancient Monuments of probable prehistoric date while it was also noted
that the area around Lochmaddy contained significant built heritage features and
numerous Historic Rural Settlement remains.  Three hundred and three new sites were
recorded during the field survey, clustered around the settlements at Loch Portain,
Minish and Blathaisbhal, and Lochmaddy, with sparse numbers of sites between.  The
identification, therefore, of this section of coast as a Medium priority area was correct;
and the majority of the new sites recorded belong to the post-medieval period.

Areas which were not highlighted as a priority were Bàgh a’ Chàise and Tobha Beag
(on Map 3 here) and Rubha an Dùine to Rubha an Figheadair (on Map 4 here).  A
considerable number of new sites were recorded at Bàgh a’ Chàise and Tobha Beag
relating to the crofting landscape, due to the long association of this area with
crofting.  If this area had been excluded then some potentially important information
regarding the nature and distribution of land-use and settlement in the post-medieval
period would have been missed.  It could be argued that with hindsight it would have
been justified to exclude the Rubha an Dùine to Rubha an Figheadair section as no
sites were recorded along this stretch during the field survey; however, without
systematic field survey, and given the surfeit of new sites elsewhere, it would not
have been known whether a blank in the survey here was due to a genuine lack of
sites or simply due to a lack of field survey.  As it was included, we now know the
former to be true.

7.4 Strengths and weaknesses

The identified strengths arising from splitting the CZAS into two parts are:
1. By covering large areas in one DBA it allows field survey to be delayed,

targeted, or to be undertaken by different groups at different times, which may
be useful due to budgetary restraints.
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2. It allows heritage managers to make decisions regarding priority areas for
survey and to target funding applications accordingly.

3. The field survey provides a check on the work of the DBA.
4. A large DBA survey area provides a wider context for the narrow coastal strip

surveyed during fieldwork.

The identified weaknesses arising from splitting the CZAS into two parts are:
1. The DBA’s survey area, which included inaccessible offshore islands and

large areas of the hinterland, included many sites which lay outwith the coastal
zone survey area, and so identified sites had to be cut from the gazetteer prior
to fieldwork to include only those lying within the survey area.

2. The timescale can become considerably compressed if the DBA and fieldwork
are undertaken within the same project, due to budgetary timescales.

3. By having separate teams working on the DBA as conducting the field survey,
there is a lesser degree of prior familiarisation with the areas to be visited by
the survey team, and the preparation of maps and paperwork prior to going out
in the field can be complicated.

4. By completing the DBA separately, problems can arise with having to cross-
reference to pre-existing gazetteers and maps and with incorporating the pre-
existing numbering of identified sites into the new gazetteer.

7.5 Conclusions

The DBA acknowledges that ‘without survey of the whole coastline…this cannot be
seen as a definitive account of the archaeological sites. However, given the indented
and rocky nature of the coastline it is recognised that comprehensive coverage in the
field would be expensive and possibly not very productive.’ (Sneddon 2006, 10).  It
can now be appreciated that the DBA recognised only a very small percentage of the
actual sites present in the surveyed areas, a product of the limitations already
discussed above and of desk-based assessment in such a remote environment, and that
on the contrary the field survey was very productive, even in some of the more remote
areas.  However, it is acknowledged that the remaining unsurveyed parts of North Uist
would be extremely difficult, if not impossible, to access from the landward side of
the island.

This pattern is not necessarily applicable to other areas of Scotland’s coast however,
and does not imply that a radical overhaul of CZAS methodologies is needed: for
example, compare the number of newly recorded sites from the west coast of North
Uist (51% of the total) with the east coast (90% of the total).  It can be argued instead
that the east coast of North Uist is a special case in this regard, due to the remoteness
of its coastline, its low population, peat growth, the lack of systematic survey in the
past, the low level of development, and the low impact of agricultural activity.  The
results would have been as stark as they are regardless of whether the CZAS was
divided into two parts or not and in this respect North Uist may not have been an ideal
area on which to test this system.
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8. SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

8.1 Summary

Seven hundred and thirty sites and monuments have been subjected to analysis during
the rapid coastal assessment on the east coast of North Uist.  Of these, 90%, or 660
sites, were newly discovered sites which were not previously recorded in any of the
desk-based sources.  It has been demonstrated that a range of archaeological sites
within the intertidal areas and on the coast edge are being affected by various coastal
erosion processes.  The majority of the sites belong to categories associated with the
crofting landscape of the 18th-20th centuries.  

There are distinct coastal zones present on North Uist, within which different types of
site can be expected to be found and also where different types of erosion are
occurring.  The east coast of the island is dominated by rocky coast edge where
crofting continues and townships are located.  Fewer prehistoric sites are recorded in
this zone with the exception of duns in islet locations; this may be a consequence of
peat growth masking early sites and rendering the area unsuited to agriculture and
permanent occupation.  Although the archaeology of the crofting landscape is an
important element of the history of North Uist, these remains tend to be at lower risk
of erosion than the prehistoric sites, although sites have been recorded which are
eroding or may be in danger of erosion in the future, particularly those in the intertidal
zone such as boat noosts, jetties and slipways.  The number of sites such as boat
noosts, jetties and slipways indicate the importance of seafaring to the islanders’ way
of life, both in the past and in the present.  

This survey represents a snapshot of the condition of the archaeological remains that
were visible in the autumn of 2006.  It is clear that the coastal environment of the east
coast of North Uist is considerably less dynamic than the west, but is still subject to
erosion which could threaten archaeological remains.  

8.2 Recommendations

The following recommendations are proposed and all could involve Access
Archaeology.  Table 3 lists the sites and monuments that should be investigated as a
matter of urgency owing to the nature of the erosion processes that have been
identified at the respective sites.  These sites have been classified according to the
severity scale of High, Medium and Low:

• High - Important archaeological and/or palaeoenvironmental material is being
lost.  Severely affected during spring tide cycle and recent winter storms.

• Medium - Archaeological loss is caused by other factors such as land-use
practices, visitor and cattle erosion and/or natural weathering processes other
than wave action.

• Low - Archaeological information is exposed but not at serious risk of loss in
the short term.

8.3 Products

format with The SCAPE Trust and the Comhairle nan Eilean Siar Archaeologist.  The
data gathered will be added to the Geographical Information Systems (GIS) of
Comhairle nan Eilean Siar and The SCAPE Trust.

The archive will be prepared to the guidelines of RCAHMS, who will be consulted at
an early stage to agree a digital format for inclusion in the NMRS, for deposition
there, and with a copy of the reproducible elements for deposition with the Comhairle
nan Eilean Siar SMR.  This will include GIS shapefiles of the three sets of data
outlined above (archaeological sites; erosion class; geology and geomorphology).

The SCAPE Trust and Comhairle nan Eilean Siar will each receive a set of digital
images illustrating the methodology of the survey and the archaeological and
erosional highlights of the area investigated.

Subject to the approval of The SCAPE Trust and Historic Scotland, a draft press
release will be given to the local press announcing the publication of the main report. 

A summary report will be submitted for publication to Discovery and Excavation in
Scotland 2006.
