As Christmas draws near, Advent’s scriptures lure us into a world
of dreams, signs, wonders, and the miracle of the virgin birth.

In contrast, bruises on a child’s
neck or back could indicate potential mistreatment or abuse. Although kids should be
allowed to explore and learn their limits, suspicious bruises are warning signs that
should not be ignored.
