Required Reading/Viewing

Some courses have books that are mailed to students; others may have an eText link that is only accessible from the main course page. Most courses do not
have textbook requirements.

Projects vs. Assighments

Forum/Discussion Posts

Milestone-specific questions that have been developed by the writer of the course may be included within Forum and/or Discussion areas. When
forum/discussion questions are present, all students are required to respond according to the posted instructions. Participants will need to post their responses
first, before they can view the responses provided by others. The Forum/Discussion Grade link is where the grade for participation and quality of response will
be recorded by the instructor.

Non-credit course participants follow the same participation expectations posted in the course
syllabus, such as completing readings, forum discussions, quizzes, and possible reflections required in each Milestone; however, they are exempt from
completing the formative and summative project assignments. TCL will mark items that do not require grading as “Excluded” in the grade book for non-credit
participants.
