Communion Antiphon, Psalm 34:8 (33:9)

14th Sunday in Ordinary Time

Book of Divine Worship

1° Altera Vox in Epidiatessaron post duo Tempora.

2° Altera Vox in Subdiapason (vel Unison ad libitum) post tria Tempora.

Notes:  Fermatas indicate final notes of the Antiphon, the first for the 2° Altera Vox, the second for the 1°

Altera Vox, and the third for the Prima Vox, except the third fermata is to be ignored the last time through

the Antiphon.  The + and accidentals above notes are to be taken by the 1° Altera Vox (the + indicating the

notated pitch should be raised a half step to account for the diatonic transposition up by a perfect fourth.

The two accidentals in parentheses (one for the 1° A.V. and one for the P.V.) are in effect only on the final

time through the Antiphon.
