Thank you for your message, I´m researcher from CIBNOR Mexico, I´m interested in genus 
Panopea evolution.  

Morphology on Panopea is very variable, some species can be difficult to identify using 
traditional taxonomy, I pretend to determine shell shape differences in fossils and extant species 
to understand their ancient and extant biogeography. In Mexico occur two species of geoduck 
clams, however there are little information about of evolution and biology.  

For instance, Panopea parawhitfieldi is a fossil species from Caribbean and eastern of USA, 
Panopea globosa is an endemic species from Mexico. Some fossils of P. parawhitfieldi are very 
similar to the P. globosa shell shape and some fossils of P. globosa collected on Southern Gulf of 
California were misidentified as P. parawhitfieldi, when P. globosa only was recognized as 
endemic from Upper Gulf of California. 

For this reason I´m interested on internal and external images of these specimens, because 
geometric morphometrics tools are a excellent alternative to study shell shape variation on these 
bivalves.

 I am perusing some research on genus Chama and I happened on your web page  where you have an 
image of Chama deplanata – apparently from the Ukranian Preiobonian Eocene.  Now Chama deplanata 
was described by Stoliczka, 1871 (Cretaceous Fauna of Southern India) , and the illustration of his shell 
appears very different from your picture – even allowing for the wear. 

Have you information on the assignment or taxonomy  of your species? If  Stoliiczka’s name was 
disallowed I am not aware of the publication were this occurred.

Dear Pear, 

Thank you for your message, I´m researcher from CIBNOR Mexico, I´m interested in genus 
Panopea evolution.  

Morphology on Panopea is very variable, some species can be difficult to identify using 
traditional taxonomy, I pretend to determine shell shape differences in fossils and extant species 
to understand their ancient and extant biogeography. In Mexico occur two species of geoduck 
clams, however there are little information about of evolution and biology.  

For instance, Panopea parawhitfieldi is a fossil species from Caribbean and eastern of USA, 
Panopea globosa is an endemic species from Mexico. Some fossils of P. parawhitfieldi are very 
similar to the P. globosa shell shape and some fossils of P. globosa collected on Southern Gulf of 
California were misidentified as P. parawhitfieldi, when P. globosa only was recognized as 
endemic from Upper Gulf of California. 

For this reason I´m interested on internal and external images of these specimens, because 
geometric morphometrics tools are a excellent alternative to study shell shape variation on these 
bivalves.

SCHELPENMUSEUM UTRECHT 25 JAAR! 
 
Al 25 jaar heeft Utrecht een eigen schelpenmuseum. Op 4 februari 1991 richtte de 
familie Hessel een stichting op voor het beheer van hun sinds 1953 opgebouwde 
schelpenverzameling. Deze “Stichting Schepsel Schelp” werd in 1992 erkend als 
een ANBI (Algemeen Nut Beogende Instelling) en in 2012 kreeg het museum de 
status van Culturele ANBI. Sinds 2010 is er behalve de hoofdvestiging in Utrecht 
ook een nevenvestiging in Rhenen. 
 
Schenkingen van collecties werden gedaan aan de Universiteit van Amsterdam, 
Naturalis in Leiden en het Natuurhistorisch Museum Rotterdam. De stichting is 
aangesloten bij de “Global Biodiversity Information Facility” (GBIF). Via 
materiaal en foto’s wordt meegewerkt aan wetenschappelijke publicaties. 
 
De stichting bracht ca. een half miljoen objecten bijeen in ca. 63.000 
collectienummers, voornamelijk fossiele schelpen. Er is een uitgebreide database 
waarin deze monsters zijn gedocumenteerd. Vanaf  1970 tot 2016 werden de 
collecties gratis getoond aan iedere belangstellende. Een grote website vertoont 
wereldwijd foto’s van vele objecten in het museum. In 2014 waren er ruim 830.000 
“hits”. 
 
De kosten hebben ruim Euro 589.000 bedragen, geheel gedragen door de familie 
Hessel. Er werd van niemand enige vorm van subsidie gevraagd of gekregen. 
Daarnaast is het aantal door de familie Hessel geïnvesteerde werkuren te begroten 
op ten minste 39.000. 
 
Er werd weinig hulp van de gemeente Utrecht ondervonden. Bij verbouwingen 
moesten de normale leges worden betaald en er werd geen enkel begrip getoond.  
Toen de museumkelder onder water liep weigerde de brandweer assistentie. In al 
die jaren is er ook nooit iemand van de gemeenteraad eens komen kijken, terwijl 
wij wel in de stadsgids en in de kidsgids staan. Het is vreemd dat raadsleden van 
een museumstad geen enkele belangstelling hebben getoond in al die jaren: 
    1. Liberale partijen: De stichting is geheel particulier initiatief. 
    2. Socialistische partijen: Wij geven gratis culturele vreugde en koffie aan ieder. 
    3. Christelijke partijen: Wij zijn een instelling op christelijke grondslag. 
 
Hoewel ons museum vooral virtueel van aard is, hebben toch ook ongeveer 2000 
personen het museum in Utrecht bezocht. 
 
Vanaf februari 2016 zijn wij gedwongen in Utrecht de deur te sluiten vanwege 
gevorderde leeftijd en afnemende gezondheid. In Rhenen blijft bezichtiging 
mogelijk.
