Del. Dorman Presents Report 
On Local Bills In Annapolis

Talking in Greenbelt Sunday, March 3, Del. ~rthur Dor­

man, Vice Chairman of Prince Georges delegation to the 
Maryland Assembly, presented an encouraging report on the 
activities of the Legislature in Annapolis. Addressing the 
Men's Club of the Jewish Community Center, Dorman noted 
that at the present stage of the 1968 session, the state of 
Prince George's legislative effort is far ahead of what it used to 
be at a comparable stage in past years. --------------

Much of this, he explained, is due 
to better foresight. In past years, 
he said, the delegation would hold 
public hearings on proposed legis­
lature only a month or two before 
the Legislature convened. As a re­
sult, further hearings, on particular 
bills, had to be held during the 
session, and action on them was 
often delayed into the final hectic 
weeks, when many bills tend to get 
lost in the rush. 

This time, on the other hand, 
delegates heard proposals for new 
legislation as early as September. 
This enabled them to draft pro­
posed bills and hold public hear­
ings before the end of the year. At 
the time Dorman gave his report, 
of 120 Assembly bills involving 
Prince George's Cty., 112 have been 
introduced, 35 have passed 2nd 
reading, 16 were before the Senate 
and 2 have been enacted, including 
one providing a $30 million bond 
issue for new schools. Only on one 
issue - the controversial bill on 
the supervision of volunteer fire-

- has there been need for a 
hearing after the beginning of the 
session. 

Zoning Bills 
Severa l of the bills deal with 

planning and zoning. One of these 
is the much-debated conditional 
zoning bill, which would legally 
bind landowners who obtain re­
zoning on the strength of proposed 
development plans, to follow these 
plans in developing their property. 
Dorman voiced support for the bill 
and noted, regretfully, that it was 
now "in limbo." "It is one of our 
most important bills" he said, "and 
unfortunately it's dying a horrible 
death." 

Concerning other zoning bills, 
which would give zoning recom­
mendations by municipalities legal 
standing and allow their reversal 
only by a 4-1 majority of the com­
missioners, Dorman noted that this 
was one of the election promises in 
1966. H e himself introduced it last 
year, when it failed to pass. This 
year it has been introduced in the 
State Sena te by Senator Edward 
T. Conroy, and following its unan­
imous passage there, placed on the 
agenda of the House of Delegates. 

A bill with major impact on the 
development of the county - and 
on its tax burden, too - is the 
raising of an $88 million bond issue 
to finance rapid transit plans. "We 
are talking about a lot of money" 
Dorman noted, "(but) we need rap-

id transit for our county, and the 
need outweighs the objections we 
have.'' 

County Airport Planned 
Another large expense raised by 

a proposed bill, namely, the one 
dealing with a proposed county 
airport, may ultimately be recouped 
- and perhaps, with a tidy profit. 
The bill asked for $10 million (later 
trimmed to $8.5 million) for acquir­
ing and developing a large tract 
near the intersection of highways 
301 and 214, on most of which the 
county already holds an option. The 
plan is to build on it an airport 
suitable for private and executive 
aviation, as well as a vocational 
school, and develop the rest into a 
large industrial park, leasing or 
selling land to industrial outfits 
which would thus be attracted to 
the county. Two schemes of this 
type, Dorman noted, have been suc­
cessfully carried out elsewhere in 
the country. · 

Fire Tax Bill 
Dorman also discussed the con­

troversy surrounding bills affecting 
volunteer fire com panies. There 
exist 3 of these in the county, and 
their expenses are partially covered 
by a tax of 17c per $100 assessed 
valuation and partly by drives, 
games and other sources. 

The drawback of the present ar­
rangement, he claimed, is that fire 
protection is not evenly distribut­
ed: while some large, well-estab­
lished companies have ample 
funds available - and he cited 
Adelphi-Chillum as an example -
there exist areas without adequate 
protection, such as Tantallon in the 
southern part of the county. The 
county commissioners have sup­
ported a bill that would give them 
some measure of control over fire 
funds, but withdrew it in face of 
stronge opposition by the fire com­
panies, 600 of whose members at­
tended a hearing in Annapolis on 
the matter. 

At present, the firemen support 
a bill introduced by Senator l<Ted 
Wineland, which would establish a 
fire commission to control alloca­
tion of fire-tax money. Representa­
tives of the companies would essen­
tially have control of this commis­
sion, Dorman said, and some dele­
gates, as well as the county com­
missioners, felt that such control 
should be vested instead with pub­
lic officials. 

Asked, in conclusion, about the 
new Maryland constitution, Dor­
man voiced strong support for it. 
He noted that the provision of the 
constitution requiring counties to 
adopt home rule (by 1970) would 
spell the end to the burden of local 
bills now facing legislators on An­
napolis. If this were in effect now, 
he added, those 120 proposed bills 
could have been ena cted in Upper 
Marlboro. Reminding his listeners 
of the coming special election, he 
said "I trust everyone here votes 
May 14.''

Ground Breaking For 
Library 3 P .M. Sunday 

The official ground breaking for 
Greenbelt's new library has been 
rescheduled for 3 p.m. (instead of 
2 p.m.) Sunday, March 10. Repre­
sentatives of the library and pub­
lic figures of the county and city 
will be present at the ceremony, 
which will be held on the lawn 
near the' main entrance to Cente,r 
School. 

The outdoor ceremony will be fol­
!tJwed by a reception in the munic­
ipal building. A feature of the re­
ception will be a display of photo­
graphs from the early days of 
Greenbelt, including those of its 
construction and of visits by digni­
taries during that time. 

The new library is to be finished 
by next winter and will have an 
area of about 35,000 sq. ft. The 
$794,000 construction award has 
been given to the Avery Construc­
tion Co. of Edmonston.

Transfer of Funds, Voter Registration, 
State Bills Get Council's Attention

The regular meeting of Greenbelt city council on Monday, 
March 4, found Mayor Pro Tern Gerald Gough presiding, in 
the absence of Mayor Edgar Smith. The agenda was short, 
with only two items of old business and three new ones. 

Council passed a resolution to 
transfer funds to cover the cost of 
special! assessments levied by the 
Maryland Municipal League in re­
lation to the Contitutional Conven­
tion and legislatve program of the 
League. Greenbelt's share was $225. 
The other item was for transfer to 
the storm sewers account for storm 
sewer construction from Lakeside 
Drive to the Lake, which amounted 
to $200. 

A discussion on special registra­
tions brought out the information 
that a report on the subject had 
been prepared by the city clerk and 
sent to several civic organizations 
indicating the time and locations 
for these special -registrations. Ac­
ting Mayor Gough pointed out the 
importance of citizen concern in 
both county and city registrations. 

The ordinance regulation of boat­
ing on Greenbelt Lake was ap­
proved for first reading and sent 
to the Recreation Board for their 
consideration. The ordinance clar­
ifies the licensing procedures and 
amplifies the safety requirements. 

City council authorized city man­
ager James Giese to arrange with 
the city solicitor to contract with 
Mitche Company to codify the city 
ordinances in a looseleaf form so 
that arrangements and new ordin­
ances can be kept and added in an 
easy refeirence manner. The pro­
ject is to be directed by the city 
solicitor on a time involved basis, 
at the regular rate as established 
by city council. 

City council instructed the city 
manager to notify the Board of 
County Commissioners that Green­
belt will again participate in the 
Maryland Mosquito Control prog­
ram at a cost of approximately 
$325. 

Recommendations 
on P roposed Bills 

In council's consideration of the 
bills before the state legislature 
S.B.325 was recommended for ap­
proval. This bill is tied in with the 
fiscal reform bill and would take 
away from the counties that por­
tion of state grant equal to 10c 
per $100 of assessed valuation of 
the property within a municipali­
ty. If enacted, this bill would give 
Greenbelt additional revenues of 
approximately $40,000. 

Approval was also given to S.B. 
368, which would exempt municip­
ally operated vehicles from 7c gas­
oline tax. 

and lewd films were found in his 
car.

A 24-year-old serviceman report­
ed missing and despondent was 
located within a short time and 
turned over to the Armed Services 
Police. 

S.B.468 was recommended for 
support, authorizing county com­
missioners, upon adopting a reso­
lution stating that a county respon­
sibility or purpose will be served, 
to construct and maintain 1·oads 
and bridges within an incorporated 
municipality. 

H.B.576, a bill which would pre­
vent state and local government 
non-elected officers and employees 
from entering into political activi­
ties for federal, state, county or 
municipal offices (in which party 
candidates are involved), distribut­
ing campaign literature or mater­
ial, or serving on any political 
committee, party or similar organ­
ization, was opposed by city coun­
cil, and the manager was directed 
to write the delegates noting coun­
cil's opposition. 

Other bills were considered by 
council hut appeared to be of less 
concern to Greenbelt at this time. 

Fire Hits Madden Home

Fire broke out on Thursday, Feb­
ruary 29, at the home of Mr. and 
Mrs. Anthony M. Madden 3 Lake­
view Circle. The Greenbelt Vol­
unteer Fire Department, aided by 
the Berwyn Heights, Branchville, 
and Collei,:-e Park companies, re­
sponded to the alarm, which was 
called in at 12:36 p.m. Mrs. Mad­
den, who was home alone at the 
time, was not injured. A College 
Park fireman, Al Cornwell, was 
hospitalized. 

Late Thursday afternoon the 
house was still standing, but with 
holes in the roof and broken win­
dows. Damage was extensive and 
was estimated by the fire depart­
ment as $20,000 worth to the house 
itself and $5,000 to the contents. The 
cause of the fire was investigated 
by the county fire marshals office 
and found to be probably in the 
walls or wiring of the kitchen. The 
exact cause, however, may remain 
undetermined. 

Mr. and Mrs. Madden and their 
three children who live at home 
are temporarily residing at Lake­
side North Apartments. Madden is 
with the Nationwide Insurance 
Company. 

P. G. County Approves 
Rapid Transit Route 

'The rapid rail system for the 
Washington area moved a step 
closer to reality last week with the 
unanimous approval by the Prince 
Georges county commissioners of 
the latest route proposa ls made to 
them by the Washington Suburban 
Transit Commission (WSTC) . The 
system will cost the county a n 
estimated $92 million. 

The transit lines as accepted by 
the county commissione rs include 
a n orthern line that will go 
through Chillum, swing over t o t h e 
Prince George's Plaza , then out 
Chapel R oad to College Park, fol ­
lowing the B & O railroad track 
lines until Greenbelt Roa d. 

College Park officials h ad sug­
gested that WSTC add a s tation a t 
U.S. 1, shift the College P a.rk s ta ­
tion north of the proposed location, 
and extend the final station to the 
B eltway instead of Greenbelt Road. 
W'STC officials vetoed t he exten sion 
to B eltway w hen the a dded cost 
w as put a t an estimated $20 mil­
lion. WSTC officials, however, 
have p rom ised to m eet with Col­
lege Park represen tat ives t o dis­
cuss the other recommendations.

orne of them still bearing the bookmark of the original Green­

belt ity Library, ,Yhieh had sen·ed the city before the county 
fibrary system was established. 

In a sen e. this is also the encl of a beginning. Instead of 
a crmnlf'd li ttle library in make~hift quarters, Greenbelt " ·ill 
haw a full-fledged facility. far beyond what many of us had 
tf:u"C'd to hope even a short. while ago. ·we salute the manv 
,r0enbelters who have " ·orkecl diligently towards this goal f;r 

many year and thank the Prince Georg;rs County Library 
Board for making their hope come true.

At the present time the city of 

Greenbelt holds an investment in 
U. S. Treasury bills of $305,000. Of 
this amount $100,000 represents sur­
plus funds from the autumn tax 
eoilection which have not yet been 
1listurbcd. The remaining amount 

terns from funds set aside for 
sp cial purposes. The largest ot 
these is $135,000 allocated for con­
struction of the Municipal Services 
Building. A $60.000 fund is the un­
i:p.ent remainder from the special 
bond issue last year for acquisition 
ef park land and will be used to­
ward the purchase of the next piece 
0f park land at such time as de­
'!irable land becomes available.

The Public Works Dept. is con­

tinuing with construction of the 
Take pathway from Braden Field to 
Olivewood Ct. The completed 
.stretch will measure seven-tenths 
flf a mile. At present the entire 
stretch is passable to pedestr ians; 
by the end of the week it should be 
similarly passable to the city'/s 
maintenance vehicles. But in order 
to make it so, the city crew has 
bePn filling low spot s with broken 
asphalt and then covering these 
filled places with gravel. A 28-foot 
length of concrete pipe, 15 inches 
in diameter, has been laid to bridge 
the ravine between Lakeview Cir­
cle and Maplewood. Grading oper­
ations on the entire pathway will 
probably continue into next week.

The city announced delivery this 

week of 12 park benches, to be in­
stalled at various neighborhood 
playgrounds, and of six players 
benches, to be set up at the three 
ball diamonds on Braden Field. 

A Circuit Court order was receiv­
ed on March 5 by the city, direct­
ing the abandonment of a portion 
of old Crescent Rd. With this le­
gal action, that section of the street 
that deadends below the lake park­
ing lot reverts to the adjacent pro­
perty (city-owned park land) and 
will be owned in clear title - no 
longer as a dedicated right-of-way. 
This move makes possible the use 
af that piece of roadway for part 
af the vehicle parking lot for the 
projected Municipal Service Build­
i!>.g. 

'\V'ith this issue of the News RP­
view the city is placing an ad for 
construction bids for the building 
itself. Opening da te for bids will 
be April 1.

Colorful Production 
of 'Comedy of Errors'

The second offering by the Na­

tional Repertory Theatre company 
at the n ewly reopened Ford's Thea­
tre r eaffirms the impression esta­
blished by their first-that this 
company demonstrates especial 
strength in visual impact--in fluid 
motion of crowds and in splendid 
costuming. In Shakespeare's Com­
edy of Errors, which opened there 
this week, the production managed, 
with a single set-a wharf-side 
public square in ancient Ephesus­
and with an artful range of cos­
tumes suggestive of different lands, 
to evoke the scene of a busy, in­
t ernational commercial center of 
vaguely Roman times. The total 
effect, of ornately carved and tiled 
buildings and of glittering robes 
and jeweled crapes, was luxuriant­
ly oriental. 

Epitomizing this atmosphere per­
haps more than any other charac­
ter was the spectacularly costumed 
courtesan, played by Ellen Holly. 
Her portrait of a languid but self­
sufficient lady of pleasure was es­
pecially outstanding. Geoff Gar­
land, who played both Dromios 
(the twin servants who had been 
separated s ince birth), carried his 
dual role w ith plenty of verve, 
though perhaps a touch too much 
of cuteness. Paul Massie, as Anti­
pholus of Syracuse (the twin mas­
ter), played effectively the role of 
the baffled strangel' to the city, 
who at every turn is singled out 
for special favors. 

Corned~· of Errors is perhaps 
Shakespeare's earliest play. It has 
a slow start in a first scene that is 
long of speech and slow on action 
the kind of beginning the more 
experienced playwright learned to 
avoid. By surrounding the static, 
expository speech with the bustle 
of wharf-sis]e activity, the company 
made a beginning that visually at 
lea.st was lively enough. Later, as 
the real action in the plot unrolled, 
coincidence piling on coincidence 
and occasions for horseplay aboun­
ding there was no question that the 
llvelines.s was where it was meant 
to be-right in center front.

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Letters to the Editor 
fire Legislation 

The letter and advertisement by 
the Greenbelt Volunteer Fire De­
partment in your February 26th 
issue discloses the scope of misun­
derstanding over this years pro­
posed fire legislation. I feel some 
cJariflcation is in order. 

First, the Bill presented by our 
Board, now withdrawn, constituted 
no more than an a bolition of the 
fire tax d ist ricts and the substitu­
tion of a County-wide fire tax to be 
distributed by the County on t he 
basis of need. The B ill required no 
tax increase, and to talk of a $16 
million increase for fire protection 
as a result of the B ill is ridiculous. 

No increase in the cost to t he 
taxpayers could have resulted un­
les the Volunteer Firemen, who 
serve our County so well, chose to 
quit of their own volition. U all 
resigned - and this would be most 
unlikely - national statistics show 
that a wholly paid County fire ser­
vice should not exceed a total cost 
of about $7 m illion, or some $3 mil­
lion m ore than at present. 

W ith regard to Senate Bill #376, 
as passed through second reading, 
it would in no way alter the p res­
ent system of collecting and dis­
tributing fire taxes, the opinion of 
the Greenbelt Volunteer Fire D e­
partment not withstanding. 

The Senate Bill would do several 
things, however, including the fol­
lowing; 

l. It would give the a ppoin ted 
Fi re Commission the righ t to 
hire as many employees , fire­
men or otherwise, a s they deem 
n ecessary, the cost to be borne 
by the County from g·en~ral tax 
revenues, not the fire ta.'i:. 

2. It would place ou r over two­
hundred full-time, profession al, 
merit system fire personnel un­

der the direction of the part­
time, volunteer firemen-domin­
ated Fire Commission 

3. It would apparently conflict 
with House Bill # 813 of sever­
a l years ago by takin g away t he 
local fire chiefs present auth­
ority over paid men in his sta­
tion. 

In ba lance, we believe Senate 
Bm :;, 376 is poor legislation that 
could do harm to the County. We 
believe that the people. once fully 
aware of its impact, will so agree

A Let:1:er To The Public 
This letter is to inform the public of the present s ta te of the fire 

protection in Prince George's County as provided by the volunteers 
and the existing paid pe rsonnel. 

For those who feel that the protection is poor or who are not 
aware of the facts, an interesting parallel might be drawn between 
Prince George's County and the District of Columbia. 

Although the population of Prince George's County is somewhat 
smaller than D. C. (650,000 as opposed to 850,000), the ti-re departments 
of Prince Georges County protect an area four times greater than that 
of the District. 

Last year Congress appropriated $22 million for fire protection 
in the District of Columbia, while the residents of Prince George's 
County paid $4 million. Of this fou r m illion, less than one half went 
to the volunteer departments. Over half of the money supported t he 
paid personnel in positions created by the Prince George's Count y 
Volunteer Fiirem en's Association. T hese positions provide skeletal 
crews for basic adequate protection during the day, when many of the 
the volunteers are unable to respond to emergencies. 

What are the Prince George's County taxpayers getting for the.ir 
money? H ere is a comparison chart showing the available equipment 
in both localities.

*It shonld be noted that ambulances in Prince George's County 
a re not purchased a nd m a intained with tax funds, but rather by 
volun tary con t ribu tions and fund ra ising act ivities. 
When the fi re loss figures fo r Prince George's Cou ntv and t he 

District are com pared , the 1966 figures show approximately $2.4 million 
fo r the County and $2.6 m illion for the Distr ict . T here are, however, 
some underlying facts about these figures which must be brought to 
lig ht . The D ist r ict losses do not include losses to Federal property. 
T hese figures are com piled and reported separately. T hese losses 
would undouhtedly raise t he tot a l figure for the Dist r ict. The County 
figures have been inflated by the inclusion of t h ree large loss fires 
w hich occurred dur in g the Blizzard of 1966. The unusually high loss 
came about as a resu lt of t he heavy snow. These three losses alone 
amounted to 25'a of the total County fi re loss for 1966. 

It is obvious from the figures presented above, tha t the p resent 
fire system of fi re protection in Prince George's County is providing 
protction equivalent to that of the District, at 20% of the cost. 

Why are these facts important? The majority of the County 
Commissioners of Prince George's County are attempting to pave the 
way for the replacement of the basic volunteer system. Several bills 
have been introduced in the Maryland Legislature; the legislation 
proposed by t he County Commissioners placed no ceiling on the fire 
taxes and pave the way for increases at the discretion of the Commis­
sioners. The bill was withdrawn under protest. 

Another bill, introduced by Sena to r Fred L. Wineland (SB 376) 
and supported by the Prince f'.eorge's County Volunteer Firemen's 
Association would in effect provide the best possib le fire service for 
Prince George's County, and safeguard the taxpayers from the dang~ 
of such a discretionary tax increase. -·-· 

If, as the facts show, the P rince George's volunteer firemen and 
the existing paid forces are p roviding the eq uivalent of $22 million 
~-orth of protection. with the additional service of 42 ambulances, why 
do the County Commissioners feel that- it is necessary to interfere 
with an already excellent public service? .

Smoke and Gases 
The inhalation of even a small 

amount of smoke or gas is one of 
the dangerous side effects of fires. 

One of the most common type of 
fires is started from live cigarette 
ashes which ignite a mattress or 
living room chair. This fire may 
smoulder for 3 or 4 hours before 
it bursts into flame and, in the 
meantime, the smoke and gas are 
starting to spread throughout the 
house. 

It takes only a small amount of 
smoke and gas to be fatal to an 
infant or a small child and, if one 
le a heavy s leeper, smoke and gas 
inhalation can be fatal to an older 
person also.

For a minimum fee of $5.00 a year, less than two pennies a day, 

we offer you and your family .complete Ambulance Service. This in­

cludes first-aid treatment, transportation and all emergency services 

that can be expected of first-aid and rescue crews. All transportation 

is within a 40-mile radius of Greenbelt. Any transportation out­

side of this area will have to be charged for on a mileage basis, and 

with prior arrangements made well in advance. 

We carry more than the necessary minimum equipment required 

by the Maryland State Ambulance Association, of which we are 

members. 

We have two ambulances, completely equipped, well-trained 

crews. and careful drivers. 

Our first aid men are well trained in first aid procedures, and 

several men are trained in emergency room practice, which teach~ 

them the things expected when a person is taken to the hospital. 

A call for help has never gone unanswered. We are connected 

by radio with every fire department and rescue squad in Prince 

Georges County, and any special equipment we need is available in a 

very short time. 

We do not ask if you have made a donation to our Ambulance 

Club when we answer a call. We do ask this question during the 

run, but only for our records. 

In the District of Columbia, the lowest cost for an ambulance 

is $20.00 per call, but we offer unlimited service for $5.00 for a year. 

If you live in Greenbelt and you must call a· taxi for transpor­

tation to the nearest hospital, the charge will be almost as much as 

we ask for service for a year. 

Another advantage in having our servwe 1s that we out all red 

tape in hospitals, going right into the emergency rooms without 

having to stop to fill out forms, wait in line or answer a lot of ques­

tions. 

We do ask, however, that in case of sickness, that the doctor 

be called first, and if a trip to the hospital is necessary, the doctor 

can make all necessary arrangements. 

For routine tranportation, arrangements should be made at 

least 24 hours ahead of time, so a crew can be lined up, and the siren 

need not be blown for this purpose. 

Any time when both of our ambulances are on calls, our mutual­

aid · program in Prince Georges County allows us to make arrange­

ments with near-by companies to fill in for us by having an am­

bulance stationed in Greenbelt, or to have them called when necessary.

Tydings Urges National 
Emergency Phone Numbers 

Quick now - what number do 
you call to summon your police 
or fire department? And in an 
emergency - how long would you 
need to find and dial it? If you a re 
not satisfied wit h you r own ans­
wers, you might be interested in 
a Senate bill co-sponsored by Md. 
Senator Joseph Tydings . 

The bill, originally introduced by 
Sen a tor Ernest Gruen in g of Alas­
lm, would est ablish uniform, na­
tionwide telephone numbers for 
police and fire departments. Simi ­
lar systems exist in many foreign 
countries, and the special numbers 
are often chosen so as to be easily 
remembered - e.g., numbers con­
sisting of repitions of a single di­
git. 

"Anyone who has ever been in 
an automobile accident in a strange 
city ... will appreciate the ready 
availability of a uniform number 
from which help can be obtained 
in a hurry," Tydings said. "It can 
be complicated and time-consum­
ing to obtain emergency police or 
fire assistance. I believe we 
should do everything we can to 
make certain that any citizen. in 
any part of the country, in any sit­
uation requiring emergency fire ur 
police Msistance, can get it by 
dialing a uuml.Jer with which he is 
familiar." 

And in case you missed those 

numbers before: the telephone 

number of the Greenbelt Police 
dispatcher, on duty around the 

clock, 474-5454, while the number 
to call for the fire departmeent or 

the rescue squad is UN 4-112Z. 
Take a moment to jot them down 

in a handy place: they could save 
your life in an emergency.

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Phony Invoices Outlawed 
A law passed by the 90th Cong­

ress will soon relieve area business­
men of receiving deceptive solici­
tations in the guise of bills or in­
voices, Postmaster Emory A. Har­
man advised today. 

In the past week, business es­
tablishments have received solic­
itations from a firm in a distant 
state far phony business director­
ies. Contacting firms in this man­
ner has been a practice for the 
past two years or longer, and some 
firms have unwittingly paid the bill 
or invoice for service not received. 
The local Chamber of Commerce 
issued warnings in the past to their 
members and general public about 
this deceptive solicitation. 

New Public Law 90-206 declares 
that deceptive solicitation for goods 
or services which could be con­
strued to be bills or invoices are 
non-mailable unless they carry a 
conspicious warning, indicating the 
mailing to be a solicitation and 
not a bill or invoice. Unfortun­
ately, the solicitations received this 
week were still mailable, Harman 
stated, since the provsions of the 
new law prohibiting such mailings 
are not effective until after Ap­
ril 6, 1968. 

Last year two persons were con­
victed in a U. S. Court for fraudu­
lently mailing solicitations which 
appeared to be invoices for legiti­
mate directories, four other opera­
tors were indicted, and several pro­
motors quit to avoid possible prose­
cution or because public exposure 
of such schemes reduced their pro­
fitability.
