The Consular ID card has become an important
means of identification for Mexicans living
abroad.
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Consular IDs are issued by the Consulate to
Mexican nationals residing within the area of
Its circumscription.

It serves as an official ID for Mexican
authorities, as well as proof of nationality.

It is issued in accordance to Mexican
confidentiality laws, such as the Access to
nformation Law (2002) overseen by the Federal
nstitute for Access to Public Information (IFAI).

t may also be given to minors, with the
consent of their parents or guardians.
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Consular IDs do not grant the bearer any
immigration status in the United States.

They are useful to locate Mexican nationals in
case of emergencies (accidents, missing
persons, natural disasters).

They are extremely difficult to forge, due to
its highly sophisticated security measures.

They are issued according to the 1963 Vienna
Convention of Consular Relations to which
Mexico and the United States are parties to.
