Gunma prefecture is located in the northwest corner of the
Kanto region—the central part of Japan. It is an area of
immense natural beauty that is completely surrounded by
mountains. As it is situated inland, there is no sea. There is
heavy snowfall in the northern part of the prefecture, and the
region is well known among tourists for its hot springs and
winter ski resorts .

The city of Takasaki—the home of the university—is
conveniently located in the southern part of Gunma prefecture,
which is just 100 km from Tokyo or a 50-min journey by bullet
train. Because Takasaki is so close to Tokyo, the local dialect is
standard Japanese, which makes it the perfect location to learn
standard Japanese.

There are many historic sites and cityscapes of historic value,

and in 2015, the Tomioka Silk Mill in neighboring Tomioka was
designated as a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Gunma prefecture is relatively affordable compared with Tokyo—the capital of Japan—and it is the
perfect environment for studying abroad. For example, the average rent for an apartment near Takasaki
University of Commerce is between 30,000 and 40,000 yen, which is almost half that in Tokyo.

Takasaki University of Commerce is a 10-min train ride from Takasaki Station and ~15-min drive by car.
Takasaki station is a major station where the bullet train halts, and numerous stores such as large
supermarkets, grocery stores, clothing stores, and bookstores are located nearby. Thus, it is possible for
students to procure most of their daily supplies.

It costs an average of 800—1,000 yen to dine out, but at the student cafeteria of Takasaki University of
Commerce, they will be able to buy each meal for 300-500 yen. The student cafeteria is open on
weekdays from 11:00 to 14:00.

Furthermore, there are mountains, rivers, and a rich, green landscape. Therefore, students will be able
to enjoy the four seasons and various activities related to each time of year. It is a very habitable
environment, where very few earthquakes occur compared with other prefectures.
