IFE may not be easy tor students ,n these days of pay-back grants, 
but one consolation is that a life in 

academia normally means more time to 

listen to music than most other audio-

philes. The grey cloud to this silver lining 

is that revising or partying to the sound of 

a plastic biscuit box with cheap drivers 

and 300mW of useful power is about as 

much fun as watching paint dry. 

The hurdle, as ever, is how do you sort 

out your sounds without breaking the 

bank? For many, the only choice seems to 

be lashing out on a Midi with more flash-

ing lights than Heathrow airport during 

peak hours. While this sort of equipment 

might go louder, it's more about quantity 

than quality, taking you right back to 

square one. 

Rather than going for the all- in-one 

solution, the best route to travel is the 

road to separates. In the past this would 

have involved shelling out some consider-

able amounts of cash, but CD players, 

amps and loudspeakers with a genuine 

hi-fi pedigree can now be had for less 

than £100 each. 

Our first £300 combination of compo-

nents shows just how far a limited budget 

will stretch these days. Heading the three-

some is Technics' SL-PG590 remote con-

trol CD player, priced at a measly £120. 

Sneaking in below the ton at £99 is 

Cambridge's Al Mk3 integrated amplifier

nects at £5.50 (0.8m). 

If your pocket has about £400 burning 

a hole in it, try Denon's DCD-435 CD 

player, their classic PMA-250SE amp 

(reviewed February 1997) and Tannoy's 

Mercury ml loudspeakers (see our June 

1998 issue). Wiring comes courtesy of 

Monacor once again and CableTalk Talk 

3.1 loudspeaker cable (£2.50/m.) And 

remember, prices can vary from shop to 

shop, so it's worth searching out the 

keenest prices. 

Our third entry is one for the commit-

ted vinylist, comprising as it does 

Pro-ject's 1.2 turntable package (£200), 

Rotel's RA-931 integrated with MM 

phono stage (£150) and Mission's 771 

stand mounters (£170). Cabling is 

SonicLink's £ 15 Bonus and Talk 3.1 once 

more. This brings the total for our last 

system up to about £550, the exact sum 

dependent on how long your cabling 

needs to be.

THE RESULTS 
Considering that our in-house reference 

system costs about £6000 in total, I had 

been expecting a bit of an aural culture-

shock listening to this system, but I was 

surprised to find that, as far as enjoyability 

was concerned, these three budget com-

ponents never shamed themselves. 

Even fresh out of the box they all per-

formed in a highly musical way with discs 

like that old chestnut, Eric Bibb and 

Needed Time's Good Stuff. The combined 

warmth of the Cambridge and Monacor 

Green necessitated a small treble boost, 

but with this tonal tweak the results were 

impressive. 
One of the most likable traits of this 

set-up after its musicality was its trans-

parency. On Saucer And Cup the 

Technics, Cambridge and Tangents served 

up a well-defined sound stage with plenti-

ful detail and width, even if the last was a 

little too cinematic to be strictly accurate. 

Eric Bibb's plucked guitar went to show 

that dynamics were not a problem for this 

bunch either, part of the reason this instru-

ment sounded so convincing being the 

low cabinet coloration of the Monitor 5s, 

whose small panels added hardly any 

mid/bass honk or vocal blurring. 

Cranking up the pressure with Nothing 

Like You Used To Do with its powerful 

double-bass and percussion, I tried to trip 

this system up. In spite of the lack of bass 

grunt and a slight loss of focus as the mix 

grew more complicated, what was emerg-

ing from the Tangents maintained the 

strengths it had manifested before - musi-

cality, control and detail. Another minor 

adjustment to the tone controls provided a 

balance that my ears were happy with. 

Helping here was the fact that the Bass 

and Treble on the Al Mk3 offer sensible 

amounts of boost and cut. 

When it came to muscle music, Grace 

Jones Slave To The Rhythm was first 

choice. The massive scale of some of the 

tracks on this CD has a habit of causing 

confusion in cheap electronics and 

'speakers, but not this time. Always emi-

nently listenable, this system had no real 

difficulties dealing with the crisp but 

extremely busy production on the title 

HI-FI WORLD 

track, only a lightness to the synthesiser 

basslines and lack of absolute smack and 

impact betraying the extremely affordable 

nature of these components. 

The most testing of genres, Classical, 

was also handled with a poise and confi-

dence which genuinely outstripped what 

you might expect from some pricier, less 

synergetic systems. An HDCD copy of 

Stravinsky's Firebird may be a wonderful-

ly clear and enjoyable disc to start with, 

but the majority of mid-price equipment 

saps life and colour from it, leaving it 

sounding bland and mechanical. Showing 

up these sub-standard performers, the 

Tangents, Technics and Cambridge rustled 

up a broad spectrum of tonal colour that 

worked particularly well on brass and 
strings. Aside from a touch of fizz to cym-

bals, the overall results, especially the 

sound stage width and depth, really were 

very good. 

The final stamp of approval was 

applied by John Lee Hooker's Boom 

Boom. His guitar 

playing was as 

powerful and 

effective as 

ever, and the 

sweetness of 

this system's 

presentation 

didn't get in 

the way of the 

requisite gravel 

growl to 

vocals. Factor

THE RESULTS 
As a long-term tan of both Denon's 

PMA-250SE and Tannoy's ml s, I knew 

there was a certain inevitability to the 

selection of the parts in this system. 

Having heard this amp and 'speakers on 

many an occasion, I realised this was a 

combo which could outperform all others 

at the price and needed just a decent CD 

player to fill it out. 

With the DCD-435 in place, I was 

happy to hear this trio gelling easily, the 

whole definitely greater than the sum of 

the parts. Particularly appealing were 

the speed and impact which dynamics 

had, albums like Joe Beard and Ronnie 

Earl's Blues Union thumping out of the 

mis in truly Rockin' fashion. 

It wasn't only blood and guts, though, 

these components going about their duties 

with a transparency and delicacy which 

are very hard to find in this price bracket. 

The lion's share of the credit here goes to 

the PMA-250SE, whose natural tonal bal-

ance and tonal finesse have helped main-

tain its best-selling status. 

These talents were at their most obvious 

on Eric Bibb and Needed limes' album, 

where mandolin, guitar and bazuki all had 

a harmonic resolution which budget 'speak-

ers with their cheap tweeters normally gloss 

over completely. There was also a freedom 

from the top-end roll-off or fizz that most 

low-cost electronics inflict on a signal, 

which at least partly explained the sense of 

scale and effortless delivery of this set-up. 

The Denon and Tannoys really 

earned their 

spurs when they 

faced up to Eiji 

Que at the helm 

of the Minnesota 

Orchestra per-

forming 

Stravinsky's 

Firebird Suite. 

With its lucidity, 

musicality, 

dynamics and 

tonal colour, this 

gathering of 

equipment pro-

duced a wonder-

fully realistic pic-

ture of an entire 

orchestra 

squeezed into 
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our listening room. There was plenty of 

depth as well as width to the sound stage, 

the various sections of the orchestra clear-

ly distinguished from each other. And if 

you're wondering just how low the tills 

can go, low enough was the answer pro-

vided by the timpani, whose thunderous 

beats came through with satisfying exten-

sion, even though we're not talking sub-

woofer territory here, of course. 

Rimsky-Korsakov's Scheherazade served 

to hammer home the point that this system 

was a real professional when it came to 

handling music which spans the spectrum 

from low-level subtlety all the way up to 

huge climaxes. The way it communicated 

the emotional content of recordings was an 

added, vital bonus. So often a set-up does 
the 'nuts and bolts' of bass, midrange and 

treble adequately only to rank in the inter-

est stakes on the same level as watching a 

nail rust. If you're after a hi-fi which has 

you spending a large chunk of your dispos-

able income on CDs rather than acces-

sories, this one wins hands down. 

Separation was another strength mani-

fested when I slipped The Chemical 

Brothers' Setting Sun into the Denon. 

Vocals were securely located to the centre 

front of the sound stage while all the bass 

and sample pyrotechnics went on behind 

them without causing any intelligibility 
problems in spite of this single's extremely 

poor sound quality. 

Denon's PMA-250SE might not be the 

most generously endowed watt-wise, but 

you'd never think it was running out of 

steam from the solidity and power of its 

presentation. Married to the excitement of 

the DCD-435 and the ability of the 

Mercury mis, the result is maximum 

music all the way.

This system differs from the others here in 

more than just price and source format. 

While you can get away with plonking 

down a CD player on a level surface free 

from vibration, a record deck requires a 

little more nurturing to give of its best. 

The Pro-ject 1.2 is at least less fiddly 

than a suspended sub-chassis turntable 

since it consists of a slab of MDF sitting 

on four compliant feet. All you really have 

to do is put the belt on, level the deck 

and get the arm ready for action. This 

includes a quick cartridge 

alignment and 

tracking pressure 

check with the 
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tools that come with the deck. 

This system didn't take long to show 

why vinyl is still a sonically viable format. 

The Rotel's phono stage in tandem with 

the 1.2 produced surprisingly solid images 

and bass through the 771s. Yazoo's You 

And Me Both album, a classic slab of the 

black stuff from 1983, highlighted a rhyth-

mic, punchy bottom-end and clear vocals 

that had me putting my pen to one side so 

that I could concentrate on the music 

instead. 

Emphasising the chalk and cheese pre-

sentations of budget record decks and CD 

players was the solidity and impact of the 

basslines of songs such as Mr Blue and 

Nobody's Diary. CD has the edge when it 

comes to a general lack of coloration, but 

LP pulls ahead easily when it comes to 

the weight and realism of the lower fre-

quencies in particular. And once the car-

tridge had had a few of its rougher 

edges polished off 
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after 12 or 15hours' use, the midrange 

and treble were equally appealing, both 

nicely detailed and more tangible than 

what often emanates from CD. 

Upping the odds with Skunk Anansie's 

Stoosh album, I found the Mission/Pro-

ject/Rotel combo happy to handle some 

of the loudest grooves committed to vinyl. 

With its ability to scale wide-ranging 

dynamics, the 1.2 had no trouble differen-

tiating the soft bits from the very, very 

loud bits on tracks like We Love Your 

Apathy and Yes It's F**king Political. On a 

more subtle note, the sombre string back-

ing to Infidelity was rendered with delica-

cy in spite of the heavy drum beat which 

punctuates this number. 

A spot of minor tweaking which 

proved worthwhile involved removing the 

cartridge's flip-down stylus guard by priz-

ing it.off carefully with a small screwdriv-

er. This lowers the mass at the headshell, 

thereby allowing the counterweight to be 

moved in closer to the arm pivot, reduc-

ing its moment of inertia and cleaning up 

the sound generally. 

Mozart's flute concerto Nol in 

G major gave this set-up the chance to 

handle something of a more acoustic 

nature and, apart from a slight wiriness to 

strings, it acquitted itself very well. With 

minimum arm bias, the result was lilting 

music unencumbered by excessive sur-

face noise. 

If you're still into vinyl and most of 

your collection consists of Dance, worry 

not. Discs like Moloko's Do You Like My 

Tight Sweater were fast, funky and crisp. 

In fact, whatever you play on it, this 

threesome will keep you busily ploughing 

through your record collection. 

UNMADE POlENTIAL 
1) Try replacing the 1.2's standard car-

tridge with Goldring's 1006GX (£65) or 

even DNM's Mica (f135). 

2) Invest in a proper isolation platform 

like Goldring's Sound Absorber (£ 130). 

3) Although the RA-931 is a fine amp, an 

outboard phono stage like Rotel's own 

RQ-970BX (£170) would offer a major 

improvement and work with any future 

turntable upgrades too.

Simon Pope dons track suit and trainers and heads for 
the streets in a quest to find the best CD portable 
around £100. 

W
ELL, summer is allegedly here 
and the time is apparently right 

for dancing in the street. But 

how will you be inspired to trip the light 

fantastic with the drab sounds that 

emanate from cheap portable tape play-

ers? If you're after the ultimate in sounds 

on the move, here's a quartet of polished 

pocket CD players at £80-£100. The com-

batants come from the likes of Kenwood 

(XP-V74), Panasonic 

AIWA XP-V74 £80 

This chunky device looks like it means 

serious technological business: it has a 

claimed 21-hour battery life and an anti-

shock system which can be toggled 

between 10 and 40 seconds. In everyday 

use the latter ate through battery power 

quickly but ensured that even a day out 

on a roller-coaster would have a hard 

time jogging the Aiwa. 

On the facilities side, there are a two-

level DSL (Dynamic Super Linear) Bass 

and a natty remote with an LCD display 

that is backlit like the one on the player 

itself. This gobbles power too, but who 

cares, it looks great! 

Thankfully, the XP-V74 doesn't sound 

(SL-SX410), Aiwa (DPC-395) and 

Goodmans (GCD9OK). 

CD portables are forever becoming 

smaller and more stylish, their anti-shock 

mechanisms are increasingly effective and 

battery life is rising. MiniDisc sales might 

be soaring, but when it comes down to the 

availability of pre-recorded software, 

there's no comparison. If the idea of 

shelling out on an MD recorder and spend-

ing hours transferring your CDs doesn't

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grab you, these portables are the answer. 

One extra expense to bear in mind is 

earphones. Regardless of how good 

the players themselves are, 99.9% of 

them are held back by the sub-

standard earphones supplied. So 

in addition to those that came in 

the box, I plugged in a pair of 

£30 Grado SR4Os and then 

wired the players up to a home 

system. 

bad either. The ace up its sleeve is the 

two settings of the bass control. Feeling 

that the balance was rather thin without 

any boost, I switched in the first of the 

two and discovered it worked a treat, 

filling out the lower frequencies and 

adding some warmth further up. 

Sampling Beth Orton's Trailer Park 

album, I came across a natural rendition 

uncommon amongst portables, one that 

was confirmed when I hooked the Aiwa 

up to my main system. The only minor 

disappointment was, as it had been with 

the Technics, some dynamic compres-

sion. 

GOODMANS GCD9OK £69.99 

In days of yore Goodmans were 

renowned for their relatively high-end 

components, especially drive units. They 

still make separates as well as a large 

range of mobile machinery such as the 

GCD9OK, which stands out here 

because it comes with an in-car mount-

ing kit instead of the customary 

rechargeable battery. A pick-up in a cas-

sette shell plugs into your dashboard 

.cassette machine and power comes from 
the car's own battery. 

The Goodmans' cosmetics don't 

come up to the standard of Panasonic or 

Aiwa, but its sound quality was impres-

sive, with good bass depth as well as 

clarity. Beth Orton's Trailer Park had 

plenty of drive and the acoustic instru-

ments were relayed more clearly than I 

would have expected from an £80 

portable. In addition to the tight bass, 

treble was smooth and sweet and there 

were decent amounts of detail and sepa-

ration, which allowed Dance music to 

pump along rhythmically. 

On the move the GCD9OK was a 

secure performer thanks to its 20-second 

anti-shock system. In addition, track selec-

tion was commendably smooth and fast. 

The Goodmans' sound quality more than 

makes up for the uninspiring aesthetics 

and lack of batteries. 
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KENWOOD DPC-395 £99.95 

Kenwood have a history of, erm, unique-

ly-styled portables and the DPC-395 is 

no exception. It goes for that 'sporty 

spaceship' look that potential buyers will 

either love or hate. Either way, 

or a portable the construction is /on a par with others at the price 
and all the traditional features are 

included: bass boost, 10-second 

anti-skip memory and a remote. 

Playback is quoted at a not insubstan-

tial 25 hours. 

The DPC-395 is possibly the friend-

liest player of the four here

The 

golden mean was with the volume low 

and the boost on, not the most inspiring 

of conditions to listen to music in as 

involvement and detail both suffered. 

Kenwood's DPC-395 has build and 

appearance on its side, but sonically it's 

not going to threaten the other three 

members of our group test. 

PANASONIC SL-SX410 £99.99 

This snazzy metallic blue creation is by 

far the thinnest (at 21.5mm) and lightest 

of the group. Its main attraction, apart 

from the tasty looks, is an amazing quot-

ed playback time of 41hours (with the 

supplied rechargeable batteries). On top 

of this are an efficient 10-second anti-

shock buffer, an S-XBS Extra Bass System 

and a three-key remote. 

While the Technics' size is sure to be 

one of its selling points, it also means

the controls can be fiddly and the dis-

play is difficult to read. Get past these \ 

hurdles, though, and you'll be greeted 

by an expansive presentation which pos-

sesses better bass than the competition 

without having to resort to S-XBS. 

Through Grado SR40 headphones 

Beth Orton's Trailer Park album had a 

controlled, cohesive sound. Dynamics 

were a bit on the limited side, as is often 

the case with portable machines, and 

this detracted from 'serious' listening as I 

discovered when I connected the SL-

SX410 to Cambridge's Al Mk3 integrat-

ed amp and a pair of Heybrook 

Optimas. The Panasonic managed to 

make up lost ground when it came to 

choral music, where it produced very 

musical, engaging and finely-detailed 
results, with the voices clean and pre-

cise. 

The two EQ settings, one the afore-
mentioned S-XBS, the other a very pecu-

liar " Live", are largely irrelevant since 

the Panasonic works well without them. 

The only time you might need the first is 

when you're listening at low levels. 

Quite why " Live" was even included 

is beyond me - it's like a cross between 

chorus and flange effects with a splash 

of wide panning for extra measure. The 

only way you could match this would 

be by standing two miles back from the 

second stage at the Reading Festival in a 

strong head wind!

Noel Keywood looks at 
B&W's new Series 2 
DM602 loudspeakers. 

B
&W'S new loudspeakers have 
attractive styling that strikes a 

neat balance between being 

modern yet at the same time slick and 

unobtrusive. After all, if you are going to 

spend a not inconsiderable £300 on a pair 

of loudspeakers that are supposedly the 

bees knees when it comes to technology, 

you're likely to want them to look the 

part. The DM602 S2s do. 

There are neat plastic trims around the 

tweeter, the bass unit and over the front 

panel which contribute to the good stan-

dard of finish. The eye-catching woven 

cone of yellow Kevlar sets off the textured 

front panel nicely, and carries a bullet-

shaped dust cap that radiates high fre-

quencies. And as our measurements 

showed, it goes low too, the DM602 S2 

having been designed to work at least 

1.5m. away from side and rear walls. 

Putting it closer to a wall will most likely 

result in bass boom. 

Above the mid/bass unit sits the metal-

dome tweeter, its output controlled by a 

shallow 'dish'. This takes over from the 

main driver as it starts to roll off above 

4kHz. I have felt B&W's previous metal 

domes to be harsh and others have appar-

ently felt likewise. Happily B&W have 

uprated this tweeter significantly, adding a 

loading tube at the rear as well as a better 

suspension system. 

DRIVEN BY Musical Fidelity's X-Al 

integrated, the property that first struck me 

about these loudspeakers was their con-

siderable clarity with vocals. I could easi-

ly understand Gabrielle's lyrics, a surprise 

because her husky voice doesn't invari-

ably make itself plain on her eponymous 

album. Projection and definition of vocals 

was conspicuously clear. The flip side was 

the way her rich, warm tones came with 

some added sharpness and sibilance, 

including an overly prominent 'schhh` that 

was none too attractive. 

With use I found the DM602s sounded 

pleasantly bright and transparent most of 

the time; their Kevlar cones have a sweet 

tonality reminiscent of carbon libre. 

However, largely due to the tweeter, some 

of the artificialities and electronic con-

trivance behind Temptation Waits from 

Garbage were over-emphasized. 

THE BIGGER a loudspeaker gets, the 

more bass it provides (so runs the theory), 

and the DM602 S2s have been designed 

to give 'floor stander' quantities of bass. 

With my bass cap on, I returned to 

Garbage and Temptation Waits. 

With synthesized low-frequency con-

tent t found the 'speakers gave the sort of 

massive bass presence you'd expect from 

a sizeable enclosure, but with a less artifi-

cial, more tuneful bassline the DM602s 

failed to shine. There was relatively little 

note differentiation to be heard on 

Angelique Kidloss Sound Of Drums. I 

could feel that the track had bass, but 

what it was doing was less easy to pin 

down. 

When I shifted source material to 

Classical, I could make out the cabinets 

getting in on the act along with the dri-

vers. Some boxiness made itself felt when 

excited by the horns of the Chicago 

Symphony orchestra's Scheherazade. In 

addition, I'd expected violins to suffer 

from treble prominence, but instead I 

found individual string instruments clearly 

distinguished, with a welcome absence 01 

'shriek'. 

The DM602 S2s were certainly strong 

in the imaging and sound stage depart-

ments. Controlled dispersion meant the 

sound was consistent across a wide range 

of listening positions. Indeed, a realistic 

sound stage was the great strength of the 

B&Ws. On the con side, tweeter output is 

a bit high, making the 'speakers bright and 

at times a little harsh. My only other seri-

ous caveat would be that, considering 

their bass output, positioning them for the 

best tonal balance is going to be tricky as 

they were quite room-sensitive.

E'RE on a special mission this 
month. Earth Control has 

received an SOS from 

President Kleeg of the planet Zorx, so it's 

all scramble for the Silver Soarer with 

Professor Einburger (Chief Scientist) 

already on board, as is the lovely Ophelia 

Anyplace (Medical Officer). Join us as we 

throttle back the retro-blasters and head 

for warp speed! 

In case the above hints aren't broad 

enough, Sharp's 722 portable MiniDisc 

recorder bears more than a passing resem-

blance to everything you've ever dreamt 

an intrepid inter-galactic warrior might 

require. Supplied with the highly-cov-

etable main unit is a transformer for 

recharging the internal battery and a 

handy adaptor for an external AA cell. In 

addition, a very necessary mini-jack to 

phono interconnect and an optical con-

nector are standard. And at a time when 

many manufacturers manage to make the 

cheapest materials look 

expensive, I'm happy 

to report that the 722's 

half-pound weight is 

encased in real 

brushed alloy. 

Both the recorder 

itself and the remote 

can be ' locked' to pre-

vent inadvertent track 

changing when either 

unit is in your pocket. 

The remote has a 

duplicate LCD screen 

for track information, 

so there's a risk of 

falling down a man-hole or running into a 

lamp-post if you're not careful on the 

move (some simulated brisk exercise 

failed to unseat the 40-second Shock 

Resistant memory). The sole disappoint-

ments were the cheapish earphones. 

To establish a base camp before trying 

to record anything, I had an earful of 

Sony's Classical MD Sampler, a broad col-

lection which has the advantage of being 

recorded, as it were, straight from the 

horse's mouth. Jupiter from HoIst's Planets 

was given a very fair show, even through 

the earplugs; playing the whole lot again 

through a 'proper' system demonstrated 

that a good pre-recorded in the 722 will 

give a good result; not super-fi, maybe, 

but of a decent general standard. 

Having set the scene, I 

slipped in a blank TDK 

disc and gave the 722 

a run for its money as a 

recorder. The Hanover 

Band's complete 

Beethoven symphonies 

on CD gave a fine 

impression of both the 

power and clarity avail-

able with MiniDisc 

recording. It is almost 

true to say that the 

Sharp didn't drop a 

stitch - with a digital 

source it took quite 

careful listening to distinguish one from 

t'other thanks to the Sharp's 24-bit 

resolution ATRAC system. 

A tougher test was presented by Trevor 

Pinnock's 1980 vinyl recording of the 

Goldberg variations; as usual, a high-

grade analogue source is the pace-setter 

for recordings. Mr Pinnock's harpsichord 

brushed off a little of its bubble and 

sparkle in the process, but beside this 

there were tew of the digital nasties com-

mon to MD up until a year or so back. 

For a varied bill of fare the radio is 

hard to beat. Once I'd unglued my dial 

from Radio Three, I tried a few rather 

more up-to-the-minute stations. The heav-

ily synthesized sounds and enhanced 

vocals of Radio 1 seemed to present no 

problems to the Sharp; playback was 

slightly less spiky and treble-biased than 

the original, but there was not much in it 

with this sort of material. 

Considered as a very well-endowed 

portable, the Sharp 722 has a lot to boast 

about for those hours spent commuting 

from galaxy to galaxy. With a little time 

and trouble, and a pair of quality inter-

connects, the unit could earn space as a 

very versatile recorder in a domestic, or 

even an interplanetary, hi-fi system.

6ÉCute" is not normally the sort of Mword you'll find on the lips of 

• people in audiophile circles (sorry, 

couldn't help the pun), but there's no 

denying HHB's Circle 3s have this rare 

quality. These tiny boxes with their textile 

tweeter and purple mid/bass have that air 

of small and desirable that crops up more 

commonly in portable gear. 

Heft one of these little cabinets and 

you'll realise these are no key-fob trans-

ducers. Inside each box are two power 

amplifiers (rated at 60watts "programme" 

for the bass and another 30watts for the 

tweeter). These ICs are bolted to the 

inside of the purple back panel (mounted 

on rubber grommets to isolate it from 

vibration) along with a toroidal mains 

transformer and the PCB which carries the 

active crossover components. 

The two drivers are knit together at 

3.5kHz with Sallen and Key filters. HHB's 

literature claims the circuitry is construct-

ed from low-noise semi-conductors and 

1% resistors. Input connection is by either 

phono plug or XLR selectable by a rear-

panel switch. The only other features are 

the Master Volume control, an On/Off 

switch and the IEC mains socket. 

Providing a synergetic system match to 

put the HHBs through their paces were 

Musical Fidelity's XP-100 pre-amp, Teac's 

P-30 transport and an Alchemist TS-D-1 

converter. 

IT DIDN'T TAKE the Circle 3s long to 

confirm that their sound was, thankfulry, 

closely related to that of their larger broth-

ers, the Circle 5s. Since that diminutive 

mid/bass cone is housed in an equally 

small, non-ported enclosure, bass exten-

sion was never going to be furniture-rat-

tling, and it wasn't. But, apart from a 

woolliness in the lowest octaves, what 

there was displayed the usual active prop-

erties of speed and control on Eric Ilibb's 

Good Stuff album. And considering that 

these 'speakers are aimed at less than 

large home studios with minimal acoustic 

treatment, thunderous bass would be one 

of the least appropriate additions. 

Where the HHBs played size to their 

advantage was in areas such as imaging 

and sound staging, which were both clear 

and well-proportioned, especially on 

lightweight numbers like Saucer And Cup 

and the more balladic moments of Joe 

Beard's Blues Union CD. The tweeter did-

n't let the side down either, as its clarity 

and lack of harshness, along with the 

tonal naturalness of the internal amplifica-

tion, resulted in a presentation that had 

none of the fatiguing edge that you often 

find in professional monitors. 

Two very different recordings, one 

HDCD of Stravinsky's Song Of The 

Nightingale, the other Skunk Anansie's 

Stoosh, both benefitted from the Circle 

immediacy, which gave all sorts of music 

a vitality and excitement that wourd be 

costly to replicate with passive 'speakers 

and out-board amps. And even when the 

going got complex, there was sufficient 

separation to prevent all the various 

instrumental and vocal lines becoming 

entangled. 

At over £700, the Circle 3s are hardly 

cheap in material terms; although they 

save you splashing out on power amps 

and loudspeaker cables, they're dinky 

boxes. If your listening room is limited 

space-wise, they would be a better choice 

than the Circle 5s. If your loudspeakers 

will be able to enjoy more room to 

breathe, then the bigger HHBs would be 

more appropriate.

What's to do with domestic digital besides DACs? 
Richard White does duty with MVL's SES 567 
processor for CD and MD recorders. 

.r
 HERE'S always been a certain air 
of the dubious around mystery 

black boxes like MVL's SES 567 

which plug into the signal path and claim 

to improve the final sound. After all, 

putting extra gubbins in the way of the 

music normally makes it sound worse. 

However, as Musical Fidelity's X-10D 

(admittedly a none too mysterious valve 

buffer) has shown, there can be more to 

this approach than sceptics might first 

assume. 

For a start, some thought has been 

given to the home recordist's flexibility 

requirements. The MVL operates as an 

external switch box 'with attitude'. Up to 

three digital sources can be directly 

accommodated: plain CD, CD-Recordable 

and a MiniDisc recorder. Additionally, 

other sources such as the wireless and the 

gramophone can be plumbed in as usual 

via your pre-amplifier recording outlet. 

Basically, the whole thing works as an 

extended recording loop with extra con-

trol of source switching. 

Unfortunately for analogue, once the 

MVL is joined up to the pre-amp there is 

no room for your Old Faithful tape 

recorder, but I'm afraid that seems to be 

the way things are going. If ( being a mil-

lionaire) you have a good recordable CD 

machine and/or MiniDisc, it begs the 

question "Whither, (or even wither) cas-

sette?" 

SO WHAT IMPACT does the '567 

actually have? Well, if you've never 

bemoaned the apparent toss-up between 

harsh or lacklustre with CD as it stands, 

you need read no further. If, on the other 

hand, you are often left feeling that surely 

there must be something which can be 

done about it, this might just be some-

thing. Let's not mistake what we're on 

about here: the MVL is intended subtly to 

give your digital recorder a more sporting 

chance of capturing the original 

material. 

Willing to be convinced, I tried a 

straightforward playing session with our 

resident X-Ray. Although I have no com-

plaint against this worthy player, it 

seemed to me that whatever processing 

was being applied was having a beneficial 

effect; the sound of the strings was less 

aggressive but retained the proper attack 

essential for correct articulation. Bass gave 

evidence of a fuller character without 

resorting to stodginess. In sum, the MVL 

seemed to have injected 'more' into the 

sonic mixture. 

TAKING THINGS further with 

MiniDisc recording, I began with an 

Archiv vinyl record of Handel violin 

sonatas. Let it be noted that the recorder I 

was using claims 24-bit resolution, so it 

needs a careful touch to ' improve' this 

really quite reasonable sort of standard 

without it becoming obvious. Happily, the 

same deft touch was at work with record-

ing as with playing. If the difference was 

not so marked as with the plain CD play-

er, the better general standard of 24-bit is 

probably responsible. Having said that, 

the difference in perceived quality 

between recordings I'd made with the 

same recorder without the MVL a couple 

of days before was quite marked. 

Bearing this in mind, MVL have done 

well to encapsulate such ear-soothing cir-

cuitry in a convenient package. Separate 

play and record switches can have their 

uses if you wish to monitor something 

only sporadically, although all the old 

caveats about not arranging for a source 

to record its own output apply, unless of 

course you were going to re-plaster the 

ceiling anyway. 

Perhaps the best way I can put it is to 

say that heard through the MVL, domestic 

digital recording became a shade more 

civilized. With the undeniable conve-

nience of digital media, it needed but a 

splash of refinement to give a more (dare I 

write it?) 'analogue' sound to home 

recorders.

Simon Pope gets an affordable taste of the good life with 
Monrio's sparkling little Asty integrated. 

I
think it's safe to say that Italians are 
better known on the world stage for 

their Classical rather than their Rock, 

Pop or, heaven forbid, Rap music. This 

aspect of their musical character is reflect-

ed in the sound and style of their audio 

equipment. Companies such as Audio 

Analogue, Sonus 

Faber and Chario 

have made inroads 

into the British market 

with a selection of 

stylish and capable kit 

that's well suited to 

acoustic and Classical 

music. 

Another name to 

join the illustrious 

line-up above is 

Monrio. Their Asty is uncannily similar in 

looks to the Audio Analogue Puccini SE, 

one of our fave integrateds. Described by 

Monrio as an "entry-level, high-end" inte-

grated, it comes in a variety of flavours, 

one of which is the remote-controlled vol-

ume version here. Other added benefits 

over the standard item are a beefier power 

supply section, which employs a 300VA 

toroidal transformer, as well as assorted 

component tweaks. 

EMPLOYING A ROKSAN Caspian 

CD player, Nordost Blue Heaven cable 

and Magneplanar SMGa 'speakers I began 

chipping away at the audio coal face. The 

Asty made the glorious, shimmering 

orchestration of Ravel's Danse Generale 

from his Daphnis et Chloe Suite No2 

sparkle like freshly-polished Waterford 

crystal, its clean, transparent sound not 

unlike that of the Puccini SE. Percussion 

was another forte, triangle and cymbals 

hovering out in my 

room ahead of the 

strings. 

New Order's semi-

nal Movement album 

tound the Asty dig-

ging out a wealth of 

low-level detail with-

out compromising on 

control and overall 

cohesion. Playing a 

part here was a tonal 

balance where the bass was lean and dry, 

but at least what there was was taught 

and rhythmic. This meant the Monrio was 

adept with drumwork, which was driving 

and muscular rather than meaty but slug-

gish. Up in the midrange, vocals were 

securely located, their imaging subtle but 

precise, while the sound staging was natu-

rally proportioned if not exactly all-

enveloping. 

THIS INTEGRATED is cast very much 

in the current Italian mould with a visual 

and sonic presentation that doesn't disap-

point. If you like a chocolate rich sound 

to your hi-fi, then stick to chocolate rich 

material because the Asty is about as 

revealing and uncoloured a sound as you 

can get for £500. It might lack some of 

the Puccini SE's innate musicality, but if 

you play sufficiently well-recorded discs 

in the first place then it's not a shortfall 

you'll notice. On brassy and percussive 

pieces there was also a touch of emphasis 

in the higher frequencies, but this could 

easily be eliminated through correct cable 

choice. 

The Asty RM is an Italian with a talent 

for both Rock and Classical, bringing 

insight and space to any recording. What 

you get for your £500 is an amp that man-

ages to be revealing without being too 

critical, so below-average discs never 

become unlistenable. It's not the most 

powerful of amplifiers (although it man-

aged to drive the power-hungry Maggies) 

but its speed, transparency and build give 

it an edge over the competition.

Jon Marks rediscovers his 
CD collection with help 
from DPA Digital's SX64 
DAC.

OU'RE not alone if you have 
been wondering what has 

become of DPA Digital since vo 

reviewed their £8000 SX512 DAC back in 

June 1998. Happily for audiophiles, Rob 

Watts, the company's prolific designer, 

has not decided to hang up his boots and 

saunter off to a spot in the sun, leaving 

hi-fi behind. Now this Wales-based firm is 

back with the £800 SX64 DAC, which is 

constructed around DPA's proprietary 

Pulse Array Modulation conversion tech-

nique rather than off-the-shelf ICs. 

Having lived with DPA's 50S pre-amp 

for many a year, and having laid ears on a 

lot of their digital components, I was 

expecting a chip off the old block in the 

SX64 with crisp, incisive treble, great 

midrange clarity and lean, fast bass. 

However, as our measurements had hint-

ed, this silver-clad converter marks a 

departure from DPA Digital's customary 

engineering. 

Where the company's previous efforts 

have turned in relatively poor distortion 

figures, with more spikes than a cross-

country marathon, the new Pulse Array 

Modulation circuitry yields much cleaner 

graphs. More in keeping with tradition 

was the sharp lift in treble output above 

8kHz, which on paper at least should add 

that characteristic DPA brightness to the 

sound. 

Hooked up to a clocked Kenwood 

DP-X9010 transport via The Chord 

Company's Prodac digital cable, the SX64 

turned in an enlightening performance. 

On discs like Suzanne Vega's Nine 

Objects Of Desire and the Folk of Nick 

Drake's Pink moon, there was none of the 

slight coarseness which has marred DPA's 

more affordable DACs. In fact, the SX64 

brought to mind Pink Triangle's Ordinal 

with its new 24-bit filter, as both output a 

very smooth, organic signal. 

The above wasn't the only difference at 

the top-end, where, in spite of the mea-

sured frequency response, there was no 

excessive brightness or sharpness. This 

meant the overall tonal balance of the SX64 

was more even than that of its predecessors, 

which tended to favour high frequencies 

over low. This trait made CDs like Alanis 

Morissette's Jagged Little Pill much easier to 

listen to after the aural sand-blasting of its 

presentation through less gifted converters, 

even if the SX64 wasn't quite as obviously 

devoid of distortion as Denon's outstanding 

DVD-5000 DVD player with its Alpha 

Processing system. 

One area where there has been no 

change is speed. Some electronics have 

an uniortunate habit ut sounding as 

though they're merely going through the 

motions; this DPA was nimble and lively 

when it was the Palladian Ensemble's turn 

to spin inside the '9010. This disc of trios 

for four proved that Classical posed no 

problems for the SX64, as its transparency, 

tonal finesse and sound-stage spacious-

ness dismissed those doubts which have 

lingered over the genre for the company's 

earlier components. 

If you've lived a long time with older 

DPA gear, you might find you need a 

while to acclimatise to the sound of Pulse 

Array Modulation. It has a smoothness 

and poise which are quite a step forward, 

although it does mean that some of the 

excitement of Rock is diluted unless you 

swap your original cabling for something 

more ' in your face'. At the end of the day, 

though, the SX64 is a very polished DAC.

HIS month we celebrate the 

height of summer with a trio of 

top components. Heading the list 

are the Ventas 7 loudspeakers from Ventas 

Horn Systems. 

These small two-ways rely on reflex 

loading rather than horn to get some use-

ful bass extension from their diminutive 

cabinets. And where most boxes are built 

from a single layer of either Medium 

Density Fibreboard or plywood, the 7s are 

double-skinned in an attempt to cut down 

on enclosure coloration. 

The piano black pair Simon Pope 

reviewed in our June edition earlier this 

year wore a handsome 

outer suit of 10mm 

solid hardwood. 

Beneath this was an 

18mm MDF box 

which the custom 

Morel 5in. mid/bass unit 

fires into. Above it on the 

front baffle with its rounded 

edges (which reduce diffraction 

and sharpen imaging) is the SEAS 

1in, textile-dome tweeter, joined to its 

partner through a crossover constructed 

with polypropylene capacitors and air-core 

inductors hard-wired directly to the bi-wire 

terminals. 

Rap the Ventas 7s with your knuckles 

and you'll discover they're as dead as the 

MVL 2+ 
£1250 

proverbial door nail. 

This much was con-

firmed during the 

course of the review as 

well, Simon comment-

ing: "Their construc-

tion made for substan-

tial bass that was as 

tight as a convention 

of accountants." 

Higher up in the 

midrange, these stand 

mounters stayed on the pace: "Lead vocals 

were pristine as they emerged from 

between the loudspeakers, establishing an 

acoustic with a satisfying sense of depth." 

Simon summed up the 7s thus: 

"If you're looking to 

invest in a small 

pair of stand mounts which major on 

detail, control and freedom from cabinet 

coloration, the Ventas 7s are appealing 

newcomers." 

If you're after amplification to cover a 

moving-magnet cartridge as well as CD 

and a host of other line-level sources, then 

MVL's A2+ integrated will be of interest. 

This El 250 100watter went down a storm 

in June 1999 with all at World Towers, 

especially the enthusiastic Mr Marks: 

"Whistler's eponymous CD had a natural 

smoothness and lucidity that made this disc 

an addictive listen." It was the same 

story when it came to Classical 

music - "The 3-D presenta-

tion of both orchestra and 

quartet proved the MVL 

was just as competent 

with depth perspectives as 

width, not a talent solid-state 

is renowned for." 

The A2+ stands out from the crowd 

technically as well - this is no mere re-

hash of existing circuitry. According to 

MVL, a number of patents cover the inno-

Confirming this amp's pedigree, Jon Marks 

concluded with these words: " If you're 

after a genuinely transparent, natural and 

effortless performer, the A2+ is currently 

at the top of the pile." 

Number three in the prize line-up is 

Goodmans' 901 CMD CD player and 

MiniDisc recorder. This £200 machine 

allows MiniDisc-lovers to 

turn out in a jiffy compilations of their 

favourite CD tracks for playing in MD 

portables. 

Making digital transfers from the 901's 

CD deck couldn't be easier. Simply load 

the CD side with your chosen tunes, pop 

a blank MD into the slot, select the track 

you want to record and hit the 

Synchronisation button to get the 

Goodmans ready to spin. A prod of the 

Pause button will then get the digits flow-

ing from big disc to small. 

If you prefer to archive precious LPs 

instead of CDs, the CMD will handle 

those as well. Richard White found its on-

MINIMAX 
Domestic MiniDisc steps up a league with Kenwood's 
new DMF-9020 recorder, as Richard White discovers. 

M
INIDISC machines are growing 
up fast these days, hardly a 

week going by without a boost 

to the little format's sound quality. This 

should sway all those fence-sitters who 

loved MD's compactness and conve-

nience but weren't taken by the perfor-

mance of earlier examples, some of which 

did an accurate impression of digital at its 

worst that posed no threat to cassette at 

all. 

Mid-way through 1999, and MD con-

tinues to pull ahead of cassette sonically 

and ergonomically. The f500 DMF-9020 

boasts a choice of 

manual or pre-set 

automatic record-

ing levels, balance 

control and handy 

options for things 

like adjustable 

fade times and 

level limiting. In 

short, the whole 

get-up is reminiscent of a well-endowed 

tape deck without the complications. By 

some mischance, our review sample was 

supplied without instructions, but this did 

not prevent a thorough work-out by trial 

and error (happily not too much trial and 

very little error). 

THE RECORDING LEVEL control 

may seem like an unnecessary throw-back 

to tape recording, but not so. With any 

24 bit Rec.& Play DRIVE. 
24 ta. Re. D.R.I.V.E. 24 M D/A c..merm 

recording in any format there will be an 

optimum level, one at which the highs are 

not forced into overload nor the lows into 

silence. Letting a machine decide these 

parameters for itself (as on most of the 

cheaper MD offerings) can lead to dis-

tinctly unsatisfactory results. Still, should 

you choose to go automatic, the 

Kenwood's pre-set arrangements are 

menu-prompted and easy to follow. 

ALTHOUGH NOT UNIQUE to MD, 

the precision with which edits can be 

made and sections of the recording cut, 

moved and spliced 

is a dream. I spent 

a little time editing 

a song down to 

about a third of its 

original length by 

removing repeats 

and so on. No 

recording of a real 

performance will 

suffer this sort of thing entirely seamlessly, 

but the results remained listenable, with-

out any of the "wrrps" and "k'donks" 

which dogged my attempts to do the same 

on cassette. 

For reasons I can't quite fathom, most 

modern domestic recorders lack micro-

phone inputs. Whilst the multitude of 

home-studio outfits might seem to obviate 

the need for them, it is sad to think that 

the up-coming generation will be missing 

out on the delights of home recording. 

We have in previous issues remarked 

on MiniDisc's sonic inferiority to CD-R. 

Now that the ATRAC system is in its capa-

ble 4.5 version and the '9020 possesses 

24-bit processing, the gap is certainly 

closing. Previous acid tests, such as 

recording from vinyl, no longer produced 

evidence of squashed dynamics and flat 

sound staging, proving the Kenwood's 

pedigree. CD-R remained out in front 

when it came to digital-to-digital record-

ings, of course, as there is no need to 

reduce the amount of data from a CD to 

fit it onto a blank CD-Recordable. 

MD is developing so fast that the 

names and numbers of the top compo-

nents change almost monthly. For the time 

being, the DMF-9020 is a definite class-

leader. It combines the best features of 

cassette with those of MD in such a way 

that home recording fans like myself are 

left feeling that they've lost very little in 

the recording process. If you've been on 

the fence thus far, unable to choose 

between cassette, MiniDisc and CD-R, 

maybe now is the time to come down and 

give MD another listen.

T seems that only yesterday the audio 
business was hailing the development 

of California-based Pacific 

Microsonic's High Definition Compatible 

Digital system as the possible successor to 

ordinary 16-bit CDs. While the current 

industry fervour regarding SACD and 

DVD-A has knocked HDCD out of the 

limelight, Rotel have 

not overlooked its 

potential. The compa-

ny has opted to fit the 

expensive PMD-100 

HDCD filter to the 

new RCD-951. 

During the run-up 

to the arrival of SACO 

and DVD-Audio, it would be a good idea 

to remember that there are over 2000 

HDCD recordings currently available (for 

a complete listing: www.hdcd.com) and, 

importantly, the performances are good 

ones by well-known artists and orchestras. 

The only difficulty is that you won't nec-

essarily find all of them in the high street. 

Another point in the Rotel's favour is 

its price. The first new-format players will 

be expensive, as HDCD-compatible 

machines have been up until now due to 

the cost of the PMD-100. However, the 

RCD-951 weighs in at a mere £300. 

Rotel have stuck to their customary, 

super-model thin styling far the '951, with 

fluorescent display to the right and the 

drawer placed centrally. All the usual 

facilities feature, including a calendar-

style track number display, 20-track mem-

ory, time remaining and two repeat 

modes. 

SITTING INSIDE the slim chassis is 

circuitry configured along the same lines 

as that used in the more expensive '971. 

Burr-Brown's PCM-69A convertor sits at 

the heart of the player. Round the back 

you'll find a coaxial digital output for 

external DAC use or digital-to-digital 

recording. 

Setting off with standard CDs, the '951 

was immediately impressive. Bernard 

Butler's Stay opened in its customary 

measured fashion, the 

vocals clear and for-

ward. This gradually 

built up into a sustained 

crescendo, the Rotel 

taking everything in its 

stride without even a 

hint of confusion. 

With Bach's cello 

suites (Yo-Yo Ma holding the bow), in 

spite of a touch of bass boom, the Rotel 

produced results that were smooth, open, 

devoid of treble harshness and engagingly 

musical in a way many budget machines 

conspicuously aren't. 

Bruckner's Ninth Symphony, played 

by the Minnesota Orchestra on a 

Reference Recordings CD, is a very fine 

disc which benefits from HDCD encod-

ing. With the red LED on its fascia con-

firming this pedigree, the Rotel came up 

with scale of the best sounds I've encoun-

tered from £300 equipment. String tremo-

los sent a shiver down my spine and 

chunky brass chords had a refreshin:

AN EXAMPLE OF this clarity came at 

the end of the piece - every crash, bang 

and wallop of the percussion could be 

heard along with the breathy nuances 

from the flutes. As it hurtles towards the 

conclusion, this piece can often get out of 

control on your average CD player. No 

such problems with the '951 in HDCD 

mode, and the bass looseness on normal 

CDs all but disappeared too. 

As a non-HDCD machine the RCD-

951 holds its own against the competition 

at its price without difficulty. With HDCD 

discs it starts seriously to rival £500+ 

players. £300 and a few HDCD purchases 

can launch you further than you might 

have imagined towards the goal of con-

vincing reproduction from CD. At this sort 

of level, I-NDCD is still a more than viable 

medium.

I am one of the increasing group of wrin-

klies with partial loss of hearing in the 

upper registers. A modern loudspeaker 

with its extended top (which I can't hear) 

and extended bass (which I do not want 

to hear) produces an unbalanced sound. 

This suggests a single driver in a baffle or 

open-back box suitably carpeted.

Although you may have lost the top-

end of your hearing, I'm not so sure 

that you'll be able to dispense with 

the top-end of your hi-fi without sens-

ing the difference. Generally, we can 

hear the product of various frequency 

interactions whether or not we can 

catch the original elements. It is pos-

sible that if you deliberately 'waste' 

the upper octave, you'll wonder who's 

been rebuilding your listening room. 

Baffles are a good way of going 

about things assuming they're big 

enough. As a simple formula, all you 

need to do is make the width half as 

big as the wavelength of the 

lowest sound you wish to 

reproduce. For example, at 

80Hz the wavelength is about 

13ft. Half of that gives a baf-

fle of over six feet - plainly a 

ridiculous size for home use. 

An open-back box with 

damping is an alternative, 

albeit not a particularly easy 

one. Cancellation effects can 

be cut down by this method 

because of the uneven paths 

taken by the front and back 

radiation, but the box itself 

can behave like a tuned pipe, 'hoot-

ing' in the lower midrange. 

For reasonably well-behaved 

impedance curves and gently rolled-

off bass, the old 'distributed port' or 

slotted back can yield good results 

(see picture). I do not claim that it 

really counts as hi-fi in the strict 

sense of min a 

1,4u, x Sin SION Colt in back 

. A distributed port 

is one way to load a 

driver. 

more civilized result than some of the 

one-note reflex outfits. 

For one thing, the design 

is easy to make and its 

very nature obviates fine 

tuning. Cover the insides 

with an inch of wadding 

and this should cut out 

the worst reflections. 

As with all cabinets, 

the better the driver, the 

better the results, but I 

wouldn't use this primi-

tive sort of loading for an 

expensive high-tech unit. 

A word of warning 

about full-range drivers: some of the 

cheaper units claim spectacular fre-

quency responses. Unhappily, they 

don't often say what the +/-dB range is. 

Response up to 20kHz is of little value 

if the top is 10dB down.

I am using a Kenwood KA-1030 amp for a 

low-level sound reinforcement system in 41 

church and I want to connect four 'speak-

ers to it. The Loudspeaker NB buttons on 

the amp seem to prevent both sets from 

being used at the same time. As I see 

them, my options are: (a) wire the four 

'speakers in parallel; (b) wire them in 

series; (c) alter the amp's wiring to allow 

A and B to be used simultaneously as in 

my Denon PMA-350; (d) give up?!

As regards connecting two loud-

speakers to each channel, there's a 

couple of options. You could either fix 

the 'speakers in series and use the 

>8ohm setting, or else connect in par-

allel with the <1Iohm setting. 

As a rule, series connections are 

not used for loudspeakers because the 

impedance of one driver tends to stran-

gle the other. With parallel connec-

tions, you don't get this problem. 

Resistances or reactances connect-

ed in parallel have a resistance calcu-

lated by adding the reciprocals of the 

values and then finding the reciprocal 

of the answer. As an example, to find 

the combined resistance of, say, two 

4ohm resistors, add the reciprocals 

(1/4 + 1/4 = 1/2) and take the reciprocal 

of the answer (1/2 = 2ohms). This is far 

from being a 'pure' case because loud-

speakers have a capacitive element as 

well, but in the terms we are talking, 

it'll do for the moment. 

As a matter of fact, transistorized 

gear tends not to be too fussy about 

loads as long as they don't get too low, 

as they might do if you connect your 

4ohm load to the >8ohm output. A rule 

of thumb is that transistorized amps 

must not be shorted and valve amps 

must not be used 'open circuit' with no 

load.

This seems to involve connect-

ing an integrated amp to the tweeters and 

a power amp to the mid/basses. Does this 

mean that, as you are using two amps to 

drive one set of 'speakers, the same two 

amps could drive two sets of 'speakers 

with the on/off switch of the power amp 

controlling whether two sets of 'speakers 

or one are being used? 

Please could you direct me down the 

correct path along with any recommenda-

tions, bearing in mind that my current 
amplifier (Rega Elex) does not have a Pre -

LETTER TO THE EDITOR 
Firstly, on behalf of Carlsson UK, thank 

you for the complimentary report on the 

performance of the 52.2 'speakers in the 

loudspeaker Group Test. It was reassuring 

to read that you experienced the same 

"naturally-proportioned sound stage" and 

openness so characteristic of Stig 

Carlsson's designs and shared by Richard 

White when he reviewed the smaller 

Carlssons in December. 

However, having read what was an 

interesting Group Test, we must bring to 

your attention a serious error in the May 

article relating to the positioning of 

Carlsson 'speakers which is misleading 

and will seriously degrade the loud-

speakers' performance. 

The instructions you refer to under 

"Technology" do not apply to any 'speak-

er in the Carlsson range. We can only 

assume that, in this instance, some other 

manufacturers' instructions were used to 

configure the Carlsson OA 55.2 'speak-

ers, not the written and verbal ones pro-

vided to the editorial team for the 

December and the May reviews. 

Under no circumstances is it recom-

mended that Carlsson "speakers be 

placed against side walls and kept away 

from the rear walls". 

The left and right 'speakers are 

designed to be placed on the floor with 

the back of each 'speaker against the 

designated listening wall. Ideally each 

'speaker should then be at least 50cms. 

away from its adjacent/side wall. The 

distance between the left and right 

'speakers is dependant upon room size 

and how large a sound stage the listener 

wants. The 50cm gap from the side walls 

allows the bass-reflex port on each 

'speaker (shown in your photograph of 

the Carlsson OA 52.2 left 'speaker) to 

operate effectively. 

The positioning described in the May 

article will certainly explain why prob-

lems were experienced with 'angles' etc. 

Correctly configured there are no prob-

lems about angles, imaging, centre-stage 

or unevenness with any of the Carlsson 

'speakers. They are simple to configure 

and will reproduce a wall of sound so 

well described by Richard White in 

December. 

In the light of the above, we would 

ask, given your magazine's reputation for 

accuracy, that the readership has the 

opportunity of reading a revised com-
mentary on the Carlsson OA 52.2s' per-

formance with the 'speakers configured 

as recommended.

UP THE CREEK 
My system has remained unchanged for 

quite a few years now. It consists of a 

Rega Planar 2 with Goldring 1022GX, 

Musical Fidelity X-LP phono stage, Aiwa 

XC-300 CD player, Aiwa AD-F410 cas-

sette deck, Sony ST-S261 tuner and 

Marantz PM-30SE integrated amplifier. 

Speakers are Mission 761s on Atacama 

5E24 stands and a REL Strata subwoofer 

(run at 'speaker level from the amp). 

One of my most recent purchases was 

the phono stage. I bought it because I sus-

pected the one on my amp was limiting 

the performance of the Rega, which was 

indeed the case. My problem now is that 

the Rega out-performs my Aiwa CD player 

in many respects - dynamics, openness, 

ambience, naturalness, etc. The only thing 

the CD player does slightly better is per-

haps absolute bass extension. 

I am now itching to replace the Aiwa 

but there is very little money in the kitty at 

the moment. You will probably agree that 

my amplifier is also a weak link in my 

system, but I think I should attend to the 

CD player first. 

I noted that in your May edition you

THE HILLS ARE ALIVE.. 
Simon Pope packs his 
lederhosen, Alpine Horn 
and notebook and travels 
to Austria for the latest on 
DVD-Audio at the 28th 
Technics/Panasonic 
Seminar. 

6ÉSALZBURG, where digital meets MIClassical" read the headline on my 

welcome pack. Let's face it, if you're 

going to hold an audio seminar, you 

might as well slum it and go for one of 

the world's most picturesque cities. And 

as for its musical connections, Mozart 

was born here, one of the most prestigious 

music festivals (as they would have you 

believe) is held here and Julie Andrews 

ran joyously through the neighbouring 

mountains in The Sound Of Music. 

It was also appropriate that in 1999 a 

place that spawned perhaps the best-

known musician of the last 1000 years 

was chosen as the location for the latest 

briefing on what could be the dominant 

format of the first part of the next century. 

DVD-AUDIO (intended primarily as an 

audio format, although early models will 

be video compatible) has the potential to 

produce excellent sound quality with 

sampling rates ranging from 44.1kHz right 
up to 192kHz, with 24-bit resolution. 

More versatility is available with the 

possibility of between two and six chan-

nels (the latter with a maximum sampling 

rate of 96kHz each). And thanks to the 

vast storage capacity of the discs, extras 

such as discographies, track info and even 

Internet access can be added. 

ON THE SOFTWARE front, the 

music industry is convinced of DVD-A's 

viability. Peter 011iff from Universal 

Music (Polydor, Island, Geffen, DG, 

Decca, Philips to name but a few!) admit-

ted that replacing CD is "an awesome 

task" but he•was confident that artists will 

take to the format. The multi-channel 

mode means there's room for remixes of 

A The DVD-compatible SU-C1010 

battery pre and SE-A1010 power...

future creativity. Apparently, it's seen as a

finalisation of a reliable Copy Protection 

System which doesn't degrade the sound. 

The issue of the Copy Protection System 
is a fraught one. Basically, a future DVD-A 

recorder would only be permitted to make 

one digital recording of any given disc, and 

A ...and the ST-GT1000 Digital Audio Broadcasting tuner. 

that copy will be of CD quality ( 16-bit 

44.1kHz). Both music and video discs will 

contain these codes, while a sonic 'water-

mark' on the analogue output will be 

included to prevent unlimited analogue 

copies being made from a single original. 

ON THE HARDWARE side, at the 

seminar Technics unveiled a prototype 

DVD-A player expected to be available 

"world-wide" sometime in the later part of 

this year (Japanese consumers will proba-

bly see it first). The machine incorporates 

Technics' own MASH technology and 

employs the company's specialist 

audiophile Take II capacitors. 

Short bursts of both a Japanese guitar 

duo and an excerpt from the orchestral 

version of Pictures At An Exhibition were 

very revealing. Without doubt, DVD-A is 

vastly superior to standard CD, especially 

in areas such as clarity and dynamics. 

Also launched was an "accompany-

ing" range of components known as the 

DVD-Audio Ready series. This included 
amplifiers, receivers and 'speakers engi-

neered to accommodate the requirements 

of DVD-A's specifications, in particular its 

wide frequency response, whilst still 

remaining compatible with current hi-fi. 

It also seems that Japanese manufac-

turers have at last accepted DAB as a 

viable medium. The Technics ST-GT1000 

DAB tuner should be available from 

September/October this year. 

It seems that Technics and Matsushita, 
their huge parent company, regard 

DVD-A as the heir to CD's throne, saying 

that by the year 2007 they believe 

DVD-Audio will dominate the world 

hi-fi market. Only time and sales of 

Sony's competitor, Super Audio CD, 

will tell.

Kind 
Will Castle's new 
Inversion 15 loudspeakers 
turn the competition 
upside-down? Richard 
White takes a sideways 
look. 

I
N a world of uniformity, Castle's new 
Inversion 15 stand mounters certainly 

can't be accused of toeing the same 

old stylistic line. Their truncated pyramid 

cabinets are oriented pointing down-

wards, and so look a bit like an exclama-

tion mark without the full-stop at the bot-

tom. From a company like Castle, known 

for their traditional but well-executed 

'speakers, these aptly-named Inversions 

mark a major change of direction, one 

which we were keen to investigate. 

Driver-wise, things are more in keeping 

with Castle's past efforts, a woven carbon-

fibre mid/bass placed above the 19mm 

polyamide dome tweeter. Because of the 

low mass and minimal energy storage of 

carbon fibre, the crossover can be set at a 

high 3.3kHz and implemented with a rela-

tively simple second-order design. 

BEGINNING WITH Radio 3, I tuned 

into the 5th Brandenburg Concerto. As 

always, properly-played Bach takes no 

prisoners where clarity is concerned. The 

Inversions certainly gave little evidence of 

lagging in this area, string transients crisp 

and well-defined. A slight lack of delicacy 

to harpsichord I was prepared to put 

down to a heavy-handed player rather 

than the 'speakers. 

Heading into the lower Hertz, I found 

a bass that was warm and welcoming. 
This lent a pleasant fullness to the Castles' 

tone, although this is where careful posi-

tioning to avoid 'boom' can pay divi-

dends, particularly when you consider the 

recommended 'back close to the wall' 

placement. 
With the tweeter on the vertical axis of 

a fairly broad baffle, imaging wasn't as 

keen as it could have been ( it's more nor-

mal to off-set the tweeter to stagger the 

front-baffle reflections and diffraction 

which mar imaging). This was clearly 

demonstrated in the interview item which 

Meets 

followed the Bach. With spot-on imaging, 

there should be a slight shift of position 

between the voices. With the Inversions, 

the effect was closer to .a broad mono. 

Noticeable too was a nasal tinge to the 

voices, albeit not an obvious one. 

SWITCHING TO CD, I plied the 

Inversion 15s with Rolf Lindblum's spright-

ly interpretation of the Allegretto from the 

Moonlight Sonata. This testing track lost 

very little of its vitality through the 

Inversions, and the piano's tone (hanging 

judge of midrange reproduction) was well 

projected and coherent, if not sparkling. 

Returning to the radio, I spun the dial 

through some of the commercial stations. In 

spite of this provocation, the Inversions' 

presentational foibles helped rather than 

hindered here. If anything, their general 

approach was unduly forgiving of the poor 

Pop mixes on the air. Similarly well served 

were the icing-on-the-cake sound effects 

used to bolster the bits between the songs. 

True, what I'd taken for a kazoo solo by an 

adenoidal somnambulist turned out to be a 

news bulletin, but that's a mistake any loud-

speaker can make on commercial radio. 

Despite this onslaught, I still felt the 

Castles hadn't been thoroughly checked 

for bass quantity as well as quality. Step 

forward a selection of organ compositions 

on LP. 

Germani's performance of the Allegro 

from the Widor Toccata may be a bit long 

in the tooth but it has its moments, not 

least the splendour of Selby Abbey's pedal 

Feeds. At the finale, with all 32-foot guns 

firing, the Inversions managed to shift a fair 

amount of air for their size without losing 

their grip on midrange transparency. 

The Inversion 15s are reasonably com-

petent all-rounders when it comes to sound 

quality. I have to say, though, given Castle's 

past efforts such as the outstanding Edens, I 

had been hoping for more in the imaging, 

smoothness and detail departments. To 

their credit the ' 15s never offend by over-

stepping the treble or bass lines and they 

are easy on the ear. When all's said and 

done, there was nothing very much either 

for or against the Inversions; I suspect looks 

as much as musical presentation will be 

the deciding factor.

Richard White looks at 
Leak's Stereofetic tuner, 
which had the unenviable 
task of replacing the 
famous Troughline. 

W
HEN Leak went over to transis-
torized amplification in 1963, 

it says much for the company's 

reputation that they don't appear to have 

dropped a single sale. Certainly the 

Stereo 30 ampsold very well and its souk 

shortcomings - so obvious now - were 

apparently just ignored. By the end of the 

Sixties, when the (better) Stereo 30 Plus 

came out, memories of the excellence of 

the pre-transistor gear had faded. All that 

was left of the old regime was the trusty 

Troughline tuner. 

There must have been many audio-

philes who hoped that Leak would adopt 

an ' if it's not broke, don't fix it' approach; 

after all, by the standards of the time, and 

with only one stereo station in the UK, 

what significant improvement was there to 

make? Valves were yesterday's news, 

though, so a replacement tuner was 

designed using FETs instead, hence 

Stereofetic. 

On its release in 1969/70, the get-up 

for the tuner differed a little from the out-

going Troughline: instead of the 

Off/Mono/Stereo knob and the two slide 

switches, a row of rectangular buttons 

underneath the tuning scale controlled all 

functions except tuning, which was 

achieved by ganged variable capacitors 

looped to the tuning knob with cord. 

Crystal oscillators replaced IF transformers 

in the discriminating circuits. 

THE CHOICE OF FM stations in the 

UK was somewhat limited at the time, 

and those were all at the lower end of the 

band. The specification of the Stereofetic, 

like the Troughline, therefore reflects 

hopes for the future and Leak's thriving 

export sales, particularly to the US. FM 

broadcasting had been commonplace 

there for at least ten years, with a conse-

quential filling up of the airwaves all the 

way to 108MHz. Also largely unnecessary 

at home in those days was the Stereo but-

Act To Follovv 
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ton, an autoinatic se lector which muted 

any non-stereo broadcast. Using this in 

Britain at the time would have given you 

an expensive (£59 18s) piece of kit for 

receiving one channel (BBC 31, stereo 

sometimes! 

Instructionless owners of Leak 

Stereofetics and the later facelifted Delta 

must have, at times, puzzled over the 

Quasi-Stereo button. Was this a frequency 

discriminating device for making 'stereo' 

from a mono signal? Actually, no: Quasi-

Stereo worked by mixing the upper treble 

of true stereo output to achieve a degree 

of hiss cancellation, without affecting the 

midrange and bass. 

On the Stereofetic, this can be operat-

ed by degrees: button 1; button 2; buttons 

1 and 2 for maximum impact. With poor 

reception, the idea is quite clever, 

because a good deal of the stereo signal is 

left untouched even with both buttons in. 

Perhaps a fault with the system lies in the 

psycho-acoustic phenomenon whereby 

our hearing is much more sensitive to 

directionality in the high treble than the 

mid and bass regions. Hiss. certainly 

disappears, so do many of the subtlest 

effects of full-range stereo! 

HAVING ACQUIRED a live specimen 

recently, i was curious to compare it with 

the known excellence of the Troughline 

tuners it replaced. Superficially, the 

Stereofetic was well matched with the, 

urn, delightful black and silver styling of 

the rest of the range. It is certainly lighter 

in weight and consequently a little more 

wieldy than its predecessor. As regards 

specification too, the ' fetic showed signifi-

cant impritventeith, particularly in side-

band rejection and frequency drift. 

Sensitivity is sufficient to permit wet-

string aerials in strong reception areas and 

a moderately well appointed dipole in the 

fringe. Inter-station muting is by manual 

switch, the rejection threshold being 

about 12uV of signal. 

Giving the Stereofetic an extensive ear-

ful was an enlightening experience. For a 

start, stations 'come in' much more rapid-

ly on the dial, so tuning before switching 

on AFC can be a delicate matter. Since 

the limiting circuit works well, you don't 

actually hear overloads but the overenthu-

siastic signal strength meter is not as use-

ful as the old magic eye. 

I WAS QUITE surprised at how good 

this tuner sounded in spite of there being 

an air of ' inevitable disappointment' with 

solid-state gear of this vintage - look at the 

Stereo 30, now languishing in price-per-

skipload obscurity. There is a slight paper-

iness to the treble which you might expect 

considering its advancing years, but the 

Stereofetic outputs a much more pleasant 

audio signal than you'd guess listening 

through a contemporary amplifier. Bass is 

good, as is stereo separation; and all the 

tuning circuitry seemed to be in good 

health. 

Having said all this, the Troughline 

was an impossible act to follow: for all its 

merits, including latterday cheapness, the 

Stereofetic has to jostle for space in the 

already swollen ranks of tuners which are 

by no means bad but are otherwise undis-

tinguished. Perhaps the unkindest cut of 

all would be: 'not a Troughline!' 
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.  HE hi-fi business has always 

been an interesting place for 

technical innovation and it is 

going through some major changes yet 

again. Strong sales of recordable CD and 

MiniDisc put the twó into direct compe-

tition. Since they do a similar job, will 

there be another format war? 

Digital in the form of Compact Disc 

arrived in 1983, but that was replay 

only. I always believed a digital record-

ing medium is what the world wants, 

and the right one will eventually super-

sede simple 'players' as we've known 

them. That is happening now, a lot later 

than I could ever have imagined. 

When Digital Audio Tape came 

along in the mid-Eighties I made the pre-

diction that it could well end up wiping 

out CD. That drove the music industry a 

little barmy, as well 

as the mainstream 

hi-fi business - both 

saw it as a threat to 

their business. 

The whole issue 

of digital recording 

became a hot potato 

in the late Eighties. 

Nobody saw it as 

being in their inter-

est to offer such a thing, largely because 

the music business objected so furiously 

on the basis that it would promote copy-

ing and piracy, threatening their future. 

It wasn't until 1992 that a new digital 

recording medium appeared: Digital 

Compact Cassette from Philips. It was 

followed in 1993 by MiniDisc from 

Sony. I wasn't alone in wondering why 

Philips devoted so little budget to adver-

tising and marketing DCC. After a short, 

lacklustre life it died. 
Sony seemed more confident in the 

future of MD, pushing it hard in Japan, 

where sales took off. In retrospect they 

seemed wise in pushing MD toward 

young purchasers as a "must have" gad-

get. That's the market sector MD appeals 

to and it may be that, as purchasers 

grow older, they will stay with it, giving 

MD a great potential future. 

Philips meanwhile are betting on 

CD-R, CD-RW, and its upcoming 

replacement, DVD recordable, which is 

why they put so little into DCC, I think. 

Look what is happening now. Both 

MD and recordable CD are taking off at 
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much the same time. All of a sudden 

buyers are faced with having to make a 

choice between these mediums, as they 

have done in the past with video 

recorders, digital recorders, four-channel 

formats and heaven knows what else. 

This is where competition equals confu-

sion and, to those who make the wrong 

choice, hard-earned money wasted. 

This isn't the straight fight it has been 

in the past. We now have to take note of 

what the computer business is up to, 

because audio is becoming a big issue 

in computers and this cannot be 

ignored. I am told that these days, the 

music business wields less power than it 

once did. Now, computers set the pace. 

MiniDisc was conceived to be the 

perfect portable hi-fi format. At stake 

was the global cassette market, which is 

Strong sales of

absolutely vast. When we talk hi-fi we 

might think America, Japan, Europe - not 

India or China. The cassette is the domi-

nant medium in both these countries, 

though, and much of South 

America. This market comprises a 

cool two billion people, which is 

definitely worth having. To chal-

lenge it you must have a cheap and 

durable music-carrier, and MiniDisc 

can certainly be that. 

The problem is this: MiniDisc 

is a hi-fi medium and it hasn't 

yet adapted to the modern world 

of computers. The MD should 

have replaced the floppy disc, but 

it didn't. MD recorders should be 

equipped to do the job of MP3 

recorders, but as yet they aren't. 

Sony have been slow here, but I 

know they are working on it. 

As Philips are no doubt aware, 

it is the CD, and its successor, the 

DVD, that have become univer-

sal computer carriers. The 

impact of this upon the future of 

hi-fi is difficult to predict, but I 

cannot ignore the way CD-R and 

CD-RW sales have taken off in comput-

ers. A huge, already-installed base of CD 

players around the world gives CD an 

incredible presence. Whether MiniDisc 

can ever challenge it is questionable. 

It's a funny sort of format war. CD is 

too big to be ideal for portable use and 

MiniDisc would need to suddenly 

become computer friendly to ever chal-

lenge the CD. So neither recordable cr 
nor MD seem ideal. 

Did you see that 3in. give-away 

mini-CD containing Microsoft's Office 

2000 on a magazine front cover a few 

months ago? CD singles, as they were 

once called, store 150MB - exactly the 

same as MiniDisc. They are the same 

size as a MiniDisc but will play in all 

CD players and CD-ROMs, so they neat-

ly fulfil both major requirements. If we 

had recordable 3in. blanks, plus mini-

CD players for portable and car use, the 

format could be got up and running. 

This is my solution to the format war! 

TDK did actually produce 3in. CD-Rs 

for a time, they told me, but stopped 

because there was too little demand. 

Unfortunately, such a format would 

get little backing. Sony would see it as 

another threat to MiniDisc and Philips 

fell out of love with consumer audio 

many years ago. So war it is.

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H ERE comes a time when many 
audiophiles must give it a curso-

ry thought. The hi-fi system is 

sounding great, but it's in just one room. 

Wouldn't it be grand to have quality 

music all around the house? The idea of 

multi-room systems isn't new, but the 

last 10 years have seen an increase in 

suitable hardware, which makes the idea 

teasible and relatively affordable. 

I laving recently moved into a new 

house, I found myself pondering the 

possibility of just such a system, but 

where do you start? 

The problem with many multi-room 

systems is that their main aim is to fit in 

with a ' life-style' rather than maximise 

music reproduction quality. The Bose 

Acoustimass system has much to recom-

mend it - active 'speakers in two rooms 

and a radio remote 

control do much to 

alleviate the com-

plexity of wiring 

such a system up. 

Yet for anyone used 

to a carefully-select-

ed separates system, 

the sound quality is 

likely to be slightly 

disappointing, especially at a cost of 

£1500-£2000 for background music. 

Ditto some of Bang and Olufsen's efforts 

- well built and very flexible, but my six 

numbers have yet to come up on a 

Saturday evening. 

Option two is to keep your existing 

hi-fi and simply build a house-wide sys-

tem around it - Meridian, Audio Access, 

Bryston and others would be happy to 

oblige with system controllers and multi-

channel power amps. The only pitfall 

here is spiralling cost, as a proper set-up 

t an easily top five-figure sums. 

One manufacturer offering an alter-

native which will go lighter on the wal-

let is QED. Their Systemline components 

are just as flexible as the competition's 

with multi-channel amps, room remote 

sensors, displays and even keypads that 

attach to light-switch sized panels. The 

total cost will obviously vary depending 

on how large your house is, but it 

should be somewhere between £2000-

£3000. It's certainly one way to go, but 

it's not the one I eventually settled on. 

It wasn't the price of commercial 

products that put me off so much as the 
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sheer complexity. Having finished deco-

rating only a few weeks ago, the idea of 

chiselling out channels for cables, boxes 

and ceiling 'speakers sent a chill down 

my spine. 

It was time for a different approach 

chez Todd. I was happy with my existing 

equipment (which is located in a dedi-

cated listening room), so I thought, why 

not leave it be and go for a second stack 

with 'speaker switching? The idea was to 

buy a remote control amplifier with ter-

minals for two pairs of loudspeakers, a 

CD player from the same manufacturer, 

a remote relay and the 'speakers. With 

this arrangement, the hi-fi would operate 

as normal in one room while the sound 

could be piped through to a second area 

with the minimum of wiring. 

A remote relay can be purchased 

Do I really need a 
multi-room system at 
all?

from shops such as Maplin for about 

£60, so only a single handset would be 

needed assuming the electronics had 

been bought from the same company. 

This would allow full remote control of 

the system in both rooms, no mean feat 

for a total of about £700. The sole hic-

cough turned out to be finding an ampli-

fier suitable for the job - remote opera-

tion and two sets of 'speaker terminals 

aren't things you'll find on any amp. 

Candidates between £2004300 that 

boast decent sound are almost non-

existent. 

It was then, in a flash of 

inspiration, that I wondered: 

"Do I really need a multi-room 

system at all? I enjoy music 

around the house and I appre-

ciate my hi-fi, so why not have 

equipment in every room?" 

This solution would offer plen-

ty of opportunity for upgrading 

when necessary while allowing 

me to achieve a different presen-

tation in each location. Put it like 

this; if you've always lusted after a 

valve amp but have shied away 

because they generally have low power 

outputs, you could put one in the small-

est room. Fancy huge PA floor standers 

but couldn't live with their rough edges 

all the time? Simple, have a pair in room 

number two for a bit of headbanging. 

Naturally, there are still drawbacks to 

this approach - space and him/her 

indoors, I hear you cry! Granted, other 

less audio-enthusiastic occupants may 

not be best pleased, but then a second 

or third system doesn't have to be any-

where near as large as the main one. An 

amp, CD and pair of bookshelf 'speakers 

can be stowed away almost invisibly. 

Look at brands such as Creek and Rega 

(little front-to-back depth) as well as 

Cyrus and Micromega (nice and nar-

row), if space is a real issue. 

Should you opt for the multi-system 

route, with decent cables the sound will 

far exceed that of a Midi and most 

multi-room set-ups. Best of all, the total 

price is completely up to you, especially 

when you can buy second-hand and 

experience once again the pleasure of 

assembling a unique system. I'm now 

the proud owner of three unobtrusive 

set-ups which all have their own 

strengths and weaknesses. I might have 

to cart my favourite CDs around the 

house and there are more black boxes 

than you can shake a stick at, but I 

believe it's the only way to go for true 

audiophiles on a budget.

OST audiophiles, their wives 
and their wallets are all too 

aware of what a terrible 

addiction hi-fi can be. More than many 

other past times, it soaks up vast 

amounts of effort, time and money while 

leaving your living room decorated with 

liberal amounts of PVC spaghetti and 

ugly black boxes. As far as I know, there 

is no therapy available for those who 

suffer from chronic audio addiction 

(apart from letters in red ink from the 

bank), but there is an alternative. The 

upgrade hit it offers can 

be just as strong, and use 

of this substitute is much 

more financially sustain-

able. 

As Dominic Todd 

commented in his col-

umn last month, they 

don't build 'em like they 

used to. So what better 

way of slaking your upgrade 

thirst with a battleship component than 

purchasing second-hand? 

There are naturally risks attached to 

buying used gear. Unless you know 

exactly what it is you're after, you can 

end up wasting money on a real lemon 

which simply doesn't work in your own 

system. And gear bought solely on the 

basis that it's constructed like a bomb-

shelter and must therefore sound equally 

impressive can be unpredictable to say 

the least. Add to the above the worry 

that most service manuals will be unob-

tainable and a lot of the parts are likely 

to be going wobbly unless the item in 

question has had light use, and going 

second-hand would seem about as 

appealing as navigating a mine-field on 

a dark night after 15 

pints. 

So why even 

bother? Well, for a 

start you can learn 

about the hi-fi of pre-

vious eras 'on the 

job' - you can begin 

with cheap Seventies 

integrateds and 

record decks (or 

some later valve 

amps and tuners) and get an idea of 

quality and reliability without blowing a 

fatal hole in your bank account. And, as 

the bits in question are already 'pre-

owned', they have depreciated about as 

far as they're going to and can be sold 

on without loss (assuming you pay a 

reasonable price in the first place). 

Two enjoyable aspects of dabbling 

with this sort of kit are the thrill of the 

chase and the fact that you never know 

what you might find. For instance, I nar-

rowly missed a pair of JVC full-range 

electrostatics not so long ago. Yes, you 

did read that correctly - electrostatics 

made by JVC. I was informed the 

FR-100s were roughly the size of fire 

guards but made a 

much sweeter sound! 

Never imported into 

this country (so I was 

informed by the gen-

tleman parting with 

them), they had been 

bought in the Far East, 

flown back to the UK 

and now had to go. 

The used market is a great place to 

discover all such 'hidden', innovative or 

outrageously well-built equipment 

(almost invariably from Japanese manu-

facturers). It was never sold in Britain 

because there were too few potential 

customers with wallets large enough. 

One range which did make it into 

the mainstream was Trio's high-end 

L Series separates (including the 

L-07D direct-drive turntable with a vari-

ety of matching pres, powers and inte-

grateds. There was the L-01T tuner too). 

A fellow bargain-hunter recently 

brought over an L-01A two-box integrat-

ed he'd picked up for £60 as the output 

transistors had been barbecued thanks to 

a loudspeaker short-circuit. My jaw hit 

the floor when I lifted the power supply 

out of the box - 

there were two 

very large, potted 

mains transform-

ers and a smaller 

third, bringing 

the PSU's weight 

up to around 

20kgs. 

The rest of the 

circuitry was 

accommodated in a 

large case made predominantly of 

plastic ( like DNM's amplifiers). Trio's 

engineers had come to the same con-

clusion as Denis Morecroft, that 

metal enclosures cause distortion which 

degrades sound quality. They had mea-

sured this in their labs and, despite such 

distortion appearing at vanishingly low 

levels, went ahead with predominantly 

non-metal chassis in a lot of the L Series. 

More tasty features included: what 

looked suspiciously like early versions of 

Panasonic's current For Audio poten-

tiometers in the volume control; heavy 

copper buss bars from the output 

devices to the loudspeaker terminals; 

and more buss bars to the output stage 

from the reservoir caps, which were 

pairs of 18000uF cans potted in blocks 

of plastic to reduce microphony. 

An interesting loudspeaker to keep 

an eye out for, although it's neither quite 

so esoteric or aged a component as the 

L-01A, is Technics' SB-RX50. Tipping the 

scales at 16.5kgs each, these relied on a 

flat-diaphragm, carbon-fibre mid/bass 

'ring' around a mica/epoxy resin tweeter 

to turn electricity into sound. They 

received some glowing reviews when 

they first came out in 1991/2 and can 

now be had at very affordable prices. 

Whatever your budget, the second-

hand market offers plenty of scope for 

both audio explorers and those who 

want to assemble a system inexpensive-

ly. Start off cheap, remember that it's 

"caveat emptor" and try not to fall into 

the trap of assembling a floor-to-ceiling 

hi-fi collection!

T
HIS very solidly-built 
six-way block is wired 

with the same cable 

used in this company's AC-2 

individual mains leads 

(reviewed in June 1999). 

Inside the green sheath and 

steel case are a shield and 

three silver-plated OFC con-

ductors within a Teflon dielec-

tric. 

As had been the case with 

the AC-2, this block took a 

very long time to burn in. 

Straight from the box it offered 

an improvement, but not a 

large one. It was actually a 

good three weeks before it 

suddenly loosened up, becom-

ing smoother, more dynamic 

and considerably more musi-

cal. These changes were most 

obvious with the LAT connect-

ed to a Trio L-07D turntable, 

which is especially susceptible 

to RF pollution on the mains. 

Where the sound had previ-

ously been slightly sluggish 

and lacking in fluidity, with 

the LAT it gained in speed, 

control, and involvement. The 

same went for MVL's A2+ inte-

grated amp, an old Mission 

Cyrus 1 and a Pioneer DV-505 

DVD player, although to a 

lesser extent. 

The LAT is a very effective 

way of cleaning up the elec-

tricity coming out of your wall 

socket. Just make sure you 

give it time to burn in fully 

before judging its 

performance.

EINSTEIN OCTOPUS 

OCTOPUS might 
sound like an unusu-

al name for a mains 

block until you realise that 

Einstein's device features eight 

sockets. These are colour-

coded too, one bank in red for 

digital equipment (which is fit-

ted with a line conditioner), 

the other in black for ana-

logue. These are arranged, 

four to a side, on a box with a 

triangular cross-section, which 

is quite a lot less obtrusive 

than the six- in-a-line alterna-

tives. Another difference is the 

fact that the Octopus doesn't 

come with a hard-wired flying 

lead to the wall socket - you 

have to supply your own. 

Linked to the mains via a 

standard cable the same length 

as that of the LAT, the Octopus 

went to work. I was struck by 

how much mush' had been 

removed from the sound, as 

low-level detail and sound 

stage depth were both much 

more in evidence than before.

Tonally, components running 

from the Octopus also sound-

ed considerably more realistic. 

In these respects the Einstein 

outperformed both the LAT 

and Kimber's competitor 

which we use in our reference 

system. 

It was in areas like overall 

cohesion and musicality 

where the LAT overtook the 

Octopus. Where the latter 

tended to home in on individ-

uak strands within a song, the 

former was better at presenting 

the overall picture complete 

with the ebb and flow that gets 

you swaying to the music. 

Einstein's Octopus is a 

cog-effective way of bringing 

increased clarity and three-

dimensionality to a system. It 

reduces problems like sibi-

lance and grain, but it isn't as 

musical as the LAT.

So we've had Damon's little effort, now 

it's Brett's turn. And if it's another crack-

ing slice of W11 shenanigans and 

intrigue you're looking for, step right this 

way! Warped, drug-inspired, weird and 

muddled, Head Music could never be 

anything but an adventure. 

Brett Anderson, in customary androg-

ynous guise, has cooked up another 13 

Suede tracks ranging from sure-fire hits. 

Electricity and She's In Fashion to the 

downright annoying Savoir Faire and 

He's Gone. 

The 31-year-old's gay/straight icon sta-

tus is well maintained, particularly with a 

line from Can't Get Enough where he 

says he "feels real, like a man, like a 

woman, like a woman, like a man". 

Yeah, right, Brett. 

In keeping with Suede's decadent 

image, Head Music is also littered with 

drug references, a legacy of Brett's heroin 

addiction, which he recently claims to 

have kicked once and for all after much 

pain and effort. (Head Music: music for the 

mind, mind expanding! That's it, got it!) 

It all kicks off with the aforemen-

tioned Electricity, an uplifting, hard-

edged Pop tune as good as anything off 

the trio of earlier albums. In his snarling, 

Sex Pistols drawl Brett is at his best: 

"Oh it's bigger than the universe/it's big-

ger than the two of us/We got a love 

between us that's like electricity" he 

screams convincingly. 

Skipping the bizarre Savoir Faire, 

where Brett has a go at skanking, we 

come to Can't Get Enough, a door-kick-

ing Seventies chant with shades of The 

Who and T-Rex. Brett's having fun and, 

guess what, he's talking about needing 

another fix. 

Everything Will Flow is the album's 

ballad, a warm, string-based opener 

that's quickly followed by the brilliant, 

anthemic Down, apparently written (sur-

prise, surprise) while coming down from 

a hard night of drug-taking. Moody, 

swirling and building up slowly, it has 

latest addition Richard Oakes (who took 

over from Bernard Butler) literally burn-

ing the midnight oil on guitar. 

Then it's the album's high-point, 

She's In Fashion. Shallow, silly, but 

equally catchy, this is thus far the song 

of the summer. So easily-conceived, it 

could have been written by a college 

band, that fact doesn't detract from its 

delectability. Other notable works are 

the Fall-inspired Elephant Man and sad 

Indian Strings. However, the album 

peters out in a somewhat tedious fash-

ion with He's Gone and Crack In The 

Union Jack. 

Brett might have kicked the evil 

habits he was once so famous for, but 

he clearly doesn't want to venture too 

far from that winning druggy formula.

ELECTRONIC 

TWISTED TENDERNESS 

While they may no longer be the young 

men Barney Sumner's band Joy Division 

so tragically saluted in the late Seventies, 

neither are Electronic its lost souls. In fact, 

on this evidence, they are gunning ever 

quicker towards musical deliverance. 

Twisted Tenderness (which draws on 

40 years of musical experience from sea-

soned Mancunian guitarists Barney and 

lohnny Marr, formerly of The Smiths) is 

indeed a rebirth, following their suspect 

second album Raise The Pressure from 

three years ago. 

From the haunting Bakunin-type figure 

staring from the cover to the track listing 

alongside him, there is plenty of initial 

evidence to suggest things are still sparky 

in the Electronic camp. Dipping into the 

album's contents confirms this. 

Blasting off with the excellent Make It 

Happen, the boys show they mean busi-

ness. After a kind of Prodigyesque open-

ing, this number swiftly evolves into a hip, 

late-Nineties grungey Dance opus. 

Swirling synth, acoustic accompaniment 

and a powerful guitar lead a song that's as 

surprising as it is engaging, although some 

things never change - "I am a fraction, 

part of a broken man' as Bernie intones in 

typically happy fashion. 

Haze echoes this sentiment, while 

Vivid builds on it. A big Bob Dylan mouth 

organ entry, a classic New Order Barney 

warble ("a revolution in a looking glass, 

I'm sick and tired of being second best"). 

Perhaps with the sudden re-emergence 

of New Order last summer in a trio of live 

appearances and the promise of new 

material, Bernard has been somewhat 

rejuvenated. This potential comes across 

most strongly on the brilliant title track, a 

Dancey love song with classic uplifting 

Ibiza-style synth lines. 

At the same time there also appears to 

be a new urgency about Johnny's strum-

ming and melodies. In fact, at times, par-

ticularly on Twisted Tenderness but also 

on Make It Happen and the melodious 

Can't Find My Way Home, the pair at last 

combine the best elements of The Smiths 

and New Order. Their potential has been 

realised.

EQUALLY CURSED AND 

BLESSED 

Poor old Cerys Matthews - fame plays 

tricks on the soul at the best of times. 

Equally Cursed And Blessed shows just 

the kind of emotional helter-skelter ride 

it has been for her since emerging from 

the Welsh valleys a few years ago. 

The success of last year's platinum-sell-

ing debut, International Velvet, was the 

reward for the band's perseverance over 

a 10-year period. With Equally Cursed, 

Catatonia carry on their love affair with 

Pop. While Cerys has herself become the 

lndie darling that puppy dogs Louise 

(Sleeper) and Sonya (Echobelly) were in 

previous years, the music continues to 

be enthralling and engaging. 

Unfortunately (perhaps ib is due to the 

syrupy production), Cerys has a tenden-

cy to sound like a little girl scampering 

around in her nappies - just listen to 

Dead From The Waist Down or Valerian. 

Pleasingry, though, there are moments 

where she shows she can slip into vari-

ous other vocal guises without trouble, 

although to some extent this is as much 

to do with the tone set by the rest of 

Catatonia. Still, she shows she is not hid-

ing behind anyone when she blasts off 

like a rabble rouser in the Punk-riffed 

Storm The Palace ("Turn it into a bar, let 

thern work in Spar"), one of the album's 

best tracks. 

A change of direction comes in the 

Disco- inspired Karaoke Queen, with 

Cerys going for an unusual Glam 

approach. But best of all is Shoot The 

Messenger, which sees our lady ham-

ming it up as the archetypal bar room 

moll. With its nod to Kurt Weill and 

Cerys' own vodka-ravaged Marlene 

Dietrich inflections, it's a heady mix to 

be sure. 

BILLY IVIAHONIE 

THE BIG DIG 

They may have been called "The best live 

band in Britain", but can they cut the mus-

tard in the studio? On the strength of 

debut album, The Big Dig, the studio is 

too small for them. Swampy, snarling, agit-

prop Rock, Billy and his arse (or some-

thing like that, if we go on the assumption 

that the Pogues previous name was Pogue 

Mahone, meaning " Kiss my arse") are 

tooled up and ready to ruck. 

Think of Billy Mahonie as being simi-

lar to Mogwai, who were also unencum-

bered by a vocalist, but with influences 

that range from Charlie Mingus to 

AC/DC, and don't expect anything you 

can put your finger on straight away. 

A typical Billy track is Flagiolettes, 

which builds up slowly from a bassline 

and cymbal link into a clever, swooning 

West Coast anthem, à la Big Black, Husker 

Du or Descendants. But somehow, things 

never get quite that heavy, and the hard-

core Punk edge is only really hinted at, 

the band preferring to stick in a sentimen-

tal riff or Pink Floyd-type floaty number. 

Recorded in the Somerset studio popu-

lar with PI Harvey and produced by her 

main man Head, this is a gem of an 

album. Now go out and find some new 

live material, boys!

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WILLIAM WALTON 

Violin and Viola Concertos 

& Sinfonia Concertante 

Various Artists 

AVID AMSC 604 

Walton xpressed the concern that, after 

the pinnacle of the Violin Concerto, his 

critical standing was doomed to fall. 

Listening to his concert works on this 

beautifully re-mastered disc, it seems to 

me that Walton was far too musically lit-

erate to last forever. Do you remember 

how all-but shunted into a siding he had 

been for 20 years before his death (a film 

composer, ugh!)? Or how Façade is nowa-

days a ballet suite and little else? 

This is another of Avid's series of Great 

Performances Of The 20th Century. As 

that century rapidly runs out, it is sobering 

to think that, in human terms, sound 

recording is still so recent that 'great per-

formances' of any other age are mostly a 

matter of hearsay, or at best rather scraggy 

piano rolls and practically unlistenable 

waxings. 

Recording has changed the way we 

think about musicians - not entirely for 

the better, either. Legends have to be fairly 

hardy to withstand the scrutiny of a later 

and possibly less reverent generation. 

Striking examples of this are typically 

singers - Peter Pears and Owen Brannigan 

come to mind - but even Menuhin has left 

ample evidence of 'off' days. Recordings 

can be cruel things. 

As the best-remembered of the soloists 

on this album, Jascha Heifitz seems to me 

to be one of the lucky ones, who man-

aged to combine a copper-bottomed tech-

nique with great expressive restraint. The 

by Stephen Priest & Frank Blake 

result is music making which has worn its 

50-odd years uncommonly well. 

Since the latest of these works was first 

performed in 1939, Walton is shown as a 

composer who matured very early. What's 

perhaps more striking is the sense of a liv-

ing tradition in his work. Whilst his output 

often displays the quirks of true musical 

humour, and a sometimes daring predilec-

tion for dissonance, Walton walks down 

the broad high road; musically speaking, 

there is always a happy ending. 

With artists of the calibre of viola mae-

stro William Primrose, and the optional 

piano part of the Sinfonia in the distin-

guished hands of Phyllis Sellick, and of 

course Heifitz himself, it is a truly nour-

ishing experience to listen to these vintage 

recordings. 

On the evidence of the selection on 

this disc, one can not only pronounce the 

artists' and composer's contemporary rep-

utations to have been well-earned, but 

their places in the history of music as a 

living recorded art should be well 

assured.

French Suite No5. BWV 

816/Overture In The French Style, 

BWV 831 

Piotr Anderszewski. piano 

LES NOUVEAUX 

INTERPRETES/HARMONIA MUNDI 

Anderszewski was born to a Polish father 

and Hungarian mother and studied in 

Lyon, Strasbourg, Southern California and 

at the Chopin Academy in Warsaw. At 29 

years old he already has a sound CV and 

is associated musically with Beethoven, 

Webern and the composer featured here, 

Bach. 

Both of these pieces, of course, were 

originally written for harpsichord and the 

French 'style' of the music comes not in 

the harmony but in rhythm and form - 

both being, basically, a group of French-

named dances, all in the same key. The 

dances all have the traits of French stately 

majesty with their use of dotted rhythms 

and ornamentation. 

Suites of both the orchestral and key-

board kind were an important form during 

the 17th and early 18th centuries. 

Although the earlier suites of the 16th 

century were both English and Italian, the 

French style of the genre became by far 

the most popular with musicians and the 

public. 

Naming a sequence of dances as an 

Overture was by no means a one-off for 

Bach, as his four orchestral suites all had 

the French title 'Ouverture'. Although the 

Overture featured on this disc appears to 

be a more technically demanding and 

substantial work than the Suite, this was 

by no means uniform of the style. 

Bach's inherent mathematics never fail 

to delight when used in this form (the 

orchestral suites being other examples), 

and both constraint and elegance are 

called for to carry such music off. 

Anderszewski has both of these in abun-

dance and, together with a seemingly 

effortless technique, he makes this music 

breathe and flow. 

The Suite gracefully moves from one 

dance to the next, each displaying the 

pianist's dexterity, phrasing and lightness 

of touch. In the Overture, however, we 

can see Anderszewski's association with 

Beethoven more clearly realised. The 

Overture is more muscular and measured 

in style than the Suite, and the 12-minute 

opening passage introduces a sense of 

controlled grandeur to the music and, 

indeed, the playing that is sustained 

throughout the piece to great effect. With 

all the fluidity and involvement of 

Anderszewski's playing, due to his sound 

technique he still retains that mechanical 

essence that is, for me, the key ti , Bar h's 

glorious output.

Slnce the days wheR he left his home 

town St Louis to play for the Butterfield 

Blues Band in California, Sanborn has 

worked hard at staying a top dog among 

the LA studio sessioneers - and succeed-

ed. He has also commuted effortlessly 

between sophisticated Jazz-Pop solo 

albums stressing his distinctive alto tone 

and R'n'B roots, and the occasional full-

ahead Jazz outing like 1990's Another 

Hand, or Upfront a year or two later. This 

time he's found a place somewhere 

between the two; like Goldilocks' 

favourite porridge, it's neither too lumpy 

nor too smooth (or was that the mattress?), 

and it works well. 

Produced and largely written by bass 

ace Marcus Miller, there's more than a 

nod here to the current East Coast Soul-

Jazz fusion sound, with vocals by 

Cassandra Wilson on an oh-so-delicate 

reinvention of Aretha's Daydreaming, and 

Lalah Hathaway on Miller's When I'm 

With You, plus a discrete cameo from 

Sting on Ain't No Sunshine. 

Guest star vocals aside, we are deep in 

Crusaders territory here, with Miller's big 

city collection of Housey beats and exotic 

accents layered around Sanborn's athletic 

or melancholy tone. And sometimes the 

Funk is allowed to drip more generously - 

try Miller's Brother Ray, with its Or John 

vocal samples and Tower Of Power-style 

horn section. 

The mid-section of Inside is three songs 

that showcase Sanborn's ability to bend 

Pop melodies over itchy-feet rhythms or 

"go ahead, hang yourself in the spaces" 

ballads. His own perfect-for-midnight-radio 

ballad, Lisa, is followed by the Fender 

Rhodes-powered slow Soul-Funk of When 

I'm With You, which lifts an infectious trick 

or two from the Quincy Jones crowd 

vocals book. The engineering is flawless 

throughout, suggesting live feel while navi-

gating a crucial cusp for this kind of jazz: 

fat bottom-end when you turn it up, sharp 

balance and presence at lower levels or on 

the radio. Not half bad at all, even for 

Sanborn.

It wasn't until a mid-point in the elegant 

new set from US Jazz pianist KraII that the 

penny dropped. There had been clues 

aplenty - the sultry echoes of Julie London 

and Peggy Lee in the song selection, the 

big-room reverb, the bold, forceful, some-

how 'urban' mixes and, most of all, the 

striking, original string arrangements. 

But by the time Johnny Mandel's lush, 

cinematic overture to I've Got You Under 

My Skin shimmered out of the Tannoys, 

the inside fake had been swallowed and 

the basket made with style. A Jazz star is 

being born here. Not one of your Chet 

Baker stars, mind you, but a Nat King 

Cole, Shirley Bassey, Ella Fitzgerald kind 

of star - another few years and household 

name status is on the cards. 

This 20-something New Yorker's first 

two albums for Verve were anchored in 

the piano trio and quartet traditions, 

although her live shows quickly estab-

lished that the pretty girl singer at the key-

board had no problem punching her 

musical weight with the young turks in 

her band like guitarist Russell Malone. 

Those live shows also revealed that she 

enjoyed revisiting the standards just as much 

as playing 'catch my drift' with the band. 

And When I Look In Your Eyes is a record 

that manages to mate credible with accessi-

ble at every level. From the Bossa remake of 

I've Got You Under My Skin to the elegant 

wordplay of Michael Franks' throwback 

chestnut Popsicle Toes, Tommy LiPu. ma's 

production and Al Schmitt's engineering 

work their apparently effortless magic yet 

again, capturing great material performed 

with joy by outstanding musicians without 

losing a single useful harmonic. 

This is simply a delightful, winning record. 

Bursting with echoes of the charm and verve 

(sorry) Joe Venuti or Stephane Grappelli 

brought to the 'difficult' violin from the 

Thirties to the Eighties, or Ray Nance to 

Ellington's sound, this third solo set from 

Carter should brighten anyone's day. 

Although she is better known until 

now for sessions with Lauryn Hill, 

Wynton Marsalis, Billy Joel and Aretha 

Franklin, Carter and her core band 

(Kenny Barron, Lewis Nash and Rodney 

Jones) gallop irresistibly across a global 

panorama with help from Brazilian, Latin 

and African stars, yet never sound over-

influenced or untrue to their own voices. 

If you get off on Blues, Folk, hot pickin' or 

hot Club Jazz, this is uplifting, original 

and splendid.

Soundcolors 2 features a cross-section 

of mainly brand new music from all over 

the world, including Mato from Japan, 

Native Elements from New York, Bouzoo 

Bajou from Germany alongside our own 

boys, Frankie Valentine and Nightmares 

On Wax. The rest of the roster includes an 

as-yet-unreleased track (Jersey Street from 

Junior Boys Own) well worth checking 

out for its smoochy groove and other 

underground movers in the form of 

Peacefrog & David Alvarado (Next) and 

Mr. Hermano (Caixixi) on Disorient 

Records. 

As ever, it's a relatively diverse yet 

complementary selection of tunes which 

injects a summery vibe into all things 

slow and soulful.

DJ Todd Terry 

House Music Movement 

MASTER DANCE TONES HMMCD-8093 

Native New Yorker Todd Terry is a work-

ing hurricane who has clocked up a mas-

sive amount of classic tracks over the last 

11 years. Hugely respected as an early 

House pioneer, the turning points in his 

career include the 1989 release of Black 

Riot's A Day In The Life, 1992's CLS mon-

ster Can You Feel It, and assorted other 

mammoth successes with the likes of 

Jamiroquai, The Lightning Seeds and The 

Cardigans. 

It's workmanship of a similar calibre 

that Mr Terry brings to the House Music 

Movement, allowing Master Dance Tones 

to unleash what must be one of their 

strongest sets in the series to date thanks 

to the mostly vintage Todd Terry-pro-

duced classics, mixed down by the great 

man himself. Back To The Beat sets the 

pace and is bolstered by the phenomenal 

Bounce To The Beat and recent smashes 

such as Something Going On and Martha 

Wash's Catch The Light. 

All in all, there are 14 tunes in the 

same vein. Between them they showcase 

Todd Terry's uncanny ability to stay one 

step ahead of the trends game with his 

unique sound based around the classic 

TT beats. Artists such as Kym Mazelle 

and Lighthouse Family also benefit from 

his touch, and he sounds as fresh as ever 

across this set.

HARMLESS HURT CD IS 

The Breaks was universally recognised as 

one of the Dance compilations of '98, due 

to the fact that it featured 12 of the most 

influential and sampled tracks of all time 

in the worlds of Dance and Hip-Hop. The 

Breaks II can't quite make the same claim 

as there are few big-name tunes to men-

tion, but it's always worth checking out 

the new men (or women) in the mix, 

especially when they've just been 

crowned DMC World Mixing Champ. 

Expect all the Funk of the first 

episode, with a rather more classic edge 

tune-wise, in most cases quite rare 

grooves, many of which have been 

excavated for the first time since their 

original release. We're talking Kool And 

The Gang resurrected with kudos thanks 

to their Funky Disco expertise, and the 

Commodores, whose contribution boasts 

samples à la DJ Jazzy Jay and Teddy 

Riley (known as the 'Huh' Break by those 

in the biz). Artists such as Curtis 

Mayfield, Gil Scott-Heron and Booker T 

And The MGs all feature for their part in 

the Break Dance revolution, some as 

catalogues of samples lifted from yester-

year, others as seminal tunes from the 

sub-culture itself. 

This album's tracklist is very spe-

cialised, and given that most of the tunes 

are featured simply for one or other riff or 

beat which has been sampled by the Hip-

Hop Soul generation, it's only likely to 

appeal to hard-core Break kids or their 

parents (who probably remember the orig-

inals from the first-tine round).

Excellent imaging with clear treble and midrange. Bass slightly dry and boxy but would suit a smaller room.

An initially impressive, upfront sound but ultimately a little uninvolving. 
Music makers with a clean,punchy sound. Real value for money. 
Mission's babies are a truly worthwhile improvement on the original 731s. 
Excellent sound puts the competitors in the shade. Well built and pretty tool 
If you've got £200 with 'loudspeaker' written on it, then the 732i should be on you're shopping list. 
Superb stand mounters of real refinement and musicality. A touch bass light. 
Civilised standmounters which lack nothing in control, finesse or transparency. 
A novel multi-media two-satellites-and-sub which nevertheless demands to be taken quite seriously. 
Very tight bass and an all-round big sound. Some sharpness in the treble but assertive and clear. 
Impressive bass with midrange clarity are pluses. Prominent treble stops the 801 from challenging the best. 
The Paradigms have a generally enjoyable sound but treble is sharp and midrange recessed. 
Solid bottom end will drive a large room well, but they're a bit bright too. 
Engineering is not tip-top, but with a smooth system they will produce a clear and open, if bright, sound. 
Rather small sound for a big cabinet. Absence of deep bass hard to forgive. 
Clear, bright and open but with weak bass. Best used close to or against a wall. 
Detailed and clear with a forward midrange. Could be a little rough on vocals; bass extension is limited. 
Excellent all-rounder that provides a real open window into almost every genre of music. 
The Tangents' bass has attractive speed and impact, matched with smooth treble and open midband. 
Good imaging as well as control. Tweets a bit too much but more than fine for the money. 
The best at the price and capable of embarrassing many more expensive 'speakers. 
For £140, you get a 'speaker with transparency and enjoyability unmatched at the price. 
Even overall balance and taut secure bass, if not the deepest ever. Slightly lightweight and uninvolving. 
Worth an audition if you need to balance a bright source and amp, but treble lacks clarity. 
Bright treble is partially balanced by taut , well integrated bass, but outclassed by the competition. 
Clean, incisive, detailed and revealing, especially in the bass. 
Great value introduction to active. The sound is deep and powerful but could be a little coloured for some. 
Can work well if partnered to give weighty bass and smooth treble. 

Tuneful and confident, these speakers are well suited to Pop and Dance music. 
All the ingredients for listening fun are mixed into the DM305. Overall presentation could be more cohesive though. 
Good-looking solid 'speakers with great spirit and tenacity but with a dry treble. Not fans of classical music.

FAIRE IS THE HEAVEN

The Cambridge Singers are a mixed 

professional chamber choir consisting 

of former Cambridge University choral 

scholars, mainly hailing from Clare 

College. The selection of pieces on this 

magical record spans the life of sacred 

English choral music as we know it, 

from Tallis to Britten, via Purcell, 

Vaughan-Williams, Howells et al. 

Of all the professional chamber 

choirs around at present, I think the 

Cambridge Singers have the edge when 

it comes to balance and phrasing. 

Although much of this music was com-

posed with boys' voices in mind, the 

clear tone and lack of overt vibrato in 

the females results in a pure tone that 

blends seamlessly with the lower parts. 

Pieces such as Purcell's Hear My 

Prayer, Howell's haunting, modal Sing 

Lullaby and Parson's sublime Ave 

Maria are perfectly executed, striking 

the ideal balance between phrasing 

and precision. 

Like many people involved one 

way or another in Classical music, my 

'education' started with this type of 

music at school. Call it soppy nostalgia 

if you must, but whenever I hear unac-

companied choral music (especially 

sung this well) I simply have to sit 

down and listen to it. This recording 

contains only a microcosm of music of 

which there is a vast catalogue, but 

the pieces selected are all gems and 

chronological landmarks in the history 

of English church music.

In addition to their distin-

guished playing careers, both men were 

notable educators, Menhuin with his 

schools and Blades with his frequent 

lectures and television appearances. 

By modern standards these records 

are a little high and dry; they pre-date 

the Hey! kids... approach by a couple 

of decades. Demonstrations of the par-

ticular instruments are followed by 

typical orchestral passages to put 

things in context. Perhaps there is 

some test-worthy aspect after all - 

where else will you find the bottom 

note of the double-bassoon (33Hz) 

played solo?
